ON STREETS.

A Liverpool Crowd
Today JShouted
“Down With
Popery.”

AN TI-RITUALISTS.

They Booed at the Dener:-
able JArchbishop Of
York and Cried Out
“Send Them AU To
Ro_me” + » » Sensational
Opening of Church Con-
gress.

IL.ondon, Oct. 5—Extraordinary
scencs were witnessed at Liverpool
yesterday in connection with the an-
nual Church of England congress now
proceeding there. The Lord Mayor
held a reception at the town hall,
which was attended by all the lead-
ing bishops and the clergy of the Un-
ited Kingdom. The procession form-
ed up and marched to the Cathedral.

Large crowds gathered in the
streets, to whom several leading low
churchmen, including followers of the
late John Kensit's son and the Wy-
cliffe  proachers, an organization
founded by the late Mr. Kensit, had
previously distributed anti-ritualistic
pamphlets.

As the procession, headed by the

civic regalia and the corporation, fol-
lowed by the bishops and clergy in
their robes, on foot, mneared the
lcathedral. the demonstrators com-
menced to shout ‘‘Down with Pop-
}ery"! *“Oh! for another Luther’’!
! When the venerable Archibishop of
! York appeared, his silver cross of of-
fice held up before him, the crowd
booed and shrieked ‘Traitors’’! ‘It
is Popery in the streets’’! ‘‘Send
them all to Rome’’!

Amidst a storm of hissing and
shouting the Archibishop passed into
the cathedral, unmoved by the up-
roar. A strong force of police was
stationed about the building, the
authorities fearing more serious trou-
bla. ©

The Kaiser is Unable to
- Recognize the Latter

and there’'s Trouble.

Berlin, Oct. 5.—The Lippe govern-
jment has published a telegram from
Smperor William to Count Leopold,
{son of the late regent, Count Ernest
i of Lippe-Biesterfeld, condoling with
! him on the death of his father, and
|notifying him that as the legal sit-
uation is uncertain he, (the emperor)
is unable to recognize Count Leopold
as regent, and that hence the mili-
tary will not be permited to take the
oath of allegiance to Count Leo-
pold.

The government of Lippe suggests
that the dispute .as to the right of
succession shall be submitted to the
imperial supreme court, or some
other non partisan court, instead of
to the federal council.

WILL RECLAIM
DESERT LANDS.

British Government To Spend a
Hundred Millions In Egypt and
the SoudanssRiver Courses To
Change.

Sir William Garstin has just com-
| pleted a report on the explorations
i of himself and staffi for the past five
| years of the Upper Nile. This invest-
!igation was made for the British
Government, to find out by what
means the supply of water brought
down to Egypt may be increased.

Sir William Garstin has proved
that at present the White Nile con-
tributes almost nothing to the ferti-
!lizing flood which comes down once a
vear to the Delta. This is derived en-
! tirely from the Blue Nile and the At-
bara. On the other hand, the water
ithat comes down during the spring
and early summer is derived from the
great lakes by way of the White Nile.
At present as much as cighty per
cent. of .the vast quantity of water
that flows from Lakes Victoria and
Albert into the White Nile is lost on
its passage through the swamps be-
tween Lado and Fashoda.

Sir William Garstin proposes to cut

an entirely new channel for the river,
over 200 miles long, to the castward
of its present course, and thus avoid
the marsh country, which ‘‘has an as-
pect of desolation beyvond the power
lof words to describe.”” He would al-
|80 regulate the outlaw from the ldkes
iby dams. Alternatively, if this
| scheme proves to be too costly or dif-
iﬁcult, he would train the channel
known as the Bahr-el-Gebel. by dam-
ming the tributaries and planting
ambatch trees at intervals for hund-
reds of miles. By either plan he bhe-
lieves that he could add fifty per
cent. to the volume of the White Nile
at Khartoum.

Sir William Garstin also sketches
great projects for regulating the Blue
Nile, at a point several hundred
{miles above Khartoum. He would
talso dam the River Gash, which at
{present runs dry during half the year
{and would thus irrigate the plain
{round Kassala. ‘“There are,’’ Sir
William says, ‘‘gcod grounds for an-
ticipating an evcntual return to pros-
perity—a prosperity  perhaps even
greater than that which excited the
astonishment of Nero’s envoys nine-
teen centuries ago.”’

Lord Cromer says that Sir Wil-
liam’s plans should be adopted, al-
though they cannot be carried out all
at once. They would cost $107,000,-
000, of which a little over a third
would be spent in Egypt and the rest
in the Soudan. The works would oc~
cupy from ten to fifteen years.

Lord Cromer expects to finish the
Suakim-Berber railway by 1906. The
schemes of Sir William Gastin, he
points out, would fertilize one mile
lion acres and add $2,500,000 a yea¥
'to the Soudan revenue, As to how
the capital will be obtained, Lord
Cromer is reticent. “A good deal
will depend,”’ he says, ‘‘upon the ul
timate vesults of the international
negotiatl.&ons now in progress.”’

AMERICAN APPLES.

The Shipments of Early Fruit to
England a Failure.

T.ondon, Oct. 4.—An attempt was
recently made by the United States
Government to encourage the expor-
tation of apples from the United
States to Great Britain. For this
purpose a substantial bonus was of-
fered, and the result was an im-
mediate invasion of the English mar-
ket by American fruit. .

Fortunately for the English grower
the attempt has failed signally. In
the carly season of the year England
produces apples in ‘abundance for her
present needs, and-they are quite as
tasty and as good, it not better,
than the American fruit. Tne provin-
cial papers express satisfaction that
the early Americaff applas could ob-
tain no market-ink England, for, as
they pointed out, the English grower
has enough to contend with without
being thrown in aﬁpo. sition to ' Gov-
ernment aid.

THE REBELS
OF PANAMA

May Appeal to the Hague
in the Canal Dispute
With Uncle Sam.

New York, Oct. 4.—‘“The United
States is great and powerful, and
Panama is a young and much weak-
er republic, but does this mean that
the Washington administration shall
be the judge, jury and the whole
court?”’

This was the comment made by
| Senor J. D. Obaldia, Panama’s min-
ister to the. United States, in dis-
cussing the statement that a move-
ment had been started in Panama to
protest to the Hague tribunal against
alleged oppressions by the American
government on the isthmus. Further
‘than this, Minister Obaldia would
{only say that he had filed with the
istate department an exposition of
the alleged violations of the treaty
by the United States, by order of
Gen. Davis, governor of the camal
zone, is collecting -duty on goods
from other countries.

“It is not proper that I make any
public statement about the situa-
tion,” said Minister Obagldia. I
have on behalf of the President of
Panama, filed with the state depart-
i ment our complaint and request that
:the orders of Gen-Davis be stopped,
i pending a settlement. After waiting
20 days, I received a note saying
that John Barrett, the United States
minister at Panama, is the man to
deal with. We have never been able
-to get any satisfaction out of our
: dealings with Minister Barrett~’

Minister Obaldi left the Bellaire
Hotel and returned to Washington
last night. He referred inquiries to
Dr. Buzebio Morales, former minister
of state at Panama, and now a mem-
ber of the fiscal commission of that
government, for further information
concerning the situation between
Panama and the United States.

Dr. Morales is in this country as
!legal adviser to the Panama lega-
| tion. When he left the Bellclaire Ho-
itel, he said he had already advised
i President Amador to appeal to The
| Hague tribunal, unless some satisfac-
tion was 'forthcoming from the ad-
«ministration in Washington.

‘‘Speaking for myself alone,”’ said
Dr. Morales, ‘I think this step on
| the part of Panama is entirely justi-
‘ﬁ_od‘. A  Washington dispatch, pub-
lished recently, correctly sets forth
i the complaint the republic of Pana-
ma has caused to be lodged with the
secretary of state. In response to
iour_ appeal and protests, we have
i never received the slightest promise
;that the evils we complain of shall
' be stopped.

““Before the independence of Pana-
ma ‘was declared, the promoters of
the movement h'ad been assured that
if successful in establishing the new
republic, they would obtain from the
United States a canal treaty similar
to the Herran-Hay treaty.

““With that understanding, the in-
dependence of Panama was proclaim-
ed, and a minister was appointed to
go to Was‘hington. Without awaditing
ingtructions from the provincial gov-
ernment, in which I occupied the po-
sition of minister of state, Mr.
Bunau Varilla unexpectedly signed
the treaty, in which he agreed to
clauses that were nat in the Herran-
Hay treaty.

‘“This minister was false to the in-
terests of the country he was repre-
senting, and should have been recall-
ed immediately, but he professed to
have decided influence in the high
spheres of the American government
and the provisional government of
Panama feared to offend this country
by that act of repudiation. By the
samo means. Mr. Bunau Vanilla ob-
tained the ratification of the treaty
in Panama.

I "The provisional government had
i the intention of ratifying the treaty.
iand conferred with Rear Admiral

Walker, head of the United States
canal commission.

‘“He consulted with President
~Roosevel*t: about the objectionable
i clauses of the treaty by cable and
{ his answer was thlat the treaty had
been his way of 1neeting the criti-
cisms he had incurred by his action
on the Panama question; that it was
l‘not possible to change the treaty at
(that time, but that in future a new
treaty could be framed to do justice
to our country. Under that clear and
precise promise, the treaty was rati-

fied.”"

.The  many railroad. accidents re=
cently and loss of life that has ac-
companied them in the United States
and ‘Canada duringthe past year are
causing much alarm to the citizens
of bth countrie¢s. |

When the death rate is contrasted
in Qapada and the United States
with that in England the difference
is sufficiently marked to cause amaze-
ment. .

““What is the reason?’’ is a com-
mon question. If you ask any rail-
road official from the president of the
road . down to the humblest of his
stafl, he will reply: ‘‘It is because the
train hands do not carry out the
rules laid down for their guidance by
the management.’’

NEGLECT OF THE RULES.

In speaking of the latest disaster
at Bastwood, a Grand Trunk official
said: “It seems almost impossible to
have men carry out the rules, no
matter what efforts you put forth to
have them do so.”’ !

same time. 'The ‘firmly grounded
superstitions among employes thiat
the second and third wreck will sure-
ly follow the first probably makes
many ol the engincers, conductors
and trainmen lose their nerve.’*

«This is true,’”’ said a local rail-
road man to-day. ‘‘Have we not had
three within the last 48 hours,”” and
he instanced the Eastwood disaster,
in which four men were killed, and
the fifth died from his injuries, and
on the same day the Streetsvil‘e
wreck occurred, and again on Thurs-
dayv when a man was killed in a col-
lision at Milton.

AN ENGLISH OPINION.

A few days ago Lord Claude John
Hamilton, chairman of the Great
Fastern Railway, of England, ac-
companied by Sir William Bower.
Forwood, and J. Stanley Brown, of
Tiondon, and a number of prominent
Americatis, made a tour of the Unit-
ed States and Ontario Power  Com-
pany’s work. In .eomparing the Eng-
lish and Anierican toads, Lord Ham-
ilton said that “while the United
States lines were superior in several
points, notably in equipment, the
English roads were safer. The road-
beds in England are as good as the
best here; and block signals are re-
quired by law. The Great Eastern,
of which Lord Claude is the head,
operates over 1,000 trains per day,
and carried last year over 144,000,-
000 passengers. The most trains
operated by any one line in America
is 600 per day.

BANK CLERKS
IN SORRY FIX.

Bank of B. N. A. Forbids
them to Marry on Less
Than $1400 a Year.

e——

Chicago, Oct. 4.—Love and bankers
have clashed again.
| Scarcely have the young U.S. army
officers recovered from the shock  of
Gen. Corbin’s recommendation asking
that no army officer be allowed to
marry unless he can satisfy the sec-
retery of war that his income is suf-
ficient to support a family, when
there comes news that the Bank of
' British North America, with branches
{all over the country, has made a rule
that none of its clerks can marry un-
less he is earning at least $1400 a
year.

''his is not a mew departure upon
the part of this  particular bank.
‘Maty “other banks in the. countryy
notably the Corn Exchange Bank of
Chicago, have made similar rulings.
But never before has a bank raised
tHe marriage ante—sto-spéak in gamb-
ling terms—quite so, high, The Corn
Exehange named the limit '$1000,and
that so far has been the maximum
sum named.

But the action of the British bank
{in naming $1400 as the lowest possi-
ble sum on which a young man may
marry has struck consternation to
the hearts of all unmarried banking
employes, who fear that the institu-
tions which they serve may follow
the example of the Canadian institu-
tion. s b

The bankers of Chicago differ wide-
ly in their opinion as to the justice
of such a rule.

John Iarson, the genial Oak Park
millionaire, president of Farson,
Leach & Co., who is one of the
' shrewdest and most successful bank-
{ers in the city, ‘is outspoken in his
 opposition to the idea.

“It - is the rankest nonsensec,’’ he
. said last night. ‘I married on half
' that sum, or $60 a month, and never
.have found any trouble in getting a-
jlong. It is sheer paternalism. that is
' what it is, and an infringement upon
the personal liberties of a bright and
energetic class of young men. There

will never be a rule of that kind
,made in the institution with which I
am connetted.”’

David R. Forgan, vice-president of
the First National Bank, supports
+ the idea.
| ‘I think it is a very just and very
; sensible ruling,’”’ he said. h
! ‘“Fourteen hundred dollars is little
enough to' matry on in these days.
Yes, I know John Farson married on
$60 dollars a month, but that was
several years ago. I don’t think
he’d like to try it now. I know that
I marricd on $1500 a ycar and got
along all right, but I'd hate to try
the same cxperience In these days in
Chicago.”’

Mrs. John Farson, the wife of the
millionaire, who bravely began life
{ with him .t $60 a month, a sum
‘ which is tLe merest pin money to her
now, is surely an authority upon thg
question. :

“Marry on less than $1400 a year”
she said. “‘Of course, ahy one can,
and be perfectly happy and prosper-
ous in the bargain. I married Mr.
Farson ofi" halfl that' sum, and never
folt the slightest bardship. I think
the ruling is very unjust.”’

Regard Their Emperor
and Their Country As

Most Sacred and Dear.

When we consider Japanese patriot-
ism, we must never lose sight of its
great comitant, loyalty to the em-
peror. These two passions are so
cl‘osely united in the breast of an or-
{dinary Japanese, that he can hardly
‘conceive of one without the other.
|When a Japanese says, ‘‘I love my
icountry,”” the great or even the
i’g‘re?.te:r part of his idea of his' coun-
{try ' is taken up in importance by the
emperor and the imperial family. His
dgty to his country, as conceived by
;;hlm, includes, first of all, duty to his
yemperor. Moreover, to him his coun-
|try does not mean simply a group of
i islands’ with about fifty millions of
people living on: them. His forefa~
Phers and descendants are also taken
into account. To him the past, pre-
sent -and future generations are com-
mingled into one, ». . . And the an-
cestors he loves and reveres were all
loyal to their emperors in their days;
so ‘that he feels he must be .loyal to
his emperor, as they were . to . theirs,
if he means to prove himself worthy
of their race. This is a sentiment
born with him. It is owing to this
deep-rooted feeling in the people that
although several daimyos fought
with one another during the six-
teenth century for the aggrandize-
ment of their powers, yet none of
them dared to aim at the Imperial
throne. They obtained their ranks
and titles from the emperor then
reigning. . The hereditary loy-
alty of the people to 'the emperor,
with whose ancestors are associated
their own forefathers, is too stub-
born a sentiment to be trifled with,
and no intelligent shogun attempted
to disregard it.

In many other countries kings and
emperors have to keep their pomp. in
order to uphold their authority. Not
so in Japan. The lower the imperial
pomp dwindles down, the warmer
and decper is the popular sympathy.
The people cammot bear seeing the
chief of their race in wretchedness.
They will eventually rise up for him.
