GrECIAN AND GoTHIC STYLES OF ARCHITEC—
TURE.—The Grecian architecture is strictly terres-
trial in its style. The log cabin, man's first dwel-
ling, was its clement ; and in all its modifications
and refinements it retains the proportions of this
element.

‘The whole intermediate
space betwecn the walks and drives would be
planted with shirubs and clunbers from temperate
chimates, o summer the eprnght glass might be
removed, so as ta give the appearance of continu-~
ous park and garden. A stiucture where the in-
dustry of all nations 18 intended to be exhibited
should, it is presumed, present to parties from all
nations a building for the exhibition of their arts
and manufuctures, that, while it affords ample ac-
commolation and convenience for the purposes in
t nded, would, of itself, be the most singular and
peculiar feature of the exhibition ; how far this has
bagn accomplished 1 must leave to the community
to decide. 1 have now endeavoured to give a brief
outline of the Exhibition building of 1851, It will
b seen frou the simplicity of all its parts, together
with the simplicity of the detail, that the construe-
ton docs not offer a subject that requires me to
dwell longer upon. T'he section of one part shows
the whole; for it is only by the muliiplication of
these parts that the stupendous structure now in
progress is extended. When I cousider the cheap-
ness of glass and cast iron, and the great facility

I am now, in fuct, engaged in naking the design
for a gentleman's house to be covered wholly with
glass; and when we consider that wherever lead
1s now used, glass may with equal propriety be
substituted. I have every hope that it will be used
for buildings of various conditivns and characters.
Structures of this kind are also susceptible of the
highest kinds of ornamentation in stained glass and
general panting. I am not withoat hope, however,
that it will become almost universal in its use, and
that the system will be extended for manufacturing
purposes, as well as general cemeteries, and also
horticultural buildings, so that even moarket gar-
deners will advantageously apply it in the growing
of foreign fruit for the London market. I even go
80 far as to indulge in the sunguine hope that agri-
culture will be ultimately benefitted by the appli-
cation of cast iron und glass. In short thzve is no
limit to the uses to which it may be applied —no
foresight can define the limits where it will end.
And we may congratulate ourselves that in the
niveteenth century the progress of science, and
the spiiit of manufacturers, have placed at our dis-
posal the application of materials which wcere un-
known to the ancients, and thereby enable us to
erect euch structures that would have been deemed
impossible even in the early part cf the present
e utury.

Mr. Paxton described the drawings of the plans
of the building, as exhibited upon the walls of the
room, showing the original idea of the building and
the improved design as it now siands. T'he height
of the centre aisle is G4 feet, the side aisles 44 feet,
and the outside aisles or first story, 24 feet. ‘The
transept is 108 feet in height, and has been cover-
ed with a semi-ciicular roof, like that of the great
conservatory at Chatsworth, 1n order to preserve
the large elm trees opposite to Prince’s gate. The
whole nuinber of cast iron columns is 3,300, vary-
ing from 14 feet G inches, to 20 feet in length.—
There are 2,224 cast and wrought iron girders,
with 1,128 intermediate bearers, for supporting the
floors of the galleries over the large openings of
the aisles. T'he girders are of wrought iron, and
those for the galleries are of cast iron, The fronts
of the gallerice are also supported by cast iron
girders, The dimensions of tiie building are 1,851
fect in length, and 456 feet in breadth in the wid-
st part. |t covers altogether more than 18 acres,

and the whole is supported on cast iron pillars,
united by bolts and nuts fixed to flanges perfectly

true, and resting on concreto foundations. Tha
total cubic contents of the building are 83,000 000
feet. The six longitudinal galleries, 24 feet in
widih, running the whole length of the building,
and the four transverse ones, of the same dimen-
sions, afford 25 per cent additional exhibiting sur-
face to that provided on the ground floor. This
extra space is suited for the display of light manu-
factured goods, and will also give a complete view
of the whole of the articles exhibited, together
with an extensive view of the interior of the build-
ng. In order to give the roof a light and graceful
appearance, it 1s built on the ridge and furrow
principle, and glazed with British sheet glass, as
previously described. Thhe rafters are continued
in uninterrupted lines the whole length of the
building. The transept portion, although covered
by a semi-circular roof, is also on the angular prin-
ciple. All the roof and upright sashes being made
by machinery, are put together and glazed with
great rapidity, for, being fitted and finished before
they are brought to the place, little more 1s requir-
ed on the spot than to place the finished materials
in the positions intended for them. The length of
sash-bar. requisite is 203 miles. The quantity of
glass required is about 900,000 feet, weighing up-
wards of 400 tons.

It is the father who runsa
race with his son. A fell necessity constrains us,
and we must not be beat.  Let ourshipbuilders and
and their employers take warning in time. There
will always be abundant supply of vessels good
enough and fast enough for short voyages. The
coul trade can take care of itself forit will ever be
a refuge for the destitute.—But we want fast ves-
sels for the long voyages which otherwise will full
into American hands. It is fortunate that the Nav-
igation Laws have been repealed in time to destroy
those false and unrcasonable expectations, which
might have lulled the ardor of British competition.
We now all start together, with a fair field and no
favor. The American Captain can ca'lat London,
and the British Captain can pursue his voyage to
New York. Who can complain? Not we. We
trust that our countrymen will not be beaten; but,
if they should be, we shall know that they deserve
it.—London Thmes,

Repuction or Fees or MENBERS oF TuE Bar
oF Quesec.—Considerable excitement has been
created lately among the gentlemen of the long
robe at Quebee, owing to a proposed alteration by
the Bench in the Rules of Practice, as also a reduc
tion in the Tariff of Fees payable 10 the Advocate,
Prothonotaries and Sheriffs in Lower Canada. It
appears that the Bench, in  whom the power to de-
vise and carry out these changes was vested, did
not use ordinery courtesy in communicating the
particulars of them to the Bar previous to their
being promulgated in Court, although the President
of the Bar, at the head of seventy members,present-
ed a petition to the Bench, praying a hearing on
the subject, which was refused, and in consequence
thereol the seventy gentlemen in black gowns left
the Court in a body, resolving not to go back again
during this present term of the Superior Court or
the approaching Session of the Circuit Court, or
until they can huve an opportunity of laying their
case before Parliament.

The following remarks on the subject are taken
from an editorial article in the Quebec Guzette of
the 23d Dec :—

The first question which presents itself to the
mind in considering the matter in dispule between
the Bench and the Bar, is whether the tariff of fees
promulgated by the former is a fair and just one ;
whether the interests of the client have been con-
sulted, with a proper reference to the rights and
interests of the attorney. If the question were an-
swered iu the affirnative, the judges wouid have a
much better case to defend, and the lawyors a
much worse one to prosecute. This question it is
exceedingly difficult for a layman to answer, so
very hittle can the uniniyated understand of the
mysteries, of the law, the services which its votaries
perform, and the remuneration which they ought
to receive. We are of opinion, however, from all
the evidence which we can collect, that the reduc-
tions made by the judges in the fees of the attor-
neys are far too sweeping ; in many cases, under
the new tariff, we are inclined to think, the attor-
ney would be adequately paid for the service ren
dered. 'I'he reductions of the fees are so great,
that it is evident that if the new tariff is just, the
old one must have been very unjust indeed; in
fact, the public must have been fleeced by the law-
yers to an extent of which they had no idea. In
seven different kinds of cuses the fees are raiseu,
but the increase is emall, and four of them are in
cases over £250, which very seldom occur, and
from which, consequently the attorney will receive
little benefit.  Of the other furty-five charges in
ordinary cases there are four which, under the new
tariff, remain the same as under the old; but the
remaining forty-one are all reduced, and that to a
very extraordinary degree, as a few instances will
show. In actions settled after default was record-
ed, or after foreclosure for want of plea, before
enquete, or before hearing on the ments, where no
enquele is required, the fees on an action for £250
was, under the old tariff, £7 10s.—under the new,
£4 Gs Bd to the plaintifi’s attorney ; while to the
defendant’s attorney 1t was £5 under the old—and
only £2 Gs 8d under the new. On actions for
over £100 the fees of the plaintiff s attoruey under
the old tariff, amounted to £7 10s—under the new
1o £3 10s. ; to the defendant’s dttorney under the
old £5—under the new £2. In the third cluss of
actions, under £100, to the plaintifi’s attorney.
under the old, £5 163 8d—under the new £2 13s
4d; to the defendunt’s, under the old, £3—under
the new, £1 13s 4d. We might go through the
remaining thirty-five cases and show very nearly
cqually gré#® reductions in them all, but we have
given enough to let the lay reader understand the
character of the changes made. We are very
strongly in favour of any step townrds the cheep
ening of justice, provided it can be carried out to
the benelit of the chient, and not too much to the
detriment of the atiorney. We are fully aware of
all the benefits of cheap justice to the poor man, of
she disastrous consequences of confiting the re-

dress of wrongs to those only who are abie to pay
large sums for it.  But we are also alive (o the

very gross injustice of enconraging men to educate

In fact, the system of fixing lawyers’ fecs by law

Theee
circumstances lead us to the conclusion that some
reductions were absolutely necessary,

‘The only proper course open to the Bar was un-
doubtedly to reason the matter with the Judges ;
not to fly in their faces, and if they could not per-
suade them, to appea) to the people, and to parlia-
ment. From the Judges we can tell them they are
far more likely to get good terms than from the
others. We believe that the bar will pursue this
course now, and they certainly would have started
more fairly if they had not insuited the Bench, and
injured their clients. We have no doubt that the
whole matter will end in a compromise j concessions
on both sides is generally the fairest way of
setlling such fierce battles as that belween the
Bench and the Bar.
