after-the-war policy of the Paris con­
ference and demanding “free trade for 
every country” with safeguards for the 
maintenance of international labor con­
ditions fixed by international trade 
union agreements.

COIN-OPERATED SODA 

FOUNTAIN
An automatic soda fountain has been 

patented by a resident of Houston, Tex, 
which Is operated merely by dropping 
the proper coin Into a slot, according! 
to the February Popular Mechanics 
Magazine. Contained in an attractive 
wooden cabinet are three tanks, one fill­
ed with sirup, another with carbonic- 
acid gas and a third, which is surround­
ed with ice, is filled with water. There1 
is also a container filled with paraffined 
cups. When a coin is dropped into the 
slot it releases three delicately belano-1 
ed levers, one after the other. The first 
allows a cup to drop from the container 
Into an opening, where It Is within reach 
of the customer, and beneath two 
spouts. When the coin passes the next 
lever it releases a spring-operated ap­
paratus that allows the proper amount 
of sirup to flow down into the cup. The 
third lever operates in the same manner, 
as the second and allows a little less 
than a cupful of iced carbonated wate I 
to flow into the cup. In this way the, 
drink is properly mixed in a sanitary 
way and supplied to the customer with 
out human aid.

Hon. Charles Mardi is perfectly right 

in dedaring that Sir Robert Borden’s 
Nationalist friends and colleagues are 
responsible for the situation in Quebec 
in regard to recruiting. Until Sir Rob­
ert Borden repudiates these men and 
their works, he cannot eVade a share of 
the responsibility. It is because he yield­
ed again to National pressure that there 
is a by-election in Dorchester constitu­
ency. Sir Wilfrid Laurier lias constantly 
urged the men of Quebec to enlist—and 
never for one moment has he suggested 
that In his opinion Quebec or Canada had 
done enough in this war. He desires that 
much more be done, and but for the 
Borden-Nationalist alliance much more 
would have been done. Yesterday Sir 
Robert Borden announced that he had ac­
cepted Sir Wilfrid’s proposal that parlia­
ment vote supply and war credits and 
adjourn to enable the prime minister to 
attend the Imperial war council. Sir 
Wilfrid has played the part of an Im­
perial statesman ever since the beginning 
of the war, and by so doing i:. . in meas­
urably strengthened himself i., : he con­
fidence and esteem of the Can i ui peo­
ple. The attempt to arouse prejudice 
against him on racial grounds .s a dis­
grace to those who countenance it. He is 
■the real Imperial states mail, and if he 
were at the head of affairs today the 
country would have a national govern­
ment, doing things that need to be done, 
and commanding the confidence of the 
people.

Mr. W. F. MacLean told parliament 
yesterday that a coalition government 
should be formed. The time for that is 
long past, if it means a mere joining to­
gether of politicians of two parties. If 
Sir Robert Borden will not provide a 
really national government, free to get 
the best men in Canada, regardless of 
party, he should let the people speak be­
fore the present year is out. In the mean­
time the Liberals join with the Conserva­
tives to send him to the war council as 
the representative of all Canada. It 
would contribute very much to the cause 
of harmony in Canada if the Conserva­
tive press treated the Liberal leader with 
as much consideration as he displays in 
his relations with Sir Robert Borden.

' spcndents throughout Canada; and for 
the three prairie provinces a large num­
ber of returns estimating the average 

! yields per acre of wheat, oats, barley 
! and flax, were received from the rural 
! postmasters and brought into the com- 
! pilation.
Correction of Areas by 
Census Returns.

Previous estimates of the areas sown 
to wheat, oats and barley in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta for the years 
1915 and 191G have been corrected by 
the preliminary results of the census 
taken in June, i91b, and for 1916 the cor­
rections include also rye and flax. These 
results indicate that the annual estim­
ates of areas sown, as compiled from 
the reports of correspondents, are con­
siderable below the census returns as 
compiled from the individual schedules 
filled up for every farm.

The Interlocking Forces.

The writer says: “In all the fields of 
action there is to be seen the 'inter-de- 
pendenee of the naval and military forces.

It was the turn­
ing of their flank by the Russian fleet 
which materially helped to force the 
Turks cut of Trebizond and other places 
in the Caucasus, while it was the failure 
of the German fleet in the Baltic to ac­
complish. a similar purpose that enabled 
the Russians to maintain their hold on 
Riga. There is also indicated by the 
events of the war the limitations of sea- 
power. It is the mainstay of the Allies, 
enabling them to do many things, but in 
itself it cannot end the war as they desire 
it should be ended. The comfortable re­
flection that ‘time and the navy will do 
thc job for us,’ which had many sym­
pathizers in the late government, is fatal 
in its tendency toward inertia and pro­
crastination.

As this board wish to cause, as little de­
lay as possible in dealing with 
munications with regard to pensions, 
they wish the public to correspond 
directly with the board of pension 
missioners, Ottawa.

“A. great deal of delay may be caused 
by communications being* sent through 
other departments of the government.

“The patriotic fund association and 
the military hospitals commission have 
kindly consented to give information and 
assistance to those wishing to write 
direct to the board of pension commis­
sioners. These societies have offices in 
certain localities throughout Canada.

“In addition, in order to facilitate the 
granting of pçnisons, the board is open­
ing branch pension offices in Vancouver, 
Calgary, Edmonton, Regina, Winnipeg, 
London, Hamilton, Toronto, Barrie, 
Kingston, Ottawa,. Montreal, Quebec, St. 
John and Halifax. All information with 
regard to the pensions may be obtained 
from these offices.”
