The new order
says that nine per cent beer may be
exported with legal clearance papers
between 9 a.m. and 5 p.m., providing.
breweries do not ask for a refund of
the excise tax,

The modified regulations plainly
make impossible the exportation of beer
to the U. S. under cover of darkness.
Rum runners must now carry their‘
cargoes across the river in daylight
when they will be at a disadvantage
of beingsgen by American dry law en-
forcement officers.

The law of penetrability, according |
to Mr. Lawson, who built and navi-
gated a twenty-six passenger airliner
from Milwaukee to New York and re-

ment, not perpetual motion in the com-
mon understanding of the word. Every-
thing in the universe moves according
to that law, says Mr. Lawson, no mat-
ter whether it is a blood corpuscle or
the solar system, and that-law determ-
ines the life of man.

Mr. Lawson has been working over
that law for thirty years, and says only
recently he has found how it can be ap-
plied by any man, woman or child to
check decomposing elements and in-
crease the length of life of a person
many times over. A-man, for instance,
who ordinarily would live fifty or sixty
years can lengthen his life to at least
200 years.

To accomplish this,  no medicing,
monkey glands or fountain of youth is
needed, according to Mr. Lawson. It is
up to each man to just understand the
natiral law which permits him to live

Explains His 3

Following is the way Mr. Lawson
explains his theory:

“Since this interview, I regret to say,
has been sought through the belief that
‘my theory will lengthen life, I will ad-
mit at the outset that I believe that
to be the case. However, I am more
interested myself, and I feel that the
thinking world may be, in the Law of
Penetrability and in a few avenuesj
which one must necessarily follow dur-|
ing the process of making clear that
life can be materially lengthened.

“The principle which causes perpet-
val movement is penetrability. Every-
thing in the universe is in a perpetual
state of movement.

The above sentences are taken from
the long and thrilling narrative which
records the terrible experiences of
Captain Norman Macmillan and Cap-
tain Maillins while afloat for sixty
hours on a wrecked seaplane in the Bay
of Bengal.

London, Sept. 11.—(A. P, by mail) |
—J. Havelock Wilsen, M. P., general

Bon Secours Sacristy Held
~First Montreal Irish Cath-
-olic Congregation — His-
“'tory of St. Patrick’s. -

‘Although the celebration to be held
lir'y\.-‘,_the priests and the people of St.

atrick’s parish on October 14 arnd 15
is'in honor of the seventy-fifth anni-
versary of the dedication of the church,
thé history of Irish Catholic worship in
Montreal goes much further back. It
was in 1817 that Father Richards, a
convert member of the Sulpician Fath-
ers, invited the English-speaking Cath-
olies of the city to assemble at the old
Church of Our Lady of Bon Secours.
So few responded "at first that the
kdcristy sufficed to seat them, but the
nuinbers gradually grew, and thirteen
years later the size of the congregation
warranted removal to the Recollets’
Church in St. Helen street. This edifice
was speedjly outgrown by the ex-
panding congregation, but this did not

deter the faithful from fulfilling their

religious obligations. Those who could
nof obtain places in the church knelt in
the street, in storm or sunshine, the
liies sometimes extending to the mid-
dle of St. James street. Their pastor,
Father 'Phelan, S. S., afterwards Bishop
of Kingstort, founded St. Patrick’s
Témperance Society, the first of its
kind in America.

Jt was to Father Quiblier, Superior
of the Sulpician Fatners in Montreal,
th3t St. Patrick’s was chiefly indebted
for its origin and the erection of the
splendid edifice whose anniversary is io
be honored next month. The presen!
site was the third acquired for the pur-
pose, others in Craig and Bleury
streets having been bought but re-sold.
For the property on which the church
now stands the sum of $20,000 was
paid to the Rocheblave family. Father
Quiblier had made an arrangement by
which the congregation contributed

$12.000, the Fabrique of Notere Dame —

céntributing - the remainder of the
amount necessary to acquire the site
a,ﬁd start building operations. .

“'T'p the far-seeing vision of Father
Quiblier, the dimensions first proposed,
when the plans were drawn in 1940,

\in the plans provision for the imposing
steeple which is such a prominent land-
mark in the lower part of the city. In
addition to the interest he showed in
the material side of the undertaking,
he did not overlook the purely spiritual
needs of the congregation-to-be, and
while on a visit to Europe, he made a
special trip to Ireland to secure the
services of Irish priests. As a result
of these efforts, Bishop Crolly, then
Primate of Ireland, despatched Fathers
Dowd, O’Brien and McCulloch, who
soon won the respect and love of their
parishioners for their piety and self-
sacrificing devotion. :

Meanwhile the Irish Catholics had
been busy in Montreal, and as the re- !
sult of a series of meetings they were .
soon in a position to solicit the bishop’s
_permission to build their church. This
| was forthcoming, and on September
25, 1841, the seven corner stones were
laid and blessed by Bishop Bourgetl.
Slowly but constantly the walls rose |
until the immense roofs, eighty-five
feet above the floor level, were put in '
place, and on March 17, 1847, Bishop
Prince, administrator of the diocese,
celebrated pontifical high mass after !
dedicating the new church to St..
Patrick, Confessor, Pontiff and Apostle
of Ireland. 5

Until 1861, the decorative scheme of
the church remained incomplete, but in
that year, through the initiative of
Father Dowd, three permanent altars
were erected and the interior work was
finished. 1In 1893, extensive altera-,
tions and improvements were under- |
taken, and the church assumed the as-,
pect whih it presents today.

Government Isues Leasehold Terms on
500, res.

Poland has at its disposal approxi=
mately 500,000 acres of oil fields and the
government has decided to lease out this
area of nearly 800 square miles for pur-
poses of exploitation to private com-
panies and individuals, according .to the

Polish Bureau of Information, which has
recived a statement from Dr. Stefan

vision of the Polish Ministry of Industry
and Commerce. According to the pres-
ent plans, a plot of approximately 5,000
acres may be sublet to one applicant, |
the applicant is given the privilege .of '
selecting the location for his activities
in so far as the first 5,000 acres are con-
cerned. The state may, at the request
of the applicant, set aside an additional
area of 5,000 acres, but in this case the
choice of the location is left to the state.

The period of the lease is fixed at
twenty-five years, but it may be extend-
ed an additional fifteen years, in which
case the government’s percentage of
production is increased 20 per cent. The
government is to receive a percentage
of all oil obtained. Provisionally, the
government’s percentage has been fixed
at 10 per cent. of the gross production.
Should such produetion be less than fifty
tons monthly, the government’s per-
centage would remain at 10 per cent.
Should the production be between fifty
and 100 tons monthly, the government '
would obtain 12 per cent., and if over
100 tons monthly, 15 per cent.

The regulations of the government
provide that geological surveys of the
area are to be completed within one
year from the time of setting aside the
specified area. In making this survey
the lesses are to divide their 5,000-
acre plots into zones. During the sec-
ond year borings must be begun in at
least two of the zones.

During the third year the number of
oil borings must be increased to equal
the number of oil zones within the
5,000-acre plots. The division of oil
gones between the applicant or driller
and the state will also be made during
the. third year. The division will be
made by forming lots of aproximately
250 acres each, which will then be, in
so far as possible, divided equally be-
tween the driller and the state.

New York, Sept. 25.—One man was
killed and eleven others had a narrow
eséape from death in a tunnel eighty
feet under ground at Hayes avenue,
Winfield, where a sewer is being con-
structed. Joseph Fallon, forty years, of
387 Sixteenth avenue, Brooklyn, was
buried under toms of sand, and when
dug out, after three hours, he was dead.
He lost his life attempting to assist his
 fellow-workers in escaping.
| Joseph Drumright, thirty-five years,
lof 203 West Sixty-third street, was
seriously cut about the head and had
his right arm wrenched; Michael
Schmitt, twenty-five years, of 77 First
avenue, was injured about the chest
from falling timbers, and Thomas
Canavan, thirty-four years, of 73 Sixth
avenue, Long Island City, received cuts
to his head and a crushed left foot.

slight injuries. ; :

PARIS BEING
CROSS-EXAMINED

All Morning Session on the
Witness Stand

Attorney Gen. Byrne Puts
Him Through Question-
ing in Various Phases of
Murder Case—Many Peo-
ple in Court to Follow the
Proceedings.

For the entire duration of court this
morning John Paris was on the witness
stand at his trial for the murder of
Sadie McAuley. He was subjected to
a gruelling ‘cross-examination by the
attorney-general, Hon. J. P. Byrne, as
to his movements in Truro on August
2, 1921, and almost constant reference
was made to his testimony at previous
trials. He persistently maintained that
his memory had failed him consider-
ably since the last trial because of
what he had gone through, and
chafed somewhat under the constant
fire of questions and demands upon his
memory.

There was a large crowd of specta-
tors in the court room, and interest
in the testimony was keen. The evi-
dence of Luther Smith as to having
seen Paris in Douglas avenue on the
day in question came in for discussion.
The court rose at one o'clock to re-
sume at 2.80 this afternoon.

The accused, on resuming cross-ex-
amination by  the attorney-general,
identified Conductor W. J, Capson as
the conductor of the train on which he
had come from Truro on the night of
August 3. He identified Mrs. King of
Sagwa as the lady in whose house he
had been while fighting the Westfleld
fires. He admitted having. told her |
that the St. John police force was too
slow to catch the murderer, as it was
very unlikely that the man would be in
St. John then. He denied saying that
he was one of the three men who
found the body of the child. He ad-
mitted saying to Mrs, King that the
fellow who buried the child made a
mistake in putting the little stones on
top of the big ones. He swore he
could not write. The attorney-general
produced a check and asked the ac-
cused if that was his signature to it.
Paris said he thought it was, and then
said he had no doubt of it. He could
only write his name. He swore he had
learned to write after December 80,
1921. He swore he had learned to
write from a debtor in jail, and he de- |
scribed the process. He said he had |
the same liberty now as he had then.
He had been in the condemned cell
since he was brought to the city. He
denied knowing where Luther Smith
lived.

Text of Telegrams Exchanged by Turkish
Leader and General Harington Over Move-
ment of Kemalist Forces.

Constantinople,- Sept. 28—The text
of the telegrams exchanged between
General Harington, the British com-
mander-in-chief, and Mustapha Kemal
Pasha, the Turkish Nationalist leader,
on the neutral zone question, have been
made public here. Telegraphing Sept.
26, Kemal said:

“Up to the present I have not been
informed of any neutral zone having
been established between the govern-
ments concerned and the government
of the national assembly. The move-
ments of cavalry and other units con-
sist in following up the retreat of the
hostile Greek army.

“Nour excellency is aware that Ana-
tolia has n completely devastated
and burned\and that hundreds of
thousands of \the population have been
made homel by the Greek army.
This army, on the one hand, is con-
tinuing to perpetrate the same atroci-
ties in Thrace while, on the other, it
is profiting by each day’s delay to re-
organize itself.

Probable Canadian Plans.

Ottawa, Sept. 28—Unless develop-;
ments in the Near East should necessi-]
tate the calling of an emergency sit-
ting, it is unlikely that the cabinet will
meet this week. The numerous meet-
ings held last week following receipt
of the original message from the Brit-
ish government resulted, it is under-
stood, in the disposition of routine bfisi-
ness which had accumulated, and it
may even be that a decision was reach-
ed as to what action would be taken in
the event of hostilities. At any rate,
no cabinet meeting has yet been called |
and none‘is in prospect at the moment.’

So far as can be ascertained the act-
jon of the government in the event of
hostilities would be confined to the im-
mediate calling of an emergency ses-
sion of parliataent. Members would be
summoned to’Ottawa with the least
possible delay and parliament would be
asked to determine the course of act-
ion to be pursued. This is the policy
favored by Hon. T. A. Crerar, Progres-
sive leader, in his recent visit to Ot-
tawa, and it js thought that the govern-
ment is in agreement with it.

Z'he prime minister is understood to
be in receipt of cabled information
from the British government daily, and
this, taken in .conjunction with the
news despatches, enables him to follow
the trend of events carefully.

To Use Prisoners,

Smyrna, Bept. 286—The Turkish gov-
ernment intends to use the Greek pris-
oners, who exceed 70,000 in number,
in the work of reconstruction in the de-
vastated regions.

CRIM BATILE FOR

Frank R. Roden Succumbs
on Rocky Island

His Cousin, Dawson Will-
iams, Gets Both Men and
Boat to Shore and Col-
lapses—Mr. Roden Form-
rly of St. ohn.

Details of an accident which re-
sulted in the death of Francis R. Roden
of ‘Williams wharf, on the St. John riv-
er, reached the city today. He had been
!here yesterday afternoon and last even-
iing started from Glenwood in a small
{row boat in company with Dawson

Williams. At the time there was &
'high wind blowing and quite a _heavy
‘swell running.- When some distance
off Rocky Island the boat partially
capsized and both men were thrown
into the water. Mr. Williams, who was
able to swim, caught hold of his com-
panion and got him partly into the
boat and then started to swim and
push the boat towards the island. He
cried out for help, and the cries were
heard at Williams wharf.

| David Williams started out in. an-
'swer. It was dark at the time and it
was some time before he located the
men on Rocky Island. He found that
Mr. Roden was dead and his cousin
exhausted. He took the latter back
to Williams wharf and telephoned to
Dr. D. Jack of Glenwood, wh9 was
’rowed to the island and after viewing
the body gave permission to have it
removed to Mr. Roder’s home.

Mr. Williams was so exhausted that
'a doctor was summoned. When he
partially revived he was unable to give
a very clear account of the accident,
‘but is said to have expressed the opin-
jon that Mr. Roden must have died
from shock and exposure before he
reached the Island. It is understood
-an inquest will be held.

\ The sad accident cast a gloom over
‘the entire district where Mr. Roden
was highly respected and a valuable
member of the community. I[le was
elected as a member of the
county council last year and during his
