During a particularly heavy peal about 
seven o’clock the lightning entered the 
house of Mr. Sprague. The chimney on 
the house, which is three stories in height, 
was toppled over, and the fluid found 
Its way downward into the bedroom 
where Mrs. Hugh Gibson, of Woodstock, 
a neice of Mr. Sprague, had just arisen. 
The lightning played about the bed and 
almost demolished one end of it, though 
It did not set it on Are. The laths were 
tom from the wall about the chimney 
and with plaster and paper went 
tumbling to the floor while large quan­
tities of soot were blown through the 
house.

Because of this the damage is not 
alone confined to the chimney and the 
wall enclosing it, for the carpets in 
several of the rooms are almost an entire 
loss. The lightning did but little damage 
in the second flat which is also occupied 
by Mr. and Mrs. Sprague but in ihe 
grocery store conducted by him in the 
lower floor the telephone wire was 
burned out and the effects of the light­
ning were seen on the walls. None of 
the goods were damaged. A particularly 
regrettable feature of the happening is 
that Mr. Sprague has been ill for some 
time, and it was a severe shock to him.
It was impossible this morning to say 
what the damage to the house amounted 
to, but it was thought to be considerable.

Entering at the front and making its 
way out at the side about twenty-five 
feet away, a lightning bolt set fire to a 
mattress and other bedding in the flat 
occupied by Mr. Jack.

“When the premier of a province makes such admissions in the witness box 

as Premier Flemming of New Brusnwick made on Thursday, there can be but 
one end to the story. AFTER THE ROYAL COMMISSION REPORT NEW 
BRUNSWICK WILL HAVE TO CHOOSE A NEW POLITICAL HEAD. 
Mr. Flemming is entirely too simple and unsuspicious to deal with the sort of 
people who art to be found around the lobbies of legislatures.

“There seems to be a feeling in some quarters in New Brunswick that the 
premier was only pretending that the fund was a political one, whereas the 
whole transaction was one of personal graft In support of this view, it is al­
leged that even his own colleagues in the government knew nothing of the ex­
istence of the money or of the means by which it had been secured. It is prob 
able that this does an injustice to Mr, Flemming, and that his object was 
merely to accumulate without attracting public attention, money to promote 
the interests of the Conservative party in New Brunswick# by such human de­
vices as are known to election workers.”

“His passion for secrecy has proven fatal to his reputation. The Royal 
Commission may not find him guilty of extortion, but IT ASSUREDLY WILL

In view 
of the premier’s refusal the following extract from the report of the pro­
ceedings of the Royal Commission at Fredericton on July 8 is of special 
interest.

Judge McKeown—For myself, I think that there should be an earnest 
effort on the part of everybody to get Mr. Berry here. I think if that 
done, Mr. Berry would be here.

Mr. Carvel!—The last time I saw Mr. Berry was at McAdam Junction, 
at some distance, the day before he went away, and the day before this com­
mission was organized. I did not think then or have any idea that he was 
going away, and (in answer to an aside from Mr. Fowler), if you want to 
know, I’ll tell you who I saw Mr. Berry with, and in whose company he re­
mained for some time later.

Judge McKeown—We will go on with the timber charges on the 15th., 
and if Mr. Berry is not here by that date, I for one would not feel like 
closing up the inquiry, without Mr. Berry’s evidence.

Judge Wells—What on earth can we do to get Berry here ?
Mr. Carveil—I do not think there would be any trouble about that, if 

my friends would produce a document that was signed the night after the 
charges were laid.

, Both Mr. Fowler and Mr. Teed denied knowledge of any document which

FURNITURE TO LASTthe waist, for the material rune from 
48 to 44 lnchee wide. One yard of 
pleated batiste and 2% dozen buttons 
will be needed for the trimming.

First fold the material; then arrange 
upon the lengthwise fold the back (C). 
belt (H) and collar (D). The sleeve 
(B). front (A) and cuff (B), all. being 
marked by large “O” perforations, are 
arranged on a lengthwise thread of the 
cloth. For elbow length sleeves, cut off 
the long sleeve on small “o" perfora­
tions.

It is not a difficult matter to put the 
waist together.

Sew 
peplum to lower edge of belt centers 
even. If desired, peplum may be emit­
ted.

Paris, July 11—Hardly has the dif­

ficulty of the Odeon management been 
settled before a new and more important 
crisis in the affairs of the state the­
atres "arises—the Opera, whose manag­
ers, MM. Messenger and Broussan, "this 
week informed*M. Augagneur, the min­
ister of public instruction that unless 
matters should improve they would be 
unable to continue their engagement, 
which is to terminate on December 81 
next, but would be forced to resign at 
the end of August, having already lost 
more than $60,000, which sum is set by 
contract at the minimum as a justifica­
tion for resigning.

The managers thus ascribe the causes 
of their failure. One, to the general bad 
times in the theatrical’ world ; two, to 
the prejudicial effect of the Russian bal­
lets themselves, successful although 
prodigiously expensive ; three, to the in­
explicable fall in the receipts, for in­
stance, of “Parsifal,” which opened with 
a nightly average of $4,000, and now 
has hardly $1,000; four, to the rise In 
the theatrical salaries and the general 
expenses of the theatre.

In addition to these reasons there is 
another, which they are not willing to 
admit; but, at least, it is equally genu­
ine, namely, the competition with Rus­
sell’s opera season at the Theatre des

Champs Elysees, which was a great art­
istic, if not financial success.

M. Augagneur has asked Jacques

International Canoe Races.

* * ^ The Good Things Continue
New York, July 18—The Internation­

al Challenge Cup canoe races being sail­
ed today in Gravesend Bay, New York, 
while of much interest to canoeists, have 
been rather overshadowed this year be­
cause of the more famous trophies figur­
ing in the international .jsçlwdule for 
1914. This cup, however, has a history 
fully as interesting as either the polo, 
yacht or tennis trophies although not so 
widely heralded. It began with the 
formation of the New York CanOe Club 
in 1871. Some fourteen years later the 
club received an intimation that the 
champions of England would be glad to 
enter a contest for sailing canoes. In 
answer to this suggestion the club "offer­
ed an international challenge cup 
perpetual challenge sailing trophy, the 
conditions of which were drawn in sub­
stantial accordance with that establish­
ed for the America’s cup for larger 
yachts.

The first challengers 
Baden-Powell (brother of. the distin­
guished general of that name) and Walt­
er Stuart of the Royal Canoe Club of 
London, and the English canoeists were 
defeated during the season of 1885. Two 
years later the challenge was repeated 
without success and since that date the 
competition has been between American 
and Canadian canoe racing experts. Be­
ginning in 1890 five attempts have been 
made by northern canoeists to lift the 
cup, but in each attempt the challengers 
have been defeated by the trophy de­
fenders.

The sailing canoes used in these 
tests are perhaps the most perfect sail­
ing craft in existence.

The wrecking fleet consists of the 
Mary Josepltine, a steamer of seventy 
tons; the Lord Strathcona, sister ship of 
the C. P. R. tug Cruiser which has been 
at St. John and the Essex, which is 
moored over the scene of the wreck on 
days when the current is not running too 
strong, so that the divers can work.

There are three divers on the work 
and each has his assistant. The divers 
are not allowed to go below a depth of 
150 feet nor are they allowed to enter 
the state rooms on the sunken boat as 
it is considered too dangerous for if one

Frank MacLean of Chatham, N. B., 
was in the city yesterday after having 
been for some time employed as an as­
sistant to the divers at work on the Em­
press of Ireland wreck. In an interview 
with Mr. MacLean, the Times was given 
some inside information of the manner 
in which the work is being carried on.

The sunken leviathan lies in about 
125 feet of water, seven or eight miles 
from Rimouski and slightly to the north 
of Father Point Wharf and about four 
miles off shore. She is lying almost on 
her beam ends with her stem towards 
tile shore, the side on which the steamer 
was rammed being underneath although 
not resting on the bottom.

Horrible .sights meet the eyes of the 
divers when they make their descent. 
Thousands of fish swarm about the 
steamer and are all through the wreck, 
being especially thick between the decks 
and in the forward part where the steer­
age passengers were.

The idea of raising the steamer 
has been practically abandoned and 
plans are now being made to drill 
through the steel plate in the side of the 
steamer near where the silver is situat­
ed. On the last trip of the Empress of 
Britain, she stopped near the scene of 
the wreck while the divers examined her 
to locate the exact location of the vault 
on the sister ship,

Two expert doctors are al­
ways on hand in case anything should 
happen the divers, and if one of them 
should come to the surface after being 
subjected to too great a pressure below 
he is immediately put into a large hos­
pital tank and put under the same pres­
sure as he was under below and this is 
gradually released to normal.
