True “HohenzoUem weather.” bril- 
Hant sunshine and cloudless skies has 
set in for the wedding festivities of 
Princess Victoria Luise, daughter of the 
German Emperor and Empress, and 
Prince Ernst August, of Cumber­
land, which takes place on Saturday, 
May 24.

The official receptions started Mils 
morning with the arrival here of the 
bridegroom and the state entry into 
Berlin of King George and Queen Mary 
df England.

There was no ceremony to greet 
Prince Ernst August when he reached 
the station at 8.25. He drove in an au-1 
tomobile at once to the castle, where lie 
took breakfast with his bride-to-be be­
fore returning to the station to meet 
the British royalties.

At tlie station awaiting the arrival of 
the royal train were Emperor WiUiam 
and Crown Prince Frederick William, 
in the uniforms of their British regi­
ment, together with the Empress and 
the Crown Princess. All the royal per­
sonages and princes assembled in Ber­
lin and a mass of brUliantly uniformed 
military and naval officers and minister­
ial and court functionaries surrounded 
them.

King George and Queen Mary when 
they alighted from the train were greet­
ed with the customary cordial embraces 
by the Bmperor and Empress, and the 
other members of the imperial family. 
King George and Emperor WiUiam 
then jointly passed in review the guard 
of honor drawn up on the platform. This 
completed, the two monarch.? together 
and the queen and empress side by 
side, drove in open state carriages 
through the avenue of Victory and In­
ter Den Linden to the castle, each car­
riage escorted by a squadron of cavalry 
with pennoned lances. The wide thor­
oughfares were lined with troops of the 
guards army corps and behind them all 
Berlin seemed to have gathered. The 
dirigible balloons Zeppelin and Hansa, 
flying thc British colors, had accom­
panied the royal train from P athenow, 
about 50 miles away, and hovered oxer 
thc carriages as they drove toxvard the 
castle.

Better Boats Can be Built at Low­

er Cost—Individuals and Clubs 
Plan New Boats

(Canadian Press)
New Y’ork, May 21.—With almost uni­

versal satisfaction prevailing in yacht­
ing circles over the news from London 
yesterday that the New York Yacht 
Club has accepted the latest challenge of 
Sir Thomas Lipton to race for the Am­
erica’s cup, gossip was busy today re­
garding the probable plans for the de­
fence of .the trophy. While confirmation 
of the news Was not forthcoming at the 
New York Yacht Club, last night, the 
Word is generally accepted .as -.true.

The greatest satisfaction is expres 
that the coming- series of races will be 
held under the present rule of 
ment and time allowance. It is freely 
predicted that with 76 foot yachts de­
signed • under this rule good seaworthy 
boats will be the result instead of the 
flimsy racing machines which partici­
pated in the last contest.

One result of this change, it was said, 
will be a great reduction in the cost of 
building and maintaining the yachts, and 
this is expected to bring about keen 
competition for the honor of defending 
tiie cup. Yachting enthusiasts believe 
at least three and perhaps four boats 
will be built, to contest in the trial races. 
It is understood that two individual 
yachtsmen will order 75 foot boats, while 
it is said the nucleus of a syndicate to 
put afloat another yacht has been in prcri 
cess of formation for some time.

1 oday the opinion was expressed that 
opportunity should be given several Am­
erican designers to see who can produce 
the best and speediest yacht. Herres- 
hoff, it was said, will have one and per- 
haps two boats, and Wm. Gardner, who 
has been very successful with sailing 
craft under the old and new rules, is ex­
pected to have one. Henry J. Gielow, 
who designed the “Effort,” winner of the 
first King's cup race, is also talked of 
for another yacht.

FERDINAND WANTS 
REAL NAVY FOR

Will Ask for Heavy Appropri­
ations — To do Away With 
System of Civilian Control 
Which Cost Millions

(Canadian Press)
New Y’ork, May 21—A cable from 

Vienna to the Tribune says :—
On the recommendation of the. Prince 

Imperial, Archduke Franz Ferdinand, 
the Austrian government has determined 
to emancipate the navy from the con­
trol of military landsmen. Investigation 
shows that millions of dollars have been 
wasted because thc votes of army of­
ficers in the council of the war depart­
ment, have liindred proper economies.

Austria is now ambitious to build a 
navy second to none in the inland sea. 
Heavy appropriations are to be asked 
for Dreadnoughts and cruisers for 
vice in the Mediterranean, while many 
new coast defence ships are to be put in 
commission on the Danube.

Hitherto the navy has been administ­
ered as a department of the war office. 
This old fashioned arrangement h»? been 
criticized. Archduke Franz Ferdinand 
holds that tiie great lesson taught by tiie 
Balkan war is that specialists, must be 
entrusted with the free conduct of each 
arm .of the serx-ice. The -only -question, 
he says, which should be left to civilians, 
is how much the nation can afford to 
spend for real preparedness.

Easily and graceful)-, when the last 
blow was struck to the props and wedges 
holding lier in place, the large new gov­
ernment suction dredge which has been 
in building throughout the winter on 
Hiiyard’s blocks, North End, slipped 
from her fastenings and into the water 
where she was taken in charge by the 
tugboat James S. Gregory and safely 
conducted to lier moorings on tlie other 
side of the blocks. The launching was 
most successful and was witnessed with 
interest by many people. The launching 
party was under direction of F. S. 
Means, who has been supervising the 
work of construction on the dredge 
since it was started, and they worked 
quickly and systematically until just a 
few minutes before the appointed hour 
of 11.45 all fastenings were cleared and 
the big craft slid into the harbor. She 
was then formally delivered to Mr. Don­
nelley, superintendent of dredging for 
the dominion government, and tied up 
nearby until a few final touches are add­
ed and she will then be taken to the 
Oromocto shoals where her first work 
will be done.

The new dredge is the only one of its 
kind in these waters. She was built un­
der contract with the Phoenix Foundry, 
and is 110 feet over all with a thirty 
foot beam. It has taken nearly eight 
months to finish the work upon her, as 
it was a big undertaking, but a very 
satisfactory job has been performed. The 
hull, machinery etc., were constructed by 
the Fleming foundry, while F. S. Means 
supervised the carpentering and paint­
ing; Wm. B. McDonough installing the 
heating and plumbing, and Wm. F. Rhea 
the lighting.
