No sign has been
discovered that he has received assistance
froni outside, and it is known that the
people are just as anxious to have him
f-ound as are the authorities.

OF BBLE REVSIN

London, July 31—New Testament stu-
dents and critics are awaiting with inter-
est the forthcoming publication by the
Cambridge University Press of “The
eEpistle to the Hebrews, an Experiment in
Conservative Revision,” by “Two Clerks.”

The experiment is a sequel to a memor-
ial recently presented to the Archbishop of
Canterbury by a deputation headed by Bis-
hop Boyd Carpenter and the Dean of Nor-
wich. This memorial was extenstvely
signed by scholars of all denominations,

rofessors and tutors of the universities,
heads of great schools and others. It in-
wited the Archbishop to appoint a commit-
tee to correct the authorized version of the
New Testament “in those places only
where it was erroneous, misleading or ob-
poure.”

In reply the Archbishop expressed the
wish that the petitioners would provide a
ypecimen to exhibit the kind of revision
which they desired and suggested the Epis-
tle to the Hebrews as the most desirable
Jor the purpose.

Arthur Piers in Montreal to Dis-
cuss Projéct--Has Already Been
Considered by Dominion and
Imperial Governments

Montreal, July 3l—Arthur Piers, the
manager of the C. P. R. Atlantic steam-
ships, has come from Liverpool for his
annual conference with officials at C. P.
R. headquarters. . It is anticipated that
while Mr. Piers is here, the long-expected
additions - to the Atlantic fleet will be
fully discussed with the management, and
that the final details of a new fleet of
cruiser’ liners for the Atlantic trade will
be decided upon.

When Sir Thomas Shaughnessy was in
London the eatlier part of this year, tenta-
tive proposals for such a flieet to be run
by the C. P, R. were discussed with re-
presentatives of the British government
and the Hon. Mr. Hazen has admitted
that the matter has since been a subject
of negotiation:between the British Admir-
alty and the representatives of the Cana-
dian government.

The idea is that, with a sufficient sub-
sidy, there could be created a fleet that
weuld form a splendid second line of de-
fence for the empire, in the shape of ar-
mored cruisers, manned by a proportion
of Royal Naval Reserve men, and with
full equipment of guns and ammunition,
instantly available at the ports on either
side of the ocean.

In peace time, this fleet would be used
for establishing a fast steamship line for
the carrying of mails and passengers be-
tween Great Britain and Canada, thus
not only keeping in excellent trim and
running order, ' but performing constant
and invaluable service to the empire.

Monk see in all this a plan of opposition
on ‘the part of the minister of public
works to the expenditure of thirty mil-
lions on dreadnoughts for the Imperial
navy.

When the cabinet considers the details
of the naval proposals on Mr. Borden’s re-
turn, they say Mr. Monk will oppose any
large contribution on. the score that it
would be more in the interests of Canada
and the Empire to epend our surplus on
works necessary to make our shipping and
transportation facilities equal to the re-
quirements of the country.

Just how far Mr. Monk will press his
views in opposition to heavy naval ex-
penditures remains to be seen, but there
are some who predict that a situation will
be created not dissimilar to that which
led to the retirement of the late Mr.
Tarte from the Laurier administration
previous to the general elections of ,19086.

people. The price of shoes is to be ad-
vanced. Manufacturers of footwear in
Montrea] declare that the present prices
will be increased from 10 to 20 per cent.
a3 the result of a general advance in the
cost of all materials which enter into the
making of shoes. Leather, especially, has
soared, and ig.still on the upward trend.

The increase in prices will apply particu-
larly to the styles for the spring of 19013.
All the manufacturers are making their
sales for the coming spring at the advanced
rates. While the raise in prices applies
especially ‘to the coming spring goods, it-is
affecting the prices at present. Hereafter,
Mr. Consumer will have to pay $5.50 for
the same shoe he has heretofore paid $5,
for, and’ $4 for the article he hag former-
ly secured for $3.50. Cheaper goods will
ladvance in proportion.

There has been a tremendous advance
in the price of leather, particularly calf-
skin, shoes made of which wil] be most
greatly affected by the change. The price
of sole leather has gone up from one to
two tents per pound, and the trimmings,
such as the fabrics and sheepskin used in
finishing shoes on the inside, have been
 growing more costly. For the past -two
years the price of leather has been mount-
ing upward gradually until the situation
has, reached its present critical stage.

PARLIAMENT MAY
NOT MEET UNTIL
FIRST OF JANUARY

Ottwa, July 31—That parliament will not
meet for the transaction of business until
early in January, is said to be quite prob-
able in political and departmental circles.
The programme of work to be arranged is
4 heavy one and the ministers may decide
that the purposes of government may. be
better served by devoting the months of
November and December to the complete
preparation of the estimates and the legis-
lation of the session than by meeting par-
liament with a programme of work not
fully outlined.

Much depends, of course, on the head-
way which is made by the cabinet in the
preparation of business during the months
of September and October and a definite
announcement as to the date the house
will open will not be made until the lat-
ter month.

NEW RECORDS FOR
-~ SALMON- FISHING.

Quebec Amateurs Make Enormous
Catches at Anticosti, Using Only
Artificial Flies

Quebec, - July 31—Probably one of the
most unique records of salmon fishing ever
established has just been reported from
Anticosti Island, which is owned by Henri
Menier, the French chocolate king, by a
party who have just returned from the is-
land, composed of ‘the Hon, Adelard Tur-
geon, speaker of the Quebec legislative
‘council, and George F. Gibsone, attorney,
both- of this city; who were accompani
on the fishing expedition by Mr. Martin,
agent for Mr. Menier at Anticosti.

The three fishermen in four hours’ tinmie
killed and -landed 75 ealmon, weighing
5051-2 pounds. ‘They. used  nothing but
artificia: flies to lure’ ther fish, and they
used neither gaff nor:landing met to haul
in‘ the fish.

The fish were taken in the Jupiter river,
which hss its source on the island from
springs and flows into the eea. Only a
portion of the river is:mavigable, and all
the fishing is dome . off-shiore. The flies
mostly used on the wiver-are the “Jock
Scott,” and the “Bilver Doctor,” with
four-pound, eighteen-foot rods.

ing typhoid fever to many of the resid-
ents. .
8o far as ean now be ‘earned, the Fouse
Committee is not contemplating any ac-
tion other than making the report. The
chairman of the committee, Representative
Grahame of Illinois, is now cn his way
to Washington from Seattle, where he has
been sitting in the Hanford case. Repre-
sentative Mondell of Wyoming, a member
of what is known as the “Warren ma-
chine,” is also a member of the Expendi-
tures in the Interior Department Commit-
tee. It is stated that the infornation on
which the report is based was collested by
inspectors in the employ of the govern-
ment, but that both Secretary Hitchcock
and President Roosevelt rejected their
briefs, which the committee now finds to
be warranted by facts.

Baltimore, July 31—One hundred and
thirteen carrier pigéons, the pick of east-
ern flocks, were liberated on the roof of
the twelfth floor of the Hiber®ia Bank
building at New Orleans, yesterday after-
noon at 1.30 o’clock and are now in their
way to Baltimore in an attempt to break
the world’s record for long distance fly-
ing.. In addition to the big prizes which
will go to the owners of the winners, about
$35,000 will change hands on the results.

The contestants include entrants from
the Tells Point, Hamden, Baltimore and
Belmont clubs, all of Baltimore. Among
the racers is one bird that has a record
of 1,628 yards—just a trifle under a mile—
a minute.

Baltimore financiers predicted thag the
first bird to reach that city would arrive
in less than three days, which would break
all records. The last of a group of pig-
eons sent from New Orleans to Baltimore
a few years ago did not arrive for a week,
while the first to cross the tape reached
there in five days.

BOYS HELD-
* FOR DEATH
IF CHUM

| Youngster Dared Chum to Sheot
Him and Gave Writtea Per-
mission—Arraigned on Charge
of Manslaughter - '

Lawrencs, July 31—Moving pictures and
especially one showing  cowboys
“shooting up’’ in the west, were partially
to blame for the tragic- death of eleven-
year-old Louis Dion, according to state-
ments made by the police today after
Henry Talbot and Henry LeBlanc, each
eleven, had been arraigned in the District
Court on charges of manslaughter. It was
Talbot who shot the Dion hoy with a new
rifle, after the latter had written the fol-
lowing permission on a eheet of paper:

“] gave him permiesion to ghoot me.”’—

L. Dion.” :
‘" With the arraignment of the Talbot and
LeBlanc boys in court yesterday the pair
became the central figures in New Eng-
land’s most remarkable boy tragedy. 'lt
was Talbot who did the shooting, while
the LeBlanc boy looked on.

“Both poys were brought  before  Assoc-
ate Justice Rowell today. Both pleaded
not guilty to the manslaughter charge, and
each was held.in $5,000. ~The case was
continued ‘until Thureday. The youthfu
prisoners were turned over to the State
Board of Charities and taken to Boston
to be kept until Thursday.

The boys are eaid to have told the pol-
ice that before the shooting, they with
the Dion boy, went to a moving picture
show. There they saw a film depicting
cowboys on rampage. This gave them the
suggestion of how to have some “fun” of
their own. PN

Talbot and the LeBlarc boy went to the
latter's home at No. 100 Broadway, with
Talbot’s new 22-calibre rifle. Dion was in
the yard below the window. Talbot point-
ed the gun at Dion, it ie said. The boy
did not flinch, but-shouted.

“You couldn’t kill. me with that.”

“We could kill you easy,” Talbot is eaid
to have replied.

“My brother had a gun like that and he
shot me and it didn’t hurt a bit,” again
shouted Dion. ~ “I know you can’t kill
anybody with it. !

Talbot, it is eaid, continued to point. the
gun at Dion, who cried:-

Talbot and LeBlanc talked the proposi-
tion over. Then Talbot said:

“If you’ll write a note and sign it giv-
ing us permission tikill you, I'll do it.”

Dion wrote out the note and eigned his
name to it. Then, perhaps thinking of
the story he had ‘heard of William Tell
shooting the apple from his eon’s head, he
faced Talbot and the gun courageously.

“Shoot at his legs, Henly,” warned Le-
Blanc, but the rifle had already cracked
Then Dion fell. He died ehortly after-
ward.

NOT BE READY

Montreal, July 31—Scarcely two months
will elapse before the movement of the big
grain crop will be in operation through
the port of Montreal, and there is every
fear expressed now thut the harbor com-
misgioners grain elevator, known as No.
2 will not be finished in time -to receive
grain from vessels which uﬂﬁlly deliver
in this harbor.

Major Stevens, of the harbor commis-
sioners, says:

“The matter as to whether the mew
grain elevator will be in readiness for the
new fall crop is entirely beyond us now,
a8 we are solely in the hands of the me-
chanics who are under contract to furnish
the machinery, which includes the con-
‘veyors. We are in hopes that the ele-
vator will be completed before the mnew
crop begins to arrive, but we cannot pro-
mise that it will be so.”

No. 1 grain elevator is full to capacity,
and 12 to 15 boats laden with grain are
lying in the harbor all the time. This is
attributed to the London dock strike to
which cause is attributed the fact that
there have heen 26 vessels less which have
called here for grain to date this year than
sgiled here with grain cargoes last year.
The present congestion is attributed solely
to this lack of ocean gram space, by the
harbor commissioners.

Somewhat short of a mllhon bushels
more grain had been shipped up to the
present date last year. The appalling part
of the matter is that while there~is
storage room for 3,750,000 bushels of grain
in Montreal harbor, only room for 2,000,
(00 bushels is at present available for the
storage purposes simply for the lack of ma-
chinery which mechanics will furnish at
their leisure.

George H. Hanna, manager of the Mont-
real Warehousing company, under whose
jurisdiction comes the G. T. R. elevator,
states that fully one-half million bushels
of grain per week has been refused stor-
age at the Grand Trunk elevator this sea-
son for lack of room, which they would

THE SINGLE TAX

Edmonton. Alta., July 30.—More than a
hundred  agricultural communities in the
province of Alberta will be organized this

year under the Rural Municipality act,
passed by the last. legislature and effec-
jtive in 1913. The department of munici-
pal ‘affairs has so far received requests for
petitions to organize municipalities, and it
is annonnced that elections will be held in
35 localities this month and that plebiscites
may continue to be taken until November.

Charles Stewart, minister of municipal
affairs, announced in Edmonton today that
the affairs of all local improvement dis-
tricts in the province, whether or not
they are to be organized, must be wound
up the coming fall, when an official audit
will be made of the books of the authori-
ties. Any balance shown on the debit or
credit side will be taken over by the new
organization. p

The new system provides that taxes ehall
be levied equally upon all rateable land
in the municipality according’ to the as-
sessed value of euch land. The assess-
ment plan is based upon the following pro-
vigion in the Rural Municipality act:

“Land shall be assessed: at' ite actual
eash value as it<would be appraised in
payment of a just debt from a solvent
debtor, exclusive of the value of any build-
ing erected thereon or of any other in-
crease of value caused by any other ex-
pendifure of labor or capital thereon.”

The guestion of taxation is dealt with
entirely by the council of the rural muni-
cipality. The new act fixes the limit to
taxation for municipal purposes at 10 mills
on the dollar. It is not expected that a
rate will be levied to exceed $8 per 160
acres, and in many cases the rate levied
will not exceed $3 or $4.

With a view to encouraging the cultiva-
tion of farming lands in ﬁe province and
at the same time discouraging the specus
lative holding of large acreages, several
important amendments will be brought to
the attention of the next legislature. One
of these is a recommendation that the
present refund of 25 per cent. of all taxes
on cultivated land be increased to 50 per
cent. This, it is believed, would have the
effect of  driving the absentee epeculator
out of the field. Other amendments will
be based upon the actual- experience of
municipglitiée when the act comes into
 operation next January. ‘ il
_ The act provides that every municipal-
ity shall, in-o-far as is practicable, com-
prise an area of 18 miles square or 324
square miles, and all municipalities shall
be laid out on a uniform plan, as the con-
ditions of the system of the dominion land
survey and the physical features of the
province will allow.

BATTERED B
FUROUS GALE
" FOR 60 HOURS

Crew of Fishing Beat Had Excit-
ing Experience—DrinkingW ater
and Gaseline Swept Overboard

Portland, July 31—After one of the most
thrilling trips ever made by a local
fishing vessel the - little schooner
Katie L. Palmer in command of Captain
Humphrey Sinnett of. Harpswell, arrived
at Central wharf. The schooner showed
evidence of the fury of' the gales encount-
ered. Four dories were lost, the waste
boards aft were broken, three barrels of
water were swept into the sea, one barrel
of gasoline was tossed overboard, fog horn
and soupding gear were lost and despite
the fact that the schooner was “drugged”
for -60 hours she drifted 100 miles W‘t.h
only riding sails set. The thrilling experi-
ences of the eight sword fishermen on
board the Katie Palmer were told to a
reporter today by Captain® Sinnett.

For the past week the crew of the
Palmer, Captain’ Sinnet$«William Sinnett,
Samuel Sinnett, ¥red Bickford, Charles
Tloyd, James Perry, George Morton and
Ernest Wallace, have been forced to use
very little water, as;after. three barrels
containing water had been swept into the
sea only a half barrel remained for all
hends. The loss ©of gasoline camd the
schooner to be deldyed on her trip back
into Portland and practically every drop
of the motor fuel had been used when
the schooner tied up alongside Central
wharf.

“We left Portland about two weeks ago
and during the. first week had ordinary
weather,” said Captain Sinnett, “but last
Monday morning the wind started to blow
a gale from the southeast. During th'e
forenoon the gale increased in force and it
was about 10 when a huge wave swept
clean over decks, carrying four dories, three
barrels of drinking water, one barrel of
gasoline, our fog horn and sounding gear
into the sea. The dories were the only
small boats we had on board, and when
the sea struck us the wessel rolled over on
her beam and I thought she was never
coming up. Had another sea struck us
at that time we would have been lost.
When the vessel came up the water was
knee deep on the deck and we smashed
open the waist boards aft in order to let
the water run out and to prevent greater
damage,

“Later the wind shifted to the north-
west, but it continued to increasejin force
and must have been blowing frolm 70 to
75 miles an hour. It was absolute useless
to keep on sail in such & gale, and as there
was grave danger of being tourned turtle
in the tremendous seas we put out 60 fath-
oms of cable and a heavy' anchor, three
barrels filled with salt water and used a
balloon jib as a drag. With the schoener
“drugged” she made better weather of the
gale, but seas swept over us continual-
ly and for 60 hours we were tossed about.
During that time the schooner drifted ful-
ly 100 miles. We were on Brown’s bank
when we encountered the gales, and Wed-
nesday night, when the weather moderat-
ed, we were only 165 miles southeast of
Cape Sable.”

The schooner brought in 41 sword fish,
which were caught before the severe wea-

ther was encountered. The total weizhtl

of the fish amounted to about 7,000 pounds number over 8.000-

Article in London Paper on
These Industries in
New Brunswick

CONFIDENT IN OUTLOOK

Editor of Canadian Mail, in Empire
Metropolis, Gives Substance of Talk
With Dr. Henderson—Commercial
View, as Well as That of Fuel Sup-
ply for Navy.

New Brunswick’s gas and oil industry
is the subject of an article in the Can-
adian Mail (London) July 20, written by
the editor of that journai, who recently
made a tour of Tgnada. He writes in
part:

One passenger with whom I had several
talks was Dr. J. A. L. Henderson, chair-
man of the Maritime Oilfields, Ltd., a
company which is operating upon a crown
lease which is practically perpetual, for
oil and natural gas ovér 10,000 square miles
in New Brunswick. BSpeaking of the work
done by the company, Dr. Henderson
said:

“We started drilling three years ago,
and we have developed an important gas
and oil field nine miles south of Moncton.
We have proved the existence of four
groups of gas and oil bearing sands, the
largest being 100 feet thick. The wells

feet apart, thus securing large acreage an

{long life to each well. There are fifteen large

wells varying from 1,315 ft. to 1,855 ft. in
depth. The largest gas well began flowing
at the rate of 12,000,000 cubic feet, or about
995 tons of gas a day. The gas pressure
is enormous. In the case of the largest
well it is over 700 pounds per square inch.
The total yield of the fifteen gas wells
amounts to over 34,000,000 cubic feet a
day. :
The gas is of very high quality, being
practically the same as that found in the

| Pennsylvania oilfields of the same geologi-

cal age and cheracter. It contains no de-
leterious constituents, it is free from mois-
ture and sulphur, and it possesses great
heating and lighting properties. Its calo-
rific value is 1,280 British thermal units
per cubic foot, as compared with average
coal gas with 755 B-T. U’s, and pro-
duces gas with 155 B. T. U's per cubic
foot.

SHIPPING PULP WOOD
FROM CHATHAM
IN BIG QUANTITIES

Modern Equipment Handles Cargoes in
Quick  Time—Profitable Work For
Many Men .

(Chatham Gazette.)

Dumping wood into one’s cellar at the
rate of eighty cords an hour is a pleasure
that the average householder would not
want to undergo for more than a frac-
tion of an hour, for fear that the wood
might lift his home clear from the founda-
tions.

Yet that is the rate that the giant con-
veyors at the Miramichi Lumber Co’s ross-
ing mill at the lower end of the town are
pouring the pulp-wood blocks into the hold
of the steamer Newport News, which is
receiving her cargo today, (Saturday.)

The mill is running night and day and
from the mill itself the blocks are pour-
ing out at the rate of about twenty cords
per. hour and are borne along the con-
veyore by the steel rope fitted with cylin-
drical blocks every few feet for the pur-
pose of gripping and dragging the wood
blocke from the mill up to the top of the
high conveyor, whence just as they reach
the end of the wharf they take the swirl-
ing eighty feet drop through the chutes
and land with a reverberating bang in the
hold of the steamer. While the steamers
are not in port the mill is steadily sawing
up the blocks and these are piled up on
each side of the four conveyors in minia:
ture mountains.

When the vessel first docks all convey-
ore are put into commission and the
blocks pour into the four holds at the
rate of about 120 cords per hour. As soon
as a eufficient quantity has gone in, two
of the conveyors are stopped and gangs
of mén are sent into the two holds be
peath them and they stow away the
blocks. When these are stowed the othet
two conveyors are stopped and the atow-
ing commences in the other holds, while
the blocks are again sent pouring into the
first two holds. This process Y5 repeated
until the holds are full and the decks sre
laden as high as the captain’s cabin. Then
the boat is considered to be led and
eets out at once for Portland. The New:
port News carries 2,000 cords, and other

A boat arrives about on the average of
one a week, and while in port loading
goes on night and day without any cessa-
tion. In fact before the lites are made
fast Stevedore Cripps has the blocks pour-
ing in. The men are paid 20 centg an hour
for day work and 30 cents for night work,
and many men who have other daily oc-
cupations turn to block loading for manl
hours at night while the boats are in and
thus pick up considerable extra momey,
The day crew aleo takes part of the night
shift and men will frequently work for
eighteen and twenty out of the twenty-
four hours. One man wegking overtime
on the Progress IT1. for two days and two
nights drew a pay envelope of $13, while
the amount in loading alone is about $800
per steamer. In gome cases it has risen
to aver $1,000, and is divided up among a
crew of men numbering from 80 to 125
according to the #ize of the steamer and
the amount of labbr available. Any man

“The value of natural gas is not gener-
ally understood. It is unequalled for cheap
power production by means of gas en-
gines. In ‘large gas engines the consump-
tion is as low as nine cubic feet per horse
power hour. In industries it supersedes
coal for all purposes of power, heat and
light. It is used most extensively In
households for cooking, as well as for
lighting.

“At Moncton a subsidiary company has
been formed to distribute the gas—the
Moncton Tramways, Electricity & Gas
Company. The prices charged by that
company are as follows: Gas for burn-
ing under boilers, 15 cents per 1,000 cubic
feet; and for household purposes. 38 cents
per 1,000 cubic feet. The gas is conveyed
to Moncton by a high-pressure main pipe,
and is distributed throughout the city. A
main pipe line to the town of Hillsboro,
is now being laid, and gas will be supplied
to that town in a week or so.”

Asked as to oil, Dr. Henderson said:
“My company has hitherto concentrated
its attention upon the development and
production of - natural gas, but high-grade
petroleum oil of paraffin base is produced
from several wells and sold locally.” We
expect to get equally good results from
the development of oil as we have from
natural gas, which is only the lightest
form of petroleum. Considerable deposits
of albertite, a petroleum residue with the
appearance of coal, exists, and oil springs
and outcropping oil sands are encolintered
in various parts-of the territory included
in the company’s concession.”

A Great Future.

Dr. Henderson spoke with confidence
as to the future of these oilfields, and it
will be interesting to watch the develop-
ment of the little city of Moncton as a
result of the enterprise of the company.
Tt is interesting to note that the existence
of oil in this district has been known for
many years, but although a number of
test holes had been sunk in the past,
nothing of practical value was done until
Dr. Henderson took the matter up. To
begin, with, he told me everyone, even
geologists, laughed at the idea that any
payable quantity of petroleum and natural
gas could be found, but Dr. Henderson
has travelled all over the empire with a
view to locating oilfields near the sea
with which to supply the navy, and he
was not to be discouraged when he had
formed his own opinion as to the value
of these oilficlds in New Brunswick.

That he was right is now proved be-
yond doubt. The ultimate full develop-
ment of these oilfields will mean a great
increase of prosperity to the province, and
it is gratifying to know that for once it
is British capital and not American that
has developed this great enterprise. The
devclopment of these oilfields has, how-
ever, an importance far beyond their mere-
ly local value, for it must be remembered
that they are 1,000 miles nearer Great
Britain than any other American oilfields,
and are situated on the Atlantic near the
only ice-free ports in winter. When it is
considered that oil is likely to supersede
coal in the ships of the British navy, the
strategic importance of these oil wells in
New Brunswick can hardly be exaggerated.

'PROJECT 10 RECLAIN
NINETY  ACRES FOR
INDUSTRIAL SITES

'Plan Submitted by Engineers Fer
Extension at Ballast Wharf—
Cost of More Than Millien
Would be Safe Investment

The plan suggested by the mayor and
later taken up by the Board of Trade that
an extension of the Ballast wharf might
be built to provide accommodation for
another industry, has been materially ad-
vanced. The Board of Trade committee
in the matter after going over the whole
matter of reclamation were able to arrange
with the firm of Norton Griffiths & Co.
for their engmeers to’ make a survey of
this area and give an estimate cost of re-
clamation, and the engineers have now sub-!
mitted a report. It has been found that
from 90 to 93 acres enclosed within a re-
taining wall, would be added to the city’s
veal estate and give 6,000 feet additional
harbor frontage. The filling in would be
‘done from pumpipg the spoil from the large
number of dredges which will be working
in the Eastern harbor, and the cost would
be about $1,250,000.

It is understood that outside financial
Linterests are already favorably impressed
with the undertaking and the question as
tc whether the city or a private interest
will underake the project will come up
later.

The area to be reclaimed is indicated on
the accompanying plan by hatched lines,
{and covers about 93 acres. Btarting from
the harbor end of Kennedy’s Slip the outer
or harbor line runs in.a southerly direc-
tion for a length of 1,500 feet, almost par-
allel to the main channel of the harbor.
Turning easterly, and towards the Bay,
the line extends for a distance of 2,800 feet,
bringing the' southeast -corner to within
about 300 feet of the new channel at the
entrance of Courtenay Bay, which will be
dredged to a depth of 32 feet under the
Norton Griffiths contract. . Turning in-
wards from this point, the line goes north
a distance of 2,000 feet to join the reclam-
ation at the foot of St. James street,
which will be filled in under the existing
contract in the rear of the new wharves
on the west side of the bay.

The retaining or revetment wall, to
be built of rubble, would have a length of
about 6,300 feet, the sum total of the
lengths of the easterly, southerly and
westerly sides already referred to. The
wall would be built to the level of the
new wharves, a height of about 35 feet,
with a two to one battered slope on the
seaward side.

The cost of the entire reclamation is
estimated in round figures at $1,250,000.
While these figures may seem high, the
opinion is expressed that, whether the
work is undertaken by the city of 8t.
John or by private enterprise, the 93 acres
| reclaimed, on account of the central and
ccmmanding position close to tide water
and railway facilities; would be of im-
mense and increasing value for all time as
a site for new industries and further devel-
opments, Some idea of the area that
would be added to the city’s real estate
by the reclamation may be gathered from
a comparison of the area of the Ballast
wharf and its approaches, which comprises
about 11 acres. } ;

The filling in' behind the retaining walls
would be done by utilizing the millions of
cubic feet of spoil to be removed by the
dredges which will be at work in Courte-
nay Bay. during the next few years. It
would also be feasible to construct a ser-
ies of wharves and give deep water accom-
modation, longitudinally to the revetment
wall.

CATTLE INDUSTRY
AND IS EFFECT
- ON COST OF LVING

Despite High Prices Raisers Make
Profit of Only $3.90 a Head—
New Land Policy Needed

Altitude records are being broken by the
price on meats and because of the scargity
of leather leading shoe manufacturers are
predicting that the cost of shoes is to ae-
cend to heights that would make even a
Swiss mountainer dizzy. And the Ameri-
can public wonders what can ‘be the mat-
ter with the American cattle, that they
have become so precious. :

According to Congressman,” William
Kent, of California, the trouble is . that
the, number of cattle is decreasing while
the demand is steadily growing. ‘He says
the cattle country is in a “chaotic state
of transition from a range land to .a
grange land. He declares that the man
who raises one steer can mnow hope- to
make $3.90, if he is lucky. Nor can the
packer be eaid to make an unjust prc_»ﬁt
which would make him guilty of causing
the hgh prices, he says. The whole trou-
ble is economic, he holds.

Here is the situation, as he eees it. The
cattle industry has decreased of late years
for many reasons. The cost of raising
cattle has increased greatly because the
cost of feeding stuffs and of both grazing
the farming  lands has mounted rapidly.
There have been periods of over produc-
tion during which the packers have follow-
ed a short-sighted policy tending to dis-
courage the producer and to cause him to
decrease his output.

Further, stockmen of the west have been
worried and confused for years over the
way in which lands have been handled.
From a rangeman’s country of large hold-
ings the west has changed to a grange-
man’s country.of small holdings. Stock-
men by the thousands have been forced
to reduce their holdings and the great na-
tural stock-producing grounds are no long-
er covered by great herds. With an ever-
increasing population, the country is fac-
ing .a meat famine, the congressman as-
serts.

FVE STORY VAULT
AT WASHINGTON T0

Washington, July 31—A steel ribbed, in-
destructible five story vault, sunk in the
earth beneath the United States assay oi-
five in New York and capable of holding
two billion dollars in gold, is planned by
Becretary McVeagh of the treasury depart-
ment. This project—the largest money’
vault in the world—required the sanction
of congress and has already received &
fayorable report from the house commit-
tee on appropriations. ;

Looking into the future, it is believed
the vault is a necessity for the nation’s
wealth. Gold is purchased by the Unit
States government at the rate of $100,-
000,000 a year., This treasure,
which ' gold certificates are issued, is dis«
tributed the country over in the vaults of
the treasury, sub-treasuries, mints and as-
eay offices. Within a few years it is es-
timated the entire storage capacity of
these buildings will have been cansumed.

If authorized the big vault will be erect«
ed under the proposed new front portiom
of the assay office. It will cost $322,000,
and the building standing over it will cost
only $225,000. %v
hold all the government’s ggld at present
it is not the intention to amass it in New
York, but to reserve the space for future
hoardings.

NO NAVAL BASE
FOR JAPANESE

Waultington, July 30—That the Monroe
doctrine forbids the United States to per
mit any foreign nation to acquire a naval
base at Magdalena Bay or other similarly
situated point on the American continent,
is understood to be the substance of a re-
port to be made tomorrow by Senator *
Lodge, to the senate committee on foreign
relations.

MONTREAL'S NEW HARBOR

Montreal, having accomplished her har-
bor and the channel for five-thousand-ton
ships that led teo it from the open sea,
stool still for half a century and admired
her works along the water-front. They
were impressive. Much-traveled folk were
not slow to say that she possessed one
of the handsomest harbor fronts in the
world, with its gay show of shipping, its
broad, stone-walled quay street, and, back
of that, the line of sober, serious limestone
buildings, much given to domes and cupo-
las. It was all impressive and in its way
beautiful. But it was growing obsolete.
And there were more and more men in
Montreal who realized that each year.
Then Montreal awoke. Two new trans-
continental lines were being driven across
western Canada. If she did not take care
the bulk of their traffic would not come
to the wharves of the chief city of Canada.
It would go rushing by rail down across
the United States or to new harbors be-
low Quebec. .

Montreal harbor is still too new in its
renaissance to-have given full evidence ‘of
its value, but only last summer the Cana-
dian Pacific liner Mount Royal discharged
4,250 tons of general cargo and took on
9,500 tons, also'of general cargo, all in
fifty-three hours. The average time taken
in European ports, as shown by carefully
compiled statistics, for the loading and un-
loading of a 10,000 ton cargo is fourteem «
days. Montreal handled 13,750 tons in &
little over three days and feels that her
new port measured up to its first test.—

PAYS $10,000 FOR
PROMISING CATCHER

Ten thousand dollars for a 20-year old
catcher who was just a green bush lea-
guep a year ago! Charles A. Comiskey,
president of the Chicago White Sox, has
paid this amount for Schalk, the sensation-
al catcher of the Milwaukee American
Association Club. Last year Schalk was
a bench warmer a greater part of the
campaign, for the Milwaukee Club used
him in less than 30 games. But early this
season Schalk began to catch wonderful
ball, with the result that major league
scouts flocked to Milwaukee to look him
over, At least five major league clubs
were advised to buy the young catcher,
but when the Milwaukee Club was asked
to set a price the figures were so high
negotiations ceased. ~The Milwaukee
Club wanted $15,000 in cash.

Ted Sullivan, Comiskey’s scout, who
tried vainly to secure Charley Sterret of
Princeton, mnow with the Highlanders,
turned his attention to Schalk early in
June, Ted Sullivan saw the youngster
catch game after game in brilliant fash-
ion and gradually became convinced that
he would add great strength to the White
Sox. Comiskey meanwhile had opened
negotiations with the Jersey City Club
for Uather Wells, strongly recommended
by another scout, and was ready to pay
$6,000 for Wells, when word was receiv-
ed from Sullivan that Scalk could be se-
cured for $10,000 in cash and several play-
ers thrown in.

Comiskey, therefore, tost no time accept-
ing the Milwaukee Club’s terms, and the
deal for Schalk was closed, a check for
$10,0000 being turned over without delay.
The Jersey City Club, however, tried to
hold Comiskey on the Wells’ proposition,
it is said, and made an informal appeal to
the National Commission for advice. But
as Comiskey had not agreed in writing
or verbally to pay $6,000 for Wells. Hugh
McBreen, part owner of the Skeeters, was
notified that he had no legal claim upon
the owner of the White Sox and that
Wells could be disposed of to any other
club willing to pay the price.

Schalk ig the highest priced catcher ever
taken from a minor league. In fact, $10,-
000 mever has been paid for the release
of a backstop.since Chicago sold. Mike
Kelly to Boston many years ago. The St.
Paul club of the American Association
received $22,500 from the Pittsburg club
last year for pitcher O'Toole, whose cat-
cher, Kelly, was part and parcel of the
deal. Speaking of Schalk yesterday, Hank
O'Day of the Cincinnati Reds said:

‘“He is far and away the best young
catcher in the west, but $15,000 was too
much for his services.” O’Day was sur-
prised to learn that Comiskey had landed

the prize for less money.
