ORDER OFITHINGS IN BRAZIL.

He Will Not Make a Formal Abdication
Nor Issue a Pronunciamento—He
Believes the Braszilian People to Be
Prepared for the Republic, and That
They Wiil Maintain Xt

New Yorg, Feb. 27.—Senhor Mendonca
the Brazilian minister, recently received

a letter from Dr. Morel, the editor of La

Nacion, of Buenos Ayres, in which he re-

peats a conversation he had with Dom

Pedro. Dr. Morel said it was a matter of

considerable difficulty to get the ex-em-

peror to talk on the subject of his deposi-
tion and the formation of a republic.

The following is a translation of a part of

Dr. Morel’s letter:

Dr. Morel—Your majesty has descend-
ed from the throne, but you are now
elevated above it in the respect of
humanity,

Dom Pedro remained silent.

I continued: “You meet with sym-

rhy’ everywhere such as you receive

Dom Pedro still remained silent and I
resolved to “E: to the bottom of the
question. Platta,” I said, “will de-
lore your majesty’s abdication of power
use you acted as the balance of
power in that part of the continent.”
Dom Pedro—No. Because Bocayuba
is minister of foreign affairs. You know
him very well, and he is the best guaran-
tee of international peace.
Dr. Morel—But if there is not unity of
thought and action between the republics,
war may be a medium for unification.
Dom ro—They have too much to do
at home to occupy themselves about
affairs abroad. The republic has to be
consolidated. They have committed an
act of injustice against me, but it is done
and remains.
Dr. Morel—It has been said to me that,
like all new parties, nothing has taken
shape, and consequently the Republicans
will not be able to govern, without great
difficulties, a nation as vast as Braszil.
Dom Pedro—There is a great deal of
truth in that observation. Even now the
provisional government has been obliged
to send some military men from Rio to
the northern provinces to organize their
administration. There were no civilians
to intrust with this task.
Dr. Morel—Then how will they be
able to consolidate the Republican
system?
Dom Pedro—Because the Brazilians
are patriots, and I believe they will
exert themselves for the good of thej
country. I shallserve them in Europé,
as long,as I live in banishment, the
same as if I occupied the throne. This
has always been my thinking and this
is my irrevocable resolve.
Dr. Morel—But if the Brazilian people,
tired of trials and strife, should become
ti y and sp ly. call you
to the throne, would your wmajesty re-
turn?
Dom Pedro—I do not fknow. I can
assure you that I am now, as always,
ready to subject myself to the will of
the Brazilian people. At the same time, I
will not be the one to procure, direct!

THE WALTON CASE:

The Walton case has come to an end
that was hardly expected, all proceedings
against the erring youth having appar-
ently been terminated and some sort of
a compromise effected, under which
Walton regains his liberty and the
Pacific Express Company get back most
of their money. There is nothing in all
this to greatly interest or unduly gratify
the people of 8t. John, but we can take
more satisfaction in ing that
it was here the majesty of the
law wae vindicated and its violat-
ors sharply  rebuked for their
irregular proceedings in connexion with
Walton’s arrest. It is pleasing to be able
to recall the fact that the interposition of
Judge Palmer in this case was the means
of checking the irregular methods which
were being employed and of teaching all
concerned a wholesome lesson in regard
to their rights and duties. There is no
doubt that the persons who arrested
Walton without a warrant and who took
the money from him got themselves in-
to & very serious scrape which might
have been ruinous to at least some of
them, had all the details connected with
their conduct in regard to it been dis-
closed. It is, however, fortunately not
necessary to go into these matters now.
The great point that has been gained is
the inculeation of the wholesome truth
that a man who is treated as a criminal
in this province must be taken by due
process of law, and that no foreign de-
tective can or will be permitted to usurp
the functions of the police officers of this
city and arrest men without the slightest
pretence of authority.

TROUBLE IN THE BRITISH HOUSE OF COM-
MONS-

There was a lively scene in the British
House of Commons yesterday when. Mr.
Labouchere brought;up the subject of the
Cleveland street scandal. Our readers
will hardly need to be reminded that in
connexion with this affair, certain per-
sons, some of them of high rank, were
accused of infamous crimes and owing to
the delays in the course of justice were
given an opportunity of flying the coun-
try. One of the accused persons,
a member of the  aristrocracy
so far succeeded in vindicating
himself as to obtain the conviction and
impri t of a newspaper editor who
had accused him of being connected
with the infs crimes itted in
the Cleveland street house. He ad-
mitted however, that he had gone there
for an improper puropose so that while

and declared boldly that the case
ted an official attempt to defeat
the course- of justice. He said the
treasury officials refrained from pro-
pecnting Newlove and Vock until
pelled to. When H d fled no
attémpt was made to extradite him
from Belgium, although extradition
could easily have been obtained. The
objectof the government obviously was
to hunt Hammond beyond the range of
extradition. He charged Lord Salisbury

with  conniving at the escape
from arrest or Lord Arthur
Somerset and said the Marquis

of Salisbury and others criminally
conspired to defeat the ends of justice.
He asked the commission to inquire in-
to his allegations.

Sir Richard Webster, attorney general,
said that in the opinion of the lord chan-
cellor the evidence against Lord Arthur
Somerset was insufficient to justify his
prosecution. Hesaid the story told by La-
bouchere to the effect that the Marquis
of ;Salisbury bad jinformed Sir Dighton
Probyx that a warrant was about to be
issued for Lord Somerset was mere gossip,
He stated that he had direct authority
to contradict the allegation shat the Mar-
quis of Salisbury had spoken to anyone
regarding the issue of a warrant.

Mr. Labouchere said he could not ac-
cept Sir Richard’s assurances nor did he
believe the Marquis of Salisbury, whose
denials were obviously untrue. The
chairman requested the gentleman to
withdraw the words calling into question
the veracity of the premier. Mr. Labou-
chere declined to withdraw the words.
The speaker demanded a vote for sus-
pension and this was carried by 177 to
‘98 Mr. Labouchere therefore stands sus-
pended for one week from sitting and
voting in the House of Commons, be-
canse he called in question the veracity
of the Marquis of Salisbury.

As Mr. Labouchere left the House of
Commons he said that although he re-
gretted the fact, his conscience would not
allow him to say that he believed the
denial of the Marquis of Salis-

he first time that he has been similarly
accused. No less a man than the Earl
of Beaconsfield said in the most pointed
manner in the Heuse of Commons, not
many years ago, that the Marquis of
Salisbury,who was then Lord Cranborne,
was a man whose word was not to be be-
lieved, and no one suggested that the
great Conservative leader should be pun-
ished for it. i
This is a matter which 18 altozether
outside of party politics, and which con-
cerns the decency and good government
of the British Empire. It is well known
tha there is among the young aristocrats
of London, a set whose characters are 80
bad that eyen-the word “blackguard”
fails to express the infamy which they
have reached. That these young aristo-
crats should be shielded-from the con-
sequences of their acts when they become
criminals, simply because they are highs
born issomething that the British peopl
will hardly endure with patience. Noth-
ing would so tend to bring about a breaks
ing up of the existing order of things ag’
the idea, should it become implanted in
the breasts of the, British middle and
lower classes, that justice could not be
obtained or that wrongs could not be
righted when a member of the aristo-
cracy was involved.

1t is not very long since the Marquis of
Saiisbury’s brother-in-law, the Earl of
Galloway was brought up for an indetent
assault upon a little child. He was ac-
quitted although the evidence seemed to
show that he was guilty and, since then
the same individual has been accused of
another offense of a similar character.
We do not believe that the fact that a
man comes from an ancient lineage
should relieve him from the consequences
of his acts, and we are quite certain
that the present British administra-

tion can take mno sarer means
of ruining themselves and the
Conservative party than by mak-

ing attempts of the kind. There ismin
England as here a religious and moral
feeling which revolts from such disgrace-
ful affairs as have been recently disclosed
in connection with certain young aristo-
crats in London, and we believe that if
the Marquis of Salisbury is so ill-advised
as to follow out the course which he has
adopted, he will find that he has not
only injured his government but irre-
trievably ruined the class, for whose
interests that government appear to be
mainly contending.

THE GERMAN ELECTIONS-

There seems to be no doubt that the
result of the German elections has filled
both the Emperor and his advisors with
very serious alarm. The German people
are among the best educated in the world
and their natural aspirations for liberty
are certainly not inferior to those in any
other people. But owing to causes of var-
jous kinds they have never been in a
position to exercise their rights as men.
Germany has had the misfortune of be-
ing divided into little petty states,
which were ruled by autocratic Kings,
Princes or Grand Dukes, and the German
people until quite recently, have really
never felt themselves to be a nation.
Now that they are united under one
government, they find themselves op-
pressed by a military despotism of the
most grinding character, in which free
speech is practically suppressed, and in
which everything is sacrificed (to the
necessity of keeping the nation always
armed. Under these circumstances the
great unrest that is felt in Germany is not
to be wondered at. Forseveral years past
Bismarck has succeeded in controliing

bury. Afterwards Mr. Labouchere’s mo-
tion, which was for an inquiry into the
Cleveland street scandal, was voted down
by a vote of 163 to 80. Other members
afterwards demanded a committee of in-
quiry, but Mr. Smith, the leader of the
House on behalf of the goverament, de-
clined to allow persons against whom
there was no evidence to be pilloried
and gibbeted, as he said, or perhaps
ruined for life. Thus the case stands at
present, an enquiry having been refused
by the government, and Mr. Labouchere
having been deprived of his rights as a
member of Parliament for a week, main-
ly it would seem because he had the
aundacity to ask that an inquiry be enter-
ed into.

We doubt very much whether the
leader of the House of Commons did
wisely in adopting the course he has
taken and it is just possible that he may
discover before long that it was very ill-
advised. The fact that the
Marquis of Salisbury was accused
of a falsehood by a private member of
the House of Commons may be a very

the Reichstag by means of a compromise
party made up of the Conservative ele-
ment, the clerical element and the old
Liberals. This combination gave him a
majority in the popular chamber, but it
now appears that it has been so badly
defeated thatout of the whole body of the
Reichstag not more than seventy-five
members of the old government party
bave been returned. The Socialists appear
to have polled atleast a million more votes
than they did at the previous election,
while the numbers of the other
parties are correspondingly reduced. Un-
der these circumstances Bismarck and
the young Emperor are brought face to
face with a serious crisis, which it will
raquire all their dexterity to overcome.
On the one hand they have the prospect
of seeing the power of granting supplies
passing to the hands of a party which is
hostile to large military expenditures, or
they will have to take the extreme

step of suppressing the popular
voice in the Reichstag by
measures similar to those adopted

before the war with Austria in 1866.

ously abused, so much so that public
feeling called for its complete abolition.

Mr. McMullen showed that efficient
officials were being superannuated to
make room for political favorites.

After recess the Orange incorporation
bill was passed through the committee.
On motion for the third reading Mr.
Curran moved an amendment that the
act should not permit processions in
Quebec province, making a long speech in
favor.

Mr. Wallace said the amendment
could not be acce;fwd He would pre-
fer that the bill be defeated rather
than have such a rider attached to
it. Why not treat the Orange organ-
ization like other associations?

Mr Kenny supported Mr. Curran’s
amendment, but recognized that Orange-
men were worthy of respect.

Mr. Davies said the amendment ‘was
wholly unnecessary because the bill
would not over-ride the Quebec act pro-
hibiting Orange processions. 'The bill
before the house did not authorize Orange
men to walk in Quebec.

Mr. Lister pointed out that Curran’s
mildness in opposing the bill, compared
with his fierce antagonism on former
occassions, indicated that an arrangement
had been made by the government by
whicn Orangemen were to get incorpora-
tion as a reward for condoning the
ratification of the Jesuitsestates act. The
mass of Orangemen did not want incor-

oration from this parliament. The
“atholic members of the government had
agreed to let the bill through in order to
save their seats in the ministry.

The hour for private bills expired be-
fore the vote was reached. The house
resumed in supply.

The discussion on the superannuation
question was resnmed.

A lung discussion took place on the
militia system, Messrs. Jones, Ellis and
Laurier complalning that men of the
force were not properly supplied with
necessaries, and that while a million and
a quarter dollars were spent upon the
militia every year only $250, were
spent upon men of the active militia.

The house adjourned at 12.35.

In the public accounts committee to-
day, the clerk of works at Rideau hall
was examined regarding the disposal of
furniture there. He said no inventory
of articles purchased for the vice regal
residence had been taken for years. The
total outlay for furnishings since 1868 was
$640,000 ; the expenditure last year was
$31,630. After discussion Hon. Mr.
Foster agreed that an inventory of arti-
cles purchaszed for Rideau Hall should
be kept in future. Mr. Rykert, chair-
man of the committee, refused to put the
motion for production of cablegrams sent
through Reuter’s a%ency at the govern-
ment’s expense, holding that such des-
patches were confidential.

All this would involve no end of worry
for the quartermaster, who even under
the most favorable circumstances is sure
to be the least appreciated and mest
sbused officer under the commandant
himself, and that worthy was simply
agasp with relief and joy when he heard
Mr. Hayne'’s astonishing announcement
that he would take the quarters out on
“Prairie avenue.”
It was the talk of the garrison all that
day. The ladies, especially, had a good
deal to say, because many of the men
d averse to expressing their views.
““Quite the proper thing for Mr. Hayne
to do,” was the apparent opinion of the
majority of the young wives and moth-
ers. As a particularly kind and con-
siderate thing it was not remarked by
one of them, though that view of the
case went not entirely unrepresented.

Then
came the cottage itself; south of it stood
the quartermaster’s storeroom, back of
which lay an extension filled with ord-
nance stores, then other and similar
sheds devoted to commissary supplies,
the post butcher shop, the saddler’s
shop, then big coal sheds, and then the
brow of the bluff, down which at a
steep grade plunged the road to the
stables. It was as unprepossessing a
place for a home as ever was chosen by
a man of educatiod or position; and Mr.
Hayne was possessed of both.

In garrison, despite the flat parade,
there was a grand expanse of country to
be seen stretching away towards the
snow covered Rockies. There was life
and the sense of meighborliness to one’s
kind. Out on Prairie avenue all was
wintry desolation, except when twice
each day the cavalry officers went plod-

the Scottish Gipsy Mecca of the Cheviot
hills; or indeed than you are like the long-
haired, jaundiced, flinty-hearted bigots,
your forefathers, mayhap, who bung the
innocent wretches, your other forefathers,
upon Gallows-hill in Salem.

The fact magde clearest and plainest to
me during more than a quarter century’s
personal study of the Romany race is,
that no one interested in these strange
people shonld fail to recognize that even
the most earnest writer of from half a
century to two centuries ago, wrote from

within lesser horizons of observation
than are granted to any earnest observer
of today ; and that the Gipsies of those
days, like the peasants of those days,
were 80 wretched a lot that any descrip-
tion of them then must necessarily be
untrue of them now. Change, progress,
evolution, are true of all peoples, of all
trades, professions, arts, almost of all re-
ligions. That a wonderfal evolution has
been in progress among my friends the
Gipsies, I shall most sturdily claim, for I
know it ; and nowhere on earth has it
been more marked and far-reaching than
it has been in this semi-barbsric land,
where almost all else would seem to
have retrograded or stood still.

In 1877 my acquaintance had pro-
gressed so far and favorably with Gipsies,
and their trust in me as an unvaryingly

kindly disposed friend, had in many
ways grown so secure, that at an en-
campment on the banks of the
Desplaines river, in Illinois, I was un-
expectedly, and with some curious rites,

admitted to Gipsy brotherhood; that is,
I was made a “Gorgio chal” or a non-

Gipsy brother. At that momentous
ceremony I was placel in possession of
three Romany words, which, in nearly
every one of the United. States, along
the hedges of England, in the lowlands
of Scotland, among the glens of Ireland,
in the canons of Cuba, through the
Rhine valleys and Bavarian villages, in
the streets of Paris or the leaf-filled
lanes of Brittany, and wherever I have
uttered them in Spain have unrservedly
opened to me the tents, huts
houses, hearts, and innermost
thoughts, feelings, and often the secret
aspirations, of the Romany peo-
ple. There has been no exception, nor
a single timidity or hesitancy. I have
known the bitterest indifference from
pretentious Christain men in sorest want
when infinitely greater matters than my
Own success or personality were at stake
but this outcast and despised race never
turned coward-friend face upon me, and
never once upbraided me, save for not
permitting them to become all-sufficient
succorers. And so when I had been
among the Madrid Gipsies an hour, ]
was in possession, without the asking, of
information where I should find one who
when found, could truly tell me more in
another hour of Gipsies]in Spain than
can be found within the lids of all books
ever written upon the Rommany race.
This man was Jrancisco or Pancho
Tomas; and after a hasty trip through
Saragossa, at whoee capital city the fair
maid, Agustina,won immortality of fame
for her bravery by her dead lover’s
side in defence of her people
against the French, passed along the
noble Ebro into Catalonia, to the Sierra
de la Llena where, in 2 sunny mountain
valley near the quaint old hill-town of
Grandella, I found the most important
and interesting Gipsy encampment I had
ever anywhere beheld.

Strictly spéaking, it could not be called
an encampment, for while a number of
pached tents and rude wooden cabins
could be seen, the Gipsy village with all
its uncouth scenes occupied the site of an
abandoned pueblo, in which Ferhups_200
ruinous structures were still standing.
These were very ancient. Many were
utterly uninhabitable, roofsor portions
of the walls having fallen in; but
against the remaining walls of such
most comfortable temporary huts had
been built. Some of these were curious
indeed. Loose stones had been formed
into end-walls running at a sharp angle
from the ground up against the cld side
walls still standing. The roof was com-
posed of skins, or coarse cloth, running
from the ground to the peaks of the
temporary walls; and the entrances to
such were invariably from within the
ruined olden habitation. Others were
formed by the stones and mortar of a
ruin falling down on all sides, thus snug-
ly protecting some single apartment.
Most curious and suggestive of all, hint-
ing to one’s fancy a common
instinct k these wand from
Hindoostan and the earliest house-
builders among the Celts of western Eu-
rope, were seven huts, exact duplicates of
the bee-hive-cells of Brittany, Cornwall

The Late Ilav..‘ Dr. Pichard.

[Dr. Pickard whose death occurred at
Sackville at an early hour yesterday
morning, was born at Fredericton, June
10th 1813, his ancestors being among the
people from Massachusetts, settled in
Sheffield, Sunbury Co., about the year
1762. Dr, Pickard after receiving a fair
English education, passed through the
Wesleyan Academy at North Wilbenbam
and the Middletown, Conn. University.
Entered the Methodist ministry in 1835,
and in1336 he was received on trial as a
Wesleyan missionary by the British
Methodist conference. In 1837 be re-
sumed his studies at Middletown,
and graduated in 1839. In 1845 he was
ordained and‘received into full con-
nection with the English conference as
a Methodist minister, and was appoint-
ed editor of the British North American
Methodist Magazine, published at St
John.

In November of that year he was elect-
ed principal of the Mount Allison acad-
emy, which was opened in January, 1843,
In 1862 Mount Allison Colle; was
organized by act of assembly and
Mr. Pickard was appointed president
He continued to fill that office and to act
as principal of the academy till 1869,
when he resigned, after having given to
the institutions the flower of his_life.
He was then elected editor of the Wes-
leyan, and then filled the editorial chair
from 1869 to 1873. Dr. Pickard
then returned to Sackville where
he continued to reside till the
day of his death He was twice
married, first at Boston, October,
1841, to the daughter of Ebenez-
er and Hananh M. Thompson, by whom
he had two children, who died in infancy.
Mrs. Pickark died at Sackville in March,
1844. In September, 1846, Dr. Pickard
married Miss Carr of Portland, Maine,
who bore. him two daughters. The eld-
est married A. M. Bell of Halifax, and

Death of a Good Man,

Peter Macgowan, one of the oldest and
best known citizens of Charlottetown
died in that place on the 19 inst at the
age of 85 years. Mr. Macgowan was a
son of thelate Peter Macgowan who was
Attrorney General of the province from
1800 to 1811, and was one of the most
widely known business men in the
province, having carried on quite an ex-
tensive business in Charlottetown for a
number of years, He then became City
Clerk, which office he held for many
years, discharging the duties of this re-
sponsible position faithfully and well. He
was also for a long time Secretary
of the old Agricultural Society, in
which position he did much to forward
agricultural matters in the province, in
which he took a very lively interest. In
this connection he is well remembered
by many of the older farmers in differ-
ent sections of Prince Edward Island.
He took a keen interest in all movements
calculated to advance the prosperity and
well being of the city and the province,
and this together with his business and
official position, brought him into inti-
mate contract with hosts of people, all of
whom esteemed and respected him most
highly. Since his retirement from the
City Clerkship, he has lived in seclusion,
and during the last year or two of his
life he has been blind. Mr. Macgowan
was an honorable and upright gentleman
univetsally esteemed as a friend, a cit-
izen and an official.

Bravery Recoxnised.

The Army and Navy Gazette, London,
says:

“Mr. J. Barber, R. N., was presented,
at the Royal Barracks, Keyham, on
Wednesday, with the Albert Medal of
second class, in recognition of his con-
spicuous bravery on the occasion of the
wreck of the gunboat Lily, on the coast
of Labrador. It will be remembered
that on the 16th Sept. last, the Lily ran
ashore at Armor Point, Labrador, and
that the whole crew were in great peril.
Two boats had been swamped in their
efforts to reach the shore, when Barber,
then an able. seamsan, volunteered to
swim ashore with a hawser, and thus
effect communication between the ship
and the land. A heavy sea was running
at the time, and the weather was also
very thick; but notwithstanding the
danger to which he was exposed, Barber
succeeded in reaching the shore, and the
lives of all on board were saved. Barber
was promoted to the rank of warrant
officer and the Albert Medal was awarded
to him. He received the medal at the
hands of Admiral Sir William Dowell,
Naval Commander-in-Chief at Devonport
who congratulated him on the bravery
he displayed on a very critical occasion.”

The championship races at Ottawa
Wednesday were not as successful as
expected, some poor time being made.
