Meet Tbl* Morning and Pam Besoin- 
Deprecating tba Proposed In­

crease of Defy on Flour.
A largely attended meeting of the 

Council of the Board of Trade was held 
this morning. After some preliminary 
business was discussed, a telegram from 
Mr. K. F. Burns M. P. for Gloucester, 
now at Ottawa, was read in reference to 
the proposed increased duties on flour. 
It asked for the views of the Board on 
the question and advocated that mo­
lasses and com be made free if these 
duties be imposed. In reply the follow­
ing resolution was moved by Mr. R. 
Cruikshank, seconded by G. W. Merritt 
and unanimously carried:

Resolved—That in the op 
Council it is objectionable that the dutyon 
flour imported into the Dominion should 
be increased above what it is at present, 
but if it should be decided to increase 
the duty it would be only fair to the 
people of the Maritime Provinces that 
they should be released of duty on other 
articles largely used here. This Council 
would therefore recommend that molas- 
es imported from the place of growth 
should be made free ; that the duty from 
other than the place of growth be allowed 
to remain, as it is at present, viz ; 20 per 
cent.; that corn should also be admitted 
free, in which case the duty on com 
meal should be reduced to 20 cents per 
barrel.

The resolution was wired to the St. 
John representatives at Ottawa.

A member of the council explained to 
a Gazette reporter this morning that the 
reason why duty on com meal should be 
retained is that Dominion manufacturers 
should be protected. If the duty were 
not retained it would have the effect of 
shutting up a large number of mills in 
the Dominion engaged in the manufac­
ture of corn meal. The country would 
soon become flooded with cheap Ameri­
can meal.

HE 1HEE1 S AS AMERICAN T 

PRINTER IN ALGIERS,

Also a Walvallon Army Soldier—la Re­
minder! of the Apr *rel of His Youth 
—France Holds the Key to Africa.

Algiers, Feb. 21,1890.
Although the environs of Algiers are 

enchanting in their uniqueness of archi­
tecture in villa, palace, kliouba and tiny 
Arab villages nestling beneath olives 
and palms,the larger human interest will 
always be felt by the stranger in what 
may be seen within the fine boulevards 
and ancient, unmodemized streets of 
“the white city upon the hillside.” Nor 
will you have to wander in search 
of this. The great Boulevard de 
la Republique, the chief street 
of Algiers, faces the harbor, and 
on the city side are innumera­
ble massive structures, for marine, gov­
ernmental and commercial purposes. 
Rue de la Liberté and its continuation, 
Rue Bab Azzoun, run parallel, behind. 
Rue Bab el Oued is a sort of extension of 
these, leading around the base of the 
promontory on which the city is built, to 
Fort Neuf and the near town of St. 
Eugene. From these streets as a base, 
andin a measure a division-line between 
the new Algiers of the French and the 
remaining old Algiers of the Arabs, innu­
merable tortuous thoroughfares, with de­
fined boundaries in Rue Porte 
Neuve on the left and Boulevard Valee
at the right, ascend sinuously over a 
triangular quarter to the Kasbah, 

ancientthe citadel, poised
at the extreme point of the promontory 
and the a

the densest native population, the stran­
gest architecture, and all manner of 
scenes in the every day-life of the people 
of more thorough oriental coloring than 
can be witnessed in any other equal 
space in Algiers, Tripoli or Egypt. The 
splendid Place du Gouvernaient with 
its fine border of trees is fairly between 
the two extremities of this triangular 
maze of Algerian thoroughfares and ac­
tivities. On t« o sides of the square are 
masses of carriages day and night. All 
lines of tramway and omnibuses 
center
sand or so Arabs below the Kasbah 
stream through it at least once a day. 
Trains from the desert and outlying 
villages must pass this way. People 
reaching the quays, coming from the 
harbor, passing to and from different 
portions of the city, the military in 
countless squads and detachments, 
members of foreign embassies, country­
men with produce for the market, 
citizens going to and from the markets, 
in fact, every manner of being and 
interest centered here, must at some 
hour of the day or night aid in making 
up the studies thus presented.

So taking your station among the little 
Arab bootblacks of the Place du Gou­
vernaient, a few hours of quiet observa- 

show you more of Algerian 
character and life than could be told in 
an entire book from the most graphic 
pen ; while no art could ever paint the 
movement and action which lend 
vigor, color and feeling to the curious 
contrasts crowding upon the sight. In 
no city that I have ever visited are 
found such startling contrasts both in 
nationality and costume. It seems as 
though representatives of every nation­
ality and condition on earth were here, 
and, within an hour's time impressed 
your sight and thought with the sharp 
distinctions of varying civilizations, as 

conditions, of all men. I had not 
stood comtemplating the throng five 
minutes when an American tramp printer 
edged up besides me and “nicked the

Algerian possibilities of vice and 
power to the little rant for his explora­
tive prowess, a tiny hump-back, sallow 
and shaven, wearing a stiff cap with the 
well-known red band of the Salvation 
Army, who deferentially handed us all 
a pulp-paper “dodger” on which was 
badly printed in English, French and 
Arabic,” Salvation in Free!”—Fly from 
The Wrath To Come!” upon the reading 
of which the two American sailors start­
ed alertly towards the harbor,as if absent 
from their vessel without leave,and fear- 
“1 of apprehension and punishment 

But let us watch these strange and 
varied tides of human travel setting past 
us in all directions. This group 
prises a half dozen Mozabites. They are 
Syrians by descent, are believed to be 
identical in race with the Scriptural 
Moabites. They are the fiercest money 
makers of Algiers, and are butchers, 
grocers, bakers, anything for riches. 
Their greed is prompted by a curious 
ambition. That is to gain independence 
and return to their homes at Hammada 
Chebka.a little oasis surrounded by lofty 
rocks in the most arid and burning por­
tion of central Sahara. In this little 
blistering beehive, containing about 20 
square miles, are countless cultivated 
gardens and five populous cities ; and 
to sometime come back here and 
and dream, the Mozabite will work and 
starve half a lifetime. You can­
not mistake him in Algiers. He is dark­
er than the Arab: not so black as the 
negro: his skin has the appearance of 
continuous oiling; he wears a white tur­
ban, but is chiefly distinguished in dress 
because of invariably wearing a sort of 
sleeveless tunic, called the gandoura, 
which falls straight to the knees, like my 
blue denim tunic when I was a country 
boy, nearly 40 years ago. The stripes 
and zig-zags in this garment are some­
thing marvelous. His wife wears the 
adjar or veil, like the Arab woman, but 
her haik (shawl, or wrap) which covers 
her head falling nearly to her feet, is of 
blue and white checked stuff, similar to 
that worn by negresses in Algiers. These 
Mozabites have with them a bevy of 
Kabyles who are in from the farther 
Atlas range of mountain with animals 
for the shambles. Th 
are on their way to 
Hamma along the 
south of the 
volubly
excited banterings. Swaggering at 
their heels, are a dozen or more navies 
from the grim old German man-of-war 
in the harbor. They have sat all night, 
drinking and singing, and nothing worse 
(all honor to the German man for it!) in 
the cafe de Bordeaux, just across the 
Place there. They have fair skins, curl­
ing beards, clean, honest faces, these gay 
fellows ; and though a little rosy from the 
wine and the choruses, pass along civilly, 
keeping as good step as could be expect­
ed, and, hand in hand, are still softly 
singing as Germans only can sing that 
bundeslied of magic tenderness and 
power, “Bruder reich t de Hand zum 
Bunde !” Following these are the entire 
members of an English family, a round 
dozen altogether. They are travelers ; or 
are here for the benefit of the glorious 
winter climate ; are dressed sensibly in 
honest woolen stuff; and better than all, 
are walkers, every one of them. They 
learn something when they travel; for any 
one with brains enough to see the world 
on foot, sees it from the proper level al­
ways. Behind them are a score of né­
gresses. They are on their way from the 
Arab markets, over in the Place de la 
Lyre and Place de Chartres; and you 
may find any day hundreds more like 
them as helpers there. They are inde­
scribably ugly, with short, puffy bodies, 
tremendous heads and short,huge necks, 
lumpy cheeks and square jaws, nostrils 
flattened back almost in a line with the 
facial angle ; and lips like a pair of ebon- 
ized conch shells. Their baiks are al­
ways of the blue and white checked var­
iety, intensifying the luster and depth of 
color of their coal black skins. Some of 
them are veiled, giving them an air of 
monumental coyishness and skittishness. 
Besides the haik and veil, little should 
be said about their costume. Below 
the haik are cascades and cataracts of 
garmentary all-sorts.

Continued from Second Page, 
sails should be unfurled to the breeze in 
every clime, and that the distant markets 
of the world should be visited by our
^^.wlLTelwSples

of sea-coast, studded with magnificent 
harbors, many other thousand miles oi 
lake shores and inland waters, mid 
many other thousand miles of navigable 
rivers and arms of the sea, which are 
capable of bearing a commerce, tenfold 
greater than has been found upon them. 
Are we to sit idly by, and allow this migh­
ty water power to fall into the hands of 
strangers, as the United States have done.
We have got to look at it from one stand­
point or another. If we are afraid of 
these small amounts for subsidies—I say 
small and insignificant compared with 
the results obtained from them—then we 
must keep in the background. Nothing 
is thought of the country paying millions 
and hundreds of millions to subsidise 
railroads to carry the products of the 
forests, and the fieldr, and the factories 
down to the ocean shore. Here it is 
that navigation comes in to do its 
work, and to carry these products thou­
sands of miles over the sea. Is it not 
important for us to see whether this 
ocean transportation is done under the 
Canadian or under a foreign flag ? I 
maintain that this is a question of vast 
importance for us. Here are the tour 
great industries. agriculture, manufact­
ures, commerce and navigation; they 
are not rivals, they are identified with 
each other, and they are so completely 
interwoven that we cannot do injury to 
the one without injuring the other. If 
you withhold from your navigation pro­
per encouragement, you have got to take 
a back seat in the transportation of your 
commerce over the sea. I say it is just 
as necessary to subsidise steamships, to 
enable us to carry Canadian commerce 
over the world, as that we should -sub­
sidise railroads to carry our commerce 
through the land. But, perhaps I am 
diverging a little from the particular 
question at issue. The hon. member 
from Halifax (Mr. Jones) spoke of this 
trade, as an impossibility, and together 
with the hon. member from Lunenburg 
(Mr. Eisenhaner), complained of this 
subsidy. I can understand that both 
these gentlemen who have made fortunes 
out of the navigation and commerce of 
the country, and particularly of the trade 
with the West India Islands, just as the 
proprietor of the stage coach grumbled 
when the railroad came along, so do 
they grumble now. They do not 
wish to see this trade done by 
steamships. They had the monoply 
almost, in sailing vessels, and they 
have done well by it 1 am glad to 
know that they have been so prosperous, 
and that their enterprise and energy has 
met with success but I think they ought 
to be more public spirited and that they 
should leave aside their private interest 
to deal more fairly with a public ques­
tion of this kind. The hon. gentleman 
says that this first steamer went out with 
$6,000 worth of cargo. I Am not prepared 
to go into that question definitely, but 
from my information, I would say that 
the value of the cargo was nearly 
double that amount. He speaks of that 
$6,000 cargo as having cost the country 
$4,U00, but he does not for 
ment take into consideration that that 
steamship had to disburse at the city 
of St John, something like $1,500 for 
labor and coal, and that her provision 
and supplies cost $1,100, in all $2,600. 
We have also to take into consideration 
that that steamship was fairly the prop­
erty of Canadians and was owned by 
Canadian stockholders and that her 

ngs would go to the Canadian peo­
ple so that that subsidy was not utterly 
lost to the country, as the hon. gentle- 

The hon gentleman says the 
trade was sufficiently developed. Near­
ly every man within the sound of my 
voice knows that we have but little 
knowledge of the West India Islands, 
or of the country to the south 
of us, and they have iittle 
knowledge of us. The trade that has 
been done with the West India Islands 
in the past was done in a nairow and 
contracted way, and the markets were 
kept in a speculative condition. A large 
amount of products would go to a single 
island, and if it was reported that the 
markets were high there other cargoes
wera rent to tfaft aamfi Vilanfl, awl »
probably sustained.

The United 
States is doing a very large trade with 
the West Indies. I think there are 34 
steamers running from the port of New 
York to the diflerent West India Islands 
and a large fleet of sailing vessels leaving 
that port are loaded with products of 
Canada. There is no doubt in my mind 
that Canada can produce them more 
cheaply and in greater abundance than 
the United States; and if proper encour­
agement is given, Canada can drive the 
United States out of that marketr-there
