| ing the room frequent airings or

by keeping the window slightly
open at both top and bottom. After
baby is two months old put a
sweater and legzings over his or-
dinary night clothes, or get him a
sleeping bag, and them you cam
have his room really coid. Warm
clothing on his body is much bet-
ter than beavy covérings or blan-
kets pinned around him, because
it does not restrict his movements

Once every day, in a moderately
warm room, all baby's clothing
but the band with shoulder straps
and the diaper should be removed
for a few minutes. This will give
his skin a chance to ecome accus-
tomed to the air and protect him
against colds. Also the freedom
from clothing keeps him to exer-
cise and develop his muscies. After
Baby is a month old he will show
no uncertain manner that he
thoroughly enjoys these periods of
freedom and relaxation.

When his Majesty the Baby is a
month old, unless the weather be
very severe, plans must be made
for hig daily outing. Four bhours
outdoors every day is not a minute
too long, and iIn warm weather
from five .to six hours is a better
length of time.
