Renegade soldiers and Mohammedan priests who have fled from Con-
stantinople are ravaging the country, and no one is safe.

It seems impossible to check the outrages until the situation at Con-
stantinople |is settlgg and some definite form of government is established,

Entire| Villages Wiped Out.

London, April 22.—A special dispatch
from Athens says that telegrams re-
celved there| from Mersina, set forth
that fully 10/000 persons were Kkilled in
the anti-Christian rioting of the last
few days-in the Adana and Tarsus dis-
tricts,

Entire villages were razed and the
country is a smoking wilderness,

Another -Town Destroyed.

Associated Press Limits the
Hours Within Which They
May Publish.

(Times Leased Wire.)

New. York, April 2l.—Afternoon paper
publishers made an unsuccessful attempt,
at the annual meeting of the Associated
Press to-day, to amend the by-laws of the
association so as to permit them to pub-
lish their papers as early as 9 a. m. and
as late as 6 p. m. They were defeated hy
the morning paper publishers, who suc-
ceeded in having the proposed amendment
laid upon the table,

As a result of the failure to pass the
amendment the old by-laws stand, and
afternoon papers will not be allowed to
publish before 11 a. m. or after 4 p. m. any
Associated Press news of that day.

The#*Toledo News-Bee, a member of the
Associated Press from the beginning, has
withdrawn from the association. In with-
drawing, H. N. Rickey, representing the
News-Bee, said:

“The present policy of the directors of
the Associated Press would remove from
the publishers of Associated Press papers
the management and control of their own
properties, putting it into the hands cf
a small clique of Associated Press direc-
tors.”

He declared that he would not submit
to such censorship, and said that the
United Press Association’s service was
more valuable than the Associated Press
to the News-Bee or any other affernoon
paper.

wan the crop has gone in late.

WHALER BUSY
ON WEST COAST

LEVIATHIAN LOST
ON SATURDAY NIGHT

Schooner Jessie Supplied With
Stores and Sailed for
Sealing Grounds.

Steamer Tees, which arrived from
the west coast on Monday, brought a
cargo of 300 barrels of whale oil and
600 sacks of fertilizer from the whaling
station at Sechart. While the vessel
was there the Orion brought in two
sulphur bottoms which had just been
caught, bringing the total number for
the season at that station alone up to
21, If the St. Lawrence has been
equally fortunate the number taken
must be at least forty.

On Saturday last the Orion lost a
whale which she had harpooned. She
had arrived within striking distance
and thge gunner had sent a harpoon
deep imto the blubber of the big crea-
ture when the whale started off, taking
the steamer in tow. The pace was furi-
ous for a while, the line being paid out
in order to lessen the strain., For a
long time the race continued and then
a slight hitch occurred in the paying
out of the line. In a moment the big
hawser snapped like a thread, giving
the big creature 135 fathoms to carry
around.

Among the passengers for the round
trip was Richard Hall, one of the own-
ers of the schooner Jessie. He togk
stores up for the sealers, and while ?1
was there the vessel sailed from Uclue-
let on her long sealing and otter hunt-
ing voyage,

The. Tees brought word that the
schooner Soquel was still high and dry
on the reef at Seabirds rocks. Every-
thing of any value had been removed
under the direction of the receiver of
wrecks. The piano which was left in
the hold of the ship attracted the at-
tention of the Siwashes, who managed
to get the instrument on deck. It was
found to be in such bad shape, how-
ever, that ¢ was not removed from the
schooner,

Among the passengers south was
Constable McLeod, who brought down
a Klootchmany who had been caught
selling liquor to other Indians, She was
sentenced to one month in the lock-up.

COAL CARRIERS FOR
THE MEXICAN TRADE

British Columbia Mines to Sup-
ply Vessels Chartered for
South.

Seattle, April® 20.—To carry coal from
British Columbia to the Gulf of Cali-
fornia, the Norwegian steamer Jethou has
been chartered by Henry Lund & Com-=-
pany of San Franeisco. The charter is
for one voyage at the rate of £850 ster-
ling per month.

After spending several days at Astoria,
where she put in for orders, the Jethou
proceeded to Comox to load.

The Jethou is the third tramp steamer
fixed to carry coal to Mexico. The British
steamer Greenwich, which will enter the
Nome trade June st for two voyages,
will first take coal from British Columbia
to the Gulf of California at a rate of
£650. The British steamer atanga. is
the third in this trade. Her charter calls
for £900 per month. The coal being ship-
ped into Guaymas and Mazatlan is for
the use of the Harriman extension which
is being built down the Mexican coast.
It is reported completed almost to Mazat-
lan.

Business is unusually quiet in coast-
wise shipping. Lumbeér rates are hominal,
The weekly circular of the -Shipowners'
Assoclation of the Pacific Coast notes no
changes in asking freights, but no coast-
wise charters are listed.

CLASH BETWEEN

Prosecution Objects to Tactics
Adopted by Counsel for

by “a ‘spirited cclash~ between spetial
prosecutor 'F. J; Heney and Earl Rog-
ers, counsel for the defendant.

SULTAN HELD PRISONER
IN PALACE BY INVADERS

&

Young‘Turks Hope to Swell Ranks and Force Sur-
render of Constantinople Without Fight--Abdul
Turns to Germany for Assistance.

(By Bysantius Moschpoulous, staff cor-
respondent of the United Press.)
Constantinople, April 20.—Grand Vi-
zier Tewfik Pasha is reported to have
resigned his official position to-day, and
is now said to be in conference with
the Sultan regarding the surrender of

Constantinople to the Young Turks.

Representatives of the invading army
are reported to be at the palace wait-
ing for the Sultan to reach a decision.

It is learned that the Sultan is ne-
gotiating for assistance from Germany.
It is believed that he is trying to stave
off the invaders,  who are demanding
his surrender, until he receives a reply
from the Kaiser, It will probably be
several days before he can hear any-
thing from Berlin owing to the uncer-
tainty of communication since the
present trouble commenced.

It became known late this afternoon
that the Sultan was trying to induce
Hilmi Pasha to resume -the Grand
Viziership, as a token of his willing-
ness to meet the demands of the Young
Turks. Hilmi Pasha succeeded Kiamil
Pasha, having been named ' by the
Young Turks, and he held the office
until last week’s uprising. He said to-
day that he would not resume the of-
fice until the Young Turks are in com{
plete control of the government.

Edhem Pasha, the new minister of
war and commander of the garrison,
resigned to-day. It was arranged to de-

clare martial law as soon as the in-
vaderg arrived. Foreigners “were as-

sured of safety even in the event o\
fighting.
Invading Force Grows.

Salonica, April 20.—The Young Turks
hope that by delaying their entrance
into Constantinople they will be able
to avert bloodshed. According to their
vresent plans the invaders will wait
until their numbers are swelled to such
proportions that they will be over-
whelming, and thus force the Sultan to
surrender without resistance. The
leaders consider it almost certain that
there would be a battle in- the streets
if a small army attempted to PEnter
the capitol.

Forty thousand men are now camped
within a few hours’ march of the city,
and at the rate that additions are be-
ing made to the army at present, with-
in 48 hours it will be 60,000 strong.

It is deemed impossible for the Sultan
to escape from the city because of the
heavy guard the invaders have thrown
about the palace.

To Protect Americans,

Washington, April 20.—The armored
cruisers North Carolina and Montana
were ordered to Alexandretta, Turkey,
to-day. The cruisers were ordered to

report to the United States consul and.

to protect the lives and property of
all American residents,

The cruisers were dispatched to
Alexandretta after the receipt here of
messages stating that conditions in
Turkey are alarming,

The North Carolina and Montana are
now at Guantanamo, 5700 miles from
Alexandretta. They should arrive I
Turkish waters in from 15 to 17 days if
they start now. Both have the usual
complement of marines,

PATTEN TRIES TO

Chicago, April 20.—After an exciting
day, which wore heavily upon the nerves
of Wheat King Patten, the bears this
afternoon threw the pit into an uproar by,
a terrific drive which drove prices down
on-May and July wheat 2 cents, sending
May to $1.233 and July to ' $1.133.

Patten said that he was not responsible
for her son’s losses, and that it would be
impossible for him to help her, Hosts of
persons tried to reach Patten, seeking
help on the ground that his manipulations
of the market had caused their ruin.

FINANCES OF
THE DOMINION

HON. W. S. FIELDING’S -
BUDGET STATEMENT

Surplus of Million and a Half
Doltars Over Ordinary
Expenses.

——— e bt

Ottawa, April 20.—In the Commons
this afternoon Hon. W, S, Fielding rose
at 415 to deliver his budget speech.
Dealing at the outset with the financial
statement of the fiscal year of 1907-08,
he noted that the total revenue had
been $96,064,000 and expenditure on con-
solidated fund $76,641,451, leaving a
surplus of $19,413,054. Capital expendi-
ture had aggregated $35,927,228 and the

increase in net debts was only $14,000,- '

000 though $19,000,000 had béen expend-
ed on the National Transcontinental
railway,

For the fiscal year of 1908-09 closing
with the end of last month, he noted
that all accourts had not yet been
closed. When acounts were closed he
believed the total revenue would be
found to be $84,500,000, a shrinkage of
$11,500,000, or 12 per cent. from the pre-
ceding year. But though the revenue
had fallen off, still he was able .to
promise a surplus of $1,500,000 over all
expenditure in Consolidated Funds ac-
count. The total -expenditure on this
account would be, approximately $83,-
000,000; on capital account, $49,000,000
had been spent, including $32,000,000 for
the. National Transcontinental and for
taking over liabilities of the Quebec
Bridge Company. The total additional
to the net debt during the year would
be aboyt $46,000,000,

Trade statistics of the past year
showed a total trade of $553,000,000, Im-
parts had, of course, fallen off largely,
though exports had held their own.
Compared with other countries Can-
ada had done well despite the world-
wide commercial depression.

In respect to the comihg year he an-
ticipated a gradually increasing rev-
enue, ' The turn of the tide had set in
and at the end of the year he prophe-
sied a substantial surplus. On Consoli-
dated Fund account for this year the
expenditure would be reduced by $9,000,~
000, and on capital account by $13,000,-
000.

The government aimed to meet out
of ordinary revenue all expenditure on
Consolidated Fund account and a large
proportion possibly of all expenditure
on capital account, exclusive of $20,000,=
000 to be spent on the National Trans-
continental,

CANADA’S BUDGET,

The-event of the political and the
business year in Canada was oelehrat-
ed at O'ttawa yesterday, Hon, W, S.
Fielding delivered his thirteenth budget
speech, making a record, as the sporting
editor, would say, for Canada, if in-
deed it is not a world’s record, for
length of service in the position of
Finance Minister,

The annual financial statement was
short, contvise and businesslike, fea-
tures to which Canadians have now
become accustomed under Mr. Field-
ing’s administration of the finances.
There was nothing of a particularly
startling character. to announce in the
statement delivered yesterday., The
changes in the tariff are of a minor
character, and will have no éffect upon
the general trend of  business. The
country has been prosperous under the
existing tariff, therefore it is the part
of sound economic wisdom to let it be.
Under it sufficient revenue is raised
annualiy to more than meet current ex-
penditures - and to provide for the
prosecution of the great public works
which have béen a consistent feature
of the Laurier régime, The exposition
of the Finance Minister revealed little
that was not anticipated.

Over the expenditures upon consoli-
dated or current account a substantial
surplus was shown. The outlay upon
capitfal account was heavy, and must
continue to be heavy, until the work
of constructing the National Transcon-
tinental Railway 1{is completed. The
critics of the government will natural-
ly make the most they can out of this
“heavy capital expenditure; but there
is ample reason to believe that the fu-
ture will justify the action of the gov-
ernment in undertaking, in conjunc-
tion with the Grand Trunk Pacific
Railway Company, to provide for the
development of such a tremendous ex-
tent of the national territory as the
new line will open up for settlement.
Even people of feeble faith cannot bu:z
admit that. the experience of the past
has shown that the inevitable addition
to the revenues, consequent upon in-
crease of population and business, of
the Domiinon will more than pay the
interest upon the liabilities incurred in
the work. The people of the country do
not now, and never did, object to heavy
outlays upon enterprises holding out
abundant promise of equivalent re-
‘turns to the treasury. Mr, Fielding an-~

that the most enthusmstw meetmﬂ

held in Canada to discuss the naval

situation as it at present affects Can-
ada and Great Britain, was held in the
Victoria theatre last evening, As to the
sentiments expressed by the speakers,
the Imperial government has already
decided what it considers best for Can-
ada to do in the light of the tendencies
of the times, if we are to believe the
utterances of qualified British authori-
ties. The Canadian government,
through accredited representatives, is
going to consult-with the naval and
military head men of Great Britain im-
mediately after the prorogation of the
Dominion Parliament. Whatever de-
cision is reached will be carried out,
beyond question. The programme will
therefore be arranged in accordance
with the best judgment-of the best
qualified authorities,  But while this
is so, there is no reason why resolu-
tions passed at such gatherings as that
which assembled in the Victoria the-
atre last evening should not have con-
siderable weight in® determining what
is at present to some extent an inde=-
terminate policy. At any rate the-gov«
ernment 6f Canada ought to be grati-
fled to know that its-policy, besides be-
ing endorsed by the opposition, also re-
ceives ‘the qualified approval of the
people of Victoria as expressed last
evening. 2 !

No great ‘discernmiént ‘is necessary to
determine who was responsible- for in-
corporation in . the resolution -the last
clause calling for an immediate and
unconditional gift to the Imperial navy,
Victoria® has always harbored. some
individual who hoped to make himself
conspicuous by being more loyal than
the King or any of his ministers.

While nothing definite has been an-
nounced in regard to the form which
the proposed advanced poliey of Cana-
dian defeénce will take, the fact 'has
been pretty well understood for some
time that the preliminary step follow-
ing the transfer of the dockyard will
be the construction of a graving dock,
or some kind of dock.even better, cap-
able of accommodating the largest ves-
sels ever ii}(ely to make use of the Es-
quimalt coaling station. Such a policy
may not be as spectacular as bestow-
ing'unconditional gifts, but in its unti-
mate development - it- will probably
prove a more effective link in the chain
of Imperial defence.

A portion of the remarks made by
Captain Wolley in his speech eannot
be permitted to pass without correc-
tion. He quoted figures purporting ta
prove that the Australian colonies had
contributed certain sums towards the
cost of naval defence, while ‘Canada,
the wealthiest.of all the self-governing
dominions, had given nothing-at all, Is
Captain Wolley ignorant of the facts?
Does he not know that Canada with-
in the past few years in relieving’ the
British government of the cost of main-
taining forces at Esquimalt gnd Hali-
fax has assumed a burden .of empire
which would have cost the ‘Imperial
government at least five millions of
dollars? Does he not know that the
manner in which he put the case for
Australia as against Canada appears
to those familiar with the facts like
a deliberate intention to deceive? It
is true that Awustralia and New -Zeal-
and also have contributed to the cost
of maintaining the navy, but the con-
tributions are made under such condi-
tions, according to a responsible Bri-
tish authority, as entail expenditures
greatly in excess of the amounts con-
tributed. The conditions are that a
specified force shall be maintained in
Australian waters. In the case aof
Canada there is no question that the
assumption of home defence has al-
ready saved the  British takpayer at
least a million pounds sterling. But
Captain Wolley’s mistake may be
overlooked. Poets and nowelists tem-
peramentally and notoriously hold such
prosaic things as facts in contempt.

CONSUL ASKS

THINKS NO WILFUL
VIOLATION OF LAW

Authoritieé ‘-Are, Awaiting Final
Report on Woodbury
+ Seizure.

Ottawa, April 22.—The marine de-
partment this morning recened a re-
port regardmg the selzure of the Am-
erican motor fishing boat Levi Wood-~
bury for fishing within the three-mile
limit. The report states that the Can-
adian fishery -protectign .cruiser Kes-
trel, Capt. Newcomb, sighted the boat
fishing on the shore of Vancouver
Islgnd .within the.three-mile limit be-
| tween East apg ‘West Ha,ycock islands."

The matter has heen turned over to
the department of justice for trial be-
fore the'admiralty court and condem-
nation proceedings will at once be in-
stituted. The American boat is being
held in the meantime. If condemned
the Woodbury will be sold. The regu-
lations and practice in such cases is
that a boat sighted inside the three-
mile .limit may. be seized on the high
sea if pursuit has been hot and con-
tinuous. :

This was done with the American
fishing boat North a few years ago and
seizure was sustained by the court and
boat condemined. Several Canadian
boats have been seized and condemned
by Russian authorities under similar
circumstances,

Statement by Consul West,

(Times Leased Wire,)

Vancouver, B.C., April 22.—In the
opinion of Col. West, American consul-
general at Vancouver, the American
fishing schooner Charles Levi Wood-
bury, which was seized Sunday by the
Dominion government steamer Kestrel
for alleged violation of the Canadian
fishing laws, will, or should be let off
by the Dominion government with the
imposition of a- glight fine.

Col. West yesterday afternoon held
an investigation of the seizure before
Captain H. Newcomb, of‘*the Kestrel,
and Captain A. Sinclair, of the Wood-
bury. As a result of his findings the
consul 'says that he believes no wilful
violation of the Canadian 'laws was in-
tended,. and that he feels confident
that the government at Ottawa will
uphold his statement to them by the
imposition of ‘@ fine on the vessel in-
stead of declaring it forfeited to the
Dominion government.

Col. West made the following state-
ment of the investigation:

“I have telegraphed the consul-gen-
eral at Ottawa to bring the matter
before the Dominion department, and
have sent by mail a detailed account
of my findings and opinion. I believe
that as the outcome Captain Newcomb
will be asked by the department to
furnish them a more detailed state-
ment of his side of the matter and for
a persona] opinion of the justness of
his seizure and Captain Sinclair's
story. T know Captain Newcomb for
a capable afid just man, and I believe
that his - report will be based along
these lines.

“It probably “will- take ten days for
the department at Ottawa to act
the matter., To-day I shall send the
twenty-five members of the Wood-
bury's crew to Bellingham.”

Awaiting Detailed Report.
(Times Leased Wire.)

‘Washington, D.C., April 22.—Official
notification of the seizure of the Am-
erican fishing schooner Charles Levi
Woodbury by the Dominion govern-
ment cruiser Kestrel was received by
the state department to-day in a dis-
patch from Consul-General West at
Vancouver.

ment thHe board would have granted the

“I heartily wish the counsel
cease this wrangling.”

“I suggest,” replied Heney, ‘“that if

the court please, your honor see that
thé counsel for the defence does not
start it again.”

“I am not concerned with who. starts
't,” answered the judge, “but I insist
that ‘it cease.”
“Well,” said Heney, turning away,
with all due respect to the court I
intend to protect the rights of the peo-
ple. If the counsel for the defence con-
tinues to make running comments to
the jury, I shall answer him if I have
to go to jail for it.”

During the long peéeriod of question-
ing that Gallagher was forced to en-
dure at the hands of Moore, the counsel
for the defence made a statement that
may contain a suggestion of the line
which is to be followed by the defence.

“We would show,” said Moore, “that
the supervisors immediately upon as-
suming office, instituted an organized
plan to get money, extorting money
from whoever they could.”

It is thought that the defence will
endeavor to prove that much of the
bribery alleged to have been accom-
plished was the result of the solicita-
tion of the supervisors rather than the
efforts of those who desired special
privileges,

WORK COMMENCES ON
STEAMERS FOR PACIFIC

Two Large Vessels to Be Built
for Trade on This
Coast.

Newport News, Va., April 22.—It was
stated here to-day that the keel of
the two large freight and passenger
steamships which are to be construct-
ed for the Pacific trade will be laid
at the earliest possible date. The con-
tract for the big vessels was granted
vesterday to the Newport News Ship-
building and Dry Dock Company by
the San Francisco & Portland Steam-
ship Company at an approximate
figure of $1,5600,000.

The vessels wil] be 400 feet in length,
and will be built on the most approved
lines for combined passenger and
freight carriers. The engines which
will be installed will be capable of in-
suring a speed of 17 miles an hour. The
contract calls for an early delivery on
the Pacific crast.

Mayor Hal] said everyone must con-
gratulate the Navy League on the at-
iendance and  help - in their aim of
drawing the Mother Country and
Canada more closely together. The
iime had come when Canada, the fore-
most colony of the Empire, should do
more for the defence of that Erfipire.
He - believed Canada swould do her
share, and that when it came'to mat-
ters of defence ‘‘we stood as one coun:
try and one people under one flag.
The imperial navy would grow as it
ghould, and they would once more see
¥squimalt as a nava] port on the Pa-
cific. That important strategic point
chould not be left as it had been in the
1ast few years, and no one would wel-
come the boys in blue back again to
Caiada more heartily than would the
grople of Victoria. (Cheers.)

The Resolution, ;

Captain Phillipps-Wolley said the
rvongratulations were due to the Navy
League because of the number of citi-
zens who had turned out, and who
were ‘there mnot because’ the league
ralled them, but for the ‘cause’s sake.
The citizens of Victoria were worthy
pt their great god-mother. The reso-
ution which he had to place before
he meeting was in these words: X

“Resolved, that this meeting heartily
endorses the policy of defence :flgreed
upon by the two great parties in the
Dominion House of Commons. but begs
those parties to go further and to illus-
trate the spirit of Canada by an im-
mediate, unconditional gift to the im-
peria] navy.” *

Clearing the decks for action, as he
sald, he pledged himself to do what
n him lay to see that the meeting
was non-partisan. In the gathering
the two parties were about equally
represented. : The premier was there
not as a Conservative, but as a leader
pt the province. The leader of the op-
position was only kept away by reason
of geographical difficulties. Party very
pften constituted the greatest danger
to the state, as illustrated in England
to-day, where “if we could kick the
Libera] party straight over the shore
line it would be the best thing.for the
country."”

Captain Wolley asked who his hear-
grs would say they were. Some would
pay “Canadian.” some~*“English,” but
in both caseés they would limit them-
selves. The true answer was that they
were British, integral parts of a great

nation, an empire of four hundred mil- |

lions that could meet the world in
arms and never doubt.as to.the issue.
Power was Gained by Sea,

The history of the race was that of
a sea-faring people, settling a thou-
gand years ago on & few small islands.
Pirst they were the Vikings, then
times became dull and they were con-
querors, duller still and they were
pioneers; mnow they were merchants.
In the early stages it was not their
strength which kept them, but the law
of the race: “Each for all and all for
each.”” (Cheers.) The vast power of
which the world was jealous was got
by the sea and by the sea omnly. To-
day Britain- had enormous influence in
Europe, not because of her military
power, which did not equal Germany’s,
‘but because she held the ways of the
world. If a German or a Frenchman
wanted to cross the sea he did so by
her leave; he could not coal without
her leave. (Hear. hear.) It was some-
times asked why Canada or the other
dominions should pay money out for
defence; wag this not worth. paying
for? 2

It was not only in the interest of
Tanada and the Empire that this su-
remacy of the seas should be main-
tained, but in the - interests of the
world and civilization. Britain had al-
ways stood for universal liberty, had
always been the shield of the weak,
had maintained the open door in trade
and was ‘the only country, except the
TUnited States, in which the stranger
could rest in safety. If the supremacy
of the seas was,put in the hands of
Germany it would be an instrument
of tyranny; in the hands of Britain it
was a shield for the protection of the
men of the world. (Cheers.)

“Britain is the. warden of the ways
of the world, the policeman of the sea,
and it is to the aid of that policeman
that T am asking you to contribute.”

The. sea-borne wealth of the empire
was worth £970,000,000 sterling, one-
seventh of which belonged to the do-
minions. The cost of protection
amounted to £18,200,000, out of which
the colénies contributed the odd  two
hundred thousand. To defend wealth
of which they owned one-seventh, the
Gominions contributed one-ninetieth,
but to even that small part Canada did
Not contribute one cent. Canadfans did
ot like this, and it was a disgrace
they should not rest under, They had
heen dependents on their mother too
long, and it was time they altered this
in the most thorough-going way.

. Two-Power Standard.

“It hag been decided by competent
experts that the naval strength of the
empire must be such that it can over-
come any two other nations, and have
a ten per cent, margin, In 1911 we will
not be able to compete with one single
nation if Germany goes on with its
programme and we stand still, If that
is not a threat I do not know what a
threat is. We read dispatches the other
day about a fleet of airships which
Germany was said to be preparing,
which would have the unpleasant habit
of dropplng,a couple of tons of dyna-
mite on you as you were quietly going
to your work. I think the German air-
ships are hot-air ships, but the threat
offered by its programme of Dread-
noughts is serious. You business men
know that you do not borrow money to
carry on your business except in an
emergency, Now Germany will build its
ships with borrowed money. What is
the emergency? There can be only one,
and that is war with Britain for the
mastery of the seas. :

“Once overcome thé navy and separ-
ate the heart from the limbs. You
could starve the country in six months,
and then deal with the rest of us at
your leisure. We would be helpiess.
Everything would be lost, and lost be-
cause we had allowed the navy to sink
below the two-power standard.”

Reasons For and Against.

Many reasons had been advanced
against Canadian contributions to the
navy. The argument used to be that
Canada was too poor, which was fair
so-long as we had deficits, but now we
had surpluses which could not be bet-
ter applied than in insuring our capi-
tal. To the argument that there should
be no taxation without representation,
the answer was that on the same Trea-
soning there should be no reprseenta-
tion without taxation, but we had al-
ways had the navy and paid nothing
towards its maintenance,

“Another argument is that we need
no other.defence than the Monroe doc-
trine, I tell you it is bad enough to be
dependent upen our mother, but it is
a great deal worse to be dependent
upon your uncle. (Laughter and ap-
plause.) That uncle is a right good fel-
low, and some day or other he will see
the error of his way and come back to
the fold. At present the position is that
Uncle Jonathan is a peculiarly good
trader, and if heé undertakes another
man’s business he will take care to
draw the dividends. (Hear, hear.) It
you look to him or defence you will
find yourself becoming incorporated
with him; your seven millions will lose
,themselves in his eighty. That is a
view I would recommend to the con-
sideration of our  friends in Quebec,
who are the only people in Canada who
object to a mnaval contribution. If we
became submerged in the States their
identity would be absolutely lost.”

Reasons For Contributing,

There were many excellent reasons
why Canada should contribute, First,
there was that of race; “each for all
and all for each.” While sordid there
was the gratitude we owned for the
millions spent on the defence and de-
/‘\relopme,nt of Canada in early days,
and the readiness with which we got
money from the old land to-day.

“But I want to give you-: a really
great reason. Do you understand that
you and I are trustees?-Qur forefathers
spent their lives, lived hardly, work-
ed tremendously and got mighty little
wages; we live comfortably in a land
of luxury where their share was hard-
ship, cold, danger, death. Why did they
do it? In order to leave a heritage to
the children of their race, The British
Columbians of to-day do notown in fee
but you hold it in trust for the heirs
of those pioneers, for the British race
in general, and it is your highest duty
to maintain it in trust for the children
to come after you, Canada is the great-
est slice now left of white man’s land;
it is your duty to' preserve it for the
white race.” (Cheers.) :

Captain Wolley quoted Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, the Globe and Byron Walker,
president of the Canadian Bank of
Commerce, on Canada’s duty to share

{in defence, and concluding, said:

““We have had enough of words. Now
I want to know what you propose to
do. (‘Give money.’) I am not so sure
of that. There are several things sug-
gested, a cash contribution, the build-
ing of Dreadnoughts, or something else
which ‘would ‘amount to the, same. ' I
think mysélf a contribution in cash
would be the most practical contribu-
tion you could make, but would it be
proper? The Mother Country wants
no grudging gift; it cannot afford to
take gif{s not popular with the givers.
And s would look very like a tax.
If we' had ships in the navy that we
had given ourselVes they would be ours;
we would feel proud of them. But
there again is a serious objection. You
cannot build ships without a shipyard,
and there is not one in Canada that
could build a cruiser, let alone a
Dreadnought. You would have to send
your money overseas to have one built
and it-would be spent outside Canada.

A New Drydock,

- “I would effer you an idea off my
own bat, and outside -the resolution
altogether, in suggesting something
that would be a magnificent memorial
of what'we had done and one that we
would have with us always. Britain
needs not ‘only ships, but coaling sta-
tions and repair docks. A navy must
be fed with coal and kept in repair in
graving docks.  What I would suggest
is that we build a big graving dock
with our own labor in Constance Céve,
big enough to take in any Dreadnought
ever built. Such a dock could not be
made out of the present drydock. Bet-
ter let that alone and construct a new
one where I suggest.

‘“There is not even in Hongkong a
drydock big enough to take in a Dread-
nought, so that we would have here a
dock which could be utilized by the
fleet in the Pacific, and we would be
placed in a unique position. It would
be an expensive work, of course, cost-

dollars. "This would bring to you com-
merce, because the dock would be
available for ‘the large mercantile
steamers, and would bring back to you
as an absolute certainty what I think
will come back anyway, your fleet, (ap-
plause.) Victoria has not now the
merriness, cheeriness and brightness
there was when the fleet was here. It
would spend about a million a year
here, That makes it a fifty per cent.
investment, The publicity league could
never get such a drawing card as the
fleet. I would appeal to Premier Mec-
Bride if his government can help to do

so, and if constitutional objections are
raised to do as Nelson did at Copen-
hagen, put the telescope to the wrong
eye. One advantage of this proposition
would be that every bit of work would
be done by Canadian hands and every
penny would simply be changed from
one pocket to another,

“The German Emperor has done
some talking and’ the ‘question seems
to be, shall they haul down our flag ?
No, sir. Where our Jack flies, there
our Jack stays.” (prolonged cheers.)

Mr. Blakemore Seconds.

William Blakemore, seconding the
resolution, paid a compliment to Capt.’
Phillipps-Wolley as a man who had de-
voted himself to keeping alive love of
the Mother Country in this part of the
empire. The president of the . local
Navy League had dealt with the sub-
ject in a therough and exhaustive man-
ner. ‘There had never been a time when
the loyalty of Viectorians needed stimu-
lation, and that meeting was but an-
other proof of this. The urgency of the
case and the existence of what was not
improperly termed a crisis, was admit-
ted by men like Sir Edward Grey and
Mr. Balfour, and a public:journal like
the Standard. The otcasion was one
for solemn thought rather than for
the arousing of patriotic enthusiasm.
Conditions in the QOld Land were such
that statesmen would not talk of an
immense expenditure if it were by any
means available. But Britain was/
face to face with the pessibility of hav-
ing the mastery of the sea wrested
from it by a militant state, Germany.
The crisis could not be over-estimated
in its seriousnesg and importance. Ev-
ery loyal British citizen was called up-
on to show in a practical way his sym-
pathy with the empire in this crisis,
and while Canada was a young conu-
try she was ready to do her share, \

No Politics in It,

Captain W. H. Langley, as a Liberal
and a member of the Navy League, de-
clared that party politics had nothing
to do with the question. Because there
were politicians on the platform #t did
not follow that politics had anything
to do with the Navy Leaguel any more
than it followed that becalise “Joe”
Martin was stumping Stratford-on-
Avon he had anything to do with
Shakespeare (laughter). The contribu-
tion of Canada to Imperial defence was
not only a helping of the motherland,
but a protecting of its own existence.
Victoria, as one of the outposts of em-
pire, was vitally interested in seeing
that Canada did its duty,

The resolution was put and carried
by one mighty “aye,”’ in which every
voice joined,

'Premier . McBride,

Premier McBride was the last speak-
er of the evening. He gave the crown
of success for public meetings in Vie-
toria to that one. In the " elogquent
speeches and the rousing songs the
evening was a red letter one. There as
a British subject and a citizen of Vic-
toria, although at times a politican, he
was pleased to say‘that not a word had
been said of a political nature. When
the news came that the British gov-
ernment had to admit that the navy
to-day was not what it was ten years
ago, ‘the loyal city of Victoria looked
with some anxiety to Ottawa—ana. did
not look in vain. - Sir - Wilfrid Laurier,
Mr., . Borden and: the other members of
the House faced the position in man-
fashion and agrezd that Canada must
do its share to assist the. Mother Coun-
try.

There had been a good-deal of apathy
in Canada as to the naval end of de-
fence, but this was not so strange.
People inland could not be as sensible
as those of a maritime province like
British Columbia, of the value and ne-
cessity of keeping up sea defences. It
was promised by the ‘Ottawa House
that Canada would have immediate ac-
tion, and it was to be desired that the
feeling of that meeting be made known
to those at Ottawa. It gas well ‘and
good to furnish a Dreadnought,  but
Canada must go further (applause), It\
must not indulge in anything spectacu-
lar or lead to any idea that its share
was done. It should see what could
be done in the next five or ten years
to make good its professions of loyalty,
and still further to bear its share of the
defence of the empire. British Colum-
bia did not wish to dictate to the rest
of Canada what it should do, but de-
sired that what was done was done in
a true British way (cheers),

Ex-Mayor Redfern proposed a vote
of thanks to Mayor Hall, to the speak-
ers and singers, to Capt. Crawford and
the bluejackets and ‘to Capt, Phillipps-
Wolley. :

Joseph Peirson, in seconding this,
said that to find such a splendid gath-
ering after eight years work of the
Navy League was most encouraging,

BETTER LIGHTS
ON THE COAST

LIGHTNING FLASH AT
CARMANAH POINT

Other Aids That Are Provided
for at British Columbia
Points.

There are very few people that real-
ize just how much the Dominion gov-
ernment is doing for the protection of
navigation in the waters of British Col-
umbia., Not only are two steamers
constantly engaged in the work of at-
tending to the work, but'a third is
often needed. New. work:is being or-
rdered.almost every day, and as the
trade of the coast increases the aids:to
navigation necessarily have to be im-
proved and increased. In this work of
improvement: the: minister of inland
revenue, Hon. William Templeman, has
taken great interest and it is through
his influence both as a member of the
government and as a representative of
a British Columbia coast constituency
that so many of the appropriations
have been secured.

The latest improvement in the aids
to navigation is being made at Car-
manah Point,"where there has been for
Some time an ordinary revolving light.
This is now being replaced by a light-
ning flash light of the third order, man-
ufactured by Barber, Benard and Tur-
enne, of Paris, France, the world-
known manufacturers of high class
marine lights, who have made some of
the finest in the world. This light is
costing the Dominion government a
sum approaching $15,000, without the
tower and accessories, about half the
price of the Pachena light which is of
the first order,

The new lightning flash light will,
when' installed; show a white flash of a
tenth of-a second duration every thirty
seconds. It is a revolving light sup-
ported in a mercury bath and weigh-
ing about a ton and a half. It revolves
by clockwork machinery and the mo-
tive power is furnished by weights.

The light is of the incandescent va-
por variety made from coal oil and
burned in a four-inch mantle. The
nearest like it on this coast js at Green
Island, off Port Simpson, a light which
is always praised by mariners. The
light at Tria) Island is somewhat sim-
ilar but nothing like as large.

The lantern and all the materia] for
putting it in place is at Carmanah, and
in about 'three weeks from now it will
be in working order.

One black spar buoy on the point of
rock drying nine feet, and two red con-
ical buoys on Kitson Bank, Prince Ru-
pert harbor, one to mark the north-
west corner and the other to mark the
west ledge of Kitson Bank,

position as soon as opportunity offers,
and a forma] notice will be given to the
press for publication as soon as they
have been installed.

LIFEBUOYS LOST IN
TERRIFIC CYCLONE

Steamer Greenwich Had Diffi-
cult Passage Here From
Australia.-.

One cyclone and continuous head winds
and dirty weatheér .was the record of the
voyage of the steamer Greenwich as told
by Captain Horn to a Times man yester-
day after the .arrival of the ship in the
Royal Roads. The Greenwich carried a
cargo of coal from Newcastle, Australia,
to Guaymas, Mexico. Four days out from
port she ran into a cyclone which swept
her decks, carrying away everything
movable, including -the life buoys. This
was. just the beginning of bad things, for
the winds and seas continued rough
throughout the rest of the passage, so
that the vessel took 48 days reaching the
Mexican port. So great was the delay
that the captain was fearful that the life
buoys would be picked up and the steam-
er posted as missing at Lloyds.

At Guaymas the cargo was discharged
and the steamer came nerth in ballast,
but even' then her troubles were not over.
Bad weather once more made the passage
difficult, and with a foul craft little head-
way was made, so that.she had to put
;into San Francisco to replenish her bunk-
ers before continuing her voyage north-
ward. .

Captain Horn was married a short time
ago in Australia; making his wedding
tour to Java ‘and back on his own
steamer. Mrs. Horn is with him now and
is looking forward to a pleasant visit {n
Victoria, about which she has heard so

‘much.

The captain expects his vessel to go into
dry dock on Monday for overhaul before
loading coal at Nanaimo for Aecapulco.
She will then return here to load cargo
for Nome.

The Greenwich ghows many dents in her
bows received-last autumn near Nome
from ice floes. The repairs were made
temporarily, but the work of the ice is
still plainly visible. %

, FAVORS -ROOSEVELT’S POLICY.

President Taft Supports Movement for
Conservation of Natura] Resources.

Washington, April 21.—Gifford Pin-
chot, chief forester - of the TUnited
States, made an official announcement
to-day that President Taft is heartily
in sympathy with Mr. Roosevelt’s pol-
icies regarding forestry and the con-
servation of natural resources. This is
the first authoritative statement. of
Taft’s views on these subjects made
here since his inauguration. The state-
ment was issued by Mr. Pinchot fol-
lowing the cifculation of reports in the
west to-the effect that Mr. Taft's ad-
ministration would undo the work ac-
complished under Mr, Roosevelt’s for-
estry policy.

“Any statement to the effect that
President Taft -is not in sympathy with
the forestry and. general conservation
of natura] resources movement is un-
founded,’” declared Pinchot.

“I am authorized by the president to
assure the public of his entire sympa-
thy with the.forest conservation pol-
icies ‘as already developed and to say
that he stands ‘behind them.”

moved. The piano “prizes” were
awarded, with one exception, to people
whom the other “contestants” did not
know were -in the race,

Among the fifty or so disappointed
people were a political bosslet, of the
“dock district,” whose daughter bad
been one of the “leading contestants’
right up to the last minute, and a see-
ond-hand furniture dealer. The latter
had been assured by ‘“Muley” that $600
would secure the motor car. He had
put up that amount, postponing the re-
modelling of his store and its transfor-
mation from a “second-hand” to .a
“new” store until he Should secure the
“grand prize,””- when he could easily,
he thought, borrow the six hundred to
make his improvements, and with the
constant advertisement of prosperity in
the form of an automobile, he could
soon: make the $600, invested in the
“contest,” back with interest in the way
of increased business.

When 'the two *“big fish” as those
who put up large sums in -the hope of
securing- prizes ‘are called, found that
the automobile had gone to an un-
known contestant they were angry, as
all contestants were, for all had been
told that they would win.

But it was the way of the contest
graft. All contest grafters figured up-
on the “‘squealers” and always post-
poned the announcement of the “re-
sults” of the ‘“‘contest” long enough to
enable them to get safely out of town.
We left the newspaper publisher to
“stall” the “squealers.” He blamed
the matter upon us; we were away;
the matter quickly died.

“Muley” Brighton’s obstinacy, which
had given him a name, now got him
into more than mere prominence. He
had determined to stay and fight our’
contest and the politician, and the sec-
ond-hand man had had him arrested
for obtaining money under false pre-
tences.

The Machine Sold in Advance.

Some henchman under the care of the
heeler had “got next” to the important
information that the “winner” of the
automobile had never put a cent into
the ‘“‘contest,” that she wasg a dummy
“contestant,” and that the automobile
had been sold in advance, by one of
“Muley’s” ctrew, to a sporting man in
Seattle. After the ‘“contest” it was
simple. The boarding house mistress’
‘daughter was supposed to have sold
the prize out to the sporting man.
“Muley’s” outfit probably paid the wo-
man $100 for the use of her name.

The lawyers said that representing
a contest as being held under certain
conditions &nd then “fixing” it, comsti-
tuted the crime ‘‘obtaining money un-
der false pretences,” and ‘“‘Muley’” was
led off to a cold, dark cell.

LEGAL FIGHT FOR
HADDINGTON QUARRY

Hon. F. J. Fulton It Is Alleged Acted Improperly
in Transferring Mortgage Held by Prov-
: incial Government for Years. -

An action of a most interesting char-
acter is now before the courts, It i§
the case of A, W. Huson et al vs. Had-
dington Island Quarry Company, Ltd.
For some time it has been before the
ecourts and now a move is made by the
solicitor - for the plaintiffs, Frank
Higgins, to add as defendants
R. Taylor Walker, of . Vancou-
ver, and McDonald, Wilson & Sni=
der, the contracting firm for the new
court house in Vancouver. The suit
has to do with the possession of the
celebrated Haddington Island Quar-
ries, from which the stone for the Par-
liament buildings, the Empress hotel
and the Bank of Montreal in Victoria
was taken. The new court house at
Vancouver, under constructidn, is also
being built from this stone, The plain-
tiffs include A. W. Huson, one of the
original owners of the stone quarry;
and the heirs of the other original own-

ers. Under stress of circumstances the |

original owners of the quarry placed a
mortgage on the property in 1904. The
mortghge passed into the hands of the
government, and stone was to have
been furnished to the government at
the low figure of five cents a cubic foot,
the proceeds to be devoted to wiping
off the mortgage of $3,500. The plain-
tiffs are not satisfied with the account-
ing according to their claim, Far more
stone, it is alleged, has been furnished
from the quarry than would meet the
mortgage. But apart from that the
action of Hon, F. J. Fulton seems open
to very grave criticism. In spite of
the fact that he was asked by Mr.
Huson repeatedly not to assign the
mortgage, but to continue the arrange-
ment which it must be admitted was
exceedingly favorable to the govern-
ment,“and affected a large saving in
public works, Mr. Fulton assigned the
mortgage to the Haddington Island
Quarry Company, Ltd. By doing. so
the opportunity to get stone  at five
cents . a cubic foot for public works
passed and with a large contract like
that of the Vancouver court house un-
der way this meant a great deal to the
province,

In the incerporation of the Hadding-
tons 1Island® Quarry Company the
names which appear are employed in
the law offices of Hberts & Taylor and
Barnard & Robertson. They are H. D.
Twigg, H. C. Keefer, Chas. Banfield
Daniel, Harold B. Robertson .and
Claude L. Harrison. This company,
aceording to the statement “in the

case, attempted to convey the Had- ]

dington island to R. Taylor Walker, of
Vancouver. The registrar-genera] of
titles, however, refused to register the
title of Mr. Walker to the island on
the ground, it is set forth, that Hon.
Mr. Fulton had no authority to assign
the mortgage to the company con-
cerned. ] :
Mr. Huson, according to his state-
ment, was never asked to pay the
principal or interest on the mortgage
nor was any notice given by Mr, Ful-
ton that he intended to _assign the
mortgage. The receiver, James For-
man, who had been appointed to ad-
minister the affairs of the quarry some
years before under order of the

. courts, received no notice previous to

the transaction. Mr. Huson on the con-

trary offered to redeem the mortgage

but sald he received no replies from
the government.

The firm of McDonald, Wilson &
Snider, contractors for the Vancouver
court house, are now, it is said, work-
ing the quarry. The plaintiff seeks an
injuncten to restrain this firm from
working the quarry on the ground that
they are carelessly dumping stone so
as to prevent vessels landing near the
works,

The action of Hon. Mr. Fulton is
called in question, and in connection
with the suit it will have to be de-
ecided whether he had any right to
assign the mortgage as he did. The
province certainly has gained nothing
by it, as the stone was being obtained
under the old rule at a ridiculously low
figure, 6 cents a cubic foot. The plain-
tiffs claim that the indebtedness to
the government has been met, that
the mortgage has been discharged and
that they are entitled to possession
of the quarry. In the court house
building at Vancouver about 42,000
cubic feet have. beeen used already,
which at b cents a foot would come to
$2,100.

The statement of claim of the plain-
tiffs sets forth an interesting history
of the quarry and the transactions
connected with the case.

Alden W. Huson, in company with
Henry Rudge and Samuel Gray, were
the original owners of the land where-
on the Haddington Island quarry is
situated. In 1900 Henry Rudge died in
Victoria. He left no will, but his
heirs are H. A. Rudge, W. P. Rudge,
H. Rudge, Fred. Rudge, Nellie Barlow
and Jennie Stannard, all children.
Samue] Gray is also dead, dying in
Oakland, Cal., 1895, and his wife died
in 1903, leaving two children, Samuel
Gray and Elizabeth Wright. These
heirs of the two former partners, with
Mr, Huson, are now parties to the
action. g

In 1893 the three original owners of
the quarry gave a mortgage on the
property for $3,500 to W. J. Macaulay,
of Victoria, the mortgage bearing in-
terest at 12 per cent. The records
show that in 1834 the mortgage was
assigned to the Hon. G. B. Martin,
then Chief Commissioner of Lands and
Works, the government of the day
paying the principal and interest due.
The object of the government in secur-
ing this mortgage appears to have
been to ensure a supply of stone for
the parfiament buildings then proposed
to be built. The government was to
work the quarries paying b cents a
cubic foot for all the stone taken out,
applying -the same to the reduction of
the mortgage held against the owners.

In this connection Mr. Huson con-
tentis that he has not been fairly dealt

‘Commissioner of Lands

with. . He takes exception to the ac-
covnting of the government in the
matter, The owners are credited ac-
cording to the statement furnished by
the department of finance with $5,000
for 100,000 cubic feet of stone. The
plaintiff has taken advice and be-
lieves that the buildings contain 131,444
cubic feet.

Before the government took over the
quarry under the .mortgage arrange-
ment the owners had been furnishing
Fred Adams, the -eontractor, with
stone for the buildings at 58 cents per
cubic foot delivered in Victeoria. Two
loads were delivered according to the
accounts of the government before the
quarry was taken over, totalling 3,623
cubic feet. But even with that and the
100,000 feet with which the plaintiffs
are credited there remain 27,821 cubic
feet which is claimed have not Meen
pad for, which at the contract price of
5 cents makes a sum of $1,391.05 which
Mr. Huson contends was due and never
paid.

But in addition to this stone used in
the parliament buildings the claim Is
set out that it was stone from the
mine that was used for the erection
of the Bank of Montreal, and that
about 7,600 cubic feet were used in that
building, which should have ‘yielded
$376 to the owners and of which no
account appears in the statement of
the government.

Coming down to the year 1905 a re-
ceiver was appointed by order of Judge
Harrison to administer the affairs of
the Haddington Island stone quarry,
belonging to the plaintiffs, James For-
man of this city was appointed re-
ceiver, and into his hands was com-
mitted the carrying on of all business.

In 1908 when Mr. Huson believed he
had an opportunity to redeem in com-
pany with the heirs of his old partners
the valuable quarry he wrote to Hon.
F. J. Fulton, Chief Commissioner of
Lands and Works, several letters mak-
ing clear that it was his wish to eon-
tinue to hold possession of the quarry
and wipe off the mortgage. On Janu-
ary 24th, 1908, Mr. Huson wrote that he
had arranged terms with Mr. Ratten-
bury and the contractors for the court
house in Vancouver to take stone for
the building at 5 cents a cubic foot,
just as had been done for the parlia-
ment buildings and the Empress
hotel, and have the proceeds applied
to. paying off the mortgage held by the
government under assignment from
Mr. Macaulay. §

On February 2nd, 1908, Mr. Huson
again wrote ‘to Hon. Mr. Fulton saying
that he was informed that some
sharks were forming a scheme to get
possession of Haddington .Island by
paying off part of the outstanding
claims of the old company for a paltry
sum of about $3,000 and thus get pos-
session of a property worth at least
$20,000. This letter goes on: *“We do
not want to sell the property for a
cent less, as the stone taken for the
court house in Vancouver will most
likely pay off about all of its debts.
When my sons and the sons of Rudge
and Gray hope to resume possession
of the quarry and work it for their
own account, T trust the government
will not part with the mortgage to any
one without my consent or permit a
clique of sharks to take advantage of
our poverty and distress.”

A few days later, February 6th,
1908, W. G. Dickinson of this city wrote
Mr. Fulton stating that he had been
informed by Mr. Huson that the gov-
ernment as mortgagees in possession
of t’he quarry was negotiating with
some people for the sale of the prop-
erty at a ridiculously low figure and
that Mr. Huson had asked him to pro-
test against any sale or disposition of
the proverty, as they had sales of
stone enough in sight to repay to the
government any claim that they might
have against the property.

According to the records, in-spite of
the requests from Mr. Huson, Hon.
F. J. Fulton on March 11th, 1908, for
the sum of $1,150.87 then held to be still
due on the mortgage given by Mr.
Huson and his partners several years
before to Mr. Macaulay and assigned
in turn to G. B. Martin, then Chief
and Works,
assigned the mortgage to the Hadding-
ton Island Quarry Company, Ltd. On
March 12th Eberts & Taylor, acting as’
solicitors for the Haddington Island
Quarry Company, made the payment
of ‘the sum due.

James Forman, the receiver for the
Haddington quarry, wrote the govern-
ment on May 11th, 1908, stating that
he had been informed that stone was
being taken out for the court house
at Vancouver, and that if such was
the case no contract had been entered
into with him as receiver permitting
of the quarrying being done.

On May 15th Mr., Forman was in-
formed by letter from the department
that the assignment by the govern-
ment to the Haddington Island. Quarry
Company, Ltd.

Not_until February, 1909, according
to Mr. Huson’s statement, was he
made aware of the situaton with re-
spect to his property. Believng that
his obligation with the government had
been met he waited upon the deputy
commissioner of lands and works with
the object of paying off the said
mortgage. He was then informed that
the government claimed an interest in
the mortgage, it having been assigned
by Hon, Mr, Fulton.

Action was then begun by the issuing
of a writ of summons and the regis-
tering of a lis pendens,

The matter came before Mz, Justice
Martin in clrambers Wednésday, when
Frank Higgins, for gne plaintiff,
moved to add F. Taylor Walker, Van-
couver, and McDonald, Wilson & Sni-
der, contractors, for the Vancouver
court house, as defendants. He read
the affidavits in the case, setting forth
the story told above, and in the course

of this read the further statement that
the building to be erected by Hon. F.
L. Carter-Cotton in Vancouver is to
be of stone from the quarry in ques-
tion. Mr. Higgins also asked leave to
make the suit not only one for redemp-
tion but for the recession of the cov-
enant.

H. D. Twigg, of Eberts & Taylor,
appeared for the Haddington Island
Quarry Co., and objected to the ad-
dition of Mr. Walker as a defendant
on the ground that a bona fide pur-
chaser for value, as he stated Mr.
Walker to be, could not be joined in
a redemption suit. ;

It . appeared, however, that Mr.
Twigg was not acting for Mr. Walker,
and had no affidavits to offer at this
stage, so his lordship granted the mo-
tion, remarking that it would be to
Mr. Walker’s interest to be joined in
the case.

POLICE DRIVE
BOYS FROM PARK

CITY COUNCIL WILL
KNOW THE REASON WHY

Aldermen Declare That North
Ward Park is Recreation
Ground for People.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.) 4

Some days ago, it is said, the police
drove boys who were playing on the new
North Ward park off. So far as can be
ascertained, neither the police commis-
sioners nor the parks board are respon-
sible for .what looks like an abuse of
authority, and the city council intends to
find out whether there was any special
cause for this action, and on whose in-
struction the police interfered.

The matter came up before the council
on an application from HEdmond Chris-
topher, for the North Ward Athletic As-
sociation, asking permission to put up a
pavilion on Beacon Hill park for use as a
dressing room and to store their kit.

Ald. Humber told the council that re-
cently the police had driven the boys off
the North Ward park when they started
to play ball.

“If you play pool after hours you find
yourself in the police court; if you go
down to North Ward park and Kkick a
football three or four policemen drive
you off,” said Ald. Humber,

Ald. Fullerton asked the reason why.

The Mayor did not know.

“Is the grass not long enough?”’ asked
Ald. Fullerton. ;

“It ought to be, for it has been growing
for two years,” replied Ald. Humber,
“What is the park for, anyway?”

Ald. Fullerton said it was a pity if boys
from the Work Estate had to go 'to
“Beacon Hill park to play.

Ald. Raymond wanted to know why, if
the parks board allowed games in Beacon
Hill, it should forbid them in North
Ward. There should be no discrimina-
tion.

The Mayor admitted that all should be
dealt with alike.

Mr. Christopher’s letter was referred to
the parks board.

“It is up to .us to find out why the
boys were driven off the north park,”
said Ald. Turner. “It is for the use of the
young people, and I move that the city
clerk be instructed to write the police
commissioners—""

“The parks board,”” corrected the Mayor

“The police commissioners, I said,’’-Ald.
Turner went on, ‘“to find out why this
was done.”

“I can answer that now,” said the
Mayaor. “So far as the police commis-
,sioners are congerned they do not know
anything about it.”

Ald. Turner reminded him that Ald
Humber had just informed the council
that the police had gone there and driven
the boys off. - By what authority?

“It is news to me. I don’t know that
they have done it,” =aid His Worship.

Ald, Turner insisted on knowing who
gave instructions . to. the police, and
changed his motion to have the parks
board asked about it. As a member of
that body, he said, no order of the kind
had been made since he had joined it.

Ald. Henderson added ¢hat none had
been made last year.

Ald. Bishop, in seconding “the motion,
said he had seen the park the day before
and nothing. was apparent which could
hinder the boys from using it for pas-
time.

Ald. Stewart, who was on the parks
board when the land was purchased, said
he had voted for it so that the young
people of the district would have some
place for recreation.

Ald. Turner’'s motion was adopted.

YOSERIC PLACED ON
RE-INSURANCE LIST

Hawthornbank Making Long
Voyage From Holland—
Other Vessels Listed.

Two vessels belonging to the large
fieet of Andrew Weir are on the reln-
surance list. Latest advices state that
the British steamer Yoseric is quoted
at 15 per cent., while the British barque
Hawthornbank is on the board at 3
per cent,

‘While bound from Baltimore “for
Santa Rosalia and Puget Sound the
Yoseric struck the wreck of the steam-
er Valdivia last menth and was SO
badly damaged that she -was beached
at Lebu, Chile.  Later it was reported
that she had been floated, but this was
erroneous. As far as known the freight-
er is still ashore and thattheredssome
doubt as'téF her being salved is indi-
cated by the fact that 15 per cent. is
being paid.” The Yoseric is a new ves-
sel. The:salvors are on the spot but
advices state that the cargo must be
discharged before anything can be.done
to repair the vessel and take her off
the beach.

The Hawthornbank is 228 days out
from Terneuzen, Holland, with a cargo
of creoSote for Eagle harbor. She is
making an exceptionally, slow passage
and there is'some anxiety for her, How-
ever, Capt. David Baird, Seattle rep-
resentative for Andrew Weir, believes
that the vessel is likely to appear any
day. Her slow passage may be attrib-
uted to a variety of causes, one of
which is probably bad weather.

The British ship Australian has been
out so long that she is now quoted
at 90 per cent. and shipping men be-
lieve there is little hope for her. This
vessel sailed from Mazatlan, Nevember
2th for Sydney and has never been
spoken. The Australian i{s well known
here. She was on the Sound two years
ago to load wheat and at that time
Capt. Hunter made an extensive ac-
guaintance.

On the British steamer Koloma which
was sunk at Singapore severa] months
ago to extinquish a fire in her cargo
of oil, 50 per cent. has been paid. This
high figure is due to the difficulty
which the salvors have had in attempt-
ing to raise the vessel,

The British steamer Cumbal, of the
Grace line, which was ashore at Chiloe
island, on the South American coast,
has been floated. Prior to this being
done, 12 guineas per cent, was paid on
the ship.

The well-known British barque Lady
Wolseley, which loaded wheat at Port-
jand for the United Kingdom early last
year, has arrived at Wellington after
a slow passage, during which she was
up for reinsurance, Before the French
ship Marechal de Castries arrived at
Greenock from Tacoma with lumber 5
per cent. was paid on her because of
her slow run, although the vessel was
spoken when in the South Atlantic.

There is some, anxiety for the German
barque Alsterfee, which sailed from
Caleta Buena, December 11th, for Port
Philllp Heads. Five per cent. has been
paid on this ship, which was formerly
the British barque Oranasia, and as
such was on Puget Sound in the fa]] of
1906. ‘She is now owned in Hamburg.

TORNADO LEAVES
RUIN IN PATH

Sweeps Path Quarter of a Mile
Wide—Many Houses
-Wrecked.

Utica, N.-¥; April 20.—A tornado
swept over Marcy Hill, a suburb of
Utica, yesterday afternoon and Ileft
behind it destruction and devastation.
Houses and barns were demolished,
trees uprooted, fences laid low, and
large crevices made in the earth. It
came with a roar, and while it lasted
was terrifying. That no lives were
lost is remarkable. Heavy timbers
were carried from the wrecked build-
ings for several hundred feet.

The tornado lasted about five min-
utes. It came from the west, and it
heralded its approach by a noise which
was heard for some time. Preceding
its arrival, the air was filled with
whirling leaves. It was about a quar-
ter of a mile wide, and toppled over
everything in its path. Had the sec-
tion been more thickly populated, it
would undoubtedly have been a catas-
trophe. The damage will ‘amount to
many thousands of dollars.

Thunder Storm.,

New York, April 20.—A midsummer
day in New York terminated Ilast
night with a pyrotechnical thunder
and lightning display which caused
considerable damage. By 2 p.m, the
thermometer touched 80 degrees, com-
ing within one degree of equalling the
record for April 19 established in 1896.
At dark a south wind brought on a
thunder storm. which drenched the
city, and brilliantly iluminated it with
lightning, and the thunder pealed loud-
1y.

Heavy Loss.

Troy, N. Y. April~ 20.—A terrible
wind storm struck Troy and vicinity
vesterday afternoon. Roofs were
blown off buildings, plate glass win-
dows were wrecked, and in ‘some
places residences were blown into the
roadway. The roof of a large school-
hause was torn away. The children
were marched to the street by the fire
drill in safety, The storm caused a
loss of many thousands of dollars,

San Francisco, Cal., Apri] 19.—Coron-
er T. P, Leland to-day appéaled to the
board of supervisors for an appropri-
ation to cover the expenses of a search
for the six bodies .that are believed to
lie buried in the ruins of the fire trap
hotel St, George, which burned to the
ground early Friday morning. Six
bodies were recovered Friday, but
search wag abandoned by the firemen
who claiméd they were not authorized
to carry on the work and that it should
fall within the praovince of the coroner.

RAILWAY POLICY
IS IN SIGHT

PREMIER Mc¢BRIDE
MAY PROPOUND ONE

Government Hopes to Have Ac-
ceptable Proposition to
Present.

e

Ever since the legislature rose there
has been a feeling that Premier Mc-
Bride would before the House was
again summoned, appea] to the coun-
try, There can be little doubt that.he
has this seriously under consideration.

It would be no surprise if on that
occasion the premier goes back to the
old style of appeal that has so often
done service in British Columbia, and
present a railway policy for endorsa-
tion, - ‘

The Canadian Northern is in com-
munication with the government on the
subject of aid upon entering British
Columbia. D. D.  Mann, during the
carly days of the session, visited Vic~
toria and put forward the claims of
the corporation to consideration before
the premier. Mr. McBride at that time
delayed consideration, promising to
take it up after the House rose. The
question has since been taken up and
made the subject of negotiation and it
would be no su._prise to see the ques-
tion of railways and the policy upon
which Mr. McBride would meet the
electorate.

Speaking in New Westminster a few
days ago the premier said:

“The provincial parliament legally

| lasts four years and ‘it may be well

for it to continue till the end of its
allotted days. Yet in a young and
active province -a momentous ques-
tion may arise that will lead to an ap-
peal to the country.' In the last ses-
sion of the legislature, I referred to
the need of more railways, especially
more - transcontinental railways, to
enable this province to enjoy the
benefits / of competitien gnd a closer
connection with Eastérn‘Cahada. The
Grand Trunk Pacifie railway is now
under way, strongly backed by the
Dominion government. The Canadian
Northern is knocking at our doors. It
is a Canadian erganization controlled
by Canadians and it has opened nego-
tiations with: my government, I am
now in correspondence with its eontrol-
lers. I hope the time will not be far
distant when I shall be able to come
before the people of British Columbia
on the question of railway construction
with a policy not unacceptable to
them.”

The Canadian Northern has had its
bdnds guaranteed in the adjoining prai-
rie provinces. It is probable that some
such concession is being asked British
Columbia. On the othér hand, the G.
T. P. is likely to ask that whatever is
done to assist the Canadian Northern
to reach Vancouver and Victoria some-
what similar treatmett should be meted
out to them in building their connec-
tions,

All these matters will have to be
considered by the premier before he
decide to go to the country on a rail-
way policy.

BODY OF C. LEVOCE
BROUGHT BY TEES

Englishman Was Drowned
Within Short Distance of
the Shore.

Steamer Tees, which arrived from the
West Coast Monday, brought the body
of Charles LeVoce, who was drowned in
the Gordon river on Saturday night. Mr.
LeVoce was an Englishman who had
been on the Coast before. He arrived
from his home in Leeds, Yorkshire, in
March last, and in partnership with a

DOUBLE VOTES—EASY
MARKS.

The gullability of human nature is
the stock-in-trade of the grafter. One
is expected to know his specia] business
and it is his superior knowledge of the
extremes to which the impulse of ac-
quisition will lead unsophisticated
minds that enable the confidence man
in_al] branches of the profession to op-
erate.

I was in the grafting business for
many years, durlng which time I met
a good many ‘“easy marks.” But I
have never been able to understand the
restricted sphere of mental activity
which failed to comprehend the signif-
icance of the “Double Vote Offers”
which are one of the mainstays of the
“contest’” game.

‘When the “contest” -is well under
way, after the “contestants” HRhave
taken the bait of a ‘“‘Special Vote Of-
fer,””. the still greater inducement of
double votes is put out for them,

It Pays to Lie Back.

This simply means that, where one
vote was given earlier in the contest,
two votes are now offered. A one year’s
subscription to the newspaper brings
just twice as many votes as it did in
the beginning and ‘those who have
worked and turned in their money early
in the game have just one-half the
number of votes for their effort that
those who have waited for ‘“double
votes’’ receive.

Double Votes Mean Nothing.

Of course in the final analysis,
“double votes” mean nothing because
the number of votes for each dollar the
“contestant” brings in-is increased from
time to time, until, frequently, at the
end of the contest five times as many
votes are given for a dollar as -were
given in the beginning. This is to in-
duce persons, who have money, to put
up large amounts at the close of the
contest, in the hope of securing the
prize without effort, which they would
easily do if the contest were ‘“on the
square” at all.

It is customary to wait a week or so
between each ‘“Extra” vote offer, Dur-
ing the time the contestants are assur-
ed that positively no more unusual in-
ducements will. be made and they are
allowed to relax and rest up for the
next week,

But we did not know what our
enemieg on the Blade might “spring”
upon us at any moment, so I deter-
mined to follow the special vote bait
with a straight double vote affer the
succeeding week and announcements to
that effect were made in the Monday
afternoon edition of the Bee,

The Enemy in Pursuit.

The following morning the Blade car-

The baggage is” valued at approxi-
matély $750, and the man giving his
name as Carroll is held"under a charge
of grand larceny for the theft of these
trunks. He was identified by the ex-
pressman who moved the trunks as
being the man ‘who had received the
baggage at 214 Thirteenth street. Car-
roll says he is connected with the Royal
Asiatic Society of America, This is
what especially worries Mr. Mix, as his
wife two months ago took up a line of
Asiatic study as a fa@® and it is possi-
ble her connection with the study may
have led in some way to her disappéar-
ance,

Mrs. Mix left her husband last Wed-
nesday evening to visit her parents In
Bangor, Maine, intending to stay .in
Portland for two days, then to go on
to San Francisco, then to Los Angeles
and thence east. She carried with her
$2,600 in cash at the time, besides val-
uable baggage.

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HARRIMAN MUST
BUILD AT ONCE

Will Lose Rights in Central Or-
egon if Work is De-
layed.

(Times Leased Wire.)

‘Washington, D, C., April 21.—E. H.
Harriman may build his proposed rail-
road through the Des Chutes canyon
and Central Oregon, but no time must
be lost in launching the project.

This is the substance of a ruling just
made by Secretary of the Interior Bal-
linger, He says that permission to build
the road is given under the strict un-
derstanding that work must begin im-
mediately.

FOR HAWKERS

TO REDUCE CHINESE
MARKET GARDENERS

All Mongolian Bodies to Be Re-
moved From Ross Bay
Cemetery.

A petition from leading business
men and residents was presented to
the city councl last night before the
members went upstairs, and it was
Supported by J. Stuart Yates. It was
asked that the license fee for peddlers
be raised, and that it be collected in
every case,

The petition stated that only thirty-
four persons, al] but one Chinese, had
taken out a lidense and paid the fee
of $10 for six months, byt that many
others were peddling who had not paid
the tax, that the city should increase
the tax to 350 for six months as it
could do, that more white men would
engage in market gardening if this
were done and the Chinese made to
conform to the methods of whites in
storing and handling articles of food,
that at present there was scarcely any
inspection as to the condition of these
articles or the honesty of the weights
and measures used.

Mr, Yategs urged that the couneil
impose the maximum fee and have a

rigid inspection of foods hawked and

the places where they were kept. Both
in quality and quantity it was well-
known that the goods sold by the
Chinese were below the standard of
white hawkers, who had to take out a
license while the Chinese were prac-
tically allowed to go unassessed.

Mayor Hall promised that the matter
would be given every consideration.

Later on, in council, the petition was
received and referred to the committee
on legislatfon.

Ald. Turner requested .the legisla-
tion committee to consider some equal-
ization of the business tax. A large
store paid $10 half-yearly and a small
store, doing not one-hundredth part of
the trade, paid the same. The tax
should bear something like a proportién
to the business done.

A letter was read from A, T. Goward,
manager of the B, C. Electric Railway
Co. pointing out that a draft agreement
had ‘been forwarded to the city solici-
tor, for the consideration of the mayor
and council, on March 22nd.

$11,172.84, the city’s share being $3,-
724.28; permanent sidewalks on both
sides of Fernwood road, from Fort
street to KEdmonton street, and to
grade and macadamize the roadway,
at a cost of $24,303, the city’s share be-
ing $8,101. The west side of Vancouver
street wil] get a sidewalk from Hum-
boldt street to Pandora avenue,

The waterworks by-law, embodying
the new scale of rates, was finally pas-
sed and is now law, the new rates go-
ing into effect from May 1.

An offer was made by George Mesh-
er & Sons, to put 2,600 yards of filling
on Prendergast street, at 25¢ a yard,
to be paid for when the grading was
done.

REDUCTION IN
EXPENDITURES

PRESIDENT TAFT
SUPPORTS SENATE

Administration Favors Reform
in the Methods of Ap-
propriations.

Washington, D. C., April 19, — In
speaking on the tariff bill,- Senator Ald-
rich this afternoon declared that the
appropriations by congress in the last
year show an “unprecedented extrava-
gence,” and asserted that they could
have been reduced $50,000,000 without
impairing the efficiency of the govern-
ment machinery.

“In the work of making the neces-
sary reductions of expenditure and re-
forming the methods of appropriation
to which the senate is pledged, I am
authorized to say that we have the
earnest support and co-operation of
the president and the administration,”
declared Ajdrich,

The senator estimated that the rev-
enue for 1910 from the senate tariff bill
based’on the importations in 1907, would
be $340,000,000. He said additional rev-
enues, becauseé of the restrictions on
undervaluations, are expected to
amount to $5,000,000. He estimated that
the senate bill would bring a total in-
crease of $13,000,000. Aldrich said the
proposed 2 per cept. Panama _bonds
would not brmg par value-in the mar-
ket. He recommended that the inter-
est be 3 per cent. ‘He opposed the im-
position of an income or an inheritance
takx and other gpecia] taxes as *‘unjust
and unnecessary.” He pleaded that the
bili be given a trial before resorting to
special taxation,

Aldrich declared that the fact that
there will = be approximately 4,000,000
more people in the United States in 1910
than there was in 1908 will cause a na-
tural increase in importations and rev-
enues. He said that the result to the
depression of btisiness since the autumn
of 1907 stocks of goods now are low.
He predicted that the era of prosperity
which ‘started March 1st wil] continue
‘““with the enactment of wise legisla-
tion.” He calculated that by June 1st
there will be an available tréasury sur-
plus, over the necessary working bal-
ance, of $94,000,000, including $§74,000,000
which ‘the treasury is entitled to re-
ceive for reimbursement for Panama
canal expenditures. He declared that
by the end of the fiscal year of 1910
there will be a surplus of $49,000,000,

In making this estimate he said that
he assumed that canal bonds would
be sold at intervals to reimburse the
treasury and that they now are avail-
able for that purpose. He said that
further legislation, however, is neces-
sary to secure this result, and assert-
ed that it will be necessary to change
the character of the bonds which may
be ~issued.

FATALLY WOUNDED ;
IN_PASSION PLAY

Actor Who Insisted ‘on Being
Nailed to Cross Dies
From Injuries.

Mexico City, April-19. . Word has
reached this city of the .death of Ti-
bucio Zambrano, an Asztec Indian, as
the result of wounds sustained dur-
ing the presentation of  the passion
play which ferms tHe main feature of
the yearly celebration of Holy week in
the town of Tuxpah. Zambrano imper-
sonated Christ in the presentation of
the crucifixion. Presumably maddened
by the religious frenzy into which the
participants had lashed themselves, he
insisted that he be nailed instead of
lagshed to the cross, according to the
usua] method. Crazed by excitement,
those in charge complied with the de-
mand. ‘Nails were procured, and Zam-
brano was nailed hand and foot to the
cross. News of the affair soon reached
the authorities who quickly dispersed
the mob and conveyed the victim to his
home. He died a few hours later in
great agony, lock jaw having resulted.

INDIANS HAVE NO
_TITLE TO TIDELANDS

Two Railways May Now Close
Deals for Property at
Tacoma.

Tacoma, Wash,, April 20.—Federal
Judge Hanford yesterday handed down
a decision in the United States court
invalidating the claims of Attorneys B.
F. Grosscup and Chas, Bedford, for the
Puyallup Indians, to the tidelands at
the south end of Commencement Bay,
valued at $5,000,000. J. M. Ashton and
Wm. Jones now hold the title to the
land on purchase from the state. Re-
cently, however, railroads have bought
this property for terminals.

Grosscup and Bedford produced old
treaties under which they held the In-
ifans had the title to the lands and se-
cured the sanction of the government
to start suit to oust the present hold-
ers.

Judge Hanford decided that the In-
dians have no claim to the property as
the national government never had any
title to the shore lands, but was merely
the trustee for the state.

CHARGES BLOCK
~OF CIVIC WORK

RATE OF PROGRESS NOT
TO MIND OF ALD. TURNER

He Expresses His Opinion
Freely at the Council

“Your remarks are uncalled for,” the
mayor said sharply.

“They are called for, and I say the
solieitor 1s blocking the business .of
this council,” declared Ald. Turner.

“I say it is not so,” retorted his wor-
ship. “Any person who says so does
not know what he is talking about.
This must go to the people within 21
days after it had passed, and you could
not expect' it to go by itself. There are
several other by-laws to go at the
same time, including the Causeway
by-law.” ¥

“And, by-the-way, I want to know
why the Causeway by-law is not ready
yet,” interposed Ald, Turner,

His worship explained that it had to

lie on the table for fifteén days to give
citizens who -wished to object an op-
portunity to do so. ;

Ald. Turner thought that that thnt
had ‘expired, and added: “Sotheone o%
something is blocking matters in this
council. The business iz not going on
as it should, and I intend to find out
who -it is.”

“It is ‘going on as fast as we
go,” Mayor Hall® replied. %

Turner ponited sut to the coun=-
cil that Superintendents Warwick and
Pusey spent most, if not all, of their
time on local improvement wWork, but
their salaries came out of the general
revenue. It would be Somie help if the

per portion of the salary of any super-
intendent to the local improvement
works on which he was engaged, in the
sameé way as the wages of laborers was
charged -up.

The mayor said this was not being
done because it had never been order-
ed by council, and suggested that the
engineer be ngen the lnstructions as
the comptroller merely took the timé
as it was returned to him,

Ald. Turner replied that he did not
care who did it so long as it was done,
and he altered his motion to suit. He
mentioned the fact that he had spoken
to one or two officials about it and was
told that they knew nothing about it}
they were not supposed to ktiow any-
thing about it.

EARTHQUAKE SHOCK.

Mexico City, April 21, — A severe
eruption of the Colima volcano, follow-
ed by an earthquake shock, has spread
terror and confusion among inhabit-
ants in nearby towns and villages,
Numbers deserted their homes and fled
to points outside the affected =zone.
The quake was first felt at 8.40 in the
evening, and lasted eight seconds.

MODERN METHODS OF
MINING IN BOUNDARY

Labor Saving Devices at
Plants of B. C. Copper
Company.

The mines and smelters of the Boun-
dary district have reached a stage of
efficiency which is almost without &
parallel, says the Greenwood Times.
Members of the Canadian Mining In-
stitute and their guests from various
parts of the world who recently inspect-
ed the B. €. Copper Company’s Green-
wood properties were astounded not
only at the magnitude of the operations
but also at the small number of men
required to do the work; and a glance
at the annua] repert of this company
will convince anyone that a truly re-
markable state -of affairs has been
brought. about.

The small nurhber of men employed
illustrates the saying that “necessity is
the mother of invention,” for the big
low grade deposits of ore in the Boun-
dary have been the cause of the devis-
ing of special methods for mining and
treating the same. ;

The plants of the B. C. Copper Com-
pany, both at their mines and at Green-
wood smelter are demonstrations of
what can be done when necessity is the
driving force. In the-early days of this
company timbering and shovelling were
necessary, as that was the practice in
vogue in almost a)] mines, as it is to-
day in the large majority, The cost of
both of these factors, which in a mine
of this class would make al] profits dis-
appear, has been eliminated from the

ber or shovelling being done.

The system in the big Boundary cop-
per mines is to make an opening in the
gide of the levels, which, ag the cham-
ber is excavated, is converted into a
gate—known to miners as a chute.
After ‘this chute has been built with
its gate easily opened and closed, the
ore in the chamber is broken by ‘means
of drilling and blasting and falls into
the chute, from which it is removed by
simply opening the gate and allowing
it to run into cars. The opening as it
js driven widens out in fan shape and
on a gradual incliné so that all ore
runs . down to the chute wherever
broken.

The simplicity of this modern method
of mining is almost glaring, but never-
theless it is the result of long study,
practical knowledge and a continual
struggle for the perfecting of details.

To the mining engmeers of the Boun-
dary district, specialists in the mining
of big bodies of low grade ore, who have
evolved these modern methods of min-
ing, great credit is due for this phe-

I nomenal success in the art of scientific

mining. To the smeltermen specialists
in the art the economica] treatment of
huge quantities-of material, gay iu and
day out, forcing the big fumaces to
the limit of their capacity is due the
success of the second stage of the art
of the extraction of the valuable metal
from their ores.

It would seem that the B, C. Copper
Company has well-nigh reached perfec-
tion in the mining and smelting of each
ton of ore for $2.63, which includes all
charges from the solid ore in the mine
to the finished product.
