They were warrant-
ed, they think, in anticipating further
developments by the following facts:
“Both governments first officially re-
cognized the dispute by agreeing to sur-
vey, half jointly, tive land through whichl
the line must run. This agreement was
effected by the Hon. Michael H. Her-
bert, then charge d’affairs of the Brit-
ish embassy, and John W. Foster, our
secretary of state, in a convention con-
cluded July 22; 1892. This convention
allowed two years for the purpose of
the survey, reckoning from the appro-
priation by both governments of the
money required, about $50,000 each,
which period would have elapsed Nq—
vember 28. 1894,. It soon became evi-
dent that the time set apart was insuf-
ficient for the purpose, and the two na-
tions therefore agreed, through the pre-
sent British ambassador and -Secretary
Gresham, to extend it to December 31, -
1895. On the occasion of the. survey,
the convention provided, the commission
appointed for the purpose should report
the result to the two governments. This
the topographers of the suryey assume,
has been done. ‘The high econtracting
parties agree that as soon as practicable
after the reports of the commissioners
shall have been received,” the report of
the convention resds; ‘they will proceed
to consider and establish the boundary
line in question.’ That mneither govern-
ment has complied with this latter re-
quirement - within ‘eleven months afte:'r
the: completion|of the survey, -this it is
that oceasions the surprise among the of-
ficers of the survey. %

“Although unaccounted for by the sur¥
vey, this delay is capable of many ex¢
planations, - Sir Julian Pauncefote, the
British ambassador, has been' authorized
to submit to our governmelt a proposi-
tion for general arbitration between the
two natioms, and it is not impossible
that the Alaskan controversy is sus-
pended by mutual consent until such
proposal may be either accepted or re-
jected. It may be deemed inadvisable
to enter upon 4 _second controversy be-
fore the Venezuelan boundary is deter-
wined. An apprcaching national ‘elec-
tion in the United States and the Am-
erican embroglio in Europé-may. have
made the publication of the report of
the - commission untimely, ‘especially.iso
if there aré material ‘differences in the
conelusions the surveying parties have
édrawn. Finally, the matter may have
suffered simply from a laek of atten-
tion due either ‘to the absence "of the
ambassador from Washington or to the
eccupation of both embassy and state
department in other affairs.

“Coupling the heightened public 'in-
tenest in disputes of this sort excited by
the President’s Venezuelan messag.
with the inquiry which notice of delay
in this matter is sure to excite, the time
seems to require a precise statement of
the nature of the Alaskan controversy
and the position in *which the matter
now stands.

“Alaska was originally a Russian pos-
session. Its boundary was determined
by a convention assembled at St. Peters-
burg, where representatives from Great
Brifain and Russia had assembled to
discuss two matters. The first was the
Russian claim of 1821 to dominion over
the whole northern Pacific, and the sec-
ond, and this was quite the secondary
object of the conference, was to agree
upon a boundary between Britishe Co-
fumbia and Alaska. These representa-
tives defined the boundary as follows:

“Commencing from the southernmost
.point of the island called Prince of
Wales island, which point lies in the
pardllel of 54 degrees 40 minutes north
latitude, and  between the 121st and
133rd degrees of west longitude (merid-
ian 'of Greenwich), the said line shall
ascend to the north along the chamnel
called Portland channel, .as far as the
point of the continent where it strikes
the 56th degree of north latitude; and
from the last mentioned point the line
of demarcation shall foliow the summit
of the mountains situated parallel to
the coast as far as the point of inter-
section of the 141st degree of west lon-
gitude (of the same meridian), and fin-
ally, from the said point of intersection,
the said meridian line of the 141st de-
gree, in its prolongation as far as the
frozen ocean. it

“IV. With reference to the line of de-
warcation -laid down in the proceeding
article it is understood—"

“First—That the island calied Prince
of Wales island shall wholly belong to
Russia. (Now by cession to the United
States.)

“Second—That whenever the summit
of the mountains which extend in a di-
vection parallel to the coast:from the
56th degree of north latitude to the
puint of intersection of the 141st degree
of west lengitude shall prove to be at
the distance of more than ten marine
leagues (about thirty-five miles) from

CABLE FROM LONDON

It is the Scarcity of Wheat oot the
Price That Causes Distress
in India,

Lesser Powers Want the Same Privi-
“ leges in the Dardanelles as
Greater Gnesi

London, Dec. 1.—The Earl of Elgin,
viceroy of Indian, telegraphs to the gov-
ernment that the rain there is too late
to be of much benefit to the autumn
crop, but it is in time for the late sow-
ing. Prices, he says, show a tendency
to fall, though the full effect is not yet
apparent in the Deccan. The condition
of the people is.good, and the pressure
tupon them is due to prices rather than
to the failure of the crops. Since the
rain prices have fallen 20 to 50 per cent.

The Constantinople correspondent of
the Standard discusses the refusal of
admission to the Dardanelles of Greek,
Dutch and American ships, which is. at-
tributed to Russian influence. The Am-
erican and Greeks subjects, add the cor-
respondent, ‘“‘arc annoyed at their gov-
ernments for not showing more energy
with a view to obtaining the privileges
granted to the great powers.”

4 change his previous policy in regard to
Spain ‘and Cuba, bat will simply earry
‘ it out to its logical conclusion, which

tervention on the part of the United
States to secure peace in the isiand,
whether by independence of the patriots
| or: by voluntary action on the part of
| Spain. -
! From three different sources the policy
partiaily agreed upon between Secretary
Oicey and President Cleveland was
| learned and the reports in each case tal-
! lied with surprising unanimity. °
| A definite and somewhat startling an-
nouncement on the Cuban question will
be made to congress, either in the regu-
lar message or in a supplementary com=
munication, as was the case in dealing
with the Venezuelan question. Minister
Dupuy De Lome and the Spanish lega-
tion havé been fully advised of the im-
pending announcement, and he accepts
what is in effect an ultimatum, believ-
ing that Spain will be able to prevent
action on the part of the United States
by the success of Weyler’s operations

The printing committee reported as
follows: “‘In view, of the fact that the
year is near its close and that there will
not be much more printing to be done,
we would recommend that the printing
be continued solely with the two city
dailies, - and that -thé communication
from the Province newspaper be refer-
red to the incoming council, and that the
city clerk be instructed to so arrange
that the expenditure for this purpose
will be as mearly as possible equally
divided betwen the Times and Colonist
newspapers,”’ ;

The street commitiee recommended
that certain sidewalks be laid-and other
improvements carried out. The fire
wardens recommended the pla®ing of a
hydrant in the Oak Bay district. The
latter committee reported also that a let-
ter addressed °to Mrs. Johnson, who
wrote charges against the fire depart-
ment, ‘was returned, marked ‘“not called
for.” 'The committee believed mno such
person existed and that no-sueh letters
be afterwards received. The reports
were afterwards adopted.

The ‘correspondence. is rather volumin-/
ous, and inelude letters apd telegrams
that passed between the mayor and the
officers. of the department of publiz
works.  The most important communi-
cation in the lot is the following from
Mr. T. C, Gamble, the resident gév-
ernment engineer. This was the letter
upon which the department at Ottawa
acted, authorizing their legal represen:

It is more than probable that the ex-
pansion of business and shipping will
compel the use of the navigable portion
of the harbor abeve Point Ellice and
therefore a draw or swing will be an
absolute necessity.

Jt may not be within my’ privonce to
criticize or find fault with the design
cenerally, outside of the. question as to
its effect upon navigation, but it may
be as well to draw your attention to its
‘petchwork character. In one .instance
at least a pile in one of the bents, near
thé Victoria end, was found, after it
had been driven, to be too. shert, and
was reinforced by a piece ‘three to four
feet long to bring it up to the proper
height. In aneother instance  the pile
was brought to the proper height with
a piece of square timber. The shore
bents of what may be termed the pier
supporting the city end of the 70 foor
truss is a framed bent, resting on piles
cut off 1415 feet above low water. The
next one te it is similarly constructed.
There is apparently 1fot a tenon in the
whole structure, drift bolts being used
instead. When it is borne in mind that
the least safe life of average fir, subs
jected to constant and severe strainm,
and te being alternately wet and dry,
is about five years, and that the sea
worms destroy the piles in from two to
three years, it is impossible to under-
stand from an econdmical point of view.
the reason for a city like Victoria grect-

The points made against the erection
of such a bridge are briefly as follows:
1st. That no application was made un-«
der chapter 92 of the Revised Statutes
of Canada for permission “to erect this
bridge.

2nd. That the proposed bridge will in-
crcase the imterference with navigation
to a greater extent than the immediate-
ly previems one did, and even than the
one preceding the latter.

3rd. That its erectien offers not ouly,
a serious menace to the public safety
but also will seriously .injure the indus-
tries above the bridge.

4th. That the proposed bridge is hot
erccted onm the site occupied by the
bridge of 1882, or that of 1885, inas-
much as it iies to the south of both and
encroaches on the Songhees Indian re-
serve.

5th. That the acknowledgement of the
right to build. this bridge under this act
will result detrimentally to the harbor
as a whole, for the reason that under
such circumstances the city will have
the right te erect a closed bridge across
the harber at the foot of Johnson street
on the site of one which was erected
‘there some years ago.

On the other hand the city contends
that:

1. They have a right under the act
to budild this bridge.

2. That it will not interfere to a
greater extent with navigation than the
bridge of 1882 did.

3. That it will be a public - conven-
ience.

4. That they have no money to build
a better struecture.

Enclosed also are two photographs of
the bridge taken especially for the pur-
pose of this report.

THE SBALING SEIZURES,

Case 'of the Beatrice .Taken Up :in
Court To-day.

The .trial of Queen vs. Ainoko was
conecluded -last  night, and after argu-
ments "By counsel his lordship Mr. Jus-
tice, Drake said he would veserve judg-
nent. Hate PN S

The trial ¢f the Qticen v. the Beatrice
was commenced - this morning before
the deputy local Judge Drake. The
scaling schooner Beatrice, which is own-
ed by Captain A. H. Jones, of Victoria,
was seized by the U. S. revenue cutter
Perry for killing seals within the pro-
hibited 60 miles limit of the Pribyloff
itle nds, After the seizure the schoonar
was taken-to Ounalaska and there or-
dered by Commander Allen of H.M.S.
Satellita to proceed ‘to Victoria.

The claim for ‘condemnation is laid in
the name of Lieutenant A. J. Hotham
of H.M.S. Imperieuse.

Hon. C. E. Pooley, Q.C., appears for
the Crown and H. D. Helmcken, Q.C.,
for ‘the defense. , Lieut. Jas. H. Brown
the naygeating officer of the Perry, gave
eviden® as to the position of the Bea-
trice at the time. of seizure, which he
gave as latitude 55 degrees 50 mibutes
N. and longitude 17® degrees 37 minutes
W., which was aboyt seven miles with-
in the limit. 'Witness admitted an errar
in his first calculation, and also that his
chropometer was 35 seconds out, as he
afterwards found when he arrived at
Dutch Harbor, ‘but in working back over
the -course he had worked out,the cor-
rect position &8 already = given. The
weather was cloudy with winds and 3
slight swell tending to drive the schoon-
er towards the islands.

Third Lieuterant Sturdevant of the
Perry testified to boarding the schooner
on 5th August last at 10:50 a.m., at
that time there were 34 skins aboard
and 58 seals were brought aboard while
he was there.

The master, A. H. Jones, and the
navigating officer of the schoncer both
expressed surprise that they were with-
i the prohibited zone.

Lieut. Hotham gave expert evidence
as to the positions as werked out from
Licutenant Brown's sight book.

After luncheon Mr. Helmcken began
the defence by calling Captain Pinck
ney, the navigatiag officer of the
schoenér; his evidence was to the effect
that for several days previous to the
seizure the weather was, very bad and
he had not been. able to make observa-
tions. According to his calculations the
skip at the time of seizure was in lati-
tude 55 degrees 11 minutes N. and lon
gitude 170 degrees 39 minutes W.
