Firowgrs ov Graves.—Nothing can be more grati-
fying to some of the best feelings of buman nature, than
that amiable, yet almest obsvlete custom of aderning
with flowers the graves of those we loved. The prace
tice once prevailed among many of the most celebrated
nations of the ancient.world. The Medes bequeathed
it to the Persians, from whom the Greeks adopted it,
and Pythagoras iniroduced it inte Italy. " Many of
those immortal worthies whose names have descended
to us through classic channels, have had their memory
dignified by the reeord, that their surviving friends
deemed them worthy this token of their love, The
urn containing the ashes of Philipeemen was covered
with cbaplets of flowers. We learn also, that the grave
of Sopbocles was embellished with roses and ivy, if the
epitaph, written by Simonides, deserves that construc-
tion—a metrical translation by some one unknown, we
offer— ;
* Wiad gentle evergreen, to form a shade
Arcund the tomb where Sophocles is laid.
Sweet ivy, wiod thy booghs, and intertwine
Wiih blushing roses and the clustering vine.
Thus with thy lasting leaves, with beaoty hung,
Prove grateful emblems of (he joys he sung.”

lvy and flowrets were also planted at the grave of
Avacreon. The tombs of Haliz aod Sadi, the great
poets of Persiz, are hosored by their survivors with
every token of gratitude. Theformer stands under the
cypress which he planted with hisown hand, Sadiis
buried in a building, erected in the heart of a mountai-
nous amphitheatre, surrounded with perpetoal ver.
dure and fertility. Ninus of Babylon was buried uo-
dera white mulberry {ree. Klopstock, one of the
first German poets, has a monument, over which sha-
dows a lime tree. Flowers were formerly spread over
pis grave.

Thus we have the authority of example worthy of
imitation ; but we have more. Poets who have
descended from the darkest ages, as patterns of taste,
bave ‘embellished their descriptions of faneral rites
with this amiable custom. Eneas is beautifully repre-
seated as sprinkling his father’s grave with flowers.
Andromache is described raising green aliers to the
memory of Hector. Grateful asthe tribute of affec-
tlon seems to be, there are but few, even amoog those
modern nations which lay the strongest claim to refine-
meat, who have not let his pathetic rite go to oblivion
with many other of those customs which are too inno-
cent and full of tenderoess for modern taste. In Chi-

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Invasiox or Exgranp.—M. de Bausset, the
author of the Memoirs of Napoleon, at one time
doabted whether Bonaparte ever seriously en-
tertained the design of invading this country,
but he has since had strong reasons to change
his opinion, and he is now inclined to think,
that if it had not beeu for the fault of the admi-
ral who commanded the French fleet, the in-
vasion would certainly have been attempted.
This admiral had instractions to make a feint
upon the West Indies, so as to induce the Eng-
lish fleets to follow bim in that direction. He
was to take his measures in such a way as to
{brow the English into the greatest perplexity
and oncertainty as to his real intentions. He
was then to return suddenly, always veiling his
movements in the most impenetrable mystery ;
he was to join the Spanish fleet and other ships
which awaited him at Corunoa and Rochefort,
set sail with a squadron of seventy vessels, an-
pihilate the English fotilla, sweep the Channel,
and thus facilitate the landing of the French ar-
wmies: In consequence of the neglect of these
instructions, and the activity of Nelson, who
threw an obstacle in the way of their execution,
by compelling the admiral to seek shelter i1 the
port.of Cadiz, an enterprise, says M. de Baus-
set, failed, of which the consequences might have
been incalculable, had its success been equal to
the grandeur of the design. He repeats the sto-
ll'{oof Fulton the American having proposed to

naparte to make a trial of steam-boats in the
invasion of England. The proposition is said
to have beeu rejected, partly on account of the
supposed impractibility of the project, and part-
ly because the preparations at Boulogne were
too far advanced to admit of any alteration in
the plan of operations.

causeway, and seize the Spanish battery. The
first squadron was thrown into confusion, by a
fire which levelled the foremost ranks. Gene-
ral Krazioski rallied them in a moment, and,
under cover of (he smoke, and the thick va-
pours of the morning, the regiment, with a
fresh impetus, proceeded briskly up the moun-
tain, sword in hand. As those gallant horse-
men passed, all the Spanish infantry fired, and
fled from the entrenchments on each side, to-
wards the sammit of the causeway ; so that,
wheo the Poles fell in among the gunners, and
took the battery, the whole Spanish army was
in flight, abandoning arms, ammunition, bag-
gage, and a number of prisoners, This sur-
prising exploit, in the glory it conferred on ore
party, and the disgrace it heaped upon the other,
can hardly be parallelled in the anoals of war.
It is, indeed, almost incredible, even to those
who are acquainted with Spaoish armies, that a

late session of the Congress of the United Siates. In
her sovereign character, s one of the original members
of this confederacy, by whom this government was cal-
led into existence, that State protests against this act,
on the several grounds, which are specifically set forth,
io that instrument, which is attended by the sigoatures
of her Legislative and Executive functionaries, and
authenticated under her public seal.
' It is now delivered.to this Department of the Fede-
ral Governmeot, to be deposited in the archives, in
perpetuam rei memoriam (0 serve whenever the occasion
may require it, as-an anthentic testimony of the sojemn
dissent of one of the Sovereigo States of the Union from
the act therein protested against, as an infraction of the
constitutional compact by which she is united to 1he
other members of this Confederacy.
1t is difficalt, sir, to repress—it is perhaps, still more
difficalt appropriately to express the feelings which
belong to sach an occasion asthe present. I have been
educated in sentiments of reverence for our federal
Uaion, and thro’ life, I have habiwally cherished tbese
sentiments. As an individual citizen, therefore, it is
painful to recur to that disastrous policy whiclr has im-
posed on the State in which I live, the stern necessity
of assuming this relation 1o the Goveroment of this
Confederacy.
As one of the Representatives on (his floor of that
State, whose citizens have always been forward to ma-
nifest a profound and devoted attachment (o this Union
—of & patriotic and gallant people, who would freely
yield their treasure and nnsparingly shed their blood
in its defence ; the occasion is one of deep and unmin-
led humiliation, which demands the deposite, in the
Registry of the Senate, of this Record of their wrongs.
There may be those, sir, who will look at this act with
indifference—perhaps with levity : who wili consider
it as the result of momentary excitement—and see, or
think they see io it, merely, the efusion of impassion-
ed, but evanescent feeling. 1 implore those gentlemen
not to deceive themselves, on a subject, in relation to
which error may be alike dangerous te us all,
Forty yes 's of successful experiment have proved
the efficiency of this Government (o sastain us in an
bonourable intercourse with the other nations of the
world., Externally in peace and in war, amid ihe
fluctuations of commerce, and the strife of arms, it has
protected our interests, and defended our rigats. One
trial, one fearfulftrial, yet remains to be made. Itis
one under the apprehension of which the bravest may
tremble—~which the wise and the good will aoxiously
endeavour to avoid. It is that experiment which shall
test the competency of this Goverament to preserve our
internal peace, whenever a question vitally affecting
the bond, which unites us as one people, shall come
to be solemnly agitated between the solemn members of
this confederacy. In proportion to its dangers, should
be our solicitude to avoid it, by absainiag on the one
hand from acts of doubtful legislation, as well as by the
manner of resistance on the nther, to those which are
deemed unconstitutional. Between the independent
members of this Confederacy, sir, there can be no com-
mon arbiter. They are necessarily remitted to their

own sovereign will, delibeiately expressed, in the ex-
ercise of those reserved rights of sovercigoty, the dele-
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gation of which would bave been an act of political
svicide. The designation of such an arbiter, sir, was,
by the force of iuvincible necessity, casus omissus,
ameng the provisions of a constitalion conferring limit-
ed poweri, the interpretation of which was to be confl-
ded to the subordinate ageuts, created by tbose who
were entrusted to administer it. -

1 earnestly hope that the wise and contiliatory spirit
of this Government, and of those of the several States,
will postpone, to a period far disant, the day which
will summon us to so fearful a trial. - 1f we are u_nderd
doomed 10 encounter it, I as earnestly hope that it may
be entered npen in the spirit of peace, and with che-
rished recallections of former amity. But the occa-
sion which shall impel the sovereign People even of
one of the members of this Confederacy, to resoive,
that they are not bound by its acts, is one m.wlnch no
patriot can look with levity, or yet with indifference.
Whatever meo and freemen may do toavert it ‘the
People of Georgia will do. Deeply as they feel the
wrongs which tbey suffer, they will yet bear and
forbear.  Though their complaints have been bitherto
disregarded, and their remonstrances have been here-
tofore set at nought, they will still look with confi-
dence to the returning justice of this Government.

THE OREGON TERRITORY..

The bill for tte occupation of the Oregon,
now before Congress, has occasioned a good
deal of debate within the walls of Congress, and
a good deal of interest and speculation without
them. It proposes fo include in a territorial
government the whole country claimed by the
United States between the Rocky Mountains
and the Pacific Ocean. The project involves a
difficulty in its comwencement. Great Britain
bas set up a tille to a great part of the territory
claimed by the Uited States, including that
most importast portion of the teriitory, the
mouth of the great River of the West, the Ore-
gon, sometimes also called the Columbia. Tth
found their pretensions on the early discoveries
of English narigators, who they allege visited
the coast and traded with the natives. They-set
up also a kind of title by occupation—the N.
West and Iudson Bay Compauies having trap-
ped and huuted in the northern parts of the
country for miny years, and of late on the wa-
ters of the Oregon, along which they haveseve-
ral establishments. The expedition of Macken-
zie is also referred to as strengthening their
claim. This (raveller, in 1793, fell in with the
main branch cf this noble river, and followed it
nearly as far sooth ay the fifty-second degree of
latitude, whea he left it and pursued his jour-
ney westward to the Pacific Ocesn. The Bri-
tish Government, however, rests its principal]
laim on the treaty in relation to Nootka Sound,
made between Spain and Eugland in 1790. By
this treaty they conlend that the territory in dis-
pute was ceded to the British crown, and thata
subsequent cession to the United- States could

f|not be valid.—On the other hand, itis con-

tended by the advocates for the claim of the
United States, that the treaty between Spain
and England coutaived nio such cession of sove-
reignty as could authorise the British to claim
the disputed territory. They set up the ces-
sion of Louisiana, by France in 1803, and the
Florida Treaty of 1819, confirming our title,
‘They also uvrge the right of prior discovery.
Captain Robert Gray, iu the ship Columbia
from Boston, is the first navigator on record
who'entered the mouth of this river. e visit-
ed itin"1791 and navigated it to some distance.
In 1804, and Clarke set out upon their
esploring ex jon under the authority of the
goverament, followed the river from its sources
to the Pacific, and in the year 1806 wintered at
its mouth. [a 1811 a trading establishrent
was formed by a citizen of these States on the
tide waters of the Oregon called Astoria, it was
captured by a British force during the late wary
and after the peace delivered up to an Ameri-
can Agent duly authorized by our government.
—In the late negociations with respect to our
north-eastern bourdagies, it has been proposed
on behalf of our govérfiment that the 49th de-
gree of north latitude should divide the territo-
ries of the two nations, from the Rocky Moun-
tains to the Pacific ; the United States- to pos-
sess the country south of that line. This was
not agreed to by the British Cabinet, who pre-
posed that the 49th. degree of latitute should be
the boundary line from the Rocky Mountains
westward until it intersects the north eastermost
branch of the Oregou, after which the boundary
should follow the thread of that river to the

—There is one gifficulty in the way of legisia-
ting at present concerning the occupation of the
Oregon. The United States and Great-Britain
entered into a convention in 1818, by which it
was stipulated that the country about the Ore-
gon, with all its ports and waters, should be
“free and open” to the vessels and citizens of
both powers, ‘This convention expired in Octo-
ber last, but it has been contivued in force by
another convention, allowing either of the con-
tracting parties to put an end to it by giving
twelve months previous notice. 'The question,
therefore, arises, whether the proposed occopa-
tion of the territory would not be a violation of
the terms of the convention, the previous notice
not having been given ? That it wouid be so we
believe there can be no doubt. But it is said,
on the other hand, that Great-Britain haviog
violated the convention we are not bound to ob-
serve it. That power has erected forts it is said
withiu the territory, and an act of Parlia-
ment was passed in 1821, which, in fact, ex-
tends her civil jurisdiction over the whole face
of it. By that act an American citizen can be
arrested in the territory and taken to -Upper
Canada for trial.  The bill certainly involves
very - important considerations. The disputed.
territory is an exceedingly valuable one, of
great extent, fertile in soil, possessing a soft,
genial and equable climate such as is unknown
on the eastern shore of this cootinent, and of-
fering the prospect of incalculable commercial
advantages. The mouth of the Oregon is with-
in two months sail of China and the East India
seas, and within thirty days sail of Peru and
Chiliy and the Sandwich Islands. It is to be
hoped that the controversy between this Go-
vercment and Britain may be settled speedily,
before the possession of it becomes more import-
ant thao it now is to either power. If the bill
before Congress should have that effect we shall
by no meaos regret its passage.—~N. X, E, Pos(,

It was introdo-
ced by Mr. HavisurToN, for the purpose as he stated,
of creating a fund for the support of Schools, as if none
but educated and wealthy peisons drink tea. This
suggestion was followed up by Mr. Uniacke, who pro-
posed that one penny of the duty should be appropria.
ted to the service of schools, and the other for the be-
nefit of the Shubenacadie Canal. 3

It were scarcely necessary at the present day, to
advance arguments against the impssition of high du-
ties. 1fa fair protecting duty. is not 4 sufficient en
couragement for the maoufacturer or the agricultural-
ist, the country in which he resides is not fitted for the
exercise of his calling. With respect to the impositi-
on of & higher duty on tea, we believe it is beyond the
reach of Colonial’ Legislation ; consequestly the peo-
ple of this Province, will remainfexempt from a tax,
which would deeply invade the comfort of those in
hombler life.— Free Press.

Sin:—The Lords Commissiovers of His Majesty’s
Treasury have had under consideration your letter of
the 4th iost. transmitting a copy of a déspatch which
has been received from Sir Peregrine Maitland, enclo-
sing an Act which had been passed by the Legislatore
of Upper Canada, for the purpose of obtaining a Loan
from His Majesty’s Guvernwent,and to make provision
for the payment of the same ; and I am commanded to
acquaiot you for the information of Secretary Sir Geo.
Murray, that my Lords observe io reference to the lei-
ter of Lord Bathurst enclosed in Sir Peregrine Mait-
land’s despatch of the 19th May, that the Loan which
his Lordship annouaced the readiness of the Govern-
ment to make the Legislature of Upper Cenada, was for
the purpose of executing two lines of water communi-
cation, obe from the Rideau River to Lake Ontario,
and the other from the latter Lake to Lake Erie.

Since the date of that despatch, His Majesty’s Go-
vernment have determined (o take vpon themselves
the entire expense of completing the former work, and
haveadvanced towards the Iatter a sum of not less than
£50,000, to be employed in the completion of the Wel-
land Canal. -

Under these circumstances my Lords do not considér
that in declining now to make the Loan proposed to
the Province of Upper Canada, it can be supposed
that they view with indifference the improvement of
tbat Province, or are indisposed to contribute most li-
berally to its progress. ) 2

My Lords, on the contrary, feel that with reference
to the just claims of other parts of the Empire, they
shduld not be justified in making a further loan of
£100,000 to the Province, on which so large a sum iy

Now, independant of the treasonable spirit which
must have dictated such an act as this— there is a coarse
savageness of expression in the language employed,
which could have emanated ftom no mind, but one of
the most diabolical cast. [n every country—in every
individdal of every covntrs—whatever political feuds
may exist thereio—which has the least pretensions 1o
civilization, there is a respect for the person of the so-
vereign; or of the supreme executive authority, which
protects him from insults of this kind. But 10 the viu-
lation of this principle in the present instance,a breach
of the common rights of hospitality, which generous
minds extend {o strangers of every degree. is superad-
ded. Sir Jobn Colborne is comparatively a stranger
in the Province.

course, and the spacious building soon exhibited
the sad spectacle of a heap of burning ruins.
The dreadful calamity was occasioned by the
flame of a candle coming in contact with the bed
cortains in the sleeping apartment of Mr, Berts,
the Keeper, whither the girl had gone for the
thild’s night clothes. Mr. and Mrs. Berts were
both from home at the time, and their sensations
on being summoned to witness the threatened
desolation of their dwelling and all it contained,
may be more easily conceived than described.
They may be said to have lost their all; the
very papers and books, secured in an iron chest,
were totally consumed. There were in the
House in all about fifty inmates, (paupers,) full
ovoe third of which number were children, and
though fortunately there was not much sickness
amoug them, yet it was truly affecting to see the
feeble, the aged, and the helpless, driven from
their comfortable asylom in the coldness of the

night, and looking around for a place of secure

retreat, Some found shelter in a private house

in the immediate neighbourhood, but most of
them have for the present been lodged in the
Gaol, which is close at hand, The principal
part of the Furniture and Bédding of the Poor
Department has beeu saved, widgn part of the
Provisions, and the whole of the Fire Wood.
Providentially the wind was moderate,and blow-
ing from the North-West, the sparks and fire
brands were carried away from the more dense
parts of the town; and the Poor-House itself
being an isolated building, there was little dau-
ger of the fire going beyond iis precincts.
Great praise is due to Major ScoonEs and the
Officers, &c. of the 81st Regiment, as also to
the Fire-men and citizeus geverally, for their
very prow.pt, judicious, and indefatigable.endea-
vours to subdue the conflagratios, and to pro-
tect the property which was rescued from the
flames.— From the statement we have given, it
is clear that no blame can be attached to Mr.
Berrs, who is a most careful and exemplary
man, and who has our sympathy with that of the
public at large, oa the present melancholy occa-
sion. No lives were lost. ;
