more thoroughly competent to treat the 
question than he, and he has given an 
amount of information which is most im­
portant for its authentic character. The 
principal statement he makes in his paper 
has reference to the alleged aridity of the 
southern belt, which he visited in 1879, 
and which he found to be much less arid 
than is generally supposed. The indica­
tions of parching are very strong on the 
surface of the ground, the grasses being

Blaekfoot Crossing, about a degree and a 
half of latitude north of the boundary, 
where the superficial effects of aridity 
appeared strongest, Mr. Macoun found 
land that had been broken up in 
the spring bearing excellent crops of all 
kinds, the oats being four feet in height, 
while on the unbroken land in the vicinity 
the native vegetation was as much dried 
up as it was anywhere else. The infer­
ence drawn from such a phenomenon is that 
the rainfall in the district is ample for 
the requirements of vegetation, but that 
until the baked crust is broken, it cannot 
percolate the ground as rapidly as it falls, 
and so a great portion of it is evaporated 
by the dry atmosphcie and lost. If this 
inference is correct—and it seems reas­
onable—the facts arc of the greatest 
possible importance to the future of the 
North West. The question arises, in 
connection with the climatology ôf the 
“Great Lone Land,” how the rainfall 
comes to be sufficient for purposes of 
vegetation, when it is notoriously insuffi­
cient over the great arid plains of the 
United States. Professor Macoun’s ex­
planation of the matter is very important 
if true, and very interesting whether true 
or no. The table contained in his 
shows that while at Winnipeg—and* the 
same thing must be true of a large part of 
the North-West—the rainfall is abundant 
during the months of May, June, July, 
and August, when it is wanted for the 
growing crops, it falls off to a remarkable 
extent in September and October, just 
when dry weather is needed for harvesting 
them. This peculiarly accommodating con­
dition of the atmosphere is accounted for 
by the effect produced by the arid plains 
of the United States on the moist air cur­
rents passing northward from the Gulf of 
Mexico. These currents would naturally 
discharge their moisture en route were it 
not for the heated air ascending from the 
plains over which they pass, and as the 
prevailing winds carry them hi the direc­
tion of the Canadian North-west they ar­
rive there by the time the moisture is 
ready to come down in the form of rain.

that How often we hear it saiu of boiled beef 
or ham, for instance, “ Fine flavor, but so 
tougl^ and-foow few people know that the 
toughness, proceeds, in nine cases out of 
ten, from quick boiling ! In the case of 
ham that most abused of all joints, and 
perhaps the easiest of all to cook, 
cookery book probably tells you to boil it 
slowly four, five, or six hours, according 
to size ; and people usually interpret these 
directions into putting the ham into the 
pot, and letting itjioil at what is actually

slow gallop, for the given time ; while 
very often, if entrusted to a cook, it boils 
only at intervals. So that it remains on 
the fire a given number of hours, Biddy 
thinks the boiling is done. Ham should 
not boil, it should merely simmer. A fair 
sized ham put on at ten in the morning, if 
properly cooked, should be done and ten­
der by four or five in the afternoon. The 
water should be brought to the boiling 
point, the pot then be set back on the 
stove, and the water be allowed to sim­
mer—but remember, it must never be be­
low boiling point, nor scarcely a degree 
above. The ham should be turned in the 
water once or twice during the time it is 
on the fire. When sufficiently dune the 
rind should be stripped from it, and the 
ham dusted with sifted bread crumbs, made 
by baking slices of bread in a slow oven 
until they arc of a fine golden brown all 
through, and dry enough to powder, 
under the rolling pin. Never stick 
ham with cloves ; it suggests flics, and 
spoils the flavor for many tastes. A 
pretty finish is given by dusting it W'ell 
with sugar instead of bread, and then 
passing a hot knife over it until it has 
melted and coated the ham with a cavmel 
glaze. A much finer л^лу is to glaze it 
with strong meat, jelly, or any savory jelly 
you may have, boiled down rapidly until 
it is like glue, taking gre^t care during 
this boiling-down process to prevent burn­
ing. Tins jelly should be brushed 
the ham when cool; it makes a handsome 
dish of a plain one.

The same rule for builiug holds good 
with beef. Corned beef is generally a 
hard, salt, dry fare; but properly cooked, 
it should be more tender than roast meat 
and almost as juicy. That any boiled 
meat shall be tender, it is necessary to re­
member that the process must be slow. 
Different people have-made such different 
interpretations of the expression, “slow 
boiliiJg,” that it will be well to be explicit. 
Most people think that if the whole surface 
of the water is in a state of slow^bullition, 
this is slotv boiling. For boiling meat a 
great French authority gives this rule, 
wliichl have found excellent: The ebulli­
tion should only appear in one part of the 
surface of the watej, and there be only 
just visible. This is, however, distinct 
from stewing, or simmering, which is yet 
slower, there being in that process no ebu­
llition, hut merely a sizzling on one side 
of the stcw-paiL

Authorities differ as to whether meat 
should be put into hot or cold water; many 
books omit all direction on this subject. 
My own rule is to plunge fresh or slightly 
salted meat into boilmg water, in order to 
retain the juices. For this reason highly 
salted or soup meat, I put into cold water, 
that the salt in the one case, and the 
gravy in the other may, he drawn out.

In Store,X to Mother Shipton’s Prophecies.JUST RECEIVEDH
Й»o The New York Journal of Commerce 

gives the followinrftrue account of the 
humbug known as “ Mother Shipton.”

Mother Shipton was a veritable char­
acter, who lived more than three hundred 
years ago and uttered a number of so- 
called prophecies. They were, for the 
moat part, a vague, unmeaning jumble of 
seeming predictions applicable to no special 
event, and without point or general 
terest.

In 1641 a pamphlet containing a medley 
of this sort, chiefly of halting verse, 
printed in London, and her “Life and 
Curious Prophecies” were given to the 
public in 1677.

In 1862, Mr. Charles Hindly, of Bright­
on, England, issued what purported to be 
an exact reprint of “A Chap-book Version 
of Mother Shipton’s Prophecies, from the 
Edition of 1448.” In this, for the first 
time, there were point and pith, and 
special application. All modern discover­
ies were plainly described, and one pro­
phecy which began:

•' Carriages*without horses shall go." 
and set forth the railroads, telegraphs, 
steamers and other modern inventions, 
wound up with:

“ The world to an end shall come 
III eighteen hundred and eighty-one."

This, of course, qnit^startlcd the public. 
If all other important events of the nine­
teenth ceutury had been so aptly des­
cribed, why should npt the last prediction 
be fulfilled! We copied the prophecy 
and, without knowing anything of its 
source, denounced it as forgery. An 
English paper replied that it was an exact 
reprint of the old edition for nearly 250 
years on file in the British Museum. Wc 
sent our correspondent to the museum and 
learned that there was a chap-book of that 
title bearing date 1641; another of 1642, 
containing what purported to be Mother 
Shipton’s portrait, other curious pro­
phecies dated 1648,1667; and “Mother 
Shipton’s Life and Curious Prophecies, ’’ 
complete in an octavo edition of 1797. 
We then purchased the reprint and sent 
to have them compared. This proved 
that a fraud had been committed. The 
old prophecies were a vague jumble of 
local predictions, that might have been 
fulfilled at any and every decade since 
their date. All the pointed and interest­
ing predictions in the new issue were not
n the old Іюок, and werej either inter­

lineations, interpolations, or entirely new 
fragments, evidently w'ritten after the 
events they were supposed to predict.

We pressed the point, and then the 
secret came out. In the spring of 1873 
Mr. Hindly wrote a letter, confessing that 
he had fabricated the prophecy above 
quoted and ten others, in order to render 
his book saleable.

people, boils over in the early 
spring, hut cools down sadly as the sum­
mer heat increases, and the weeds flourish ; 
hence, gardens that were full of beauty 
and promise at the beginning of the season 
become tangled wildernesses by mid-sum­
mer. Weeding is slow, hard work as 
usually performed, hut there is a more 
excellent way, by which most of the 
drudgery and back-ache can he ^taken out 
of it. The true method of killih^wecds, 
is to do it before they appear above ground. 
Most people perform the greater part of, 
their weeding with the hoc, whereas it 
should he done with the rake. Keep stir­
ring the surface of the soil with this im­
plement, and very few weeds will ever 
show their heads. Disturbed as soon as 
they begin to germinate, they cannot grow. 
In gardening, as in disease, an ounce of 
prevention is worth a pound of cure. 
Make large use of radish seed as a help in 
weeding. Sow n in the rows with slower 
growing vegetables, they spring up quick­
ly, show the lines where the other seed is 
germinating, and enable you to uac the 
rake freely. “ Stir the soil ” is an excel­
lent horticultural maxim. Stirring the 
soil not only kills the weeds in embryo, 
hut keeps the surface of the ground loose 
and mellow, thereby aidjng the growth of 
useful vegetation. ’ The same principle 
may he applied in the culture of various 
farm crops. Potatoes for example. A 
light harrow run over the potato patch 
just as the plants are beginning to peep 
through the ground, will greatly lessen the 
labor of after culture, making utter de­
struction of the newly sprouted weeds, 
In weeding, too many take time by the 
“fetlock,” instead/Thy the “forelock,” 
and so get discouraged

As early as five a’clock yesterday morn, 
ing, many of the principal streets of the 
city were alive with people, some of whom 
had been at work all night hanging out 
bunting, and planting niaple boughs in 
front of their residences. Between six 
and seven o’clock, the various societies 
met at their respective rendezvous or 
headquarters, to form into line and march 
to the spot where the Pontifical Mass of 
the day was to be celebrated. Even at 
this early hour, immense numbers of peo­
ple lined the streets to witness the passing 
by of the societies with their bands, ban­
ners and allegorical cars. By about half, 
past seven o’clock, these were all marshall- 
led together on the ground, the choristers 
and bands taking up their positions in the 
sanctuary, and the others as near as pos­
sible to the altar. The allegorical cars 
were ranged together near the entrance to 
the grounds behind the Drill Shed, during 
Mass, and together with the banners aud 
other insignia were examined by large 
numbers of people.

THE CELEBR ATION OF MASS.

1<Fhe celebration of the National Festival 
of our fellow countrymen of French origin 
was appropriately inaugurated yesterday 
by a Pontifical Mass, said by Hie Grace 
Archbishop Taschereau, the successor of 
the venerated Laval in the primatial See 
of Quebec—the mother, so to speak,of the 
some seventy dioceses which have sprung 
from her. The weather was, up to near 
the conclusion of the sermon when a light 
shower fell, somewhat overcast, when the 
sun shone out gloriously, which elicited 
the remark from a bystander that such 
might be the history of this Canada of 
ours—dark, and sombre and troubled in 
her early days, but bright and resplendent 
as she grew to age. The scene presented 
was truly a magnificent one. 
the hillocks of the “ Cove Fields,” on the 
site, almost, of the old French fortifica­
tions, an altar was erected under a circular 
canopy around which was an appropriate 
inscription. In the foreground the differ­
ent sections with allegorical cars, banners, 
&c., took up their allotted position, and 
everything was conducted in a manner 
which reflects the highest credit on the 
President and all his subordinates—as 
usual a great deal being due to the latter. 
The attendance is variously estimated.but, 
anyhow, it was very large aud the picture 
was. as has been already said, a magnifi­
cent one. His Grace was attended by 
Very Rev, Canon Langevin, Vicar-General 
of liimouski, and the venerable Parish 
Priest of Quebec, Rev. Mr. Auclair. 
During the celebration of the Pontifical 
low Mass two choirs stationed on either 
side of the altar sang the Kyrie, Gloria, 
and Credo in a remarkably fine and correct 
manner ; they were assisted by a very 
numerous orchestra and were under the 
direction of Messrs. Gustave Gagnon and 
Legare. At eight o’clock the Pontifical 
Zouaves carrying their magnificent new 
banner and also the Carillon flag, entered 
the impromptu sanctuary and formed 
three parts of a circle around the altar,

thing in his letter that is calculated to 
give the public a more favorable opin­
ion of the lack of Departmental justice 
and fair play to which we directed a 
portion of our former remarks.

The sharp customs de­
tective seized the artificial limb and de­
manded 29% duty, but the owner re­
fused to submit to the imposition and 
appealed his case to the Collector, who 
finally, let the leg^go duty free. The 
Globe concludes its article on the subject 
with the following remarks

We are not informed of the logical 
process through which the Collector’s 
mind passed in reaching his decision, 
but we might conceive it to be some­
thing of this kind; It appears that cof­
fins are subject to a thirty-five per cent, 
tax when imported for any trade pur­
pose, but the National Policy is of such 
a character that it encourages our peo­
ple not only to go away from home, but 
to die abroad and then return in their 
coffins. If a man living here imports 
for his own use a handsome rosewood 
casket with silver mountings and all the 
other trappings which adorn, if they do 
not dignify, the last couch, he must pay 
thirty-five percent, duty, but all he has 
to do to evade this tax is to die abroad, 
and then he can come home in the rich­
est coffin and be carried triumphantly 
past the baffled customs officers free of 
all charge. -This application of dead- 
headism is entirely novel and is quite a 
triumph of Canadian genius. Well, the 
Collector in dealing with the artificial 
leg probably concluded that while a man 
with only one leg is not dead he cannot 
be considered wholly alive, and he 
appl;°d the same principle to him as if 
he ea з in his coffin. He passed him 
duty free; the man shouldered his leg, 
and walked off exultingly. Whether 
that was the exact process of reasoning 
or not in the Collector’s mind we can­
not say, but we must congratulate him 
on the way he got out of a dilemma, 
and saved the government from the 
scorn and derision to which an appli­
cation of their twenty-five per cent, tax 
would in this case have subjected them.

The British Timber Trades Journal 
of 12th ult., referring to the profits on 
spruce deals, says:—

“ It practically amounts to this, that 
a thousand standards of spruce ^may be 
taken to represent about £7,900, and 
this at 2s. 6d. per standard leaves £125 
less cost of working expenses and busi­
ness losses. It would be interesting to 
know whether when diawing at “ six 
months” the merchant, or the buyer, 
pays for the bill stamp, and also whether 
the correspondence inclined by such 
sales is carried 011 through the aid of 
the penny post, or by means of the 
more economical post-card.”

The same journal, referring to the 
Liverpool market says:—

Though the demand during the past 
week for nearly all kinds of timber and 
deals has been quiet, prices are little if 
any different from those recently cur­
rent, the only alteration being that 
spruce deals have declined a trifle at 
the auction sales, which may in a great 
measure perhaps be attributable to the 
fact of such a large quantity being 
placed on the market at once. As how­
ever there are few on the way here now, 
nor likely to be many for the next 
month or two, it is not probable that 
any further reduction will take place.

an un-British hardship that citizens of 
Canada may use drift nets in the Bay 
of Fundy while they arc punished for 
using them in the Bay Chaleur. 
Fisheries Department is great in small 
things, for it hunts down the citizen of 
the country for drifting a net in the 
wide waters of the Bay Chaleur. It is 

I correspondingly small in great things, 
for it looks on with indifference while 
American schooners, manned by aliens, 
come into the same Bay—even into the 
Miramichi Bay and river—and use the 
destructive purse seines under the noses 
of its officers. If we are to have arbi­
trary laws so strictly enforced against 
our own people, let them, at least, feel 
that they are not worse off than the 
foreigner. In Great Britain, where the 
management of the Fisheries is worked 
on a much better plan than in Canada, 
drifting is the rule rather than the ex­
ception. lt was stated a year or two 
ago by one of the officers in change of 
a fisheries protection vessel that there 
were more nets run out of boats in the 
North sea off the coast of Scotland 
every night than woidd span the Atlan­
tic three times. These were drift nets.

To the Elit or of the Miramichi Advance :
Dear Sir :—In your issue of 24th you 

direct the serious attention of your readers 
to the late judgment of the Supreme 
Couit in the long pending case between 
myself and McFee with respect to the 
drifting for salmon in Chaleur Bay, and, as 
you say, completely reversing the time 
honored principal that “a man’s guilt 
must be proved before lie can be condemn­
ed.” .In this case McFee admitted the 
drifting for salmon ; he told me personal­
ly, that he came for that purpose ; I warn­
ed him that bis plant would be seized, and 
that the law declared “drifting for salmon 
to be illegal.” Even after he- commenced 
to drift I told him to go home to St. John 
with his nets, but lie defied me.

As for limits, there was nothing in the 
Act to guide me ; only “ drifting for 
salmon is illegal.” The Act also says the 
onus of proof is on the party charged. If 
it were not so it would, in most cases be a 
dead letter. Salmon nets being found in 
possession of persons having no license, or 
permit to use them ; found wet in boats or 
canoes, with the clear evidence of use, by 
scales blood or fish, certainly renders them 
liable, but according to your idea the 
poachers must be taken red handed, in 
the act, £o secure conviction. In many 
cases this is difficult to do. Poachers have 
persons watching for the officers, both 
altove and below the scene of operation. 
Not once in fifty times, can you secure the 
parties or get so near as to recognize them 
and should the canoes and net be taken it 
is as much as can l>e expected, and there 
cannot be any hardship, if the parties are 
fishing legally, in satisfying the officers 
they were so. A policeman finding a sus­
picious character with stolen goods can 
apprehend him, or a Customs officer the 
same, if he imagines goods to be smuggled.

Drifting in the Bay of Fundy, if I am 
right, is on account of the shad fishery, 
which the Bay of Chaleur does not pro-

BkA Bay des Vents correspondent wr^es 

giving us some particulars of the late 
Rural Deanerjj^ meeting at that place 
which appeared in last week’s Advance, 
together with tho following:—

At the Village, on Thursday Evening, 
prayer was said by Rev. Mr. Flew welling 
who afterwards introduced to those present 
the Rural Dean, 
short speech set forth the Home Mission 
work of the Church in N. B., telling his 
hearers what the Diocesan Church Society 
has done and is doing for rural districts. 
He then spoke about the deficiency in the 
Society’s funds, and the cause of its 
arising, and the great need of its being 
wiped out this present year. He informed 
us that Chatham had given $ ISO, 00 for 
this purpose, and that Newcastle from 
present prospects, would contribute liber­
ally, and he hoped that Bay des Vents 
would not be behind in the good work. 
The speaker added that he would not 
regret that the deficiency has arisen if it 
proved the means of stirring up the people 
to take a more active part in the affairs of 
the Church, for in so doing they would be 
but fulfilling some of the vows they made 
in Baptism. The Rev. gentleman was 
listened to with marked attention, and it 
is a wish expressed by many in the Village, 
that we may have frequent visits from tfie 
Rural Dean in the futuie.

high pressure engines. Throughout 
the entire passage the weather was un­
usually boisterous. The economy in 
the consumption оґсоаі and water ef­
fected by the use of the Perkins system 
of boilers is great. Only twenty tons 
of coal were consumed by the Anthra­
cite on the trip across and 43t> gallons 
of water. The Perkins system consists 
of a tubulous boiler, in which the steam 
is generated at an exceedingly high 
pressure. By means of a special sys­
tem of engine this steam is used and 
reused over and over again. The 
boilers are charged with fresh distilled 
water, only a very small quantity being 
required. Having been converted into 
steam and used in the engine,it is con­
densed and again used. The boiler is 
constructed of horizontal tubes, welded 
up at each end. These horizontal 
tubes are connected by small vertical 
tubes, and the boiler is proved to 2500 
pounds per square inch. In the ëngine 
there arc three cylinders of different 
diameters—8 inch, 10 inch and 23 inch 
diameter respective!}’, 15 inch stroke. 
The smallest one is placed over that of 
medium size and worked from the 
same piston rod. The high pressure 
and medium cylinders are single acting, 
the low pressure one being double act­
ing. The Anthracite intends to leave 
as soon as possible for New York.

Experiments have been made in Eng­
land which indicate that wire rope can 
be substituted for chains for cables of 
vessels. Wire-rope undoubtedly has 
many advantages in its favor, among 
them, it is said that it can bo made of 
great holding strength with a large re­
duction in the weight of cable that the 
ship has to carry. Several objections 
have been made to the use of wirerope 
for the purpose, hut we fail to see why 
it can not be made to answer better for 
cables than chains. It would be equally 
advantageous and would also be really 
cheaper and more economical for the 
ship. The principal objection to wire- 
rope cables is, that they cannot be 
worked with the same facility as chains, 
and that owing to their form they would 
tend to kink badly. But, we under­
stand, that these objections can be re­
moved and that wire rope can be handled 
as easily and with no more chance of 
kinking than chains.

An interesting article ombutter making 
in the Chignccto /*ost churns out the fol­
lowing : —

One of the best devices for shallow set­
ting is the Bureau Creamery, Manufac­
tured at Burlington, Vt. The N. Y.
Times in referring to the International 
Dairy Fair, held last year, at New York, 
where it took the first prize, says of it ;—

“ This is. a portable closet, with glazed 
doors for the admission of light. It has 
several compartments ; the upper is an 
ice-chamber, from which the cold air 
circulate downward over and around the 
milk pans set below it and into the lowest 
•ompartment, where cream and butter 
may be stored. Under the ice-chamber 
are the milk closets, each of which have 
a square shallow pan with a curved bottom.
The pans are six inches deep, and hold 
from 10 up to 240 quarts each, to suit a 
small or large dairy. These milk closets 
are aired and ventilated abundantly by 
means of wire-gaufee-covered openings, and 
the glazed doors may be changed for 
gauze ones, if desired. The milk is well 
aired, and the cream is exposed to light 
so as to preserve the high color desired in 
in the butter. Perhaps there can be uo. 
thing desired by the neat and exacting 
dairywomen or housewife that is not pro­
vided for in this arrangement, which has 
the merits of simplicity, cleanliness, and 
economy of labor. The closet may be 
placed in any room in the house where it 
may be most convenient for it, or in any 
dry, airy cellar or milk-room. A factory 
or creamery, or a dairy, furnished with 
this apparatus, should have no difficulty 
in producing the very choicest of butter, 
if the working skills equal to the facility s 
furnished by the method of setting.”

The apparatus consists of an upright 
Bureau made of thoroughly seasoned 
spruce lumber, which is found to be the 
best for the purpose. In the upper part 
of the Bureau is a rack tor holding a- suj - 
ply of icc, and a metallic pan with rubber 
tube attached, -for conducting off the 
waste water from the icc. Immediately 
below the ice are four large pans, each 
pan having a capacity for the whole milk- 
inrj of a dairy. Around each pan is 
sufficient space to admit of the free circv - 
latiou of cold air from the ice above. The 
pans stand on suitable rests, and are each 
provided with metallic casters, so that 
they may be easily drawn out of the 
Bureau on two movable rests, for skim­
ming or drawing off. Each end of the 
Bureau is supplied with Jour ventilators, 
closing with wooden slikee 
with wire screens, for the exclusion of 
flies and other insects, dust and dirt.
The Bureau is furnished with glass doors, 
permitting a full inspection of its contents 
without opening it, and also for the proper 
admission of light, which experience has 
proved to be necessary for the full devel- 
opement of the natural color of the

Mr. Cooley 
claims that “ the cold air system fails to 
cool the milk quickly, and every one who 
has used a refrigerator knows how easily 
they become tainted, and more especially 
when the vapor from warm milk condenses 
upon the inside. The fact that a given 
number of cubic feet of air can be cooled 
to a certain degree with less ice than the 
same number of feet of water, proves 
nothing. The question is, which is the 
most effectual, air or water !”

With the Cooley System the cans of 
milk are submerged in cold water, which 
is much more effectual than cold air in 
bringing the temperature of the milk 
quickly down to the desired degree.

No stone, however precious, says a 
New York correspondent, has ever 
been discovered to take the place of 
the diamond. It is among the earliest 
known in history, including Scripture 
mention. “ Diamond ” is derived from 
the word “ adamant.” This is suggest­
ive of its hardness, and yet it is only 
carbon, and when burned disappears as 
carbonic «acid gas. London is the great 
diamond market of the world, New 
York being supplied from this source. 
The finest diamonds come from Brazil, 
but generally reach the market through 
London . Africa is also an important 
source, and they are shipped from Cape 
Town to the British capital, where they 
are cleaned and prepared for use. The 
Gîolcondo mines have long since ceased 
to be productive, and hence are aban­
doned. African di.amonds occasionally 
reach forty-five carats weight, which, in 
point of size, equals a walnut.

The term “ carat ” is very common 
in the jewel trade, and yet is sj little 
understood that a brief explanation 
maybe appropriate. The “carat” is 
an imaginary weight, and is applied to 
both diamonds and gold, but with dif­
ferent meanings. When applied to the 
former it meanf size, but when to the 
latter it refers to purity. The value of 
gold is estimated by dividing it into 
twenty-four imaginary parts called 
“ carats.” If twenty be pure gold then 
there are four parts alloy. In the dia­
mond trade a “ carat” is equally imagi­
nary, but it is reckoned a little more 
than Troy weight. The v.alue of dia­
monds is $25 per “ carat. ”

The art of diamond slitting was in­
vented in Holland, and ior a long time 
it was limited to Amsterdam. It has 
of late years, however, been introduced 
to this city. The process is very slow, 
being done entirely by hand, and hence 
it may require three months or more to 
finish one stone. The famous Pitt die-
