zdestructiveness of modern warfare the 
tendency of the times is to make a con­
flict as humane ae practicable. For this 
reason the use of copper covered bullets 
has been frowned upon, and a Philadel­
phia physician has a plan that he claims 
will wonderfully mitigate the suffering 
of a man whose body has been perforat­
ed by the modern small caliber bullet. 
It is well established that the velocity 
and penetrating force of these bullets 
are so great that unless they chance to 
strike a bone they will pass entirely 
through a man's body without his know­
ing it. The physician’s idea is to attack 
a small wad of aniseptic cotton to the 
rear of the bullet. This would be cover­
ed by the shell of the cartridge and 
could not interfere with loading or fir­
ing. As the bullet passes through a per­
son the wad will antiseptioize the wound 
aud prevent consequent suppuration. It 
may be possible to so nicely adjust tho 
adhesion of the wad to the bullet tint 
as the missile passes out it will leave 
the wad to plug tho hole and stop bleed­
ing. Ultimately this system might do 
away with the necessity of a large med­
ical corps, as each ballet would carry 
medical treatment for the unfortunate 
it wounded.—Philadelphia Record.

Spain possesses one of the largest 
buildings ie the world. It is at once a 
palace, a museum, a library, a picture 
gallery, a monastery, a church aud a 
burial place. This wonderful edifice is 
called the Esoorial, although the name 
ie very generally corrupted both in Eng­
land and America into “Esonrial.”

The Eecorial was commenced in 1563 
by order of Philip II of Spain and was 
intended partly as a royal burying place 
for the kings of Spain and partly as a 
commemoration of Philip’s victory over 
the French at St. Qnentin In 1557. It is 
built entirely of granite and measures 
744 feet In length by 680 feet in breadth. 
At each corner Is a tower 200 feet in 
height. The building is supposed to 
represent an enormous gridiron lying 
upside down, and this shape ie believed 
to have reference to St. Lawrence, who 
was martyred on a gridiron.

Twenty-one years were spent in build­
ing It, aud it cost over $12,000,000. It 
has been twice partly destroyed by light­
ning and was sacked by the Free oh sol-, 
(tiers in 1808. There are 14,000 doors 
aud 11,000 windowa.

A Bag Full of Breath.
The “puemuatophor, ” au Austrian 

invention for enabling miners, firemen, 
etc., to breathe when surrounded by 
after damp, smoke or noxious fumes of 
any kind, consists of an airtight rubber 
bag containing "a steel bottle of pure 
oxygen at a pressure of 100 liters and a 
metal protected glass bottle containing 
a 25 per cent solution of caustio soda. 
The oxygen can be admitted by a hand 
screw into the bag and drawn into the 
month through a rubber tube, the nose 
beiug closed by a clip. The turn of an­
other hand screw breaks the glass bottle, 
allowing the caustic soda to flow out 
aud be absorbed by a knitted network 
in the bag to absorb the carbonic acid 
exhaled, allowing the oxygen to be ro- 
broatbed, tbe apparatus being capable 
of furnishing oxygen enough to last 
from 80 to 80 minutes, as has been at­
tested by numerous experiments.

That the method of teaching is conver­
sational goes without saying : It is vivid, 
answering to the needs of business 
whether in writing or speech. At Neu­
châtel ease and fluency are secured by a 
system of conference or public speeches. 
These are of ten minutes’ duration in the 
first year, and of half-an-hour in the 
second ; preparation is allowed in the 
subjects selected, but the speech must he 
delivered without notes and before the 
rest of the class. In the third year the 
student of 18 or 19, who is just leaving 
the school, has a subject given him six 
months in advance ; in a case which came 
under my notice it was Adam Smith. 
Every a.=s:stance is given to the student 
in the way of authorities on which to 
draw, and tho result ia a very creditable 
essay in English, which defies reproach, 
on the Father of Political Economy. The 
essay has been examined and approved 
both for matter and for style ; and now 
the budding trader must unburden his 
soul for an hour to his friends and fellow 
pupils assembled much as on a prize-day 
at an English public school. He stands 
up a typical ‘froggy,’ weedy, hirsute, and 
physically an object of contempt to every 
right-thinking English boy, but voluble 
and determined, and delivers, without 
note, an intelligent lecture enough of an 
hour’s duration, in fluent English, though 
he Ins never been out of his own country. 
The writer has an original essay on Adam 
Smith in his possession, together with 
many others to show theio was nothing 
unique about the performance.

2. Practical knowledge of business 
methods is insisted on. Under this head 
would come Accountancy,including there­
in full knowledge uf foreign weights and 
measures and foreign money, together 
with rapid methods of conversion from 
one to the other ; while knowledge of 
the ordinary routine of a business house, 
ordering and selling goods, shipment, 
payment by bill, &c., are taught at Ant­
werp, Venice and Neuchâtel by means of 
a business bureau.* In one school I 
accountancy and business routine combin­
ed ; a small class of boys were represent­
ing a British house of business : one boy 
was acting as correspondence clerk, 
another making purchases on behalf of 
his firm, two or three others keeping the 
regular books, the journal, the ledger, 
and so on. They represented an English 
house, so they kept all these accounts in 
English weights and measures and in 
English money, and they found their 
prices current in the current number of 
the Economist. They entered into busi­
ness relations for buying and selling with 
other similar classes, but this was not 
playing at business, everything whs done 
under the supervision of a teacher with 
adequate business experience, who further­
more usually gave his instruction in 
English.

The necessity of insisting on the 
Accountancy and Business Courses 
“hauptfach,” a primary subject, in order 
to secure a practical atmosphere, is strong­
ly felt ; at Neuchâtel the course occupies 
nine to twelve hours weekly ; at Ant­
werp the work of the bureau 
three hours every day.t

3. Science is also pressed into the 
vice ; and lessons in chemistry, physics 
and geology, so far as applicable to com­
merce, usually find a place ; the former ia 
of special use both in the analysis of raw 
products and in the inspection and com­
parison of silks and manufactured stuffs.

4. Economics and allied subjects ; e.y., 
geography and history in connection with 
commerce; ititistica; commercial and 
maritime legislation, customs legislation, 
international and industrial law, all these 
deservedly receive attention in moat of 
the programmes mentioned.

With regard to Head В (subjects not 
taught in England) perhaps the chief is
1. what is known in Germany as Waren- 
kende, the science of commodities, miner­
al, animal and vegetable, involving a 
description of their place and method of 
growth, their use in manufacture or ex­
change, and the markets where they are 
most in demand. The British Consular 
reports should constitute a veritable mine 
of information on such a subject.
2. Another subject successfully taught in 
several schools, e.y“Ecole des Hautes 
Etudes,” is transport by sea and rail, its 
facilities and cost. 3. At Antwerp a 
course on shipbuilding and fitting out uf 
ships, together with some account of 
Lloyds, and the corresponding French 
Veritas, appears in the third year, and is 
also in vogue elsewhere.

Finally, there are educational methods 
and instruments such as visits to factories 
and docks, travelling scholarships to send 
students abroad, collections of mercantile 
products in museums attached to the 
school, and also of all the documents, in­
voices, bills, etc., in regular use in com­
merce which are employed to a greater or 
less extent in most of the best schools. 
The visits to factories have been given up 
in some schools as degenerating into mere 
picnics; they appear to be successful 
only on condition the class is small and 
well prepared for the visit beforehand.
SFU. 7. —ORGANIZATION OF THE SCHOOLS

It is rather surpiising to find that even 
in countries like Germany and France, 
where education is a function of Govern­
ment, all the commercial schools owe their 
initiation to the private enterprise of mer­
chants, and are still, witli some addition 
of State control, managed by Chambers 
of Commerce or bodies of merchants. The 
“Ecolo Supérieure” in Paris was started

Western Provincial' Politics.

There àte abut,dint aigui chat the people 
of Canada from the western bordera of 
Manitoba to the Pacific are turning over 
in their minds the advisability of import­
ing Fedeial patty divisions into their local 
politics. Newspapers favorable to the 
ruling coalitions think it worth while to 
combat the idea ; and other people are 
•eking how else they can prevent thoir 
provincial politics from becoming a mass 
of personal spites and mercenary intrigues. 
At the present lime, the question whether 
a man be a Grit or a Tory does not 
enter into the discussion of hie fituess to 
serve either the Territories or the magni­
ficent province of British Columbia. The 
territorial Government is led by Mr. 
Daultain, a Consei vative, and Mr. Rois, 
a Liberal ; while the new Administration 
in British Columbia has at its head Mr. 
Semlin, a Conservative, and Mr. Joaeph 
Mai tin, a Liberal. And as Federal poli­
tics fail to divide the leaders, so are 
Fedeial party lines irretrievably lost in 
the composition of their following.

A great pity it will be, too, if this wise 
separation between local and Dominion 
politics is nut preserved. There is abso­
lutely no sense in the proposition that, 
because one man is a Protectionist and 
another does not know what he is until 
he sees the last despatch from 0;ta*a, 
they shall not agree in a policy of economy 
in the administration of Provincial 
finances, or, for that matter, come to the 
same conclusion as to the best set of men 
to manage these finances.

Often і sues arise in ptovincisl politics 
quite as important as those which are pre­
sumed to divide the Federal parties; and 
it is entirely and emphatically in the 
public interest that they should be con­
sidered and settled wholly with regard to 
themselves. If a mm, for instance, is 
led to vote for an extravagant railway 
policy of which he disapproves, because 
the group of politicians who want to put 
it through are “on the side” he supports 
at Ottawa, a damage is done the province 
and a fillip given to corrupt politics even 
in the Dominion field—where no such as­
sistance is nee led.

We are perpetually laboring in the East 
to induce our people to keep their Domin­
ion politics out of the consideration of 
provincial affairs; and we generally get 
good provincial government much in pro­
portion as we succeed in doing this. The 
Westerners may have been having some 
trouble with their provincial administra­
tions, but we can assure them that it із 
not ьп admixture of Federal politics that 
they need to set things right. If they 
cannot come to proper decisions respect­
ing local issues, when they have nothing 
to confus^ their judgment in the matter, 
they will not do so more easily by dis­
torting their vision with a Dominion 
partizm lense.

The two corollaries from this somewhat 
tedious financial statement are, first, that 
even where, as in Paris, tho fees for commer­
cial instruction are high,they will be readily 
paid if the instruction be good : secondly, 
the professors being picked men, require 
high salaries. The incomes in Switzerland 
of the ordinary teachers amounted ie various 
ways to £400 or £500 a year, which, com* 
pared with professional incomes there, is 
high. At Antwerp, I am told, tho higher 
professors receive the equivalent of £960 to 
£1,100 per annum, and being Government 
servants have a right to a pension as well. 
As to the training of the professors them­
selves, this is an object specially kept in 
view in tho school at Venice (which has a 
separate rive уеагз’ course for the future 
teachers), and in the new German higher 
colleges. I did not find that the teacheis 
had had generally, even at Antwerp, any 
practical business experience before com­
mencing teaching. In the Swiss schools, 
however, this seemed more common, and 
with the happiest results : for instance, M. 
Gaille had received a practical education 
first in a French high school of commerce, 
and then for some years in n bank,
SEC. 8.—CONNECTION WITH THE BUSINESS 

WORLD.
Into the disputed question of the success 

or otherwise of the schools I cannot outer at 
length : there is m doubt that, opinions do 
vary among merchants abroad ns to the use­
fulness of the schools; and the masters not 
infrequently complain of tho apathy they 
have to face ; at the same time the existence 
of the schools themselves, the recourse hud 
to them by thousands of student?, the vast 
sums expended annually upon them, are 
facts which cannot be got over. The btst 
efforts of German merchants, as well as edu­
cationalists, have been devoted for the last 
two or three years to extending the scope of 
this Commercial Education ; the Municipal­
ity of Antwerp spends half its whole income 
on education, and a large share of that goes 
in commercial subjects. Presumably, the 
merchants of Antwerp, the commercial 
growth of whose town during recent years 
has been phenomenal, believe they can write 
for “value received” against such expendi­
ture. My belief is, that when complaints 
аго heard they are an indictment not of the 
existence of every commercial school, but of 
the methods of the particular one. If the 
school combines in due proportion sound 
theoretic instruction with practical applica­
tion, it will posse-s tho confidence of tilt 
businetis world. I cannot do better than 
finish this section with a quotation fioiu a 
recent letter from M. Suchard,of Neuchâtel, 
where the school undoubted has achieved 
this combination :—

“I believe commercial education, 
properly understood, is of great import 
anco fur young men about to enter 
business. It is of coumu uudeistood 
that their general educatiou must first 
be souud and sufficient to open to them 
fields other than those of Commerce. 
When this is acquired, it is necessary to 
give a special importance to the practi­
cal teaching of ditiereut branches of a 
commercial education. The field em­
braced by modern commercial ami in­
dustrial activity is so vast,that it merits 
a special course of instruction. It is 
therefore to commerce that it is necess­
ary to devote close attention in the 
school, without dissipating effort on 
other branches of less importance for 
our purpose. 1 think that the govern­
ing body of the school should be com­
posed mainly of merchants, manufac­
turers, or bankers, who are still active­
ly engaged in business, though room 
should be found for some experts in 
science. Hut the active energies of the 
school should always be directed to­
wards actual business.”

M. Suchard does not approve of the 
university typo of school, hot because the 
standard will be to high, hut because the 
strenuous application and dicipliue necessary 
can only be secured, in a school.§

CONCLUSION.
Many puiut.s ire, of course, btiil subjects 

of discussion abroad, but several main 
positions seem established b.-yond contro­
versy, and can be of use to us iu England :

1. A sound secondary education on a 
general basis is a preliminary, and a necess­
ary preliminary, to this specialised 
mercial instruction ; the latter" is only a 
coping stone, and a heavy one too, which 
cannot he saft-Iy imposed save on a main 
building well constructed. Entrance ex­
amination?, preliminary courses, or the 
requirement of a full term at a secondary 
school conclusively indicate the line of 
foreign expetieuce here.

2. The inherent difficulty of organization 
lies, as 1 said, in securing the right combin­
ation of theory and practice, the proper 
infusion of the business element into the 
realm of pedagogy, and this difficulty is 
likely to be peculiarly great in England to 
judge by previous experience. In the 
medical world the proper sphere of each 
branch appears to be satisfactorily ascertain­
ed, of University teaching and hospital 
application ; Lut with regard to the Bar, 
there is still much difference of opinio 
the Lord Chief Justice has only recently 
advocated a much more careful attention to 
reading and digesting the principles of law 
before attempting to practise it. In techni­
cal education it has been found that men of 
the best position, of University rank and 
experience iu teaching, have not got tho 
practical knowledge ; and it is with regard 
to the teaching staff that the difficulty will 
tiret arise in commercial education. The 
late director of the college at Neuchâtel, I 
learned, had been promoted direct from that 
post to be director of the National Bank of 
Neuchâtel, which speaks volumes for the

rate its heads, should be men of the highest 
attainments, fortified with some practical 
business experience ia a bank or insurance 
office.

As a means to the same end, if foreign 
experience goes for anything, the council of 
the school should be mainly composed of 
active but well informed bubiuess men ; the 
control of every foreign school I have 
mentioned is carefully placed in such hands 
and not iu those of schoolmasters ; while 
an almost necessary corollary of the last 
condition, the school ought to be entirely 
independent of any other educational 
institution. Dr. E chmann, the Director of 
the Swiss Federal Department of Education, 
was most emphatic on this point ; Dr. Kich- 
maun pointed the moral by comparing the 
commercial school at Heine with that at 
Neuchâtel. In the former Case, tho com­
mercial school is iu the same building as the 
gymnasium, or classical, aud real, or modern 
school ; it has the same council, consisting 
mainly of professors, with the result that 
practical commercial subjects are neglected, 
and the school exercises no influence iu the 
town. At Neuchâtel, on the contrary, the 
school is iu a separate building, with, as 1 
have said,a practical body of administrators; 
this was not always so, ami since the entire 
separation of the commercial from the 
secondary school, the vitality of the former 
has greatly increased.

Nor is it sufficient that the teachers should 
have had some business experience, that the 
administration should be supervised by 
business men, and that the blighting in­
fluence of other educational ideals should he 
as far as possible removed; the atmosphere 
of practical commerce must circulate freely 
through the school, and for this purpose 
visiting boards of merchants identified with 
special subject» have been found of use in 
some schools. These attend from time to 
time the lectures in which they are interest­
ed—not of course with the object of lessen­
ing the teachers’ authority by interfering at 
the time, but of making suggestions subse­
quently, and keeping the routine as up to 
date and live as possible ; while the masters, 
in their turn, should be allowed whenever 
possible full access to business houses, in 
order to observe the ever-shifting processes 
of commerce.

The London County Council, iu conjunc­
tion with the Council of the City of London 
College, have recently put out a scheme for 
the adaptation of the City of ijondon College 
to the needs of a higher commercial school. 
The Council are to be congratulated on their 
energy in the matter, and their attempt te 
realize the wants of London ; but at tho 
same time, if my general conclusions ere 
right, the scheme will labour under certain 
яегіоиі defects.

success it seems teaching institution with ideals and an
atmosphere of its own, and will probably 
lose iu directness of aim on this account : it 
ia general experience that aduotatious of 
existing institutions to new ends'start with 
a heavy handicap in educational matters as 
in everything elec ; neither the administra­
tors nor the teachers of the old regime take 
kindly to new ideals with which they possi­
bly have no spmpathy, and which they may 
not be competent to appreciate or carry into 
practice. New wine must be put into new 
bottles. At the same time there are, no 
doubt, immediate advantages secured by 
this plan in tho way of funds and buildings, 
and I wish the scheme the success it de­
serves.

News comes from Montreal which, if it 
be founded on fact, is of considerable 
interest and importance. This is to the 
effect that the Atlantic and Lake Super­
ior Railway has at laat met with success 
in floating its scheme for a new line of 
railway from Montreal to the Atlantic, 
together with a line of steamships runn­
ing between the ocean terminus and the 
Waited Kingdom. Reporta it appears 
have been cabled from England that a 
very large block of stock has been under­
written, and these reports have been con­
firmed by private cables to the promoters 
in Montreal. The most impôt tant 
feature of the scheme is the fact that the 
Great Western Railway Co. of England, 
one of the greatest corporations in the 
world, have identified themselves with 
this scheme. So far this company has 
had no connection with any of the trans­
atlantic steamship companies, but now 
they have decided to have what will be 
equal to a line of their own. These 
steamers, which are already engaged, it is 
asserted, have a sailing capacity of seven­
teen knots an hour, and will be put on be­
tween Canada and Britain this fall. It is 
now no secret that the company have 
selected Milford Haven as their British 
port, and that Paspebiac will, of course, 
be the port on this side of the Atlantic, 
It Is also learned that strong represen­
tations are being made to the Ottawa 
Government to so amend their present 
invitations for tenders as to include Mil- 
tord Haven or other ports, and if this is 
done the Canadian Steamship Company, 
which is the name of the new concern, 
will also send in a tender to the depart­
ment for carrying the mails.

The Atlantic and Lake Superior rail­
way has a charter enabling it to run a 
line of railway from Montreal along the 
south shore of the St. Lawrence to 
Chaudière Jonction where it connects 
with the Intercolonial Railway, over 
which it has running power as far as 
Metapedia. From that point to Paspe­
biac th» Baie des Chaleurs Railway is 
utilized, making by far the shortest and 
quickest route from Montreal to the 
coast that there ie. Paspebiac itself, 
although as yet undeveloped, is a harbor of 
very considerable merit, with ample and 
safe anchorage, wonderfully free from ice

England.1. Diplomatic Victories.

Daring the past three year. Britain 

has had diplomatic and other troubles 
to contend with, which at times looked 
both dark and gloomy and threatened 
to involve her in war with some of the 
moat powerful nations in Europe. The 
despatches that have been received 
from England during the past week 
announce that she has defeated her 
opponents in diplomacy and come out 
of all her difficulties with flying colora. 
In China her influence once more pre­
dominates and Li Hung Chang has 
been dismissed from office in disgrace 
because be sacrificed British interests 
to advance those of Russia. In addi­
tion to this she has entered into an 
agreement with Germany which gives 
her a free hand to carry out her policy 
in South Africa. This policy is to 
obtain control of the whole coast south 
of the Zambesi river as well as the 
construction of a great British thorough­
fare from the mouth of the Nile on the 
Mediterranean to the Cape of Good 
Hope at the southern extremity of the 
Dark Continent. This movement suc­
cessfully carried out will give a new 
impetus to trade by Delagoa Bay with 
the Transvaal and will hasten the day 
when there will be a united South 
African Dominion under the British 
flag. France and Russia are hostile to 
such control being in the hands of 
Britain but Britain has gone too far in 
that direction as well as spent too much 
treasure and shed too much blood to 
back out now to satisfy either of them.

The friendly policy that Britain pur­
sued towards the United States during 
that country’s late war with Spain 
proved moet unmistakably to the 
American people that Britain was the 
only power in Europe that was friendly 
towards her. This action of Britain

Sample Rooms.St- John Exhibition.
The Exhibition at St. John was form­

ally opened by Sir Charles Tapper on the 
afternoon of Tuesday last. The weather 
was fine and our St. John exchanges inform 
us that there weie present a large assem­
blage of persons from all quarters of the 
province who expressed themselves as being 
highly satisfied with tbe exhibition which is 
acknowledged to surpass all previous shows.

At 3 o’clock tbe reception committee, 
which waa composed of President Pittield, 
Mr. R. B. Emmerson and Mr. W. H. Thorne 
entered the building and were met by the 
manager aud directors, and escorted to tbe 
grand stand.

Among t hose present were Sir Charles 
Tupper, Hon. H. R. Emmerson, Provincial 
Secretary Tweedie, Surveyor General Dunn, 
Commissioner for Agriculture Labillois, 
Hon. A. D. Richard, Hon. L. P. Ferris,

THE LIVE FISH EXHIBIT.
The live fish display made at the Exhibi­

tion by Fishery Commissioner D. G. Smith, 
is very attractive. It is one of the exhibits 
which required more than usual time for 
preparation, as every part of it has been 
especially prepared for the show. Even the 
patterns for the castings of tbe iron portioi 
of the tanks were made personally by Mr. 
Smith, and from that beginning he devised, 
made and put together the whole plant, 
with its complicated water and aerating 
eyptesn and its artistic imitation rock-work 
covering, with its miniature wateifall, brook 
and pond, its natural touches of moes and 
lichen, crown and background of trees, 
sleeping-tent and other appropriate features. 
It is one of the displays that was ready and 
in working order at the hour of opening, 
although, after installiug the plant last 
week, the commissioner had to go back for 
all his live fish, excepting the salmon, to the 
North Shore. For tbe loan of the salmon he 
is indebted to the courtesy of the Fisheries 
-Department at Ottawa, through the good 
offices of Fishery Commissioner Prince, and 
the assistance of Overseer Joseph O’Brien in 
making the transfer from the west side pond 
to the Exhibition Building.

This exhibit is on the main floor at tbe 
right hand corner of the entrance to the 
south wing, oppoeite the band stand. At 
first sight it seems to be a bit of aolid sand­
stone ledge about eight feet high with 
irregular face, in semi-circular form, and as 
one’s attention is attracted to it, perhaps by 
the water which plashes down its side and 
into the little pond at its base, it is observ­
ed that a part of the face is composed of five 
plates of glass through which the live fish 
are seen moving about io their native 
element. ТЬз whole occupies a frontage of 
about twnaty-five feet, and it is, in all its 
details, a creditable mechanical, scientific 
and artistic feature of the Exhibition.

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JOSEPH M. RUDDOOK, PROPRIETORA PRISON BREAK.
ІП the early days of its existence the 

HeveAa state prison was so constructed 
eu t6 be u very sociable little institu­
tion. The warden’s apartments, the 
guards’ quarters and the convicts’ celle 
and dining room were all under one 
roof, and the whole constituted a long 
two story «tone building, which in it- 
tilf formed the front wall of the stone 
quarry and work yard. This eircum- 
etanoe, together with the comparatively 
small number of prisoners, many of 
them personal aoquaintanoei of the 
frison guardians, tended to induce a 
sort of family feeling and made prison 
life, as I have remarked, a vary eooisble 
affair. Aa may be readily imagined, 
discipline was not to tyid os it has 
been known to be in other institutions 
of the kind, and “breaks” were fre­
quent and often sneoessful. The favor­
ite method was to escape through the 
top of the cellroom, creep along be­
tween the ceiling and the roof until 
over the apartments of the warden and 
break through into these. Thit accom­
plished, no barrier lay between the eon- 
viota and liberty save the gnards, al­
ways few in number.

It is with the most famous and suc­
cessful of these breaks that we are now 
concerned. One Sunday evening in Sep­
tember, when the twilight shadows out­
side were deepened to darknets inside 
the gloomy otilroom where the prison­
ers were congregated, the oaptain of 
the guard went in to look them in their 
cells for the night As soon as he was 
fairly within the iron door one of the 
prisoners struck him over the head 
with a bottle, and almost at the same 
instant another dealt him a blow with 
a slnngehot. He fell to the floor, and 
half a doaeu of the wretches rnabed on 
him to complété the work of death, 
when one of the conspirators, a small 
but powerful man, seized him and 
threw him into the nearest cell and 
closed the door upon him, thus saving 
his life. All this was the work of ten 
seconds and was accomplished in utter 
silence without ularming any one on 
the outride. It wit the work of only a 
few moments more to climb to the top 
of the upper tier of oells and out through 
the wall separating them from the other 
part of the building.

The first intimation that any of the 
guardians bad of their escape was when 
the lath and plaater oeiliag was broken 
through with a crash and 80 reckless 
men dropped into the room occupied by 
the ladles of the warden's family. Every 
one of them was armed with a slnngehot 
and a few with knives of their own 
mannfaotnre. The warden mehed to the 
scene, pistol in hand, but was instantly 
felled to the floor with his scalp laid 
open in two plaoes. The conviete then 
rushed on him, eeiied his pistol and 
commenced shooting at him as he lay, 
wounding him in the thigh. He would 
doubtless have been killed but for the 
heroism of a young man named Dead- 
man, in for life, who was acting as 
waiter in the family's dining room. He 
caught up a chair, and, standing over 
the prostrate body of the warden, fought 
like a tiger until he, too, fell disabled.

Meanwhile the main body of the pris­
oners rushed down stairs and seised the 
armory and were, to all intents and 
purposes, masters of the prison. It be­
ing Sunday and at a time when the con­
victs were tnpposed to be looked in their 
cells, but few of the guards were on 
duty or even about the premises. These 
few stood to their posts and fought like 
heroes till they fell, disabled with 
wound». The way to freedom was now 
open for 80 aa desperate men as ever es­
caped from bondage. Some - of them 
were aeverely wounded, bat their eom- 
rades carried them along, and the band 
marched off in a body, two abreatt, and 
disappeared over the sagebrush covered 
hills into the thiokeniug dusk. They 
took with them two henry rifles, four 
double barreled shotguns, five six shoot­
era and nearly 8,000 cartridges. That 
they were incumbered with irons afford­
ed the only hope of their recapture, but 
these they evidently got rid of during 
the night. One sqnad of six appeared 
that evening at a solitary blacksmith 
shop a few miles distant and compelled 
the smith to remove their irons, but the 
remainder did not apply for aid.

The alarm of the community may be 
better imagined than described. There 
were mustering and arming in baste, the 
militia was called out, and the telegraph 
wires clicked the night long, sending 
the warning to all parts of the country. 
Messengers and aids-de-camp rode to 
and fro, and by night an organized posse 
was mounted and off. For four days the 
oonntry woe scoured, and the result was 
a solitary captive, who was wounded in 
the leg.

The Army Medical Library.
Both library and museum date their 

existence from the late civil war, whose 
horrors and sufferings prompted a pro­
found study of military medicine and 
surgery. In 1862, Surgeon General Ham­
mond directed all medical officers of 
the army “to collect and forward to the 
office of the surgeon general all speci­
mens of morbid anatomy, surgical or 
medical, which may be regarded aa 
valuable, together with projectiles and 
foreign bodies removed, and such other 
matters as may prove of interest.” The 
office of the surgeon general possessed 
about 360 books on medical subjects at 
that time, when congress legislated to 
appropriate $6,000 yearly for the pur­
chase of reference books to be used in 
the compilation of the “Medical and 
Surgical History of the War.” In 1865, 
Dr. John ti. Billings, U. 8. A., was 
placed in charge of the embryo enter­
prise aud his wide, grasping mind in­
stantly seized this opportunity to lay 
the foundation of a national medical 
library. The success of this scheme, un­
der his energetic administration as 
curator for 30 years has been phenom­
enal.

Had the American 
people never contributed anything be­
yond the labors of Gould to the world’s 
knowledge of astronomy this magnifi­
cent contribution alone would cntil’u 
the nation to uu honorable place in the 
>ves of posterity.

Aud yet how little is the work of 
Gould known to even the best circle rf 
American readers! So great was his de­
votion to the cause of pure science and 
■o oblivious was he of contemporary 
fame that none but professional men of 
science are able to appreciate hie incom­
parable services to the sublimest of the 
sciences. It is certain that he has gain­
ed a place among the greatest astrono­
mers of any age or country and that 
the estimate now placed on his work 
will only increase with the flight of 
centuries. If England is justly proud 
of her Newton and Herschel, France of 
her Lagrange and Laplace, Germany of 
her Copernicus and Kepler, Italy of her 
Leonardo and Galilei, well may America 
honor her Pierce and Gould!

New Zealand Mutton.

The story of a New Zealand sheep 
designed for the London market may be 
very briefly told. It is taken from the 
rnn to the slaughter house, killed, 
dressed and transferred to the cooling 
room. The ükin and euperflnons fat are 
retained; after ten hours’ cooling the 
carcass goes into the refrigerating room 
for 86 hours. Thence it goes to the stor­
ing room, aud when it has been envel­
oped in its cotton “shirt” and labeled 
ie ready for its journey over sea. The 
steamers which bring the meat to us 
through the tropics have, of course, to 
be fitted with refrigerating appliances, 
and our sheep takes its place among 
thousands of others, some of the boats 
lining fitted to carry aa many aa 70,000 
carcaaaes at one time.

There are 88 vessels engaged in the 
trade, capable of transporting 6,700,000 
sheep per annum. Arrived in the 
Thames, the bargee come alongside the 
vessel, and the sheep ia transferred to a 
cold storage station. Here it may lie for 
weeks or for months if necessary, sn 
that—an important commercial advau 
tage—there ie no necessity for immedi­
ate sale on a depressed market.—Good 
Words.
