none of them was seriously hurt.

Musik was found to all appearances
dead in his bed, and after an exami-
pation Dr. Knight pronounted life ex-
tinct. The coroner, however, Wwas
not quite satisfied with the story that
reached him, and possibly suspecting
foul play sent Inspector MacDonald
with a constable to get evidence
While watching by the body the offic-
er thought he detected a slight move-
ment of the blankets. On this being
repeated Dr. Bergcovitch was sgm-
moned just before midnight and made
an examination. All the usual tests
showed entire absence of reflex ac-
tion of muscles and breathing. Sus
pecting the man might be suffering
from cranial pressure causing what
is known as cheynestokes, or sus-
pended breathing the physician drew
off some blood serum from the spinal
canal with the result that reflex ac-
tion returned, and with some care
the man was on his feet by morning.

REORGANIZING THE EXPERIMENTAL FARMS.
One of the first problems which Hon. Martin Burrell,

the Minister of Agriculture, tackled when he took office
was the reorganization of the Dominion’s system of ex-
perimental farms. He found the farms were in many
cases run down, the barns were out of repair, the farms
were not up-to-date, they were not proving of value to the
agriculturist, they were net in other words real experi-
mental farms, where farm problems could be worked out
snd solved.

A VISITOR FAOM PORTO
RIGO HERE ON HOLIDAY

San ‘Juan Lawyer Says that
City Has Made Great Pro-
gress Since Close of Spen-
ish-American War,

A vigitor to the city yesterday was
W. B. Pettinglll, a prominent lawyer
of Ban Juan, Porto Rico, who with his
wife, a native of Nova Scotia, Is spend-
ing a vacation in the Maritime Prov-
inces. Speaking of conditions in the
island, Mr, Pettingill sald its indus
tries had developed rapidly since the
war, and that the island was now do-
ing a large trade with the United
States. The output of sugar has ris-
en from about 60,000 to 350,000 tons
per year; the coffee plantations have
been considerably enlarged, and a
good deal of progress has been made
in the development of the fruit indus-
try, especially in the raising of
oranges and grape fruit.

San Juan, once one of the most pic.

qQue. towns in Spanish America,
and replete with historic interest, has
been considerably modernized, New
deep water docks have been construct-
ed, Many of the old type of business
bulldings have disappeared to make
room for modern structures, and re-
cently a department store was estab-
Hshed by & Spanish company. The
city has a population of about 45,000,
and is growing steadily, as owing to
its harbor facilities, it handles most
of the trade of the island, Its street
railway is controlled by Canadian cap-
ital, and the Royal Bank of Canada
and the Bank of Nova Scotla have
branches there.

Speaking of the presence of the pla-
gue in the island, Mr. Pettingill gaid
it looked larger from a distance than
cloge at hand.

to immediate damage is the knowl-
edge that the crop is late and there-
fore liable to a greater degree of dam-
age than in years of average maturi-
ty. While general sentiment could
not be termed bullish on the aver
age it is yet far from bearish and the
market still seems more responsive
to bullish influences.

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AN EXPLORER DISCOVERS RACE
"OF BLONDE ESQUIMAUX IN NORTH

Seattle, Wash, Sept. 13.—Vilhjal
mar Ste son, after spending more
than four years in Arctic exploration
has returned to Seattle by steame
from Nome, Alaska, and told of his
probable discovery of the descendants
of the Scandinavian colonists of
Greenland, who were last heard of in
1414 abd who, when trade with Green-
land was resumed In the 17th century,
had disappeared. Stefansson and his
companion, Dr. R, M. Anderson, of
Forest City, lo., made a valuable zoo-
logical and ethnological collection,
which is now on the steam whaler Bel-
vedere, with Dr. Anderson, and will
arrive in San Franclsco the first week
in November on the way to the Ameri-
can Museum of Natural History, New
York. Stefansson will leave for New
York tonight.

Stefansson reports Dr. Anderson in
perfect health. The Belvedere is now
whaling off Wrangel Island, Siberia.
During more than four years Stefans-
son and Anderson were together only
nine months, as they could cover
more ground by ‘separating.

Stefansson and Anderson went to
the Arctic in 1908 by way of Winni-
peg, Edmonton and down the Mac-
kenzie River to its mouth. They were
bound for Coronation Gulf. a region
marked on Canadian maps ag unin-
habited, and which they had been
warned to avold, Stefansson spent the
first wintér at the mouth of Colville
River, Alaska; the second at Cape
Parry; the third on Coronation Gulf
and Victoria Land, and the fourth at
Cape Parry.

On leaving the Arctic he made a

ieisurely. journey along with a 'dog
team fiom Cape Parry ta Point Bar-
row, 1664 miles, visiting all the Eski-

mo seft’ements along the coast,. He
left Parry March 22 and reached Point
Barrow June 13. The expedition made
its headquarters for collecting at Bails
ey Island, a resort of whaling vessels
east from the Mackenzie River, and
here the aterial gathered was placed
on the Belvedere, It will not be un:
packed until it arrives at the New
York museum,

The feature of the collection, from
a popular standpoint, comprises the
skins, skulls and leg bones of 19
barren ground grizzly bears ready for
mounting. Only ‘one barren . ground
grizzly is in any museum. ‘It ‘#s su-
posed that bears of two: species are
in the collection. The barren ground
grizzly attains a weight of 700 Ibs.
Dr. Anderson found pottery farther
east than ever before known and also
grass baskets, ’

Of the so-called white Eskimos of
Coronation Gulf, Stefansson sald:

“They were taller than the Green-
land Eskimos, but not so tall as those
of Alaska. They ' spoke Eskimo,
though I thought 1 detected some

. Norse words, and’ they iived in the

typical Eskimo way. I visited thir-
teen groups of these people, who num-
bered probably two thousand, and
saw one thousaud of them. Ten of
these groups of tribes had never come
into contact with whites and had not
even g tradition of them." Two tribes
had tradition of-the 8ir John Franklin
expedition.  ABSW ‘mut dne tribe
had seen Richardson in 1848, and an
old man.in another.tribe had seen
Collinson in 1853,

The thirteenth tribe had been vis-
ited by whalers.

“Between the country of the blond
Eskimos and the Mackenzie is a bar
ren strip three hundred miles wide,
which is never crossed by Eskimos.
The Eskimos west of the strip have
no knowledge of Eskimos to the east.
Those to the east know there are
western Eskimos, but believe them to
be cannibals. Musk ox, polar bears
and seals are abundant and the blond
Eskimos live well. Many of them
have eyes as blue as my own and very
blonde eyebrows are a rule, A great
many of them have sandy or red
beards. They have no tradition of
their ancestry. On Victoria Land
are a number of stone houses, but the
blonde Eskimos shun them, saying
they were bullt by spirits who In-
habited the country before men came.
1 was unable to gather statistics of
blue eyes, for when the blue-eyed
persons found I was seeking them
they avoided me, not understanding
what I wished. However, I took
cephalistic measurements of a large
number of the males, and I found that
the facial index was the same as that
of the Eskimos—Scandinavian half-
bleods of Greenland, and not' typically
Eskimo.

“T made note of the tribe visited by
Collinson in 1853. He wrote that it
numbered three hundred persons.
There are mow 2290 and all are in
good health. On the other hand, Dr.
Richardson in 1848 found two thou-
sand Eskimos between the Macken-
zie River amd Bailey Island. These
Bskimos have been in contact with
whites and only forty persons sur-
vive, and they are diseased.”

While they retain few of the cus-
toms of the Norsemen who were lost
from Iceland in the twelfth century,
thelr méthod of livivng is entirely
different. The conditions under
which they live are of the most primi-
tive sort. No vegetation, &xcept moss
and & few stunted willows, grows
in their habitat. They are mest and
fish eaters.  The island -abounds with
caribon and the sea with seal! and
other fauna. They use bows made of
willow bound together with ‘sinews
and their arrows are ‘tipped with
flint and nativecopper; Wiieh is pried
out of ledges or found i stream beds
on the mainland. Their knives fre
made of copper, with ¥orn handles,
and made in much the same manner
as implements were made by the ear-
ly Norsemen Wwho inhabited Green-
land, ¢

Like nearly every savage tribe they
have & legend of a flood which a
long time ago devasted the world.
This' legend, anthropologists say, is
universal among savage tribes and
therefore canndot be regprded as
proof that this particular tribe is des-
cended from Christian forefathers.
Professor Stefanson accounts for
their existence by the fact that in
the year 982 Greenland was discover-
ed and settled by three th d Isl

lished a colony, built fourteen
churches, two monasteries, a nun-
nery and other structures, the ruins
of which are still standing.

These people crossed to the coast
of America for timber. There were
no Eskimos at this time, either in
Greenland or Newfoundiand. The
Norsemen settled in two colonies, one
on the north and one on the south of
Newfoundland. In the fourteenth cen-
tury Eskimos came from the north
and exterminated the morth settle-
ment. Their record was complete till
1441, when the Black Plague scourg-
ed Europe and for two centuries com-
munication between Newfoundland
and the old country was cut off,

When communication was restored
the people of the second settlement
were missing. Their graveyards,
butidings and other adjuncts of their
semi-civilization were found., The
theory was formed that the people
had drifted to a settlement further
west across the narrow straits, where
they intermingled with Eskimos,
whom they took along with them to
the island on which their descendants
make their headquarters,

They still use the bone needles
that were invented by their forefath-
érg, and many of their methods of
life are similar to that of their pro-
genitors. Different environment, a
more rigoroug climate and a lack of
vegetation, however, has changed
many of their usages. They are a mi-
gratory people, never remaining lon-
ger' than a few weeks in the same
place,, When they moved Stefanson
#nd- bis associates moved with them.
They. never live on the coast itself,
and it was for this reason that
Amundsen failed to discover them
when he salled past their island.

In the winter time they settle on
the ice in the centre of a bay and
hunt seal. In the summer they go to
the centre of the island, where they
eat the caribou which there abound
in'thousands. Once in a great time they
capture one of the rare specimens of
Barren Land bear. Their houses are
mgde of snow, with a roof of drift-
wood which on rtare occasions Is
found on the coast. The stray frag-
ments of wood are highly prized.

Furs furnish their clothing. Their
shoes are cut to come well up to the
thighs. Here it is met by a kind of
underskirt which reaches to the waist.
The coat is fashioned in almost pre-
cjsely the same manner as the full
dress coat worn at inaugural balls by

their civilized brothers. It cuts off at
@ sharp angle ju#t above the walst
line and a long tail dlvided into two
pleces hangs down behind. The
whole outfit is strapped together by
means of thongs and buttons made
from raw hide and bone.

None of the natives had ever seen
a sulphur match or a rifle. One
tribe expressed surprise when Ste-
tansson killed a caribou with a rifle
at a distance of more than 1,000
yards. They told him of a wonderful
man who had once lived in that coun-
try who had a bow and arrow that
would shoot over a mountain and kill
a deer or a bear on the other side.

Stefansson ascribes the success of
his expedition to the fact that he took
no food supply but went into the
country wih his rifie. He lived like
the Eskimos and spent much of the
time among them. Stefansson believes
that Hubert Darrell, an Englishman
of good family, who disappeared
while on the Arctic shores east of
the Mackenzie River, is dead.

“In September, 1909,” sald he,
“Darrell went to a whaling vessel
that was wintering at Bailey Island.
Darrell was alone and was pulling &
sled. This way of travelling was not
sa foolhardy as it seems. A man
alone in the Arctic is in peril only
when he is overtaken by accident or
sickness. Then he is helpless and
must perish. Om leaving the whaler
Darrell went southwest to Liverpool
Bay, where his camp was. Hskimos
saw him when he went back to his
camp, but they did not see him when
he left again and they do not know in
what direction he went. He told the
Eskimos that he would return the
next year to buy furs. Thig was his
purpose of exploring the coast to learn
of the trading possjbilities.

“Darrell may have goné west along
the coast or south up the Anderson
River toward Fort Good Hope. As it
was known he intended to go to Daw-
son, I think he went west toward
McPherson.

“Last winter an Eskimo from Balley
Island went up Anderson River and
found a blazed tree with writing on
the blaze. He told me What he had
found*and promised me that next year
he would cut down the tree and bring
the section containing the writing
to Bailey Island. I think the writing
wae that of an Indian and not of Dar-
rell. The priests of Fort Good Hope
have taught the Indians to write.”

Pekin, Sept. 13.—The Shakal Sei
Suku, or Soclal Police, a Japanese
publieation, has just printed a Te
markable article directed against the
United States from the pen of Count
Itagaki, who was the originator of
the Japanese parliamentary system.

from differences of customs and man-
ners. The crux of the labor problem
is that free competition is a disadvan-
tage to the American laborer and the
complications and trouble that have
arisen are the result of political med-
dling. Ambitious politicians have agi-
tated these questions to win the favor
of voters.

“Many people in western countries
believe it to be next to impossible to
get a Japanese to change his ways.
Certain papers say that, this being the
case, it is useles to attempt co-opera-
tion with our people. Who would have
imagined when Commodore Perry
fifty years ago came to our shores
that in less than fifty years extra
territoriality would be abolished, that
Japah would take rank among the na-
tions and grapple with Russia and
win a co®Plete victory over her?
This has been a time of rapid progress
while foreigners have noticed
marked differences in manners and
customs and, seeing little change in
this respeet, have entertained doubt
as to the progress of our soclety.
While it cannot be denied there is a
foundation for this view, from the
Japanese standpoint the transforma-
tions in the customs of the people
are astonishing. When we compare
the former with the present we can-
not escape the feeling that we live
in a different world.

“Recognized by World.”

“On account of our victory over the
Russians the world has recognized
that we have made great progress, yet
the world will not acknowledge our
claim that society has made progress
and our customs have improved. The
fact that so great a war could be suc-
cessfully waged is proof that our peo-
ple have been benefited by their stud.
ies in science and refutes the super-
flelal accusation that we are an in-
ferior people.

“We have no claims to present to
America, except free access to the lab-
or market, our right to have a free
hand in the economic development of
the country, that they lay aside their
racial prejudices, that they discard
the views that America belongs to
themselves alone. Let thém recognize
that it is common property and for the
common convenience of the entire hu-
man race, We only put forth the
claim that heaven has decreed that ev-

It is' desirable that in so far as pos-
sfble the ‘direction of affairs shall be
centered in St. Johns, where a closer
supervision of affalrs can be had and
where there is local pride and inter-
est in baving the misgions well man-
aged.

« One of theé results that it is hoped
to attain under the new scheme of
organization is economy in buying. At
present the purchasing of supplies I8
done in small quantities and often
injudiciously and expensively. If the
buying were done by persons familiar
with local conditions and experienced
in that line of work, much money
might be saved and better value ob-
tained for the cash expended. The
physi¢ians who now have to do cleric-
al work could be relleved of it, for
the general good of the service.

In all the recent criticism of the
missions no breath of blame attaches
to Dr. Grenfell. He {3 admittedly not

a business man; he fs an enthusiast |

and a man whose confidence it is hard
to shake., . He trusted thoroughly the
lieutenant who betrayed his faith and
when after his arrest, Dr. Grenfell
was loath to prosecute him, but the
business men who are back of the
association felt that public confidence

total exceeded $1,200, the larger part
of which has been refunded. It is ex-
pected that the entire amount will be
replaced. It is also belleved that it
was the only actual dishonesty con-
nected with the mission, whatever
other unsatisfactory conditions exist
being due to inadequate supervision
of detalls:

“We want to be able to show the
contributors what part of their dollar
goes to the persons for whom it Is
intended; that is, what percentage of
it has to be paid for collecting it.
We don’t promise to show how much
conversion costs a head, as one con-
tributor asked us to do, but the other
thing 1s feasible,” said Mr. Ashdown.

He admitted that some of' the
tharges made against the inadequacy
of the hospital service might be true.

Hats Used Now
Less Than Ever

Question Whether in the Days

to Come All Will Go Bare-
headed is Discussed.

(From the Boston Herald.)

Under the title “The Passing of the
Hat,” a French newspaper comments
in the number of men who go bare-
headed in the streets of the fashion-
able watering places of Europe. It
describes this custom as coming from
America and as an outgrowth of the
athletic developments here,

Many persons on this side have also
noted how general it has become in
the warm months for women to travei
in street cars and other public places
without head covering, With men the
practice is somewhat less marked.
One well known Boston physician,
howe\“)r, customarily carries his hat
in his® bhand through the summer
months, “so as not to look queer,”
but rarely wears it. The students at
Dartmouth College walk about Han-
over hatlegs at all seasons, a custom
which is said to have beneficial ef-
fects in warding off colds not unlike
the hardening which is claimed for the
barefooted baby.

It the world should ever decide to
get along without the wearing of hats.
even in the summer time—the um-
brella and sunshade serving when-
ever necessary for protection against
rain and sun—one very. considerable
source of outlay in money and effort
would be cut off. The human race
could doubtless get along just about
as well without the hat, but the same
might be said ‘of countless other
things, large and small, like ,the row
of buttons on the outer edge of one'’s|
coat gleeves. But man is not govern-
ed by economic motives, He rarely
pursues those courses of action which
are indisputably the easiest, measur-
ed in human energy and so in cost, If
he did he would use sugar of a light
vellow, elimipating the last processes
of refinement, which both cost money
and lessen the sweetening quality of
the product. He would abandon the|
shaving habit and countless other
practices.

It is therefore useless te expect him
to give up the hat, .a8 the French
journal believes he is doing, merely
because it is rarely necessary. Some
stronger motive than that must be be-
hind any such change. Whether fash-
ion, the real dictator, is moving in that
direction remains for the future to
disclose. It is evident that both men
and women now regard it as less in-
cumbent on them to wear head cover-
ing in public places than they did one
© rtwo decades ago. The hat is al-
ready rated as less necessary, but not
yet officially declared as unnecessary.

To what an astonishing
extent it has become symbolical! But
even this will not alone hold it in use.

of the testimony of Mrs. Wenssel
Triber, off No. 1,422 Hull street, in the
Southern Police Court when her hus-
band was arrested for tearing a hole
in a picture his wife had bought
through her “extravagance.”

According to Mrs. Triber, the fami-
1y’s $17 each week is expended as fol-
lows:—

Deposited in savings bank .. .. $10.00
Spending money for the bread-

Of the $5 set aside for the house-
hold, said the wife. she provides one
case of beer, pays the family insur-
ance, her husband's carfare, part of
the rent, instalments on furniture,
clothes herself and furnishes food for
the family.

The ability of the Tribers in getting
away from the Increased cost of liv-
ing was exposed when the husband,
Wenssel Triber, a German baker, was
arraigned on the charge of assaulting
his wife.

Mrs. Triber was the complainant.
She testified that they have been
marrled for five months and that the
family bankroll is distributed as stat-
ed above. She told of the many things
with which she provided the home
with her $5 a week and finally worked
down to the trouble which brought
about their appearance in the Police
Court.

She said Triber was dissatisfled
with the quantity and guality of food
provided by his thrifty wife and when
she became so extravagant as to buy
a pieture with money that he thought
should have gone into the’ providing
of a better larder he vented his spleen
Yy kicking his foot through the of-
fending “‘chromo.”

Theg he grasped hig wife by the
arm and asked her ‘what she was do-
ing with her money"—and that was
the last straw.

Justice Levinson “gave it up” When
he heard the testimony, and with a
few words of counsel to the offended
Triber, dismissed the charge aghinst
him.

‘ﬁ(‘ent'e that visits itself upon no oth
| er monarch of the earth. Oriental
splendor, pomp and ceremony in their
very essence invest his rule. His peo-
ple all but deify him. To them he isg
the connecting link between God and |

man, He is the embodiment of the|
spirit of Japan. He has thirty palaces
to live in. The respect his subjects
must hold him in is awe-inspiring.

They may not so much as mention his

name during his lifetime. To say “Yo-
shihito” is a sacrilege amongst Japan-
ese. He must be referred to as The |
Emperor. \When the title is pslnwdi

capital letters must be used, as must
the pronouns referring to him.

Not even the greatest among his
subjects may presume to address him,
In his presence the greatest must
lower their eyes. He may be addres-
séd only through members of the im-

perial household. At state banquets
he will sit alone on a raised dais and
none may presume to eat until he
has finished Millions of his subjects

bow at the mere mention of his title

Unless he break through precedent he |
will be the most unapproachable man |
in the world, which means a s;;lemll«l}
isolation throughout his life i

The question of whether he is per-
sonally popular can affect is station
little. His subjects believe him de- |
scended from the gods. He is the 123d |
sovereign of his line, tracing the roval |
descent back to 60 years before the)|
time of Christ. As Emperor he is in»i
trenched in the intense idealism and |
mysticism of his people. |

But there is another side to the pic-|
ture. The modern spirit that made its|
impress upon old Japan in the last de-|
cade or two found lodgment with Yos-|
hihito long before he had any thought |
of becoming a monarch. He learned |
European ways received a European|
education, developed a fancy for Euro-|
pean athletics. As two other sons in-|
tervened between him and the throne, |
he developed into an Intensely human |
young man, with many associations |
working at school without favor or|
special consideration, He wedded u‘
merely royal woman with a fondness |
for European things, particularly for|
tennis. |

Now, at 32, in the prime of his }'nurhl
he must give up those things in al
large measure and sacrifice himself to |
the splendid isolation and the pomp
that are the emperor's lot. Hig imper-
ial functions are limited, although the
modern spirit has made it possible
for him to read war orders and ad-
ministrative reports when he so de-|
sires, That, with ceremony, prayer at
the shrine of his. forefathers and an
occasional review of his troops, must
make up his new life.

In its superficial moods the world
has been inclined to look upon all
rulers of nations as beings upon whom
fate has lavished here most bewitch-
ing smiles. In time we may come to
see these monarchs, or many of them,
as unhappy individuals who have been
required to sacrificé themselves on the
altar of a national fancy and who are
destined to a life of repression, isola-
tion and hollowness. An occasional
peep behind the royal curtains be-
trays a sombre truth. A fleeting vision
of tragedy was caught by the world
when King George reluctantly ‘gave
