We have little respect for the sys-
tem of making nominations that pre-
vails in St. John, and we are surprised
that an effort at reformation is not
made. The meeting of Monday evening,
called on the C'reular system- recently
practiced by the “Reformers,” was a
pretty fair representation of the various
sections of the constituency and the dif-
ferent classes of voters. There were
men of all trades, religious creeds, and

Its
crooked courses have been found so pro-
fitable, we suppose, that it cannot be
held loyally to any princivle or any
party.

A Chapter of Mining Hllt_ory.
The readers of Provincial journals are
often entertained with extracts from the
" mining literature of the States, and
seldom serve up the materials that lie
around loose nearer home. Except
when a new mine is discovered, a
company formed, a pic-nic held at the
works, or some facts come out 1n refer-
ence to Hon. Alex. Mackenzie’s silver
mine grab 1n Ontario, we hear nothing
about our mines. One concern—The
Albert Mining Company—has been so
totally neglected by the press that its’
existence had been forgotten when its
name appeared on the records of the
Supreme Court as defendant in the case
of Spurr vs. The Albert Mining Co., a
case in which judgment was given
against the defendant last Saturday.
This Company has a secret history, of
course, as what mining company has
not? A portion of the history of this
corporation is worth telling for its own
sake, and will prove of especial interest
to those who think of taking stock in a
concern that is controlled by one or two
large owners.
More than half of the stock of the
Albert Mining Co., at the opening of
our story, 1864, was controlled by W. H..
Newman, of New York. The proxies for
his shares were held by the Messrs.
Gilbert, of this city, who owned a few
shares of their own. So Mr. H. Gilbert
was elected President with a " salary of
$2,000, and Mr. S. Schofield became
_Secretary with a salary of $800, and
a bye-law was adopted providing that
no business could be transacted at any
meeting at which more than ovne
half the stock of the Company was not
represented. At the next annual meeting
the Messrs. Gilbert did not produce the
proxies they held for the shares owned
by Mr. Newman, and the meeting was
adjourned under the bye-law. Every
year thereafter the same farce was play-
ed, the Annual General Meeting ad-
journing without getting any statement
from the officers of the Company, with-
out electing new officers, without doing
anything at all. Year after year the
shareholders met and .djonrned as ig-
norant of the affairs of the Company as

the Premier.

The dectrine, inculcated by some, of the
unimportance of the praceedings of the
Local Legislature, had been adopted by
them to their sorrow. Picture the per-
plexity of President and Secretary.
* The proxies, go for the proxies,”; said
one brother to the other as soon as the
power of speech returned: ¢ Where are

they?” helplessly -asked the recipient of

the order. " As the proxies had not been
used since 1864 the place of their deposit
was almost forgotten, but one of the
brothers finally recollected that they were
in C. W. Wetmore’s safc. One
went for the proxies, therefore,
while the other presided over tne
meeting, read the minutes of the
last meeting (1864) and. ground his
teeth at the tactics of the small share-
holders. But the key of the safe could
not be got, as it was in the pocket of an
absent man. A sharcholder insisted ona
statement of the affairs of the company
being read, and an election of directors
held Messrs. Gilbert asked an adjonrn-
ment. The majority of the shareholders
insisted on proceeding to business, and
the President and Secretary gathered up
the books and papers ‘and cleared out.
Then those who were left behind elect-
ed themselves directors, and declared a
dividend of $10 a share on the six thous-
and shares of stock. At a subsequent
meeting of thedirectors Mr. J. I. Fellows
was chosen Pres. and Mr. H. L. Sturdee

Secretary.. The Gilberts would not ac-
knowledge the validity of the transac-:
tion, and refused to give up the books
-andspapers of the company..  The man-
ager at the mine also refused to obey,the -

orders of the new officers  President
Fellows took precautionary steps to
prevent any of the company funds being
drawn by the ousted officers, and one of
the stockholders, Mr. Spurr, brought
suit against him and his associates for
the dividend that had been declared.. The
suit would, of course, determine whether
Mr. Fellows and his associates had been
lawfully electe® directors of the com-
pany, and, therefore, a guo warranto
was applied for in the interests of the
ousted officers, and refused. Then a

motion was made to set aside the writ

on the ground that.those against whom
is was directed were not the legal of-
ficers of the company. This motion
was refused last Saturday, the judgment
being a virtual recognition of the new
Board of Directors.

George Red Granité Co. was contracted
with for pillars with which to adorn the
front.

The records of the Eountry showed
there had been a steady increase in trade
and commerce. In exports there had
been an increase in 1873 over 1872 of
eleven millions of dollars. The Finance
Minister informed them that in the first
eight months of the current year there
was ‘a- further inceease of three mil-
lions. Did such a condition as that
justify the Finance Minister in such
gloomy statements? Cartwright had
stated there.was a falling off in imports.
He (Tupper) showed that such falling off
had not affected the revenue, as in the
first nine months of the current year there
was an increase of revenae of one mil-
lion dollars. He then took up the second
point, and was showing the impossibility
of the alleged decficit when the Speaker
rose and called him to order on the
ground that he was anticipating .a dis-
cussion on the tariff.

The House discussed till recess the re-
ports of the comnittee on the prohibitory
petitions. It recommended taking steps
to procure information rejpet:ﬂﬂg the
working of the Maine liquor law.

An amendment. was moved declaring
the necessity 'of passing a prohibitory
law. The question of order was raised
on the ground that the motion affected
the revenne. Dr. Tupper hoped the
Speaker would take time to consider be-
fore giving his decision. The public sen-
timent was generally aroused by the
temperance question in all'the Provinces,
and, the people must have some method
of expressing in part. = The decision of
the Speaker would establish a precedent
in the master, therefore it should becare-
fully considered.

The Speaker agreed with this view,and
would like time for consideration.

In reply to Mr. Costigan the Premier
stated that about 87000 wowld be spent
deepening the St. John rivér, near the
fnouth of the Oromocto. The remaining
$7000 might be spent above Fredericton,
but no money would be expended above
navigatior.

Mr. Domville wanted information about
the grant for new examining warehouscs
at St. John, and the Premier said it was
& warehouse for goods coming by rail.

Mr. Davies wanted information about
he Prince Edward Island lighthouse.
Twelve were promised by the late Gov-
ernment before their resignation.

The Premier replied that the Govern-
ment would do what was necessary to
promote the pablic interest. He spoke
sneeringly of the industry of the late
Ministry in passing orders in Council at
the last moment for these lighthouses.

Mr. Mitchell said that as soon as the
Island entered the Union steps were
taken to extend to it the same vigorous
policy of properly lighting the coasts as
had been followed out all through the
Dominion. The late Government intend-
ed constructing nine lighthouses, every
one of which was absolutely necessary to
sdfe navigation. .

Mr. McLeod regretted to sce such a
small sum in the estimates for the im-
provement of Richibucto harbor. It was
an important harbor and, should rcceive
more attention. - He would like to know
if any part of the sum in the estimates
was under contract.

The Premlier was not sure, but would
enquire.

Mr. Smith said arrangements were
completed for the construction of a Ma-
rine Hospital for Westmoreland.

M#. Mitchell asked if the amount in
the estimates for the construction of a
Marine Hospital at D. lhousie would be
expended for that purpose.

The Prewmier was not sure. The Gov-
ernment would consider it.

This means that he will wait to see how
Mr. Moffat votes.

. Mr. Mitchell could not see the pro-
priety of the Government asking for
money they did not mean to expend.

Mr. Domville wanted to know how the
$40,000 for the improvement of St. John
harbor would be spent.

The Premier said it would be expended
in building a breakwater at Sand Point.

Mr. Mitchell presented a petitiop fromn
Northumberland women asking a Prohi-
bitory Law.

After the passage of several formal
Government resolutions, Mr. Cartwright
moved that the House go into a Commit-
tee of Ways and Means. He warned the
House not to be misled by the arguments
of the Opposition, which would be based
on the enormous receipts for the first 20
days in April, which amounted to nearly
$3,000,000. (Opposition cheers.) This
amount could not be used fairly in calcu-
lating the revenue of the whole year. ; He
then came te the Tariff question. The
Government would adhere in the main to
the Tariff, but were willing to consult
the wishes of the House and supporters
by sltering some of the details. The first
modification was that articles of luxury
pay 16§ per cent., as at first arrapsed.
will hereafter pay a uniform daty gt 174
per cent. Duty on tea would be reduced
to 4 cents on green and 3 cents on black;
on ships’ materials, the duty would be
remoyed from cables,anchors,iron masts,
wire rigging,copper sheathing and metal.
Daty is also taken from pig . iroqn, and the
extra 25 per cent. added to .other iron

paying 5 per cent. is removed. On cheap
wines the duty is reduced to 80 cents per

‘gallon; or wine costing more than 40
cents per gallon,and not.containing more
than 20 per cent. of alcohol, medium
grades, will pay 80 cents pergallon; while
on sparkling wines the old duty of §8 per
dozen will be imposed. The increased
duty indicated will raise an additional re-
venue of $300,000, to be applied in modi
fying the duty on the articles named.
The sugar tax is removed, and remains
asbefore. (Cheers.) Consideringevery-
‘thing, the Government now considered
that the tariff would be satisfactory to the
country. !

Dr. Tupper replied. He said he had
been charged with aundacity the other day
when he called in question the correct-
nessof the Finance Minister's statements,
and pointed out the injustice of the tariff;
but his (Tupper’s) position was sustained
to-day. He was pained at the humiliat-
ing position of the Finance Minister and
the Government, after disturbing the en-
tire trade of the country, to have now to
abandon their position, to reconstruct
the tariff and adopt the views advanced
by the Opposition. In doing this the
Government now admitted before the
House and the "country that they had
framed a tariff whick could not be justi-
fled, and which, in most points, they were
compelled to abandon. He showed that
there was no deficit, and that the reve-
nue of this year exceeded the estimates by
$500,000. There was asurplus from the pre-
vious year of $1,700,000, and there was on
hand $400,000 of a sinking fund for the
Tntercolonial Railway. Adding these
sums to the revenue of the year brought
1t up to $28,899,000. This would leave a
surplus on ihe first of July next of near-
1y $200,000. (Cheers.) By Cartwright’s
statement the revenue for the first nine
months of the year would be $16,000,000,
and the expenditure over 15,000,000,
leaving a balante of nearly $200,000,
while the last three months would show
a farther excess of revenue. The whole
receipts of 1873-4 exceeded those of 1872-3
by nearly $8,000,000. The Finance Min-
ijster had estimaged that the expenditure
in working the Government railways for
the current year, over the revenue,would
be $1,400,000. This estimate was un-
justifiable, as shown by the fact that last
year, when there were unprecedented
storms, when extensive repairs were
made, the expenditure on these railways

. exceeded the revenue only by $700,000.

After recess Dr. Tupper continued a
masterly speech, exposing the fallacies of
the flnancial statement, defending the
policy of the late administration, and
showing that $3,000,000 of additional
taxation was entirely unnecessary unless
to meet prospective extravagance.

Mr. Cartwright replied, reiterating the
charges of extravagance against the late
Government, showing that Mr. Tilley had
warned the House that additional tax-
ation would be required. He (Cart-
wright) held that our credit would event-
ually stand better in the British market
by a correct statement of our affairs be-
ing made than if we tried to keep up a
false appearance. He admitted indirect-
1y that there was not an actual deficit,
but the increased taxation would be made
necessary by increased expenditure
in different directions. He defended his
course in reconstructing the tariff, after
having decided upen it, by showing that

other Finance Ministers have done tle
same. He sat down without referring
60 the leadiug arguments of Dr. Tupper.

Mr. Holton followed in a violent per-
sonal attack upon Dr. Tupper. He said
that considering the circumstances under
which the late Ministry were expelled
from office, Dr. Tupper shoild not have
had the audacity to criticize the flnanc:
statement. He (Holton) did not attempt
to answer any of Tupper's arguments,
but claimed the indulgence of the House
for the Finance Minister on account of

his short experience in the office, and he
hoped the House would not demand any
further changes in the tariff.

OTTAWA, May 1.

The debate on the reconstructed tariff
continued till 2.30 ¢ is mworning, wlen

the res:ﬂutions embodyling the alterations ]
were. passed through the ' committee.
Not one who spoke on the Ministerial
side attempted to answer Dr. Tupper’s
statements of the actual financial‘condi-
tion®of the country. They fell back on
Pacific Scandal and the faults of the late
Government.

Mr. Domville reviewed the Tariffin a
caustic and effective speech, showing
how the Tariff discriminated against the '
Maritime Provinces. Black tea was

mainly used in the lower Provinces and

green tea in Ontario, yet black tea was

taxed higher in proportion to its value

than green. Two-thirds of the molasses

brought into the Dominion was entered

at Maritime ports and paid duty there.

Ontario used syrup instead of molasses,

and. consequently, had no tax to pay.

The ship tax would amount to nearly one

dollar per ton. Most of the ships were

being built by contract for fixed sums,

and every cent of  taxation was dead

loss to the builders.| He did not thank

the Government for modifying the tariff.

They were compelled to_do it. He de-

nounced the tax on machinery and pud-

deled bars. A manufacturing company

recently started in a Lower Province

would now have to pay a tax of ten per

cent. on $10,000 worth of machinery they

had ordered. Puddled bars—the raw

material used here in manufacturing iron

was also taxed. ~ This was neither free

trade nor protection. He tound that last

year six and & half millions of railroad

jron and fish plates came in ‘tree..
These could be manufactared in

Canada, but taxing raw material and tax-

ing the machinery to manufacture it
would paralyze any effort of manufac-

turers. This was the Reformed metbod

of fostering native industry.

Mr. Blake here interrupted Mr. Dom-
ville with cries of ‘‘Question.”

Mr. Domville -No one supposes you
know anything about this question. .

Mr. Blake—And Iam notlearning any-
thing.

Mr. Domville—And I am quite sure you
never will. (Great laughter.)

Mr. Domville concluded with pointing
out, in a merciless manner, the ignorance
of Mr. Cartwright 'of the general busi-
ness of the country, and his incompe-
tence to deal with its finances. -

Mr. Gillmor defended the tariff as it
originally stood. The Finance Minister’s
statement was lucid and masterly. Ship-
building should pay a tax as well as other
things. He had unbounded confidence in
the honesty and ability of the Govern-

ment.

At 1.80 Mr. Palmer asked for an ad-~
journment of the debate, as several wish-
ed to speak.

The Premicr refused.

Mr. Palmer spoke atlength, amid many
interfuptions. He continued and con-
firmed Dr. Tupper's arguments that there
was no deficit, and ably pointed out the
unequal manner in which the tariff oper-
ated.

The House adjourned at 2.30.

OTTAWA, May 1st.

Mr. Pickard introduced a bill incor-
porating the St. John Railway Bridge
Company.

Hon. Mr. Smith introduced a bill
amending the Act for the management
of the Marine and Fisheries Department.

The House went into committce on a
bill extending the Fisheries Act to
British Colufibia and Frince Edward
Island. :

Several other minor Governmeat mea-
sures also advanced a stage.

On the motion for a sccond reading of
the tariff resolutions, Hon. Mr. Mitchell
said the modifications made were good as
far as they went. He desired they should
gofurther.bat knew the Government were
powerful enough to oppose any further
improvement. He deprecated in strong
terms the tea tax as burdensome to the
working classes. He approved of the
increased taxation of champagne and all
luxuries. He regretted that the Govern-
ment continued the tax on canvas and
 cordage which would embarrass fishing
{nterests., He denied the necessity for
increased taxation, and desired to enter
his protest against taxing the necessaries
of life and embarrassing in any way our
shipping orfishing enterprises. (Cheers).

_After a number of speeches Mr. Palmer
entered into an elaborate argument,show-
ing that the Maritime Provinces already
paid a greater amount proportionally
into the zevenue, and that the present
tarift further discriminated against us.

Hon. A. J. Smich replied in defence of
the tariff. As a shipowner, and having
to expend money in purchasing vessels
he did not think the tax was unfair.

Mr, Forbes opposed the shipping tax
and warned the Government against em-
barrassing this interest.

Mr. Domville gave further reasons why
the tariff ‘was injudicious and unjust to
the Maritime Provinces.

- After recess & number of private bills
passed, and the tariff debate was re-

sumed.

Mr. Gillmor again defended the ship-
ping tax, and protested against the sec-
tional cries. The opposition to the tariff
was only a political dodge. .

Mr. Davies opposed the shipping tax,
and denied that the entrance of Prince
Edward Island intoConfederation brought
any additional burden upon  the Do-
minion. .

Mr. Killam showed that shipping in
Nova Scotia had increased under all kinds
of tariffis. He defended the present tax.
The shipping interest could well bear it.

Mr. McLeod (Kent) expressed his ap-
proval of the tariff as amended. As first
prepared it created general dissatisfac-
tion. Under the amended tariff the tax
would not exceed 20 cents per ton on
shipping. = On principle, however, he
thought this interest should be left unfet-
tered, for the more prosperous it was the
larger number of people were employed
and greater quantity of dutiable goods
was consumed. As a whole, the amended
t%riﬂ‘ was acceptable to the Maritime peo-
ple.
Mr. Goudge thought the amendecd tar-
iff, as it affected shipping, would not be
burdensome. but it was a discriminating
tax, and indicated a retrogressive policy.
Under the tariff, alinost every industry
was protected, while a step has been
taken towards embarrassing this enter-
prise.

The amended resolmtions were then con-
curred in, and the bill based upon them
introduced.

The Committee on standing orders to-
day refused to report/in favor of Burpce
obtaining an act to justify the consolida-
tion of the Western Extension Railway.
This act was applied for in consequence
of the New Brunswick Government re-
fusing to grant a similar act.

Messrs. Domville, McLeod and De-
Veber were present, and spoke agaiust
the bill on behalf of the stockholders.

The House went into Committee of
Supply, and most of the proceedings
might be characterized as a Parliament-
ary free fight. . .

In connection with the promotion of
officials the Premier said that if any cases
of Government officials taking an active
part in elections were brought under his
notice sach. offieials would be dismissed.

Mr. Jones hoped the system of dismis-
sal would be extended to Nova Scotia. In
the late elections the officials canvassed
and worked for Tupper.

Dr. Tupper denied this, and challenged
Jones to name one who had canvassed
for him. In the Halifax elections Jones
had stated on the hustings that any offi-
cial who voted against the Ministerial
candidates would do so at his peril. The
leader of the Nova Scotia Government
went to Cumberland and s*ated at a pub-
lic meeting that officials could work for
the Ministerial candidates, but, if
they ‘worked for the opposition, they
would be .dismissed. Dr. Tupper had
told Annand that he did not believe
Mackenzie would approve of the state-
ment, when Annand replied that he had
just -come- from (ttawa and was in a
position to say that the Premier did ap
prove of it.

The Premier rose in a vielent passion,
charged T ¢ with deliberate lying,
and continued in the mest violent and
disgraceful language that has ever been
heard in Parliament. Of course the Grit
ch-drman did not call him to order. The
Premier, in closing, announced his inten-
tion of disch all officials who took
an active part in the late elections.

After other sp! , and spee
from Jones and Tupper, Carmichael
charged.

Werkly ribane,
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Free Trade.

Some people still amuse themselves
by advocating free-trade principles, just
as though free-trade could be adopted
by any nation depending on revenues
from imports for the support of its sys-
tem of Government. Frée Trade is im-
possible without 4 resort to direct taxa-
tion for the money with which to meet
national expenditures, but it is remark-

able thatno professional free-trader ad-|

vooates doing this. With a Parlia-
ment, Government, Judiciary, and Mili-
tia to sustain, the expenses of each of
which are constantly growing; with
large deflcits in the Public Works and
Post Office Departments to meet; with
interest on a respectable debt to pay;
and with engagements for tlie enlarge-
ment or eonstruction of canals and rail-
ways to fulfil, it is idle for Canadians to
talk about free trade. The protection-
ists, nccording to their own teachings,
should be named prohibitionists, asthey
seém fo fancy prohihition of imports to
be protection of home manufactures.
They talk more nonsense, even, than
the free-traders. The Dominion Board
of Trade propounded the right doctrine
when it declared for a strictly revenue
tariff with a leaning towards incidental
protection. “Millions for revenue, not
one cent for the restriction of trade,” is
the true motto. The true way to give
protection to any struggling industry is
to relieve it of the burdens of taxation,
and not to place a prohibitory duty on
the production of the foreign manufac-
turer. Both of these kinds of protection
have been tried in the United States
with regarg to shipbuilding, and the re-
sults are significant. ‘The home build-
ers were protected by the exclusion of
foreign-built vessels from United States
registry and+he United States coasting
trade; and the building of vessels,under
the effects of the protection tariff,almost
entirely ceased. Then the other form
of protection —the removal of taxation
from shipbuilding materials—was tried,
and there is a marvellous revival in
shipbuilding all along the coast. This
shows the differencg between  genuine
protection—relieving an industry of the
taxes on the raw materials that enter
into it, and bogus protection—the levy-
ing of .prohibitory ‘duties  on foreign
manufactures. > .

How the Money Goes—A Fat Contract
for a Minister’s Brother.

«of St. John for the property at the Bal-
last Wharf.

Goldsmith, as Boswell said to Johnson
years afterwards, ‘“disputed his passage
through PBurope.”. Through Flanders
and France to Paris, thence to Geneva,
and over the Alps into Northern and
Central Italy, as far as  Florence, he
wended his way, most often on foot,
working his passage by playing his flate,
and making himself popular with the na-
tives of many countries with iocose an-
tics and humorous stories. Many ad-
ventures had he, which he related on his
return with much gusto. He partook of
the free hospitalities of the monks in the
monasteries, slept on straw in humble
barns, and when he reached a village

would pull out his flute and strike
up a lively air, to which fhe rustics
would* respond with dances, and in
recompense for which he would obtain

eat. When he came to 'extremi-
ties he did not disdain to beg; "and in
Italy, where the surfeit of music rendsred
his poor flute powerless, he used to earn
his keeping by engaging in the competi-
tive discussions at the universities, the
champion of which would claim a free
dinner and bed. “In this manner,” he
says, ‘I fought my way toward England,
walked along from city to city, and, if I
may so express it, saw both sides of the
picture.” At Paris he was delighted,
and observed things which induced him
to predict the revolution which broke out
nearly forty vears after; and. at Geneva
he visited Voltaire, at whose House he
saw Diderot and Fontenelle, and heard
Voltaire make a magnificent defence of
England. He ate ¢ savory dinners”
on the summits of Alpine passes,
«flushed” woodcocks on Mount Jura, and
meditated themes which afterward took
poetic shape in his immortal poem of
¢ The Traveler.” So wandering, he re-
turned in time to England, having made
the grand tour almost penniless, and en-
riched his mind with a stock of minute
observation which was to serve him in
precious stead in the future.—George M.

Miss Kate Stanton in Boston.

It is always interesting, and ought to
be profitable, to read the opinions of me-
tropolitan critics on artists and lecturers
whom we have seen and heard.

The excel-
lent . reputation which Miss Stanton
has won upon tpe lecture platform in the

It is seen also by the
market reports of freights that the rates
for sailing vessels have advdnced con-
siderably in Bombay,whilst for steamers
theyhavereceded to53sa 57 6d, which is 5s
to 7s. 6d. below the rate for sailing ves-
sels, and the latter vessels in the India
trade have been doing well the last 12
months, while the steaniers, as a general
rule, have been losing property for their
owners. The British underwriters have
also suffered so severely by the Suez
Canal steamers that the insurance pre-
minms are now as high by this class of
%onnage as by sailing ships round the

ape.

Vasquez, the California bandit, for
whom a reward of $15,000 is offered, and
five of his men went to the ranch of a

Mexican within five miles of Los Angeles,
a city of 10,000 inhabitants, on the 16th
of April, robbed the house and every one
in it, and then compelled the owner -to
draw a check for $800 on a Los Angeles
bank and send his bay to collect it. The
boy, who was savagely threatened if he
divulged, went and returned with the
mouney. - While he was gone the robbers
cooked a dinner out of the provisions in
the house. They had previovsly robbed
a party of travelers within three iiles of
town. The Sheriff of Los Angeles puar
suced the robbers with a large posse, but
they escaped to the mountains through
the Tejon Puss.  There was some hope
that they would fall into the hands of
Sheriff Morse of Alameda county, who
was at the other end of the pass.

A detailed abstract of the disbursements
of the contingent fund pertaining to the
Department of Justice having bcen fure

nished by the Attorney General at the ye-
quest of the House Committee, it is now
being considered by a sub-committee,
The account purports to cover all 1lie
time from the organization of thc de-
partment to the present time, and aggre-
gatss about '$60,000. It is found that
nearly $18,000 of this fund has been ex-
pended without the slightest warrant or
Jjustification — needlessly  squandered.
About £4,000 of it has been paid for
portraits for ex-Attorney Generals, $1000
for newspapers, and something in the
neighborhood of $10,000 for the purchase
of carriages, horses, and harness, and
repairs of carriages and harness. The
famnous sixteen hundred dollar landaulet
for Attorney General Williams figures
the items.

IIon. Francis Hamilton was once a
very wealthy and prominent lawyer of
New York city, but became reduced to
poverty. On Friday a friend called at
his house in New Brighton, Staten Is-
land, and found him dead -in bed, with
his wife wsitting beside him holding his
hand. His poor wife, once remarkable
for her accomplishments, was out of her
mind and unable to give any account of
her husband’s death. Indeed she nor
two little children in the room were
aware that he was dead, though the body
was cold. For three hours they had been
sitting in the death chamber, carcful to
make no noise for fear they might awake n
him. For some time past Mr. Hamil-
ton’s health had been failing, and with it
his business gradually left him until he
acd his family were reduced to extreme
poverty: Ie was not the person to so-
licit aid from those who had known him
in his palmy days, and who would gladly
have befriended him; and the concition
of the room, with his cmaciated fram-
showed but too plainly that his oatn
had been hastened by want.
