Mr. Smith said it devolved upon the 
Government to see that better induce­
ments were given the pioneer settlers 
of New Ontario to remain where they 
had located, and to stop the depletion 
of the population of that district by 
hundreds each year, who were finding 
a new home in Manitoba.

Czar Attempts Suicide. Halifax, N.S., March 29.—The owners 
of the Albano, that collided with the 
steamer Parisian on Saturday, have, 
libeled the Parisian for $60,000. They 
also are asking for an appraisement of 
the Albano, alleging that in libel­
ing her for $150,000 the Allan Line have 
asked for a bond for far more than the 
value of the steamer.

The pumps in the Parisian's engine- 
room have reduced the water in that 
part of the ship by twelve feet. It 
is said that the Parisian is "hogged" 
that she lies on a reef on the botom of 
the dock, and her keel has become 
bent by the strain.

Sand Over Until 1908.
St. Petersburg, March 30. — The Em­

peror has given an answer to the peti­
tion of the Finnish Diet, asking that 
all imperial decrees since the one of 
1899, which, it is claimed, are in con­
travention of the organic law of Fin­
land, he withdrawn or submitted for 
the approval of the Diet. These in­
cluded the military conscription act. 
the manifesto of 1899 placing the im­
perial interests in Finland under the 
Russian authorities, the manifesto of 
1900 providing for the use of the Rus­
sian language in the principal depart­
ments. the irremovability of judges, the 
employment of Russians in public de­
partments, the restriction upon the 
Senate's part in the administration,and 
the concentration of the executive 
power in the hands of the governor- 
general.

The Emperor in his decision con­
cedes two points—the suspension of 
the conscription act until 1908, when 
the whole question will be submitted to 
the diet, and in lieu of military service 
Finland will have to pay a contribu­
tion of $2.000,000, in the same way as 
the Mussulmans of the Caucasus pay 
instead of furnishing recruits. In this 
matter the Emperor went beyond the 
recommendations of the Russian Sen­
ate, to which the question was submit­
ted, and acted upon the advice of 
Prince John Obolensky, the governor- 
general of Finland, who favored a con­
cession to Finnish public opinion.

00.211Ottawa, March 29.—The debate in the 
House on the autonomy bill today was 
continued by Messrs. Foster, Lancas­
ter and Sir William Mulock. The gist 
of Messrs. Foster’s and Lancaster’s 
argument was that the provinces 
should be left to deal with the school 
question themselves. Mr. Foster went 
over the old ground, claiming that Mr. 
Haultain had not been consulted in 
reference to the make-up of the meas­
ure. He rehashed the story, from the 
Opposition point of new, of Mr. Sif- 
ten’s resignation and wound up by an 
attack on Sir William Mulock, who, 
he said, had been strangely quiet and 
careless of the people's interest while 
the original school clause was being 
drafted, a clause which he claimed 
had been dangerously sectarian.

Sir William Mulock in reply laid bare 
some of the notorious facts of Mr. 
Foster’s political past, incidentally 
reading a report of what Sir Macken­
zie. Bowell had said in the Senate 
about the resignation of the Conser­
vative ministers in January, 1896, the 
celebrated “Nest, of Traitors." This 
hit home with a vengeance and caused 
Mr. Borden’s lieutenant to put in a 
most uncomfortable half hour.

Have Come to Stay FOR MORE INDUSTRIES.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

I see that an attempt is being made 
by the industrial committee of the 
council to secure more manufacturing 
concerns to locate in the city. Every­
one, I think, will admit the importance 
of the movement and commend the 
committee's energy; but is the raising 
of money, as proposed, for the purpose 
of rendering financial assistance in 
that way the best method? The build­
ing of a city is a constant work, and 
not to be accomplished in one year, or 
ten years or twenty years. The council 
from year to year should do their share 
and pass on the work to their succes- 
sors, leaving the city enlarged and 
improved because of their official con­
nection with it. Has not the time gone 
by when the principle of bonusing 
should be adopted? Our city has 
reached a stage when a more extended 
view of this matter should be taken, 
when we should get away from the 
petty plans and schemes adopted by 
villages and towns. What should be 
aimed at is to improve as much as 
possible shipping facilities; assist in 
making the channels of trade lead as 
direct to and from the city as possible; 
remove where it can reasonable ob­
jections of manufacturers already 
here, or at least, lessen them. By doing 
so we will not be helping one concern 
only, but giving an advantage to all, 
and throwing out a strong inducement 
for others to settle here. Among some 
of the things that should never be lost 
sight of are a new union station, where 
all the trains arrive and leave; see that 
the railways get all the required yard 
loom for sidings, so that freight can

London, March 29. — In the House of 
Commons tonight, Mr. Osmond-Wil­
liams (Liberal), offered a motion de­
claring that, in the opinion of the 
House, grave injury would be caused 
to the shipping industry and other 
industries dependent thereon by the 
adoption of the fiscal changes proposed 
by Joseph Chamberlain.

Both the mover and Mr. Denny, the 
seconder of The resolution, referred to 
the condition of the United States 
shipping and shipbuilding as an argu- 
ment in favor of free trade. The 
speaker declared the British shipping 
and shipbuilding would be ruined by 
protection.

Mr. McIvor (Conservative tariff re­
former), opposed the resolution on be­
half of the shipping interests of Liver- 
pool. Immediately after making his 
speech Mr. McIvor left the House. He 
pointed out that United States duties 
on shipbuilding materials were reim­
bursed in respect of vessels built in the 
United States for the foreign coasting 
trade. He said the reason the United 
States did not build more ships was 
because of the higher wages prevailing 
in America.

Mr. Rea (Radical), in responding, 
said that witnesses before the shipping 
commission at Washington had testi­
fied that drawbacks on shipbuilding 
material were illusory, and he asserted 
that statistics showed that Great Bri­
tain was not losing her position in the 
shipbuilding world.

James Bryce (Liberal), declared that 
it was time the suspensions of minis­
terial vitality should cease. The only 
consolation for these grotesque per­
formances was that the Government 
was making itself so ridiculous that it 
must he nearing its end.

Mr. Osmond-Williams’ motion was 
adopted without division.

The Opposition will have its inning 
on April 12, when Mr. Tuff (Unionist), 
will introduce an anti-home rule reso­
lution, which, it is understood, will 
condemn the utterances of both Liberal 
and Nationalist members on home 
rule. It is stated tonight that the 
Liberals will refuse to participate in 
the debate of and division on the 
motion.

In plain English Mr. Foster says 

that the Roman Catholics of the coun­
try, the 41 per cent, refused to back 
up the Conservative Government in its 
policy of coercion; therefore, he doesn’t 
propose to risk “going down to political 
death" for the constitution or anything 
else. This is reminiscent of Sir Charles 
Tupper’s naive confession that he 
counted on Quebec to return him to 
power in 1896, and that Quebec having 
failed him he washed his hands of the 
school question. The difference be­
tween Mr. Foster in 1896 and 1905 is 
that he was then a member of a gov­
ernment which was angling for the 
solid vote of Quebec, and he is now 
the member of Parliament for North 
Toronto, where the Orange lodges are 
thick.

Whitney going so far as to say that 
Niagara power should be “as free as 
air." He would allow anyone to harness 
Niagara for commercial purposes free 
of cost. Fortunately for the Province, 
the Government refused to throw away 
these priceless privileges, but granted 
a limited number of franchises under 
conditions which will yield a handsome 
public revenue, and guarantee that no 
more water will be diverted than is 
needed, at the same time reserving 
power sites for the use of the pub­
lic, if the municipalities or the Pro­
vincial Government should at some 
future time deem it expedient to enter 
into the business of generating power. 
The State of New York adopted Mr 
Whitney's idea by making a present 
of the falls to a group of corporations, 
said to be a trust, which threatens to 
drain the cataract dry. Development 
lias been slower on the Canadian than 
on the American side, but the State of 
New York is repenting at leisure its 
improvident policy, while the Province 
of Ontario is reaping a handsome profit 
from concessions which its neighbor 
flung away. Mr. Whitney has no inten­
tion of redeeming his promise, and 
would probably prefer not to be re­
minded of it, now that he is in a posi­
tion of responsibility and no longer “as 
free as air."

Mr. Preston was also inconsiderate 
enough to remind the present Provin­
cial Treasurer of his attempt, while 
financial critic of the Opposition, to cut 
the succession duties in half. Conser­
vative members of the Legislature and 
Conservative newspapers have fulmin­
ated against these duties, calling them 
confiscation and plunder, but the Whit- 
ney Government will doubtless find a 
pretext for maintaining them. The 
right-about-face of the Conservative 
party on the question of railway taxa­
tion was likewise adverted to by the 
member for South Brant. In the last 
session the Opposition supported the 
assessment bill, which enabled munici­
pal ties to impose greater taxation on 
rail ways. Subsequently the Opposition, 
in the hope of trapping the Govern­
ment, offered to vote for the Pettypiece 
bill, an entirely different measure. The 
Opposition has since become the Gov­
ernment. and is in no hurry to pass the 
Pettypiece bill or deal with railway 
taxation in ary other form.

It is not pleasant for the new Gov­
ernment to be confronted with these 
things, but the Opposition is entitled 
to take some satisfaction from them as 
a vindication of Liberal administra­
tion.

Arnold-Forster Pleased With Us for 
Taking Over Defenses.

London, March 28.—In the House of 
Commons today Secretary for War 
Arnold-Forster on a motion to go 
into committee on the army estimates, 
made his annual statement. He de­
fended the policy of the war office, 
and said the record for his adminis­
tration showed that a number of 
changes had been made looking to 
placing the army on an efficient war 
footing. The regular army could not 
be reduced, because Great Britain was 
the only country in the world whicli 
was obliged to maintain an army on a 
war footing in times of peace. The 
danger of an invasion was not real 
The principal duty of the British army 
was to fight across the seas and de­
fend frontiers. They must eliminate 
the idea of competition with the great 
military countries of the world, and 
should merely apply their whole at­
tention to supplying an army capable 
of defending the frontiers. The lesson 
of the Russo-Japanese war was that 
quality and not quantity produced 
success in modern warfare.

Mr. Arnold-Forster outlined the 
changes made and contemplated, and 
said it gave him great pleasure to be 
able to say that the Dominion of Can­
ada had undertaken from a certain 
date to bear the cost of the guardian­
ship of the great imperial fortresses 
situated in that country.

The war secretary added that it 
would take seven years to make an im­
pression on the great problem of army 
reorganization. What then could be 
expected in seven months? He urged 
the House to deal with the question 
from a patriotic and not from a party 
or political standpoint.

A Benefactor of Mankind.
The world of science is interested in 

the achievements and experiments of 
a California man. Luther Burbank,who 
is a sort of Prospero in the vegetable 
kingdom. If he has not produced figs 
from thistles, or grapes from thorns, 
he has done things scarcely less won­
derful. By a process of artificial selec­
tion he has produced a cactus which 
yields a nourishing food. He discovered 
that the cactus, if thornless, would be 
edible, and following the Darwinian 
theory, he saved the specimens with 
few thorns, and raised generation after 
generation until the thorns disap- 
peared. The cactus thrives in the 
desert and Mr. Burbank hopes to con­
vert sandy wastes into productive gar­
dens. By crossing and inter-breeding, 
he has evolved a larger and better 
Irish potato, he has doubled the size 
of the prune, and has produced new 
and brilliant species of flowers. One of 
his notable successes is a delicious and 
wholly new fruit, called the plumcot. 
which is produced by crossing the 
American wild plum, the Japanese 
plum and the apricot. There are hun­
dreds of species of fruit, vegetable and 
flower in which he has effected, or 
hopes to effect, improvements. The 
story is told in the current number of 
the Century magazine. Mr. Burbank's 
methods are. of course, not in the 
nature of a discovery. Darwin pursued 
them with infinite patience, but he was 
more intent upon proving a theory 
than in turning them to practical use. 
Mr. Burbank is applying Darwinian- 
ism to the physical needs of man. and 
becoming the benefactor described by 
Swift, when he said: “Whoever could

German Press Object to the Policy 
of President Roosevelt.

Berlin, March 28. — An active cru­
sade against the Monroe doctrine has 
been revived by the German and espe­
cially by the Pan-German press. The 
movement began simultaneously in 
several different parts of the. empire 
and was clearly actuated from a com­
mon center. The newspapers charge 
that President Roosevelt, while advo­
cating peace and Hague conferences, 
is enforcing the Monroe doctrine in a 
form which must eventually cause war­
like complications. He is likened to 
the Czar, who originated the peace 
congress, while at the same time pur­
suing a Manchurian policy that was 
sure to end in bloodshed.

“His craving for arbitration treaties,” 
says the Leipsiger Tageblatt, “is an 
‘invisible cap' under which he hopes to 
conceal his imperialistic ambitions.”

There are $750.000,000 of German capi­
tal invested in South America, and 
the United States domination of that 
continent means placing German capi­
tal at a disadvantage.
