: the last century. It was a plajn vernacular 
! English word in use some hundred years 
! before the time of the Wesleys, and like the 
j French word manlier, denoted those who 
were unusually devout and attentive in their 
religious practices. Both the Wesleys and 
Whitfield underwent severe spiritual strug­
gles, and it was not easy to over-estimate 
their zeal, self-denial, and perseverance. 
The struggles of John Wesley commenced 
long before Whitfield entered college, and 
were protracted through twelve or fourteen 
years ; but he did not subject his body to 
that mortification which it was well known 
Whitfield did. Charles Wesley was also a 
great spiritual sufferer for the space of ten 
years. While he lay on his sick bed he had 
written these beautiful lines —

“ F.in would 1 leave this world below,
Of pain and sin the dark abode,
Where shadowy joy, or solid woe,
Allures, or tears me from my God;
Doubtful and insecure ot bliss,
Since death alone confirms me file.”

But he soon afterwards was enabled to re­
joice with that rapturous joy which was ac­
cordant with his naturally impetuous and 
ardent spirit. Whitfield, who had already 
passed into the same glorious liberty, while 
reading the Scriptures at Oxford, as he him- 
seif had recorded, was the first to make an 
impression. At bis first appearance at 
Bishopgate Church, he was only 23, and 
being very young looking, he was regarded 
almost with contempt ; but contempt soon 
gave place to attention, and attention to ad­
miration. He at first adhered strictly to his 
manuscript. His deliverance from this, and 
his discovery of the secret of his wonderful 
power, was due to a Young Men’s Christian 
Association ; as was also John Wesley’s 
deliverance from a burdened conscience. 
About the year 1707, a few young men of 
the city formed themselves into an associa­
tion for religious conversation and prayer ; 
on his return from America, Wesley visited 
them ; and here, as he had stated, his long 
nightjsf darkness ended. Whitfield, having 
found among the young men a few kindred 
spirits, began with much hesitation to pray 
ez-tempore ; until at length, having gathered 
confidence, he went forth one day and preach­
ed from an eminence near Bristol to nearly 
2,000 persons. A great awakening now 
began. Whitfield was born an orator ; and 
was not remarkable either as a scholar, or 
as a theologian. His voice was so wonder­
fully modulated that Garrick said he could 
make men either laugh or cry by pronounc­
ing the word Mesopotami. (A laugh.) All 
opposition for the time quailed before him. 
Persecution in high quarters only stimulated 
his efforts and increased his usefulness ; and 
he received in one week no less than a thou­
sand letters from persons who had been 
awakened or comforted under his preaching. 
He once went to Bartholomew Fair ; the 
shows and booths were deserted : and he 
had recorded that soon after 350 awakened 
souls were received into the society in one 
day. He four limes visited America with 
as much success as he had laboured in Eng­
land. When he became Lady Huntingdon’s 
Chaplain, such men as Bolingbroke, Ches­
terfield, David Hume, Horace Walpole, 
Selwyn.and Pitt came to him. Bolingbroke 
said he had the most commanding eloquence 
he had ever heard in any person. He had 
not Wesley’s genius for organization, and 
attempted little in this way. He died in 
America, after thirty years’ toil, where his 
memory was cherished like that of a brother 
by men of every section of the Church. 
(Cheers.) John Wesley had less passion 
than Whitfield and more logic ; less power 
ot awakening in men a -sudden impulse, but 
morn power of exercising a permanent con­
trol. In scholastic attainments he was be­
fore most men of his age ; had a ready wit, 
a refined taste, and a cheerful temper ; and 
was a pattern of neatness and order. At | 
the time of bis conversion he had no prefer­
ment, having refused a parish, and was liv­
ing on the income of his fellowship at Ox­
ford. He soon visited Bristol and New­
castle, and preached to the colliers there, 
with unheard of success. Time did not per­
mit the Lecturer to do more than to say he 
rode, chiefly on horseback, 5,000 miles, and 
preached 500 sermons every year for nearly 
fifty years ; arranged and governed the af­
fairs of the Methodist Societies, which num­
bered before his death 70,000 members ; 
was appealed to in innumerable private con­
cerns ; kept up an immense and varied cor­
respondence ; continued to read every notice­
able book as it issued from the press ; 
wrote or abridged 200 volumes ; yet he was 
never in a hurry. (“ Hear, hear,” and a 
laugh.) In after life, although he realised 
£20,000 by his writings, his personal ex­
penses did not average Xl 00 a year ; yet he 
left nothing at bis death, all being bestowed 
in charity in his lifetime. The fame of 
Charles Wesley seemed somewhat eclipsed 
by that of his brother ; but as a preacher he 
was the more popular, especially in the open 
air. And he laboured w;th'equal diligence 
for many years in England, Wales, and Ire­
land. His chief gift, however, was that of 
sacred song ; and- as Whitfield was a born 
orator, so Charles Wesley was a born poet, 
and no doubt his hymns were of incalculable

She gave away during her life time no less 
a sum than a hundred thousand pounds, 
visited the sick incessantly, and faced every 
form of contagion. The Catholicity of the 
Society [the Young Men’s Christian Asso­
ciation,] and bis own inclination prevented 
him [the Rev. Eecturer,] from entering 
into the question of whether Wesley or 
Whitfield were right in permitting their 
Churches to become distinct from the Esta­
blishment. He would only say that the 
Societies had gone on and prospered ; they 
bad accomplished, in part, the designs for 
which Christianity was sent upon the earth, 
and bad peopled heaven with myriads of 
souls- (Hear, hear.) The Established 
Church too had gone on and prospered, and 
he believed never contained more good men 
than at the present day. (Cheers.) So 
that ecclesiastical union had not proved 
essential to the life and progress ot either 
party. A great revival also look place with­
in the Church, marked by the rise of what 
is termed the Evangelical party in the 
Church of England. The founder of this 
School was Henry Venn. After taking 
holy orders, he became deeply serious, and 
after years of patient endurance, was enabled 
to realize the promises of the Gospel. His 
chief labours were at Huddersfield ; but he 
afterwards resided near Cambridge, and was 
regarded as a father and an oracle by many 
young men of the University. He was the 
first clergyman who adopted the extempore 
style of preaching ; and by him, under God, 
the character of another influential man, 
Charles Simeon, was formed. Contempo­
rary with Venn was William Grimshaw, the 
scene of whose labours was also in the West 
Riding. William Romaine was another who 
aided the revival of religion. (The Lectur­
er then referred to John Fletcher, John 
Berridge, James Herve, and some others.) 
Some of those before him might have been 
present in one of our great spinning manu­
factories when the machinery was set in mo­
tion, and observed how first of all the large 
beam in the engine house began slowly to 
oscillate, communicating motion to one or 
two great wheels near at hand, which turned 
heavily and laboriously as if unable to lift 
the enormous weight which pressed upon 
them. Each moment, however, they gained 
speed and momentum ; more distant wheels 
began to revolve, and straps began to run, 
and spindles began to turn faster and faster, 
till presently the whole mill was in working 
motion. So with the religious revival. A 
few men commenced the work, and it spread 
by degrees, by the enlightenment and con­
version of individual souls, but the results 
had extended to our own day. The tone of 
religious morals and sentiment began to rise ; 
a taste for reading appeared amongst the 
hitherto sottish masses ; the domestic virtues 
began to be better cultivated ; a demand for 
elementary schools was created ; the testi­
mony which had been borne to the infinite 
worth of every man’s soul awoke a deep 
concern on behalf of the million negroes 
whom we were holding in slavery ; the con­
scious salvation professed, and the unques­
tionable reformation displayed, by tens of 
thousands of our most careless countrymen, 
prompted exertions for the conversion of the 
heathen. So that we had now an improved 
national character, an elevated standard of 
manners and intelligence, a reformed crimi­
nal law, a diminution of two-thirda in heavy 
offences ; a degree of security for life and 
property little short of perfection ; and the 
Bible circulated freely almost throughout 
the whole world. (Loud cheers.) While 
a great and beneficial change had come over 
our population, a world-wide charily had 
been awakened ; so that now, east and west, 
north and south, the Hindoo widow, the 
emancipated negro, the tattooed Feejean, the 
settler in Arkansas or Minnesota, the gold 
digger at Ballarat, and the brave soldier 
before Sebastopol, had practical demonstra­
tion that Christianity was “ good-will tv

ences and efforts seem thus to have trium­
phed for a time. I say that they teem to 
have triumphed ; for in reality the triumph 
is only apparent. Of course, the Work does 
not spread outitardly, as it would had there 
been no hindcrances ; but we can not, under 
present circumstances, announce large con­
gregations, numerous conversions, and signal 
outward success ; but, nevertheless, the work 
is not on that account stationary or retrv 
grading—by no means. The leaven of 
truth is silently leavening the lump ; and the 
foundations are being silently laid on which 
lo raise at a later period, not perhaps far 
distant either, a glorious superstructure.

So’it is in Tuscany, and even in the Papal 
states themselves. Intolerant edicts, fines, 
imprisonment, and exile do not stay the 
cause of truth. The Bible circulates, secret 
meetings for prayer and mutual exhortation 
are held, the number of sincere adherents 
to the Gospel increase ; opposition only tends 
to strengthen a good cause—and it does this.

My present object is to lay before your 
readers a few facts connected with the state 
of things in Corsica, and I can not do so 
better than by narrating a few incidents 
communicated by M. Faijat, our resident 
missionary at Bastia, and by his assistant, 
Dominion Rimatbe. These brethren write 
of interviews with a priest, a college boy, 
a peasant, and a military officer—persons, 
as you perceive, of various ranks in society, 
and all of different parts of the island. The 
facts about to be stated will not fail to con­
vey this impression : that a great and effec­
tual door is being silently opened, although 
there still are many adversaries to contend 
with.

*• It was already late in the evening,” says 
M. Farjat, “ when a loud ringing was heard 
at the door, and two strangers were announ­
ced. One of them, a priest, whom I knew 
to be under favourable impressions, came 
forward and eagerly grasped my hand. We 
sat down, and the following dialogue took 
place :

••The priest.—‘ Well, sir, how are matters 
getting on ?’ I told him what were the 
difficulties which we had met with, and by 
what means at present employed we hope 
to overcome them. 1 That is well ; but the 
people are becoming impatient, both in town 
and country ; it is asked, “ When will 
preaching commence?’” * None can be 
more anxious than myself,’ I replied, ‘ but 
we can not proceed more quickly. We must 
wait patiently, and in a spirit of prayer.— 
The Lord will interfere ; and if he is for us, 
who can be against ns ? It is by prayer 
that we shall prevail, and I am happy to 
say that in many parts of France and else­
where our brethren and sisters are praying 
for us, and that is a pledge of final success.’
‘ That is truly precious, certainly. Still, 
make all effort, for Corsica is ripe for Pro­
testantism.’ ‘ You see that we have lost no 
time ; I am here settled with my family : 
and surely that must inspire confidence in 
all those who are well disposed.’ ‘ I feel 
the truth of what you say, . , only, sir,
the people are impatient, very impatient ; 
they can bear the priests no longer.’ ‘Why 
has such an aversion taken hold of the Cor­
sican ?’ ‘ Because, here, the priest is the
type of ignorance, avarice, gluttony, and 
drunkenness-’ ‘ Can that be really possible ?"

By method, the mind is stimulated to act 
promptly anjl vigorously ; and every duty 
finds its appropriate time and place, and is 
properly performed. Thus also would be 
prevented many serious and mortifying mis­
takes and miscarriages, occasieVted by the 
waste of time and the consequent confusion 
of affairs. Persons who live without sys­
tem, seldom accomplish much. Like the 
vessel launched upon the broad ocean with­
out chart or compass, they may possibly 
reach the distant haven of their hope% but 
are much more likely to be lost by the way.

1 
submitting this their Report, it is proper to 
give a short outline of the origin of the 
movement, and of the initiatory steps taken 
prior to the appointment of this Committee, 
a. well as of the course pursued since, in 
the procuring of a suitable House and 
Superintendent, of funds fo support, and ot 
the inmates whose reformation is so earnest^ 
ly sought.

The investigations and reports of the City 
Missionary employed in 1 852, in this city, 
brought fully to light what had always been 
the opinion of tbe observant, that hero, as 
in most large cities, there are many Females, 
who being destitute of respectable homes, 
are thereby hopelessly committed to a vici­
ous life, or placed in circumstances of almost 
insuperable temptation. Their numbers 
were found much greater than was previ­
ously believed, and the difficulties surround­
ing their escape from a life of" misery such, 
that their salvation was, in the existing state 
of things, a bare possibility ;—not one out 
of a hundred ever regaining a position in 
Society, or in the Church of Christ. The 
reproach attending their condition rendered 
their reception as servants into respectable 
houses nearly impossible ; and the only
alternative presented to such as might feel 
occasional compunction and shame, lay be­
tween a continuance in crime or perishing 
in the streets

There appeared, from conversation and 
from other indications, reason to conclude 
that at least some few, out of the hundreds 
which, alas, there is too much reason to be­
lieve, are living near us in degradation and 
moral infamy, would gladly flee from the 
haunts of vice, and abandon for ever their 
present courses, if any suitable retreat was 
offered.

Was the thought to be endured that such 
a Retreat could not be provided, or it it 
could, that it would not ? An honoured 
Clergyman of this city, having received one 
of the class referred to into his house, when 
no other refuge could be found, she became 
penitent and reformed, and is a worthy 
member of Society. To such persons the 
Saviour offered his mercy, and they were 
not found incorrigible. But while dwelling 
in their present abodes who could carry 
them the message of mercy, or with what 
prospect of any good result ? Every ear­
nest heart felt that the trial must be made— 
that a Refuge must be provided, and offered 
to such as would embrace it, where their 
souls would be cared for, and habits of 
industry and morality inculcated by precept 
and example.

Ministers of the Gospel of Peace were 
invited to move in the matter. They did so. 
Twelve Protestant Clergymen put their 
names to an Appeal, which was dated May 
fhh, 1853, printed apd widely circulated.— 
Next a meeting of Clergymen was held at 
Rev. Dr. Twining’s residence, where, after 
prayer and earnest deliberation, the outline 
of a plan was drawn up, which was submit­
ted to a general meeting of Christian men 
from most of the Protestant Congregations 
in the city, held in the Mechanics’ Institute, 
Aug. 15, the Rev. Dr-J’wining occupying 
the Chair. Here tbe project was very cor­
dially approved, and a Committee appointed 
by thq meeting to mature the plan submit4 
ted, and prepare it for an adjourned meeting 
to be held on the 23rd of the same month. 
Due notice being given to the public, and a 
good assembly having responded to the in­
vitation, the matured plan, being however, 
still of a very general character, was adopt­
ed. and a Committee appointed with full 
power to make Rules and Bye-laws, and to 
proceed to carry the project into execution.

The Committee consisted ot the following 
gentlemen :—

Hon. M. B. Almon, Wm. Lawson, Esq., 
T. A. S. Dewolfe, Esq., J. W. Ritchie, 
Esq., Hon. J. W. Johnston, Chas. Robson, 
Esq. Rev. P. G. McGregor was appointed 
Secretary.

The Committee procured the consent of 
A. M. Uniacke, Esq., to accept the office of 
Treasurer, when the Secretary and Trea­
surer were added to the Committee.

The Committee having at once applied, 
as directed by the General Meeting, to the 
Protestent Evangelical Congregations of the 
City for the necessary funds, opened n cor­
respondence with parlies in Boston, Mon­
treal, Philadelphia, and Edinburgh, that 
they might be furnished with the fullest in­
formation respecting the management and 
practical work ingot such Institutions. From 
.that information the Committee prepared

1— Rules for the management of the 
House which they were about to open, 
which were printed arid circulated, and a 
copy of which is .placed in the hands of 
every applicant for admission.

2— A Letter addressed to (lie fallen, in­
viting fhetr immediate application for admis­
sion to the Refuge opened, and also their 
return to the Refuge which a Saviour’s 
mercy and blood have provided for the chief 
of sinners :—This Letter was circulated, as 
far as practicable, among the class to whom 
it was-^ddressed ;—and,

3— The Constitution of a Society to be 
organised for the permanent management 
un i support of the House, which has not 
yet been published, but will be submitted, if 
desired, to the meeting.

After careful enquiry, the Committee 
rented premises in Lockman Street, No. 20, 
at £40 per annum. Rent to commence- 
from January 1, 1654. The House is com­
munions,' sleeping apartments numerous, and 
a large garden in the rear affords ample 
room for air and out-door exercise in the 
summer season.

The Committee’s correspondence shewed 
that jibe most approved plan of superintend­
ence was by giving the whole charge (sub­
ject to the Committee's rules and supervi­
sions) to a Female Superintendent, aided 
by an Assistant, when this should become 
necessary. After advertising in the public

Lessons are 
explained, which generally embrace truths 
of a moral and religious character.

The family has social worship morning 
and evening, at which all, if in health, are 
required to be present. Religious instruc­
tion is also communicated, accompanied by 
devotional services, on two evenings in the 
week, and Divine Service held by a Clergy­
man generally, on the Lord’s day. At all 
these service! the conduct of the inmates of 
the House is generally reverential and be­
coming.

Two Physicians of acknowledged reputa­
tion have hitherto given their advice and 
services gratuitously when required.

The House had not long been opened when 
the Committee felt their need of the co-ope­
ration and assistance of a Ladies’ Committee, 
by wlii^m the employments of the Females 
might be directed to better advantage, and 
the minor arrangements regulated most effi­
ciently. Whatever has been accomplished 
is to a great extent owing to the judicious 
arrangements planned and executed by 
Ladies, in concurrence with Mrs. Wilson, for 
the promotion of the spiritual welfare, as 
well as of habits of industry, of the women 
under their charge. The Committee trust 
their zealous services will still be afforded as 
cheerfully as hitherto.

The results of the year’s experiment may 
appear to some iroignificant. Not so, how­
ever, to those who have reflected on the 
difficulties of reclaiming the class which this 
Institution seeks to save. Not so to those 
who think of the worth of a single soul saved 
from destruction ; nor to those who are at all 
versant in the history of such Institutions. 
During the last year the Magdalens in the 
Boston Asylum numbered 12 ;—the aver­
age for several years being 15 ; although it 
has been in operation since 1823—is posses­
sed of ample accommodations and appliances 
for benefitting such as may flee to it for 
refuge ; aud is surrounded by a population 
many times greater than that of Halifax.

The Committee therefore lay their Report 
before the public, not without gratitude for 
the measure of success granted, nor without 
hope for the future. The present they know 
to be a period of growing sympathy in behalf 
of destitute and of fallen Females. Institu­
tions for prevention and for reformation, for 
safety and for refuge, seem to be multiplying 
in London, and in the great Cities of the 
Parent Land. The movement is beginning 
to extend to Colonial cities. Montreal at 
least is in advance of us, but it is believed 
no other in British America. Surely the 
present effort will not be allowed to languish, 
either for want of means of support, or of 
earnest hearts to devise, and of hands to act, 
for the elevation and rescue of these fallen 
ones who live by making reprisals and bring­
ing others to their own degraded level.

The Committee decline publishing any of 
the details and facts connected with the pre­
sent condition of any of those who have en­
tered their Home. In the whole economy 
of the Institution, it is studiously sought that 
the inmates shall be as little exposed or 
known as possible ; so that if any of them 
leave with the earnest desire to keep reform­
ed, and to enter upon some respectable and 
useful position in Society, their having been 
in the institution should not be so known, as 
to throw any barrier in tbeir way. . They 
are pot allowed to go out without special per­
mission, and this is granted only for an urgent 
cause.

The Committee have only to say in con 
elusion, tlmt a constant use is made of the 
Word of God, and the great aim of reform­
ing the heart- kept constantly in view. They 
feel that human efforts unblessed will profe 
insufficient to accomplish any lasting good ; 
but they know that efforts of faith and prayer 
will have the blessing of Him who sends his 
servants out to the highways ; yea, to those 
who are lying under hedges, to entreat, yea, 
in the strong language of Heaven’s love to 
compel them to come in.

The Treasurer’s Abstract will now be 
submitted, shewing a balance of Ton Pound, 
F’our Shillings and Fivepence, in favor of 
the Institution. The Committee would state 
that on their part, and equally on the part 
of Mrs. Wilson, the House has been manag­
ed with the strictest economy ; and consider­
ing the high price of fuel, and provisions of 
every kind, during the past year, tfiey believe 
their outlay will be regarded as affording 
evidence of care and economy. They have 
further to stale, that in the raising of funds, 
the only difficulty experienced has been the 
difficulty of obtaining collectors. In every 
Congregation in which collectors undertook 
the work, they were met with great cordial- 

Tty and liberality ; so that if the same spirit 
is displayed by those who have yet to be 
called upon, none will require to be solicited 
a second time till the commencement of the 
third year, of the existence ami usefulness 
of the Institute. The disbursements ol tbe 
Treasurer, however, for rent. Superintend­
ent's salary, fuel and provisions, are con­
stant and undiminished, and the requisite 
funds must exist, not only in prospect, but 
in hand. So far as it lias been tried, the 
plan of raising funds recommended by the 
public meeting, at which the Committee was 
appointed, has led to very satisfactory re­
sults. Shall it ho farther prosecuted, and 
will this meeting aid in procuring the services 
of zealous Collectors ?

1 lie Committee have hail much satisfac­
tion in their work. They have held thirty- 
six meetings during their term of office ; all 
of which have been marked by the greatest 
harmony and unanimity. May the Spirit 
of wisdom and of love bless the Institution 
and guide its inmates into the way of peace. 
May their eves be opened, and their hearts 
touched, so that they may see good, and be 
made glad, “ according to the days wherein 
they have been afflicted, and the years 
wherein they have seen evil.’’

Prayer for Ministers.
Intercessory prayer is an imperative Chris­

tian duty ; it enters essentially into the system 
ol means which God has ordained for securing 
the most momentous objects—the salvation of 
souls, the prosperity of the Church, and the con­
version of the’world. The earnest cultivation of 
the spirit of prayer for others, is, moreover, pro­
ductive of the most salutary consequences to otir- 
selres. Nothing more powerfully tends to repress 
every unholy principle, to cherish the noblest 
and best affections of which the heart is suscep­
tible, and to enable us to fulfil the royal law, ac­
cording to the Scripture, “ Thou shalt love thy 
neighbour as thyself.”

Thu views which the Christian revelation dis­
closes ot the efficacy of prayer in this aspect, the 
assurance and historical proof which it presents, 
that our intercessions, when faithful and fervent, 
have power with God, afford no mean evidence 
ot its rlicinily, and ought to operate as powerful 
incentives to our conscientious observance of a 
means of grace, as inqxtrtant in its results as it 
is unquestionable in its obligation. What bound­
less and inestimable means of beneficence are 
thus ever open to the humblest disciple of the 
Redeemer !

The follow­
ing gratifying statements we collect from this 
periodical for the information of our readers.

“ The Reports with which the Third Number 
of the “ Academic Gazette” is commissioned for 
the numerous friends of this, the most extensive 
Educational Establishment of British America, 
will, we are confident, be regarded as of a most 
gratifying character.

The twelfth year in the history of the Institu­
tion has been completed in a most satisfactory 
manner ; so that a review of its events must 
occasion peculiarly joyous and grateful emotions 
to every one interested. The opening of the 
Branch Academy for Females, and the necessary 
modification and enlargement of the plans for 
the promotion of the cause of sound learning in 
the united Institution, rendered this a period of 
much more than ordinary interest and impor­
tance.

accepts our offering, — his presence fills the 
house.” After the sermon, the Sacrament of the 
Lord’s Supper was administered to about sixty 
communicants, and truly the Lord was known in 
the breaking of bread.

The Operations at Eupatoria.—Eupa- 

toria has been re-occupied by a European Divi­
sion ; officers of Artillery and Engineers have 
been sent there to throw up works ot art and 
fortifications, in order to make it as strong a po­
sition as Balaklava, and as such, the point d'ap­
pui of an arm of operations. This army con­
sists of the best troops of Omar I’aslia, and is 
commanded by tbe Turkish Generalissimo— 
We have said that Eupatoria is to be to the 
north of Sebastopol what Balaklava is to the 
south. That fact will suffice to show iu what a 
situation the disembarkation of Omar I’aslia will 
probably place the Russian army. It will be 
placed between two fires. One of two things 
will happen ; either that the Russian army will 
endeavour to crush the troops whose basis is at 
Eupatoria, with the certainty ot being imme­
diately attacked in the rear by the Anglo French 
army—and the destruction of the Russian army 
would deprive Sebastopol of all hope of making 
a successful resistance ; or, in the second place, 
the Russian army, in order not to aocept battle 
in such a disadvantageous position, and with 
such adverse chances, will retire from the banks 
of the Belbec, as it has retired from the banks 
of the Tchernaya ; will concentrate itself on 
Bakschi-Seria, or on Simferopol, and will aban. 
don Sebastopol to its sole resources and to the 
chances of an assault. Such a retreat ot the 
Russian army would, in fact, be immediately 
followed by the complete investment of the 
place and the denouement would not be waited 
for long.— Constitutionel.

Appearance of the Cavalry___Tbe
very ragged, gaunt, hungry-looking men, with 
matted beard and mustnehins, features grimmeil 
with dirt, ar.d torn greatcoats, stiff" with succes­
sive layers of mud—these men, whose whole ap­
pearance speaks toil and suffering, and who 
instantly remind you of the very lowest and 
most impoverished class of Irish peasantry, are 
the picked soldiers from onr different foot regi­
ments, strong men, selected to carry up provi­
sions for the rest of the camp. Mixed with 
these are about two hundred horsemen, whose 
lank, feeble studs, covered with huge • raws,’ 
seem barely able to move about with their 
riders through the thick tenacious mud. The 
horsemen themselves are all pretty much alike 
—that is, they are all ragged and all muddy— 
yet, on examining these men closely, you per­
ceive that some have dingy brass helmets on 
their heads, others the small Scotch cap of the 
Greys ; the remnants of red trousers indicate 
a Hussar, while a head-dress curiously mis­
shapen discovers a Lancer.

Lord Raglan and the Private Sol­
diers.—The Maidstone Journal publishes the 
following extract of a letter from a private sol­
dier:—‘ Notwithstanding the severity of the 
weather, Lord Raglan has been out of doors 
daily, at different parts of the camp, so much 
so, that some of his aides de camp have remon­
strated with him, saying he had better allow 
them to do the work tor him. He has been 
known frequently to give a hard-working pri­
vate his own bread, and even to let some poor 
soldier have a good suck at his brandy bottle.— 
Tbe men venerate him, but rail against the 
government lor not giving him proper means 
to enable him to make the men more comforta­
ble.’

Deaths in the Hospitals.—Set tari. 
January 4.—About 1000 sick had arrived since 
last report. Dceaths in hospitals from the 31st 
of December to the 3rd January :—Purvcvor 
Ward, of cholera ; Mojor Colville, 9 Tib Reg'., of 
dy sentry ; 5 corporals, 4 sergeants, 11.'B privates. 
Nineteen died on the passage. The majority ol 
deaths continue from dysentery and, diarrhoea. 
The air of the hospitals was tainted. Wound* 
almost refused to heal. The healthy became af 
fueled by the sick, and the heavy smell of pesti­
lence can be perceived outside the very walls.

Returning Invalids.—Shiploads of our 
wounded and invalided officers and men arc now 
arriving home. 'The Avon and Cambria have 
brought large numbeis of all classes, men, wo­
men, and children, who have * seen service,’ and 
got their part in the contest performed. We are 
glad to sec that the very greatest possible atten­
tion is now paid to the poor fellows on their ar­
rival. High and low have got into the spirit of 
it, and vie with each other in lending them eve­
ry aid.

Letter from a Wesleyan Soldier.—We 
have been favoured with a copy of the following 
letter from Private James M’Courtie, of the 
Scots Fusilier Guards, addressed to his father 
in Scotland

Sebastopol Dec. 12th, 1854.
There has been little doing since the battle ol 

Inkerman, only wo have wrought very much 
like “ navvies,” throwing up entrenchments and 
breastworks, fortify ing our position as well a- we 
can, and there seems no chance of our leaving 
this position in the winter. Yet it is of no use 
to complain, as that can make matters no better ; 
but still flesh and blood are liable to complain 
very much. I throw myself still upon the Lord 
Jehovah, knowing from him, alone 1 can expert 
timely aid. If spared to cyme home, 1 think I 
shall be able to tell my friends experimentally 
what St. Paul meant when ho told Timothy to 
aquit himself and endure hardness as a good sol­
dier of Jesus Christ. My dear parents the Lord 
if mv shepherd, I shall not want. 1 am suffer­
ing severe hardships, but there are many worse 
off than I am, ami for present mercies I desire 
to feel thankful. Pray for me, and with me, that 
my faith tail not ; and may the best blessings ot 
providence and grace hover around you, to l! it 
it we never meet again on earth, we may meet 
in heaven.—Amen.
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Lord Raglan.—The following extracts from 
private letters bear upon tbe charges against 
Lord Raglan :—

* The army are perfectly furious with the ex­
aggerations and misrepresentations of the Times. 
Don’t believe what it says ; for all is false. I 
and a good many men are home-sick ; but wc 
don’t want to come away. We would none of 
us do anything but remain here fill we have 
beaten the Russians. The Times’ correspondent 
has been sent off with a flea in his ear for inso­
lence to Lord Râglan. I met him the other day, 
and told him we were all glad of it, and that he 
ought to be ashamed of himself.’ ‘ Lord Raglan 
rode through our camp yesterday (the 10th) to 
look at the works on Shell HilL He looked 
very well, and was dressed in a blue pilot coat 
and glazed forage cap, and attended only by one 
officer and an orderly of the 11th Hussars.’

The Sublime and the Ridiculous. — 
1 Oth, Sunday.—The orderly has just brought in 
tbe General Orders, and here is a transcript frbm 
them :—

Head Quarters, before Sebastopol, 

December 10M, 1854.
‘1. Her Majesty has Seen graciously pleased 

to appoint General the Right Hon. Fifzroy James 
Henry Lord Raglan, G. C. B., to bo a Field- 
Marshal in thd Army, and the commission to 
bear date the 5th of November 1854.

Russia.— Odessa is being surrounded with 
batteries on the Bessarabian side, and thousand* 
of workmen are engaged in their erection.

Prince Paskiuwilsch, in a dispatch lo Prince 
Gortschakoff, requested him to send officers-w ho 
were acquainted with foreign languages, especi­
ally with German.

Cracow, Jan. 9.—The accounts received from 
the other side of the frontier continue to give a 
melancholy picture of the state of things in Rus­
sian Poland, anil the gracater part of (lie weight 
of the war appear» lo Ire thrown—and perhaps, 
not undesignedly, on the shoulders of that unfor­
tunate country. Measures are being taken lor 
hermetically closing the long line of frontier 
towards Germany and cutting off all communica­
tions.

According to private accounts, of a completely 
reliable character, from St. Petersburg, great 
distress is experienced in that city, and much 
dissatisfaction prevails at the hardships imposed 
by the war. ' It mentioned that in all the churches 
prayers are now offered lor peace,

Odessa, Jan. 2.—The forces which are being 
despatched to Prince Mcmschikofl" are anything 
but choice troops. I am assured that about ten 
per cent, of the cxjieditions sink on the road 
from hunger and exhaustion never again to ri-e ; 
and that of those who are happy enough to arrive 
a large portion are received into hospitals.

The Danube.— One of the most perplexing 
features of the war to mercantile men, has been 
tbe uncertain tty of the blockade of the Danube 
and Black Sea. It bas been repeatedly announc 
ed, but never enforced; and commerce with Odes­
sa has gone on, only in a way that has proved dis­
couraging and damaging to our own merchants 
Tiie importance of this matter lies chiefly in the 
fact, that a really strict blockade will open up 
channels of supply in other countries such as may 
hereafter most powerfully compete with Russia.
Trade with such countries would he carried over 
the infancy of some important departments Ly a 
real shutting of Russian ports for a year or two 
By the 1st of February, Sir E. Lyons will pro­
bably have them well nigh hermetically sealed.

1851 amounted to 2487 miles : these have in- 
crvasi'd to 3027,—adding 510 miles of Post road 
duiing the intervening four years. The actual 
travel in 1851—to and fro was 352,000 miles, 
now 568.000 miles are actually travelled having 
nearly doubled in that period. The stamps sold 
iu 18.V2 yielded i320, in 1833 £407, ami 1834 j 
£808. The Registered money letters in 1851 1 
numbered 5,200; in 1854 7260 were posted. !

Tiie tofal disbursements last year were £10,- [ 
159—the increase of last xear was £878. We 
have added during the last 4 years, betxveen 
£2000 and £2500, by extending our mail improve­
ments and establishing new way offices. Had 
we been content to remain with the mail arrange­
ments as they were 4 years ago, the revenue of 
the Dvpaitmcnt would have nearly, if not fully 
conic up to the expenditures as it is,the deficiency 
£3000 ; and the Post Master General very pro- 
pery remarks that had it not been for the im­
provement, and inc? eased expenditure of last 
year, the deficiency would only have been £ 1 ,- 
500. In 1852 there passed through the Post Of­
fice 457,000 letters and a million of newspapers. 
These are the leading facts connected with this 
Branch ot the service. I see there are some 
complaints occasionally, hut any man who travels 
the reads of our country roust feel that it is diffi j 
cult if not impossible to avoid causes of complaint 
sometimes. I believe the department is still sus­
ceptible of improvements : and trust that with 
the facts before as we shall be able to adopt such 
as xvill redound* to the happiness and character 
of our people.

FILL TO AMEND THE NEW PRACTICE ACT.
Hon. Attorney General explained the nature 

of propped changes in the Law. The law con­
templates very extensive changes ; and these 
changes equally affect the Commercial and Agri­
cultural portion of the Community and the Pro­
fession. The new practice act passed in 1853 
lias, I think, proved eminently successful, and 
saved many hundreds, if not thousands of pounds 
lo the people of this Province, besides having 
abrogated many perplexing and absurd forms.— 
The whole of the New Practice Act—from sec­
tion 1 to section 221—excepting a single section 
—have been retained. The present act will 
therefore commence xvith number 221.

This has been done for the purpose of obviat­
ing any difficulty that might arise in citing. The 
Acts w ill b" therefore in all respects one, though 
passed at different periods. They had .been de­
rived principally from three sources : rules passed 
by the Judges of the Superior Courts of Com­
mon Law in England, in 1853-4, not in force 
here ; one or two sections from the Irish Act, 
which passed in 1853 ; and the law passed at the 
la>t Session of the English Parliament by an 
overwhelming majority and with the full concur­
rence of the Profession—both in and out of the 
Legislature.

ronto University : “ I: appears that the Prov­
ince is .paying at the rate of from five to ten 
thousand pounds for the education of less than 
forrÿ students. It is stated’in a communication 
that the Professor of Natural History has not a 
single student, and yet he receives a salary ot 
£500 per annum ; and also that the Professors 
of Mineralogy and Geology have but three stu­
dents between them, and their salaries amount 
to £700 or £800. Th_wj statements would 
lead to the inference, either that the state of this 
country does not require these “ Chairs” at all, 
or else that the persons tilling these situations 
are incompetent to secure the. attendance of 
students upon their lectures. Now in striking 
contrast with the state of things in this Univer­
sity with its ample endowment, Victoria College 
(Wesleyan) at the present has about 170 stu­
dents, and receives public aid to the enormous 
amount of £500 a ) ear, and even this miserable 
pittance is threaten 'd by some would be liberal 
legislators to be withheld. One person in the 
Toronto University receives as much for doing 
nothing as Victoria College lor providing the 
means of instruction to 170 students. We leave 
every candid person to judge lor himself, whe­
ther there is not agrevious wrong perpetrated in 
the matter which calls for immediate attention 
and redress.”

Preparing to Attack.—The Morning 

Herald's correspondent, of the 18th Dec. 
gives an excellent account of the prépara-

A Visit to the Trenches —The follow 
ing is from a letter written on board the In- 
diana, and dated " Before the Camp, Cn 
mea Dec. 25. 1854:—

« The French camp alone extend» up 
wards of 9 miles inland. Sebastopol lies 
about 11 miles from us. On the 22 our 
captain expressed a wish to see the camp, 
and off we went at nine o’clock in the morn 
ing. After passing through the French 
camp, our desire lo see the entrenchments 
became very great, ao the captain went to 
the hut of the General (it is not better than 
a hut, being built of mud) lo ask permission 
He very kindly granted it, finding we were 
English, and «eut a guide with us. Travel 
ing in these parts is very diasgreeable ; for 
five mile» our pith was across fields com 
pletely ploughed with shell and 4iot from 
the enemy. At length we reached the 
trenches. It really it astonishing to see 
what an extraordinary amount of labour 
must be expended in throwing up these 
works; it is just like passing through 
maze. During the first pan of our journey 
through the trenches, the heavy shot and 
shells flew over our heads almost like flocks 
of birds, but by our keeping close undrr 
ihe entrenchments we were tolerably free 
from harm. We at last halted; our guide 
told ua we were then as near as it waa pru­
dent to go. We inquired how far we were 
from Sebastopol f He laid, " Nearly 400 
yards." The Csptaio «aid, " Can we go any 
nearer Î” He and, 11 Yes; but if you get 
something for your pains, don’t blame me.” 
We reasanred him on that point, and on we 
went. We were not aorry we went, ner 
were we at all sorry to get clear of it. The 
position of our men in this entrenchment 
was fearful. We were compelled, for about 
half a mile, lo almost crawl along through 
thick mud up In our knees. This trench 
was filled with Riflemen, whose duly waa 
10 keep a sharp look out through very small 
crevices, for the purpose of picking off any 
poor Russian who chanced to show a head. 
The Russians were carrying on the same 
sport with our men. One poor Frenchman 
on my left received a shot which killed hiut 
instantly, while another within four fret of 
us hail one passed through Ilia arm and side. 
We now began to mink it time to retreat 
but scarcely had we turned when a large 
shell fell in the trench thirty feot in advance 
ol us. We looked at each oilier with as­
tonishment, afraid to make the inquiry, who 
waa hurl T The soldiers laughingly ex­
claimed pus bun, and returned an immediate 
answer, discharging three immune bombs, 
one of which took up its abode in one of the 
largest houses in the lo*n. We had 
fine view of Sebastopol. I should have told 
you we were within 110 yards of the town 
when we turned back. The fields are com­
pletely black with the number of shot and 
•hell from the enemy. Those in the 
trenches have the worst berth. They are 
on duty twenty-tour hours erery third day ; 
but it ia the night they so much dread ; it is 
during the darkness that the Russians make 
their fearful sorties. I assure you we can 
see most fearful firing all through llte night. 
On the night of the 20ih they made one ol 
these sorties, in which we lost upward of 
100 men, beside a large number wounded. 
No one can form any idea, unless they visit 
the trenches, of the dreadful nature of theae 
sortie».1’

How the Zouaves bo their Work — 
The German Universal Gazette haa the 
following amusing anecdote, said to have 
occurred before Sebastopol. The French 
haring remarked unusual activity among 
the garrison of the Quarantine Fort, were 
anxious lo kqow the cause of it, and for 
that purpose determined to get hold of acme 
Russian sentinel at the outposts. But that 
was no easy maiter, the sentinel being ua- 
sually on ihe alert, and taking good care 
lo keep out of danger. At last a Zouave 
offered to furnish the erticle in question. 
That very night a watchful Muscovite heard 
a rustling amongst the bushee. He cried,
• Who goes there !’ hut Ihe only answer he 
received was a gruni. Thinks he to him­
self, 1 This is some fat pig that haa deaened 
from the enemy. Bless me, if 1 could only 
get hold of ii, and smuggle it into the fori, 
so that our officers may not lay hold of II !’ 
With this view, he returns the grunt ; the 
conversation become interesting to both 
parlies, and at leal the worlhy Russian sees 
the object of his desires approach. He lays 
down his musket lo seize 11 ; hui, O horror ! 
ihe treacherous beast turns the tables upon 
him, throws him down and gags him in no 
urne ; then, with a low wistle, he calls five 
Zouave» to Ins aid. who carry riff his victim 
10 the French camp in triumph.

At night we had some glorious eslvos, 
caused, it ia said, by willy and adventurous 
Zouaves. Two ol them go out on the ex- 
pediti m wiih five or six muskets strapped 
on their hacks As it is quite derk, they 
are enabled to creep round the Russian

quested roe to spare hi* life but to take him 
prisoner Acting on his idvice, I very 
soon took him by the collar of the coal, and 
marched him to the rear, • prisoner. For 
the «word that saved my life I afterwards 
got 10s. from an officer. That left me mas­
ter of £4, and it made roe feel a proud man 
that 1 had such a nice sum to send home to 
you and the children to provide you whit 1 
good Christmas dtoner, and for which I am 
deeply thankful to Almifhty God as also 
for protecting me throughout that awful day 
of danger.

The Russians Caught in a Net.—The 
correspondent of the Daily News aay»—The 
Russians made a sortie against the French 
advanced works on the night of the 28th, 
with the intention of spiking the guns in 
the battery. They advanced stealthily and 
managed to get mto_i portion of the covered 
way, but not without being observed by the 
French troops who were guarding the works, 
and ,vho acted very coolly and deliberately 
on the occasion. The Russian force con­
sisted of about eighty men and nine or ten 
officers. They got bewildered and while 
they were seeking to extricate themselves 
from the difficulty, the French covering 
force had divided itself into two parties, 
each of which wes quietly extending itself 
in such a manner aa to surround them.— 
This the litter succeeded in doing com­
pletely, so that the Ruastans at Iasi caught 
in a net n it were, had no alternative but to 
deliver themselves as prisoners without of­
fering the least resistance. Not a shot was 
fired on the occasion.

Costume or a Colonel —I will des­
cribe 10 you the costume in which I lately 
saw the colonel of a regiment, making his 
morning report lo General Brown. Both 
stood outside Sir George’s tent, and I was 
one of a fumigating group not far off. The 
colonel’s black troweera hung in folds over 
his spurs for lack of gaiters. His red coatee 
was fastened with three buttons, and show­
ed to advantage a chocolate coloured flan 
nel shirt. The long ends of a silk neck­
cloth, tied in « sailor’s knot, dangled over 
the coatee ; and, over all, was 1 dilapidated 
great coal, which had certainly not been 
brushed for the occasion. One hand he 
kept in his fob, the other held a well-brown 
eil meerschaum, and with many vigorous 
pulls thereat, he told hie story.—A 31;nth 
btfort Sebastopol.

The Moniteur de IArmee publishes the 
following extract of a letter before Sebasto­
pol, 19th ult. :—

" Lord Raglan came this morning lo our 
headquarters. He is a good rider, and does 
not feel ihe want of the arm which he left 
it Waterloo. He looks well, has a good 
coinin', with a beard a little grey. He came 
whIi-'ui any ceremony, wearing a cap cos 
ered wiih oilskin. The English are the 
moat free and easy sort of men we know. 
The following, which occurs under our eyes, 
will appear perhaps scarcely credible. In 
the trenches they light a fire,make their tea, 
and then sitting down on the back of the 
trench, quietly amoke. The sentinel now 
and then goes and looks oser the parapet, 
and, it he sees nothing, he comes down again 
amongst his comrades. A shell fills but no 
one takes any notice of it. if one of the 
party should be hit, two of his comrades 
rise up and carry him away with the great 
est coolness; the other* do not stir. " With 
us we are careful not to make any fire. We 
suffer more in the irenches from this cir­
cumstance, but we have less casualties, as 
he smoke of a fire forms a good mark for 

ihe enemy’s batteries. The engineers con­
tinue to surround Sebastopol With their 
trenches, which are now at about ninety 
metres from the place Ii is at this distance 
that the third parallel is placed. We are 
prepared lo establish ourselves by main 
force in Flagstaff bastion as soon as the 
English artillery shall be ready to support 
ours in silencing the cross fire of the ene­
my.”

To enable 
ibis lo be done vigorously all the gusts of 
our batteries have been replaced by new 
ones, and an advanced parallel, containing 
8 guns, thrown up near the Ovens. This 
latter work is within 3U0 yards of ihe walls, 
and may therefore be considered as a kind 
of bleaching battery. The new work al 
lukernian is nearly finished, and the great­
er part of the guns are placed ; 21 English
and 17 French heavy guns and mortars will 
command the harbour from this spot.— 
Great things are expecled from its fire, which 
it ia said must destroy the shipping in 12 
hours. The battery, if properly aerred, 
ought certainly to produce results of some 
importance ; but I imagine ils range (near­
ly 20UU yards) is too lung lo permit of much 
execution being done, especially to ressels, 
which, by mormg to the mouih of the har­
bour, can increase the distance by 1000 or 
1200 yards. The small " cohorns’’ are lo 
he mored into a little breastwork al ihe 
Ovens and employed in throwing 5j inch 
she’ll among the troops working to the bat­
teries, and in the nearest guard-houses and 
troop stations. These little mortars, which 
two men can carry away wiih peifeet ease, 
wiP certainly do aa much in this way as 
'heir la ger comrades. Their range is noi 
orer 120 or 130 yards, but from the osens 
at that range they cin command mast of the 
»uuih side of the town, and nea ly all ihe 
huileries opposite to ihe English. With 
llieie cohorne are lo be placed fire or six 
light field-piecee, for the purpoee of destroy-

Hand to Hand Combat.—A sergeant 
of the 47ih look a Russian officer prisoner 
at Inkerinan. He tells the tale to his wife : 
" The last round of ammunition I possessed 
was in my firelock, when this brare officer 
rushed at me like a lion. Juat as he ad­
vanced within about twenty yards of me, 
wnh bis sword in baud, I fired, and put the 
ball right through hie left breast, close to 
the shoulder. This appeared only to raise 
his temper, end he continued to close upon 
me. 1 then saw to officer of the Guards lying 
dead at my feet, and throwing down my 
firelock, I snatched his sword out of the 
sheath, at the same lime sdranciog to meet 
the brave foe. But he soon found that he 
bad to contend with a person who could 
wield a sword as well aa himself. The first 
plunge Its made at me waa for my heart, 
but ere it reached that vital part I knocked 
the weapon about twelve yards out of his 
hand. One moment more end my sword 
would have been through hie body, for my

Russian Fanaticism.— Odessa, Deer. 

29.—Accounia from Perekop elate that the 
reserre ol the lOlh Diriaion (belonging In 
the 4th Corps, formerly of Dannenbergs 
Corps, now under Onen-Sacken,) which 
left here on the 19th December, have been 
sent by forced marches and in wagons to 
the Crimea.

Forbiun Postage now and Twenty
