ANNUAL MEETING.
The Annual Meeting of *he Art Association was held on Monday 

evening the 1st of August, I860, at the School llooins, Sparks Street, Sir 
James Grant, President, in the chair. The minutes of the last annual 
meeting having, on motion, been confirmed, the following report of the 
proceedings of the year past was read :—

REPORT.

Ottawa, August ist, 1889.

To the Members of the Art Association of Ottawa

The following report, respectfully submitted in pursuance of the pro­
visions of the constitution of this Society, represents the transactions of 
the year, and shows the results of its work and its financial position.

The present number of members is as follows : Life members, (contri­
butors of $50 and upwards) 83, an increase for the year of two, namely, 
Mr. J. R. Booth and Mr. G. B. Pet tee, donors each of $50. Ordinary 
members, (subscribers of $5) 38; total, 71. In addition to the above, 
acknowledgement mu-t bo made of a further donation of $200 from the 
Hon. President, Lieut.-Col. Allan Gilmour, who has alsp in this as in 
former years, liberally aided in the provision of prizes ; also of a further 
donation of $50.00 from the President, Sir James A. Grant.

The School Session opened on the 1st of November, 1888, and closed 
on the 80th of April, a period of six months. The teaching service of the 
school lias this year been ably performed by a stall' of four paid masters— 
Mr. Frank Brownell (head mister), Mr. L. F. Tayfor, Mr. J. W. Lamb and
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Mr. J. B. Buwerman, Miss Barrett (unpaid) conducting the art needlework 
class. The number of individual students attending has been 83. In 
addition to this, 56 ladies have attended the very successful class for art 
needlework. The following is the subject classification :

At the close of the session the usual Government examination, lasting 
three days, took place, the result being that 83 Government certificates of 
proficiency were gained ; also the following government medals, offered in 
competition with other art schools of the Province ;

1. Bronze medal and special certificate for best drawing from life— 
Mr. O. Prudhomme.

2. Silver medal and special certificate for the highest number of marks 
in the mechanical course—Mr. N. Hillyer.

In connection with the award of medals, the Education Department 
stated that two students of the school were this year close coni|>etitors 
for the gold medal, a coveted prize won by Miss Lampman, a student of 
our school, in 1886.

At the request of the Education Department, specimens of the school 
work of the year to the number of 283 were sent to the recent exhibition 
in Toronto, and met with warm commendation, though some of the most 
advanced students were, unfortunately, not represented. On the whole, it 
is considered that the association may be congratulated on the results of
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the year, regarded from the art standpoint, the quality of the work 
done giving evidence of intelligent apprehension of sound principles on 
the part of the students, and promising well for the developments of next 
session.

The Association will learn with much satisfaction that His Excellency 
Lord Stanley of Preston has kindly consented to assume the position of its 
patron, making the third in the line of Governors.Qeneral of Canada who 
have so honoured our institution, and encouraged by this evidence of 
their sympathy the important movement for art training in the country 
of which the society is now one of the oldest centres. His Excellency 
was pleased to present the prizes gained this year, he himself being one of 
the donors. The thanks of the Association are due to the examiners on 
whose awards these prizes were distributed, nan y, Miss Peel, of Toronto, 
Mr. J. W. H. Watts, R.C.A., and Mr. F. C kley. The presentations 
were made on the 3rd of May, and the collection of work remained on view 
for two days, being visited by a large number of persons, as in previous 
years.

The financial aspect of the affairs of the Society is represented by the 
books of the treasurer, Capt. F. Gourdeau, which have been duly audited 
and found correct, and by the following summary of receipts and ex­

Out of the total expenditure, $2,187.31, there has been paid on 
account of liabilities of past years a total of $101.64, leaving the expendi­
ture $1,725.77 for the year now closed.

It is to be regretted that it has not been found practicable this year 
still further to reduce the lloating, as apart from the mortgage liabilities of 
the Society. The total floating liabilities amount to the si m of $596.37 ; 
ns again-t this we have the following : In bank, $19.27 ; donations pro­
mised, two of $50 each ; arrears of subscriptions promised for this year, 
not collected, $40; arrears of school fees, collectable, say $20; total 
$179.27, leaving a balance of $117. Adding to this the amount of the 
mortgage, $4,000, the total indebtedness may be set down at $4,417.
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To the credit of the Association stands its improved property and 
buildings on the main thoroughfare of the city, a property the value of 
which is steadily increasing, and which it is safe to say would even now 
cover twice over all that the Association owes.

Ycur directors have again this year, and in concurrence with other 
Art Schools of Canada, endeavoured to obtain at the hands of the Domi­
nion such |)ccuniary assistance in aid of their work as is so freely given by 
the Governments of all the leading countries of Europe to similar in­
stitutions. The petition, though strongly presented by a special deputa­
tion, failed to effect its purpose. The recognition of art, however, by the 
main governing liody of this country as a feature of the national life that 
cannot be ignored is simply a ipicstion of time, and the Government of 
Canada will, beyond doubt, some day, lie glad to encourage a study on 
which the trade and commerce, and individuality of a country must, as it 
develops, so largely depend.

The same remark applies to the municipality of this city, and though 
it must lie noted with satisfaction that the question is not regarded with 
the indifference of former years, the lead set by over 200 municipalities in 
France and our own Canadian City of Hamilton, which subsidizes to the 
extent of $300 a year, the art school of that place, has not yet been followed.

Again, your directors have been unsuccessful so far in obtaining from 
the Provincial Government a larger subsidy than that now given ; but 
there should be recorded the hearty sympathy shown by the Hon. the 
Minister of Education in the progress of the several Art Schools of the 
Province and country, the efforts ho has ma le to create interest in the 
subject, by exhibitions of students’ work and otherwise, and generally the 
practical assistance ho has afforded to this school, amongst others, in 
furtherance of the objects it has in view.

In concluding the present Report, the Association lus to be congratu­
lated on the fact that the session now closed was the tentrf of a scries of 
sessions of the school continued, year by year, since the year 1870, when 
the Society was founded, and that despite much difficulty and many prog-
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nostications of failure, the Association will begin its second ileoade with 
well justified ho|ies, fair assets, considerable experience, and a large num­
ber of friends.

As to the results of its work, it can point to some hundreds of students 
who have, at one time or another, profited by its teaching in greater or less 
degree, in some cases without cost, and to tho improvement in the general 
tone of judgment and taste in mattors artistic observable, as an direct or 
indirect consequence. It cun show to less than eight of its students, 
who through the education it has given, have been able to make their art 
knowledge remunerative by teaching. One of the leading of the great 
American illustrated magazines has accepted and paid well lor work from 
the pencil of a pupil of our school, while such has been the kindly, Matter­
ing estimateformed of us abroad that we have been honoured by applications 
for details of our system of management for then projected, but now live 
and vigorous schools on both the Atlantic and Pacific coasts.

These results have not been obtained without unceasing care from our 
very able staff of teachers, and tho recognition of tho services of those 
ladies and gentlemen who have placed their talents at our dis|>osal in this 
connection, is imperative. It is the ability, tact, discretion and conscien­
tious perseverance of the teacher that makes the success of an institution 
of this kind, to an extent almost beyond belief except by those who have 
suffered from their absence, anil it is to bo trusted that the importance of 
this [mint, will, if our school is to flourish, never cease to be borne in mind 
by its directors.

To the foregoing is to bo added that the thanks of the Association are 
due to tho morning and evening press of the city, The Citizen, Free 1‘reea 
and Journal, for kind assistance in their columns, a class of aid, the value 
of which cannot be over estimated.

The President’s Address.
In retiring from the position of president held by him for the last 

three years, Sir James Grant made some observations reviewing the work 
of the Association in tho past and foretelling its continued prosjierity in 
the future, lie drew attention to the special work of some of its loading
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pupils as eviuencing qualities which liid fair to reflect credit ou the school 
and paid a deserved compliment to the Hou. President, Col. Allan tlilmour, 
whom he styled tho “father of the Association and its chief supporter.” 
He concluded by an assurance of his own never-ceasing interest in the 
Society and its work, and closed his address amid the appreciative applause 
of the meeting.

ANNUAL
EXHIBITION AND PRIZE PRESENTATION

The prize* won at the last season of the Ottawa Art School were dis­
tributed to the successful students by His Excellency the Governor- 
General at the Art school rooms on the 3rd of May, 1889. The Governor- 
General was accompanied by Lady Stanley and Miss Lister, Capt. Colville, 
military secretary, General Sir John Boss, and Capt. Jenkins, A.D.C., 
General Sir Frederick and Lady Middleton.

The vice-regal party spent some time in examining the studies and 
the fancy needlework, after which the President, Sir James Grant, on 
behalf of the Association, read an address of welcome.

In reply, His Excellency assured the assembly that although ho did 
not bring to the task the same qualifications aa, perhaps, his more fortunate 
predecessors possessed, ha yielded to none in the interest he felt in the 
Association, and the pleasure which Lady Stanley and himself had ex­
perienced in examining the works which hung on the walls. The president 
had referred to the difficulties which art in a country like the Dominion 
had to contend with. There was a danger—overrated perhaps, but at the 
same time a present danger—that in the struggle for the development of 
material resources, and the promotion of commercial prosperity, art 
might he put, to some extent, on one aide, and that it might not obtain 
that recognition which it had been its more fortunate lot to receive in 
countries of older settlement. At the same time ho thought there was a 
tendency amongst many persona to exaggerate this danger. He spoke of course 
from a very limited acquaintance, but in those cities he had visited in the 
Dominion he had. found evorywhero the desire expressed to recognize the 
claims of art alongside those of commerce and of industry. It was very 
fitting therefore that the Capital of the Dominion should in this respect
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take no secondary position, and that the Art Association of Ottawa should 
endeavour to place itself in the foreground of that which is to lead to 
artistic eminence. He was glad, while speaking to so many who 
were not adopting art of neoessity or devoting themselves to it as a pro. 
fession, to be able to say that they would be able to find here that enoour- 
agement, and receive that training which, should occasion arise, would 
lend to the development of their talent into artistic and paying 
work. He observed with satisfaction that there was a still larger and in­
creasing class, who were endeavouring to bring into the affairs of ordinary 
life those principles of art which tended so much to polish our surroundings.

While not able to express any authoritative opinion as to the sketches 
and drawings on exhibition, it seemed to him that in many there wore 
evidences of ability and signs of promise. He hoped that those who 
had been induced to take part in the course of the past year would 
continue their studies, and would prosecute them steadily. With regard 
to needlework, a competent authority, Lady Stanley, had informed him 
that there were many works, which, in design and execution, rivalled some 
of the best productions of this continent A hope was expressed in the 
address that the promotion of tuch schools as the present should receive 
encouragement from the Atlantic to the Pacific. Strange to say, he believed 
that hope had been realised, for he hoard of enquiries addressed ou the 
one band from Halifax, and the other from the city of Vancouver as to the 
working of the Association, with a desire to copy its rules, and imitate its 
progress and efficiency. He hoped to be able to congratulate the president, 
in future years, on the prophetic spirit he had indulged in in the address. 
After some appreciative observations by Sir John Ross, His Excellency 
handed to the several successful students the prizes gained, nud the 
proceedings closed.
