REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON DEPARTED
BRETHREN.

Since the last meeting of the Convention, death has been 
apong us. The Committee have to record the removal '

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ii blistering Urcthreu, whose departure from tin* tenir of action 
cannot but lie contemplated with unininglod fueling* of grief ,»nri 
gratitude-grief for the loss which has been sustained—grati­
tude for the grace of God toward* them.

Brother II. H. Kmn.er.Hon, late of Moncton, was the fir*t who 
rrcu'ved the summon*. He wan auddenly culled away, aft.T n 
short illne**, during which he huh mercifully supported, and en- 
aliled to hear testimony to the preciousness and power of Gospel 
truth. Endowed with gift* for usefulness, and ardently devoted 
to hi* work, he gave promiwe of eminent e in the cause of the 
Saviour in thi* Province, and the Churches hoped that a life *o 
valuable would he l"ng «pared, to he employed for the best and 
hnlie*t purposes. Those hopes have been disappointed. Thu 
Master lv * sent, for his servant. On the 11th of September 
last Brother Emmerson wn* tranwfered to the 14better land,” in 
the 31st, year of hi* age, and the fifth of hi* ministerial life.

The next victim was Brother 11. W. Cunningham*', late of l)ig- 
bv, who had laboured among the Churches for nearly thirty years, 
and whose great worth, as a Christian and ns a minister, was uni­
versally acknowledged. He was a deep thinker, and he thought 
correctly, not losing himself amidst vain speculations, hut explo­
ring the mine of truth that he might extract the rich ore for the 
benefit of others. Solid, judicious, and •* fervent in spirit,” his 
discourses w ere alike adapted to instruct the ignorant, to alarm 
the careless, and to rouse and animato God’s people. Extensive 
usefulness was granted to him. It pleased God to afllict him 
long and painfully, but the chastening proved to be for his 44 pro­
fit,” and under the pressure of sorrow his weakness and patience 
elicited the admiration of olMcrvers, while the steadfast hope of 
heaven threw a brightness around him, and illumined the 44 volley 
of the shadow of death.” Brother Cunningham died on the 15th 
of January last. He was in the fifty-sixth year of his age.

Brother William Sears died at Hillisborough in March last. 
—In his litter years ho was somewhat alienated from hix 
brethren, in consequence of his doctrinal views differing 
in some respects from those generally entertained among us, 
vet, the committee trust that he lived m the fear of God, and 
«ought to do good to the best of his ability, and that ho is now 
dwelling in the region of pure truth, and universal holiness.— 
Brother Scars was in the sixtv-thitd year of his age.

Last of all, the committee record the fall of a veteran. Father 
Crandal departed this life on the 20th of Fehuary in the present 
year. He had attained the venerable age of fourscore ard six 
years. To his latest breath hv testified lor Christ, exhorting all 
men to eonfess his power and trust in his atoning blood. A la­
bourer in the field of nearly sixty years standing, lie had born* 
" the burden and heat of the day,” and often 44 endured hardness.” 
The Church's in these provinces 4,recriv''d him with all gladness,”
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and livid him in reputation as u faithful and uaergetic servant of 
the Heavenly Master, lie had ween his curlv associate* pus* 
away from the service, having severally fulfilled their allotted 
time*, and at length he stood alone, the sole su’vivor of the pa­
triarchal hand, lie has now rejoined them. They “ rest from 
their labours, and their works do follow them.” '

May we Imitate our father* and brethren in all that was excel­
lent, and ** work the work of the Lord” with growing diligence, 
because “the night comulh."

REPORT OF TIIE FOREIGN MISSIONARY BOARD.
The receipt of the first sum remitted by the Board to Rev A.R 

Crawley, is thus gratefully acknowledged by him, in a letter ad­
dressed to your Secretary, written from Henthada, October 5th, 
1857 i— ' ]

My Dear Dr. Tupper,—
44 I hasten, through you, to thank the churches of N. S. and N. 

B. for their donation of 200 dollars for the support of native 
preachers in our Missions.” lie subsequently remarks, “ I feel 
gratified, I do assure you, for your confidence in me, that these 
funds will be spent to the best advantage. 44 I shall, indeed, do 
my utmost to deserve that confidence, and prayerfully endeavor 
to m<tke such disposal of the money entrusted to me, that the 
churches shall havercason to rest satisfied,that the cause of uvange- 
ization has been benefited by it.”

Vndcr date of November iOth, our esteemed Brother writes te
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the Fteverlary, “ your letter of Juno 10th, 1857, lias liven received»
In compliance with ti e instruction* it. contains, 1 have the pint 
sure to inform you, that two men of marked piety and intelli­
gence, and supported from the fund contributed by the churches 
of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, arc now actively employed 
in the good work of prca diing among their countrymen 44 the 
unsearchable riches of Christ,” Their name* arc Ko Cung linn 
and Moung Shong ; both baptized by myself. The former is 
stationed at Saing l>ou—a considerable village up the Hiver, and 
the centre of a district containing many large and populous vil­
lages an4 towns—the latter Is with me at llenthada nt present.’1

On the receipt of the former letter, your Board met in Tre- 
mor.t, Aylesford, Feb. 4th, 1858; nr.d mndc arrangements for 
carrying into effect the Resolutions passed nt the Meeting of 
convention in Yarmouth. Among these was the appropriation of 
400 dollars for the employment of native teachers in liurmah.—• 
This sum has been remitted, as per receipt from the treasurer of 
the American Missionary Union.

Under elate of Dec. 2‘Jnd, 18.17, Bro. Crawley has furninshed 
for the Christian Messenger [inserted June 9th,] an interesting 
and encouraging account of an extensive tour performed by him, 
accompanied by the two assistants named above. He hears tes­
timony to their diligence and earnestness ; and remarks in conj 
elusion, “ They are an unspeakable comfort to me j and preach 
the simple Gospel with great zeal and effect.”

On the 14th of January, 1858, Br. C. addressed a letter to 
your Secretary, in which he says : 44 Donaben is a large Burman 
town, about 40 miles below llenthada. From my first arrival in 
this country, it was represented to me as most desirable to establish 
a good native preacher at this place. And as 1 became better ac­
quainted with my field of labour, and more familiar with its wants,
1 at once perceived that it Was p most important post, aod de­
manded at least one assistant permanently stationed there. But 
owing to the depression under which the funds of the Union 
have laboured for several years past,it has not been in my power,un-» 
til no w, to supply the wants. Thanks to the liberal 'ontfiku* 
lions of the churches of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick. Do­
nah*, n will now have a good experienced native preacher to 
bre ik the bread of life to its thousands,

The name of the Lonaben assistant is Moung Thct Nauv 
What makes it peculiarly fitting that this assistant should be sup­
ported by the Baptists of Nova ftcotia and New Brunswick is the 
fact that he first heard the gospel from the lips of their Mission­
ary, Bro. Burpe, and was undoubtedly converted through hie 

instrumentality. Brethren, your sacrifice and labour of love wa» 
not in vain. Your Missionary, though dead, yet speaketh.

Moung-Thel-Xnu comes to me with excellent recommendation/ 
He has spent a number of days with me here j and I ahi <pikv
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tlvlighicA with hi* apt and forcible illustration* ot ihi tYJth, 
an t with prominency which he give* to the cross at alltiin :s.

“ I have in view two more men, whom l hope to be able,to en* 
gage. I should then have five assistant* at wor t, and supo >rte l 
by your fund. Were it not for this fund, the probability is, that 
1 should now be labouring single-handed.”

While these cheering facts furnish abundant cause for thanks­
giving, and afford ample ground of encouragement, it is t" he ru- 
gretted, that the contributions received during the year fall far 
he ow the «artoünt expended» Y jur Board, however, observe 
With pleasme, that the Treasurer’s account presents an instance 
in which a valued brother, svho had not deemed it necessary to 
Continue paying his annual subscription of one pound, while we 
had no Missionary in the foreign field, now that we have Mis­
sionaries raised up in Burmah, labouring faithfully there, has 
nobly paid the arrears for the three years past, with the interest. 
It in ay oe hoped that many in both Provinces, who formerly con­
tributed to this highly important object, Will now readily respond 
to the urgent call which the present encouraging state of the 
Mission presents, and imitate this worthy example t and that the 
huraber of liberal contributions will be greatly augmented.

In addition to the amount that will be requisite to sustain the 
excellent native preachers now' employed by Brother Crawley, 
vour Board deem it exceedingly desirable to have funds raised 
sufficient to enable sister Crawley to establish a female school.-'- 
Her heart is much set on this fondly cherished object. Behold­
ing many native girls around her growing Up In the gross igno­
rance of heathenism, and in ttreumstances of peculiar exposure 
to a state of the lowest degradation, she earnestly desires to have 
them educated umhr truly Christian influences By this means 
it mav b° reasonably hoped, that numbers of them will, through 
the blessing of God> become valuable member# of society, and 
real Christians. The benefits resulting thence must be incon* 
ceivably great.

With Mi outlay at first of 50 dollars for buildings, and subse­
quently a monthly expenditure of 10 dollars for a teacher, and 15 
dollars for board, it is thought that 50 or 60 of these children 
may be abstained and taught.

It is presumed the sisters will take a deep interest in this mat­
ter, and With their usual liberality and eiVergy> labour successful* 
!v for its furtherance.

In conclusion, Your Board respectfully commend this object, as 
also the continued support of native tesichare in Burmah, to the 
favourable consideration of the Convention, and to the hearty 
sympathie* earnest prayers, and generous contributions of all the 
mentb'w* mir churches in both these Provinces, and in Prince 
t'Mwunl IslanJ, nml to the benevolence of the whole community*

I. That the Convention be called “ The Baptist Convention of 

Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, and Prince Edward Island,” and 
shall consist of the Members and Delegates hereinafter specified

I(. That the objects of the Convention shall be, to maintain the 
following Institutions, namely, Acadia College, and Foreign Mis­
sions ; and to advance the interests of the Baptist Denomination 
generally, by devising and carrying out, as far as possible, such 
neans as may by the Divine blessing, tend to promote its welfare,

It is earnestly recommended that at the Annual meetings of the 
Associations, brethren be appointed to furnish reports to the Con­
vention on the state of Religion and the progress of the cause of 
God, within the limits of those Associations, respectively.

II. 1. That the business of the Convention uhall be conducted by 
Is President, one or wore Vice Presidents, a Treasurer, two Secre- 
Itines, (one residing in Nova Scotia and the oiher in New Bruns­
wick), and a Board of Directors, consisting of twenty-five mem- 
jbers’ all of whom shall be members of Baptist Churches, in goodt
Icancies that may occur previous to the next meeting of the Con­
tention.
