CONSTITUTION.

BILL OF THE DOMINION PARLIAMENT,

An Act Respecting the Baplist Convention of Ontario and Quebec.
[Assented to 20th March, 1889).

Whereas, by an Act passed by the Parliament of ¢, nada, in the
forty-first year of Her Majesty's reign, *‘ The Regular Bajp ist Foreign
Missionary Society of Ontario and Quebec ” was incorporated for the
purposes and with the Powers in the said Act set forth: And Whereas,
by letters patent, dated the twelfth day of October, one thousand eight
hundred and eighty-two, issued under ** The Canada Joint Stock Com-
pany's Act, 1877,” a joint stock Company was incorporated by the name
of ** The Standard Publishing Company, Limited," for the purpose of
publishing a newspaper or newspapers, for and in the interests of the
Regular Baptist denomination in Canada, publishing books papers,
tracts and other literature, carrying on book rooms for the m{v of
religious and other books, papers and literature, and dis\‘umirm!ing
religious literature by means of colporteurs and other agencies ; and
whereas the said letters patent provided that none of the shares of the
capital stock of the said Company should, at any time, be subscribed
for by orallotted to or transferred to any Person not a member in good
standing of some Regular Baptist Church, and that those shares only
of the capital stock subscribed for and held by members in good stand-
ing of Regular Baptist ( hurches, upon which there were no calls in
arrear, should be entitled each to one vote ; and whereas the nominal
capital stock of the said Company consists of two thousand shares of
fifty dollars each, of which one thousand one hundred and ninet y-seven
shares have been subscribed and allotted, and eight hundred and three
are unallotted; and whereas eight hundred of the said shares have been
paid up in full, and the aid paid-up shares are held by Malcolm Me
Vicar, LL.D Humphrey E, Buchan, M.D., and Charles J. Holman,
and Daniel E. Thompson, Esquires, as Trustees for the benefit of the
following denominational Societies of the Regular Baptists, namely,
fifteen fortieths for the said Regular Baptist Foreign Missionary Society
of Ontario and Quebec, nine-fourtieths for the Regular Baptist Mission-
ary Society of Ontario, three fortieths for the Regular Baptist Mission-
ary Convention East which two lnsl-munliunud bodies have united, so
far as it was practicable for a corporated and an uncorporated hody to
voluntarily unite—three fortieths for the Mani'oba and North-West
Convention of Regular Baptists, and ten-fortieths for the Society for
the Relief of Superannuated Regular Baptist Ministers, and the Widows
and Orphans of Regular Baptist Ministe 'S ; and three hundred and
ninety-seven shares (being the residue of the said sub«cribed. and allotted
shares, and upon which only 10 per cent. has heen called up or paid)
are held by varions persons who are desirous that the denomination
of Regular Baptists should have the benefit, in the manner hereinafter
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provided of the amount paid thereon ; and whereas it is desired that
the work of the varions denominational Societies of the Baptist
Churches of the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec should be under the
control of representatives of the said Churches : and whereas the said
Societies and the said $ tandard Publishing Company, and the share-
holders thereof, have petitioned for an Act giving them such represent
atives in Convention assembled, authority to appoint members of
corporate Boards for the purpose of carrying on the said work as
hereinafter provided : Therefore, Her Majesty, by and with the advice
and consent of the Senate and House of Commons of Canada, enacts as
follows ;

The Church Clerk shall also certify
to the convention the num be v of members composing the church of
which he is Clerk.,

3. The objects of the Convention shall be the promotion and pro-
secution of such work and enter prises as are deemed in the interests of
the denomination, and particularly those specified in section five,

t = The Convention shall have a President and any other officers
that it deems necessary It shall meet annually or oftener, at such
times and places as it appoints  The first meeting shall be held at the
City of Ottawa on the third Thursday of October next, at ten o’clock
in the forenoon. The annual meetings need not he held at absolute
ntervals of twelve months, and a period not exe reding fifteen months
ay intervene between two annual meetings,

5. The Convention shall, at its annual meetings, appoint members
of Boards for the follow ing purposes:

(a) A Board for the prosecution of mission work within the
Dominion of Canad y, including the aiding of weak ( hurches, to be
called ** The Home Mission Board of the Baptist Convention ";

(6) A Board for the prosecution of mission work outside of
Canada. to be called * The Foreign Mission Board of the Baptist
Convention ";

(¢) A Board for the purpose of assisting and supporting aged min-
isters of the denomination, and the widows and orphans of deceased
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ministers, to be called
Baptist Convention "';

** The Ministerial Superannuation Board of the

(d) A Board for the purposes hereinbefore set out as the purposes
of the Standard l’ublishiug Company, to be called ** The Publication
Board of the Baptist Convention

(¢) A Board for assisting Churches, by loan or gift, in the acqui-
sition, erection and maintenance of Church edifices, and the acquiring
lands as sites therefor, to be called * The Church Edifice Board of the
Baptist Convention.' The Board, when it deems it expedient, may
itself acquire and hold the land, and erect and maintain the buildings.

6. Each of the said Boards, and its successors, shall be a corporate
body, and shall be capable of taking by devise, gift or purchase, any
real or personal property, lands or tenements, and of alienating the
same at pleasure: Provided, however, that the corporation shall,
within ten years after the acquisition of any such real estate,
otherwise dispose of and alienate so much of ‘such real estate as is not
required for the use and occupation or other like purposes of the cor-
poration ; and provided also that such devise of real estate shall be sub-
Ject to the laws re specting devises of real estate to religious corpora-
tions in force at the time of such devise in the Province m which such
real estate is situated, so far as same apply to the said corporation

7. Each of the said Boards shall consist of as many members as
the Convention from time to time determines The members of the
Board shall be elected by hallot at the Annual Meetings of the Conven-
tion: Provided that the M witoba and North-West Convention may

8. The Convention may direct that the members of any Board, or
a certain proportion of them, shall hold office for one, two or three
years, or otherwise, as is deemed expedient, and may determine how
many shall constitute quorum of any Board, and may defire the scope
of the work of the several Boards. .

Eachof the said Boards shall appoint such Standing Committees
and such officers and employees, whether sal iried or not, as it considers
expedient, and may pass By-laws for regulating the conduct of its
affairs: Provided that the Convention may, by a standing rule, assume
the appointment of the officers or employees of the said Board.

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HOME MISSION BOARD.

Forty-Fifth Annual Report of the Baptist
Home Mission Board.

The writer of this Report wishes, at the outset to express
the :“\;l])]millllnv'llt and regret of the Home Mission Board, and
we believe also of every member of this Convention that the one
who has been for six and a-half vears the honored and success-
ful leader of our Home Mission work, has been hindered because
of illness from appearing in our midst to-day, and therefore this
Report has to be read by one who is but slightly acquainted
with the work which Superintendent McEwen has mastered by
six and a-half years of constant and faithful service to the cause
of Baptist Home Missions in Ontario and Quebec

Imagination and history, written or traditional. are the two
great forces by which the generations of the present link them
selves with those of the past. Therefore, in coming to this no
historic and somewhat famous City of Montreal, imagination
carries us back on the stream of time to a point on the shore
marked A.D.1535. It was in that year that the famous mariner,
the discoverer of Canada, Jacques Cartier, first entered what
was then called Dunnaconna’s country. The name sounds some-
what Irish, and might easily be mistaken for Dan ()'( onnell’s
country. - But Dunnaconna had the Indian instead of the Irish
blood in his veins ; nevertheless he manifested the warm hospi-
tality for which the Irish are noted and invited the brave
Frenchman to sail up the great rviver and visit his town. It is a
matter of history how the brave Frenchman, taking the smallest
of his vessels, made his way up the river until he reached Hoche-
laga, Dunnaconna’s chief towr  Before leaving it is written that
he ascended the mountain to the north-west, and looking away
to the westward over the blue glistening waters of the St. Law-
rence and the dense forests, like a billowy ocean interminable at
his feet, he in the ecstacy of his soul exclaimed “Mount Royal,”
now shortened and combined into the beautiful and euphonious
one word “ Montreal.”

We have looked up the records of history that we might
trace the finger of God writing on the sands of time. What
great emotions of a glorious empire yet to be must have filled
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dom against kingdom. There had to be earthquakes and
famines and pestilences in divers places, and it may be that the
end is not yet. Through it all what is God aiming at? For

of God’s purpose that runs through the ages /' We think so, for
why should not God answer the prayer of His son 7 If it is. we
believe that the Baptist Home Mission Society of Ontario and

Quebee have got hold of the thread and are feeling their way
along—following, ever following, while God goes before and
unwinds the clue. We come to-day that we may report how wi
have been following what we believe to be the thread of God's
purpose during the past year. We believe that the one indicated
by Christ in His prayer is the people of the one Lord. one Faith,
one Baptism, and so our Missionaries have been preaching this
trinity of doctrines that there might be unity in the minas of
men similar to that which is in the mind of Christ. We believe
that when the purpose of a man’s mind runs exactly paralel
with the line of (God’s eternal purpose in Christ, sooner or later
in his history the mind will find the line running straicht into
the door of a Baptist Church, never gain to run out until he is
called to be absent from the funlA\' and present with the Lord.
Believing this, we have sent forth our Missionarics to beseech the
citizens of Ontario and Quebee to be reconciled to God through
faith in Christ, and to teach them also to be obedient to the
commands and the example of Christ, that they may enter the
organization called a Church in the New Testatment, through the
New Testament ordinance of believer’s baptism.

In order that we see the progress made by our denomination
in their God-appointed work during the six and a-half years that
have clapsed since this Convention met in the East at Ottawa,
and also that we may see the progress made in our Home Mission
work during the same time while Brother McEwen has been
Superintendent, we give the following summary of faets, not that
we boast, but that we may be encouraged in our work, and thank-
ful to God for some measure of success :

Palmerston and Howick at a standstill. while Monck is building
a Chapel.  Clinton and Base Line are doing well, having added
largely to their numbers during the year. Kincardine and
Lucknow must soon put on strength, or their lamps will go out

No change in Seabringville, while Tax istock and Zorra (12th
Concession) are aggressive and prosperous. St. Mary’s is holding
on steadily as usual to the things which remain, while Bell-
fountain needs a great revival ‘to begin in the hearts of the
membership of the Chureh Hespeler and Preston are working
steadily along.  New eround has been occupied at Berlin, where
a Church has also lately been organized. Orangeville, where we
began work twice before and abandoned it, is weak and dis-
tracted, but it is an important town.

In the introduction to this report we tried to crowd volumes
of secular history into a single sentence Through the report
itself in dealing with the Churches, we have also been crowding
volumes of unwritten sacred history into single sentences. In
the introduction we tried to show that the great earthly kingdom
called Canada had not been bailt up without toil, trouble and
sacrifice. The concluding thought would be, do not let us expect
that part of the great spiritual kingdom ecalled the Baptist
Church of Canada to be built up without unceasing toil, much
trouble, and great sacrifice For we wrestle not ;l;‘:linst flesh and
blood, but agai principalities, against powers, against the
rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness
in high places. Wherefore take unto you the whole armor of
God. The Kingdom of Heaven suffereth violence, and the violent
take it by force. Consecrated men and consecrated money are
the two forces which, when linked together, will conquer
Canada for Christ.

During the year there have been five meetings of the Board,
with an average attendance of seventeen, and nine meetings of
the Executive, with an average attendance of seven, making four-
teen meetings for the year, at all of which the President of the
Board, Mr. John Stark, presided. We wish to put on record
especially the faithful and painstaking service of Rev. E. T. Fox.
who, during the year, has been over the Treasury Department,
and who has rendered much valuable service gratuitously to the
Board, and through the Board to the Baptists of Ontario and
Quebec.

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EXTRACTS FROM THE TWELFTH ANNUAL REPORT
OF THE CORRESPONDING SECRETARY, OF
THE W. B. H. M. 5. OF ONTARIO

In behalf of the officers and members of the Board of B. H. M. S ’
we would bear testimony to the loyal and zealous efforts of co-laborers
throughout the various Mission circles ; to the Directors who have ren-
dered efficient service in their respective Associat ions, and to the Editor
of the Visifor, who has given so much time and thought to this little
paper that is such a helpful factor in our work.

The monthly prayer meetings of our Board have been a blessing
and an inspiration to all who have attended them. The work of our
Society was begun in prayer; it has been carried out with prayer; no
work has been attempted ; no plan for raising money or furthering
interest in the work has been adopted by your Board without first
taking it in prayer to the Soarce of all wisdom for guidance, and He who
has bidden us pray, has heard and answered, and to-night we come
with grateful hearts, recognizing first and chief in the measure of
success granted our Society, special providence of God.

OUR WORK.

As you are aware, our work covers a part of the territor y Grande
Ligne and Quebec City in the east, west and north to the Muskoka and
Parry Sound Districts, up to the entrance to Lake Superior, where the
town of Sault Ste. Marie is situated, and to Calgary in the North- West
It seems to us that no part of our work is of more importance or pos-
sesses greater possibilities than that of the North-West. Mr. Mellick,
writing of the prospects, says : * Look out on the broad fertile fields :
on the double tide of emigration rolling in by the cradles and the cars $
see the great colonies of Germans and Scandinavians, like swarms of
bees ; of Icelanders and Russians, who have been driven to our country
by persecution in their own land ; see the towns and cities rising ; hear
the constant sound of the workman's tools, preparing homes for the
surging throngs. This is the present. From this standpoint look out
into the future and tell me what you see,” *“ A mighty nation.” Remem-
ber, we are shaping the future of this nation now, for its futvre weal or
woe depends upon the religious instruction given its people. Weare told
that in the North-West, besides the English-speaking people, 40,000
Germans and Mennonites, 30,000 French Half-breeds, and other Roman
Catholics, 30,000 Indians, many still heathen and 20,000 Scandinavians
and Icelanders. Here is field for Mission work. The Lord bids us thrust
in the sickle,

‘“ Here ye not Jehovah's orders?
High above the land and sea,
Zion rise, enlarge thy borders,
Lo, the nations flock to Thee.”

Mission work was begun in the North West in 1873. There was then
but one Baptist Church, and that in the City of Winnipeg. There are
fifty-two Churches and seventy-five preaching stations. The number
added to their Churches last year was over 500. Of these Churches in
the North-West, the one in Calgary is under the care of our Society.
Last year we contributed $350 toward the pastor's salary. From the
fall orlﬁm to 1896 the Rev. Matthew Gold was in charge {;eru. On his
resigning, the Church extended a call to Rev. Mr. Frost, who assumed
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the pastorate in February last. He is meeting with much success,
especially among the young men of the town, who come in large
numbers to the Church in the evenings. The (‘nlgur Church has a
membership of about fifty. They maintain a B. Y, l¥ U,a Sunday
School of eighty scholars, twenty of whom are German, taught in their
own language.” As a fair sample of the way the people of the North-
West give to support the Gospel, we may say that this Church at
Calgary, with a meulhership of fifty, none of whom are rich, and many
of whom are young members of families, and not earners, raise $500 a
ear for pastor’s salary, which means about $11 per head per member,
vesides meeting all the other expenses of the Church. Seen by this,
the Church must have been trained to give systematically and propor-

SCANDINAVIAN WORK IN THE NORTH-WEHST,

The Scandinavians are a hardy, industrious, re
when enlisted in the army of the Lord of Hosts, are
good. These people have come and ng to Cavada in large
numbers, to make new homes for themselves on fertile soil. Realizing
the importance of giving the Gospel to these Scandinavians, the
Woman’s Board of the North-West decided in 1894 to open a Mission
among the colonies in and near the city of Winnipeg, and asked the
Woman's Board of Ontario to co-operate with them. [t was decided to
do s0, and a grant of $300 was made at the first Board meeting of the
year 1895-6, to be applied on the Scandinavian Missionary, Mr. Bergh's
salary. Mpr, Bergh, and My Johnson who succeeded him, did good
work, and the little Mission grew, Stolberg, who was a most
successful worker among the Scandinavians in Minnesota, is in charge
of the Church which is now organized. My, Stolberg has a ready made
some visits among the Scandinavians outside of Winnipeg, and im-
portant interests have been cultivated. We must call your attention to
the need of a Church building for this Mission. The little band of
Church members, aided by the Woman'’s Society of the North-West,
have already begun operations. A lot has been selected in a most
desirable location in the city of Winnipeg to cost about $1,000. They
have raised among themselves a little over $150, and intend to canvassin
Winnipeg and elsewhere to raise the full amount. We would put on
record our appreciation of the generosity of oup brethren of the
American Home M ssion Society, who are lending a hel ing hand in
this work, and besides contributing $300 towards Mr. Sto] verg's salary,
have offered to give $400 towards the building, if we in Canada reise the
balance, the $400 to be the last payment to complete the building, which
is to cost $1,600.

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special gift from the Boston Mission Circles, and was equally divided
between the Church at Birtle in the North West and Middifield in the
Nipissing District. The remaining $371 was given to the North-West
Building Fund, and was divided among the Churches at Harting,
Portage la Prairie and Birtle. The work at Birtle has made good pro-
gress, and a number added to its membership. The work at Portage la
Prairie is very important. It is a self-supporting Church. and has been
for many years one of the most progressive Churches in the North-
West. The Church erected is an ornament to the town. At Harting,
too, the work is reported to be in a prosperous condition.

WORK IN ONTARIO.

Nothing has gladdened our hearts more in gathering up the record
of the year in Ontario than the frequent reports of conversion among
both old and young in the Churches under our care. This year fifty-
three conversions have taken place in the Mission Stations to which ald
is given by our Society. When we realize, or try to realize, the value
of one immortal soul, we lift our hearts in gratitude that, as women,
we have been permitted to have a part in this work. We are glad that
there will be so many stars in the crowns of our faithful Missionaries.
Let us remember our Missionaries in prayer

The Churches under our care are at Midland, Bracebridge, Sault Ste
Marie, Sprucedale, Doe Lake, Parry Sound, North Bay and Stirling
Falls.

At Sault Ste. Marie the Church has a membership of 90, 75 of whom
are resident and 15 non-resident Rev. Wm. J. Scott has been in
charge of this Church since 1893. During the past year seven have been
added to its membership. The new ship canal affords a new opening
for scattering the good seed. The sailors readily receive good reading
matter in the form of illustrated tracts. These are thrown on board
the vessels as they pass through the docks. It is largely a work of
faith. The result will be made manifest when Jesus comes Mr. Scott
will be glad to receive literature for this purpose. Three hundred dol-
lars is given by our Society to this Mission.

Parry Sound Church has a membership of 70, and a Sunday
School of 80. We are pleased to be able to report progress here. Con-
versions have taken place. All the services are well attended. Rev. L,
H. Coles, pastor.

Burk’s Falls, Doe Lake and Sprucedale have been heretofore
worked as one field. Last summer Mr. Higgins, from the Bible Trair-
ing School, had charge of the work at Sprucedale, and gratifying
results follcwed his ministry. Burk's Falls has a membership of 50,
Doe Lake of 22, and Sprucedale 20 Burk’s Falls is reported as in a
prosperous condition, During the quarter ending January 1st, 24 con
versions took place here. The report from Doe Lake is not so favorable
as we could wish, but there is hope for the future.

Midland. Rev. S. R. Stephens assumed the pastorate here in
November, 1895. We gave to Midland, $300.

North Bay and Middifield. The work on this field is moving
along slowly but surely, and a steady work of grace is going on among
the members, Mr. E, J. Stobo is pastor. The attendance at Prayer-
Meetings, Communion Service and Sunday School is good.

Bracebridge Rev. John Moyle, pastor, reports progress, congre-
gations improving.

Mr. F. Scott is in charge of the work at Sundridge ; congregations
are good, and the interest deepening.

At the meeting, held in February, the Treasurer’s Report ehowed
a great falling off in the Bands. It was thought advisable to send cards
to all the Bands (with the exception of those who were doing well)
urging them to report.

A letter from Mr. Grant, of Winnipeg, was read, in reply to a card
sent by the Secretary of our Board in regard to the salary for the
Calgary Church being reduced at the rate o $150 a year. Mr. Grant
Sﬁi(ftb&t as the man in charge now was an unmarried man, the full
amount was not required. Our Secretary was instructed to write, ex-
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pressing the Board’s entire confidence in the action of their Board, and
to ask how the balance of the money was to be applied.

It was with deep regret that the Board learned that Miss Dryden
would be obliged to resign her position as Treasurer in May. The four
years in which she has been in office she has earnestly devoted herself
to the work, and has proved a faithful and valuable Treasurer. It is
with very deep regret that the Board are obliged to accept her re-
signation.

A Committee, consisting of the President, Mrs. Alexander and
Mrs. Boyd, were appointed to take charge, and find someone else
willing to fill her position.

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THIRTIETH REPORT OF THE FOREIGN MISSION
BOARD OF THE BAPTIST CONVENTION OF
ONTARIO AND QUEBEC.

Being a Report of the Foreign Work Jor the Calendar Year 1895, and of the
Home Work for the YVear Ending April zoth, 1806,

To God be all the praise for any progress in the great work
of giving the Gospel to the dark, lost world! It is of His own
we have given Him for this work, whether it has been time or
talent, thought or prayer, toil or money.  And none of our plan-
ning ard doing, praying and giving would have issued in the
smallest spiritual results, except as inspired by His guiding
Spirit and accompanied by His quickening omnipotence. We
trust we are learning more truly and practically that it isonly as
our lives, in devoted surrender to Him are gathered up and carried
forward in the current of His love and power that they are of
any real service in His work of saving the lost. Yet, in these
days of elaborate organization and increasing Missionary machin-
ery, we do well to frequently remind ourselves, however helpful
in their proper relation to Him. all these things are absolutely
useless apart from the immediate presenee of the guiding, inspir-
ing and all-potent Spirit of Him who said, “ Apart from Me ye
can do nothing.” Therefore your Board, in rendering account
of the work committed to its administration, desires to make
explicit recognition of His gracious presence as the Source of all
efficiency in the service.

NEW MISSIONARIES,

At your last meeting, by a very hearty resolution, you
encouraged your Board “to try to secure special gifts to send
two or more new Missionaries” into the field during the year.
Your desire in this regard received our immediate attention. We
are happy to be able to say that within a few weeks the full
amount required to send out and support, until July next, two
new Missionaries was provided by special subcriptions. The
Lord had the men as weli as the means ready. In July last, the
Rev. Harry E. Stillwell, B. A., and the Rev. Harry C. Priest, B. A.,
were appointed as Missionaries of the Board to the Telugu field.
With their wives they sailed from Montreal on the 16th of
October, arriving in India in December, where they are now
busily engaged in the study of the Telugu language. They were
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accompanied by Miss Pearl Smith, M. D., who. on her arrival in
India, became the wife of Rev. J. E. Chute, our Missionary now
at Akidu. The Rev. J. R. Stillwell and his family, after a much
needed rest at home, returned in the same party to resume his
important work as Principal of the Seminary in Samuleotta

REDUCTION OF SALARIES.

Sinece our last report final action was takén in the matter of
the financial support of our Missionaries. This subject was under
the consideration of your Board for a long period before a
decision was reached. The thought of adequate financial remu-
neration to the Missionaries for their service and sacrifice was
quite outside the problem before us.  Still, it was felt that those
of us who stay at home, ought not to leave ourselves open to the
reproach of dealing in any niggardly way with those who go out
into the debilitating climate, moral miasma and spiritual death
of India. We sought to have before us as fajr and accurate a
view of the needs of the Missionaries under the peculiar condi-
tions of life in India, of the circumstances of our people at home
and of the pressing need of enlarged .\lis.\iun;n‘.\' foree to meet
the world'’s crying want and woe without Christ After wide
investigation and earnest consideration of the whole situation, it
was x{w'it]wl that the h?ll“l'_\ of a Ill:ll‘l‘]‘vwl \“\\iﬂll:ll"\ should be
$800 per year for the first two vears after reaching India ; $1,000
per year for the next five years, and $1,200 per year for each
subsequent year of service: and that the salary of a single man
should be $500 for the first two years, and $600 for each subse-
quent year, unless in charge of a separate station, in which case
it should be 8750. No provision of outfit allowance is now made :
but, in case it is desired, an advance of $300 to a married Mission-
ary and $150 to a single man is made. to be deducted in equal
instalinents from the salary of the first three yes The allow-
ance to a married Missionary on furlough is $750, with $50
additional for each child in his family up to the number of five,
and for a single man $400. In view of all the circumstances to
be considered, we believe this is an equitable arrangement as
between the supporters at home and the workers in the field. and
we trust it will meet with your most cordial commendation

SPECIAL DESIGNATION OF CONTRIBUTIONS,

For reasons that will be obvious, in the early history of the
Mission individuals and certain organizations were encouraged to
undertake the support of specially designated preachers or other

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native agents At that time the native Christians were not only
very poor, but also very few in number. Under these conditions
the “Ilbll“_’llt of native st']f—t-llll]ml‘t was I;u-gvl‘\' out of view, while
the necessity of providing for the support of native agents
naturally called forth the Missionary appeal for special contribu-
tions definitely designated for the support of specific individuals.
With the growth of the Christian community came the growing
convietion of the necessity of using every legitimate means to
cultivate in it the spirit of self-support.  When the Missionaries
came to gapple earnestly with this very important problem, they
found the provision for designated individuals standing in the
way. Neither the preacher nor the people will feel any pressing
necessity in this regard, when it is known that his support is
provided for in Canada Accordingly, the Missionaries in Con-
ference sent home a request that friends in Canada who des.re to
specially designate their gifts, should not designate them fo r the
support of preachers, colporteurs and teachers, but rather for the
support of pupils in the boarding schools or students in the
seminary, or for the support or partial support of one of the
Missionaries. This request received the cordial support of your
Board, which, at the same time, expressed its preference that all
offerings should be placed in the General Fund without special
designation

RETURNING ON FURLOUGH.

Two Missionary families, returning on furlough, you will
bave the privilege of welcoming at this meeting, It is nearly
eleven years since Mr. and Mrs Craig left us for their second
term of service in India. My, Craig was home for a short visit
four years ago at his own expense. Mrs, Craig has not been out
of India since she landed there in 1885. This is an unusual
record. Mr. and Mrs. Davis, who went to India in 1887, had
hoped they would be able to hold out another year before return-
ing, but the condition of their health more recently has made it
necessary in the interests of the work that they should come
home now. The appropriations made at the beginning of the
year did not include provision for the return of Mr. Davis and
his family, as at that time they did not expect to return till
next year. The appropriations then made were up to the full
limit allowed by our rule, and even then we had to make appro-
priations considerably below the estimates placed before us by
the Conference in India. The outlay for the return of Mr. Davis
had, therefore, to be made in excess of the amount our rule
allowed us to expend. We are confident, however, that in such a
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case our action will not meet with your disfavor. We shall all

DEATH OF OUR TREASURER

While we are able to record our devout thanksgiving death
has not broken the ranks of our Mission staff during the year,
yet we have to chronicle with sadness the sudden taking off, in
the very prime of his life, of our highly esteemed Treasurer, Mr.
W. E. Watson. Mr. Watson was appointed Treasurer of the Board
in October, 1893, and continued to perform the duties of the
office in a highly acceptable manner up to within less than a
week of the day of his death, March 5th, 1896. He brought an
earnest Christian heart as well as trained business talent to the
work. The Executive appointed Mr. James Watson. his father,
to fill the office for the balance of the year.

MISSION CONFERENZES.

In his work among the Churches the Secretary has been
greatly aided during the latter half of the year by the co-
operation of our returned Missionary, Brother H. F. Laflamme,
Supplementing the usual method of presenting the work, a series
of Mission Conferences were held at some fifteen central points
in Ontario. These Conferences continued in session two days,
with afternoon and evening meetings. These meetings afforded
the opportunity of dwelling on the great underlying facts and
principles of Missions, as well as of presenting in a more effective
way the work in progress and the magnitude of the need. In
some places the attendance at these meetings was excellent, while
in others it was not as large as could have been desired, but the
general testimony was that they were helpful in clarifying
Mission thought and in quickening Spiritual life,
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FINANCES.

Coming to the matter of finances, your Board regrets that it
cannot present a more favorable statement. The year began
with an overdraft of $2,387.50 at the bank, and $549.27 due the
Carey Fund. By the time the Convention n
that have since heen redeemed, were in hand covering the entire
deficit at the bank. No provision had, however, been made to
meet the indebtedness to the Carey Fund. A call on the Carey
Fund made it necessary that the amount due it should be restored
from the General Fund. It may be said in this connection that
the entire amount of the Carey Fund has now been invested in
Mission property ir India.

In some of them regular Seripture lessons
are taught, but in most of them a small catechism, Bible stories
and hymns,

“ Giving.—Self-support was urged very strongly at the
beginning of the year, and several o, the preachers agreed to
look for part of their support to their Churches. In most cases
they have not been disappointed. We would have been glad to
urge another step forward this year had not our people suffered
80 severely from the eyclone ‘and flood in September. The
Churches have contributed in all about 800 rupees.”

There were 178 converts baptized during the year, many of
them from new villages, making the membership on the Akidu
field at the end of 1895, 1,740. When the Akidu district was
organized as a separate field, in 1880, there were on this field 327
Church members. Since then the number has increased about
five and one-half fold.

COCANADA.

Cocanada is not only the largest town in our Mission field,
it is as well the largest city along the coast between Madras and
Calcutta. Its population is above 40,000. The Cocanada field,
however, includes the Taluk (county) as well as the town, the
entire population being about 125,000, There has been a desire
for some time that this field should be divided. so that the town
might have the entire time of the Missionary in charge. An
incident in the work last year shows one of the advantages of
aggressive and uninterrupted work in the town. About a year
ago a teacher was sent to a village seven miles out from' the
town. In a suort time there were a number applying for
baptism. Up to this time no Missionary or preacher had visited
this village. When the Missionary went to visit them they told
him that they had often heard the Gospel in Cocanada when it
was being preached in the market. Thus would street and
market work in the town scatter the seed far and wide in the
country as well. But instead of haviug a Missionary to give his
whole time to the town, the whole C'yeanada field had to be left
last year without the services of a male Missionary, except the
time Mr. Davis was able to give ic in addition to his arduous
work in the Seminary at Samuleotta. And the situation is still
unchanged this year. We are not overlooking the valuable
work done in Cocanada town by the lady Missionaries in the
schools and Zenanas. But there should be & man to press the
more public work of the Gospel all the time in that important
centre of population.
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Of the very limited work Mr, Davis has been able to do on
the field he says: “1 have visited Cocanada and preached twice
each month, and have had monthly business meetings with the
members.

NARSAPATNAM.

Since the death of Brother Barrow, in the fall of 1894, this
field has not had a Missionary of its own. Owing to the lack of
workers it had to be placed under the oversight of the Yellaman-
chili \li\\iulv:n‘\i who x‘-lt:til«!.\ did not need to go |u‘;’j_'illj_' for
work with 150,000 people on his own field dependent on him for
the bread of eternal life.  The addition of the Narsapatnam field
is the assignment to him of 175,000 more souls. to w hom no other
body is preaching the Gospel of Chrst.

Some difficulties had arisen in the lit:)- Chureh,
but towards the end of the year, after one or two seasons of
prayer and exhortation, they confessed their failings and promised

It was only in the middle of the year
that she completed her examinations and entered fully on the
work.

PEDDAPURAM,

Mr. Walker, the Peddapuram Missionary, has had, and still
has to ;_"i\n' a share of his time to the Tuni field, as we have not
yet been able to furnish that field with a Missionary qualified to
take the oversight of the work Mr. Walker's faithful work is
being rewarded with gratifying fruitage. He had the privilege
of baptizing fifty converts in 1895 The care exercised in
receiving applicants for baptism is evident in the regulation
:ll]u[»h'll at the Iu':‘inllin;’ of the year: ‘H\'(-I‘.\‘ candidate for
baptism must (1) undergo a primary examination as to his
spiritual fitness for the ordinance ; (2) in the case of a man, sub-
mit to having his Jutta or long plaited hair cut off in the
presence of all, (considered by the heathen as an abandonment of
idolatry) : (3) promise to strictly refrain from all work on
Sunday, come regularly to worship, and unfailingly contribute
according to his means for the support of the Gospel ; (4) pass a
final examination after the lapse of at least one month as to his
spiritual fitness as shown in his experience and daily walk.” The
strict observance of this regulation has not lessened the number
of applicants. Indeed, more were baptized during the first three
months under this new regulation than in any previous three
months.  Some of those baptized were mothers with nursing
children in their arms, who had walked twenty-seven miles to
receive the ordinance, and departed again by moonlight to escape,
if possible, the fierce heat of the sun. He writes again: “The
ery is coming from all parts of the field for preachers and
teachers, and applications from many new villages are coming in
for baptism. T could receive a great many more had | only the
helpers and the means to receive and care for them. Truly the
field seems to be stretching forth its hands to the living God.”

The poor Christians do not escape persecution. One poor
maimed widow, whose little house was all she had. was turned
out of her house by a heathen family who sought to hold posses-
sion on the strength of a forged deed of sale. She said : If Jesus
wants me to have that house not al] the heathen cunning and
power in the land can keep it from me. But he has given Him-
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self to me and with Him I am incaleulably rich without house
or land. He will some day take me to Himself and then I shall
have no more deformed ankles such as I have here on earth.”

Self-support has been pressed with even more satisfactory
results than in the preceding year. Our Christians have given
at the rate of more than twelve annas a year each in addition to
what they have done in erecting and repairing preachers’ houses.

The wives of the Missionaries, too, do a vast amount of
direct Mission work. For example: Mrs. Walker is (1) manager,
matron and Bible instructor in the Boys’ Boarding School, which
has an attendance of thirty boys, (2) manager of the Station
Sunday School, (3) teaches the Bible-women and supervises their
work, and (4) conducts a weekly prayer-meeting for all women
who wish to attend. It is to be feared that the large and
important service rendered by our Missionaries’ wives does not
obtain that recognition that it deserves.

RAMACHANDRAPURAM.

This field has the largest population of any single field in
our Mission, 250,000 people scattered in 200 villages. The health
of Mr. and Mrs. McLeod has been somewhat impaired. It was
found necessary for them to seek relief last hot season in a
cooler climate. This they found in Darjeeling, in North India.
Returning in September, Mr. McLeod wrote: “ We are fairly
well now, but not as strong as we were when we left Canada by
a "_:'(N]ll 11('31]."

Though not a medical man, Mr. McLeod had last year no
mean medical practice, his patients numbering 796. Writing
eight days after his return from Darjeeling, he says: “Since we
arrived home we have treated 119 patients. I mention this to
show how soon the people found us out on our return to the
station. These patients are nearly all heathen. The majority
of them are Shudras. We have but one Shudra convert on our
field, but prejudice is breaking down faster than we expected.
Many of them are throwing away their idols, and we have
reason to believe that some of them are convicted of sin and
seeking the Saviour. Pray for them. They are the backbone
of the country, and will some day, in the near future, I hope, be
ite redemption.”

There were 68 converts baptized on this field during the
sear. Many more applied for baptism, but the Missionary is
sareful to baptize only those who give evidence of a changed
heart.
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On this field also self-support is being pressed. The poverty
of the people makes it a perplexing question, but progress is
being made.

SAMULCOTTA.

In the absence of Principal Stillwell, who was at home on
furlough, the work of the Seminary at Samulcotta was under the
charge of Mr. Davis. He was assisted by four teachers in the
Literary Department, one in the Theological Department and
one in the Women’s Class. The number of students in attendance
was 83. On his arrival in India, in December last. Mr. Stillwell
entered again upon his work in the Seminary.

The report of the year speaks of the work under three
heads :

(1)  Spiritual.—The importance of this seems to have had
the strong emphasis it deserves. The opening hour of prayer,
the Bible classes, the special prayer-meetings with the several
classes, and the preaching services, arve all conducted with the
idea of deepening the Spiritual life of the students.

(2.) Intellectual.—When it is remembered that the most of
the Christians thus far gathered in have been from the lower and

densely ignorant classes, both the importance and the difficulty
of the intellectual training will be apparent. To awaken and
develop the dormant faculties. to impart knowledge and create a
thirst for it are gigantic undertakings, ealling for the service of
thoroughly trained teachers. This is felt to be one of the great
needs of the school.

(3.) Practical.—The students are divided into companies
and are required to perform at least one hour of manual labor
each day. One company pounds the rice, another cuts the wood,
carries the water, and cooks the food, a third does the washing,
and the fourth keeps the grounds in order, ete. These companies
change work at the end of each week, so that each gets practice
in all the different kinds of work.

The students are organized into companies also for preaching
in the town and surrounding villages. They are usually led in
this work by their teachers, They have also carried on three
Sunday Schools in different parts of the town.

The Industrial School has thus far confined its efforts to the
one trade of carpentering. The success attending the first
humble efforts have been encouraging. The eight men now
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learning the trade will eonstitute a small foree of Christian car
penters to begin with

Mr. Davis speaks in high terms of the general conduct of
the students. He thinks the spirvited way in which they carry
on the Wednesday evening prayer-meeting would be a stimu-
lating object lesson to Christians in Canada

Three, and sometimes four, days have been spent together hearing
reports of work done, discussing plans and in the study of the
Word.”

New Work.— -During tiie year three new centres have been
occupied, to be followed early in 1896 by two more. In all these
new centres the work is most hopeful. These new outposts
mean an additional outlay of funds, while at the same time our
estimates for work are being cut down. It is

HARD TO TURN A DEAF EAR
to the call of the perishing for the bread of life. There is still
very much territory waiting to be occupied. Away to the east
and south lie scores of villages uncarea for, with only a very
casual visit to three or four of them once a year by the nearest
preacher. Our heart is sad over these benighted multitudes.

Sinee our coming here, in 1891, many new stretches of territory
have been taken up and cultivated, but still there are vast multi-
tudes who might well cry out, “No man careth for my soul.”
This year, 1896, dawns upon us with large expectations of the
ingathering of many souls. May our hopes be more than realized !

YELLAMANCHILI

This northern field, which tor years has put the faith of the
Missionary to a sore test, has, during the past year, been reward-
ing his faith and patient toil. At the beginning of the year the
Church membership was but six. When Mr. Laflamme left it on
the 11th of March, on furlough, thirteen had been added to this
little band. Four of these were received by baptism, and the rest
by letter or experience. Four of them were workers, and their
wives from Samulcotta. Owing to the death of Bro. Barrow, the
Narsapatnam Boys’ Boarding School was removed to this station
in January. During the year five of these school boys have been
baptized, and yet others of them have professed conversion.

On the departure of Mr. Laflamme, Dr. Smith took the
oversight of the field, and after his Telugu examinations were
passed, in July, became Missionary in full charge of this and the
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Narsapatnam fields. There were in all eleven converts baptized
during the year, while the net gain to the Church membership
was 23, which is a gain of nearly four times the total member-
ship at the beginning of the year. The Missionary is cheered
by the manifest increase of interest in the Gospel message, and
is expecting increasing blessing this year.

Medical Work.—Respecting this department of his work,
Dr. Smith says: “It has won one woman convert of a Caste
allied to the Rajahs, and is drawing many people from a distance
to the bungalow. So even in bad weather the work may be
said to come to the door. About ten patients are treated daily,
about one-fourth of them being Brahmins.  All listen well to
the “n\ln'], and tracts are given to those who can read. Several
Caste houses have been opened to the Bible-women direct
through this work.”

Miss McLaurin is now stationed at Yellamanchili, having
oversight also of the women’s department of the work on the
Narsapatnam field. With her staff of Bible-women she is doing
faithful work in the Zenanas, which are

opening as rapidly as
they can be occupied. She does

also some touring work among
the villages. She writes: “I was most encouraged after my
trip to Nukapilly. Everywhere we went the women of the
lower and middle classes were ready and, in some cases. eager to
listen. T am sure the harvest is whitening both in this field and
at Narsapatnam.”

There are some facts that should be specially noted respecting
the work on the field

1. The strong expressions of hopefulness on the part of the
Missionaries over the whole field, from Vuyyuru in the south, to
Yellamanchili in the north. Whatever may be the feeling at
home, there are no faint hearts on the field,

2. Nor in their hopefulness are they chasing vanishing

shadows. In no previous year had so many converts been bap-
tized as in 1894. But the number, 455, in 1895, is an increase of
eleven and one-half per cent. on that of 1894,

3. The limitations to the vast widening and strengthening
of the work seem to lie chiefly in the inability of so small a force
of workers to reach out and gather in and care for the large
numbers who seem ready to respond to the Gospel call. Ts it not
in our power at home to set these limitations on the field a little
farther back 7

kI ING SECRETARY OF THE WOMEN’S BAPTIST

il MISSIONARY SOCIETY OF ONTARIO

(WEST)

To-day we report what we have done during the past year
to give the women of India the Gospel, what our Missionaries
{i have done, and how the message has been received.

There are, as far as reportea to the Secretary, in the Asso-
ciations comprising this Society, 11,718 resident women members
of Church ; of these only 3,539, less than one-third, are reported
as contributing through the Circle to Foreign Missions.

To-day we have great sorrow in our hearts. Instead of

going forward we must take some steps backward in the work.

| At the close of our last full Convention year 213 Circles had
it reported to our Treasurer, sending in $5,305.46. This year only
193 have reported, sending in only $4,965.06, a very serious fall-

ing behind. The expenditure this year has exceeded the income

available for our regular work to the amount of $599.14. This

means a crippling of our work to the extent of $600 for these

Telugu women, who can only be reached by our Women’s Society.

; The Women’s Foreign Missionary Society asks not less than
two cents a week from every Baptist woman of Ontario. There
are only three Circles that reach that standard, but two of these
have given over $3 per woman. Can it be that with so many
{ other interests springing up, we are forgetting the one object for
which our Circles were organized ! or is Christ and His cause
! becoming less precious to us ? causing us to grow careless about
I His glory in the salvation of the women of India, for whom He
gave His life? Are we sincere when we ask to be made like
Christ # Are we really willing? His was a life of self-sacri-
fice. Are we quite sincere when we sing—

*“Take my silver and my gold

| ot a mite would I withhold,”
J or with the voice of praise and thanksgiving for the atonement

made on Calvary for us, sing

“Had I a thousand lives to live,
Lord, they should all be Thine.”

But although many appear to be indifferent to Christ’s last
command, we thank God for the very many faithful ones and
also for those who have manifested a desire to prepare for work
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in India: Six young women having during the year made
enquiries about preparation, and two have offered the
service in India : both these applications have been considered
on a former occasion, one oftering herself for the third time. To
all answer has been returned that the funds will not warrant the
Board in considering any application at present.

We are grateful to a lady who, knowing that Miss Hatch's

Last year wé were in sorrow because of the alarming illness
in Tuni of our valued Missionary, Miss Rogers. Her case was
80 serious that, as soon as her strength permitted, her return to
Canada was considered imperative. To-day we weleome her to
our Convention, full of gratitude to the Great Physician for His
healing power, and earnest ly praying that in His own good time
He will open the way for her to return to work among the
Telugu women who dearly love her, and for whose salvation she
has so faithfully labored.

THE WORK IN INDIA,

Eacly in the year the Missionaries in Conference sent a
request to the Board for a bungalow for the single lady Missionary
or Missionaries at Akidu. This is much needed. Also a request
that Miss Folsom, who has done such a good work in the
Timpany Memorial School as well as amongst the Eurasians in
Cocanada, be appointed a Missionary of the Board. and give her
time more fully to Mission work

The reports from our Missionaries this year are wonderfully
encouraging.

Miss MeLeod’s first year in India has been spent day after
day in the study of Telugu. Her labors have been successful.

She spent the first three months in Cocanada, then with Miss
Hatch in Ramachandrapuram, again in Tuni, keeping company
with Miss Priest, until the arrival of Mr. and Mrs. Priest back in
Coeanada. While studying Telugn, she says: “I have seen con-
siderable of the work of the Missionaries. I have also seen
something of heathenism and its awful power over the hearts of
men, its hlighting effect on their souls and bodies, and, as T think,
‘holden with the cords of their sins,’ there comes the wondering
*thought, ‘can any power free them ## Then I remember that
‘God’s arm is not shortened that it cannot save, nor His ear
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heavy that it cannot hear,” and resting on that assurance I am
made strong.”

Work among the Women and Children.

Miss F. M. Stovel writes:—We can reporc encouragement
for the past year.

1. In the villages where the work is growing older, interest
in the Word is deepening, “ Come in and read to us out of your
Book ” is an oft heard invitation, or, if when surrounded by a
group of women. I open my bag and take out my Bible, some one
is sure to say, “now she is going to read from her big Book ; keep
very quiet Our hearts have been cheered by hearing one and
another ask, “ What must I do to be saved?” “How can I serve
(God?”  “Teach me how to pray “Teach me the name of
Jesus.” “Is there salvation and heaven for a despised widow
like me ?”

Again and again we have rejoiced over evidences that the
precious word had found a lodgment in heart and memory. One
old man told to us the story of Daniel, heard almost five years
before, and added, when in any difficulty or trouble, he always
remembered Daniel and how God cared for him.

A Kapu woman asked for the story of the Prodigal Son
again, after more than six months since our former visit. And
she gathered in as many women as could find standing room in
her yard, that they, too, might enjoy it with her.

Visiting the home cf a small boy who came to me every
other day for weeks to have a wounded hand dressed, and to
whom I gave little talks on the Boys of the Bible, 1 found that
all thesc lessons had been told and retold in his home, and mother
and sisters were familiar with them and eager to hear more.

In one village at a women’s meeting, at which the Christian
women were in the majority, I asked if anyone remembered the
subject of lesson given on occasion of my last visit / “ Yes,” one
said, and proceeded to tell ; another interrupted with, “ I can tell
the lesson you gave this time last year,” and yet a third could
give the subject matter of the first lesson I ever gave in that
village years ago. For Telugu women, who cannot read, this is
simply wonderful.

Especially in Akidu there is a growing delight in our
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Christian hymns, and many caste women are learning them in
preference to their vile, impure heathen songs.

2. The Scripture lessons have been more of a success—]I

mean the recitation of portions of Seripture by Christian women.
In one village the women get together in the evening, and a
young man, who, with difficulty, spells out the words, teaches a
verse daily until the portion is memorized. and when I visit there
they recite.

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Village Sehools.—Mr. Craig reports that fourteen have been
carried on, with 115 boys and 40 girls in attendance ; and there
have been twelve more schools for a few months with 90 boys
and 25 girls.

Six schools have been tanght by the wives of the preachers.
One of our young men has completed a year's course in a
Training Institution. Some others have gone to Narsulipalam
for training.

The Sunday Schools, which are largely carried on by the
village teachers, now number 37, with 70 teachers and 1,720
scholars, large and small. Regular Seripture lessons are taught
in some, and in others a small catechism, Bible stories and
hymns.

Books and Tracts.—We have had a colporteur only part of
the time, but still a good many Tracts have been sold and many

Work: « mong the Women and Children.

Miss Simpson’s report :—We are thankful for another year
of blessing in our work among the women and children of
Cocanada. We feel that the Lord has been with us, and our
hearts have been cheered ]l‘\' His presence, and l))' the l'1‘t'\']*li1)ll
which we, as His Messengers, have received.

As in other years, while new houses have been open to us,
others, for various reasons, have been dropped, so that the number
of houses visited remains about the same.

Each of the workers report women who are specially
interested, and there are a number who, we believe, are trusting
in Christ for Salvation, and will one day be reckoned among His
Jewels.

Through medicine we have been able to gain an entrance
into five Brahmin houses. As a rule the Brahmin women in
Cocanada vead, so that they are able to take in intellectually the
Bible teaching much more readily than the uneducated.

Mahalakshmni, one of our old Bible-women, returned to town
in November, and we have engaged her to assist Mrs. DeBeaux
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and Miss Gibsou. In one of the houses which we visit two of the
women made a request for us to send some one daily to teach
them to read. Accordingly Anna was sent for two hours each
morning, and a third woman in the same house, who was a widow,
was persuaded to try to learn. But Anna was sick so much that
very little was accomplished, and when Takshanamma appeared
in October, ready for work again, we hailed her coming with Jjoy,
and sent her to these women with instructions to gather in as
many little girls as possible. She has now at this house a
school of twenty girls, besides the women, who are as eager as
ever, and are growing more and more interested.

The Caste Girls’ School, off Bazaar Street, is better attended
now than ever before, and a number of those girls who professed
to love Jesus are showing by their lives that they do love Him,
and are His devout little servants. The children in the Juggan-
aikpuram Madiga Pella School have made good progress, and the
work altogether there is satisfactory.

The 1 ank J/u/u/u//j/ School is still open, but the people,
children and all, are very indifferent, and very little advancement
has been made.

There are siv Sunduay Schools carried on in connection with
the work. All of the workers reported last year are still at
work, and two have been re-engaged, so that there are, besides
the A\lis‘.\itm;ll'l\'« three assistants, three Bible-women and l/in'
teachers.

There have been 631 patients treated during the year.

Mrs. DeBeaux has been gratified with the proof in more
than one instance that the “ word” finds an abiding place in the
heart of the women. When Mrs. DeBeaux was speaking of the
need of an Intercessor, a woman told Christ’s parable of the
gardener pleading that the barren fig tree might be spared yet
another year. The expressions of love she has received from
many of the woinen have been cheering, but the superstitious

bondage in which they are held causes her much sorrow. As an
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instance of bondage, slie tells of a mother who, on her way to a
neighbor’s with a sick son, had the misfortune to meet a widow,
then some one sneezed, and the lad looked up at his mother as
much as to say, “ It is all over with me.” Another mother was
in great anxiety for fear her son should hear his sister’s third
child sneeze before it was ten days old, for if he did, evil would
surely befall him. The women weary for Mrs. DeBeaux’s visits

Miss Charlotte Gibson’s report is full of encouragement
Sixty houses are on her list. Seven new ones have been opened
to her during the year. One of these she mentions as especially
interesting, a large number of women being present every time,
and a great deal of interest manifested. She writes: *“The first
time I visited this house was at the request of the man of the
house, who met me on the street and l'«‘«‘lll'\lwl that 1 would go
and teach his women some wisdom. The women were eager to
listen, and asked how to get rid of their sins.

COCANADA GIRLS" BOARDING SCHOOL, 1895
Miss Baskerville's report :—The routine work of the (
canada Girls" Boarding School has been carried on throughout
another year with fairly satisfactory results. Our numbers have

matey-room (pantry) are also being used as sleeping rooms : they
are not needed for their ordinary use, because I take meals at the
Zenana House. The prospect of new and commodious quarters in
the near future is a se of mueh thankfulness, T trust the
remainder of the money will be ready for use by the time the
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amount on hand is used up. It is beginning to be a problem to
me as to how $2,000 can be made to cover the cost of all we need.
Very unwillingly I have been obliged to decide that mud, instead
of mortar, must be used in all the buildings. It is very difficult
to get materials ; we have been delayed until now (January 22nd),
because of the high price of stone and other things, but have
managed to get enough to begin with at last. But I must not
take up time with building matters now.

The number of boys on our roll was 45 ; girls, 98—a total of
143 ; but the outside scholars are so very irregular, that our
average attendance for the year was only 16 boys and 56 girls

At the examinations in December, 56 tried and 40 passed.
Of these, 10 were Primary School candidates ; 6 passed : 3 the
complete test, 1 in an optional subject, in which she failed last
year, the other 2 in the compulsory subjects

Five girls were married—two from school, two at their
homes during vacation, and one who left late in December to be
married at home.

Bight of the girls were converted and baptizeéd during the
year. (The number converted and baptized last year should
have been ten, not two, as it appeared in Mr. MeDiarmid’s r port).

In the training class proper, there were 3 girls until vacation,
after that 2 only ; but some of Miss Simpson’s workers attend
one of the morning Bible classes, and there are two women who
are still studying preparatory to taking the training course

In the two Sunday Schools the attendance has increased
somewhat, in one the highest attendance was 76 ; in the other, 53.

Two new classes have Leen undertaken. One is a sort of
t-lvlnt']ll:ll‘l\' xlll‘ll|:l| class 1’HI‘ the teachers in the \(‘]IHHI‘ and
others who wish to take advantage of it. It is held on Sunday
mornings from 9 to 10, after our hour of singing. The number
attending is 12. The other is a Bible class for women, in connee-
tion with the Sunday School in the Malapilly, near the Com-
pound. This is a very interesting and encouraging work. In
the seventeen weeks since the class was started, the highest
attendance was 32, the lowest, 9.

Though this year brought to me an overwhelming sorrow,
my Heavenly Father verified His promise: “ When thou pass-
est through the waters, I will be with thee; and through the
rivers, they shall not overflow thee ; when thou walkest through
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the tire, thou shalt not be burned : neither shall the fame kindle
upon thee.” I praise Him for His love and faithfulness.
Village Schools, —Mr. Davis reports 6 day schools, 2 night
schools and 1 Sunday school on Cocanada field Among the
teachers are Ruth, the wife of Joseph, who preaches in many
surrounding villages, and K. Lydia, wife of Isaac, who is also a
preacher.  The people are becoming more fri ndly, and are no
longer afraid to send their children to school. The children are
not only learning a number of Christian hymns, but are opening
their parents’ hearts. They like to hear their children sing
about Jesus. In one village where many of the people are pro-
fessional thieves, the boys and girls, tanght in the Sunday School,
have almost, without exception, given up idol worship: a few
have been baptized. We are specially asked to pray for the
school in Navara, which is most promising, and where the people
have given the teacher a new house and part of his food. Mr

Miss Hatch’s report : During the year we have been try-
ing to compass the work to a certain extent, though only 53 out
of our 200 villages have been seen. Some of these have been
seen several times, thus making 116 visits to villages : 180 visits
have been made to Hindu and Christian houses; 208

meetings
have been conducted : schools examined 28 times, and

60 days
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spent on tour.  Two of the Bible women, Sarah and Martha,
have been doing good work, but I have not kept a record of
their visits. My report includes what was given for the first
quarter of 95, in which perhaps more than half of my years
work was done ; for my health failed me in June, and I was not
fit for active work until September.  Though I have had some
drawbacks, 1 am very glad to say that I ain now in better health
and stronger than I was then, and hope by a change for the hot
season to be ready for full work in June or July again.

With gratitude to the Giver of all ;‘mul,viu I record the
feeling of joy 1 experienced when I heard that some *saint ™ at
home had been prompted to ask the acceptance of the very
generous gift of 8600 for a boat for our work on this field. The
boat is not begun yet, but we have been trying to get various

Bible-woimen.—Miss Priest, who succeeded Miss “U;."l‘l‘S in
the women'’s work on the Tuni field, is supported by the Ladies’
Board of Manitoba and the North-West. She has kindly reported
the Bible-women’s work which is undertaken by our Board. The
four Bible-women whom Miss Rogers had when she was taken
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ill, continued to work faithfully, reporting to Miss McLaurin
until August 1st. Then two more were taken on, both good
workers.  Of the old Bible-women—Ammanna, the old one, died
on the 8th of January : Martha and Atchamma work with Miss
Priest, as they did with Miss Rogers; Ma Lakshmi in Mundoor,
and the two new ones, Krupavarti and Susie, are at work in
Chendoorty.  Some time has been spent on tour
under the direction of Misses Priest and MeLaurin, and in villages
where a white woman had never before been seen, crowds
gathered. Miss Priest says: “This gave the Bible-women a good
chance to tell God’s message. Some listened so well as read a
few verses in John, and tried to speak a few words. An old
woman who had seated herself on the ground right in front of
me said, “ Tell very plainly Amma, I never heard before and I
forget so easily.” During Miss Priest’s illness the Bible-v ymen
continaed sowing the good seed, and it is bearing fruit Many

Bible-women.—Rebecea, so long a worker, has, on account of
failing health, been dropped, and two new Bible-women engaged,
Rathamma and Peramma. Both are well educated as Indian
women go, and both possess certain qualifications for the work.
Mr. Walker reports that so far the work of these women has
been fairly successful in Peddapuram town. Many houses have
been visited, and they have received invitations from a great
many more. They report a Caste widow as clinging to the
Saviour. Mrs. Walker has had charge of these Bible-women,
there being no single lady Missionary yet on this field.

Village Schools.—There are five schools on this field, and
three others were conducted during the holidays by as many
Seminary students. The attendance has been slightly in advance
of the previous year, but Mr. Walker says this field is far
behind in its appreciation of educational advantages. Fair
work has been done by the school teachers, and a good number
of promotions made. Most of the schools have been inspected

All are ﬂ‘lll'lllll\'l'll
during the holidays as teachers principally in the villages where
their parents live.

Books and Tracts.—This work has been carried on in con-
nection with the Tuni field. But a large number are disposed of
every Sunday in the Peddapuram market and in the bazaar.

YELLAMANCHILL
Population, 125,000.
Miss Kate McLaurin, who is the Missionary of the General
Board, is in charge of the women’s work on this field.
Bible-women’s work has been supported by this Society, but
no report has been received.
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The students are organized into companies for preaching the
Gospel. They usually go out with their teachers, and have
preached in several villages, as well as in Samulcotta and to the
Christians in Yettapalam. Three Sunday Schools have been
carried on, 240 copies of Messenger of Truth, and 2,400 hand-
bills have been distributed.

The Industrial School has been carried on with success. A
first-class carpenter engaged as teacher, and $90 earned by the
sale of furniture in the last six months.

It is pleasing to note that, with one exception, the conduct
of the students throughout the whole year has been all that
could be expected. Mr. Davis suggests that the prayer-meetings
would be a good object lesson for Christians in Canada; the
students take such an interest in them and are always ready to
take part. He speaks highly of the spiritual life of the students.
VUYYURU,
Population, 150,000.

The work for women on this field is entirely supported by
the Women's Society of Eastern Ontario and Quebec. Our work
being confined to village schools, books and tracts.

Village Schools.—Mr. Brown reports most encouragingly of
these schools, numbering 18 with 328 pupils taught by 19
teachers and sontes. “This is a very large advance on last year.
Of course, many of those reported are night pupils, still, even in
these schools, excellent work is done. There are other small
schools not reported.” 1t is pleasing to know that of the schools
reported, one is entirely supported by the people in the village,

ZENANA WORK.

This is carried on by Mrs. De Beaux and the Misses (Gibson
and Beggs, in the Cocanada district, under the efficient supervision
of Miss Simpson.  The reports from these ladies are deeply in-
teresting, but of necessity consist and tell of individual cases, so
that it is dificult to condense into a report without also giving
details.

On reading these reports, one is struck by the hold the
habits of a life time have upon  them. Like ourselves, My,
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Grundy—supported by ignorance, superstition, false religion
the rules and habits of patriarchal government in domestic life
places them under the strongest bonds of conventional rule. We
do not fully realize how hard it is for ignorant, unenlightened,
conservative women to walk in the light of the Gospel and
aceept the freedom of truth Miss Gibson writes :

“It has been our aim to impress upon students the value of
doing regular, Systematic work in some of the regular courses, and,
as a result of oy efforts, most of the students in attendance are
taking regular work, the majority choosing the Matriculatio
course. With few exceptions, the students have been enthusiastie
in their work, and whatever has been required of them hag been
well and rlu.*crfully done,

we had a gymnasium. The work in
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Physical Culture is greatly hindered by lack of apparatus, and
still more by lack of a suitable room for some of the apparatus
that we have

“'The spiritual life of the school has been very encouraging
The weekly prayer meetings have been well attended, and, as a
result of these and the personal work of the Christian girls and
the teachers, four have been converted and others led to think
upon the subject of religion as they never thought of it before.

“The teachers have been untiring in their efforts to promote
the welfare of the school, and have done a great deal of indi
vidual work outside of elass hours with a view of getting students

into regular courses

The foregoing extracts will show that all our educational
work is going forward harmoniously and hopefully, and that
teachers and students alike are loyal to our institutions.

Besides the vacancy at Woodstock, referred to l’,\' l'l'illl'i]l;ll
Bates, two vacancies are made at Moulton by the retirement at
the end of this academic year of Miss Porter, teacher in the
Preparatory Department, and Miss Hart, teacher of Elocution
and Calisthenics. Miss Mary E. Schultz, a Gold Medalist of the
Toronto Normal School, and a young lady of high reputation
for teaching ability and Christian worth, will take up the work
which Miss Porter lays down, and the work in Eloeution, to
which Miss Hart has devoted herself enthusiastically for five
years, will be carried on l)‘\‘ Miss Gerturde Trotter, who comes to
us highly reeommended as fully qualified to do excellent work
in this department.

The character and ability of the teachers in all the various
departments of - the University, the studiousness and spiritual
earnestness which are characteristic, and the high ideals which
are cherished by both teachers and students, give us confidence
as we commend our own schools to the members of our Baptist
Churches in Ontario and Quebee who have sons and daughters
whom they wish educated under safe and helpful conditions.

The Board of Governors has not, so far, found it practicable
to alter the financial year of the University to correspond with
the present time of holding the Convention. Consequently,
following last year’s mode of dealing with the finances, the
Treasurer’s Report for the financial year ending 30th September,
1895, is now presented with certificate of audit attached.
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To this will be added, as was done a year ago, general
information, so far as available, of the finances of the current
year.

It will be remembered that to the ascertained figures last
year was added an estimate of the receipts and disbursements
for balance of the year. Reference to this estimate will show
that disbursements were placed at $19964.32. The actual
disbursements turned out to be $19,735.72. The receipts were
then estimated at $15.594.06. They amounted to $15572.47.
This, the result, was a little more favorable than the estimate
The estimate placed the deficit on the current account for the
year at $2,969.40. The actual deficit on the year's operations, as
will be seen from the Treasurer’s report, is $2,762.29.

Turning to the current year, the Secretary reports the dis-
bursements and receipts to 20th May, and his estimate of
disbursements and receipts for the balance of the year, as
follows :

The Board met at the close of the meeting and elected Mr.

At 8 o'clock, p.m., a platform meeting was held, at which Mr.
A. A. Ayer presided. There was a large attendance Interesting
and stirring addresses were delivered on the difficulties, necessity
and encouragements of the work by Revs. W. S. Bullock and A.
J. Lebeau in English, and by Rev. T. Lafleur in French.
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Rev H. F. Laflamme, Missionary to the Telugus, gave the
meeting a kindly greeting, and Prof. Herbert Marceau sang a
selection from Elijah in his best form,

At 1030 a.m. the Missionaries met for prayer and confer-
ence. It was like a family gathering, and it was good to be
there. Toward the close of this service the President of the
Board addressed the Missionaries and Colporteurs in kind loving
words, which at the same time were very searching, as he spoke
of the necessity of their leading their people, in renewed evange
lical effort, in a forward movement, in looking for new fields, in
the Mission Churches increasing their contributions, and generally
in setting an example before their Catholic neighbors and all the
world.

FIFTY-NINTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE
GRANDE LIGNE MISSION

We all know how difficult it 15 to write current history, and
how imperfect and incomplete it will necessarily be. The year
just coming to a close has been one of unusual interest, full to
the brim of varied experiences, pleasurable, hopeful, painful or
trying, and of hard work, over all the field. This ought to be
enough of a report for any Missionary Society to present to its
supporters.  But those interested in its progress wish or claim re-
sults from honest work—devout souls, eager for the advancement
of God’s Kingdom, wish to have answers to their earnest prayers ;
those who put more or less money in this enterprise want to see
some interesting account of the working capital. We grant that
they have a certain right to expect some visible, tangible results
80 as to be satistied as to the usefulness of their investment
Results can sometimes be seen, and to some extent measured,
especially in large enterprises of a material or commercial kind,
and even in the sphere of instruction and education; but how
difficult and uncertain when we tread on moral ground and
spiritual experiences. Of the many striking parables and won-
derful sayings of our Lord, none is more pregnant and ever
revealing than the homely comparison of the leaven which a
woman took and hid in three measures of meal, till the whole
was leavened. Christ has said that this leaven is like unto the
power of the Kingdom of God. Those who have diverted this
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passage from its evident sense have only succeeded in isolating a
sour substance, and souring themselves. Put it in the meal, it
is a sweetening and raising power.

This comparison comes home to us in a sweet and forcible
manner. A sainted woman was sent to us to put this leaven in
the mind and heart of a few Canadians—the fermentation has
been going on ever since—it is now pervading a large portion of
the Province of Quebec, more especially in some localities, and
will continue to spread here and there unseen, unsuspected, until
the whole penetrable lump is leavened.

It is evident we arve laboring on a difficult field as it is
already occupied by a people nominally Christian—and there
are some who think that we are doing a hard and useless work.
If we are wrong in doing what we do, those who work for the
evangelization and conversion of nominal Protestants are wrong
also. Those who really know what Roman Catholicism
generally is (not in exceptional cases), will cordially approve of
our efforts to educate and evangelize our Catholie neighbors.
We all know that many still nominal adherents of that Church
blame its leaders even more than we do. And there is cause for
it, too. While Protestantism is everywhere in a great ferment
of progress and reform, and spiritualization, Catholicism
especially among us is also hard at work to retain its old
positions, and to fortify them, not by culture but by loading the
people with more superstitions, beliefs and practices—such as
pilgrimages to shrines, retreats, and even a renewed invocation
to the scapulary lately recommended by the Pope.

In view of all this we feel grateful, and sometimes exhilarat-
ed at the thought and the consciousness that in this northern
continent we are working on the side of the progressive element
which is at the head of all great enterprises, commerecial,
educational and religious. The Province of Quebec has fortresses
of Roman Catholic agencies,—convents and monasteries, and
ecclesiastical organizations without number ; but there is another
power working in the world, a power which survives all human
constructions and fortresses—it is in this power we especially
trust, in the prosecution of our work.

During the past year we have had numerous tokens of
God’s presence and approval. All our Missionary Stations have
been maintained, and new ones added. The Churches have kept
their own, with frequent additions. The aggregate of baptisms
in the different Stations is 37. There have been besides these a
good number of conversions from Roman Catholie families.
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An important and remarkable work has been wrought in
the Parish of Ste, Ursule, in connection with the labors of
Brother Bullock, of I\Iuskintmge, resulting in the conversion and
baptism of several persons.

The same may be said of Sorel and St. Jude. Our energetic
and zealous Brother Cote is beginning to see his ardent wishes
accomplished ; a new Chapel is built.

At Quebee, where our lamented Bro. Burwash labored for
some time in the midst of great deal of annoyance and
opposition, our young Brother Dutaud, in the newly bought
school house in St. Rochs, is pursuing a good and very encourag-
ing-work. He has had nine additions to his little flock from
intelligent Roman Catholic families. That is a great result
under that fortress of clericalism.

Our work of evangelization, pursued this last summer by an
unusual number of Agents, male and female, 15 altogether, have
sold hundreds of copies and portions of the Holy Scriptures, and
scattered thousands of tracts, and have come in contact with
hundreds of persons with whom they have exchanged at least a
few words: with some they conversed or discussed at some
length, with others they have read or prayed. In the shorter
interviews, where, perhaps, only a word or two has been
exchanged, not less than 10,000 persons have made the acquaint-
ance of our Missionaries,

There were two memorable days at the Feller Institute,
Grande Ligne. One was this year'’s Annual Meeting of the
Students, old and new. We only wish that this gathering could
have been seen by many of the friends of the Mission, they
would not have asked more to renew their interest in this good
and lasting work. The other was the excursion to Grande
Ligne during the time of the Baptist Convention in Montreal.

Many of the readers of the Year Book will remember this with
pleasure.

With grateful feelings we once more acknowledge the great
help of Ladies’ Societies in our behalf, and we also tender our
sincere thanks to all the contributors to this work of ev,

angeliza-
tion and instruction, Our active and devoted Field Secretary,
Rev. E. Bosworth. has done much to increase the

interest in our
labors, and the number of contributors to our funds, Now we

commit this whole Missionary enterprise to the fostering care
of the Father we adore, that the Gospel of His dear Son may
have free course among us; that His Holy Spirit enlighten and
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It guide us, not in the destroying of any part of His Church, but
in the upbuilding of the Church Christ promised to build.

Progress—Over 10,000 Romanists have had the Gospel
presented to them during the past year. Over 100 have aban-
doned Romanism to serve the living and true God. 1892
Church and Parsonage erected in Maskinonge. 1893 — Parsonage
and Principal’s residence erected at Grande Ligne. 1894-95-
New Mission Building and School at Quebec. 1895-96— Erection
of a Church in Sorel and a Salle in Montreal.

The New Hall (Salle) in the East end of Montreal promises
well, larger numbers of Catholics have nightly attended the
meetings than ever we were able to secure in Quebee, and thus
we have the opportunity of preaching the Gospel. The results
we must leave with God

All the converts remain steady in their allegiance to the
King, and their espousal of Baptist principles. Even on the

3 sick bed, with death standing near, loyalty to the Lord charac-
terizes those who aforetime were terrorized by Rome.

There is increased liberality among some of our Missions,
notably at Grande Ligne. The St. Blaise difficulty is not fully
settled. Quite a number of Catholic families there are accessible
to our Protestant members,

A considerable number are waiting baptism in Sorel. A
notable conversion has occurred in Maskinonge

The Coaticooke Baptist School is doing a good work, over
thirty Catholics were in attendance last year.

Little by little our influence is permeating the Province,
although we report only 37 baptisms, we believe over 100 persons
were converted. We thank God and take courage.

Several
of our Ministerial brethren have reached the inquiring stage, a
few have, within the year, identified themselves with our work by
the payment of annual premiums and we hope in the near future
the purposes of this Board will be much more ’_""Il"l‘:l”_\' endorsed
It is to be regretted that nul\\irh\t:nulin; its thil'l‘\' years of
most efficient service, so large a ]rl‘ﬂ]vwninll of our pastors still
stand aloof from this Society. Our Permanent Fund amounts
to more than thirty thousand dollars Our Constitution is, we
believe, a just and equitable one. Our annual operations are, in

our judgment, upon a sound financial basis, and ought to
command the confidence of every pastor within the bounds of
the Convention

We have reason to believe that a number of pastors, who
have allowed some years to pass without identifying themselves
with this Board, would be glad to do so now were it not for the
necessity and the difficulty of paying up all the premiums for
these past years. Your Board hopes to make an arrangement
which will render it possible for such brethren even now to
come into ]w|'~«>|1;z\ relation to our work, and which, at the same

time, will not in any way embarrass our operations.

The regular work of the past year presents no novel
features. The number of annuitants is nearly the same as it was
a year ago. Seven ministers, eleven widows amd three children

~twenty-one in all--have received the maximum annuities
allowed by our Constitution. The total amount thus paid out
was $1,940.00.

Your Board feels that it would be utterly inexcusable were
they to close this Report without grateful mention of the
eminent and always willing service rendered, for more than
thirty years, by its retired Secretary, Rev. John Dempsey, D.D.
This venerated brother took an active part in the early forma-
tion of the Society, became its first, and until this year was its

Strengthen the things which remain, that are ready to die,
80 said the Heavenly Messenger to the Ancient Church of Sardis,
The Church Edifice Board has been engaged in a work of this
character. The capital at its disposal has been used for twenty-
seven years in assisting the poor and friendless Churches of. the
Convention at a nominal rate of interest. It has given them a
helping hand when they were struggling in the financial slough ;
it has lifted their burdens when they were staggering and
stumbling along, and given cheer and gladness when the soul of
the people was much discouraged because of the way; and in the
doing of this work it has proceeded on the Scriptural plan of
hardly letting its right hand know what its left hand was doing.
[t has dealt personally and privately with the Churches and not
proclaimed publicly its deeds, With'a divine modesty this Board
18 yearly sending out the fragrance of its $8,000 into no less than
thirty Churches within the bounds of the Convention, and glad-
dening the monotony of their discouraged life. Whilst there are
scores of communications breathing out gratitude for the help
this Board has given, there are yet very many in our Churches
that see nothing of its beauty, and know nothing of its bounty.
Just as there are those who go trampling over the uplands, and
crush the little meadow violet with its uplifted cup of blue and
its perfumed whispering breath, and see and know it not, so
there are those who stalk into the columns of the Canadian
Baptist, with their system of finance for denominational objects,
that do not know that there is such a fragrant flower as the
Church Edifice Board. Brethren, we beseech you to remember
that whilst we worthily recognize the organizations that bulk
largest in the public eye of the denomination, we do not overlook
the true worth and the true work of those smaller Boards “ that

do not ery nor lift up, nor cause their voices to be heard in the
streets.”

The necessity for making this appeal is apparent, when we
are reminded that only eight Churches during the year have
made collections to the funds of the Board. This, of course, is
a decided advance upon a few years ago, when only four
Churches in four years took up a collection. In view of the
splendid work that is being done, and the increasing calls from
needy Churches, the Board is very anxious to increase its capital
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by $500 per year. To this end the Covention is urged to adopt
a resolution, requesting the Churches to make a collection during
some mid-week prayer-meetings towards the funds of the Church
Edifice Board. It is surely not too much to ask that this organ-
ization should be assisted to this extent. If this is done, the
capital of the Board would be doubled in about twelve years,
and the benefits be doubled also. A loan of $100, for the l»ll”t“n;_:
of some Home Mission Church, means an immense benefit in the
new or sparsely settled districts, where the people are too poor to
be able to borrow on their own security, and where the rate of
interest is ruinous to them and the cause. The only way in
which some of these Churches have been saved, and the tide of
blessing turned, was by the timely help of the Church Edifice
Board. Already applications are in for about $1,500, but we
have only $61.00 in hand. If the Churches will do what we are
asking, Watford and Parry Sound, with many others, can be so
helped that they will be a blessing to others.

During the year the following Churches have reduced their
loans :—Renfrew, Flesherton, Bellerica, North Bay, Essex Centre,
Palmerston, Courtland and Wiarton.

By this means and the
kindly co-operation of a few pastors, quite a number of new names
were added to our list, though we regret to say only a small
fraction of what we had hoped for in view of the number sent
out. The experiment, however, proved that a full and vigorous

canvass could secure a good list even in a small Church, while no
cood results, even in the larger Churches, followed when a
thorough canvass was not made. We repeat what has so often
been reiterated in the Baptist and at the Associations, that the
success of the denominational paper is almost altogether in the

hands of the pastors, and we again urge them to give us their
cordial and ||1‘;ll'(}' support

A serious source of loss to the Baptist has always been the
large number who fail to pay their subseriptions. For several
years we have not, in view of the depression of business, enforced
the time limit for arrears, but it was deemed advisable at the
close of the business year now reported on, to drop all subseribers
more than three years in arrears, and this resulted in a loss
of subscribers, besides writing off arrears amounting to
$1,437.43. This is in addition to what was owing by delinquents
whose names were dropped at intervals during the year. These
losses very materially reduce the profits that would otherwise be
distributed among our needy Missionary and other beneficiary

societies

EXTRACT FROM THE MANITOBA COMMITTE
REPORT.

So much on the work of your Committee for the year, it is
! our next duty to report the work done on the field for the same
§ 1.l time, as far as our time will allow, and as we have heen able
| to learn from Missionaries out there and from Superintendent
| " Mellick.

Bro. Mellick writes :—“ Before giving details, I may say the
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general look-out is exceedingly encouraging. Personally, I have
never been more confident of the great future for us as a people
here than I am now. The fields are buckling down to their
burdens with wonderful determination ; spiritual refreshing has
come to many of the Churches; the whole body moves forward
with a steady on-going. The country is more hopeful. Last
years’ bountiful harvest has inspired the people to larger faith in
the future of the country. The tide of immigration is still
pouring in, and large families are being raised on the soil. So
may we calculate the multitude to whom it s our privilege to
give the Gospel.”

Another hopeful feature of the work is, that this year there
have been few changes in the pastorates. Nine new pastors
have settled in the country, and all of the old ones have held
steadily to the work. The working force now on the field is 33
pastors and 8 students, together with the Superintendent most of
his time. While five Churches, only, are self-sustaining, 36
Missionaries are enabled, by our Mission Fund, to hold forth,
regularly, the Word of Life in more than a hundred neighbor-
hoods. We see them and hear them, Sunday after Sunday, a
sturdy body of circuit riders, sweeping over the thinly settled
prairie with a radius of rarely less than fifteen miles for each man,
scattering the good seed into the virgin soil, setting currents of
Baptistic Christianity a flowing, laying ecclesiastical foundations,
moulding plastic populations, determining the religious destiny
of growing communities. This is no imaginary, but a realistic
view of our North-West work, and Baptistic (,'hristiunity, primi-
tive (,‘hristiunity, radical (‘vlu'istiunit.y, is needed, though not by
every one welcomed in the New West, everywhere noted for
ecclesiastical looseness. One of our Missionaries, giving a descrip-
tion of denominational work out there, says: “Some of the
Churches out here are apostolic in this respect, that they have let
down their net and enclosed a great multitude of fishes, some
good and many bad. In the towns there is a big race to get hold
of the people and build up a big Church. Church discipline is a
thing unheard of. The liquor men are members in good standing.
The dances, even in hotels, are well attended by Church members,
One Church, recently, got up a big show to raise the pastor’s
salary, in which the young people represented the different
nations and showed the audience how these nations dance. There
was a big turnout, of course, and the affair was pronounced a
success.” “ Many of the settlers,” writes another, “ will not come
out to hear a Baptist minister. They have no use for him, they
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say : but amidst all this, everywhere, we tind souls hungering
after spiritual life and spiritual fellowship. Baptists have a
Mission in this Westerm half of the Dominion of Canada: and
our principles of a regenerate Church membership, or separation
from the world in their worldliness. or separation even of Church
and State, of soul liberty, are rapidly winning their way

Mark the progress of the last decade It is _jl|~l ten years
since the Dominion Board was organized and undertook to do the
work in the West after the pattern of the American Home Mission
Society.  What was the strength of the Baptists and of our
Mission staff in Manitoba then? 18 pastors, now 33: 4 students
now 8: 798 members, now 3,500 1 self sustaining Church : now
5: 15 Mission Churches, now 52, and 36 of these have houses of
worship, and 4 more are now building. With a Mission Fund
then of $1,583.80, and now of $80,000 Why ! the Baptist
women of the West to-day raise as much money for Indian and
Foreign work as was then raised for the general work, and the
First Church in Winnipeg raised’ this year over $8,000

Dur in;{ this decade, the ]m]llll;uti:-n of Manitoba has inereased
130 per cent and that of the Territories 70 per cent.: but North
West |;:l}lli\l\ have inereased 400 per cent., or more than three
times as fast as the growth of population.  Our Congregational
brethren spoke m their last Convention of the rapid growth of
Ontario l::l]*li\l\ and attributed this remarkable growth to
McMaster Hall; but Ontario I;:l}vli\lx have only inereased 50
per cent. in the last decade, while North-West Baptists have in-
creased 400 per cent., and that without any Denominational
School : but Manitoba Baptists have had thirteen times more
new material to work on by reason of the more rapid growth of
population

Permit me now to call your attention to a few points of
special progress and a few special features of our North-West
work. Notice the remarkable progress at the two extremes of
our North-West fieldl—Edmonton and Winnipeg. Three years
ago a sister gathered into her own new home, in North Edmonton,
a little Sunday School, and named it Baptist. Within a year a
Church was organized with 19 members: within two years the
membership had become 80 ; then the hive swarmed, and 19 left
the Mother Church and organized the South Edmonton Church,
over the broad Saskatchewan, with its high bamks, and to be
crossed only on a scow. To-day the North Church has a fine
brick meeting house located on a central corner lot in that smart
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growing town. a property worth $3500, with a debt of only
$1,300, and Bro. Freeman s fresh young graduate of Rochester
takes the ll‘.’ll]vl\]li)rl while the South Church has secured a
mecting house and four well located lots, worth at least 600
with a debt of %350 and our veteran pioneer .\”\\i'!ll:ll'.\' Mace-
donald, as pastor. — Both Churches, also. have promising out
stations. But this is not all A large German colony has located
near Kdmonton within the last three years, and within a block
of twenty miles Square are two large and substantial German
Churches, with over 250 members, having Bro, Fred Muellier as
pastor.  Twenty-six years ago Dr. Davidson and Bro Baldwin
came back rw]uwrin; that I|u-_\' had heard of one I::tllli\l in the
land, and recommending Baptists to o out in colonies ;: and here
we have it, even from Germany. In the city of Winnipeg there
is an equally remarkable stride forward. Logan Avenue Chureh.
with 100 members and 150 Sunday School pupils, with our
enthusiastie Bro Vining drawing ¢ mgregations of from 300 to
500 service after service. Here, also, has Sprung up the only
Seandinavian Baptist Chureh in Canada, and they call upon us
to help them build, that Bro. Stolberg, their pastor, may have
a respectable i,nillh'n;_‘ in which to gather these strangers from
foreign land.  Manitoba Mission work pays.
