-Avoid,
as far as practicable, sinking holes in
the silage. Im fact, keep as little of
the silage exposed to the air as possi-
ble.

The act is clear and con-
sise and gave the . munigipal bodies
‘ull power to establish a farm without
he consent of the municipality, The
ipeaker urged the meeting to first
lecide whether to establish or not and
hen take the matter to the several
:ouncils. From the first the
Doctor had not heard any criticism

through the press or otherwise,

Clause 8 of the act gave the Sheriff
he full supervision over the farm, just
he same as he had supervision over
he jails at the present time. In the
‘s~tal)1ishment of a farm the relation
f the municipalities in such matters
s not curtailed.

The industrial farm was  not for
hé punishment of the prisoners “but
or thg physical and moral welfare of
he'prxsoner. “An idle mind is the
levil's worker,” declared the speaker.
[he magistrates have the power to
send the prisoner to the farm for a
seriod of not more than 5 years. Each
nonth the department receives a re-
dort on each prisoner, and if the re-
tord is Such as to warrant
‘ole board " gives the
reedom,

.Thc speaker then compared ths
hffercnce between the sending of a
risoner to the jail and to the farm.
"'n the jail the prisoner sits in idle-
less, the jailor having no work for
he prisoner to do. It is easy to blame
he sheriff and the jailor, but it is not
heir fault. The privilege to establish
yrison farms, the speaker
‘eferred to as advanced legislation.

ies were using the same building.
The speaker when asked concerning
the maintaining of jails in the coun-
ties where there was a farmi estab-
lished stated that there would always
be a place for remanded and those
:onvicted of capital offenses. He
suggested a union jail. .
