TH'E.MAN’ITOBA SITUATION.
- “Iates: reports from Manitoba with
regard to the Local Legislature indi-
cate a very close thing. Speculations
as to the cause are quite numerous.

for Roblin. In this connection the
‘Winnipeg Telegram also says:

“An analysis of the returns shows
‘that ™n those districts where the

Orangemen’s strength is greatest the
Government lost in proportion.”

*“The assertion of others is that the
desire to get.a referendum to abolish
the bar was the real cause, and there
are those who dwell upon the whole
thing as a great moral reform about
something or the other.

As a matter of-fact, there is no end
to be gained by contending about the
real cause. Perhaps it was one thing,
perhaps a combination of things, and
mayhap that a Government, after 14
years in office, has an almost inevit-
able accumulation of causes of criti-
¢ism, with regard to which an opposi-
tion is exempt. What's the odds?
The main thing is that the outcome is
close, and if too much so for effective
government, then it is not desirable
that there should be such a reign of
corruption and debauchery as that
which existed under Liberal auspices
in this good Province of Ontario
when the attempt was made to hang
onto power with two of a lead. How-
ever, it may yet turn out that the
Roblin Administration will have about
three times that, which, of course,
would be sufficient.

_ THE PLAIN TALK OF LORD

‘s > ROBERTS.
. "Mr. JoHn:R.Ropinson, editor of the
»Togonto, Telegram, has sent this spe-
cidl cable to his paper with reference
to a recent memorable speech in the
“Upper  Chamber by Lord Roberts,
England’s great general:

“Iord Roberts continued: ‘I tried
to put the facts before you in the
plain, simple language of a soldier,
and to show why it is morally un-
justifiable and practically unfeasible to
apply direct coercion to Ulster.”

“He dissected the theory that, while
impracticable to initiate military oper-
ations against peaceful, law-abiding
Ulster,; yet if Ulster should be driven
to break the law, then there was no
excuse-for soldiers to refuse their ser-
viges to 'aid civil power. Lord Rob-
erts said: ‘This is the merest casuis-
try, and affects in no way the ultimate
issue.  You may plunge into civil war,
or you may drift into_it, but which-
ever course you take, it remains civil
war. You may make the position of
the army yet more difficult by gradu-
ating steps, so as to give each suc-
cessive step a fair appearance of legal-
ity and reason, but these steps will
none the less lead into the same abyss.
‘“‘Sooner or later it will become
manifest that force is to be used, or
“js' being used, for the sole purpose
of coercing Ulster, and when that
moment is reached, however long it
may be delayed, that disaster to the
army which I foresee will come about.
Surely we can take steps, even now, to

* avert such an inexpressible disaster to

the army and to the nation. Is it too
much to ask of patriotism that men
should drop party differences and seek
2 national solution of this otherwise
impossible position? Party whips are
but - inadequate weapons to rely on
_awhen civil war is afoot.’
- “I1f Premier Asquith looks for a fight
‘on ‘the army versus the people’ issue,
“Lord Roberts supplied the platform in
_4he words: ‘What is it, then, that the
army has indicated an unwillingness
'to .do? The army refuses to shoot
‘down men whose only crime consists
‘of an unconquerable determination to
resist their forcible exclusion from a
‘community they respect and trust, a
“#letermination born of intense loyalty
and passionate love of country. Is it
“to be wondered at if discipline is pow-
1éss*fo make men take the lives of
‘their fellow-men, fellow-citizens and
fellow-subjects under such circum-
“‘stances.””

AN OLD OUTRAGE RECALLED

It is announced that Luke Dillon,
alias Karl Dullman, was released from
Kingston penitentiary on Saturday af-
ter having spent over fourteen years
there as a prisoner.

The incident will not recall anything
to the -younger generation or new-
comers but to the older set it will
bring to mind one of the most ex-
traordinary and sensational incidents
which ever occured in Canada.
It was on April 23rd, 1900 that, the
ountry was startled by the sensation-
§T\announcement that an attempt’had
been made to dynamite a lock on the
Welland .Canal . The explosion was
heard for miles around but luckily no
one was hurt and the solid masonry
was only pattially shattered. Had it
been otherwise hundreds of thousands
of tons of water would have been lib-
erated, scores of people drownéd and
general havoc created, In a few
hours the dynamiters were captured
and turned out to be the man above
named, who was the leader, and two
assistants, J. Walsh of Washington,
D. C. and J. Nolan of Philadelhpia.
They were taken to Niagara Falls jail
and so many threats were made by
members of the Clan-na-Gael, to
which society they belonged, that the
place of their incarceration would be
stormed, that fhe militia had to' be
Lealled:-out~to ~guard -+he building.
Their trial was short and sharp and
in a little over a month after the out-
rage they received sentences of life
imprisonment; the j/ury only having
taken thirty-five minutes to return a
verdict of “Guilty.” The whole in-
cident aroused a vast amount of in-
terest not only in the Dominion but
also across the border and in the Old
Land. A large number of U. S. pa-
pers at the time approvingly com-
mented upon the ‘celerity of British
justice. It later transpired that not
only hatred of Great Britain but also
pro Boer sympathies had led to the
dastardly attempt.

Dullman who had been an exem-
plary prisoner occupied a prominent
position in a Philadelphia bank when
he suddently disappeared and under
the alias named, received sentence.
The wife told the children that he
was dead and now at about seventy
years of age, he goes back to her and
to them—now men and women.

The younger man of the trio died
in penitentiary and Nolan who still
survives will also shortly be released.
The whole affair is just one more il-
lustration of the fact that the way of
the transgressor iihaffl- :

Like many inventions useful to
mankind, this® wireless finder " is re-
markable for its simplicity. Although

Emilio Ichino, came out ° on the
Royal George to make the tests, its
operation does not require an expert
and any of the bridge officers can
obtain a bearing as easily as-with a
compass and just as conveniently, the
instruments being set up in the chart
room, ' ‘ b

The device is not bulky. The “de-
tector” box, which is' the medium for
locating the wireless stations, is but
large enough to hold two small swit-
ches and a graduated dial fitted with
a moveable indicator. Connected with
thig cabinet is the telephone box, dif-
fering from others in that it is ‘equip-
ped with a crystal of carborundum
which translates the wireless into a
signal intelligible to the ear of the
operator. _There are two receivers
fastened to the ear of the operator by
metal straps going over the head.
Then too, the device differs from the

aerials, according to Mr. David Sar-
notf, contract manager of the Mar-
eoni Wireless Telegraph Company of
Anierica, who in addition gives ' the
following description. “Instead of be-
ing compoosed of several -straight
parallel wires, the aerial of this new
system consists of two large wire

‘they-cannot receive a message at the
same time-with ‘the same dtrengtheIf
one of them receives a message full
strength the other does not receive it
at all: and if both receive it the mes-
sage is always stronger over one than
over the other. The position of the
sending station is determined by the
strength of the message as it is re-
ceived aver each triangle. These two
wires are connected to the. finder box
by two switches. On this box is a dial
marked in the degress' of a compass
with a moveable indicator. Half of
this dial is affected by a message
coming over one of the triangles and
the other half by the other triangle,
so that the dindicator: is moved ac-
cordingly. When -the current is at its
stroangest the indicator points to the
direction of the sending station.” To
determine the point on the dial at
which the message is strongest the
operator moves the indicator first one
way and then the other, noting the
points at which the current disappears
The mark midway between these two
vanishing points gives the direction
of the message.”

Bgth the Marconi engineer, Signor
Emilio Ichino, and the captain - of
the Royal George expressed them-
selves on arrival at Quebéc as highly
pleased with the experiments  which
had been made on the voyage.  The
instrument had been acurate to a de-
gree in detecting the compass direc-
tion of other stations, whether on
shore or on other vessels. They had
been ahle to ascertain the compass
position of Cape ' Race, Cape Ray,
Father Point and the ships Columbia,
Calgarian and Sicilian. The Columbia
had been 68 miles away. the Calgarian
53 and the Sicilian 18.' Both men were
coonfident that neither wind, wave or
fog would affect the accuracy of the
new wireless device.

The Canadian Northern, since the
inauguration of its Atlantic steamship
service, has established a reputation
for experimentation with new ¢ ideas
calculated to improve ocean naviga-
tion. It was first to employ a relay of
operators to ‘secure continuous wire-
less service. Later it enabled Profes-
sor Barnes of -McGill, Montreal, “to
test his device for the detection' of
ice at sea:~Since that time one of its
captains has conceived and developed
a highly ' efficient device for' ‘the
launching of small boats-af sea. Now
it is the Marconi-Bellini-Tosi system.
