hat morning, ten Years ago, as we
went up the belfry, the bells of Bruges
were shaking out their peal as it they
would shake the whole belfry down
into the square below. One feit that {1
there bad been no windows for it to
escape bv, that @igantic song would
have broken the tower in pieces.

From the top of the tower we look-
ed down on the roofs of the town, on
the quays, and on the broad ship canal
between its poplars where the slow
barges were moving. The canal ran
straight as a Roman road, seven miles
to the sea. But the mists lay above
the sea and above Zeebrugge.

In the square below we could seé
a few people walking, a few sitting
round the little tables on the pave-
ment, and others going up and down
the steps of the Town Hall. It was
very quiet below when the bells were
still again—a grey Flemish day in
that very quiet old town.

But | was thinking of Bruges five
hundred years and more ago, Bruges
as it was when the wife of Phillp the
Fair of France came to the town and
found three hundred women in it who
had more the air of queens than she;
as it was when that half-empty square
below was Europe's great market, and
the ministers of twenty KEuropean
courts lived in the houses about, and
the little painted ships came up the
canals to those quays from half the
ports of the world,

‘The ships of all the seas put in to
that port, for Bruges was a Hansa
port, and the German merchants ruled
it, as they ruled all the ports of nor-
thern Europe in those days, with a
heavy German hand, and all ehips put
in there, that the Hanea merchants
might take toll of them and bave the
pick of their goods.

1 was thinking of those times as we
climbed the beifry, for we had just
come out of the Town Hall, where
more people than usual were going up
and down the steps.

I had been looking st the portrait
of Maximilian of Austria, who mar-
ried Mary of Bungundy and so
brought the Netberiands under the
Austrian Crown, and at six portraits
of the great Emperor Charles V., who
through all his relgn was [fighting
France that the Hapsburgs wight
make of Euvrope flve hundred years
ago what thes Hohenzolerns are try-
ing to make of It to-day, and at Philip
his son, who loved fat bacon and
coarse women, and whose face was
the face of his father horribly chang-
ed—Nebuchadnezzar, driven from men
and cating grass, beelde Nebuchadnez-
gar walking in the palace of Babylon

And then ! had climbed the belfry
and looked down at the quietness of
Bruges as it was that day, and heard
the great bells. that sing to the Del-
glans of the freedom of free cities,
shake cut thelr song above the town

of that dav
Germans took
them climbing

1 have often thought
in Bruges, since the
the town. ! think of
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the belfry stairs and looking out over
the flelds te dream Ip—thelr cruel,
ambitious dreams. They must remem-
Gar there the days when German mer-
chants ruled In Bruges and all the
wealth of Europe passed through Ger-
man hands. They must think greedily
of those rich days returning to them.
Already they talk of taking up again
the broken "Hansa thread.” If that
broken thread is ever mended It will
be & chain bindtng the world. In
Bruges history seems to be with them.
From the belfrey they look down the
broad canal to Zeolrugge, where thelr
submarines and destroyers lle.
History seems to be with them—but
not altogether. There are things that
they forget,

Was any German standing on the
belfrey of Bruges on the night of
April 23rd? If so, he did not feel the
bells round him ringing out the hours.
The bells have gone to Essen. He
stood in an empty, sllent tower. Then
suddenly he heard, coming up the
dark canal, where the IHansa ships
put In to Bruges from half the ports
of the world, a deeper note than the
belle had ever rung. It would travel

clear and strong up the water, the
sound of the English guns, and the
English sallors hammering at the
dock gates of Bruges.

And at that he would remember
why, though he stood in Bruges and

TRADE BRIEFS
The manufacture of ‘“engalith,”
which is the term used in Engtand to
deeignate the composition known a8
“galalith” in Germany, has been un
dertaken by three concerns. Large
quantities of this substance are being
made for war purposes, as well as for

export to America, I'rance. Spain
and Italy. It la produced in rods,
tubes and sheets, and In some sixty

different colors, and s worked up into
& great variety of articles. such as
buttons. combs, beads, hair und hat
pins, hair and clothes brushes, toilet
articles, earrlage and motor fittings,
pencils, penholders, telephone acces-
sories, sclentific and electrical instru
ments and fittings, switchboards,
labels, pipe stéms, cigar and cigarstte
holders, umbrella handles, piano keys,
chetsamen. dominoes, draughts, dice,

counters,, pocket and fruit knife hax-
dles. paper knlves. photo frames, fin
ger plates and jewelry; but belng
glightly hygroscopie !s not adapted
for articles that have to come into
frequent contact with water or acid

such as table knife handlcs, bath-room
tiles or basins, fountain pens, fishing
tackle, electric etorage cells, and tooth
brushes. “Engalith” {s an excellent
eubstitute for celinlold, although it
cannot be used to replace the latter in
the manufacture of very thin articles,

American manufacturers should
bear in mind that the farms of Europe

Concerning Peanuts.
The peanut isn't & nut at all, but a
wember of the pea, bean and closer

family, It is & legume and gathers
nitrogen from the air. Peanuts do
not grow from roots, but on shoots

whica grow out from the plant above
ground, bear, a little sderile yellow
blossoms, and then shoot directly into
the ground, where they “peg"”, that
is, where peanuts begin to grow on
them, The peanuts are pulled from
vines or roots, and the roots are then
plowed back into the ground to allow
the nitrogen to feed the soil. The
peanuts are then taken to''peanut fac-
tories.” In these buildings the peanuts
are cieaned and sorted. 7The largest
are eaved and put through a “rumb-
ler,” which polishes the shells These
are sold in the shells. Other first
grades are shelled and sold for salt-
Ing; and one blg packing company
buys only first grades for peanut but-
ter It the plants-are pulled roots
and all, the peanuts are dried out by
stacking on poles, then pulled off and
sold Broken peanuts are pressed and
the oll extracted. Much of this oll is
sold as “pure olive ofl", In fact, it
!s quite as rich and nutritious as olive
oil,  The refuse is pressed into cakes,
and sold as oll ecakes for feeding
stock and especlally dalry cows,—"St.
Nicholas.”

Commentary.—1, The call of Abram
(% 1). 1. The Lord had sald unto
Abram—"Jehovah sald unto Abram.”
—R. V. Abram was living In Haran
when this call came, the family hav-
lag removed hither from Ur of the
Chaldees (Gen. 11: 31). The latter
place was near theq Euphrates River
and about one Lundred and twenty
mbles north of the Perslan Gulf, It is
evident from Acts 7: 2, 3, that the
Lord called Abram while he was yet
in Ur, and he called him thgq wecond
time while he was in Haran, Chaldea
Was an unfavorable place to establish
fhe true religion, inasmuch as the
Ppeople weére given over to excessive
worldliness and idolatry., In remov-
ing from Ur, Terah and his family
journeyed northward and westward
about fivg hundred miles and settled
in Haran. Get thee out of thy coun-
tr¥—The place where he dwelt, Haran,
Was not suited to the purpose that
God had in mind, hence he told Abram
to move forward, The land in which
hq had dwelt was one of the most
fertlle portions of all western Asia,
and he was to go into a coyntry with
which he was unacquainted "Hls early
associations were to be abandoned and
he was to go forth to form new asso-
clations and to inhabit a region that
should become the most historic of
all the countries on the face of the
earth, He was seventy-five years old
when this migration took plact,

II, The promise to Abram (vs.2,3).
2, I will make of thee a great nation
~~The promise that God gave tc Abram
was greater than could well be com-
prehended, vet by its repetition he
came to know that he was to hecome
the head of the Lord's chosen people.
The neme Abram means ‘“exalted
father,” and was later changed to
Abraham, which means ‘father of a
maultitude.” The promise here given
was eight times repeated to Abram
and to h!s descendants, eix times to
himself and once to Isaac and once to
Jacob, and was literally fulfilled. The
promise to him was comprehensive,
and God would see to it that seeming
difficulties in the way should be re-
moved. Though he was childless and
was to be torn from his kindred and
placed in a strange land. what God
had promised would come to pass. In
this promise seven different blessings
are included, and a seven-fold blessing
is all-inclusive, since seven i a num-
ber denoting perfection. 1 will bless
thee-—"No sarthiy goods ~an be &0
great as the blessing of God. Others
are single. individual good things, but
he that hath God's blessing has the
source of all good; not a cupful from
the river of life, but the river itself
with its ceaseless flow. God himself
is the best of all good gifts to man.”
Make thy name great—It was & great
sacrifice that Abram wag called upon
to make, but it would not be without
ite compensations. His name would
be great, even though he should break
away from kindred and country and
go into a strange land. He who called
him out wag greuter than all of earth
ly greatness. Thou shalt be a bless.
ing—"Be thou a blessing.”—R,V. The
blessing was not intended to centre in
Abram and end there. He was to be
blessed that he might become a bless-
ing to others. His devation, his in
tegrity ana his faith would be made a
‘blessing to those who should meet
him. 3. I will bless them that bless
thee—Hore is blessing promlses on an
enlarged scale, Not only was Abram
to be blessed, but those who were
helpful and tavorable to Abram would
be blessed also. God counted as
friends to himself those who were
friendes to his servant Abram, Curse
him that curseth thee —God had ealled
Abram to honor, exaltation and ser-
vice, and would protect him in his
poseition and mission. He would be
counted God's enemy who was an
enemy to Abram. “The good man is
not alone; touch him and you touch
God.” In thee shall all familles of the
earth be bleesed This is the climax
of the blessings promised, More ex-

I. The call of Abram. The history
of Abram is the training of a great
life for a great work, and reveals the
bleseedness of unquestioning obedlence
to divine leadings, aad unwavering |
faith in the divine promises. With the !
the visible

redemption. It was the initlal act in
the long preparation of a great na-
tion to whom “‘pertaineth the adop-
tion, and the glory, and the coven-
ents, and the giving of the law, and
the service of God, and the promises
and ....of whom ¢s truth to be com-
mitted to this honcred people was
* the Lord our God Is one Lord;” and
the first neceesity was the separation
of the appointed pregenitor of the
chosen nation from: the contamina-
vlong long-continued ido'atry. It
was the firs vplication of the per-
mauent law of national exlistence,
and the only means of preserving un-
dimnied the great truths whoese radi-
ance became effulgent in the “glory
as of the only begotten of the Father.”
The call was to world-wide and race-
fecluding service. The condition was
the solitude of unreserved seif-surren-
der

11. The cenfidence of Abram Tke
source and secrct of nll true obedisnce
s faith. “By faith Abraham, when he
was called..obeyved” “He went out,
not knowing whither he went.” Faith
transm:tes the invisible into the ac-
tual. It is “the suwvitance of things
hoped for, the evidence of things not
seen.” Abram's obedience piaced him
in the long roll-call of its herces. Con-
fidence in one's zulde obviates the ne-
cessity of outlook. As {ts vision dims,
the necessity of vieible supports in-
creases. Faith refuees as well as
chooses. ‘Moses rejected royalty, and
chose reprcach, counting it “greater
riches than the treasures in Egypt.”
It 1» the permanent basis of accept-
ance, the ground of righteouaness, and
the condition of acceptable service.
