Immense Ship Railway.
A ship railway that may possibly
take the place of a canal across the
Papama Isthmus, transporting great
ships from ocean to ocean and cutting
off the long journey around the Horn,
has been invented by Barton W. Scott,
an engineer and inventor of -San Jose.
The rounding of curves and undula-
tions im track which have proved a.
stumbling block in the successful work-
ing in the Fads and otber systems of
ship railways have been overcome, says
a Sen Jose dispatch, and the cost and
time required for the building of a
canal practically wiped out. Scott has
isubmitted his ideas to President Mc-
Kinley and Secretary of War Root, and
these officials bave laid the matter be:
fore the canal commission. This body
i8 now considering the proposition,
and Mr. Scott is prepared to build a
working model of his road if the gov-
ernment will enter into contract with
him
