ASK FOR
BLOW BACK

Steps Being Taken to Recover ll-
legailly Collected Royalty.

Falcon Joslyn expresesd surprise last
night at the publication in the Nome
and Seattle newspapers of his letter in
regard to the action taken to recover
the royalty on gold mined in 18¢8. In
his opinion it was a matter entirely
between the claimants and the Domin-

|ion government and otherwise of no

public “interest. " Since, however, his
letter had been published he would
now say that in 1808 when the royalty
was paid he was and is now agent for
Mr, Chappelle, one of the largest pay-
ers of royalty.

“I thought at that time that the
rdysl\y‘clntmed was illegal,’’ says Mr.
Joslyn, “‘and I advised Mr, Chappelle
to pay it under protest rather than to
take the risk of having his claim can-
celled, and later on to bring suit in
the regular way to recover the money.

“Then others joined in the matter
and a local firm of well-known
barristers, was retained. Opinions
were taken from prominent lawyers in
Bastern Canads, and as these were
favorable, proceedings were begun,
Actions in about 40 cases have been
filed in the exchequer court of Canada
and are now pending.
