‘The premivms paid for ihe whole year
was $400,000 5o that within only three
months of-the year gone they are facing
the fact that they have.paid out abong
seventy-five per cent of what they have
taken in, This statement may be taken
as a forerpnner of a notice that owing to
excessive losser, insufficent protection,
eto., ot6., the rate herealter charged will
be increased. Whenever s serious fire
oceurs there is talk of an increase of rate,
whenever 8 period occurs in which there
are no fires we never hear that the rates
have been lessened any. Thoagh the in.
surance companies get some thirty mil.
Yions of dollars more in the way of prem-
inms than they pay outin the way of
losses in Canada slone every yesr, there
is the perenial cry of a losing busines
Insurance rates like time always goes
ahead ; they never recede.
