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PLAINTIFF
IN GAS CASE

Was Gioen Judgment at the Non- 
Jury Court

Judge Spoke of the Alleged Tam­
pering With Meter.

SeOeral Case» Postponed Until 
Next Sitting of Court.

When the non-jury sittings of the 
High Court reopened yesterday after­
noon at 2.15, the action of the Ontario 
Pipe Line Co. vs. Simpson Brick Co. was 
resumed. P. V. Byrnes, manager of the 
pipe Line Co., was first called and 
swore that Simpson Company was slow 
in paying, and after a dispute about the 
amount of gas which defendants were 
charged with, he allowed a reduction of 
200,000 feet, which was pure loss to the 
gas company. During the months of 
September and October, 1906, the charge 
per thousand feet had been 20 cents. In 
November the price had been raised to 
25 cents. As against the defendants’ 
claim that they had changed their plant 
and arranged to burn their brick with 
gas, on the understanding that they 
were to be supplied with it at 20 cents 
per thousand, he said that the contract 
expired on November 1st, 1906. Mr. Elli­
ott, of the Manufacturers’ Natural Gas 
Co., from whom plaintiffs borrowed the 
meter in question, said tliat the meter 
was in proper order when he loaned it. 
The tally had been tested, and the Gov­
ernment seal put on. It was one of the 
most accurate meters on the market, 
and when this meter was returned to 
him the tally part was still scaled, nor 
was there anything to indicate that the 
seal had been tampered with. When it 
came back to him it was quite dirty and 
for this reason would tally about 17 per 
cent less than when in proper condition. 
Tin- Judge here asked: “What would 
make the meter go too fast?” He replied 
that it could only be done by breaking 
tin- seal and tampering with the indica­
tor. It had been inspected and found to 
be* all right, with the exception of some 
dirt, when it was returned to him, and 
he had been present at that inspection.

Mr. Thompson, an employee of the 
Brick Co., was then called. He said 
that he found that the average cost of 
gas for burning 1,000 of brick would be 
about $1, and that this was what gas 
cost them for that purpose from the 1st 
of January, 1007, until May, 1008. The 
last kiln they burned up till June 5th, 
1908, cost them $1.59 per thousand. He 
could not account for the extra charge 
unless some one had tampered with the 
meter. He said he had seen Mr. Garni- 
thers, an employee of the plaintiffs, fre­
quently come there to read the meters. 
He bad seen him there on the morning of 
June 5th, 1008. and discovered on that 
morning that Carrot hers had tampered 
with the meter and had turned back the 
dial 200,000 feet and had broken the 
seals. Apparently the dial nad been tak­
en off. He said he had seen Mr. Byrnes, 
who asked him to enclose the meter 
and lock it with a padlock and to give 
him the key, so that no one but he 
could see the meter. Mr. Byrnes asked 
him to go to Toronto an& get $525 from 
Mr. Orpen, manager of the Brick Co., 
end told him if he brought the cash 
back to him he would make it all right 
with him. The bill amounted to only 
$507.

When cross-examined he said the con­
versation had nothing to do with the 
reduction of 200.000 feet.

Prior to June the meter had been pro­
tected only by a roof, so that anyone 
might have access to it. The Gas Com-

SETTLEMENT OF 
THE PROCTOR CASE.

Parties Getting Together and an Early Con­
clusion Seems in Sight

The action to establish the will of the 
late John Proctor, whose estate amount­
ed to $225,000, opened this morning be­
fore Justice McMahon. When court ad­
journed for luncheon at 1 o’clock it 
looked very much as if a settlement 
would be brought about. The will left 
by Mr. Proctor, which was in favor of 
his second wife and her family, was at­
tacked on tbe ground of undue influence. 
An attempt was also made to set up a 
will made by his first wife, in which it 
is said she left all she had to her hus­
band, with the understanding that he 
would divide it equally, at hie death, 
between their children.

Mr. D’Arcy Martin, K. C., was first 
called, and swore he had known Mr. 
Proctor, also his children, Charles, 
George and James, by the first wife. 
He had acted for Mr. Proctor on several 
occasions during the last two years of 
Ids life. He (Proctor) had spoken to 
him on the 16th of June, 1908, about 
making a will. Up to that time he had 
no connection with Mr. Proctor with 
respect to a mil. He went to Mr. Proc­
ter's office and learned that he wanted 
to make some changes in his will. He 
produced the original will and said, 
“Read it over,” and he indicated the 
changes he wanted made in it. This 
will was made in 1905. Mr. Martin took 
the will to his office, prepared the new 
will, and returned it to Proctor. Some 
changes had been made in the old will, 
drawn up by Mr. Bruce in 1905. In addi­
tion to,the'will. Mr. Proctor showed him 
a declaration of life insurance which he 
wanted changed. He asked Mr. Proctor 
if he wanted any other members of his 
family remembered, and he replied, “No.” 
Mr. Martin then read the new will to 
the Judge.

The various suggestions of alterations,

He remembered the occasion of the will . 
of 1905. He went to Mr. Bruce to make 
some changes in it. The old will was j 
made in 1892. He knew nothing of the 
contents of the will of 1905 at the time 
it was drawn. Mr. Bruce drew up that 
will. Mr. Proctor’s condition in 1905, ! 
when he made the will, was all right , 
mentally. He transacted his own busi- i 
ness. Some letters were read to show 
that his condition was all right at that 
time. Mr. Proctor had wanted his will 
changed, and Mr. Martin was called in 
the making of the alterations, the sug­
gestion being made by Mr. Proctor him­
self. In his dealings he was keen and 
sharp; anyone who got ahead of him 
would have to get up early in the morn­
ing. Being cross-examined by Mr. Nes­
bitt, witness said Mr. Proctor forgot 
sometimes where he put things, but 
beyond that appeared mentally sound.

Mr. Blackstock further asked the wit­
ness some questions relating to his deal­
ings with deceased.

Mr. Proctor, so far as he knew, had 
not been accustomed to discuss the ques­
tion of his will with his wife and chil­
dren. He considered that Mr. Proctor’s 
discussions on business were intelligent.

The judge in adjourning the court in­
timated that the counsel might get to­
gether and settle the matter, as it was 
a family affair.

Mr. Bltickstock addressed the court 
and explained that such suggestions 
from the bench were always right, but 
in this case the breach of friendship be­
tween the parties concerned had been 
greatly widened by the odious charges 
made by the family of the first wife. 
This was a grave charge and interposed 
a barrier to His Lordship’s suggestion. 
The estate was a mere bagatelle, com­
pared with what it was thought to be, 
ami all arrangements centred about the 
home. Mrs. Proctor had had the duty 
of keeping this home with an income 
which was utterly inadequate to its ob

Relics of Masonic Meeting Place

Two old frame house at 18 and 20 
MacNab street south, which will merely

RECOVERED 
MAGUIRE BODY.
Found in Lake Close to Where 

He Waited In.

The body of A. W. Maguire, who com­
mitted suicide by walking into the lake 
about a half a mile past Van Wagner’s 
Beach three weeks ago Tuesday, waa 
recovered this morning. Councillar 
Frank Hill and family were driving to 
the beach to spend the day, and were 
going along Crescent Beach road when 
they noticed a body floating in the wa­
ter. Mr. Hill descended and went to the 
edge of the lake to make sure that it 
was the remains of a human lieing, and 
then getting the assistance of two of 
the neighbors, the body was drawn on 
shore and taken to the house of George 
Gorman, who lives nearby. Coroner 
Thompson, of Stoney Creek, was then 
notified. William Maguire, son of the 
deceased, was got into communication 
with, and a short time after the remains 
were removed to A. H. Dodsworth’s pri­
vate morgue.

The body was found in almost the 
spot in which Mr. Maguire entered the 
water, and was in a fair state of pre­
servation considering the length of time 
it has l>een there. By many it was 
thought that Mr. Maguire had not com­
mitted suicide, and that the note left by 
him was merely a blind. This opinion 
was made much stronger when a com­
mercial traveller returned to this city 
yesterday from the west, and said that 
lie had seen Mr. Maguire at Fort Wil­
liam a week ago. Of course it was a 
case of mistaken identity..

When asked if an inquest would be 
held, Coroner Thompson replied that 
there would not, as it was quite appar­
ent that it was a case of suicide.

Status ol Queen’s Will be Report­
ed on Next Year.

An Interesting Debale Was Coir 
eluded This Morning.

To-night ’s Meeting and A ssembly 
Church' Sunday Services.

At the General Assembly meeting Pro­
fessor Dyde had the floor this morning. 
He secured the assent of the mover and 
seconder of the amendment on the 
Queen’s University question to have it 
definitely stated that the commission, 
when appointed, would be forbidden to 
enter upon matters closed at last assem­
bly. He argued that the constitutional 
tie was the main thing, and did not even 
grant the change in the denomina! test 
for president of the university. The 
canvass for endowment was not dead, 
only delayed.

Dr. John Pringle, of Dawson City 
fame, but now of Sydney, said that the 
attempt to bolster up a dénommai uni­
versity would interfere with any agita­
tion against separate schools. It is a 
bad principle to fall under and a back­
ward movement.

Rev. James Rollins, of Ixmdon, said 
the idea was that separation would be 
of national character. It really amount­
ed to a Provincial university squabble 
where three different centres are pull­
ing poltical influence for their own in­
stitution.

Principal Patrick favored the motion. 
The amendment virtually made a com­
mission a farce. Their hands would be 
tied. It meant that this Assembly would 
appoint men to it and then not have 
confidence in them to deal with the 
whole question.

Principal Gordon closed the debate in 
a calm and clear explanatory speech, 
and the vote was called. The amendment 
stood 65 for and 143 against. Then the 
motion was put with 179 in its favor, 
and none rose in opposition.

The debate occupied almost the whole 
morning. The other item was a fine lit­
tle incident.

Washington, June 3.—In response to 
a question by Mr. Brown (Nebraska), 
Senator Aldrich to-day said in the Sen­
ate that the Committee on Finance had 
r.ot arrived at any definite conclusion 
in reference to the rate of duty the com­
mittee would recommend on wood pulp 
and print paper.

"My impression is,-’ said Mr. Aldrich, 
“that the rate the committee will re­
commend will be above the House rate 
and below 'the existing law. The com­
mittee will report that amendment as 
soon as possible, as I realize it is a mat­
ter of great public interest. But the Sen­
ator may rwt assured that the amend­
ment will be within the limits I have 
suggested.”

Stewart its Mayor, without having him 
take advantage of his position to at­
tempt to. work it still further injury! 
His personal abuse of Mayor McLaren 
and all connected with the exceedingly 
advantageous bargain made for a sup­
ply of electric power may be allowed 
to pass. The ratepayers of this city may 
be depended upon to estimate at its pro­
per value Stewart's tirade, and to dis­
criminate between the ravings of a de- 

, feated and disappointed conspirator 
against the city, and a public-spirited 
man dealing with a public matter on 
business principles for the public beue- 

\ fit.
But. Mr. Stewart owes something to 

the Hamilton ratepayers whom he would 
mislead. They have a right to demand 
of him that he at least show the ap­
pearance of respect for truth and the 
intelligence of the public. Is there any­
body who knows Stewart who can read 
without smiling his statement that the 
Hydro-Electric Commission could not 
employ him for $10,000 a year? Look­
ing back upon the mismanagement and 
blundering, not to say worse, of the 
Stewart municipal regime, is there an 
intelligent ratepayer who will not 
laugh as he reads the boast of the 
smug egotist: “I could be elected Mayor 
by 80 per cent."?

In his. Twentieth Century diatribe he 
stilted that the Cataract Company is 
now using within 6 per cent, of the cap­
acity of its water supply. That other 
Hydro-Electric catspaw, Alfred J. 
Wright, made a similar statement in 
the precious circular sjgned by him. 
Since that time, Stevriirt, Wright and 
the public geri^raTTy, have had the au­
thoritative denial of this story, and have 
been informed that instead of being 
within 0 per cent, of exhausting the 
Company's water capacity, it is not 
within GO per cent, of the supply avail­
able. Yet, in spite of being possessed 
of this information, which would have 
led a man of candor and honest inten­
tions to make haste to withdraw the 
untrue and damaging assertions, this 
man Stewart last night repeated the 
false assertion ! accompanying its re­
petition with a bitter attack upon Mr. 
John Patterson !

What think the decent people of 
Hamilton of a campaign of this sort? 
Can the motives of the men engaged in 

. it, and using such methods, be of a 
-character to recommend them to the 
•sympathy of an honest public? If the 
cause which they seek to further re­
quires for its advancement such sup­
pression of facts, such misrepresenta- 

' tion, and such abuse of the men who are 
working for the benefit of Hamilton, 
and to prevent the ratepayers from be­
ing misled, is it possible to believe that 
there would be gain for the ratepayers 
in lending themselves to Stewart's pur- 

. pose in binding this city with Hydro- 
v Electric fetters?

Watch the office-seekers, hirelings and 
would-bc grafters root for the Hydro 
scheme! Who pays them for trying to 
knock a local industry, and to commit 
the city to paying more for its power 
and light for thirty years, and to load 
a burden of debt and liability on the 
taxpayers? Let the taxpayers ask 
themselves those questions, and look for 
their springs of action.

Now that they have the official as­
surance of the Cataract Company that 
it is not using “within six per cent, of 
its water supply,” but that not even 
half of it is utilized, will cx-Mayor 
Stewart and his man Friday, A. J. 
Wright, signer of the circular containing 
the falsehood, admit its untruth and 
apologize to the public whom they at­
tempted to mislead, or will they go on 
repeating the falsehood?

The New York director of the Tlam- 
burg-American Steamship Co. makes a 
discouraging forecast of the trans- 
Atlantic steamship business. He avers 
that the ocean carrying trade is largely 
overbuilt, and that the only hope of 
profit lies in the possibility of grain 
cargoes. British shipping, however, ap­
pears to continue to prosper.

The United States has now 0,926 
national banks with an authorized capi­
tal of $945,516,775.

The squeal of the Hydro wire-pullers 
that Hamilton honor is smirched by the 
city refusing to go into that gamble 
sounds very much like the whine of the 
defeated bunco man that after all his 
work the victim can’t be fleeced! Think 
of Hendrie complaining that if Hamilton 
stays out of it, the other Hydro muni­
cipalities will have to bear all the 
$3,000,000 debt they have committed 
themselves to while we escape! And 
Stewart and his gang pretend that going 
into it would not cost our people a cent!

The Ontario Government is again 
about to borrow money, $3.500,000. It 
purposes trying to float the bonds in 
Canada. This is a most unwise move­
ment. The Governments of the county’ 
should endeavor to bring in outside cap­
ital and leave the home capital to be in­
vested in business enterprises of the 
country. To deplete the supply of im­
mediately available home capital in a 
country so much in need of capital in 
its development as Canada cannot but 
have a deleterious influence upon its de­
velopment and progress.

Every ratepayer should make it his 
business to go out and vote on the 
power by-law and the Hydro plebiscite. 
Both should not receive a yea majority. 
Every vote given for the Hydro deal will 
be a vote to involve the city in (1) a 
heavy liability on the taxpayers, 
amounting to probably not less than 
$350,000 and perhaps to $500,000; (2) a 
monopoly eontraet for thirty years, no 
matter what improvements and develop­
ments in electric science may be. intro­
duced; (3) paying a price at. least 10 
per cent, higher for power and light for 
public and private use than is guaran-, 
teed under the local contract, and (4)

binding us to an unknown price with 
whatever of cost and risk the scheme, 
in the management and control of which 
we have no say, may bring. In the 
local contracts we take no risks; invest 
none of the ratepayers’ cash on specula-

There are not lacking indications that 
there is a power behind the Hydro- 
Electric touters which is supplied, jrith 
the “inflooence.” Who puts up the 
money? Who would be interested in de­
coying the ratepayers to assume the 
large debt and liability which they 
must bear to enter the Hydro-Electric 
scheme? Nobody suspects that ex-Mayor 
Stewart or Alfred J. Wright or Allan 
Ctudholmc, or Jim Miller, or any of 
that -crowd, is paying the-cost of this 
campaign out of his own pocket from 
pure, unselfish regard for the Hamilton 
taxpayer. To sugest such a thing would 
he to provoke laughter. Who pays the 
bills?

The principal question for the decision 
of rthe ratepayer, who wishes to vote in­
telligently on the Board of Control By­
law is this: Can we by electing a Board 
of Control and paying its members sal­
aries and authorizing them to do the im­
portant work of the Council as they 
wish, unless a two-thirds vote decides 
otherwise, get better civic administra^- 
tion than by all the Council under the 
present system? That is the real issue, 
and we still think that very much will 
depend on the sort of men elected to 
the Board. With poor men it might ag­
gravate the evils at present felt. Per­
haps it might stimulate to the selection 
of better men. Toronto’s Board of Con­
trol, however, is hardly a good sample 
of what the system might furnish at its 
best.

EXPENSES.

Libraries Run at Less Expense 
This Year Than Last.

At the meeting of the Library Board 
yesterday afternoon in the Library 
building very little business of import­
ance was brought up. Hie reports of 
the different committees were read, af­
ter which the meeting adjourned. The 
Building and Finance Committee 
brought in amounts amounting to $1.- 
012.17, with a recommendation that 
they be paid. Of the above amount 
$136.29 was charged to the Barton 
street branch.

Librarian Hunter reported Mint 167 
books had been added to the library by 
purchase and two by donation. Four­
teen thousand, six hundred and seventy- 
eight books have been issued during the 
month, which is three less than the cor­
responding month of 1908. The cash re­
ceived from cards and fines amounted 
to $70.21. From the Barton street 
branch the amount from the same 
source was $8.82. The sale of old papers 
realized $1.10, making a total of $80.13. 
From this was taken $27.78 for petty 
expenses, leaving a balance of $52.35, 
which was deposited with the treasurer.

At the Barton street branch 37 books 
had been added to the library by pur­
chase and 22 by donation. There was an 
increase in the number of books issued 
of 945 over the corresponding month in 
1908.

uuring the month 19.597 patrons used 
cards at the main Library, while 250 
were issued at the Barton street branch, 
making a total of 20,323 books loncd 
during the month.

The library report for the first quar­
ter of this year was thon read. By com­
paring it with that of last year it was 
seen that the expenses for this year 
were $288 lower.

Chairman Robert Fcnrman commented 
on the fact that while the main Library 
had twenty times ns many cards out as 
the Barton street branch, only eight 
times as many books were circulated.

STATUS OF QUEENS 
BEFORE ASSEMBLY.

Vigorous Debate in the General Assembly Meet­
ing Yesterday Afternoon on This Question.

The Evening Session Given to Home Missions 
—Difficulties of the Missionary.

Tf the Assembly is to go its full Mar- 
atliou distance, and without doubt that 
is the course, the pace already set is an 
unusually "hot one.” To dash off the 
first afternoon, with the Queen’s men 
leading, as was witnessed in the. debate 
on the proposed changed relations to 
the church, looks as if the Hamilton 
Assembly of '09 is going to make his-

Principal Gordon looks better and 
seems a little more certain of his ground 
than when in Winnipeg a year ago, he 
saw the enemy, not a foreign one, but 
within the "gates of Queen’s’’ This Uni­
versity with its splendid history has 
fought its way to victory. It has never 
been afraid of a struggle yet unhappily 
the old text has meaning, "A man's 
foes are they of liis own household." It 
H'vms to be that from the fountain of 
rare loyalty to one another, there have 
sprung upHwo opposite streams of pol­
icy, which have wrestled at the fountain 
head for mastery and failing, shifts the 
whirlpool where the friend and stranger 
alike stand by in sorrow. No one is at 
liberty to charge the other with having 
destroyed the harmony of the University 
or not being a friend of Queen’s. It may 
be mistaken judgment, but not treach­
ery. The whole thing is unfortunate, and 
the pity is that the problem is not one 
where the slate might be wiped off and 
start de novo.

Principal Gordon made out a case for 
a judge, but both Dr R. Campbell, and 
especially Mr. G. M. Maodonnell, cap­
tured the majority of the jury. As a 
pleader it would be hard to find the 
equal of Queen's Principal, either in 
Parliament or in civil law. He is clear 
as sunlight, his logic is smooth as an 
unruffled river, and not a note escapes 
his lips that is harsh. He makes his 
points and goes out to face those ready 
to be thrnst against him, usually to 
either divest their force or remove the 
edge. His voice drops like honey in 
sweetness, but deepens and swells with 
unrivalled power. >

Unfortunately his arguments are pre­
sented at a time when, on the one hand 
sentiment is too keenly alive, to give 
their cold impartial judgment, and, on 
the other, when, though many prophets 
are saying here is light, yet there is 
none whose vision seems to be the re­
velation of God.

The resolution was moved by Princi­
pal Gordon and seconded by Hon. Ed­
ward Brown, late leader of the Opposi­
tion in the Manitoba Legislature. It 
is as follows

"That the Assembly assent to the re­
moval from the charter of such -dénomm­
ai restrictions as might impede the de­
velopment of the University, and to ap­
point a commission to co-operate with 
the Board of Trustees in regard to such 
changes in the constitution of the Uni-

His argument, in brief, was: This re­
solution has the support not only of the 
trustees but also of the teaching body, 
and all other departments of the Univer­
sity. This policy is n accord with its 
past development, where denomination

lines were repeatedly lessened, and 
national lines substituted- The action 
of the Assembly at Vancouver, in the 
light of all its history, is more of an 
eddy than the direct current. Finally, 
he asked, does the church really want 
Queen’s? They have the alternative, ei­
ther of assuming responsibility as never 
hitherto done, or allowing the trustees 
who are financially responsivle, to move 
in the line their wisdom directs.

Hon. E. Brown, with western frank­
ness, admitted that when he first was 
called upon to confer in the settlement 
he had certain convictions which the 
facts of the case have forced him to 
change. He now is converted to the posi­
tion taken by Dr. Gordon.

There was a lull in the debate, and the 
Moderator asked, Are you ready for the 
question ?

Dr. R. Campbell had been sitting curl­
ed up as if his great mental endowment 
was focussed upon a very serious resolve. 
Here is a born debater. Long practice 
with exact work upon the minute book, 
shows in the absolute correctness of 
statements he demands of an opponent. 
His manner is exceedingly attractive, 
and he knows when to be frank, blunt 
and "meet you at Phillipi." He said m 
one sentence, the bald truth as the case 
stands for the opposition, "I am ready 
to go into that commission, but with 
the understanding that the door is shut, 
whore the Assembly nailed it last year 
in Winnipeg. I shall not re-open the 
question of the charges in the charter as 
proposed."

From the body of the church a thun­
derous voice was heard, and every eye 
turned to Dr. Armstrong, who claimed 
simply to have a question to ask. But 
he had to take the rostrum. For blunt 
statement and severe scrutiny this Ot­
tawa father and ex-Moderator has a 
record of his own. His question, whe­
ther, since the presbyteries were asked 
to consider the attitude of the Assembly 
in retaining Queen’s, it would not bt a 
wise thing to hand this resolution down 
to them for their judgment. Having 
been presented, he said very briefly 
what his views were. “The church may 
be very glad some day that we have 
this university; at any rate I do not 
think that we should bow down before 
any Carnegie-god.”

Mr. W. Drysdale, a prominent elder 
from Montreal, whose bristling black 
hair and beard and flashing eye be­
tokened a more than lively interest, 
immediately checkmated the last speaker 
for introducing a name foreign to this 
Assembly into the debate. But the 
doubly “capitalist” was not floored; he 
only did it over again.

Rev. James Hodges, of Oshawa, spoke 
as a younger graduate, and strange to 
say the younger generation of Queen’s 
men arc largely against the present 
movement; said that if “you cut the 
connection with the church there will 
in all probability be no theological fac­
ulty in Kingston.”

Professor .Jordon, the author of sev­
eral late theological works, and formerly 
the greatly beloved pastor at Strathrov, 
is by birth an Englishman. Physical 
infirmity of late years makes his feet 
a little uncertain; but as he stumbled

up the platform steps it looked more 
like a statue where only the massive 
head occupied the pedestal, and thus 
ever in danger of “centre of gravity.” 
Naturally he quoted Joseph Chamber- 
lain. and possibly revealed a power 
quickened from that illustrious acquaint­
anceship, and unhappily let fall the term 
“a dead parchment.” He said: “f have 
l>een twelve years a servant of the 
Canadian church and 1 do not think I 
ever occupied twenty minutes of the 
Assembly's time. Whatever else Mr. 
Carnegie may believe, 1 know his life 
stands for peace, humanity and educa­
tion. As Joseph Chamberlain used to 
say, ‘There is no finality in politics,* so 
we add, There is none in all practical 
affairs.* Dr. Campbell refers to the 
attitude of the trustees as l»eing para­
doxical; it may be so, for life contains 
such in all her opposites. Here we have 
two contrasts—a dead parchment and 
an actual life. Which is to dominate'/**

Dr. John Hay, of Pembroke, is a 
Queen's graduate and too Lowland 
Scotch to build “his castles iu the air.” 
He favored the resolution of the trus­
tees. He said that it conserves every­
thing and gives more time.

Mr. J. K. Macdonald, of Toronto, 
thought that there were difficulties fac­
ing the university and that the Assem­
bly should speedily seek to remove thyn.

Mr. G. M. Maodonnell, K. C., of 
Kingston, had passed a restless hour. 
He had a humble seat in the synagogue 
among a few tired commissioners, due 
to the heat of the day and the long jour­
neys to the Assembly. But this nervous 
organism, as strange and rich a piece of 
of nature as one will see in a “day’s 
march,” was not asleep. It is said that 
great occasions are rather his delight. 
To see him quiet in his seat there is a 
strong resemblance to the late Principal 
C'aven, but he is not often at rest. He 
is a "fighter,” and had grace not won 
him for the good fight of the Christian, 
he would have been “terrible;” Un the 
platform he only really begins to speak 
when some sharp wit is foolish enough 
to hackle him. Then look out; the chal­
lenge goes like a flash, his intense soul 
springs to the line, and a bonnier knight 
seldom gave more gallant battle. “They 
call it development or evolution—both 
bad terms. “I shall use another, en­
vironment. Even this does not suit my 
friend Dr. Sedgwick, and I shall use a 
fourth, “spiritual atmosphere.” Did this 
charter not have something to do in 
making the spiritual atmosphere of 
Queen’s See our arts and science and 
medicine, under a charter which says 
such and such shall be members of the 
Presbyterian Church. Was there no 
spiritual atmosphere? And has a dead 
parchment created this?”

For several minutes the whole hbuse 
gave round after round of applause. The 
speaker was too serious to notice that 
he had “made a great hit,” hut twisted 
and side stepped to carry on the fight..

“And to throw nil this away for a 
united Canada! The things we have 
loved for sixty years to go with a wave 
of the hand because some gentlemen 
say, Come now, brethren, we must evo- 
lute!”

APPOINTED A COMMISSION.
Not a single opponent begrudged the 

speaker the tilt he so successfully pass­
ed. Everybody hàd a hearty laugh, and 
then heard the amendment which Mr. 
Maedonnell proposed:

“The Assembly, while reaffirming the 
resolutions of 1904 and 1908 as requested 
by the trustees, appoint a commission 
to consider in co-operation with them 
whether it would be advisable to limit 
the relation now subsisting between the 
church and the university to the depart­
ments of arts and theology, and to pro­
vide that the other departments now or 
hereafter existing may he otherwise con­
stituted, such commission to report to 
the next Assembly.”

The question then assumed an aca­
demic one. President Forrest, of Hali­
fax, who seldom speaks that he docs 
not make things a “bit lively” or follows 
a speaker who has made a sensation,

growing needs of the work. Dr. McLar­
en made a stirring appeal to the church 
to do its duty for home missions.

The *>port, while acknowledging with 
profound gratitude the progress that has 
taken place under their supervision, 
noted “the inadequate provision made 
by the church during the past year for 
the. prosecution of this vitally import­
ant work. They estimated that the 
work which required to be undertaken 
would involve an outlay of $186,000; 
and, with the sanction of the assembly, 
they appealed to the church for this 
amount. Because of the impossibility 
of securing a sufficient number of mis­
sionaries to occupy all the fields in 
which service should have been given, 
the actual expenditure amounted to only 
$170,712.99, but the total contributions 
to the home mission fund fell short of 
even^ this diminished . expenditure by 
$13,979.10, the amount contributed (in­
cluding the balance from the preceding 
year) being only $156,733.89. At first 
it seemed as though all requests for the 
opening of new sections would have to 
be refused. But as the splendid records 
of the church in the field of home mis­
sions was recalled, and as the increasing 
religious needs of a rapidly developing 
country were dwelt upon, the conviction 
was forced upon the committee that 
nothing short of the prospect of imme­
diate Iwinkruptcy would justify the adop­
tion of a policy of retrenchment. It was 
accordingly decided to draw upon the re­
serve fund for the deficit in last year’s 
contributions, and to appeal both to the 
piety and to the patriotism of the 
church for the amount it will be neces­
sary to expend during the current year, 
if the highest interests of the country 
arc to be safeguarded and if the Pres­
byterian Church is to maintain the repu­
tation she has secured by thirty years’ 
aggressive effort in the field of home 
missions—the" reputation of being the 
most forceful and influential factor in 
the moulding of the national life of 
western Canada. The amount required 
is $195,000.”

The committee pointed out that the 
course adopted is not one that can be 
followed indefinitely. A succession of 
deficits can end only in disaster. The 
reserve fund includes the “ working 
balance” of $50.000 granted to the 
Home Mission Committee out of the 
century fund, and only the interest 
on this amount cau be used by the

committee. After wiping out the de 
ficit in last year’s operations, thc«por-’ 
tion of the reserve fund that is avail­
able for such emergencies amounted 
to $50,769. It is very easy to com­
pute when the day of calamity will 
dawn for the enterprise of home mis­
sions, unless the Church is prepared 
to make a much more adequate pro­
vision than she made last year for 
the establishment of the kingdom of 
Christ in the newer districts of Can­
ada. If the expenditure for the aur- 
rent year reaches the estimated figure 
of $105,000, and the contributions of

the Church show no advance upon
those of last year, the reserve fund 
will be reduced next spring to $10,000. 
lu that event there will be but one 
course open to your committee: 
they will be compelled, not merely to 
call a halt, but to sound a retreat.

Ihe number of mission fields under 
the care of the committee when the 
report was submitted to last Assembly 
waa 585. Twenty of those fields have 
been transferred to the care of the 
Augmentation Committee, and seven­
teen have been dropped or amalga­
mated with other fields. Eighty-four 
new fields have been opened, of which 
ten are. in Ontario and Quebec, forty- 
one in Manitoba and Saskatchewan, 
eighteen in Alberta and fifteen in Brit­
ish Columbia. The total number this 
year is 032—a net increase of 47.

The report commented upon the 
insufficiency of the number of mis­
sionaries, describing it as “the grav­
est of the many grave problems that 
the Church is called upon to deal with.” 
The necessity of prosecuting mission 
work among the Mormons was em­
phasized an<’ gratification expressed at 
the continued success of the Women’s 
Home Missionary Society.

Rev. R. J. Douglas gave a vivid 
picture of mission work and its dif­
ficulties iu the west, and Rev. J. A. 
Mucfarlane spoke of the conditions 
and oportunitics in the sparsely pop­
ulated districts of the Province of 
Quebec. Among the difficulties 
which confronted the mission work­
ers, he said, were the immense areas 
to be traversed, the problem of pub­
lic education, and the lack of men and 
money to carry on the work.

I* was agreed to receive the report 
and to consider its recommendations at 
a later sederunt.

Consideration of the home missions 
report for the eastern section was post­
poned.

THE RECORD REPORT.
The report of Rev. Dr. Sçott, edi­

tor and manager of the Presbyterian 
Record, showed that there were print­
ed during the year 60,000 copies 
monthly, a total for the year of nearly 
three-quarters of a million copies, and 
that there was a financial balance at 
the end of the year of $12,875. The re­
port was adopted.

The Assembly adjourned at 10 o’clock.

TOURISTS KILLED.
Rope Broke and Only the Guides 

Were Saved.

Turin, June 3.—Four French and 
six Italian tourists, with three French 
guides, left St. Germain to ascend 
the Grand Dent, the most difficult of 
the Virgin Peaks. They were insuffici­
ently supplied with ropes. Nevertheless 
they went on, though with great diffi­
culty. At a critical point a rope broke 
and all the tourists fell into an abyss, 
the guides saving themselves by clinging 
to projecting rocks. All the French tour­
ists were killed and two of the Italians- 
were carried to Tottone in a dying con­
dition.

Will Help Along the Greater 
Hamilton Movement.

Enthusiastic Meeting Held in 
Board of Trade Rooms.

The Association Hears About 
Playgrounds' Movement.

A largely attended meeting of real 
•state men was held at the Board of 
Trade rooms yesterday afternoon for 
the purpose of meeting the officers of 
the Greater Hamilton movemnt.
J President Hoodless, in addressing the 
Meeting, spoke of the important bearing 
the association had on all the business 
interests of Hamilton, and particularly 
with that of real estate, and said the 
success of the association depended upon 
the support and co-operation of all citi­
zens.

were already in sight, which, if secured, 
would greatly benefit the real estate 
business.

Frederick W. Watkins, John A. Barr. 
Thos. C. Cochrane, W. E. Burke and 
others spoke strongly in favor of co­
operating with the association, and the 
following resolution was unanimously

“That the real estate agents here pres­
ent desire to offer to the officers of the 
Greater Hamilton Association their 
hearty support and eo-ope ration as far 
as possible in a united effort to build 
up a greater and better Hamilton, and 
think that by general use of suitable 
folders and envelope® and other forms 
of printed matter by the real estate 
men, merchants and business men gener­
ally, in correspondence, setting forth the 
advantages of Hamilton as a great man­
ufacturing centre, its railway and water 
shipping facilities, cheap electric power, 
also as a place of residence, will bring 
our city more prominently to the front, 
and lead to a number of firms locating 
here, aiding materially to the growth, 
wealth and general prosperity of Hamil­
ton.”

Mr. Hoodless informed the meeting 
that arrangements were under way to 
meet with the commercial travellers in 
the near future to enlist their support 
and influence in the work of advertising 
Hamilton, and that much could be ac­
complished by them along thes< lines.

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BUSH FIRES.
lumbermen Fighting the Flames 

Along Montreal Hirer.

Elk Lake, June 3.—Bush fires have 
started earlier than usual this season. 
For three days past men from Booth’s 
two lumber camps up the Montreal Riv­
er have been fighting fire, and they 
make no bones about blaming the pros­
pectors for it. The “Big Six” Mining Go. 
has been fighting the same enemy during 
the past week. On Monday night the 
fire worked its way down to the out­
skirts of the town of Smyth, just across 
the river from here. The sight was im­
pressive as night came on, even the 
smallest brandies being sharply silhou­
etted against the flames.

Dauphin, Man.. June 3.—A destructive 
forest fire is raging for a hundred miles 
between Crooked River and Bowsman, 
and from Hudson's Bay Junction to near 
the Pas. The value of the timber burn 
ed will not be less than $75,000, so far, 
and probably some of the farmers re' 
mote from the railway have suffered 
very severely. Ruby Lake lumber mills 
were destroyed last night, and consid­
erable damage has also been done to the 
C. N. R. tracks.

St. John, N. B.. June 3.—A telephone 
message from Oak Bay, near St. Ste­
phen, reports a forest fire which broke 
out this afternoon, swept through two 
miles of heavily timbered land, leaving 
a track n mile wide, and is still burning. 
The property is owned chiefly by Jesse 
Bartlett and Wm. Kierstead. Bartlett’s 
mills at Waweig were in danger. If the 
wind conditions to-morrow are the same 
as to-day it is feared the mills will go.

ARRESTED RIVAL
Another Cbirge Laid Against Aid. 

Pronlx at Montreal

Montreal, June 3.—Not only was Ald­
erman Proulx a sort of go-between on 
behalf of the applicants for the police 
force and the powers who did the ap­
pointing, but to-day he was accused of 
forming a conspiracy to arrest Mr. Geo. 
Vandelae, an old political opponent. This 
was the substance of to-day's investiga­
tion before the Royal Commission.

After Mr. Vandelae had himself been 
on the witness stand and related the 
story of his arrest by the police as he 
was leaving a house on Sangainct street, 
where he had been to collect a sum of 
money that was owing to him, Mr. Jus­
tice Cannon remarked that if the facts 
were as stated they constituted a very 
remarkable ease.

Other evidence was given by an ex- 
police constable that made reflections on 
the department.

Mr. Bouvier, notary, appeared and ad­
mitted that money had been paid to him 
on bfhalf of two applicants for positions 
on the police force. This money, lie said, 
was to pay him for the services lie ren­
dered in the men’s interests. In both 
instances the amounts were remitted 
when the positions were not secured. Mr. 
Bouvier is, according to his own descrip­
tion, the nominal business partner of 
Aid. Proulx.

TIES THATBIND.
Mr. Borden Refuses Statement of 

U. S. Writer in London Paper.

London, June 4.—Mr. K. L. Borden, in 
an article in the Standard of Empire, 
calls attention to striking misstatements 
regarding Canada contained in a recent 
treatise entitled “The Struggle for Am­
erican Independence.” Mr. Sydney Geo. 
Fisher, the author of the treatise, de­
clared that British colonists are still at 
best exactly what John Adams and 
Hamilton over a hundred years ago 
deserilied as political slaves, and that 
the control of the British Goverment 
over Canada is far more absolute than 
it was liefore the American revolution.

Mr. Borden descrives these statements 
as “amazing misconceptions,” and pro­
ceeds to outline the constitutional rela­
tions between Canada and the mother­
land, in reference to which he writes ns 
follows: “Founded upon the enjoyment 
of perfect civil and religious liberty, 
maintained by full powers of self-gov­
ernment. moulded by recognized conven­
tions attending growth and development, 
strengthened both by sentiment and by 
interest. the voluntary and happy ties 
which bind Canada to the empire are 
not weaker at least than those which 
might be invoked to retain any State 
within the union.”

The 
chairman made a brief speech commend­
ing the Hydro-Electric scheme to the 
audience and repudiating any , animus 
against the Cataract Power Company, 
which, ho admitted, had done much for 
Hamilton. The audience was small but 
enthusiastic, and was composed of about 
125 men, women and children, all appar­
ently enthusiastic supporters of the 
Hydro-Electric by-law. They had evi­
dently not profited by the slogan of 
Mayor Mcl^aren that "‘civic government 
was business, and not politics.” The 
Hun. Mr. Hendrie was the first speaker, 
and made a brief, halting speech. The 
only point he dwelt on was the fact that 
the Government was driven to take ac­
tion owing to the large delegation from 
the western municipalities praying for 
cheap electric power, but he didn’t inti­
mate that any delegation went from 
Hamilton. His speech was eminently 
fair, but he gave abundant evidence that 
lie was very tired of his job as chairman 
of the Commission pro tern., and would 
hail with delight the return of Mr. Beck 
to relieve him of a rather disagreeable 
duty.

The next speaker was the member for 
West Hamilton in the House of Com­
mons, and, true to his nationality, lie 
jtoceeded \xo brandish his shillelalt 
around in great, style. The heads he 
cracked were Mayor McLaren'*, Mr. 
Koutham's and John Patterson’s, or any- 
Irodv’s else that cante in the wav.. Now, 
these gentlemen are all personal friends 
of mine, and if what he said about them 
is true, I intend to cut their acquaint­
ance until such time ns they purge them­
selves of the serious charges brought 
against them. He quoted freely from 
the columns of the Spectator to prove 
that that journal was not in it with its 
ancient prototype. Ananias, and the mo­
tive he gave for it all was the fact that 
Mr. Southam owned $130.000 of Cataract 
Power stock, for which he only paid $28,- 
000, and on which he expected to reap a 
fabulous sum from the monopoly-ridden 
electors of Hamilton. After disposing of 
Mr. Southam, he then introduced Mr. 
John Patterson, whom he battered 
around the ring with upper cuts and 
under cuts until lie metaphorically col­
lapsed under a deluge of epithets for 
untruthfulness which were anything but 
complimentary.

The animus against John was for writ­
ing a letter to the newspapers calling in 
question the veracity of Mr. Stewart’s 
statement at the Twentieth Century 
Club meeting that the Cataract Power 
€iompany would soon be short of wa.er, 
and that they' were now using within 0 
per cent, of * what they had contracted 
for from the Government. He repeated 
the statement again, and gave no less 
an authority than the Speaker of the 
House of Commons, who knows as little 
about the amount of water passing 
through the weir at the old Welland 
Canal, from which the company draws 
its supply, as a dog knows about its 
grandfather. He next put the Mayor 
on the pillory and proceeded to chastise 
him for his treachery to the by-law, and 
characterized him as the “cunninge.it 
duck” he ever knew. The meeting was 
a fiasco, a burlesque, and bodes ill for 
succeess on Monday next.

GERMANY’S VIEW.
Some Newspaper Comment on the 

Preii Conference.

Barlin, Juno 3.—An articlo pub- 
lislter by an influential Conservative 
organt< Xeuoste Nach rich ten, on the 
piess conference betrays the feeling 
felt here that the gathering of influ­
ential public men from all parts of 
the British Empire may tend to con­
sol,date Greater Britain. The Neuuste 
Naehnchten devotes two columns to 
an elaboration of the tlieorv that there 
are more points of difference than 
symptoms of unity between the dif­
ferent parts of the empire, and con­
cludes by expressing doubt as to 
whether the conference will reallv 
lead to closer relations between Bri­
tain and the oversea dominions.

New Extreme Ceaserrathre.

Old Comrades ia Red Flag Oratory 
Mott Bitter of Hi* Enemiei.

Queer things are happening to John 
Burns, and they illustrate the old doc­
trine that there’s often nothing go con­
servative as a revolutionary onoe he 
gets firmly :nto power, says a London 
cable. The former errand boy in a candle 
factory, dock “walloper,” and labor 
leader, who got into jail for spouting 
red flag oratory in Trafalgar square, has 
become favorite Minister of the King, 
and is generally in attendance on him 
when His Majesty performs any public 
function in or near London.

It is especially noticeable that when 
the King inspects or opens any great 
public work where the expert knowledge 
•f a practical man might be useful to 
him,^ Burns is not far from his sover­
eign's elbow, and it has also become no­
ticeable recently that they are the best 
of friends.

“Honest John,” a« he delighted to be 
called in his Socialistic days, also is a 
familiar figure at all the royal courts 
and levees, and London society is united 
in declaring that the President of the 
Local Government Board in court dress 
is .quite the handsomest member of the 
'Government. In fact, John Burns, ex- 
Socialist, escorting a duchess to supper 
at a court ball, is a sight which makes 
some of the older politicians smile and 
some of his old associates rage.

SAYS POOR ARE UNDESERVING.
One night he left Buckingham Palace 

after a ball, buttoned hie overcoat tight­
ly over his court uniform, and walked 
down the Thames embankment to where 
the Salvation Army was handing out 
bread and soup to the derelicts of Lon­
don. He took his place in the bread 
line and the next afternoon he exhibited 
his lump of bread in the House of Com­
mons and declared that, half the men 
who were being fed nightly had come to 
their present condition through drink 
nnd were unworthy of charity. This 
did not add to his popularity with the 
Socailists.

In the realm of administration John 
Burns also has given evidence of the 
great, change which he has undergone, 
and there is not one among his old asso­
ciates who has a good word for him. 
Even the more radical members of the 
official I.abur party declare he is a 
brake on the wheels of progress, and the 
Daily News, fhe organ of the progressive 
wing of the LibeaU, has damned him os 
a reactionary.

When John Burns was placed at the 
head of the Local Government Board it 
was thought he would undoubtedly ap­
prove and support the experiments in 
Socialism which were being made by a 
number of boards of guardiins and other 
local authorities. Instead of that ho 
anonunced at the start that he was there 
to see that the taxpayers’ money was 
n°t wasted, and he instituted a unmbe-r 
of investigations which resulted in some 
of the guardians and councillors going to 
jail for helping themselves to public 
funds.
HE DEMANDS CLEARER ACCOUNTS.

Then he disallowed all sorts of bills 
for experiments about which it could 
only be said that they were extrava­
gant; and he insisted on all the local 
authorities in England adopting a new 
system of bookkeeping by which he is 
able to see at a glance the state of their 
finances, just as n business man can tell 
how his affairs stand.

In the general meetings of the Cabinet 
lie has become recognized as one of the 
strongest conservative factors. Cabinet 
meetings arc supposed to be secret, but 
Cabinet. Ministers will talk, especially 
when they arc angry, and ! have been 
informed on high authority that 
throughout the recent navy crisis Bums 
was one of the strongest opponents of 
the "little navy” policy. He stood out 
for eight Dreadnoughts at once, when 
other Ministers who are called imper­
ialists were willing to accept the de­
mand of Winston Churchill and Lloyd 
George that the programme shoudl be 
cut down to four.

Of course all this did not endear him 
to his old associates, but the worst was 
yet to come. In the eyes of the English 
radical the unforgivable sin is to ques­
tion the omniscience of Parliament and 
the beneficicnce of Parliamentary action 
as a cure for every ill from which the 
body politic suffers. John Burns has 
been guilty of the unforgivable sin, and 
to day he is damned by every radical in 
England.
TELLS PARLIAMENT TO GET OUT.

At a meeting the other day he referred 
to the report of the poor law commis­
sion, or, rather, the reports, for there 
was a majority and a minority report. 
These documents agreed in only one 
thing, which was thatxthe present system 
of caring for England's paupers should 
be Luolished lock, stock and barrel. 
Burns declared they were both right in 
that, and theft he proceeded to offend 

»the Socialists by declaring that the min­
ority report was a farrago of Socialistic 
nonsense aud to horrify the radicals by 
declaring that there was nothing good 
in the recommendations of the majority 
that Parliament need bother with at all.

"Jjfct the officers of the Local Govern­
ment Board who are skilled in dealing 
with the poor handle the matter,” he 
said. “Thre is no need for Parliament 
to waste time on it. We can reform the 
poor law much better and more quickly 
and efficiently by administrative odder.”

This is why John Burns is being de­
nounced throughout England as a czar, 
and those who denounce him do not for­
get to mention that after making his 
speech he entered his high powered 
automobile and hurried off to attend 
the King on a visit to Hampton Court.

In spite of all this raging of the ex­
tremists there is no more gênerallp 
than Burns.
popular politician in England to-day

| Board of Education Will Allow 
Use of School Yard.

Question of Another D rilllnstru- 
tor Brought Up.

Some Resignations, Appointments 
and Applications Considered.

The meeting o! the Internal Manage- 
ment Committee of the Board of Edu­
cation was held in the quarters at the 
City Hall last night, and was Tather 
long, as much business was brought up. 
Considerable discussion was created as 
to why the second-class teachers should 
not be allowed to teach in the Hamilton 
public schools. One instance was quoted 
where a young lady of Hamilton, holding 
a second-class certificate, was forced to 
seek work in another city. Some of the 
trustees understood that second-class 
tcaphers were engaged, but Inspector 
Ballard explained that they were not, 
as teachers holding first-class certifi­
cates were given preference, and plenty 
of first-class teachers were available. It 
was decided that second-class teachers 
should be engaged, but that the differ­
ence in the salaries paid the first and 
second class teachers would make it 
worth the while of the second-class 
teachers to obtain a first-class certifi­
cate. . ,

A deputation from the Children s 
Playground Association, composed^ of 
Messrs. R. Tasker Steele, J. M. East- 
wood and R. K. Hope, appeared before 
the board to ask for permission to use 
the Hess Street School ground’s as a 
play ground for the children who live in 
that congested district during the sum-

In submitting the request Mr. Steele 
said it would prove a good thing, as the 
majority of the people in that district 
have limited means.

Mr. Eastwood said the idea was not 
a new one, and it was to interest the 
children and keep them off the streets. 
The ladies had undertaken to provide a 
supervisor. The idea of the association 
in asking for the use of the grounds was 
to give it a trial during the. summer 
months.

Mr. R. K. Hope supported what 
Messrs. Steele and Eastwood had said, 
and added that the condition of the city 
is largely dependent on the condition of 
the younger life.

Trustee Wilkes said that as the parks 
of the west end afforded good places of 
recreation for the children, the scheme 
of using the school grounds to keep the 
children off the streets should be first 
tried in the east end.

Trustee Watkins thought the scheme 
a good one, and as it would not put the 
board to any expense lie favored grant­
ing the request.

Trustee Wilkes wanted to know why 
it should not be tried on all the school 
grounds if a proper test were to be 
made, but Mr. Steele explained that the 
cost would be too heavy. If the board 
would be willing to supply the necessary 
amount of money it would be all right.

The matter was referred to the Build­
ing Committee, and they decided to grant 
the request that the Hess Street School 
grounds be used as a test for the sum­
mer months.

Lt.-Col. Bruce and Lt.-Col Logie ap­
peared to ask that an assistant drill 
instructor. Sergt. Gilmour, be appointed 
for the city schools.

Col. Bruce said that Sergt.-Major Hug­
gins was overworked, and as his time 
with each class was limited, that the 
outlay for another man to assist him 
would he amply repaid.

Mr. Logie said that as the grant of 
$1.25 per day which had been received 
lietore the erection of the new armories 
had been cut off and the expenses were 
heavy, the regiment could not afford to 
support another drill instructor without 
assistance. He said he thought Mr. Hug 
gins was overworked, and another man 
was required to assist him. He also 
spoke of the important part that the 
teaching of shooting to the young boys 
should take, and said the board might 
make some provision for that. Mr. Gil­
mour wanted a salary of $1,200, and 
arrangements had already been made 
whereby $300 would be forthcoming, and 
the regiment would be able to contri­
bute about $300 more, all that the board 
would be required to provide would be 
$600.

Inspector Ballard said it was a long 
time since a drill instructor had been en- 
gaged, and the classes had about dou­
bled, so that Mr. Huggins was only able 
to devote 20 minutes each week to each

A committee was appointed to look in­
to the matter and report.

Irustce Watkins asked that the flags 
on the schools be kept up on every 
school day, as it would instil a patriotic 
feeling in the young mind, but Trustee 
Bell said that would be all right as far 
a„s the dry goods man was cocnemed, 
but as far as instilling a more loyal 
spirit into the children, he thought that 
if the children were to see the flag 
every day they would not take any no­
tice of it. It was decided to have the 
flags flying on certain days.

The resignation of Miss McCallum, do­
mestic science teacher, was accepted, and 
Miss Norma E. Dickson, of Toronto, was 
appointed to fill the vacancy at a salary 
of $500.

Mr. Chas. M. Marshall, of Ridgetown, 
Ont., was appointed to succeed Mr. W. 
G. Carpenter as assistant science master 
of the Collegiate Institute.

Three applications were received from 
John G. Mitchell. F. Taylor and W. H. 
Clark for the position of manual train­
ing teacher at the Wentworth street 
school, but the applications were refer­
red to Inspector Leake.

It was decided that the salary of Mr. 
Robinson, who has been on leave of ab­
sence for nearly a year, should be raised 
$100, the same as if he had been work­
ing the full year.

Mr. Robinson at present is filling Mr.

T. L. Kinrade’s position in the Cannon 
street school r and Trustee Holden 
thought he should rceive the same as 
Mr. Kinrade was getting. Nothing fur­
ther was done in thé matter.

Miss Lester, teacher it the Queen Vic­
toria school, was granted six months’ 
leave of absence.

Eight of the teachers at the Strath- 
cona school, who live in the eastern part 
of the city, asked that provision be 
made for their car fare, but no action 
was taken.

An invitation was received to attend 
the inspection of the cadets.

The application of the Canadian Free 
Library Association to be allowed to 
take up a collection in the public schools 
was refused.

The monthly reperft of Inspector Bal­
lard showed the following pupils enroll­
ed: Central 774, Rÿerson 824. Hess 697, 
Strathcona 779, Cannon 1,47.2, Victoria 
avenue 2,175, Queen Victoria 1,037, 
Homes 120, making a total of, 7,878. For 
the same month last year the total at­
tendance was 7,695. The average at­
tendance last month was 7,226, and the 
total fees were $777.30.

Principal Thompson, of the Collegiate 
Institute, reported 367 boys and 370 
girls enrolled, a total of 737, the enrol 
ment for the same month last year be 
ing 726. The average attendance was 
601, and the fees amounted to $522.

PLAINTIFF 
IN GAS CASE.

puny had turned the gas off in June, 
when the trouble arose, but in July Mr. 
Bevan had turned it on to burn a kiln, 
without saying anything to the Gas 
Company about it.

Mr. Bevan was next called and cor­
roborated Mr. Thopipson’s statement 
that until June, 1908, the average cost 
of burning brick had been about $1 per 
thousand. He swore he saw Mr. Car- 
ruthers on the morning of June 5th, go 
to examine the meter and that he saw 
him break the seal and turn the wheels 
of the dial with his knife He immediate­
ly went to Mr. Pierce and instructed 
him to go and see what Carruthers was 
doing. Later he saw Carruthers put the 
lead seal back on the meter. He was en­
gaged iu conversation with him while 
he was doing this. After the gas em­
ployee departed he called Thompson to 
read the meter as he was suspicious of 
Carruther's action.

Being cross-examined by Mr. Nesbitt 
he said there was a lead "and wax seal 
on it when he first saw it. Prior to 
June 5th he had not noticed any alter­
ation of the seals ; none of the other me­
ters at the kiln had been tampered with. 
He admitted burning one more kiln 
with this objectionable meter.

Mr. Pierce corroborated the evidence 
given by Thompson and Bevan. During 
his cross-examination Mr. Nesbitt asked 
him if he had been peeping through 
knot-holes and cracks at Carruthers 
while the latter was at the meter. He 
replied no, he had come through the 
open door and had heard the turning 
of the wheels of the dial or the friction

Mr. Nesbit—Now what did vou hear 
the wheels or the friction ?

Witness—I heard the friction of the 
wheels.

Mr. Nesbitt—Arc you sure you didn't 
have wheels?

Witness—No, I had no wheels
Herbert Capewell was called and said 

he found the average cost per thousand 
for burning brick to be about $1. There 
was no reason why there should be anv 
additional cost unless the meters had 
been tampered with. The cost of burn­
ing the kiln in question should have 
been $350, whereas at first he had been 
charged $550, and this amount had been 
reduced to $507.

Mr. Elliott was recalled and testified 
that it was impossible tlmt the Govern­
ment seal could have been tampered 
with unless the entire top of the tally 
bad been taken off. When the meter 
was returned to him the Government 
seal was still in proper condition. He 
said the condition of the weather, draft 
and wind would have a great deal to 
do with the amount of gas consumed.

In giving judgment his Lordship said 
the ease was an unfortunate piece of 
litigation. Had it not been for the ill- 
feeling existing between the parties and 
had the defendants acted in a reasonable 
way, the action would never hav * been 
taken. However; lie had to decide the 
ease irrespective of feelings. From the 
evidence given he was unable to find 
that the meter was inaccurate. The bill 
of $507 had been for gas consumed prior 
to June 5th, and if on that date there 
bad been any tampering with the meter 
it would not affect gas consumed pre­
vious to that time, he could not find 
that there had been any tampering with 
meters previous to June 5th. The 
amount of gas consumed by the last 
burning had been greater than on pre­
vious occasions, but he could not find on 
the evidence given that there had been 
an unreasonable amount used. He gave 
judgment for the plaintiffs for $456 and

It is announced from Brantford that 
the character and standing of Montrose 
Wright, the young lover of Florence Kin­
rade, has met with no unfavorable pro­
nouncement at the hands of the Meth­
odist Conference in session there. As it 
generally known the young man is a pro­
bationer for the Methodist ministry.

The announcement is the only ont 
which a church board might reasonably 
make. Wright was the accepted pro­
spective husband of the young woman 
who came into such prominence conse­
quent upon the mysterious murder of 
her sister in -the family home on Her­
kimer street, Hamilton.

Evidently Mortrose Wright had confi­
dence in the young woman, and one of 
the romantic incidents in the unfortun­
ate developments following the murder 
was his undisguised devotion to her. In 
this lie showed considerable courage. The 
ill-concealed questionings of a great 
criminal lawyer brought no shred of 
suspicion to his mind. That a great 
wrong was being done to the girl he 
loved was his chief thought, and to 
prove her innocent he journeyed to Vir­
ginia, put himself to no end of trouble, 
and encountered unwelcome publicity.

At the same time the church board 
was justified in investigating. The 
church to-day cannot exercise too much 
caution in regard to the young men who 
arc to bo the lenders of Israel in the 
coming generation. They must lie above 
suspicion in all tilings. That Montrose 
Wright has passed successfully the 
severe test of the church board is emin­
ently a testimonial of which he may be 
proud.

great completeness at a 
gathering of Methodist ministers and 
laymen which met him by invitation 
at a luncheon at the Windsor Hotel on 
Saturday.

Sir Robert, who was supported at 
the principal table by the Rev. Dr. 
Young. Rev. Principal Shaw, Rev. Mr. 
Timberlake, president of the Metho­
dist Conference ; Rev. J. Richardson, 

J. H. Goodwin, Mr. J. W. Knox 
and Mr. A. O. Darwen, unfolded his 
scheme in an able speech. In its more 
ideal aspect it is a co-operative move­
ment making for international peace 
and industrial concord, the promotion 
of temperance, the protection of women 
and th* humuner treatment of native 
raoes in the wild portions of the world, 
but on its more immediately practical 
side it has for its purpose an immigra­
tion project which would form a most 
important auxiliary to the existing 
agencies that have been established 
by the Canadian Government in the 
Mother Country. On this side of the 
Atlantic it means the receiving in a 
healthful and brotherly spirit of emi­
grants of the Methodist faith from 
Great Britain, helping them to secure 
positions and to establish a congenial 
home life. On the other side it means 
the encouragement of emigrants of a 
desirable character, persona of good 
reputation, whose antecedent* would 
be vouched for and who would be 
physically and mentally fit for Cana­
dian life. The scheme was received 
with obvions favor by the speakers 
who followed Sir Robert, and was en­
dorsed by the audience on a show of

ELASTICITY OF METHODISM.
In explaining hie scheme Sir Robert 

observed it had been his good fortune in 
the past few days to address audiences 
of a diverse character. A few days ago 
he had to speak to a company of politi­
cians concerned in a great industrial en­
terprise which must in a very practical 
way affect the fortunes of the Dominion 
in years to come, and on the previous 
day he was asked to speak at Toronto, 
on a subject which was a somewhat per­
plexing one to explain to a Canadian 
audience—the relation of Liberalism in 
England to the colonies and more par­
ticularly to the Dominion. At both these 
gatherings he felt he must tread very 
warily and be on his best behavior, but 
upon the present occasion, speaking to a 
company of Methodist preachers and 
laymen on a subject that appealed to 
Methodists he felt more at home, and 
could discuss it with greater freedom.

It might be asked, said Sir Robert, 
what business the Methodist Church had 
to concern itself with political and in­
dustrial problems, but he would reply 
that it had been the glory of the Metho­
dist Church far and near, at home and 
beyond the seas, since the days of Wes­
ley to our own time, that it was mark­
ed by a glorious irregularity and mar­
vellous elncticity. Wesley himself, in 
addition to establishing dispensaries, had 
set up an industrial establishment, the 
profits of which were partly shared by 
the employees.

“The time has now come,” added Sir 
Robert, “when the Methodists through' 
out the world should utilize their bond 
of connectional unity—that mysterious 
fraternity of spirit which binds us like 
some powerful religious freemasonry for 
advancing the interests of Methodist 
people throughout the world.”

The Methodist Church, he went on to 
say, stood second numerically to the 
Church of England, the mother church, 

* jet it had no endowments or social ad­

vantages—no adventatious aids of any 
kind, in proof of which he mentioned 
they had but one peer in the House of 
Lords. A great brotherhood of Metho­
dists would, Sir Robert said, be able 
to bring a powerful influence to bear 
on statesmen *»i dealing with some of 
the humanitarian and national ques­
tions that confronted us. It would be a 
great factor in making for international 
peace and concord in the relations be­
tween employers and employed.

Sir Robert dwelt at great, length on 
the immigration aspect of his scheme. 
Last year twelve thousand Methodists 
left England for Canada, and of that 
number he felt sure that eight thousand 
had no definite or certain idea of what 
they were going to do when they came 
here. What he proposed in this direction 
was to organize immigration so that it 
would be comparatively easy for their 
own people to get employment when 
they came here. This they w’ould do by 
the establishment of register of Meth­
odists who emigrated. By this means 
they would he brought in contact with 
employers who were in need of work­
men. He hoped those present would form 
themselves into a committee that would 
establish in Montreal one of the open­
ing centres of the brotherhood. Given 
the initial start, and the hand of good 
fellowship and welcome among their own 
people, Methodists would be sure to suc­
ceed when they came to Canada, they 
did not drink, at all events to excess, 
and did not as a rule smoke or put their 
money on races. The Methodist, organi­
zation might be relied upon not to send 
to Canada persons who were nnde&ir-

The scheme received cordial endorse­
ment from the Rev. Dr. Young, Aid. 
Carter. Mr. J. W. Knox, Rev. W. A. 
Radley, Mr. A. O. Dawson and Rev. Dr. 
Shaw, who all offered practical sugges­
tions as to how the sorting process 
might be carried out and the necessity 
for co-operation between the clergy and 
laity in the matter.

After a show of hands had been tak­
en in favor of the scheme, Sir Robert 
said that in July next be would let the 
Methodist Conference in London know 
how heartily the brotherhood scheme 
has been supported in Montreal. It 
would take some time to get the details 
in shape, bat he hoped the organization 
would be in full operation when the Cen­
tral Methodist premises at Westminster 
were completed in 1911. Speaking of the 
signs of unity throughout the church he 
intimated that probably the next oecu­
menical Methodist conference would be 
held in Toronto.

Weald Have Almost Killed Her If 

Not Checked.

"Toronto, Ont., June 4.—Charles Mor­
ris was arraigned in the police court 
this morning on a charge of wounding 
with intent to maim, disfigure and 
abuse, he having beaten his wife so 
badly with a poker that the woman is 
now in the hospital in a serious condi­
tion. Morris pleaded guilty, and was re­
manded till June 7 for sentence. The 
neighbors say Morris would bave beaten 
his wife nearly to death but for the 
timely arrival of a policeman. As it is 
the woman has seven deep gashes on her 
head and a badly bruised head.

SENSATIONAL CRICKET

the Australians and Surrey, in which 
Surrey won out in a sensational finish. 
The story runs as follows:

KING JIM’S BROOKLYN.
A Toronto Winner Cap­

tured N Y. Feature.

Winners at Galt Horse 
Show.

Good Racing at the 
Woodbine Yesterday.

New York, June 4.—King .lames, the 
mighty four-year-old son of l’uaudit- 
Lusightly, owned by S. C. Hildreth, who 
bought hi»n from John E. Madden for 
515,000 last year, was victorious in the 
55,000 Brooklyn Handicap, one mile and 
a quarter, at Gravesend, yesterday. It 
■was under E. Dugan's vigorous whip­
ping that King James, carrying 126 
pounds, flashed past the judges a length 
ii: front of his stable mate, Restigouche, 
a four-year-old gelding, by Commando- 
Dancing Water, in the fast time of 2.04 
flat, a new record for the race. James 
It Keene’s Celt, the Commando-Maid of 
li in f<>ur-year-old, who won the Brook­
lyn Handicap last year, was third, three 
lengths an ay.

The defeat of Celt was a shock to the 
15,000 turf enthusiasts who had regard­
ed. him as a sure winner. His downfall 
was due to several causes. According to 
Mr. Keene, who was clearly disappoint­
ed, Celt was not thoroughly seasoned 
foi the race. He would have done better, 
in all probability, if he had taken part 
le several races before going to the 
post for this old classic, Mr. Keene said, 
hm ai the same time Celt’s sportsman­
like owner did not have any fault to 
find with the methods of Trainer Rowe, 
"lie. in Mr. Keene’s opinion, had done 
hi> host, as usual.

Celt was a top-heavy favorite, being 
quilted at 1 to 3. He took up 127 pounds, 
vniieeding out pound to King James, ten 
t< Restigouehc, thirteen to Frank Gill, 
-l to Berkeley and seven to three-year- 
old High Private. He was ridden by 
But well, who said that he was carried 
wide on the. lower turn and was also 
cut off on the far turn, an incident that 
prompted the boy to lodge a claim of 
to 111 with the stewards, which was not 
allowed.

I he victory of King James was evi­
dently well planned. Before the race it 
"a- -aid that Hildreth was starting 
Restigouche for the sole purpose of cut­
ting nut a killing pace for Celt, so that 
when 1 lie Keene colt had been run into 
the ground, so to speak, King James 
could move up from behind and win the 
stakes. Hildreth did not declare to win 
with either of his horses, which ac­
counted for the terrific duel between 
their jockeys all the way down the home 
stretch. King James, whose share of 
the money was 54.000, has won seven
consecutive races and a total of $60,000 
in stakes and purses since Hildreth 
bought him from Madden, who bred 
the great colt at Hamburg Place.

King James and Restigouche were 
quoted by the oral speculators at three, 
with High Private at ten Frank Gill at 
fifteen and Berkeley at 30.

The value of the stake to-day was $5,- 
000—$20.000 less than last year. Of this 
amount the second horse received $700 
and third $300.

Toronto World : The best in America 
is none too good to score sometimes at 
Woodbine Park. Yesterday King James 
won the Brooklyn Handicap, the only 
real opposition being from his own sta- 
blemate, the time, 2.04, is a new re­
cord for the race. Last Saturday he cap­
tured the Toronto Cup with very little 
to spare and then liud all the best of 
the râcing luck.

Digan, one of the most remarkable 
horses in history, is now the property 
of the Canadian Bureau of Breeding. 
Though 21 years of ago, the old fel­
low looks a particularly "viril and well- 
preserved thoroughbred, despite his 
eight years of almost constant cam­
paigning. The Iron Horse, for that 
was the sobriquet he earned, won more 
than 100 races, and bore colors on al­
most every track over which horses were 
raced from the beginning of his career 
in 1890 until he wound up his season in 
1897.

Ixigan first raced for H. S. Williams. 
He was bred by Major Thomas J. (’ar­
son, and is a son of Voltigeur and Pert , 
a daughter of Pantaloon and Bird. He 
came by his sturdy qualities honestly 
for on both sides of his house he traces 
to the Glencoe family, and has many 
crosses of that sterling parent root.

As a 3-ycar-old Logan was raced by 
A Worley, but it was not until the fol­
lowing season that he reached fame. It 
was that year that he fell into the 
hands of the late Alex. Shields, the 
Canadian turfman. It was Shields who 
raced him until his retirement, and he 
would never part with the old follow 
when his racing days were over. He 
was sent to a breeding farm in Ken­
tucky, and when Shields heard that lie 
was being improperly treated, he took 
him away from that farm, and, charter­
ing a special ear, had the old follow 
brought to his Brookdale farm in New 
Jersey. Only very recently Logan was 
turned over to the Canadian Bureau 
of Breeding, where he is assured of 
every attention to the cud of his days. 
From his present appearance it would 
seem that ho has some years of useful­
ness before him in the stud.

Logan was a horse that had a way 
of improving with age. He was raced 
almost constantly from January to De­
cern lier of each season, and was jumped 
across the Continent repeatedly. A 
horse of even temper, ho was an ideal 
traveler, and he could leave the cars 
after a trip from San Francisco to New 
Orleans and go from tho unloading 
chute to the post. He was the corner­
stone of a considerable fortune won' on 
the turf by Alex. Shields, and had more 
to do with the development of Will and 
John Shields as jockeys than all the oth­
er horses they ever rode. Will Shields 
is now close to 300 pounds, while John 
tips the beam at considerably over 200.

One of the most remarkable racing 
years of the sou of Voltigeur and Port 
was in 1895, when he was a 7-vear-old. 
Ill that year he was to the post fifty- 
nine times, and in fifty-six starts lie was 
third or better, winning nineteen of his 
races. The following year, when he was 
an 8-vear-old, he was raced seventy 
times, and forty-nine of his starts saw 
him third or better. His last year of 
racing, in 1697, he started no fewer than 
fifty-five times, and in thirty-seven of 
those races he was third or better.

General Manager Ryan, of the Can­
adian Bureau of Breeding, intends 
showing Logan in some of the thorough­
bred classes in horse shows, and he bids 
fair to hold his own in the ring with 
some of the best of them.

It costs three meg and car fare per 
diem to lend one’s self to the noble pur­
pose of improving the breed of horses 
in New York. That means even money on 
an 8 to 5 shot on the basic principle of 
five bones.—Buffalo Hammer.

Circuit.

Schmidt—Brown Bout 
This Evening.

Chicago, Jun c4.—Charles S. Havener 
has bought a tract of eight acres on the 
north side in Chicago.

This might bo overlooked in the rush 
of business as a mere real estate deal. 
But it has more importance than that. 
It is really the opening gun in w hat bids 
fair to lie the merriest war ever sprung 
in the baseball world. Mr. Havcnor hap­
pens to be the owner of the Milwaukee 
franchise and team in the American As­
sociation of Professional Baseball Clubs, 
ami the tract of ground he has just se­
cured title to is to lie used as the park 
for the American Association team in 
Chicago. Just when it will be put into 
commission is not definitely determined, 
but the well-posted men, who have been 
watching proceedings closely, do not ex­
pect it will la; postponed longer than 
next season. It may go over for anoth­
er year, because the American is 111 an 
agreement with the major leagues that 
has two years yet to run, and might not 
like to break in. But this is improb­
able.

l-’or many months signs have pointed 
to the coming conflict, and the docks 
are now pretty well cleared. George 
Tcbeau, who is generally credited with 
being the moving spirit in the deal, has 
gotten himself into pretty good trim for 
the fight, and lie has both the finesse 
and the courage to tackle the great 
major league lenders in a finish fight. 
In fact, it may be seriously questioned 
If a brainier baseball fighter than Te- 
lieau lives to-day. He started ten years 
ago with a shoestring, and has run it. up 
to the proportions of several lanyards 
since then.

For the greater part of this time he 
was the target for the hottest fire that 
ever centred on one man in the baseball 
world. Imt lie went along as steadily as 
a Dreadnought sailing through a fleet of 
fishing smacks, till he is now in a posi­
tion to return the fire, and it is without 
the range of human probabilities that 
he will lie magnanimous enough to let 
things drift along as they are. He is am­
bitious, and the only way in which his 
ambition can be fed is to make his pres­
ent league a bigger one, and to take his 
Associates along with him. These in­
clude some of the present American As­
sociation owners and some of the East­
ern League magnate».

When the American Association and 
the Eastern League notified the national 
commission of the rejection of the con­
cessions granted these leagues as etna* 
A A members, and voluntarily resumed 
the status of class A, it was the impres­
sion that the time for open hostilities 
had nearly come. The move of Havener 
is the opening shot. Chicago will be in­
vaded with a team on the north sde. 
Pittsburg, St. Louis and Cincinnati wilt 
also lie taken in. and the circuit of the 
American Association will be completed 
with Louisville. Indianapolis. Toledo and 
Columbus. With Sunday lmll permitted 
in each of these towns, the circuit seems 
almost ideal. It is short, compact and 
made up of live ones, and all big enough 
to support major league ball. Chicago 
cull easily sustain a third team, and St. 
Louis will not he a serious proposition 
if the right kind of ball is given.

In the Eastern League a new circuit is 
to be made up taking in Baltimore. 
Washington, Newark, New York, Buffa­
lo. Toronto. Boston and Philadelphia. 
This circuit does not look so good on 
paper as does the American's, but the 
promoters have confidence in tludr pow­
er to irfvade.

With this arrangement the big leagues 
will lie all but powerless to retaliate by 
placing clubs in the territory of the in­
vaders. for it would be difficult to do so 
without organizing entire new circuits.

Anything is possible in baseball, though, 
since the American league, under the 
leadership of Ban Johnson. Charles 
Comiskey and Cornelius MeGillivuddy, 
invaded the National League's territory 
and made good. So it is time to watch 
for retaliatory moves on part of the 
majors.

Proposal to Suspend Educational 
Test in Cases.

Rev. W. J. Smith, of Guelph, 
Elected President.

Epworth League and Rally—The 
Laymen’s Meeting.

Brantford, June 3.—“In the opinion 
of this conference, the time has come for 
the devising of means by which men 
gifted to preach the gospel, but who do 
not possess the education called for un­
der the Methodist Church discipline, can 
bo ordained as ministers.”

The above resolution was unanimous­
ly passed at the ministerial session of the 
^Hamilton conference, which opened its 
general sitting in Wellington Street 
Methodist Church here to-day. It is in­
tended to prepare a memorial, which will 
he forwarded to the general conference 
two years hence, conveying tills message 
and asking that the necessary legisla­
tion be granted to make such a state of 
affaire possible. The resolution is de­
signed to open the way for a great 
change in the discipline of the Method­
ist Oiurch. It is felt that there are 
many gifted men throughout the coun­
try, men capable, too, and who are fill­
ing pulpits on occasions, who ought to 
he allowed within the ministerial fold, 
without having secured the education 
asked for, because in most cases they 
are too old to obtain that education.

The particular cascStvhich resulted in 
the passing of the above resolution was 
that of Mr. W. W. Lowe, who for the 
pest fifteen years has been preaching 
around Wiarton, and who for the past 
three years lias practically lieen filling 
pulpits constantly. A motion trom the 
Wiarton district was presented to the 
ministers, asking that in consideration 
of Mr. Lowe’s age and his great ability, 
the gates should be lowered and lie be 
admitted into the ministry. The motion 
was a long one and aroused great- inter­
est. while it was being read.

Rev. A. .1. Irwin, of Tkra, the secre­
tary of the Hamilton conference, and 
who is also of the Wiarton district, rose 
immediately and announced that lie was 
prepared to swallow all his prejudices, 
and second the motion as it stood. A 
storm of discussion arose. Ministers 
rose one after another and declared that 
the move was not legal and could not be 
done. Opinions on both sides of the 
question were offered in numbers. Final­
ly it was referred to the Committee on 
Conference Relations, and that body re­
posted that this conference had not the 
power to ordain Mr. Lowe. The ong- 
fnal motion was then abandoned, but 
when the motion as given above was 
moved it passed at once with enthus-
**Those who spoke in favor of the or­
dination mentioned the great scarcity of 
men willing to prepare for the Method­
ist ministrv all over Canada, ibis move, 
while rather drastic, would fill up the 
ranks, as Mr. Lowe was only one of a 
great many earnest men similarly placed.

THE ELECTIONS.

afternoon. Rev. W. J. Smith, of Guelph, 
was elected president by an overwhelm­
ing majority on the first ballot, he se­
curing 170 votes out of a possible ~bl.

I Terryberrv, of Grimsby, as first as- 
listant secretary ; Rev. A. K. Smith, o

PROUD OF HIM.
Hon. Mackenzie King Received in 

Hi« Native Town.

Mayor Speaks of the Minister in 
Terms ef High Praise.

Berlin, June 3.—There was a large 
gathering of citizens of Berlin at the 
station to welcome Hon. Mackenzie 
King, Minister of Labor, this after­
noon. Tlte reception tendered Mr. King 
left no doubt as to the pride which the 
citizens have in the new Minister. Mayor 
Hahn, on behalf of the citizens of Ber­
lin, congratulated Mr. King on the honor 
which had been conferred upon hint, 
as well’as upon the citizens of Berlin 
and the county, by his elevation to Cab­
inet rank. Mayor Hahn is Vice-Presi­
dent of the Dominion Trades and Labor 
Congress. In the course of his re­
marks he said it gave him special plea­
sure as one who had had life-long asso­
ciation with labor and the labor move* 
ment to welcome Mr. King as the new 
Minister. He knew of no one better 
qualified to fill the position or whose 
appointment would be more heartily en- 
-u-’-sed by the working people, who felt 
that they also had been honored by the 
Premier’s choice.

Mr. King stated that his elevation 
to the Cabient had been due, not to any 
particular merit of his own, but was duo 
to the fact that he had been identified 
for some years past with labor and so­
cial questions, and that he represented a 
riding which was one of the most import­
ant industrial centres of the Dominion. 
He thought, too, that the Prime Minis­
ter, himself a descendant of the French 
race, was pleased to have the opportun­
ity of selecting as a member of his Gov­
ernment one who represented a riding 
which was known to have such a large 
proportion of Germans. Both the 
Mayor's speech and Mr. King's reply 
were received with rousing cheers, in 
which citizens of both parties heartily 
united.

BUFFALO ARE WILD.
Canada Getting the Real Thing in 

Pablo Herd.

Ravalli, Mont., June 3.—The task of 
rounding up the remaining three 
hundred buffalo of the Pablo herd for 
Canada has. proven more difficult than 
expected. The animals have shown 
themselves pretty wild, and their re­
sistance to corraling has been at times 
not only exciting, but dangerous. The 
cowboys have been chased and horses 
attacked by the furious animals, but so 
far no one has been hurt. Ou several 
occasions bunches of the buffalo that 
were eorraled have broken away and 
fled to the hills. Up to date nearly two 
hundred animals are in the corrals 
awaiting loading in the cages and haul­
ing to Ravalli for shipment.

Howard Douglas, superintendent of 
the Canadian parks, has returned to Al­
berta to remove the three hundred and 
fifty buffalo shipped in the past two 
years from Lament to Wainwright, leav­
ing Alex. Ayotte, Canadian Government 
agent, at Great Falls, Montana, to watch 
Canada's interests at the camp on 
Pend d’Oreille River.

PRESIDENT BIRKS.
Loeden Conference’s New Heed— 

Believes in Bible.

London, June 3.—The general session 
of the London Conference met for the 
fiist time this afternoon, with acting 
President Rev. XV. J. Ford in the chair. 
A large amount of routine work was 
despatched. The main feature of the 
afternoon was the election of a new 
President. Rev. A. K. Birks, B. A., LL. 
B., of the Askin Street Church, London, 
was elected by a large majority. He 
received 136 votes out of a possible 
261. The next two candidates, Rev. Reu­
ben Millyard, of Goderich, and Rev. R. 
D. Hamilton, of Lis towel, received 33 
and 27, respectively.

lu his address after his election Rev. 
Mr. Birks made the first direct reference 
to the recent controversy. “I believe in 
the old Bible, the whole Book from Gen­
esis to Revelation,” he said. “I don’t eut 
out any eleven chapters, and 1 don’t cut 
out any words anywhere. 1 prefer the 
authority of Moses to t-he statement 
of the best higher critic in the world. 
There is nothing like the old Gospel 
from the old Book to save humanity. 
I have no intention of transferring my 
allegiance Trom the old doctrines that 
have prospered the Methodist Church 
to follow the standard of any man who 
happens to come along.”

Dr. Wiegand, Director-General of 
the North German Lloyd Steamship 
Company, who introduced kosher 
kitchens aboard his line, died in Ber­
lin.

A number of Canadian Zionists re­
siding in Winnipeg, Manitoba, acting 
in conjunction with Mr. Clarence I. 
de Sola, of Montreal, president of the 
Canadian Zionist Federation, have 
decided on embarking upon an enter­
prise which will assist the realization 
of the Zionist programme in a prac­
tical and material form. They have 
pledged themselves to contribute, in­
dividually. a fixed sum every month, 
and in this way to make up a fund 
for buying land in Palestine on which 
to settle colonists. Already this little 
association of earnest workers has 
raised sufficient money to be able to 
buy about one thousand dunam of 
land, and they are now negotiating 
for its purchase. Mr. de Sola is con­
sulting Palestinian authorities as to 
the best place in which to make the 
purchase. Ho is furthermore issuing 
an appeal to all Canadian Zionists, 
asking them to follow the example 
of the Winnipeg .association, and lie 
is elaborating a plan by which he 
hopes to get all Canadian Zionists to 
join in an enterprise for purchasing 
land for Jewish settlers in Palestine.

Mrs. Sofia Loebinger lias been 
chosen president of the suffragette 
organization formed by wage earning 
women in New York.

The Russian emigration movement 
to Palestine shows no signs of abate­
ments. From all parts of the Pale 
news continues to arrive of wealthy 
people with the object of purchasing 
land in Palestine and settling there. 
A number of Zionists from the south 
of Russia have left for Turkey with 
the object of joining the Young Turk 
army.

There have been collected $25,000 so 
far toward the building fund of the 
new Jewish Sanatarium for Consump­
tives at Eagleville, Pa., which will 
open for the reception of patients 
June 1. There wil be accommodation 
for forty patients.

A Home for Aged Hebrew women 
will soon be started in New Haven,

It is reported from Palestine that 
ever since ground was broken for the 
building of the new Technological In­
statute that is to be established in 
Haifa there has been a considerable 
increase in the value of the land of 
that city. Haifa will soon be connect­
ed by railway with Jerusalem, and 
this, together with the proposition 
of the Turkish Government to build 
a large harbor in that city, has great­
ly stimulated the market lor land in 
Haifa.

MONKS WITH RIFLES.
A Sensational Conflict in * Portu­

guese Village.

Lisbon, June 3.—There has been a 
sensational conflict at Laguna, Teneriffe, 
between monks of the Faulistas order 
and the people of the town. The 
monks recently established themselves 
at Laguna and obtained charge of a sem­
inary from the local clergy, which caused 
an intense feud. The bishop yesterday 
suspended two local priests at the in­
stigation of the monks, thereby greatly 
adding to the indignation of the popu­
lace, about 800 of whom went to the 
episcopal palac3 and the seminary, de­
manding that the suspension be can­
celled. The bishop refused, whereupon 
the crowd attacked the seminary. The 
monks, however, were prepared for con­
tingencies and met the assailants with 
rifles. They put up a valiant resistance, 
but ultimately they were outnumbered 
and the seminary was practically re­
duced to ruins. Several monks and more 
than thirty of the townsfolk were seri­
ously injured. Subsequently the de­
posed priests were reinstated. The bishop 
has decided to quit the diocese.

SHOULD AIM 
TO PREVENT.

Prof. Oiler Addre«»e« Ontario 
Medical A»*ociation.

Attitude of Profeuion Toward* 
Treatment of Diieate.

Epidemic of Faith-Healing a Recru- 
de*cence from Ancient lune».

Toronto, June 4.—An active skepti­
cism, the open and inquiring mind, 
should bo the attitude of medical men 
toward the treatment of disease, said 
Professor William Osier, regius profes­
sor of medicine at Oxford University, in 
his address before the Ontario
Medical Association yesterday af­
ternoon. In the course of the ad­
dress he commented on the progress 
which medical science had made in 
recent years. That progress had 
really been of the nature of a com­
plete change, and medical activities 
were now rather directed towards the 
ideal of prevention instead of being 
confined to cure. He urged that med­
ical men should not allow themselves to 
gel into any rut. Theories should be 
submitted to continual proof. Lastly, 
he dealt with the training of medical 
students, earnestly advocating that they 
should in the course of their instruction 
be given greater opportunities to study 
the practical side of medicine in the out­
patients’ department and in the wards. 
Too much of the practical work which 
students should be instructed in was, in 
his opinion, left to nurses.

In view of the numbers who were 
anxious to hear Dr. Osier, the lecture 
hall of the Physics building was placed 
at the disposal of the association, and 
the attendance was larger than at any 
of the other gatherings held in the 
course of the annual meeting.

The chair was occupied by the retir­
ing President, Dr. H. J .Hamilton, who 
in welcoming Dr. Osier said that ap­
parently that gentleman’s life work was 
resolving itself into, a tour of the world, 
which they all hoped would terminate in 
his return to Toronto.

Dr. Osier, who was most cordially re­
ceived, after expressing his gratification 
at the presence of his old instruc­
tor, Dr. Richardson, the oldest ex-Presi- 
dent of the association, immediately ad­
dressed himself to his subject. The dom­
inant view of the nature of the disease, 
he said, outlined its treatment. As was 
their pathology, so was their practice. 
Thut, in the centuries passed, when dis­
ease was looked upon as the direct out­
come of sin, the treatment was simply 
an effort to arrive at a readjustment of 
man s relations with the invisible power, 
malign or benign. Solomon’s book of 
wisdom dealing with human ills was plac­
ed in the open in the temple, but it was 
removed by one of his successors lest 
the tampering with things beyond man's 
ken should annoy God, and even in niod- 
ern days in some countries the same 
childlike faith prevailed.

Great as had been the previous pro­
gress, there had been in the last fifty 
years a complete revolution in the atti­
tude towards the treatment of disease. 
It had become recognized that it was 
due to chemical conditions in the fluids 
and tissues of the lxxly, and, therefore, 
they ltad reached the standpoint of ap­
proaching prevention and cure in a ra­
tional way. The highest aim was to 
prevent, and in this direction the great­
est progress had been made. Panama, 
once the grave of the white man, in Oc­
tober last had a death rate of only 
twelve per thousand, and the problem 
of life in the tropics had been solved 
now that it had been shown that mal­
aria could be prevented by very simple 
measures. They had been able to get 
rid of many uf the nauseous decoctions 
with which people used to be dosed, and 
many of the old atrocities. They had 
also been taught to recognize their limi­
tations, to accept the fact tliat certain 
diseases were incurable, and to direct 
their attention to making the patient 
comfortable. “It is a hard matter to 
tell a patient that he is beyond hope,” 
he said, “but for an intelligent man it 
is the best. YYe should be ready to 
make personal sacrifice in the cause of 
truth and loyalty to the profession.” 
I hey must in such cases abandon quack­
like promises.

They had reason to hope that dialietes 
might be placed on a sure foundation, 
but year by year pneumonia taught 
them the lesson of humility. They might 
wonder whether they did not lose as 
many patients from that disease as did 
their forefathers, but still they had the 
consolation that the old doctors, with 
their violent methods, must have killed 
many.

Their attitude should be one of active 
scepticism, born of the knowledge of 
limitation, for by that means true pro­
gress might be made. Indiscriminate 
dosing he condemned, and in this con­
nection he admitted that he was often 
called a therapeutic nihilist. The day 
liad passed, however, when they attack­
ed a disease with a prescription loaded 
with a multitude of drugs. While ac­
knowledging the debt the profession 
owed to the large manufacturing phar­
macists, he strenuously objected to 
their methods of loading down the pro­
fession with literature in which they 
assumed the role of teacher, and which 
he described as brazen therapeutic im­
pudence.

Proceeding, he said: “An influenza­
like outbreak of faith-healing seems to 
have the public of this continent in its 
grip. It is an old story, the oldest, in­
deed, in our history, and one in which 
we have a strong hereditary interest, 
since scientific medicine took its origin 
in a system of faith-healing, beside 
which all our modern attempts look fee­
ble imitations. Once or twice in each 
century the serpent entwining the staff 
of Aesculapius gets restless, untwists, 
and in his gambols swallows liis tail, 
and once in full circle back upon us 
comes old thought and old practices 
which for a time dominate alike doctors 
and the laity.” Yet faith must play 
some part, for if patients had not faith 
in their doctor where would be his clien­
tele?

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MORE GUFF 
BY STEWART.

Hydro Mass Meeting Last Night 
Was Poor Affair,

But It Gave Ex-Mayor’s Tongue 
Another Chance.

Repetition of Misstatements and 
Personal Abuse.

The small attendance at the “mass” 
meeting in the Savoy Theatre last night 
must have been rather discouraging to 
ex-Mayor Stewart and the other schem­
ers who have exerted much effort during 
the past week in trying to work up au 
agitation that will defeat the Cataract 
by-law on Monday. The meeting was 
largely a repetition of the tirade of 
abuse delivered at the Twentieth Cen­
tury Club the other evening.

It was half an hour after the sche­
duled time when the curtain was rung 
up, disclosing to view the smiling coun­
tenances of ex-Mayor Stewart, Hon. 
John S. Hendrie, chairman of the com­
mission, Jim Miller, T. H. Pratt, James 
Jolley, Lome Johnston, Alf. Wright, 
Allan Studholmo and one or two others. 
John Milne, one of the first power com­
missioners, presided and gave a general 
outline of the Government's scheme, 
from the time of its inception.

After a few introductory ^remarks, Mr. 
zHeudrie gave the Spectator a whack for 
Mailing to report his address at the 

Twentieth Century Club. “They did not 
see fit to publish my remarks.” he said. 
“1 was probably like some of the horses 
at the Woodbine, iu their estimation, I 
was an also ran.”

Hr. Hendrie's address was a repetition 
of his address the other night. There 
was some disorder when Colonel Hen­
ri lie concluded. Some one wanted to ask 
questions but the inquisitive one was 
cried down.

With a prophetic air ex-Mayor Stewart 
assured the audience that the day would 
come when Hamilton would regret not 
having acted on the advice of himself 
and others to embrace the Hydro-Elec­
tric project. With this off his mind he 
assumed a fighting attitude and waded 
into Mayor McLaren and the newspap­
ers. First he lectured the Spectator for 
keeping the report of the meeting the 
other night on the inside pages and fea­
turing on the front page Mayor Mc- 
Laren's statement.

“The reporters loaded up Mayor Mc­
Laren with a lot of nonsense,” he said, 
“and induced him to write a lot of non­
sense that you ratepayers are not in­
terested in.”

“I said nothing unjust, about the 
Mayor,” continued Mr. Stewart. “I am 
not here to-night to say anything 
slicker duck. I am going to prove it 
many ways and think he will fill the 
chair with credit, but he is as likely to 
err as I am, and he has erred.

“Then he complains about me calling 
him foxy and cunning. If there is any 
man in Hamilton deserves tfyat name it 
is Mayor McLaren. I don't know any 
flicker duck. lam going to prove it 
out of his own month that he wanted to 
keep the ratepayers in the dark and 
wants to mislead you. He says iu his 
statement he knows of the Cataract's 
short-comings, but does not wish to 
speak of them. Why doesn't he? He 
admits he knows lots of things about 
them, but does not want to tell. Why 
not, if lie is honest. ?’

He said he had no hesitation in brand­
ing Mayor McLaren as a Cataract mau. 
There was no objection to this, but why 
didn't the Mayor let people know where 
he stood?

That reference of the Mayor's for the 
people to follow Mr. Stewart if they 
wanted agitation and strife, seemed to 
touch the ex-Mayor on the raw. It must 
have been liecause the strenuous gentle­
man from West Hamilton, quite modest, 

usual, unblushingly referred to the 
g"od services he had rendered the city 
i(.r two years and then closed with this 
modest admission: *T have no hesita­
tion in saying I could be elected Mayor 
again gy 80 per cent. 1 don’t think 
Mayor McLaren can be elected for a 
third term unless he mends his way. He 
is only a chicken come out of the shell 
as far as municipal business goes. He 
should keep quiet until he has filled 
two years. It is pretty early in the 
game for him to tell you he is the 
greatest Mayor Hamilton ever saw.”

"Small, mean business, trying to dis­
credit me that way,” was the way Mr. 
Stewart complained about the Spectator 
publifriiing the paragraph about his bro­
ther being employed by the Hydro. He 
followed this up with an attack on Wil­
liam Southam, proprietor of that paper, 
who is also a Cataract director. Mr. 
Stewart, said Mr. Southam did not pay 
UK) cents on the dollar for the stock lie 
held: in fact, he intimated that Air. 
Southam got $130,000 worth of stock for 
$28,000. *>

"1 see John Patterson makes a big 
splurge in the Times to-night, denying 
the statement that the company is gen­
erating within six per cent, of the ea a pe­
tty of its plant,” he said. After making 
a slashing attack on Mr. Patterson for a 
circular the latter sent out when the 
last vote on the power question was 
taken, he reiterated his statement that 
the company was using 940 of the thou­
sand feet of water per second. “I dare 
Patterson or anyone else,” he said, "to 
deny it, and I can prove it.”

After trying to mop the floor with 
everything*else in sight, Mr. Stewart 
waded into the Times. Now the ex- 
Mayor is a -high-priced man, if you take 
him at his own word, and it is no won­
der he was righteously indignant when 
the Times wondered if his enthusiasm 
over the Hydro scheme was due to the 
fact, that he might be going to get a 
job. ‘The Times, the Hydro or no one 
else can employ me for $10,000 a year. 
1 don't want any job,” he said.

He roasted the Times, too, for saying 
the civic lighting contract was gone for 
five years. This was all "bosh,” he said. 
The lighting contract could be upset 
easier than the power contract last

"I would like to ask the Times a ques 
Lor.,” lie said, 'and I hope it will an 
«wer it by to-morroxv afternoon. I will 
bring you back to the time the Natural 
Gas Company came here. I was one of 
those who fought tooth and nail to get 
a reduction. We did not get what 
asked, but I take credit for getting five 
per cent off. I would like the Times to 
tell the ratepayers how much money 
they got from the company when that 
contract went through. And if the Times 
wants me to ask a few more knotty 
questions after that., I will do so.”

If the Cataract had power after the 
people eelcted a Hydro Council last year 
to make it dwindle away last year and

do the same thipg again this year, could 
it not do thé same thing next year?

Mr. Stewart then east a dirty slur on 
the police, although he served the pill 
up in sugar-coated form. "The police,’’ 
lie said, "have been looking after the 
poles and reporting when the lights arc 
out. Now, I am not going to say any­
thing unjust to the police or that they 
are not honest*, but ratepayers will look 
at it that way.”

Mr. Stewart explained that he refer­
red to the action of the Police Commis­
sioners jri investing $10,000 worth of po­
lice benefit funds in Cataract stock. He 
did not think it was in the interest of 
the police to be bound up in any way 
with the Cataract.

“I have no fault to find with Judge 
Snider or Jelfs,” he said, "but I think 
the Mayor should have raised ‘his voice 
in protest against, it,”

Aldermen Wright and Ellis and T. H. 
Pratt also spoke.

THE CHILDREN.
THEY SHOULD BE PROVIDED 

WITH SUITABLE PLACES.

Playgrounds Association Receives Re- j 
ports From Delegates—Council to j 
be Asked to Repeal By-law Pro­
hibiting Playing in Streets.

Toronto, June 4.—The deputation that 
went t.o the recent Congress at Pitts­
burg of the Playgrounds Associations 
reported to the Playgrounds Association 
of Toronto yesterday afternoon, strong­
ly recommending Toronto to at once un­
dertake more work of the same nature 
as that which they saw in American cit­
ies, especially for the little children. Mr. 
G. A. R. Brown was in the chair.

Aid. II. It. Graham told what some 
wealthy citizens had done in Pitts­
burg and elsewhcer, saying it was 
an example to Toronto people, and 
he announced that one of the Alder­
men bas intimated that he is prepared 
to equip a playground in this city. He 
said that Pittsburg gave $70,000 for 
this work, and the School Board gave 
$10.000 more out of their own funds 
to it.

Controller H. C. Hoeken said that 
while a great deal more had been at­
tempted in American cities than in 
Toronto, more was necessary there 
than here. But additional provision 
was needed here for the little child­
ren, the boys being pretty well pro­
vided for. He advocated neighbor­
hood playgrounds, with supervision 
provided, under the direction of the 
Board of Education, co-operating with 
the Playgrounds Association. He said 
that while there were four such pro­
vided last year, theer should be six­
th is 3'enr, ami besides St. Andrew’s 
Square was to he equipped as a play­
ground, with gymnasium, etc., as in Am­
erican cities

A few figures were given of what 
is being done elsewhere in this line: 
Rochester spent last year $22,000; Bos­
ton this year will spend $.14,000; Port­
land, a small citv, will spent $4,000, and 
Chester, Pa., $3.000.

Inspector Hughes stated that it was 
intended to equip all the schools with 
electric lighting on the ground floors 
this year.

Aid. R. C. Vaughan thought the 
by-law prohibiting children from play­
ing on the streets should be repealed. 
But where were they to play 1 We must 
provide supervised grounds for them.

Rabbi Jacobs emphasized the need of 
playing liberties, pointing out that, in 
the prophet Zecliariah’s picture of the 
ideal city he represents boys and girls 
as playing in the public squares.

Park Commissioner Wilson, after 
reading bis report of the visit to the 
Congress. irecommonded the most 
economical way. for Toronto to take 
up the matter in connection with the 
schools. This city seemed greatly 
behind others in work for children. 
Montreal, after seven years of work, 
had five playgrounds, and to raise 
money they had not depended upon 
the City Council, but the women lmd 
need coin cards, riddle contests, a 
limerick contest, had issued an edi­
tion of a daily paper, etc. He sug­
gested that the grounds might be 
leased for the purpose, and a thousand 
children would be benefited where one 
is now helped by the pmlnntliropic work 
of the Hospital for Sick Children.

Rev. J. S. Broughall told of one 
of his little Sunday school hoys being 
killed Ihe-day before by being run over 
while at play. The children needed plac­
es to play.

On motion <»f Inspector Hughes, a re­
solution was adopted to ask the Coun­
cil to repeal the by-law prohibiting 
cl:ildren from playing on the street, ex­
cept , of course, streets where cars run.

Total received for all 
purposes $526,177.

A resolution of the laymen, urging 
abolition of three-fifths clause, was re­
ferred to the temperance committee, 
without debate.
