Standing at the entran® door and the
astonishment of the coup d’ceil having
passed away, we observp the frescoeil
dome, the ornamental collmns, the richly
stained Gothic windows, fhe elegant pul-
pit Tabernacle, the cushbned pews and
carpeted aisles, all light¢d by the amper
colored rays peciing thrqugh the elegant
lantern that graces the dome. The pre-
vailing color on the wallf is a pale drab,
the pillars of a darker skade. Inthe an-
gles of the outer wall are ribbed columns,
partially showing in the interior crowned
with ornate capitals, and from these to the
columns supporting the dome spring
pointed arches, richly stencilled and
painted. On these latier columns the
caps are elegantly carved, ihe shadows
touched with gold. From these spring,
as we have already said, the vaulted dome,
with grained arches, frescoed in most ela-
borate style. The interior of the dome
displays scrolls or medaliions, gold stars
on an azure ground, with smaller scrolls
in garnet surmounting the larger in in-
termediate spaces. The glance upward
from the centre of the Church, so indiffer-
ently portrayed in this imperfect descrip-
tion is simply magniticent.

In the eastern end of the Church and
extending over the vestibule, preserving
the same style of gramned arches and Go-
thic windows, is the organ gallery, where
we found an instrument which could not
have cost liezs than $4,000. On this oc-
casion it was skiltully played by Mr. E.
Cadwallader, of Fredericton. The organ
loft will accommodate about 30 singers,
If in this splendid edifice there be any-
thing which the most correct taste would
have to regret it is that the magnificent
East window of stained glass, carved and
decorated with fleurs de lis, and costing
not less than $1,000.1s for the greater part
concealed by the organ. Possibly this
may yet be remedied. At the opposite
end is the pulpit or tabernacle, in a semi-
circular recess, three Gothic Pyramids ris-
ing above the reading desk, the central
Pyramid inlaid, with the word's in Gothic
characters “Lead me to the Rock that is
higher than I.”” Onthe platform are three
richly cushioned carved chairs,all in keep
ing with the style of the architecture.
This tabernacle is exceedingly chase and
elegant, and amid all the beautiful ap-
pointments of the building was especially
admired. A doorleads from the platform
to the vestry, filled with reversible seats,
and capable of seatingabout 100 persons.
The Reading Desk is of black walnut, in
laid with ash and comparatively plain, but
unique. The windows of the Church are
double Gothic, of stained glass, and bear-
ing on either side of the central stile ap
propriate scripture texts—¢“Blessed are
the dead that die in in the Lord.” “lam
the resurrection and the Life,’ and the
like. The frame work of the windows is
highly ornamented, with § swrrounding of
fleur-de-lis in relief. The pews converge
towards the tabernacle are uniformly
cushioned and grained in black walnut
andash. There are no doors, but at each
entrance a carved octagonal post with wal-
nut cap rises about afoot above the level
of the pew. [t isunnecessary to say these
seats are all free. From the centre of the
lantern there is an elegant chandelier
pendant, in blue and gold, containing a
double row of lamps, each row twelve. in
number. This chandeliar is at once a
costly elegant ornament, and a useful ap-
pendage. The Tabernacle and Organ loft
are lighted by triple brackets in keeping
with pendant. The aisles running along
the internal walls, and leading from the
vestibule to the pulpit,are carpeted with
Brussels carpeting, and covered with hemp
matting. The building is about 60 feet

RemargaBLE History oF A Horse.—A
gingular story f a horse, which passed
safely through the war and Commune, was
related in a suit just decided before the
Civil Tribunal of the Seine. The mare was
first called Blutte, and belonged to a deal-
er named Parcelier; she was of noble
race, and had gained prizes at agricultural
shows. When Paris was invested, and
meat became scarce, she was requisition-
ed, and was destined for the slaughter-
house. Fortunately, M. de Dyanne, an
officer ot the National Guard, remarked
her, and saved her from that ignoble fate
by taking her asa charger. She was then
renamed Patrie, and carried her master in
his service. During the confusion that
reigned at that moment of the armistice
she was stolen by her groom, but was re-
covered by her owner. The Commune
next arrived, and the requisitions and acts
of violence recommenced; the master of
Patrie was sought after as a hostage, and
was obliged to quit Pars in haste, leaving
‘her concealed in a room on the ground
floor of a house, with her feet tied up in
cloths, so that the noise she made should
not betray her hidingsplace. M. de
Dyanne had not, however, forgotten his
faithful animal; his wife came into Pauris,
and by means of a passport for a horse,
obtained through the Turkish Embassy,
Patrie was saved for the third time. A
year later, M. Parcelier, her first owner
came forward and claimed her as his pro-
perty. The other refused to give her up,
showing that he had purchased her for
1150f. when she was condemned in De-
cember, 1870, although the execution of
the contract had been postponed to the
end of the war, and was made conditional
on the mare surviving ; he besides proved
to the Court that but for him Patrie would
long ago have ceased to exist, as he had
saved her from the slaughtermen, thieves,
and the Commune. The Court now de-
cided that she should remain the proper-
ty of her benefactor on his paying the
1150f. to M. Parcelier.

OFFICIAL REPORTS.

Turspay, Feb. 6.

Mr.;Tessier, in rising to move that a
Select committee be appointed for the
purpose of preparing a draft of an address
in reply to the gracious Speech with
which His Excellency had been plaased to
open the present Session, would observe
that it must be to other hon. members,
as it was to him, a source of much grati
fication, that the condition of His Excel
lency’s health was' so satisfactory as to
admit of nis presence here to-day. His
Excellency, in the opening part of his
speech, had expressed his regret that, the
prosecution of the fisheries of 1372 had
not been attended with results equally
favorable with those of 1871. Now, how
ever, such might have been the case with
regard to some portions of our coast;
he was not of opinion that the results of
the fishery generally would justify such
an impression, as he was aware that, in
some places, those engaged therein had
been fairly remunerated for their exer-
ions ; the fishery being of such a character
as to meet the expenditure necessarily in-
curred in its prosecution, and leaving a
fairmargin of profit But where failure
had occurred, he did not apprehend any
serious results, as the fishermen in those
localities had been afforded a sufficiency
of employment upon roads and other
public works. It should be a source of
gratification to know that the condition
of the public revenue of the past year was
satisfactory,and so far in excess of that of
1871. 'This, he (Mr. T.) considered as an
unmistakable proofof the general pros.
perity of the country. In fact he consid-
ered the satisfactory results attendant
upon the eollection of the revenue during
the past three years as a matter for much
ublic congratulation. The partial failure
of the seal fishery during the past year
was certainly a subject.of much regret.
The expenditure incurred in its prosecu:
tion was considerable, and it required a
large amount of success to render it profit-
able, and it was to be hoped that the re-
sults of the coming voyage would be of a
character suflicient to meet the deficiency
of the-past. “He (Mr.T.) considered the
seal fishery of this Colony as of the utmost
importance to its welfare, one third of the
population being engaged during a por-
tion of the year in that pursuit. With
reference to thé mail contract with the
Quebec and Gulf Ports Company, it was
to be regretted that the company had
failed to fulfil its terms, and that in conse-
quence the Government did not feel
themselves justified in continuing it. This
was more particularly to be regretted,
from the fact that the trade between this
Colony and the neighboring Provinces
would be very much increased by means
of the Company’'s steamers, had their per-

must be a squrce of great gratification, not

alone to thi Commercial portion of the

communityputalso tothe public generally

In fact he (J[r.T.) considered this contract
as reflectinggreat credit upon the present
Government. With reference to costal
steam, he wderstood that it was contem-
plated by tle Government to render the
service on tie Southein coast more effici-
ent during fie coming season, and he
hoped that fiey would be in such a posi-
tion as to gve increased facilities to the
trade on thst coast, which was increasing,
and which iicrease he considered was to
be attributel in a preat measure to the
Steam Communicrtion now e-tablished.

It
was satisfaciory to learn that the cor-
respondence relating to® our French
Siiore rights had been favourably received
by the Imperial Goveinment, When
the estimates would be laid before the
house, he (M T.) had no doubt that hon.
members wotld readily concur in voting
the necessarysupplies. With reference
to the opening up of main lines of roads,
he woula obstrve that he considered such
as calculatedto give a great impetus to
agricultuie, ard he (Mr,T.) trusted that
in proposing the grants for this service
for 1873, the fovernment would evince a
liberality equal to that of the past year.
He was glad io hear that the proclama.
tion issued diring the past season by His
Excellency tle Governor, prohibiting the
cutting of wiod on our Western Coast,
had the desind effect of preventing the
further depredations by people from the
neighbouringprovinces as the timber on
that part of our coast, was large and ex-
tremely valua le toour own people. He
(Mr, T.) was glad to bear that the num-
ber of licence to search for minerals, is-
sued during 1372, was much in excessof
any previous jear, This he (Mr. T.) con-
sidered was, ina great measure, due to
the wise and udicious measure for the
abolition of Royalties passed during last
Session. It wauld doubtless be a subject
of much gratijcation, more particularly
to those intereited in the trade of this
Colony, to lear: that the Fog Whistle to
be erected at Cape Race, had arrived ; and
he hoped that il might soon be placed m
Such a position as to be of the greatest ad-
vantage to our shipping. The Govern-
ment had, during the past year, been en-

.| gaged in the ereciion of several important

Light Houses, and other valuable public
works: and he hoped that during the
coming season they would be enabled,
satisfactorily, to complete such as were
unfinished, With reference to the ex-
penditure of the specizl grants for public
improvements in the several districts, he
had nodoubt that the statement in the
Speech of His Excelleucy would be grati-
fying to hon. members. And he (Mr. T.)
further could say, that so far as he had
knowledge of the expenditure of the mo

ney, very important improvements had
been eflected, and he still further hoped
that the Government would be prepared
to appropriate a similar amount for the
same purpose during the present session.

observations, he would remark that it was
a matter of much congratulation that we
had been so particularly fortune as to
have collected such a large amount of
revenue during the past three years.
Those large revenues had been the means

in the future, large revenues would be as
well expended. The people of New-
foundland-had still further the pleasure to
know, that only for the efforts of the
party now in power they would not have
the gratification of devoting their own
revenues to their own local improvements,
He had much pleasure in moving that a
Committee be appointed to prepare the
draft of an address mn reply to the gracious
speech with which his Excellency the
Governor had been pleased to open the
present session of the Legislature,

favourable circumstances. He was glad
to find that the'industrial spirit of the
people had been evoked, and it was satis-
factory to learmn that much employment
had been affarded to the people, and that
destitution, consequently, had been
warded off. The revenue had certainly
been large, but much of 1t had been de-
voted to the ¢pening up and construction
of roads, and nther public improvements
of importance; and he (Mr. F.) was of
opinion that o long as such was the case,
the people w¢uld not find fault with a
Government that imposed taxation for
such useful puarposes; more particularly
when the m¢ney was expended in the
country, and under the publiceye. With
reference to the performance of the late
contract by the Gulf Ports Company, he
(Mr. F.) could speak from his own expe-
1ience, as a passenger, of the discomfort
he had experienced. Whether such was
the result of intentional disrespect, or
otherwise, the slight and neglect towards
passengers, sinply amounted to discourt-
esy. Whether this state of affairs was at-
tributable to the Agent or to other parties,
he (Mr.F.) cculd not say; but the per-
formance of the contract was of so very
dissatisfactorya character, as to be gener-
ally complained of. He had no doubt
that the service was calculated, (as had
been observed by his friend, Mr, Tessier,)
to increase the trade with Prince Edward’s
Island, Csnada, and the Maritime Prov-
inces; but he (Mr. F.) thought that the
interests of that trade would not suffer by
the abrogation of the contract, as our lo-
cal steamsrs were well calculated to sup-
ply the ceficiency. In any observations
which he 2ad made, he had not been ac-
tuated byany feeling against' the Com-
pany; but had simply referred to facts
connected with his own experience. With
reference to the new contract with the
Montreal Ocean Steamship Company, the
Government ought to be as stringent as
possible, m negociating and stipulating
the necesary arrangements, The steam-
ers of the Allan Line were, however, of
first class character, and the favorable
opinion ertertained of that line, and its
proprietori, by the public should be much
calculated to inspire universal confidence.
The assuraace of arrangements for a new
steamer fo1 the coastal service South and
West, will shew our people the interest
taken by ths Government in matters af-
fecting their welfare.

The abserce of any mention of the
Northern setvice was, no doubt, /due to
the fact of tie present arrangements be-
ing in all retpects satistactory, and that
the existing contract was to be for five
years, The leduction in the rates of for-
eign postage is a matter of congratulation,
and will prove satisfactory alike to the
mercantile and humbler to classes. Rapid
and cheap cemmunication was now re-
garded as anecessity in every community,
the want of it 3 a drawback and an indica-
tion of heing behind tho spiric Of thie age.
He (Mr. F) trusted that the revenue
would not suffar by the reduction. With
regard to the Washington Treaty, he, (Mr.
F.) was not sufficiently conversant with
the commerce of the Colony to venture
opinion. He had however, observed that
a good deal of the opposition which at
one time was manifested towards it, in
some portions f the Dominion, had re-
cently given way, and its provisions were
now being regarded with much greater
favour. He (Mr. F.) considered that 1its
advantages to Newioundland would be
greater than tothe other Provinces, mas-
much as the pivileges accorded to the
American fishemmen would probably be
availed of onlyin the waters of the Pro-
vinces nearer ti¢ their own country, and
not to the sameextent in Newfoundland
waters. He (Mr. F.) had no doubt that
when the subjett would come before the
House, hon. members conversant with
the trade of th¢ colony, would bestow up-
on it the full measure of the irsuperior
knowledge anl careful consideration.
The admission of our seal oil into the
American marlet duty free, appeared to
be the questionof the greatest difficulty,
and no doubt ifit could not he arrange-
ed satisfactorily'or this Colony, the Gov-
ernment and Legislature would not be in
any way bound o accept the Treaty. He
(Mr. F.) was glal to learn from His Excel-
lency that the important French Shore
question was reeiving the attention of
the Imperial Gwernment. This was, at
least, somethin{ to begin with, and was
a proof that ourrepresentations upon the
matter had not Yeen altogether slighted.
It was, perhaps as much as a Colonial
(Government, siuated like ours, could at
present expeci While we are in the
subordinate anl dependent position of
Colonists it is ilevitable that our inter-
ests must be sublervient to those of the Im-
perial Governmint. As regarded the vot-
ing of the necesary supplies for the pub-
lic service, ther¢could be no secoud opin-
ion- It was safisfactory to know that the
finances of the Uolony were in a sound
condition, and there would be no difficul-
ty in making thi necessary provisions for
public wants. "herecent developement
of Agriculture was a subject of congratu.,
lation, and it wai satisfactory to learn that
it had been owiig largely to the opening
up of main line§ of roads. This was a
public work updr which our Government
might justly prtle themselves, for they
had accomplishel far more in this diree-
tion than any pivious Government He
(Mr. F.) did notmean that all the credit
of these improyments was due to the
Government alope, for no doubt former
Governments pasessed men who were de-
sirous of eonfering the same benefits up-
on the Colony, tut the present Govern-
ment had been Avoured with good rev-
enues, and had honestly and judiciously
expended them in beneficial public works
and improvemeits. For this policy the
had deserved, ard had gained the gratij
tude and  confidénce of the people to a
degree which must be most gratifying

The
interior of the building was very taste-
fully decorated with flags and ever-
greens, and at the extreme end a beau-
tiful motto was suspended bearing the
|inscription in rustic letters, “ Welcome
friends of Temperance.” The tables,
which occupied the greater part of the
Hall, actually groaned under the weight
of the good things provided by the ladies;
and here we would remark that never
have we seen, on such an occasion,a more
liberal supply of' everything caleculated
to appease the appetite and gratify the
most fastidious taste.

At 7 o'ciock every available space
was occupled, the ability of the Com-
mittee to provide seats became exhaust-
ed, the vestibule crowded, *and still
they came!” This circumstance com-
pelled the Committee to adopt the only
expedient that could be resorted to
to prevent those already secated from
being inconvenienced, that of closing
the doors, and excluding numbers the
pleasure of' entrance. A blessing was
then invoked by the Rev. C. Ladner,
and Tea partaken of to the entire satis-
faction of all. An hour and a half
having been occupied in this agreeable
exercise, John Bemister, Esq., very gra-
ciously complied with the request of
the Deputy Grand Worthy Patriarch
to act as chairman, and called the meet-
ing to order.

Mr. Thos. Rogers then read a very
humorous story, entitled,  Thaddy De-
laney on the Census,” (o the infinite
amusement of all present.

The Rev. Mr. Ladner followed in an
eloquent and convincing address, forei-
gly illustrating the bestial degradation

both to themselves and their support-|

ihto which mea bring themselves by
coming under the dominion of the de-

testable habit of intemperance, and ad-
duced some important statistics showing
the amount of money expended annually
by the people of the British Islands
for alcoholic stimulants, and affection-
ately appealed to his hearers to entirely
discountenance the use of ardent spirits.

He was followed by Mr. T. J. Keith,
who made a fcw very seasonable obser-
vations. He strongly deprecated the
evil practice of ¢ grog-drirking,” con-
sidered the moderate drinker an object
of pity, and saw only one step between
him and the drunkard.

The Deputy Grand Worthy Patri-
arch, D. Rogers, Esq., now came for-
ward, and In an lmpressive manner ap-
pealed to all who were in the habit of
drinking to denounce the evil practice
at once. He considered it ruinous to
body and soul, and calculated to demor-
alize and debase the best society.

Master Eugene Parsons then recited
a pathetic little poem, entitled, ¢ Casa-
bianca;” and was followed by Mr. J.
D. Withycombe in a pithy and appro-
priate address, bringing forward many
passages of scripture condemnatory of
the pernicious habit of intoxication.

Here the juveniles again appeared,
when “The Army and the Navy,”’—a
dialogue—was remarkably well render-
¢d by Masters W. Thompson and W.
Munn—in character; after which Mas-
ter Russell sang the fine old song of
“ Bingen on the Rhine.”

A short address having been deliver-
ed by Mr. W. Withycombe, a song was
very well rendered by Mr. T. Macey,
followed by the reading of one of *“ Mrs.
Caudle’s Curtin Lectures,” by Mr,
James Muna.

Now for the most amusing feature of
the evening. This was presented by
Mr. T. J. Keith, who appeared in
character and recited the very charac-
teristic lines known as ¢ The Brandy
Bottle!” Mr, K. forcibly suggested
to the spectators the wretched condition
of the drunkard. His nose was « well
studded over with carbuncles of the
claret complesion—the red of his cheeks
closely resembling the hue of that wine”
—and his clothing bore all the impress
of a recent 1oll in the gutter. The
piece was acted well and elicted great
applause.

This concluded the programme, when
the chairman closed the evening’s en-
tertainment by announcing that grand
old anthem s¢ dear to every British

Y |heart, *“ God save the Queen;” and as

the first note fe!l from his lips and the
laudience rose and joined in the singing,
we could scarcely restrain the ardour of
our patriotism, and cast our eyes with ex-

ultation to the platform above which

hung in all its brilliancy ¢ the flag that
has braved for a thousand years the
battle and the breeze !”

The affair was the most successful
of the kind ever held in Harbor Grace,
and we doubt not  will greatly redound
to the advancement of the temperance
cause 1n this distriet.

Loxpon, Feb. 7.

In the House of Lords, among the
distinguished - persons prescot at the
opening of the Session were the Prince
of Wales, Duke of Edinburgh and Prince
Teck. When reading the Queen’s
speech, Harl Clarenden moved an ad-
dress in reply. He congratulated their
Lordships on the removal of the long
standing difficulty with the United
Staies. In regard to the eastern ques-
tion, he declared that the government
would deal with it in a prompt, de-
cisive, and at the same time, digmﬁ.cd
manner,because England witnessed with
regret that encroachments would tend to
the dimunition of the harmony which
has long prevailed . between the two
powers. Montiagle seconded the mo-
tion for the address in a short speech.
Derby ecriticised the government and
maintained that the effect of the Geneva
decision would be that England would
hereafter be liable for damages in mat-
ters wherein, she had no claims. Gran-
ville defended the government in bring-
ing about. the settlement of the *‘ Ala-

bama’’ claims. He said the condition of

the question which had arisen,concerning
Central Asia did not justify the sensa-

tional telegrams which created alarm in

Hngland and elsewhere.

In the Commons the address in re-
ply to the Queen’s speech was moved by
(harles Littleton, member for East-
Worcester, who congratulated the coun-
try on the settlement of the dispute
with the United States, although the
decision was unfavourable to England.
He said there was not the slightest
impugning of the judgment of the Geneva
arbitrators or the German emperor.
No nation should be slow to follow
Hngland’s example.
