DAIRY COWS.
C. PN Goodrich Tells Bow to Food Them

For Profit.

(From Fanner’s Advocate.)
I believe that the true way to feed dairy 

cows for profit—and profit is what we 
are all after — is to feed the proper food for 
the production of milk to the full capacity 
of the animals power to digest, assimilate 
and manufacture these foods into milk. 
This way of feeding or “ forcing,” as some 
term it is objected to by some on the ground 
that this cow machine will sooner be worn 
out. Suppose for a moment that position 
is correct. Is there a sensible man who 
would think of running any other machine 
that takes a certain number of hands to 
attend, and a certain amount of power to 
get up speed enough to do any work at 
all, who would run his machine at one- 
fourth or one-half its capacity, for the 
sake of making his machine last a'»little 
longer?

PROFITABLE FEEDING.

Then suppose you had a steam thresher? 
that could do first class work up to 1,600 
bushels a day as its limit. Is there any 
man who would think it economy to run 
such a machine with only steam enough to 
thresh 500 bushels a day for the sake of 
prolonging its life a year or two? It 
would take nearly as much fuel to get up 
steam, the same engineer, the same feeder 
and other attendants, but his machine 
might last 11 years instead of 10. Such a 
man you would unhesitatingly pronounce 
foolish ; but in my opinion he would be 
wise compared with the man who would 
run his cow machine at anything less 
than its full capacity. The cow, unlike 
the thresher, improves by use, for animal 
nature has the faculty to adopt itself to 
the uses to which it is put to a certain 
limit. In other words, the more and bet­
ter milk you manage to make a cow give, 
the more and better milk she can give un­
til that limit is reached, as you develope 
her capacity to do so,and this improvement 
will be, in a measure, transmitted to her 
progeny, so that the heifer calves of a cow 
will be better than those produced before 
such developement haÉ taken place. In 
that way each generation will be better 
than the preceding one. These facte I 
have demonstrated to my satisfaction in 
my own experience. Others have done 
the same thing, and I cite you as a very 
high authority on this subject Prof. E. W. 
Stewart You will find this subject quite 
fully treated of in his work on “ Feeding 
Animals." But it is inot true that high 
feeding if judiciously done, so as not to 
impair their digestive organs, will tend to 
“ wear out the machine.” More cows are 
“worn out” by unefer feeding, than by 
high feeding. I have had them last with 
high feeding, with scarcely any diminution 
of their powers, till they were 15 years old.

MILK PRODUCING FOOD.

To make the greatest profit in dairying 
the cow should be fed and managed in 
such a way as to make her consume as 
much as possible of good milk-producing 
foods. To do this she should have the 
greatest possible variety of foods. Her 
appetite — her like and dislikes — should 
be catered to as much as jpan be consist­
ently. In enmmeTher pasture should con­
tain a great variety of grasses. And when 
my cows are put in the stable to milk 
twice a day they have some good clover 
hay, and they never fail to eat some, no 
matter how good the grass in the pasture 
is. They also are fed in summer, except 
some of them that are dry a short time 
at that season, all the grain — corn and oat 
meal or bran — they will eat, which of 
coarse, is not nearly as much as they eat 
in winter. In winter they have as great 
a variety of fodder as possible each day — 
clover and meadow hay, corn fodder and 
straw, with a grain ration, in two feeds 
of from twelve to fifteen pounds. I ob­
serve the greatest regularity possible in 
feeding, having the same kind of food 
given at exactly the same time each day, 
so that they are never worried or disap­
pointed by having one kind of food thrust 
upon them when they are expecting an­
other kind.

ECONOMY.

To produce milk as economically as 
possible, I try to provide the necessary 
elements in that food which will cost the 
least, having due regard all the while for 
the likes and dislikes of the cow herself, 
for I believe her pleasure should be con­
sulted as much as the housewife consults 
the pleasure of her family when providing 
food for them. If oats are cheaper than 
com meal and bran, I feed oats mainly 
for grain ration ; but if two tons of oats 
will buy three tons of bran, then I make 
the exchange. Chemical analysis seems 
to indicate that good clean wheat bran is 
fully as good as oats for milk production, 
but my observation seems to prove that 
oats are, at least, a little better. Com is 
usually a very cheap grain food, but it is 
too carbonaceous and should not be used 
for more than about one-third of the grain 
ration. Com ensilage made from well 
cared com is the cheapest food I can pro­
vide for my cows ; but it is not of itself a 
perfect ration, and needs to be balanced 
up with bran or oats or clover hay.

CAREFULNESS IS PROFIT.

I have been trying to show you how I 
feed my dairy cows, but I am sensible 
that I have failed to give mere than a 
slight general idea of it, for each cow has 
her own individual capacity, which dif­
fers from every other cow, which must be 
studied by close observation and acquaint­
ance, before the feeder is able to do the 
best that can be done. I never could tell 
anybody just how to feed my cows. I 
never dare give instructions to have as 
much grain fed as I feed, for no one who 
is not intensely interested in it and in full 
sympathy, I might term it, with the cows, 
will be able to feed just right. Some cow 
might be fed a little too much grain, and 
it not be observed until she refuse to eat, 
when it will probably be too late — her 
digestive organs permanently injured. 
When I wish to instruct anybody how to 
feed my cows, I have to go, taking him 
with me, and show him, and show him 
more than once, too.

I will see what I can do to further give 
an idea of how I feed. If I only had my 
cows here I believe I could show you. If 
I only bad you down there it would do as 
well, and I will have to take you there in 
imagination.

Yon may stay just as long as you have 
a mind to, if you only treat the cows well. 
Now just imagine yourselves all down at 
my house three years ago, before I had a 
silo, because siloe are not very plenty 
yet, and I want you to know how I fed 
them then. You will have to get up at 
half past five in the morning, and go with 
me to the stable. I shall take some good 
clover hay and pat it in the manger. You 
obeerve that I give more to one cow than 
I do to another. I know just about how 
much they will eat, and I want to give 
each cow all she will eat up without leav­
ing any to breathe on.

After the clover bay is fed the milking 
is done. Every milker has the same cows 
to milk each time. He commences in the 
same order, and milks about the same 
rate, never hurries and never lags, but as 
near as possible every time alike. If they 
are going to talk at all they must talk all 
the time. Sometimes we have had a boy 
ayd a girl out there milking. Now, then, 
if they are going to do any talking they 
got to keep it np, but as a role that does 
not work very well. I want yon to take 
a look at this cow and see how bright her 
eyes are. She has a long face and strong 
jaws, she can crunch an ear of com down 
with perfect ease.

“ Oh,” but you say, “ how sharp her 
backbone is. That is true ; it sticks up 
six inches. But come around here and 
see what an immense girth she has ; such 
a capacity for eating ; how broad she is. 
“Yes,” you say, “how her hip hones 
stick out.” I tell you those are points of 
beauty about this cow. Her hams are thin, 
there is a place for an immense udder, and

âhas one. “ I don’t see as that is much of 
udder.” Yes, but I have just milked 
twenty-one pounds of milk, and that milk 

has one and a- half pounds of butter in it. 
Think of that. Now, this cow is the de­
light of my eye. But yon say, “ Is she 
hardy ?” Ain’t a cow hardy that will 
make three pounds of butter a day ? But 
she can’t stand hardship, she can’t stand 
cold ; the fact is I don’t believe she has 
ever been where it was cold enough to 
freeze. In Septemba-, as soon as there 
are frosty nights, she and all the rest of 
them are put in the stable, and kept in 
nights if the weather is wet or stormy.
I let them out to drink in the day time, 
but they drink and come right back. 
Lizzie will be just crazy to get back to the 
stable. This feeding and milking is all 
done before breakfast, you understand. 
After Breakfast, say eight or nine o’clock, 
we go and let the cows ont to drink, and 
they drink pure water that is warmed up, 
to say, fifty or sixty degrees, so that the 
chill is off ; and if it is cold weather only 
a few are let oat at a time, so they don’t 
have to wait. If it is pleasant they stay 
out in the yard a little while and have 
some marsh hay. At noon tbety are given 
a good feed of cut com fodder, and at 
night, abont four o’clock, they are turned 
out to drink again and what is left of this 
corn fodder is thrown out for bedding ; 
and by the way, every time they are turn­
ed out there is a good lot of straw put in, 
so that they have good bedding all the 
time. The last thing at night the mangers 
are filled up pretty well with yod clover 
hay. All this is gone through with every 
day until they go out to grass.

They have good pasture and all they 
want to eat besides, and they will eat just 
about half as much grain in the summer 
as they will in the winter, except those 
cows that are nearly dry.

HAD TWO WIVES.

TURNIPS FOR DAIRY CATTLE.

I formerly thought I could feed turnips 
of any kind to dairy cattle in moderate 
quantities without injuring the quality of 
the milk or butter. My method was to 
begin quite small and increase the quan­
tity from day to day as the cows beettoe 
accustomed to them. I did this ''ÆÉy 
years with seldom any ill result. If I 
overfed or fed irregularly giving large 
qualities at first before the cows had be­
come accustomed to them, there would 
sometimes be a perceptible turnip taste in 
the milk. Some persons are strongly pre­
judiced against turnips, and I have heard 
of many instances where the taste was 
wholly in the imagination of those who 
thought turnips were being fed when 
they were not; I have heard too of a few 
cases where turnips nave been fed un­
known to the customers of the milk or 
butter,' and the consumers have specially 
praised the goods and knew they were no 
turnips in them.

With sufficient care in beginning in a 
moderate way I should not hesitate to feed 
turnips to dairy cattle that were produc­
ing milk for market, yet when I was sel­
ling butter at two or three times ordinary 
prices I did not dare to take the risk of 
any possible mistake in feeding and so 
gave up turnips entirely. Could I al- 
ways.have done the feeding personally I 
might have continued their use. I have 
known the quality of batter to be injured 
by turning cows directly from the barn to 
rank pasture feed without accustoming 
them to the change. I have also known 
the same trouble to follow the use of green 
rve, milet and clover. To have milk per­
fect the health of the cow most be perfect, 
but it never is when her digestion is dis­
turbed by irregular feeding or by over 
feeding or by too sudden changes. Some 
men succeed, in almost everything they 
undertake, others neVer do anything well. 
These last can never feed turnips safely. 
—New England Farmer.

THE SHAH OF PERSIA.

He is Imperious, But Greatly Respected 
By His People.

The smallest detail is submitted to the 
Shah of Persia, and is not decided except 
upon his authority. His ministers disa­
vow all initiative and tremble at any ex­
ecutive responsibility. Imperious, dili­
gent amT fairly just, the Shah is in his 
own person the sole arbiter of Persia’s 
fortunes. All policy emanates from him. 
He supervises every department with a 
curiosity that requires to be constantly 
kppeased, and his attention, both to 
foreign and domestic politics, is constant 
and unremitting.

there is a consensus of opinion that he 
is the most competent man in the country 
and the best ruler it can produce. Nor 
will anyone deny him the possession of 
patriotism and of a genuine interest in 
the wellfare of the nation. It is no mean 
criterion of the strength and also of the 
general popularity of the Shah that he is 
the first Persian monarch who has ven­
tured to leave his dominions and journey 
in foreien and infidel lands, not as a con­
queror at the head of an army, but as a 
friendly visitor, if not as à volunteer 
tourist.

The immense amount of money spent 
by the Shah in the purchase of furniture 
and curiosities in Europe also excited a 
feeling of discontent, and bis second tour 
was unquestionably unpopular among his 
subjects. That he was able to venture 
upon a third is a proof of the absolute 
security of his position, but it is also due 
to the sentiment which he has taken care 
to diffuse among his subjects that the 
princes of Christendom vie with each 
other in anxiety to entertain so great a 
potentate,'and squabble for the honor of 
his alliance.

Thomas Gough Had a Wife at Halifax 
and Another at Chicago.

Little 
girl (lost while oat shopping)—Jos’ pat 
me in a store window, an’ mamma'll be 
sure to see me.

Some two decades ago, Thomas Gough 
came to Halifax from Chicago and traveled 
over Nova Scotia selling dry goods. After­
wards he went into the retail liquor busi­
ness in Halifax and later on became ’"n- 
terested in gold mining ventures through­
out the province.

He was believed to be a single man, 
and wooed and won a widowed lady of 
Halifax, named Prioux, and eventually 
the two were married, after the woman 
had been a widow but two weeks.

Two months ago Gough died, and since 
it has developed that all these years there 
has been living another Mrs. Gough, who 
could claim him as her husband, for when 
Gough went away from Chicago he left 
there his wife and son and two daughters. 
These four are still living, and now comes 
the strangest part of all. When Gough 
died his brother came on here from Chi­
cago and accidentally learned that one of 
the girls is living in this city and is mar­
ried to a respectable young man. Her 
people in Chicago thought the young lady 
was living in England with an aunt, but 
it appears her father must have in some 
way gained possession of her and brought 
her to Halifax. Report has it that the 
wife in Chicago knew nothing about 
Thos. Gough having become a bigamist 
until her brother-in-law’s return there 
after the funeral in this city, though it is 
also said that wife No. 1 once visited Hali­
fax and was induced to go back to Chi­
cago without exposing her husband.

The son is a machinist, and has a lucra­
tive position in Chicago. By the second 
wife Gough had no children, and his legi­
timate family are taking steps to get pos­
session of any property he may have left 
and to this end have written here that 
legal talent will be secured to ascertain 
what can be done.

Gough evidently expected something 
like this for he took precautions to secure 
whet wealth be had to the woman here 
he called his wife, for most of his property 
was placed in her name, and he made 
such provision that the cash he had, went 
to her also. Shortly before his death he 
transferred to another party his interest 
in the sale of a gold mine, his share of the 
sale of which was $1,700. There has been 
some talk about the will having been 
made and a well known saloon keeper in 
this city, who was supposed to know 
something about it, was written to but he 
declined to say anything about the mat­
ter at all.

Here the affair rests for the present, 
though what further action may bring to 
light remains to be seen.— Telegraph.

Feb. 18.— A very cold wave is now pass­
ing over this part of New Brunswick, al­
though severe, it .is timely. The warmer 
weather following the heavy rains of last 
week did much to affect the security of 
travel on the ice and roads.

The unfortunate circumstances of the 
drowning of Dr. Day’s horse near Hog 
Island, (if report be true as to the cause 
of the fright of the horse) brings to the 
notice of the public, a much abused privi­
lege — If it is legitimate—of hauling and 
depositing debris on the ice near the pub­
lic thoroughfares and of cutting cattle 
watering places and large holes where ice 
is taken to be stored, and very many of 
these dangerous places are but poorly pro­
tected against the travelling public. If 
the law should be defficientias now en­
acted, to extend to public roads on the ice, 
it needs to be amended as soon as possible, 
as it is not sufficiently broad enough.

It will be necessary for the commissioner 
of highways to give more attention to 
this question, in order that the public will 
have to run less risk, and to avoid grave 
responsibilities. It is reported that the 
above drowning was due to cakes of icc 
being taken out of the river and left near 
the staked roadway. It is not difficult to 
realize the danger of travel after night as 
much of it is done both early and late, 
and in many places they must travel near 
the shore. It is said that the doctor in­
tends to look for damages to cover his loss. 
It seems too bad for any person to have to 
suffer a loss arising out of conditions, for 
which he is not chargeable and not con­
nected anyway with the cause. To others 
it may seem also hard that the public, 
through its officers, shall be held liable ; 
but being appointed in the interest of the 
public, let more attention be given this 
matter. If some private individuals, 
place the dangers in the way, let the loss 
finally fall upon them. It may be this 
latter class, are the only ones liable. I 
fancy if the doctor proceeds, it will be an 
expensive affair for someone, as he claims 
it to have been a valuable horse.

IN THE ROLE OF JONAH.
Lowered Into an Elephant’s Stomach to 

Remove An Indigestible I ton Bar,
♦ ------

Apropos to the incident of the death of 
Zipp, the big elephant at Baraboo, Wie., 
from having swallowed a chain weighing 
90 pounds, a reminder was called up and 
related by Dr. Hume of Denver, who re­
cently registered at the Lindell.

“Just prior to the demise of the lament­
ed Phineas T. Barnum I was touring in 
Connecticut and called upon the great 
showman at Bridgeport, who invited me 
to see the circus animals in winter quarters. 
On arriving at the great caravansary where 
the wonders that tour the country year 
after year are stored, the illustrious owner 
was informed that Beta, the prize trick 
elephant was ailing. All the symptoms of 
the poor beast pointed to the feet that she 
was suffering from acute gastralgia and 
means had been tried to relieve her with­
out avail.

“It was finally discovered that Beta 
bad by some means wrenched off an iron 
bar from her stall, and as it could not be 
found it was surmised that she had swllow- 
ed it, and which accounted for the gastric 
irritation of the valuable pachyderm.

“ Mr. Barnum saw that poor Beta must 
soon succumb to the inflamation caused 
by such a large foreign body and with 
ready wit resolved on a unique plan to 
remove it. Attached to his large winter 
hotel was a small colored boy who went 
by the name of Nigger Joe. He was but 
little larger than a full-grown possum, and 
P. T. sent for him and explained that he 
must take a rubber tube in his mouth to 
breathe through, and, with a rope round 
his waist, must go down into the elephant’s 
stomach to get out that iron bar.

“ Joe rolled his eyes and demurred, but 
he knew his employer too well to refuse. 
Accordingly Joe was annointed with a 
pound of vaseline and, Beta being safely 
gagged, he was gently pushed down the 
giant oesophagus head first, a smooth 
stick well oiled, landing him at the bot­
tom. According to instructions, the boy 
soon gave three tugs at the rope to be 
pulled out again, and sure enough, tightly 
clasped in Joe’s hands, was the offending 
and indigestible iron bar.

ALLEGED CASE OF BIGAMY.
The Couple Came to st, John from Dart­

mouth, N. S„ it Is Said.

The Halifax Evening Mail publishes 
the particulars of a case of bigamy.

Judson Fielding who is now in St. John 
with his wife and three children, has an­
other wife, who is living with her parents 
in Dartmouth, across the harbor from 
Halifax, at present. He married wife No. 
2 on July 29, 1892, rev. Mr. Moore, meth- 
odist, officiating. Wife No. 1 knows of 
this second marriage, and the way she 
discovered it was this : One day, about 
four months ago, her husband gave her a 
pair of pants to mend. While making 
the repairs, she discovered a letter in the 
pockets written by wife No. 2. It began. 
“My dearest Charlie,” and was signed, 
“ Your ever loving wife Min.” Wife No. 
1, armed with this letter, called on wife 
No. 2, when a scene ensued. On Satur­
day, Fielding tried to persuade wife No. 2 
to accompany him to St. John, but failing 
in his purpose he took wife No. 1 and his 
three children. They can now be found 
at twenty-si^ Winter street. Fielding 
married wife No. 2 under the assumed 
name of Sedgewick.

A reporter called at 26 Winter street at 
noon yesterday. A young man named 
Fielding was questioned concerning the 
bigamy story. He told the reporter that 
the right name of the man was Joshua 
Sedgewick, but that he had been brought 
up by his (Fielding’s) parents and was 
often called Fielding. The young man 
admitted that Sedgewick came there on 
Saturday last, bringing a woman and 
three children with him. He knew that 
some trouble had occurred, but declared 
that Sedgewick had only one wife, the 
woman now in Dartmouth. The other 
woman, who is now here, he said, had 
never been married to Sedgewick, though 
they had lived together for years and had 
three children. Sedgewick is a watch­
maker by trade and a native of Halifx. 
He has been in the city several times, but 
never worked here.

SNUFF INFORMATION.

It seems surprising to learn the fact that 
20 years ago 4,000,000 pounds of snuff per- 
annum were consumed in this country 
much more astonishing is this circum­
stance, that during the fiscal year ended 
July 1,1892, 10,000,000 pounds of snuff 
were used in the United States.

Yet how rarely is it that one sees a 
pinch of snuff taken ! The mystery was 
explained yesterday by the New York 
agent for a great snuff manufacturing con­
cern. He said : “ Nearly all the Italian 
and German music teachers use snuff. 
Like-wise the Roman Catholic clergy, 
The true snuff-taker does not sneeze. Old- 
fashioned Germans, who came to this 
country a long time ago, almost invariably 
use snuff.

“ In beer saloons where people of their 
race congregate, you will commonly see 
on the counter a box of snuff for general 
use. It is of the black snuff that I have 
spoken thus far — highly scented with 
rose, bergamot and pungent odors.

“ But the snuff that is chiefly used and 
manufactured in this country is of the 
yellow or brown kind. Some of it is 
salted and some plain, but very little of it 
is scented. It is used to an immense ex­
tent in the south by negroes and poor 
whites for ‘ dipping.’

“ The snuff-dipper moistens a little stick 
in water or alcohol, dips it in the snuff, 
makes a little ball, and puts it between 
the lips and the teeth. The habit is an 
unpleasant one, but is practiced in the 
south by women as commonly as by men.

“ In fact, the consumption of snuff in 
this country is chiefly by dipping, and 
the bulk of the tobacco manufactured in 
this shape is consumed below Mason and 
Dixon’s line.”

THE LEGEND OF THE PANSIES.
A pretty fable about the pansy is cur­

rent among French and German children. 
The lower has five petals and five sepals. 
In most pansies, especially of the earlier 
and less highly developed varieties, two 
of the petals are plain in color and three 
are gay. The two plain petals have a 
single sepal, two of the gay petals have a 
sepal each, and the third, which is the 
largest of all, has two sepals. The fable 
is that the pansy represents a family, con­
sisting of husband, wife and four daught­
ers, two of the latter being step-children 
of the wife. The plain petals are the 
step-children with only one chair ; 
the two small gay petals are tne two 
daughters, with a chair each ; and the 
large gay petal is the wife, with two chairs. 
To find the father, one must strip away 
the petals until the stamens and pistils 
are Dare. They have a fanciful resem­
blance to an old man with a flannel wrap 
about his neck, his shoulders upraised, 
and his feet in a bath tub. The story is 
probably of French origin, because the 
French call the pansy, the stepmother.
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MR. PITTS AND THE GRAND LODGE.

The grand lodge of the orangemen of 
New Brunswick has been in session in 
this city during the week. A large amount 
of interest centered in the meeting of the 
grand lodge this year, as it was understood 
that several matters of more than ordi­
nary importance would come up for con­
sideration. During the year the Bathurst 
school question,so called,had been brought 
prominently to the front, and an effort 
had been made in certain quarters to 
work up a religious war between the 
catholics and the protestants, on account 
of the refusal of the government to inter­
fere in the management of the public 
school in Bathurst, where it was alleged 
certain abuses of the free schools act 
existed. The agitation took the form in, 
York county, of a violent crusade against 
the government in the provincial election. 
One H. H. Pitts, the county master of 
York, assisted by a few other equally 
ignorant and excitable individuals,worked 
upon the weaker minded orangemen of 
this county to such an extent as to secure 
for himself a nomination. Once nominated 
he flooded the county witli pernicious and 
false literature of an inflammatory nature ; 
and in company with others of his class, 
made a house to house canvass as the cham­
pion of protestantism, alleging that the 
Blair government was in league with the 
pope, and had promised the catholic priests 
to establish separate schools if returned to 
power. To their everlasting disgrace the 
opposition candidates for York allied 
with Pitts and took him on their ticket. 
With the assistance of an unlimited sup­
ply of rum and money the “religious 
cry ” carried the day in York, and attor­
ney general Blair and his colleagues were 
defeated at the polls.

Mr. Blair, satisfied that the cry which 
had been raised against him in York, and 
which he had not had an opportunity to 
meet and answer, was a false as well as a 
dangerous one to the peace and happiness 
of the province, and with a desire to meet 
the enemy in fair fight and be vanquisher 
or vanquised, went to Queens, the hotbed 
of orangeism, and sought election. Pitts 
and his gang immediately followed him 
and again tried to stir up the feeling of 
the people of Queens by the same methods 
he had resorted to in York, in the inter­
est of his nominee, Mr. Neales, the county 
master of Queens. The people, however, 
after bearing both sides of the story, re­
fused to listen to the inflammatory 
speeches of the gang that went down 
from York, and Neales lost his deposit.

Pitts, who had sneaked home in the 
shades of the evening preceding the elec­
tion, was understood to be waiting for the 
grand lodge to meet, when he intended to 
take charge of the whole business. He 
was going to call upon the grand lodge 
to condemn those members of the order, 
who being members of the house of as­
sembly, had refused to present to the 
house the petition of the protestant min­
ority of Bathurst ; the government was to 
be first censured for dismissing an in­
competent official who belonged to the 
order, and then totally annihilated for 
their alleged persecution of the protest­
ants of the province ; and above all the 
said Pitts was to be elected grand master, 
with all the powers of a dictator.

But before the grand lodge had been 
many hours in session a change passed 
over the spirit of Herman’s dream. The 
first cruel blow fell when the vote was 
taken which was to consign brothers 
Wilson and Colter to the ante room. 
Scarcely a decent corporal’s guard rallied 
to support of Pitt’s resolution, while the 
great body of the lodge stood by the men 
who had stood by the principles of the 
order when Pitts was in his cradle. He 
began to realize about how large a man 
he was in the opinion of his brother 
orangemen when the election for grand 
master was over. Outside of the baker’s 
dozen of heelers who were drummed in 
from the city, only three men in the whole 
grand lodge wrote his name on their ballot, 
the resolution which was to bind up 
brother Lipsett’s broken wounds was 
mournfully removed from the files of the 
lodge, and the great vote of censure on 
the government failed to materialize.

It is said that Pitts lias been going 
around in a dazed kind of a way ever 
since. He was badly sat upon. In all 
the province there will be no tears and no 
regrets at his severe punishment. It was 
well deserved. To satisfy his desire for 
revenge . he wilfully misrepresented 
brothers whose honor he was in duty 
liound to protect ; to advance his own sel­
fish ends he deliberately prostituted the 
order whose principles he was sworn to 
uphold, and trailed her banner in the 
dirt.

The members of the orange grand lodge 
will win the approval of all right thinking 
men in their refusal to tolerate the ex­
istence of the Pitts element among them. 
They had a difficult matter to deal with, 
but they did their duty like men who 
felt that a responsibility rested upon 
them. Their prompt action in the matter 
has undoubtedly done much to remove 
the rapidly growing impression that the 
orange order was degenerating into a 
dangerous element to the existence of 
organized society.

AFTER A “SNAP.”

We take the following Ottawa despatch 
from the Halifax Recorder :

Ottawa, Feb. 22.— Thos. Temple, (M. P. 
for York, N. B.,) is making a big effort to 
secure a position for Wm. Lipsett, who 
was recently in the local government em­
ploy at Fredericton. As there is no 
vacancy here or in Fredericton, it is pro­
posed to retire or discharge a Fredericton 
employe to make room for Lipsett.

If there is any truth in the above, what 
could the job be? We understand Mr. 
Temple himself wants to be senator. 
Perhaps Lipsett is Pitts nominee for 
governor. If we mistake not, the Reporter 
recently stated that Messrs. Pitts and 
Temple had had an interview. In the 
meantime we understand good wages are 
paid for streamdrivers and men are in 
great demand.

The hon. Edward Blake, judging from 
the reports that come from over the sea, 
is rapidly forging his way to the front 
ranks in the arena of imperial politics. 
He is already spoken of as the leader of 
the Irish national party. He would, no 
doubt, make a good leader as long as he 
had fairly smooth sailing, but would he 
stand by the ship to the last, in the face 
of cross waves and adverse winds? His 
record as leader of the liberal party in 
Canada would naturally suggest the 
question.

A COOLNESS.

The attempt made by Messrs. Weldon, 
Wood, and other ultra loyal members of 
parliament to interfere with the lieutenant 
governor of Nova Scotia and the legisla­
ture of that province in regard to the coal 
legislation, seems to have brought about 
a considerable amount of friction, but in 
a different quarter and between different 
parties than was intended by these med­
dlesome gentlemen. In fact the only 
visible result of the effort made by these 
gentlemen to interfere with other people’s 
business is a decided coolness between 
Sir John Thompson, the premier of Cana­
da, and some of his prominent supporters. 
This coolness is very like that which 
freezes apart two or more gentlemen who 
have accused one another of swerving 
from the truth in their story. It all 
came about in this way : When the mat­
ter was referred to on the floors of the 
house, and the impropriety and indelicacy 
of the attempt by these gentlemen to ap­
proach his excellency in this unheard of 
way, was being called to the attention of 
the government, Sir John Thompson, who 
readily saw the ridiculous and humilia­
ting predicament in which his followers 
were being placed, came to the rescue, 
and with a desire to let them down easy, 
explained to the house that they were 
merely making an informal call upon 
his excellency, and in the course of 
ordinary conversation the matter was re­
ferred to. This ingenious explanation, 
which was the only hole through which 
the offending gentlemen could decently 
crawl out of the embarrassing position in 
which they were placed, unhappily lacked 
the essential element of truth. In place 
however, of letting the matter rest there, 
and gracefully thanking their stars for 
their preservation, Mr. Weldon and Mr. 
Wood took the first opportunity of re­
lieving the house of the false impression 
left by Sir John ; and insisted that they 
called on his excellency for the express 
purpose of trying to induce him to with­
hold his consent from the act passed by 
the Nova Scotia legislature. This was 
very honest in Messrs. Weldon and Wood, 
but it was decidedly ungrateful, and terri­
bly rough on Sir John ; hence the cool­
ness.

The demand among the people for 
tariff reform is beginning to bestow itself 
at last on the conservative side of the 
parliament of Canada. It is getting hurt 
through the expressions of dissatisfaction 
that are heard now and then from the 
right of the speaker since the budget 
speech. The people are not as well satis­
fied with Mr. Foster’s speech as Mr. 
Foster himself.

SOUTHAMPTON.

Feb. 20.—The Herald is rapidly in­
creasing in circulation in this upper end 
of the county ; and the people are going 
to try, by generous subscriptions, to make 
it one of the liveliest newspapers in the 
province.

Dunham is a liberal, both of the old school 
and the new. He has always been, and 
is now, an ardent supporter of the Blair 
government.

Mrs.Byron Cronkhite was taken sudden­
ly ill with very severe cramps one morn­
ing last week, which confined her to her 
bed for several days. Dr. Turner, of Eel 
River was called.

Thos. Hull, who for more than a score 
of years carried on the tanning business at 
Middle Southampton, left this morning 
for Boston to take a situation as courrier 
in one of the shops of that city. Mr.

FUTURITY STAKES.’

The Nomination for the Hotel Brune- 
wlck stakes Closes March 1st.

The horsemen and breeders of the Mari­
time Provinces are hereby reminded that 
the first payment in the Hotel Brunswick 
Futurity Stakes falls due on Wednesday 
next, March 1st, when nominations close.

Fifty 
dollars will be added to each of the above 
named classes, the purses consisting of the 
entrance fees and this added money, divided 
according to the practical and satisfactory 
conditions laid down in the advertisement. 
Thus it can be seen that the purses will be 
well worth contending for, in addition to 
the prestige attached to any colt or filly 
deemed sufficiently speedy to take part in 
such important stakes.

We need not reiterate the advantages to 
owners of promising young animals of mak­
ing nominations in these stakes, as they are 
well aware of the enhanced value of every 
animal, whether a winner or not, that is 
sufficiently speedy and well developed to 
come to the starting post in this meeting, 
which is to take place on Moncton driving 
park on August 30th and 31st next.

There should be a very large list of nom­
inations in these stakes, as the purses are 
sure to be large, the conditions and terms 
of payment are easy, and there are large 
numbers of eligiblecolts and fillies through­
out the numerous breeding sections of the 
maritime provinces, that should be entered. 
There are scores of finely bred sires now 
doing service in Lower Canada, and breed­
ers look for the nomination of the progeny 
of these stallions in such stakes as those in­
augurated and promoted by the genial pro­
prietor of the Hotel Brunswick, who is leav­
ing nothing undone to make the meeting a 
success.

CIVIL WAR IN IRELAND.

The Orange Societies in the North of 
Ireland Preparing for War.

Belfast, feb. 21st.—A manifesto issued 
on behalf of the Grand Orange lodge of 
Belfast contains the following words:

“ We are face to face with as stupendous 
crisis as if we had lost one hundred battles 
of the Boyne, and surrendered as many 
Londonderries with halters around our 
necks.

More disastrous or humiliating terms 
could not be dictated by conquerors than 
those contained in the Home Rule biU.

We have not, however, lost a single 
battle of the Boyne, nor have we sur­
rendered.

Therefore we do not mean to accept any 
humiliating or disastrous terms.

We demand legislative union between 
Great Britain and Ireland, or freedom to 
direct our own course among the free 
people of the world; there is no half way 
house.

The experience of nearly a hundred 
years has proved the first to be the great­
est means of social and material advance­
ment than Ireland has ever seen, and we 
accept the other sorrowfully, but courage­
ously as the only alternative left to de­
serted and betrayed people.

But any attempt to force upon us a 
bastard combination of the two, we declare 
before God we will resist by every means 
in our power, even to the death.

A great mass meeting will be held in 
Ulster hall on the evening oi March 2, at 
8 o’clock, to give expression to your views 
and to embody them in debate and irrevoc­
able resolution. Meanwhile it becomes 
our duty to warn yon and everyone who 
is in sympathy of the danger there is of a 
community whose feelings are exasperated 
and outraged as ours are of being betrayed 
and ill considered action, and to play into 
the hands of our enemies. We earnestly 
caution you, therefore, to be very generous 
in the maintenance of order and peace, 
and so far as in your power lies to give 
no offence. Be slow to take offense your­
selves, look not upon the guardians of the 
peace as your enemies, but as friends. 
The flower of the police and of the mil­
itary are at heart in fullest sympathy 
with you. Be careftil then not to alienate 
a single man from our just and patriotic 
cause.

We bid defiance to the bombs of dyna­
miters and the big battalions of criminal 
conspirators directed by Gladstone against 
our joint inheritance with England, 
Scotland and Wales in the constitution of 
the United Kingdom, by our demeanour, 
peaceful and orderly as firm and undaunt­
ed, we show the men who are marching 
through rapine and murder to the dis­
memberment of the empire that we are 
not braggarts, but free men who know 
their rights, and with the help of God are 
determined to maintain them.”

(Signed) “ Richard K Kane, L. L. D., 
grand master, and Thomas McCormick, 
grand secretary.”

London, Feb. 22nd. —It is reported from 
Belfast that the Orange societies in the 
north of Ireland are preparing for forcible 
resistance to the Home Rule parliament 
should one be established. Excitement 
is running very high among the Ulster 
loyalists and many declare in the event of 
the enactment of the Home Rule bill civil 
war will enevitably ensue.

HARVEY STATION.

Feb. 24.— News has been received of 
the death of Wilmot Embleton, at Bangor, 
Maine. He was a native of this place 
and left about three years ago for Bangor, 
where he made his home. Deceased was 
about twenty-four years of age and leaves 
a widow and one child. Mrs. Samuel 
Ball has gone to attend the funeral.

Mrs. Stephen Robison, jr., died on Sun­
day at Little Settlement, where she had 
gone to attend her father (the late John 
Little) in his last sickness. She had been 
in delicate health for some time previous, 
and after her father’s funeral was taken 
suddenly ill of pneumonia, which ter­
minated fatally. She leaves a husband 
and six small children for whom much 
sympathy is felt.

The weather this week has been very 
boisterous. We had a heavy fell of snow 
on Monday, accompanied by a high wind, 
which blocked up the roads ; there was 
another fell of about eight inches on 
Wednesday.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The Week1» Events In Brief—The Cream 

of our Exchangee.

Twenty anarchists have been arrested 
at Rome.

The pope has received 7,000,000 francs 
in jubilee presents.

Small pox has invaded Victoria, B. C., 
and hog cholera prevails at Nanaimo, in 
the same province.

An order in council, appointing Robert 
Sedgwick judge of the Supreme court, was 
passed on Friday last at Ottawa.

Prayers against Gladstone’s home rule 
bill are being offered in all the protestant 
churches of the diocese of Doevy, Ulster.

The Princess Kaulani, heiress to the 
throne of Hawaii, has sailed from Livei> 
pool to New York on the steamer Teutonic.

The police have seized several large 
parcels of revolutionary proclamations in 
Paris, imported by local anarchists from 
London.

Sacramento and neighborhood in Cali­
fornia had an earthquake shock Tuesday 
night which frightened the people, but 
no injury occurred.

One day last week 3,300 barrels of 
potatoes were hauled to Houlton market, 
and the average for the week was 2,000 
barrels per day.

By the failure of Robert L. Walker, 
banker and capitalist, of "I oungston, Ohio, 
it is said governor McKinley, originator 
of the McKinley bill, will be ruined.

It is on the cards, says an Ottawa cor­
respondent, that parliament may adjourn 
for a month, in which event Sir John 
Thompson will sail for Paris on March 10.

The largest child ever born, it is said, 
was the son of Bates, the “Kentucky 
giant,” and his wife, the “Nova Scotia 
giantess.” This infant Hercules weighed 
231 pounds.

The monster trial of Mala Vita crimi­
nals closed at Palermo, Italy, on Monday, 
with the sentencing of 104 prisoners to 
terms of imprisonment between one year 
and six years.

The attorney general of the United 
States has issued an order that paper cur­
rency of Canadian banks cannot be circu­
lated in the States without payment of a 
tax of 10 per cent. ,

Mr. Cleveland announced Wednesday 
that he had completed his cabinet by the 
selection of Richard Olney of Boston as 
attorney general and Hillary A. Herbert 
of Alabama as secretary of the navy.

Madam Ethier, whose escapade with 
Father Guybert at Montreal, startled 
Canada a few months ago, has applied to 
the courts for separation from her hus­
band. She claims that he abandoned her.

Robert Sedgewick, deputy minister of 
justice, has been appointed to fill the 
vacancy on the bench of the Supreme 
court of Canada occasioned by the death 
of Chief Justice Ritchie. E. L. New- 
combe, of Halifax, succeeds Mr. Sedge­
wick.

Wednesday’s storm throughout New 
England is reported the worst since the 
blizzard of 1886. Trains were greatly 
delayed, and in many cases abandoned. 
The street cars were badly hampered. 
Nearly two feet of snow fell and badly 
drifted.

With an army of 4,500, which has been 
mobilized under the command of Gen. 
Taverez, the federal revolutionists of Rio 
Grande do Snl, Brazil, have begun their 
march towards Porto Alegre. General 
Taverez’s first çbject is the capture of 
Santa Anna.

A man named Wiggins was standing 
close to a saw talking to the proprietor of 
the mill at Durham, Ont., on Friday, 
when his clothing was caught in thesaw, 
which dragged him forward, cutting his 
body in two. Among the witnesses of 
the accident was a son of the victim.

Five hundred houses at Kadikey, Con­
stantinople, were burned Thursday eve­
ning. More that 3,000 persons are home­
less. The damage is estimated at $5,000,- 
000. The Franco-Engliph quarter is not 
touched by the fire. The sultan has 
ordered the government officials to aid 
the sufferers.

Halifax, Feb. 24.—The arrest of Mr. 
Curll, a prominent justice of the peace at 
Bridgewater, for alleged forgery, has 
caused quite an excitement at Lunen­
burg. It is said there are a number of 

' charges against him. He is at present out 
on heavy bail. His trial commences 
Tuesday next.

In consequence of the destruction of the 
crops by frost last summer, famine and 
disease are now prevalent throughout 
Finland. More than 200,000 persons are 
dependent upon charity, and beggars 
abound. The peasants have eaten most 
of their animals and domestic pets. Ty­
phus fever is carrying off hundreds daily.

The president of the United States 
issued a proclamation on Wednesday re­
voking the tolls levied on Canadian ves­
sels and cargoes in Sault Ste Marie canal 
in consequence of the dominion govern­
ment adopting an order in council re­
moving discrimination against the Ameri­
can vessels passing through Canadian 
canals.

The local property of the Philadelphia 
and Reading Railway Co. at Milwaukee 
was attached on Friday by the sheriff on 
a claim of $27,000 alleged to be due the 
Brown Conveying and Hoisting company 
of Cleveland, Ohio. The Reading’s Mil­
waukee property comprises docks and 
lands worth $500,000 and about 75,000 
tons of coal.

The poet office department has issued a 
large postal card (one cent) and a three 
cent letter card, perforated and gwamed, 
both most useful and what the public 
have been wanting. They can be bought 
from licensed stamp vendors. There is 
also an issue of 20 cent and 50 cent stamps. 
These stamps bear the queen’s head in 
her widowhood.

Paris, Feb. 24,—The court of cessation 
at Paris announced their decision, reject­
ing the appeal of Charles deLesseps, Mar­
cus Fontaine and M. Sans Leroy from the 
indictments charging the two former with 
corrupting members of the chamber of 
deputies and the latter with receiving a 
bribe while a member of the chamber. 
The trial of Charles de Lesseps and his 
fellow defendants will proceed in the 
assizes court.

In the Cameron poisoning investigation 
the court met at Bridgetown Wednesday, 
and by consent of counsel a further ad­
journment was had till Wednesday, the 
1st of March, when it is expected the 
analysis will be completed. The prisoner 
appears much better than when in court 
last week. She maintains considerable 
composure in the belief that her innocence 
will be established, and partakes heartily 
of food. Unless poison is found the case 
will be dropped.

Hilton Barker, one of the principal 
members of the firm of G. Barker A Co., 
London, Eng., who failed June last, com­
mitted suicide in a railway carriage near 
Putney. The failure created much ex­
citement, being for the sum of $3,250,000. 
The Barkers were under arrest on charges 
of fraud. Hilton Barker had been des­
pondent. He claimed his intentions had 
been honest, and that he was simply un­
fortunate. He provided himself with a 
revolver before taking the train, and put 
the revolver to his head, blowing out his 
brains. In one of his pockets was found 
a telegram addressed to the official re­
ceiver, saying, “Come and fetch your 
victim.”

The Supreme court stands adjourned un­
til March 10 th.

It is rumored that John B. Gunter has in­
structed his attorney to issue a writ against 
Progress, 8t John, for libel.

Beeee at BbUryeVlile.
The races at Marysville were not as well 

patfonized as they should have been, The 
spirit of enterprise shown by the managers 
of the rink in thus giving the inhabitants of 
Maiysville and Fredericton an opportunity 
of seeing the fastest skater in the world, was 
but poorly appreciated, owing probably to 
the short notice available to announce the 
fact to the public. Gillespie, the champion 
backward skater of the world, Norseng and 
Dingee, of St. John, and the great Hagan 
were there.

At 8.30, Hagan, Norseng, and Gillespie 
skated a few times around the rink, thpn 
Hagan commenced the exhibition by fancy 
skating to slow waltz music. This vîas in­
deed a fine sight. His twirling, sliding 
broadside down the rink and his skating on 
one foot drew forth loud applause. Then 
came the races of the evening. With the 
exception of two local races, all the races 
were skated singly and against time. The 
first race was Gillespie in a backward spurt 
of one mile. This was without doubt one 
of the finest things of the evening. To the 
astonishment of everybody he did the mile 
in 3.09i beating his former record of 3.11.

Norseng then made his appearance in the 
two mile race. At the word go he started 
off at a rapid gait but owing to the short 
and quick turn of the track, he was com­
pelled to slacken his pace in order to save 
himself from falling at the turns. His time 
for the two miles was 6.33. It was potent 
to everyone that both he and Hagan could 
give no real exhibition of their speed. They 
seemed to be entirely uncapable of turning 
at the ends. Then Hagen came on in the 
three mile race. He found himself badly 
handicapped and felt much annoyed at not 
being able to turn the sharp corners and 
was not pleased oyer his attempt to give the 
audience a fair estimate of his speed. It 
will not be wondered at, however, when it 
is considered that he is used to a five lap 
track. On the third trial he did better and 
skated the first mile in 3.14, the two miles 
in 6.16 and the three miles in 9.221.

Then came Dingee, of St. John, who 
skated a half mile 1.34 ; one mile in 2.59. 
This is just one second behind McCormick’s 
time on the same rink some years ago.

Two young lads, Bubear and Markee, of 
Marysville, had a contest of a mile. Mar­
kee was the victor in 3.28. This is some 
thing surprising when we know that 
young Markee is only fourteen years old. 
He gave tine promise for future speed. 
Black and Bubear were the next to try con­
clusions. Bubuar dropped out and left 
Black to skate against time. His 3.13 clip 
astonished everyone. This was the last race 
and closed the entertainment. Marysville 
has reason to be proud that the records of 
her young skaters showed so favorable along 
side of men whose reputation is wolrd wide.

Important Supreme Court Decision.
The supreme court on Saturday last gave 

judgment sustaining the decision of judge 
Steadman in the case of Andrew Inches 
against C. H. B. Fisher. This case arose out 
of a dispute regarding whose was the right 
to pay the taxes on the leasehold property 
at the corner of Queen and York streets, 
the lessor or the lessee. This property was 
leased by Mr. Inches to Mr. Fisher for a 
term of years. The covenant of the lease is 
such that Mr. Fisher was to pay all taxes on 
the property. In the years 1890 and 1891 
the city assessors assessed Mr. Inches a 
certain sum in addition to what was as­
sessed on Mr. Fisher. This Mr. Inches paid 
and then demanded repayment from Mr. 
Fisher. Mr. Fisher refused to pay and 
hence the law suit. This case was tried 
in the county court before judge Steadman. 
Counsel for Mr. Fisher contended that the 
assessors had no right to assess Mr. Inches, 
who, since he had paid the assessment freely 
and willingly, had no right to recover. But 
judge Steadman decided that the landlord 
and tenant had different interests in the 
property; that the assessment which Mr. 
Inches had paid was an assessment on the 
interest of the tenant, or in this case of the 
lessee, and since the lessor had paid oat 
money for an assessment on the lessee, the 
lessee was in duty bound to refund it; in 
other words that Mr. Fisher should refund 
to Mr. Inches what he had paid out ill his 
behalf. It was from this decision that Mr. 
Fisher appealed, with the effect recorded 
above. This decision is of special import­
ance to the holders of lease-holds in this 
city as it defines the rights between lessor 
and lessee and throws considerable light on 
covenants to pay all taxes.

Present End of the Crlsp-Currie Inves­
tigation.

After a long session in Fredericton and 
another in St. John, the committee in 
charge of the above investigation have at 
last come to a decision. It will be remem­
bered that rev. Mr. Howie preferred three 
charges against Mr. Crisp. These the com­
mittee took up separately. The charges 
were as follows :

That the rev. Robert Crisp was guilty on 
or about August 3rd, 1884, of committing 
adultery with an unmarried woman living 
at Scotcbtown, Queens county, N. B.

That being accused in November or De­
cember of the same year of being the father 
of the unborn child referred to, he eon- 
spited to direct the charge from himself 
and fix it on D. D. Currie.

That he has been guilty of misrepresenta­
tion, deception and falsehood in concealing 
and denying his connection with the woman 
and in concealing and denying his corre­
spondence with Dr. Gardner in relation to 
the above charges.

On the first charge Mr. Crisp was acquitted 
by a vote of 3 to 2. On the second charge 
the committee were unanimous in clearing 
him. On the third charge, however, the 
acquittal was only on a vote of 3 to 2.

Rev. Mr. Howie, the formulator of these 
charges, thinks that to entirely free Mr. 
Crisp the acquittal should have been unani­
mous on all three; that where so much 
diversion of opinion exists the matter should 
be referred to. the full conference, which 
will comprise about one hundred ministers. 
In this he is understood to have the support 
of the committee, who are of the opinion 
that if Mr. Crisp is innocent, the endorse­
ment of the committee’s decision by the full 
conference will go far in removing the 
stigma that is attached to so serious offence.

\ Meeting of the Baptiste.
The meeting held in the vestry of the 

Baptist church last night to decide about 
the pastorate was largely attended. Nearly 
every church member was present. It was 
decided to retain rev. Mr. Crawley in his 
position as pastor of the church. Only 
eleven votes were cast against him, and 
these were against not on account of any 
thing that has been said against him, but 
because they were of the opinion that a 
change would be advisable. The tone of 
the meeting was entirely in favor of Mr. 
Crawley, and should go a long way in eras­
ing the unpleasant circumstances of the pas*1 
from the mind of the people.

▲ Branch In Fredericton.
The Canadian mutual loan and invest­

ment company of Toronto have opened a 
branch office in Fredericton. Mayor Beck­
with is agent and secretary-treasurer for the 
Fredericton branch. As will be gathered 
from the title of the company their business 
is to loan money on real estate. They also 
issue shares of stock which are paid for by 
installments. The management of this 
branch is : John M Wiley, president ; B H 
Torrens, vice-president ; mayor Beckwith, 
secretary-treasurer; J Limerick, valuator;

GRAND LODGE, L. 0. A.
Large Vote for Non-Censure of the 

Orange Members of the Bottsei
The provincial head of this Organization 

opened its annual session in the Oddfellows’ 
hall oh Tuesday evening. The session was 
well attended, and more than usual inter­
est was indicated. Over 120 delegates were 
present from the various county lodges. 
Grand master Geo. W. Fowler occupied the 
chair. County master H. H. Pitts, on be­
half of the association in York county, read 
an address of welcome, which was replied 
to by grand master Fowler.

Then came the annual report of the grand 
master. The report showed that the order 
had made large advances in strength and 
influence, that to-day orangeism had a 
strong foothold in places where it was be­
fore unknown. The report spoke of the 
Bathurst school matter and gave a short 
sketch of the rise of that much talked of 
trouble, and stated that the orange mem­
bers of the house had not been as active in 
the matter as they might have been. It 
closed with a spirited appeal to the members 
to be true in all their deliberations to the 
spirit and aim of the order.

County master Pitts gave notice of a 
motion dealing with the Bathurst school 
matter and the dismissal from office of Wm. 
Lipsett, to come up at 11 o’clock next morn­
ing. Nothing further was done that even­
ing.

On the following morning, the business 
routine having been got through with, Mr. 
Pitts moved for a postponement of the pro­
posed resolution until the report of the 
grand master came up for discussion. This 
was carried.

After the transaction of some further 
business deputy grand master Colter called 
the grand lodge’s attention to certain re­
ports appearing in the public press, par­
ticularly the Fredericton Reporter, deroga­
tory to himself as an orangeman and an 
officer of the grand lodge. He referred the 
lodge to Sec. 147 of the constitution, which 
says : “Any member who shall utter, print, 
publish or be privy to the printing, publish­
ing or circulating of any matter or thing 
derogatory to the association or the char 
actor of any of its officers, shall be suspended 
or expelled.” He signified his intention of 
demanding an investigation of the charges 
thus publicly preferred. If they were true 
he was no longer worthy to retain his posi­
tion as an orangeman and an officer; Yf, 
they were not his caluminator, a member of 
the association, should be constitutionally 
dealt with.

Just here the grand master interrupted 
him to suggest that his appeal would better 
come up in natural order through the com­
mittee on petition and appeals. In this Mr. 
Colter acquiesced and the matter was de­
ferred.

The remainder of the morning was occu­
pied m listening to the reports of the 
county masters.

In the afternoon at 3 o’clock grand master 
Fowler again resumed the chair. More re­
ports were received. The report of the 
finance committee showed a balance of $381 
on hand. The committee upon the grand 
masters address presented the following 
report :
To the officers and members of the grand 

lodge of New Brunswick :
Your committee desire to congratulate the 

grand master on the successful institution 
of our orange lodge in the town of Bathurst. 
We recommend that a general petition be 
circulated for signatures through the prov­
ince of New Brunswick, praying that the 
school law of this province be carried out 
in its entirety as originally enacted.

Your committee recommend that in the 
event of the government failing to comply 
with the prayer of the petition, the protest­
ant minority of Bathurst appeal to the 
courts of this province, and that the grand 
lodge may render any assistrnce it may deem 
necessary in the premises.

We regret that the petition of the protes­
tant minority of Bathurst was not presented 
to the legislature of the province at its ses­
sion by the brethren to whom it was given 
in charge.

We desire to congratulate this grand 
lodge upon the evidence of increasing pros­
perity of the order throughout the dominion 
and especially of the increased membership, 
and the institution of five new lodges in 
New Brunswick.

Your committee agree with the grand 
master that it is a matter of congratulation 
that our most worshipful brother N. Clark 
Wallace, our grand master and soverign, 
had been elevated to the position of comp­
troller of customs.

We are pleased to know that our grand 
master was in a position to visit the lodges 
more frequently during the past year, than 
he was in the previous year.

In conclusion we note with pleasure the 
fact of the erection of a new hall for orange 
purpose in the city of St. John, which will 
supply a want long felt by the order, and 
the dedication of other new halls through­
out the jurisdiction.

An animated discussion took place on 
this report. Sections two and *hree were 
passed quietly, but the fourth was produc­
tive of much talk. It seems that at the 
meeting of the grand lodge in St. Stephen 
last year, a committee was appointed to 
present the views of that body on the Bath­
urst school question to the local legislature.

H A. McKeown made a remarkable fine 
address, defending himself as an Orange 
member of parliament from an omission of 
duty. He explained that the petition of the 
protestant residents of Bathurst had been 
left with A. A. Stockton, who had a conver­
sation regarding it with Mr. McManus, one 
of the trustees. Mr. McManus said thit the 
grievance, if there was any, would be recti­
fied at the end of the term which was close 
at band. After a consultation with his 
friends, Mr. Stockton decided not to present 
the petition. This was how the petition 
was not presented. Mr. McKeown tboqght 
that no blame could under the circumstances 
be laid to the orange members of the house, 
therefore he wou,Id move that the-wdrds 
“not desiring to censure anyone" should 
be prefixed to section four of reply.

Messrs. Colter and Wilson, also members 
of the late house, took the opportunity of 
defending themselves and the government 
from the charges that had been so publicly 
made against them lately. Their remarks 
were clear and conclusive ; they had the 
meeting with them from first to last.

Unable to see this, H. H. Pitts moved as 
an amendment to the amendment that a 
clause censuring the orange members of the 
house for dereliction of duty be inserted in 
this section of the reply. This was followed 
by a very hot discussion which was 
participated in by Messrs. Vincent, Wilson, 
Thomas, Neales, Brown, Pitts and others. 
Before the vote was taken, grand master 
Fowler took the opportunity to explain the 
stand which he had taken in the matter. 
His object and aim for which he worked 
was the presentation of the minority’s pe­
tition to the local legislature. The vote was 
not reached until a very late hour. The 
amendment to the amendment was lost, and 
the amendment itself was carried by the 
large majority of 48, the'vote being 66 to 18. 
Even rev. A. F. Thompson, who was respon­
sible for the whole agitation, voted for the 
amendment. It speaks highly for Messrs. 
Wilson, McKeown and Colter that their 
conduct has been such as to gain them so 
large a majority of the representatives of 
the orange order from all parts of the prov­
ince.

The next buslnees on hand was the elec­
tion of officers. A contest ensued between 
H. H. Pitts and George W. Fowler, Which 
showed hdW the sèntitüent of the meeting 
rilh. Mr. Fowler was elected by 38 majority, 
the vote being 8i to 23. The Officers elected 
were as follows :

The installation of officers was postponed, 
and Mr. Pitts started to move his resolution 
in regard to Wm.

Colter. Accordingly it was moved by D. F. 
Merritt, seconded by A. O. Cruikshank, that 
in consideration of the withdrawal by bro. 
Colter of the charges preferred by him 
against bro. Pitts that bro. Pitts withdraw 
his charges against bro. Colter in reference 
to bro. Lipsett’s dismissal.

It being one o'clock meeting adjourned 
until the afternoon.

In the afternoon Mr. Pitts opened up the 
question in regard to the Bathurst schools. 
Rev. A. F. Thompson presented the report 
of the Bathurst lodge and requested per* 
mission to introduce Rev. Mr. Seller, who 
would more fully explain the situation. 
Leave being granted, Mr. Seller was heard. 
The remarks both of Mr. Thompson and 
Mr. Seller were but a rehash of the letters 
and statements so familiar to the public in 
the opposition newspapers. This took up 
most of the afternoon, and nothing fhrther 
of public interest transpired until evening, 
when the further discussion of the Bathurst 
school matter took place. Mr. Pitts then 
moved his pet resolution embodying the 
statement of grievances, which seems to be 
such an eyesore to that illustrious indivi­
dual. The resolution was to the effect that 
the present emergency called for immediate 
steps to be taken. That the grand lodge 
send forth petitions praying that the regu­
lations be rescinded, and in case these peti­
tions fail in their purpose, recourse should 
be had to the courts. This resolution was 
carried. The reports of the general com­
mittees were then read and adopted. The 
installation of officers then took place. 
Considerable private business was gone 
through with, after which the lodge ad­
journed to meet at Fairville the third Tues­
day in February, 1894.

The Weekly Death Belt

James Daly, truckman, died on Sunday 
night. He had some disease of the throat, 
which in spite of medical aid, grew worse 
till it terminated in death. His funeral on 
Wednesday was largely attended by all 
classes of citizens. The remains were con­
veyed to the St. Dunstan’s church, where 
the rev. father McDeyitt said the requiem 
mass, and from there to the Catholic eeme* 
tery above town.

Sunday night witnessed the passing away 
of one of the old residents of the town. 
John Neil had been troubled with enlarge­
ment of the heart for some time, and this 
culminated in his death. Mr. Neil was of 
Scotch descent, having come from Whet- 
horn, Scotland. Landing in this country, 
he had at first taught school, but afterwards 
engaged in the hardware business as one of 
Stewart & Neil. His business undertakings 
were successful, and he was respected and 
admired by all who knew him. Of late 
years he has retired from business and has 
lived in Gibson where his death occurred. 
He was in his 73rd year, and leaves a widow, 
two sons and five daughters. Being a 
Scotchman, Mr. Neil, it may be known, was 
a prominent member of the St. Andrews’ 
society, and also an enthusiastic curler, and 
has been honored with the title of fiither of 
the Fredericton curling club. The funeral 
on Tuesday afternoon was very largely at­
tended, considering the inclemency of the 
weather. A service was held at the house, 
and the funeral procession was formed at 
2.30 o’clock and proceeded from the house 
down through Gibson and across the St. 
John river to Fredericton at Temple's land­
ing. The Fredericton curling club in full 
force, headed the procession. At a meeting 
of the Fredericton curling club, held in the 
rink, resolutions of the death of Mr. Neill 
and of sympathy for his widow and family 
were passed and ordered to be sent to the 
family and inserted in the local press.

Mr and Mrs. Jos. Millican have the sym­
pathy of the community in the loss of a 
daughter, a bright little girl of five years 
who died on Friday last of quick consump­
tion. The funeral took place Sunday after­
noon from their residence, King street, at 
four o’clock.

Cleaned, Cut, Slashed, and Made Over 

From Oar Exchanges.

John O'Halloran, of St. Andrews, aged 
ninety-one years, fell on the ice a few days 
ago and broke his leg. Thursday night he 
died from his injuries.

While playing with a revolver the ten- 
year old son of rev. Mr. McGregor, Plymp- 
ton, near Digby, N. S., was shot in the face, 
the bullet entering below the eye.

Immigrants from Britain, bound ostensi­
bly for the west and northwest are still 
coming in considerable numbers and being 
transported from Halifex by the C. P. R.

The total expenditures on the Indians of 
New Brunswick for the last fiscal year, 
which includes salaries, relief and seed 
grain, medical attendance and medicine, 
etc., was $6,060.43.

The peWs in the Roman Catholic church 
at Tracadie, were sold the other day for the 
year 1893, and realized $822. The Acadien 
says that this large rent is without parallel 
in the history of a country parish.

The full text of the will of the late Mark 
Curry, of Windsor, N. S., provides that the 
$10,000 left to his niece, Lucy Maud Welton, 
wife of rev. Sydney Welton, “is to be free 
from the control and not subject in any 
way to the debts or managementof her hus­
band.”

Col. E. L. Street, late of the Devonshire 
(11th) regiment, has been selected for the 
command of the 7th regimental district at 
Hounslow, Eng., and will take up his ap­
pointment on the 1st of April. Col. Street 
is a native of St. Andrews, and his wife is a 
St. John lady.

James Smith left his home, Weymouth, 
N. 8., Wednesday morning to go to the 
woods. Not returning at night as usual 
search was made for him. He was found 
dead, his body lying under a fallen tree, 
with his head crushed. It is supposed death 
was instantaneous. Smith was about thirty 
years of age and highly respected. He was 
unmarried.

The price of kerosene oil is coming down 
in St. John. The averageretail pricein that 
city for the best American oil has been 
twenty-six and twenty-seven cents per gal­
lon. Within the last two weeks it has 
dropped to twenty-two cents. We have not 
heard of any drop in this city, but likely 
would have heard of a rise had the duty 
been added instead of slightly decreased.

L. K. Bennett, of Berwick, Kings Co.' 
dropped dead in Windsor on Saturday, 
morning last. He had been on a visit to 
Windsor for a few days for medical treat­
ment and intended returning home by 
Saturday morning’s train, and while bid­
ding good-bye to the keeper of the boarding 
house, staggered and fell to the floor, dying 
instantly ; his death being caused by paraly­
sis ofthe brain.

Petèr S. Hamilton, one of the best known 
men in Nova Scotia, attempted to take his 
life at his boarding house about one o'clock 
on Thursday. He swallowed three ounces 
of laudanum. One of the boarders discov­
ered what he had doue shortly after and 
doctors were summoned, Mr. Hamilton 
said he wished to die and begged the doctors 
not to attempt to save him. He is now at 
the hospital and it is thought will come 
around all right.

Three of the oldest people in Nova Scotia 
died this week. They were, Malcolm Mc­
Mullin, aged 106 years. He lived atCatalone, 
C. B., in the house with his own son, grand­
son and great grandson. For years past it 
was a daily occurrence to see the four gen­
erations working in the fields together. 
Mrs. .Catherine Ross, of North East Marga- 
ree, C. B., died aged 101, leaving 208 grand­
children. Mrs. Donald Chisholm, aged 102, 
died at Gnysboro Internal. Two of her 
brothers were priests. On the same day 
fifty years ago, two brothers, Joseph S. and 
Edward Palmer, married two sisters, Phoebe 
and Caroline Chesley. Both couples and 
their families celebrated their golden wed­
ding at Salem, Annapolis, a few days ago.

DEEPEST WELLS IN THE WORLD.
The deepest well in the world is now 

being drilled in Bogg’s Run, near Wheel­
ing, W. Va. It was calculated as long as 
six months ago that its depth then en­
titled it to be considered the next deepest 
well in the world.

It may be worth while to remember 
here the other “deepest wells” in the 
world.

George Westinghouse, jr., sunk a well 
in Pittsburg to the depth of 4680 feet in 
search of natural gas, and this had long 
reckoned the superlative of its kind.

Jonathan Watson, of Titusville, Pa., 
drilled in 1867 an oil well to the depth of 
3550 feet.

There is a well in Greene county, Pa., 
which produced oil from the depth of a 
half mile.

A silk manufacturing firm at Rockville, 
Conn., drilled a well 3440 feet deep.

These are the deepest on the Western 
continent.

Until the final extent of the well on 
Bogg’s Run shall have been decided the 
great well at Potsdam in Germany, which 
is only 10 feet short of one mile in depth, 
must be considered the deepest on record.

A well near Berlin is 4194 feet deep, 
and a sugar refining company in Paris 
has drilled a 19-inch well 2900 feet deep.

The deepest well ever pierced, which 
still affords a temperature below freezing 
at its bottom, was dug a few years ago 
in one of the largest forests in the world, 
which stands upon the perennial ice fields 
between the Ural mountains and the Sea 
of Okhotsk. At the depth of 116 metres 
the ice was found exactly as on the sur- 
fece.
