sealed by the Secretary of the Chapter, 
Mgr. Della Volpe. anil the final absolu- 
lion# given.

Among the mont interesting of the 
churches where the Ixmten “ .Stations " 
have been held are 8ta Maria in Domini 
ca. ami also known as della Mar* relia. on 
accmiut of » marble ship which Pope 
1ax> X. placed in front of it. This church 
is built on the site of the house of Sta. 
Ci rises, where St. Lawrence took refuge, 
and in front of which he gave alms to 
the noor; between this church and St. 
Stephen Kotouda were the I «arracks of 
the foreign soldiers Castra Per ear ma 
which were known to exist towards the 
end of the fourth century. The High 
Mass was sung according to the Greek 
rite on this occasion. The next “Sta­
tion ” is the Basilica of St. Clement, one 
of the most ancient and venerable in 
Rome, which probably succeeded to a 
private Oratory of the Palace Acilii 
Glabrioni, where 8t. Clement, third suc­
cessor of SL Peter, was in the habit of 
assembling the taithftil of the early times. 
It is certain that in the reign of Constan­
tino this very ancient title was trans­
formed into a grand Basilica, which, 
by the testimony of SL Jerome, preserved 
the Memoria nom mis ejus. The primitive 
Basilicas were alwgy* built over the 
tombs of the martyrs, or on a place con­
secrated by their presence. Still we 
know that St. Clement died as a martyr 
in Chersonese, and that his body was 
brought to Rome only in the eleventh 
contuiy. It is thus seen that the church 
takes its name from the relations that it 
had with the Pontificate of the Holy 
Pope, and it is most likely that it was 
founded by him. In flat some ancient 
inscription# recal the Dominicum Clement to 
—that is to say, the title instituted by 
St. Clement. There is no longer any 
remains of the old oratory, but one can 
still see, in the part recently excavated, 
some ornamented rooms in stucco of the 
early Imperial times, rooms that belonged 
to the palace where stood the oratory, 
and that were preserved, without doubt, 
as an object of veneration when the 
Basilica Constantine was erected in the 
fourteenth century. The remains of this 
Basilica, placed cm the level of the soil 
of ancient Rome, can still be seen in the 
subterranean church, found and des­
cribed by the late Rev Father P. Mulhooly, 
Prior of the Irish Dominicans, who serve 
this church. Up to this time, it was 
always thought that the upjwr church 
was the edifice of the I Vth. century, and 
it has always been said that St. Clement's 
was the oldest Christian temple in Rome. 
There, indeed, one admires the precious 
columns of verde antique, which divides 
the three naves ; the north*'.v, or vestibule, 
well preserved ; the primitive apse, and 
the rest of the choir enclosure. In 
the ninth century the church was en­
riched with the relics of its sainted foun­
der, St. Clement, which were brought 
from Chersonese, and a short time after­
wards by those of St. Cyril, the Apostle 
of the Slavs, who had brought to Rome 
the precious treasure ; and the tomb still 
exists at the end of the left nave, as well 
as an ancient frescue recalling his name. 
Unhappily the church was falling into 
ruins for want of restorations, and later, 
that is to say, in the tenth and eleventh 
centuries, its ruin became so imminent 
that sustaining walls between the columns 
of the central nave were built, walls 
which were ornamented with largo pic­
tures, which form an object of curiosity 
for those who visit St. Clement. These 
paintings represent certain episodes bor­
rowed from the acts of St. Clement, such 
as the miracle of the widow at his sepul­
chre; the Mind ness of the Prefect of 
Rome, Sisinius, who hail tried to pene­
trate into the assembly of the Christians ; 
the principal acts in the life of SL Alexis ; 
and the solemn translation of the body 
of St. Cyril. Here can also be seen the 
ancient picture of the Crucifixion and 
other Gospel scenes executed in the Pon­
tificate of Leo IV., who is represented 
with the nimbus (square), a sign that he 
still lived when these pictures were 
painted. The restored church existed 
until the end of the eleventh century, 
when Robert Guiscard (1084) sacked 
Rome, and it became a heap of ruins, 
and was abondbned. At the commence­
ment of the following century Paschal 
II., who, before his elevation to the pon­
tificate, was titular Cardinal of SL 
Clement, rebuilt the primitive Basilica 
(which became the subterranean Basilica) 
on the level of Rome). He ornamented 
It also In a splendid manner with the 
beantifol mosaics, in the centre being the 
Crucifixion, with twelve white symboli­
cal doves; placed under the altar the 
relies of the ancient sanctuary, and re­
moved there the plater jot marble of the 
sixth century, which formed the presby- 
tertum at the IrUr of Oonetantine.

divine mandate for the sacrifice of the

the followers of Christ were objects of 
persecution, and lived in concealment, 
which led naturally to the selection of 
the night as the fittest time for the cele­
bration of their sacred rites. The office 
of tenebnr is nothing more than a part of 
the nocturnal prayer of that primitive 
age. The selections from Scripture 
which it contains are full of appropriate 
and touching sentiment, particularly the 
lamentations of Jeremiah, in which the 
prophet pours forth, in a most eloquent 
and feeling strain, his profound affliction 
and heart tel t sympathy at the calamities 
of the unfortunate Jerusalem. What 
more forcible expression could the church 
employ for the effusion of her grief at 
the sufferings of her heavenly spouse ! 
How could, she better awaken in her 
children a spirit of true compunction, 
than by giving vent, in the pathetic 
accents of the prophet, to her deep con­
dolence at the passion of Christ, and to 
the affliction with which she beholds so 
many of them insensible to His mercies.

On the morning of Thursday, called 
Maundy Thursday, from the word Man- 
datum (mandate) with which the cere­
mony of washing the feet commences, 
the church recalls, by the solemn cele­
bration of tho mysteries, the institution 
of tlie Holy Eucharist, which took place 
on the eve of Our Saviour s death. The 
special commemoration, however, of this 
freat event, is deferred to another time, 
luring the Mass of this day priests as 

well as laics all receive the holy com­
munion at the hands of the celebrant, 
in order to represent more fhithfully the 
occasion on which Our Divine Saviour 
administered to His apostles His adorable 
Maly and blood. The holy oils, used in 
vimterriug three of the sacraments, and 
in various rites of the church, are like­
wise consecrated by the lûshop during 
the morning service on Thursday, this 
time having been selected not only for 
the sake of convenience, that the oils 
may be distributed tor the blowing of the 
liaptismal water on Holy Saturday, 
but also because on this day Christ gave 
to his church, in tho institution of the 
eucharistie sacrifice and sacrament, the 
most tender place of his love, the kind­
ling and ^cherishing of which, in the 
heart of man, is the effect of the sacra­
ment* and other observances of religion. 
At the termination of the Mass, a con­
secrated host is carried in solemn proces­
sion to a throne or repository, whore it 
remains until the service of Good Friday, 
at which it is consumed by the celebrant, 
the holy sacrifice not being offered on 
that day. If the magnificence ami splen­
dor which adorn these repositories are 
:“ -*ly expressive of the honor due to tlie 

of God whom we there adore, they 
are symbolic also of the pure and fervent 
homage that we should present to Him, 
endeavoring to compensate in some 
measure by the tribute of our constant 
praise, gratitude and love, for the out 
rages heaped upon Him by His enemies, 
and the indignities so often committed 
by unworthy Christians at the foot of 
Hie altar. With the exception of the 
rites just mentioned, the ceremonial of 
Thursday relates entirely to the passion 
of Our Lord. From the Gloria in exceltit 
on that day to the same part of the Mass 
on Holy Saturday, the belle of the 
churches are silent, in imitation of the 
silent grief of the apostles at the euffor-

paschu! lamh, which prefigured the bloody 
sacrifice on the cross. This ceremony 
is followed by the chanting of Our 
Saviour’s passion, us recorded by St. 
John, to impress upon our minds and 
hearts the boundless charity which Its I 
Him to become a victim for the salvation 
ol men. On this day the church offers 
her sjK-cial prayers for («ersons of every 
condition. At all times does she suppli­
cate the Almighty in behalf of those who 
are wandering in the devious ways of 
perdition ; but to show her abhorrence of 
wilful apostaey and contumacious error, 
she forbids her ministers to name at her 
altar thorn* who are chargeable with such 
crimes. But on Good Friday she makes 
an exception to her general discipline, 
because on that day Christ died for all 
men. The recollection of this event 
seems to banish for a moment all distinc­
tions among the different classes of the 
human family, that they may all obtain 
by a fervent ap|>cul to heaven the bless­
ings of that redemption which was 
effected on Calvary. After those prayers 
follow the exposition and veneration of 
the cross, a ceremony which is deeply 
affecting to the heart of the devout 
Christian, and would suffice, of itself, to 
reftite all the arguments that prejudice 
has ever wielded against the beautiful 
synUiolisms of Catholic piety. The ser­
vice then closes with the mass prtr-sdneti- 
Jiratorum, so called from the previous 
consecration, us already states!. of the 
sacred element*.

The office which properly belongs to 
Holy Saturday, that ol tenebnr, relates 
entirely to the sufferings of our Lord, and 
His descent into the tomb. The cere­
mony which is now performed on the 
morning of this day, took place formerly 
at night, as is plain from the language of 
the liturgy. It commences with the 
blessing of fire newly struck from the

sentiment* of grateful exultation at the 
victory which He has achieved over sin 
and hell, and to inspire us with a disposi­
tion to walk in Ills footsteps, that we 
may participate in the blessing of His 
redemption. With this view also, tho 
history of His sacred pension, as narrated 
by St Matthew, is chanted in the office.
During the two following days there is 
nothing in service of the church peculiar­
ly attractive, except the narrative of Our 
Saviour s passion its recorded by St 
Mark, which is road at the Mas* of Tues 
day; but there is a vein of deep religious 
|>athos running through her liturgy, and 
the canonical office which she requires 
Li lie recited by the clergy. This office 
is composed chiefly of passages from the 
Old and Now Testament*. At the Mass 
of Wednesday is read the passion from 
tho gospel of St Luke. Tho matins and 
laud* ol the last three days in Holy 
Week arc vhantvd on the vigils of those 
days, so that tho office for Thursday is 
performed on the evening of Wednesday, 
that of Friday on the evening of Thurs­
day, Ac. This is the office known l)y the 
name of ienebru\ or darkness. I localise 
towards the end of it all the light* in the 
sanctuary except one are extinguished.
Besides the six large candles on the 
altar, there arc fifteen candles placed on 
a triangular stand, which are gradually 
extinguished, producing a darkness em­
blematic of that which covered the earth 
at Our Lord’s crucifixion, and of the 
profound grief with which the church 
recalls the sufferings of her Divine 
Spouse. During the miserere, the white 
candle at the top ot the stand is con­
cealed behind the altar, ami at the end of 
tho ]>salm is produced again, to represent 
the death of t'hrist, who is the light of 
the world, and His subsequent resurrec­
tion to a state of glory and immortality.
To understand the origin of this office,
we must go back Li the earliest périt*l ol H*nt- 11 Hi* that may he traced to the 
the Christian era. For three centuries. remotest antiquity, though then more* 

frequently practised. This fire is us«l 
for lighting the lanqis of the church and 
the paschal candle, and is symbolic of 
new spiritual fire which the mystery of 
Christ s resurrection should kindle in 
our hearts. The blessing of the ]iasclml 
candle is likewise a very ancient cere­
mony. and is mentioned by some of the 
Fathers in the most |*>mi*>us terms. 
This candle is a figure* of Christ rising 
from the dead, the light of -the world 
and the first-born of the elect, and there* 
is perha}«s no portion of the Catholic 
liturgy more* beautiful in sentiment or 
more* impressive in it* style, than the 
prayers in which the church announces 
these consoling truths. The five pieces 
of incense attached to it, are* symliols of 
the five precious wounds which He 
received for our redemption. After this 
twelve prophecies are read, for the in­
struction of the catechumes, or those who 
are to receive baptism ; for in the first 
ages of tlie church baptism was solemnly 
administered, only on the vigils of Easter 
and Whitsunday, and on these days such 
its were to lx; admitted into the church, 
received their final instruction. In 
Rome, the custom on Holy Saturday is 
still preserved. From this usage there 
arose another, that of consecrating the 
water for liaptism, a rite that may t*». 
traced to the very earliest peri<*l of the 
church. This office is terminated by a 
solemn mass, at which the hells again 
send forth their joyous peals, and related 
alleluia* express tho exultation of the 
church at the anticipated resurrection of 
her Divine Spouse.

This joy she invites all her children to 
share with her ; and tor this pur|*»so she 
enjoins a more rigid fast during the holy 
week, that by act - of sincere and effica­
cious |K*nance we may worthily commem­
orate the groat mystery which she pre»- 
|*wes to our consideration at this time ; 
that from the sufferings of Christ we may 
conceive a due horror of sin, learn the 
practice of tho virtues which become His 
followers, and thtig, by the imitation of 
His example, obtain some part in the 
glory of Ilis resurrection.

It is not in the least t that asurprising
general feeling of indignation should he 
excited over the disclosures concerning 
the Irish murders. There is, however, 
no need to fan the flame, and it may be 
added that the style of comment gener­
ally - adopted by the London press on a 
case yet incomplete and undecided, is 
unprecedented and unfair. Apart from 
this obvious consideration, it can hardly 
be doubted that the cause of liberal 
and progressive legislation for Ireland 
is placed in some momentry peril ; cer­
tainly, it behoves all Irishmen to lend no 
shadow of argument,by evil or ill-advised 
conduct, to the advocates of repression. 
Recent Irish history has oscillated be­
tween concession and coercion—the one 
undoing the work of the other. Surely 
it may also lie pointed out, with equal 
force, that coercion, unless it is to he- 
come extermination, is certain to give 
rise to conspiracy. In the long run. as a 
prominent statesman well declared, 
coercion is no remedy. Yet, in the 
vicions circle already indicated. Irish 
affairs have run, and will, it seems, con­
tinue to run until the precept* of 
patriotism and patience are, on either 
side, better understood

prejudicial b> the cause of fieacu 
and onler. Front his s|»ee< h on the 
occasion, wo make the following cx- 

j tract* :—
" In rising to move an amendment 

which stand* in my name. I wish to ex­
press the opinion that the Irish Govern­
ment ami the Government generally lo*t 
a very great opportunity, after the 
assassinations in the Pho-nix Park, of 
restoring peace and order in Ireland, by 
the only means by which it will ever lie 
possible to restore pence permanently in 
that country, and that is by the aid and 
sympathy of the people in that work.
I think, sir. that never, during all the 
centuries of English rule in Ireland, has 
any Government had such an op|*>rtunitv 
as was then presented of rallying to the 
side of law and onler the sympathy of 
the masses of the people in Ireland, and , 
I regret exceedingly to find that the 
impression in that direction which, dm - ' 
ing the discussion* on the Crimes Bill, 
mm*med b> hold to a certain extent the.

the evil influences of Dublin Castle, been ■ 
removed, and that he has expressed his J 
opinion that without the Crimes Act it 
would lie impossible for the Government i 
to maintain order in Ireland. I wonder | 
whether the Chief Secretary, and those 
who are responsible lor the government 
of Ireland, ever consider what they arc j 
going to do when the Crimes Act ex- I 
pires ; whether they propose to renew j 
that act, or perhaps to replace it with 
something of a still more* drastic charac­
ter, or whether they projxwte to do with- ' 
out it. If the)- contemplate living able j 
to do without it at the end of the three 
years during which the act has to last. | 
I think it would lie much l«utter if they 
hivl not tried it at all. Iiecause their 
chances of enlisting the Irish ]«copie on! 
the side of law and order on the expira- ' 
tion ot that act, in view of the irritation 
which its daily administration is exciting 
throughout the country, will lie infli itesi- 
mally small, as compares! with what they 
woufd have I «ecu had the Government j 
trusted to the honor ot" the pc<«pie, and I 
had the right hon. gentleman gone to 
Ireland without the Crimes Act to aid ! 
him in governing that country. It ! 
seems to lx* sup|*ise<l. on account of what i 
are known as the “ Kilmainham Recela j 
fions," that wc are* not to lx* entitled to j 
iliseus* the administration of the Irish t 
Government.

But, so long as the Constitution 
allows- Ireland to send members to this 
house, so long will mem lier* sent by Ire­
land assert their right to criticise and 
condemn the conduct ol the Government 
in Ireland. Tlu* house generally seem 
to forget what sort of an act it is* that is 
living administered—they seem to forget 
that it is an net of the most drastic 
severity that has ever liven |»a*sod 
against that country. (The Chief Secre­
tary— No, no.) The right lion, gentle­
man says “no. no," but if you com pan* 
the provisions of the Crimes Act with 
the provisions of the other Coercion Acts, 
you will find that these repressing pro­
visions are* more numerous and more 
sweeping than those contained in any 
other act which has lx*en ever |«asseti.

* * * Now. sir. 1 said a while
ago that I regretted -exceedingly the 
Irish Government had not taken the tide 
which commenced to flow in their favor 
for the first time after the IMvvnix Park 
assassinations. It is an indisputable 
tact, known to everybody who has 
studied Irish politics, that during the last 
eight or nine mont lis a feeling did arise 
in the country, after the terrible event in 
the^Phœnix Park, such as had never 
appeared there* Iwfore—a feeling of 
active sympathy in favor of the law and 
against crime ; hut by stupid bungling, 
which 1 can scarcely call less criminal, 
uqd which this government will have to 
atone for in the loss of confidence by the 
country in it* administration, that tide 
was not taken advantage of. The (Aier- 
cion Act was brought in instead, and the 
tbcling was turned back L« such an 
extent, that I Micve there* was never

frenter hostility to English rule in 
rvhmd than exist* at present ; there 

was never greater disinclination on the 
|Mirt of the people to aid law and order ; 
and although there may l>e a reduction 
in the munlier of agrarian offences, that 
reduction is only dne to the fact that you 
are keeping down the people by a brutal 
and terrible Coercion Act, which you are* 
adïnmistering in a brutal and terrible 
way. * * * * There is no such
thing in Ireland now as trial by jury. 
You have trials by tribunals of partisan’s, 
just as much iiartisans as the juries 
alluded to l»y the right hon. gentleman 
the member for Bradford (Mr. Forster), 
Iiecause they were, every one of them, 
smarting under a sense of injury sus­
tained during the land movement. It is 
impossible for these tribunals h> give any 
prisoner a fair trial, and 1 believe that 
public opinion in Ireland is practically 
unanimous in saying that it would have 
lieen far better, far more honest and 
straightforward, if, instead of pretending 
that you are attempting to preserve the 
sacred right of trial by jury, you had

land at present is universally detested by 
everybody.

Why, then, do you insist 
u|«on («ersevering in a course which has 
been amply discredited by the result9 
\N e are told we are to have no more 
renie*liai legislation for Ireland, because 
ot the alleged discovery of an Assassina­
tion Society in Dublin—that is practi­
cally the effect of the s|x*ech of the 
noble marquis, the present lender of the 
Government ; that is practically the 
effect of the speech of the right hon. 
gentleman the Chief Secretary to the 
I»rd Lieutenant ; it is not. however, the 
practical effect of the sj»eeeh of the right 
hon gentleman the President of the 
Board of Trade < Mr. Chamberlain). It 
is not the effect of the sjmech of the hon.

guarantee of ultimate success. That

The strung point 
of the Opposition was./xtr ejerHence, that 
it is the duty of the returning officer 
simply to return the candidate having 
the largest numlier of" Votes. This and 
nothing more. He is to exercise 
judicial authority whatever. But as the 
debate proceeded this proposition was 
seen to have absurdity on the face of it. 
According to that style of logic, it would 
lie the duty of the returning officer to 
declare a lunatic or convict elected, or 
man without qualification. It is agreed 
upon all sides that he can refuse to return 
a candidate that is not qualified, no mat­
ter what his majority, ami thatebeing 
admitted where should the line lie 
drawn ? It is clear there is also a dis­
cretionary power vested m returning 
officer*, and between discretionary and 
judicial there is little or no différent- 
No authority has laid down the law that 
the returning officer has no power hut 
that of declaring elected the man with 
the highest number of votes. Why 
should not Dr. Robertson be elected 
when he had a majority of sixty-two 
votes ? The answer to this is because he 
was ineligible. This was the objection 
held by Mr. McCormack* and he was 
sustained by the great majority of the 
House of Commons. Why was he in­
eligible ? Because, according to law as 
clear as crystal, dual representation is 
not allowed in Canada. A man cannot 
at the same time be a mem liar of a Provin­
cial legislature and of the Dominion 
House of Commons. It has been ad­
vanced that Dr, Robertson resigned, hut 
if be did, it was in such » hedging man 
ner as would, in case of his defeat, allow 
him to retain hie seat in the Local 
House and save his vote tor hie party, 
which was so badly in need of it. This 
was very clever, but it was not legal, 
and fortunately there is a way by which 
political delinquent* like Dr. Robertson 
can be made to «uflfer. When Pr.
