bar at Holland, Michigan on the
24th, while attempting to enter tha:
barbor in the early hours of the morn
iog, the name of Life Saver Robert
Smith will be beld in veneration.
The life saving crew bad labored
hours in futile attempts to reach the
stranded ship,

Passengers and crew stood helpless
ly at the ead of the life line not
knowing how to manipulate the
breeches buoy that would carry them
five bhundred feet to safety shore.
It was then that Robert Smith tied
about his body a line thrown from the
wreck to the struggling boat and was
dragged through the foaming waters
to the deck of the Argo, sending
safely ashore the four women passen—
gers and a little girl and then one
after another the otber passengers
and those of the crew who had not
chosen to remain with "the captain.
For bours the life savers bad vaialy
tried to row their lifeboat to the
wreck and bhad after repeated efforts
been compelled to desist and resort to
the cannon and the life line, it being
impossible for a small boat to make
headway io the fifty-mile southeast
gale that raged on Lake Michigan
during the morning. Nevertheless
when the life line proved useless the
life savers immediately set out for an-
other fight in their small boat, This
time they made more progress than at
first, but were still unable to reach the
wreck when a line from the Argo
was caught by oné of the life—saving
crew. Without a moment’s hesitation
Robert Smith tied the line around his
body and plunged into” the boiling
lake to be dragged aboard the wreck
in a few moments, badly bruised, du
still able to direct the sending ashore
of the passengers and crew in the
breeches buoy. Twenty-five pas
sengers and 13 of the crew were
bauled ashore. but Capt. Stewart,
with a few men, refused to desert the
ship.

Daring one of the return trips of
the buoy the cable parted, worn in
two by friction against the rail, and it
was nearly noon then and only eight
or nine bad been sent ashore. With
the beach cannon anothor line was
shot out to the wreck and made fast
about two o'clock in the afternoon.
The rescue then proceeded without
farther mishap.

Fatal Railroad Disaster

The most disastrous railroad wreck
in Massachusetts, for many years
occurred at 8 15 o'clock Sunday at
Baker’s bridge station, 2 mile and a
balf west of Lincoln, on the main
line of the Boston and Maine
road. The SBunday night express,
which left Boslon at 7.45 o’clock for
Montreal via the. Rutland system,
crashed into the rear of a local train
which started from Boston at 7.15 for
points on the main line and Marlboro
branch. At least fifteen persons were
killed outright, burned to death or
suffocated, and thirty or more were
seriously injured, Many passengers
sustained mincr cuts, bruises aud
burns. The wreck was primarily due
to thick weather, which apparently ob-
scured signals set by the forward train
which at the time of the disaster was
standing in front of Bakec’s bridge
station, The Montreal train, drawn
by two locomotives and consisting
also of nine cars, crashed into the
rear of the Marlboro branch local,
demolishing the two rear cars of the
first train.  All the passengers killed
and injured, who were in these cars
lived in Concord, Wast Acton and
Maynard, Hudson and Marlboro, and
several smaller towns in the Assabet
valley. The only persons on the
Montreal train who were seriously
burt were the engineer and fireman
of the large locomotive. The wreck~
age caught fire from the ruins of the
engine, and many persons were caugh'
and incinerated before they had a
chance to be released from the debris.
Few persons live in the vicinity of
Baker's bridge station, and no fire
department was available, so that the
flames praetically burned themselves
out. The uninjured passengers and
2 number of train hands, assisted by
villagers, worked hard, and many
persons were hastily carried or other-
wise assisted out of the ruins and out
of danger from fire. A special train
was sent from Boston by the Boston
and Maine - management at g 33
o'clock and reached imside of an
bhour. The train brought a number
of doctors and appliances for aiding
the iojured. Dozens of passengers
from Waltham and others places in
that section were sent to destination
in carriages.

The railroad station and a number
of dwelling houses were turned into
terporary hospitals and many volune
teer nyrses assisted materialy in
relieving the sufferings of the injured
men and women. Just after 11
o’clock a special train carrying those
who werg most seriously injured who
could be moved, left for Bostoy
where arrangements were made to
have all available ambulances to con
vey them to the hospitals.

The Montreal train dozs not stop at
the small stations, and after passing
Waltham does not stop ordinarily
ontil it reaches Concord, twe miles
west of Baker’s bridge station. Owiog
to the heavy local traffiz, the Marlboro
branch train was behind time when it
reached Baker's bridge station
According to the statement of per
sons who were al the depot there, a
brakeman was sent to place a fuse or
red fire torch, some distance in the
rear. The night was unusually dark
partly owing to a dense mist which
came up the Sudbury river, a small
stream not far from the
According to those at the station the
torchlight had mnot been set more
than a mianute before the roar of a
heavy train around a curve a shor
distance east of the depot was heard.
Those on the station platform were
helpless, for within a few seconds the
headlight of an on-rushing locomotive
penetrated the mist, and before a
hand could be lifted to give warning,
the two giants, travelling at an esti-
mated speed of 35 miles an hour,
crashed into the standing coaches.
"he crash was so terrific that it was
heard by persons living a mile dis-
tant, and where a train-load of people
had stood a moment before, became
an indescribable scene of death and
ruin. Following the crash, the
shrieks of the injured and shouts of
those who hasteued to the rescue
were heard above hissing of escaping
steam, which scalded some of the
passengers even before flames came
fcom the ruins.

The leading locomotive telescoped
the rear car of the Marlboro train aad
the second engine forced the demol
ished mass against the third car of the
local and completely wrecked it. In
these two carsall but two of the
fatalities occurred and practically all
of the injuries. The collision des—
troyed the forward locomotive of the
‘Montreal train and the engine follow-
ing it was considerably damaged, but
did oot leave the rails. Nooe of the
cars of the express were thrown from
the track, and the collision apparently
had little effect upon those in them
The passengers stated afterward that
the shock was comparatively slight,
especially in view of the rate of speed
at which the train was proceeding
Within two minntes following the
cragh the scene of ruin was transferred
to one of 'horror. From the firebox of
oae engine the engineer and fireman
of which lay dead in the tangled mass,
flames commenced to leap sand caught
the wreckage and & number of the un-
fortunste passengers who had been
pinned down by the broken seats and
fragments of the wood, were burned to
death. Some of the passepgers had
evidently been killed instantly, bat
jnst how many escaped death from the
flames in this way could not be told
that night. The second car of the local
train remainad on the irons. The en-
gine of this train escaped the wreck.
Passengers from both trains, the train
hands and & nombsr of villagers
rashed to the wrecked cars and assisted
inany persons to escipe, but the flames
maie it difficult to reach some who
were alive. For the time it was
necesgary to lay injured persons side
by side with several bodies of the dead,
uantil every effort possible had been
made to rescus other victims. The
flames added to the work of destruction
which resulted from the collizion, and

Russias Troubles.

The spirit of revolution seems to be
still rife in Raesis, and no sooner does
order appear to be gaining ground in
one part of the country than troubles
of the most serious character present
themselves in another. Ssbastopol
advices of the 25th contain the follow-
ing. The long expectad mautiny of
sailors, who have been on the verge
of revolt for months, has come, and
Ruesia’s stronghold on the Black Sea
is in danger of falling completely into
their bands. The situation is critical.
All the shore equipages, numbering
4,000 men, are in open rebellion, having
driven away or taken their officers
prisoners. The Brest regiment of in-
fantry hag gone over in a body to the
mutineers. General Neplueff, the com -
mander of the fortress, is a captive.
The Bielostok regiment, the only other
regiment in the city, received the
mutineers with cheers, but thus far it
remains loyal. Some of the artilleriats
have also joined the men in revoit,
Besidos Bielostok regiment there are
two battalions of entirely artillery here.
The Eunixne fleet is standing in the
offing and is still obeying the orders
of Vice-Admiral Chouknin, but the
crews are disaffected and there is grave
doubt whether they can be restrained
from joining the matineers and greater
doubt that they will act upon them.

before the cathedral of St. Viadimir,
which is in the very heart of the town.

Turkey’'s Threat May
Be Serious.

Constantinople, November 24.—The
Porte’s reply to the demands of the
powers is not only a categoric rejection
of the demandr, but contains thinly
veiled threats that the pressure of
Europe will possibly excite the Turkish
population toreprisals on the Christians.
The note declares that the Ottoman
government loyally introduced the re
forms demanded by the Muerzig pro-
gramme and says that if these did nat
entirely succeed the fault was in the
bhatred dividing the nationalities in
Macedonia and instigation from abroad.
The communication states that the
Tarkish government fiads it absolutely
impassible to azcept financial control of
Macedonia, and it wounld violate the
Suitan’s sovereignty. After agresing tq
the prolongation of the foreign civil
agents the note goncindes ;

‘t1f the powers inorease the pressure
in order to compel the accaptance of the
control scheme the imperial govern-
ment declines all responsibility for
the consequences which may arise
from the discontent among the publig,”

The latter part of the note, implying
the posgibility of massacres, has creat-
ed a bad impression in diplymatic
cireles, where it is regarded as being a
deliberate attempt to create artificial
pablic excitement against financial re-
form with the object of intimidating
Europe. At the same time it is re-
cognizad there is danger of trouble in
Macedonia and that the powers ought
to have forces in readiness to ac
promptly at the first sight of an ouyt-
break. The fqreign representatives are
eonsidering the question of increasing
the number of their gnardships here in
order to protect citizans of their national
cities. Baron Marschall von Bieverst-
sin, the German ambassador, has again
argently represented to the palace
guthorities the advigability of agcept-
ing the power's demands and this
prevent disagreeable consequences.

In Northwestern France, in the
chief town of a department litile
vigited by tourists there is a statue
by one of the most renowned modern
sculptorsof a great churchman whose
twenty-eight years in Boston during
the formative years of our country
should have given him full natarali-
zation, says a correspondent in the

New York KEvening Post. The
statue -is of Cardiosl de Cheverus,
the friend of Chsaoning, one of the

first Catholic priests, and the first
bishop of the still Paritan eity, and,
at his death, a cardinal and arch-
bishop of Bordeaux.

The eculptor wes David d’Angers ;
and the exquigite brorze reliefs with
whioch he delighted to adorn the
pedestals of his stntues are in this
case a veritable human document of
what America was thought to be by
the cbildren of the French Rovolu-

tion. The town where this trezsure
of art aud mooument of our nistory
gives its name to the Piace Cheverus

in Mayernpr, ove hundred and eighty
miles from Patis tke road to
Brittany.

deanx, and a peer of France, In
1836, the year of his death, e re-
ceived the Cardinal’s bat.

West Rittenhouse Square, on Sunday,
Monday and Tuesday, November 26,
27 and 28, from 98 m. to 5 p. m,,
brings to the minds of some of those
most deeply interested in the work
incidents which show not only the
universality of the Churcgh, bat the
Christian oharity that binds ite mem.
bers to each other, no matter how
far separated by distance.

One of the incidenta goes further,
since it reflects oredit on those” who
are not of the body of the Church
and bears American Protestant testi-
-mony to the oheraoter of a Spanish
missiopary .

Previous to the last exhibition
a retired surgeon of the United
States navy, sccompanied by
a looal physioian, both non-Catho-
lics, called upon Monsignor Turner.
The surgeou in the course of his
duty found himself in a remote
corner of the Philippines in Bisbop
Hendrick’s diocese of Cebu. There
the surgeon met a Spanish missione
ary who had grown cld among a
semi-civilized people, but he had not
lost his ounlture, having not only re-
tained a knowledge of several mod-
ern langusges, which he spoke flu-
ently, but had acquired English by
his own unaided efforts, The sur-
geon was taken ill and the priest bad
him brought to his own humble
home, where he was tenderly cared
for by the priest and others. The
officer formed a strong friendsbip for
the missionary and an intense adm’-
rstion for his gentlemanly charaoter
and self-sacrifioing spirit.

A severe tropical storm bad de-
stroyed the little mission chapel
attended by the priest snd ruined
the vestments and altar furnishings.
The surgeon on bis return to this
oountry immediately interested him
sely in placing the needs of the mis-
sienary before Catholics and otbers
and bad tbe Philadelphia physician
referred to introduce him to Mon
signor Torner as director of the
Tabernscle Society. This organiza
tion ard its sister society of Wasl =
ington sent complete sets of vest—
ments and furnishings for the pew
chapel by the next United States
transport, and the surgeon interested
Father Wyone, S J., ard orhers
in raising funds for the erection of
the new chapel, and while coorb
utiog liberally, both of his iime and
meant, left to Catholics the handling
of thefunds. The locel society also
eame to the aid of the churches suf=
fering by the eartt quakes in Calab-
ria, Italy, making a cash dunation
of $100, which, becanse of the cheap-
ness of materis]l and labor there and
the preminm on American money,
was of much greater use than the
amcunt itself would indicate.

The Philippines will again figure
among the distant localities benefitt-
ed by the comirg exhibit. Bishop
Dougherty was formerly dsrector of
the Children of Mary at b€ Convent
of Noire Dame, snd the Tabernacle
Society, which has a large represen-
tation of the Children of Mary in its
ranke, #ill send a complete oulfit for
the chapel of tbe convent and school
just established by European nuns in
Bisbop Doungherty’s diocese of Nueva
Segovia.

Instanoces of the kind noted above
shonld swaken & widespread inter-
est in the work of the poor
churobes.

Told of a Negro Con-
vert.

(From the Ave Maria,)

It was at a dinoer in the presbylery,
and toward the end the conversation
turned on Negroes. A Bishop among
the guests, who once had charge of a
colored congregation, in answer to the
question, *“ Can converts among them
be trusted to persevere longer than a
moanth ?” _tcld a little story “right
fair and sweet,” as Caxton in * The
Golden Legend ” frequeantly describes
such narratives. The Bishop is not
one of those who imagine that the
action of divine grace is restricted in
the case of people whose skin is not
white , and he prefaced bis story with
the remark that he would cheerfully
exchange his diocese’ for the little
coloted parish which he organized—
“the soil was so good, the labor so
consoling, the harvest promised to be
0 abundant.” That litle congre-
gation, by the way, began with two
persops and bhad increased to two
‘btindred—converts every ome. Not
all were so saintlike as Mrs. T.; but,
as a whole, they were faithful and
fervent, well iostructed ia their
religion and eager that others should
share in its blessings and consola-
tions.

Mrs. T. had a pew under the
gallery, which at one of the Masses
was occupied exclusively by the boys
of the parish school. There was a
scapegrace among them—perhaps
more than one; however, no com-
plaint of misconduct on their part
reached the ears of the pastor uatil
Mrs. T. came to the sacristy one
morning and expressed the fear that
all the little boys in the gallery were
oot bearing Mass. *“I thought you
might wanotto say a word to them
some time, father, if you know
about it, r

Remembering the situation of the
old lady’s pew, the pastor wondered
how she could be  cognizant of any
disorder in the gallery’ and pressed
her for an explanation.

‘““ Well, it’s this way, father, Where
[ kneel is just underneath, and all
through Mags—that is most of the
time—they keep spitting down on
my head. Ot course that ain't
nothing. Our Blessed Lord was spit
upon, and I'm ooly a poor old
colored woman. But it was right in
the church and the Holy Mass going
oo. I don’t know who they are ; and
it I did, it wouldn’t be right for me
to tell the faults of my neighbor,
You see, I was just afraid some Of
those little fellows might be missing
Mass, along with misbehaving in the
presence of the Blessed Sacrament.”

Much of the point as well as of the
tender charm of this story is lost in
the retelling ; but, as related by the
Bishop, it served, not only to remove
prejudice against the black race, but
to show the beights of holiness to
which grace has sometimes elevated
Negro converts, The incident was
impressive enough to produce silence
on all who beard it, and in the eyes
of more than one listener there was a
suspicion of tears. The spell was
broken when the questioner was re
minded of the cigars.

A missionsry priest, writing to
the Catholic News, is very severe
upon another missionary’s sugges-
tion that Catholio sccieties should
forbid mixed marriages to their
members, under pain of expulsion
Without offeriog any opinion as to
the wisdom of the suggestion, we
csnnot agree with the complaint
that it is trying to be more Catholic
than the Churcb. 'The Church in-
sists only on yearly confession and
commupfoo ; many Catholic soci-
eties very properly reqeire more,
The Church does not excommuuicate
saloon-keepers; it ie most desirsble
tbat no Catholic society should sd-
mit them to membership. Catholic
societies are supposed to be the elite
—the picked men and women—of
tbe Catholic community, Itis reas-
onable to expect tbem to be better
Cathclios than the average, No one
calls it being more Catholio than the
Oburch if a man has higher stanc.
erds of conduct than the minimom
which morslists say is neceesary tc
avoid mortal sin.

There i8 no com
parison at sll between the action of
irreeponsible priests who refuse the
sicraments without authority frcm
Pope or Bishop, and the action of
a sociely which may with perfeot
propriety black-ball a man b-cause
it'does not like the ot of bis clothes,
—Caske!.
