On Tuesday His Excellency 
the Apostolic Delegate, Most 
Rev. Mgr. Stagni, accom 
panied by his Secretary, Mgr. 
Sinnott, arrived from Ottawa 
and was accorded a splendid 
reception. The whole town 
was decorated, the Papal col­
ors abounding, and the people 
turned out in immense num­
bers. Beautiful arches, ap­
propriately inscribed, spanned 
the route of procession at sev­
eral points. About one hun­
dred carriages were in pro 
cession from the railway to 
the church. The members of 
the G. M. B. A. and the Ar­
tisans turned out in large 
numbers and constituted the 
escort of the distinguished 
ecclesiastical Dignitary.

When all was in readiness 
the line of march was taken 
up, across the" bridge and on 
to the church, and parochial 
residence. At the entrance of 
the parochial residence the 
pupils of the Convent school, 
dressed in white, marshaled 
by the Sisters, were drawn up 
in line as a guard of honor.

In due time the Apostolic 
Delegate was escorted by the 
clergy to the church, where 
he was presented With two 
addresses of welcome, one ir 
English and one in French 
His Excellency most appro 
priately replied in both lan­
guages to the addresses pre­
sented. Benediction of the 
Blessed Sacrament followed 
and the services concluded 
with a Te Deum.

On Wednesday the trains 
from all directions brought t< 
Bathurst immense crowds ol 
Bishops, priests and laymen 
The contingent from Prince 
Edward Island included mosi 
of the Catholic clergy, repre 
sentatives of the different 
-Catholic societies and mart) 
other laymen. Those in charge 
of the arrangements were well
erganized and had matters so

, ebjnpanied by a beautiful Cro­
zier. This was followed by 
an address from the Eccle 
siastical conference of the dio­
cese, of which he was a mem­
ber, and a present of a set of 
mitres.

The town was thronged 
with visitors, and after the 
religious exercises and formal 
presentations (mentioned, 
clergy and laity met around 
the parochial residence, and 
in groups on the church 
grounds and here and there, 
exchanging greetings, renew­
ing old acquaintances and 
forming new ones. Friends 
who had not met for years 
found themselves once more 
In each other’s company 
Many happy reminiscences 
were exchanged. It was an 
occasion of friendly greeting 
and happy reunion. These 
pleasant exchanges of greet­
ings, warm hand clasps and 
friendly conversations con­
tinued far into the night. 
Then all retired in agreeable 
anticipation of the great events 
of the morrow.

Thursday morning,although 
somewhat overcast, was plea 
santand fairly warm. From 
an early hour people were 
moving and the church pre­
mises soon presented a lively 
appearance. Shortly before 9 
o’clock the church doors were 
opened and the people ad­
mitted by ticket. The church 
was soon filled to its utmost 
capacity without the slightest 
confusion. The Consecration 
ceremonies were of the most 
solemn and impressive char­
acter. Everything, even to 
the slightest details, was ad 
mirably carried out. The 
music of the occasion was ren 
dered by a choir of thirty five 
bays from the Eudist College 
at Caraquet, under the baton 
of their Reverend director and 
was simply superb.

A few minutes alter nine 
o’clock the Apostolic Dele 
gate, the Archbishops,Bishops 
and clergy entered the church 
n procession by the main 

door and moved up the aisle 
towards the sanctuary, His 
Excellency and the other 
clergy who were to officiate 
then vested and the Solemn 
Pontifical Mels# of Consecra­
tion began.

All being ready, the solemn 
Consecration Service com 
menced. The Apostolic Man­
date having being read, 
and the Bishop-elect having 
taken the final oath, the Con- 
secrator commenced the cele­
bration of the Mass. Mean 
time the assistant Bishops lead 
the Bishop elect lo his chapel, 
where he received the pectoral 
cross, and completed vesting 
and then also commenced 
Mass. At different parts of 
the Mass the Consecrator took 
his seat on the fald stool and 
the Bishop-elect was lead to 
him by the assistant Bishops. 
The solemn and impressive 
ceremony lasted just three 
hours, and all the ceremonies 
were carried out -with the 
utmost exactitude and pre 
cision.

After the first Gospel, Most 
Rev, Archbishop McNeill of 
Toronto ascended the pulpit 
and delivered the Sermon of 
the occasion. His text was 
froqi the last chapter of the 
Gospel of St, Matthew, verses 
19 and 30 : " Go ye, therefore 
and teach all nations ; bap­
tizing them in the name of the 
Father, and of the Son, and 
of the Holy Ghost; teaching 
them to observe all things 
whatsoever I have command 
ed you ; and behold I am 
with you all days, even to the 
consummation of the world

The Most Rev. preacher, in 
the development of his text 
pointed out the great purpose 
our dear Lord had in deliver 
ing this commission to Hi 
Apostles. He sent them forth 
to teach and to rule ; to ex 
tend His Kingdom on earth 
and to initiate new disciples 
into the society He had form 
ed. This society was the 
Church established by Him

to

entrusted to the Apostles and 
through them to their sue 
cessors. The form and char 
acter of this society He had 
already detefmined. The au 
thority given to the Apostles 
by our Lord was exercised by 
them from the very first, 
whenever occasion demanded. 
They appointed deacon§ and 
other officers to perform cer­
tain functions in the ministry 
and to sec that justice was 
done in the distribution ol 
alms, etc. Their very first 
act of authority regarding the 
organization of the Church 
was to appoint a successor to 
Judas. Again we have the 
Apostles exercising their au­
thority regarding the obser­
vance, by converted Jews, of 
the ancient ordinances. Nu­
merous other illustrations were 
presented by His Grace of the 
exercise, by the Apostles, of 
the authority given them by 
our Lord and Saviour.

The Apostles transmitted 
their authority to their suc­
cessors, and it has come down 
to us in an unbroken chain 
Ireneas, one hundred years 
later, could count the Bishops 
appointed up to his time, 
showing that a correct record 

unbroken succession ex- 
sted. This unbroken physical 

continuation has continued 
ight down from the Apostles 

the Bishop whom they saw 
consecrated on that occasion 
The Apostles, he said, em 
ployed the necessary means 
to have cooperation and united 
effort, as far as possible. They 
labored to promote equality 
among men. They encour 
aged hospitality, and a splen 
did sample of this manner ol 
hospitality, said the Mos 
Rev. preacher, was shown on 
this very oca-ion by the good 
people of Bathurst.

The carrying of letters from 
one place to another ; from 
priests and Bishops in on 
p'aoe to those in another, was 
strong evidence of the desire 
of the Apostles and their sue 
cessors to maintain unbroke 
unity and social cooperation 
in carrying forward the great 
work of the ministry. The 
greatest of all means of pro 
moting Christian unity was 
the Eucharistic Communion 
bringing faithful Christians 
together in the bonds of faith 
and love. Here all partook of 
one Body ; one Divine Ban 
quet; consequently one bond 
of union.

The new man, according to 
St. Paul, was more important 
than the old ; neither bone 
nor free, neither employer nor 
employee. This was the 
manner of life inculcated anc 
exemplified by the Apostles 
They emphasized the practice 
of humility and all other vir­
tues. To keep the unity of 
the Spirit in the bond of peace 
was their motto. This Apos­
tolic doctrine is the foundation 
of union and cooperation 
within the Church. He pointed 
out that this same thought is 
found in the Mass, in the 
prayer between the preface 
and the consecration. "My 
peace I give you ; my peace 
I leave you,” symbolizes that 
peace which our Lord pur 
chased with His blood.

The Most Rev. preacher 
then proceeded to point out 
the similarity of the conditions 
in Canada to those in the 
ancient Roman Empire made 
up, as it is, of people of all 
races and climes. This very 
condition of affairs constituted 
a serious problem for those

ada, where he had labored 1er 
some time.

At the conclusion of the 
Solemn Mass and Consecra­
tion services the newly con­
secrated, with mitre and cro 

er, made the circuit of the 
church blessing the people, 
while the choir sang a grand 
Te Deum.

In the afternoon, the Bish­
ops and clergy were enter 
tained at a splendid bmquet 
in the basement of the church. 
Admirable addresses were 
delivered by his Excellency, 
the Apostolic Delegate ; their 
Graces, Archbishops Bruchési 
and McCarthy, and their 
.lordships, Bishop O'Leary 
and Bishop Barry.

The ecclesiastical iustitutions at 
Bathurst, including the Church 
Presbytery, Convent and Sisters 
residence, are all of granite and 
are splendid establishments.

Nothing could surpass the hos­
pitality and attention of the people 
of Bathurst to the visitors on the 
occasion of the Consecration. They 
vied with one another in making 
things comfortable and agreeable 
to those who had come.

cance of the prime minister's an- 
oouncmeot that the Canadian 
government would provide for the 
establishment of dockyards, the 
fortification and creation of naval 
bases and the naval defence of the

Ottawa, May 21—The Libera;

Has not been settled. The Senate 
does not seem disposed to act on 
the assumption that any snch 
question exists so that there seems 
to be no way out of a deadlock 
with the Liberal majority in its 
present temper.

Long Beach,Cal.. May 24.—Too weak 
to uphold the harden of nearly ten 
thousand human beings assembled for 
the festivities of ‘ British Empire Day,’ 
the land end of tho big donbledeck 
municipal pier in front of the city audi­
torium collapsed today.

Hundreds of people on the top deck 
were plunged down on the heads of ot­
her hundreds crowded on the second 
deck. The lower deck then gave away 
and ell were dropped down a chnte of 
shattered woodwork to the tidewashed 
sands twenty five feet below. Thirty-j 
three persons mostly women, were] 
killed by the shivered Limbers, or crash-1 
ed to death by the falling bodies of com­
panions and friends. Fifty more were 
seriously injured, while fright caused 
the disabling of scores of others.

The victims were subjects or former 
subjects of Great Britain, resident in 
Southern California.

All of the seriously Injured are res’- 
dents of Los Angeles and vicinity.

The accident occurred a few minutes 
before twelve o’clock, The Empire Day 
parade, the principle feature of the 
celebration in honor of the late Queen 
Victoria’s birthday, had just ended and 
the party with thonsaods of other 
visitors were crowding op the steps of 
the pier and surging toward the audi­
torium when the pier floor sagged. An 
instant later the enpport gave away,at d 
the crack and groan of breaking tim­
bers mingled with the shrieks and cries 
of the victims, as all weafc down into a 
mass of broken wood and writhing 
hnman forms on the san 1.

In addition to the thousands gatherep 
on the pier and it» approaches, the 
Stand was thronged by a crowd of pro­
bably twentyflve thousand persons. 
There wes but little warning. A re­
sounding crack alarmed them and panic 
spread from one end to the other of the 
beach while women began to shriek. 
Then occurred a desperate rush for the 
stairways as the fl >or wing gave away 
and the victims slid into the gaping hole 

into a huge fanned.
The tide was out when th» crash oc­

curred else the collapse would have 
thrown hundreds of persons Into the 
•ea and many drownloge would have 
been added to the list of fatalities.

Only a comparatively small number 
of men were caught in the trap, ae moet 
of the male celebratore were taking part 
in the parade. Many who were standing 
on the section which collapsed were 
drawn or pushed into the vortex and 
those who escaped crowded panic- 
stricken toward the outer rail of the pier 
starting a wild scramble for safety.

Those who fell Into the hole last were 
able to scramble over the entangled 
bodies to the broken ends of the fluor, 
so deep was it massed with struggling 
bodies. Fallen timbers and flooring were 
jammed among the limbs of those 
caught in the trap and ropes were re 
qnired to pull back the jigged edges 
of the sunken flooring and broken j lists 
before the dead and injured could be 
taken oat. It was fully an hoar before 
the yawning hole in the floor of the pier 
could be emptied of its mass of human­
ity, the dead separated from the injured 
and the dying extricated from the 
broken timbers.
