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WILL SURRENDER 
TO CORPORATIONS

Taft's Administration Makes Abject 
Capitulation—Roosevelt Admin­

istration Attacked.

New York, April 39.—Before nearly 
all the Justices of the Supreme Court 
of New York and Brooklyn tonight, 
George W. Wickersham, attorney gen­
eral of the cabinet of President Taft, 
spoke with the authority of the ad­
ministration and outlined its policy 
in regard to the-corporation.

The policy is apparently one of ab­
ject surrender. Mr. Choate repre­
senting the corporations received Mr. 
Wickersham’3 sword. Mr. Choate 
vigorously attacked the Roosevelt ad­
ministration and congratulated Mr. 
Wickersham upon the prom pine 45- 
and completeness of his surrender.

.Altogether the dinner of tonight was 
a corporation love feast not unlike 
the early courses of Balshazzar’s ban­
quet. In due time, too, there will un­
doubtedly appear the writing on the 
walls “Mene men tak upharsin.”

Jos. H. Choate presided and led 
the attack upon the Roosevelt admin­
istration.

PENSIONS 4N QUEBEC.

Civil Servants of That Province Will 
be Rewarded for Long Service.

Quebec. April 30—There is rejoicing 
among the civil service employees of 
the province ove rthe news that the 
government is about to reintroduce the 
pension act, repealed in 1893. It is 
now considered that the finances of 
the province are sufficiently rehabili 
tated to enforce it again. Under the 
present system there is no pension for 
retiring employees. It is understood 
that the new legislation will allow 
those who have joined the service 
since to pay their' back stoppages with 
interest. The pension will be awarded 
after service of ten years and will be 
based on the proportion between the 
years of payment of stoppages and 
the salary drawn. The maximum of 
years of service is fixed at 35. The 
payment; will be as formerly, five 
per cent, of salary for three years and 
after that three per cent.

W INNIPEG MURDER CASE.

Some Particulars of thë Family His­
tory of the Ward People.

Winnipeg, April 30—Told . of the 
statements by his father-in-law. Ward. 
Lewis James, whose wife was brutally 
murdered a few days ago, answered 
through his friends that he had never 
forbidden his wife to see her parents. 
He had himself avoided the elder 
Ward, because of the former ill-treat­
ment of his daughter, of which she 
had informed him. Mrs. Ward had 
stayed in the St. James home, con­
trary to Ward’s statement, on the oc­
casion of the wife’s funeral. A friend 
stated he and James had lunched with 
Mrs. Ward and was at the house until 
forced to entrain for Winnipeg, where, 
he was due at the inquest that night. 
Tire wife had discussed the proposed 

'visit to her fattier at the hospital on 
the occasion referred to, but would not 
go by herself. In this connection it 
is stated that Mrs. Ward intercepted 
a threatening letter to Mrs. James 
from an admirer, mentioned by Mr. 
Ward.

GREAT LAKES SEAMEN 
WILL ALL CO ON STRIKE

About Eight Hundred in All 
Quit Work—Strike Caused, 
Said, by Employers and 
ployees Failing to Discuss 
son’s Conditions.

Western People Suggest That Veterin­
ary Director-General and Live 
Stock Commissioner Would be 
Good Man for Vacant Position 
Caused by Hon. Mr. Greenway’s 
Death.

Ottawa, April 30—It is being sug­
gested to the government from many 
quarters in the west that J. G. Ruther­
ford, veterinary director general anil 
live stock eommisisonor of Canada, 
should be appointed- to the board of 
railway commissioners to fill the vac­
ancy caused by the death of the Hou. 
Thos. Greenway,

Dr. Rutheffotd’s fitness for the posi­
tion is wel Ireeognized. He lias had 
extensive experience in public af­
fairs, having been 1 member of both 
the Manitoba and the 
houses and is well acquainted w-ith 
the transportation needh of the West.

His administration of the live stock 
branch of the agricultural department 
has bee* signally successful, one evid­
ence being, the fact that although the 
foot and mouth disease- prevailed ill 
several of the border American states 
during the past year, not a single in­
fected animal got into Canada.

The disease is now stamped out in 
the States and the Canadian embargo 
against American live stock will be 
entirely removed on Monday. It is 
now in force only against live stock 
from the state of Pennsylvania.

It is understood that the members of 
parliament irom the west favor Dr. 
Rutlierford’s appointment to the com­
mission ah being a well earned pro­
motion for a most efficient official of 
the government.

LORD STRATHCONA’S VIEW.

Chicago, April 30.—The lake sea­
men and marine cooks strike on the 
Great Lakes begins tomorrow. Every 
union man sailing on a vessel is ex­
pected to quit work as soon as his 
vessel reaches port, and no one now 
engaged (o sail will fulfil his con­
tract.

Chicago will not be affected much 
at this time, as there are fe\V boats 
ready to leave port. In Buffalo and 
Cleveland, however, several hundred 
are expected to quit. About eight 
hundred in all will quit on the Great 
Lakes.

The strike was caused, tire union 
officials state, by the officers of the 
Lake Carriers’ Association refusing 
to meet the representatives of the 
seaim 11 and talk over conditions of 
uadptoymeot for the coming naviga- 
t&jsf see son.

Hen an Black List, 
he seamen chafge that these ves­

sel owners have declared for the open 
shop and have adopted a plan to 
keep track of every employee on the 
lakes. Each seaman, cook and other 
employee, they state, must carry a 
book, in which the captain of the 
vessel upon which he ds employed 
will jot down his ability, or shortcom­
ings, when lie leaves the vessel. The 
book is given him and this he must 
present to the next captain who em­
ploys him.

This, according to the seamen, con­
stituted a well regulated black list. 
On the other hand, the vessel own­
ers, through President Livingston, of 
the Lake Carriers’ Association, states 
that there are few union seamen on 
the lakes and that only a small num­
ber will strike. The full extent of 
the strike will not he known until 
all boats have prepared to leave the 
various ports.

FUNERAL OF LATE EMPEROR.

TRIED TO KISS 
SULTAN’S FEET

Two Greeks Who Suffered Impris­
onment For His Sake Pay Him 

Homage—New Cabinet.

CONVICTED BY A CAMERA.

Interviewed With Reference to Regret 
Expressed at His Gift.

London, April 30—Interviewed re­
garding the report from Toronto of 
the alleged expression of regret at 
his gift of $250,000 for military edu­
cation, Lord Strathcona said today: 
“Oh, well, of course each province 
can do as it pleases. I initiated noth­
ing. I merely seconded the scheme 
proposed by the Dominion govern­
ment, an dacoepted by the Dominion 
parliament. Nova Scotia, you know, 
has come in. I wished to.give a 
stimulus to what I think is a necea 
sary national effort.”

Elaborate Preparations and Precau­
tions for Event of Today.

Pekin, April 30—Between living 
walls of soldiers, gendarmerie aiqj pol­
ice, the funeral cortege of the late 
Emperor Hwang Tsu starts tomorrow 
on its long journey from the forbid­
den city, the scene of his troubled 
life, to-» the Hwang Ling Imperial 
tombs, where, amid the fastnesses of 
the sacred hills is located the preten­
tious and peaceful resting place. The 
preparations are on the most elabor­
ate Oriental scale. The catafalque 
will be carried eighty miles, a five 
days’ journey, by relays, each consist­
ing oi 140 bearers. The greatest pre­
cautions have been taken against the 
possibility of an untoward event.

Twenty thousand troops have been 
detailed for the protection and escort 
of the catafalque. Imperial and dip­
lomatic participation will be confined 
4o the imperial city. All street cros­
sings will be closed by immense 
stretches of white cloth, a company 
of soldiers will be stationed at each 
crossing and one soldiiy will he de­
tailed to every house along the line 
of march within Pekin. Similar pre­
cautions have been taken outside. The 
Chinese press, outside Pekin, as well 
as here, lias been prohibited from 
making any reference to the official 
anxiety or to the preparations taken 
to safeguard the catafalque.

Constantinople, May 1.—The follow­
ing is the new Turxish cabinet just 
announced : Grand Vizier, Tewfik 
Pasha ; minister of the interior, ex- 
Grand Vizier Ferdid Pasha; minister 
of war, Salah Pasha; minister of fin­
ance, Rifaat Bey; minister of mar­
ine, Gen. Riza Pasha; minister of for­
eign affaire, Rifaat Pasha; ministerol 
justice Hassan Fehmi Pasha; Sheik U1 
Islam, Zia Eddin Effendi; minister of 
public works and commerce Gabriel 
Effendi ; minister of agriculture Prince 
Mavrogordato ; minister of pious foun­
dations, Mahmoud Ekrem Bey; min­
ister of public instruction, Hakka 
Bey. A rumor that Abdul Hamid 
will be. court maytialed is denied 
here.

An effecting scene took place today 
as Melimed was leaving the palace 
for the Mosque of St. Sophia, where 
he prayed an hour. Two brothers 
named Constantaros, Greeks, pros­
trated themselves and tried to kiss 
the Sultan’s feet. Mehmed recognized 
them as the former jeilelers, whom 
Abdul Hamid had denounced as spies 
and as being overfriendly to the new 
Sultan when he was Mohemmed Res- 
chad Effendi. For these reasons Ab­
dul Hamid had sentenced the two 
brothers to seven years imprisoment 
in the fortress of Castamba. Only re­
cently they were released. Mehemd's 
face lit up with pleasure as he raised 
the men to their feet and'embraced 
them saying, “You are my brothers.

Massacre of Armenians.
A letter from Tarsus, written by 

Dr; Thos. Christie, of Hartford, Conn, 
dated April 20, says : “I estimated 
that there wore 1,009 dead in Adana 
and Tarsus and 300 in neighboring 
towns, but I begin to think this es­
timate is too low for the country. 
Our banker. Shaker Bouteras, for ex­
ample, has farms south east" of Tar­
sus and had eighty one men at work 
upon them, one Greek and eighty 
Armenians. The Greek came in with 
the story that every one of the eighty 
Armenians' had been killed. From 
ICozolook came a similar tale.

“\Ve breakfast, dine and sup on 
horrors I never would hstve believed 
men capable mf such cruelties,. the 
sight of which I saw Saturday morn­
ing. As the train, on which I was 
riding, moved through the vineyards 
and gardens’ this side of Adaiia, they 
reminded me of Shiloh, of Corinth, 
of Vicksburg, of Atlanta. Here were 
b<idies lying where they had fallen. 
There was a heap of ten or twenty 
piled up like cordwood, I suppose 
in preparation for burial. In Adana 
cart loads were being dumped into 
the river. In the long street leading 
up from the station, I counted in the 
quarter of a mile I traversed, over 
thirty .bodies that had not yet been 
removed.

Adana ,a Thing of Past.
“There were two whole days of bit­

ter street fighting, of massacre, of ‘he 
defenseless and of burnings. Oulu 
great strong city of Adana now is a 
thing of the past.”

Frederick Moore, the American 
newspaper correspondent who was 
wounded .in the neck during the at­
tack upon the city, by the Constitu­
tional troops, is recovering.

Terrible Conditions in Adana. 
Adàna, April 30.—Conditions here 

are terribly unsanitary. "Bodies are 
lying everywhere in the open. Gar­
bage and filth have accumulated in 
the uncleaned streets, and together 
with the shortage of water make con­
ditions almost indescribable. Hun­
dreds of the injured in the recent riots 
are being taken case of as best they 
can by the various missionaries. 

Troops Relieve Missionaries. 
Mersinâ ,April 30.—Two Turkish 

battalions arrived here today and a 
strong expedition will be immediate­
ly sent to Hadjin to relieve the mis­
sionaries, who for two weeks have 
been besieged in the mission house 
by Moslem fanatics. The river here 
is bringing down bodies of men. wo­
men and children from the country 
above the city. —

Boston, May 1—A camera devised 
for the purpose of catching speeding 
chauffeurs was used in court here and 
convicted the prisoner. -The instru­
ment, which is the device of Professor 
Daniel F. Comstock and Prof. Herbert 
F. Kalmus, of the Massachusetts In­
stitute of Technolog)-, consists of two 
plate holders, one above the other, 
with a stop watch between. The pho­
tographs of the automobile and the 
face of the watch, taken at different 
moments, furnish the proof needed 
in court. Police Commissioner O’Mara 
had examined the instrument and ap­
proved it and the exhibition in court 
gave it a legal standing.

Ex-Minister Will Tour.

London, April 30.—Great Britain is 
intensely excited .today over the 
“Wild Socialist’’ budget' introduced 
in the House of Commons last night. 
.This morning, the Tory press receives 
the budget with terrific adverse cla­
mor.

‘"The red flag budget pillages the 
middle classes,” says one newspaper. 
“Although as a chancellor of the ex­
chequer David Lloyd George is a 
mere gosling, he goes after the farm­
yard like a veteran gander,” is an­
other declaration. He is charged 
with “reducing plunder to the fine.” 
It is also said that “Lloyd-George 
seeks to beggar his neighbors all 
round.” Whisky drinkers wail that 
“we must pay two bob (48 cents) more 
a gallon for our whisky,” and the 
brewers assert that while the price 
of beer will take a big jump, the con­
sumers and not the makers and sel­
lers of tlie beer will pay the increase. 
Motor car manufacturers declare that 
the tax on petrol cars will ruin- the 
industry and drive the motor ’busses 
off the streets. Tobacco users are 
agliast at the increase ot 25 per cent, 
in the tax on their favorite narcotic. 
Only the radical press blessed tlie 
Welsh financier and declares that he 
is the greatest free trade chancellor 
that" has yet thrown before the coun­
try a splendid vista of social reform.

With a deficit of nearly $80,000,000 
to meet, it was expected that David 
Lloyd George would tap new springs 
of revenue. The chancellor, however, 
had nothing radical to propose, and 
the additional expenditures will be 
met largely through increased drafts 
on the sources that hitherto have pro­
vided most of the revenue.

Great Interest in Budget 
. There had been no such crush in 
the Hpuse of Commons for many 
years as there -was yesterday. Every 
nook and even the gangways were 
packed when the Chancellor arose to 
make his three-hour speech. Mr. 
Lloyd-George paid early attention to 
the navy. He said that to the in­
creased expenditure for the navy and 
old age pensions the deficit largely 
was due. A considerable increase in 
naval expenditures was to be expect­
ed again next year, as it would be 
stupendous folly to refuse to proride 
adequately for this. Mr. Lloyd 
George proposed .to provide the neees 
sary additional revenue as follow 
By reducing the amount placed in 
the sinking fund by £3,000,000 and 
by a revision of the income tax and 
estate duties. The tax on unearned 
incomes will be increased 2d to Is 2d 
in the pound and the tax on earned 
incomes of over £2,000 sterling 
year will be raised to one shilling 
Persons earning less than 500 pounds 
sterling a year are granted a special 
new abatement of ten pounds ster 
ling for every child under 16 years 
of age. On incomes exceeding £5.000 
sterling a year there is to be a super­
tax of 6d in the pound. It is- esti­
mated that the extra yield from the 
ncome tax will be £3,000.000 ster- 
ing. With regard to the death 

duties, the minimum and maximum 
rates remain unchanged, but there 
will be an increase in the intervening 
scale, estimated to yield an additional 
revenue of 2,550,000 pounds sterling. 
It is calculated that a revision of the 
legacy and suçccssion duties will pro 
du-ce an additional revenue of 1,370 
000 pounds sterling. Another pro­
posal is an increase on a sliding scale 
of the stamp duties on share trails 
actions, calculated to yield 1,400,000 
pounds Sterling.

Sooke Nearly Five Hours.
The delivery of the speech, which 

occupied four and a half hours, was 
marked bv an unprecedented incident 
After speaking for three hours, the 
■Chancellor shows signs of exhaus 
tion, hut; pluckily declined Premier 
Asquith’s whispered suggestions that 
he get a rest. Soon afterwards, how 
ever, his voice growing continually 
weaker, the Chancellor was obliged 
to ask the indulgence of the House, 
which adjourned for half an hour.

From 
St. Louis and Cincinnati coihe dis 
patches of havoc done by furious 
winds in Missouri, Southern Illinois 
Kansas and Oklahoma, while crippled 
wires from Cleveland tick out a story 
of destruction in Ohio, Indiana and 
Pennsylvania. The property loss 
runs up into millions. In Chicago 
alone, where seven persons were kill­
ed, damage amounung to more than 
$2,000,300 is attributed to the antics 
of the element.

In Three Southern States. 
Atlanta, Go., April 30.—Between 20 

and 30 persons are dead in Tennessee. 
Mississippi and Arkansas and score 
of injured was the toll last night of 
the series of tornadoes in the states 
named. The storms which wrougnt 
the havoc appear to have been out­
riders of big disturbances which sim­
ultaneously were sweeping througll 
the north, although more fatal to life' 
than the northern storm these south­
ern tornadoes covered only small 
areas. They struck at widely scat­
tered points at intervals' throughout 
yesterday afternoon and last night.

Many cattle 
and horses were killed by falling trees 
and wrecked barns. The most se­
vere part of the storm seemed to have 
been in the eastern part of Lawrence 
igdun'ty. fMegraph comm/inieatioi,' 
with that section of the country is cut 
off tonight. It is believed that many 
lives were lost in the mountain region 
of Lawrence county as the storm 
seems to have originated there.

Complete System to be Installed Along 
Line of Railway.

New York, May 1—James P. Hend­
erson, of Chicago, who is building a 
railway system throughout Honduras, 
has just obtained a concession from 
the government for the 'installation 
of a complete wireless telegraph sys­
tem in that country.

He was followed in quick succession 
by other diplomatic representatives. 
The political significance of the ad­
vent of the royal baby lies in the fact 
that there is now an heir to the throne 
of the Netherlands, a circumstance 
that greatly enhances the country’s 
chances for continued importance. It 
is said that the Dutch court inquired 
some time ago whether the kaiser was 
willing to stand as godfather for the 
baby and that with Wilhelmina im­
mediately agreed. It is not improb­
able that the kaiser and kaiserin will 
attend the baptism of the infant 
princess.

SHOT HIS FAVORITE DEAD.

The present year Will be by far the 
largest building year in the history 
of Edmonton and the immense totals 
of 1907 and 1908, each over two mil­
lion dollars, will be entirely eclipsed 
unless all indications fail.

This year’s building will be ipostly 
made up of business blocks and resid­
ences, there being few permits for 
structures exceeding $30,000 or $40,000 
in value. . In 1907 the post office per­
mit for $300,000, and in 1908, tlie par­
liament buildings permit for $1,250,- 
000, largely increased the figures in 
those years. This season’s permits 
will not be swelled by any such large 
sums, but'despite that fact the record 
will be even larger than in the two 
past years.

Already this year, with four months 
gone, none of which have been adapt­
ed for building, the permits have 
reached over half a million dollars, 
being more than $200,000 in excess of 
the same period in 4908. For ApriL 
the total wras $210,890, as compared 
with $197,453 in 1908. The number of 
permits issued in April, 1909, were 117. 
while in April, 1906, there were only 
87.

BRITAIN EXCITED OVER LLOYD 
GEORGE'S BUDGET

Steam Plowing Outfits Laid Up for 
Lack of Coal at Lethbridge— 
Macleod District So Short People 
Are Actually Cold—Calgary Manu 
facturers Fear Tie-Up—Situation 
in Saskatchewan.

Cplgary, April 30.—The coal situa­
tion in Calgary and district threat­
ens to become serious very shortly. 
The Exshaw plant is-very badly 'han­
dicapped, and local dealers are in 
straitened circumstances also. Two 
of the largest coal dealers in the city 
were interviewed on the situation. 
C. S. Lott states they have coal ior 
a week or so ahead. Their stock is 
chiefly hard coal and briquettes. 
They got in a large stock before the 
strike. Toole & Peal had a pretty 
good stock, but the small dealers in 
the city bled them, till now they have 
none at all. They are making ar­
rangements with the Northern Coal 
Company, and expect a shipment of 
a carload daily to commence the day 
after tomorrow from Nevis. This 
will relieve them somewhat. They 
state they had orders for an extra 
supply before the strike, but the oper­
ators of the mines advised them it 
was useless, as there would be no 
strike, so they did not insist on the 
order being filled.

Manufacturers Apprehensive.
Manufacturing concerns are fear­

ing the future if the strike is not soon 
settled, their coal supply being also 
much reduced. They wired F. A. 
Acland, deputy minister of labor, to 
that effect, and a reply was received 
from him stating the government 
knows no reason why the strike 
should not be settled by now if the 
principals had asked the government 
for a board of conciliation. The de­
partment is making close inquiries 
into the situation, but apparently no 
request for a board of conciliation has 
been received. The manufacturers 
here have had slight hopes extended 
to them that they would be able to 
get some steam coal within a few 
days, but the source of the supposed 
supply is not known. Steam plowing 
will be much crippled if coal is not 
obtained very soon.

Saskatchewan’s Position.
Regina, Sask., April 30.—Should the 

present weather continue and no 
change takes place in the conditions 
of affairs prevailing in the western 
mines, there appears to be every like­
lihood of Saskatchewan being up 
against a' very serious coal shortage. 
The situation is already serious, and 
every day serves to accentuate it. 
The stocks of the principal coal deal­
ers are already practically exhaust­
ed; one firm having turned away fifty 
orders in the last three days. The 
supply of steam coal is pretty well 
exhausted, and it is feared that con-

Lethbridge, Alta., April 30.—The 
storm which struck here on Monday 
and Tuesday, together with a rise in 
the river, rendering the ford at the 
Ashcroft coal mine, which is supply­
ing Lethbridge’s domestic fuel, have 
caused a temporary coal famine. The 
schools were compelled to close down 
yesterday as well as the steam laun­
dries. Many business blocks and 
residences were reduced to the ex­
pedient of burning all the packing 
cases they could lay hands on. The 
city power plant, bakery and other 
industries, however, are securing coal 
from the mines still in oMratidn 
further west to keep them going. A 
large number of plowing outfits in the 
district have been compelled to quit 
work owing to the insufficiency of 
coal, and unless there is a quick set­
tlement a large Acreage will remain 
untouched that otherwise would be 
broken.

Unless there is a repetition of the ' 
bad weather the two mines still work- j 
ing here will be able to meet the do­
mestic demand in Lethbridge, but 
the surrounding towns which have no 
mines at their doors will have to find 
a substitute for coal. Ten and 
twelve dollars per ton is being asked 
for coal at Cardston an dother places 
near here. The board of trade to­
day wired the Minister cf Labor urg­
ing him to take steps to bring about 
a settlement of the differences.

Macleod, April 30.—The fuel situa­
tion is very serious and all the neigh­
bors are borrowing from each other as 
their supply is so low and none can 
be obtained. Farmers who have steam 
engines cannot obtain fuel for the re­
quired use, hence farming is at a 
standstill and some are cold. The 
recent cold weather has heaped on 
people an additional obligation of 
supplying fuel for home comfort, yet 
the supply cannot meet the require­
ments. Every fuel agent in Macleod 
is at his wits’ end to meet the re­
quirements of his customers. This 
situation does not exist in the town 
alone, but the country at large is also 
suffering. The season is late and 
the time for seeding is about ended 
and those who depend on steam for 
power are in a bad fix.
Burning Fence Posts at Gull Lake.
Swift Current, Sask., April 30.— 

There is no coal ait Gull Lake and 
the people are burning fence posts. 
Theje is half a car at Webb and 
nothing else in sight, and Waldeek 
and Herbert are almost out. One 
dealer in Swift Current received a 
car today and distributed it in small 
lots. The dealers are depending on 
Prince Albert for wood and Fernie 
for coal. The C.P.R. has an extra 
gang of fifty men loading coal for the 
Soo main line and the Areola line at 
the coaling points. West of here 
the company is burning briquettes 
and everything available. The C.P.R. 
had been preparing for the last six 
months for a strike.

The Canadian Market is only For 
American Manufacturers, Who 
Came to Canada to Make Their 
Goods, Says Arthur Hawkes m 
Chicago.

(Continued from Page One.)
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Chicàgo, April 30.—More than $125,- 
000.000 of capital of "American manu­
facturers is now invested in plants n 
Canada .according to Arthur Hawkes, 
or Toronto, an official of the Canadian 
Northern Railway, in an address to 
the Chicago Advertisers’ Association. 
This, he said, was a result of the tariff 
wall erected by the United States in 
1856. “It is idle to suggest now after 
all these years, that the tariff wail 
even will be removed” he said “and 
Uncle Sam lost all chance of uniting 
Canada with the United States when 
the tariff treaty of 1854 was abrogated. 
The Stars and Stripes never will float 
over the parliament buildings at Ot­
tawa except in the spirit of courtpsy 
which Canadian have not failed to ob­
serve.

“It might be supposed that the x- 
tstence of a Canadian tariff wall
meant that the American was not 
wanted. That is true only in a limit­
ed sense. It means that the American 
manufacturer is wanted to make goods 
in Canada. From that point of view, 
the tariff wall has done good. It 
at least has been followed by business 
transactions, which have been enor­
mously to the advantage of innum­
erable United States manufacturers. 
For, whereas, the people of the United 
States purchase annually about 80 
cents worth of goods a piece from 
Canada, the Canadians purchase an 
average of $24 worth of goods, a piece 
from the United States each year.

“In Eastern Canada alone till ere 
are over one hundred and twenty 
branches of American manufacturing 
houses, and in the West, the Ameri­
can has got an astounding proportion 
of the good things that are going, in­
cluding loyalty to Canadian institu­
tions. We still buy about 11 per cent 
of the goods exported from the United 
States to foreign countries. Accord­
ing to imputation, we are the best 
customers Uncle Sam has, or is likely 
to have. We love John Bull, and buy 
from him as much stuff as he will 
make, according to our likes. W’e 
buy mote from Uncle Sam. From 
January to October 1908 it was $147,- 
OOO.OX) against $56,000,000, because he 
make» more things in the way w ; 
Canadians are accustomed to.”

1,000 Chinese Coming Here.
Vancouver, B.C., April 30.—Over 

1,000 Chinese are now on the Pacific 
on the way to Vancouver.

STEAM TAURANIA FOUNDERS

HOLLAND REJOICES ON 
THE BIRTH OF PRINCESS

Heir to the House of Orange-Nassau 
Born Today—The Nation Woiild 
Have Preferred a Prince, But Are 
Satisfied With Princess—Thousands 
of Presents for Happy Mother.

Freighter off Parisian Island Out From 
Michigan Soo.

Soo, Mich., April 30.—There seems 
to be no doubt in the minds of local 
marine men but tnat the steamer 
which sank off Parisian Island was 
the Taurania.

The first mate on the steamer Geo. 
W. Peavey, which is still lying here, 
stated here today that he was sure the 
ill-fated ship was the Taurania by her 
build. Although she was three miles 
away, she was quite visible with a 
glass. It is probable she was dam­
aged when she ran aground at Point 
Iroquois after leaving the Soo. The 
steamer Peavey is lying at the Soo 
waiting for the Wells, which should 
have reached .here this morning. They 
are afraid that the Wells has run short 
of coal, thus delaying her, although 
a blinding snowstorm has been in 
progress all day. Considerable trou­
ble has been ■ experienced this year 
on account of low water. The steam­
er Panaya, upbound, after leaving the 
Canadian canal, ran into a blinding 
snowstorm and got out of the chan­
nel and stranded. The tug General 
relased her this afternoon and she 
is proceeding uninjured.

Invoke the Lemieux Act.
Montreal, Que., April 30.—The dif­

ficulty between the Domnion Textile 
company and the cotton workers will 
be settled by arbitration. F. A. Ac­
land, deputy minister of labor, has 
been in the city in connection with 
the threatened strike. The Dominion 
Textile company iisked for a concili­
ation board and the men agreed, ap­
pointing S. A. Gilheault, president of 
tlie Canadian Federation of Textile 
Workers, as representative. F. Dan­
iels, Montmorency, Que., will act for 
the company. The tw owill meet at 
onca and appoint a third representa­
tive. It is ‘ expected the board will 
get to work early next week.

The Hague, April 30, 8 a.m.—Queen 
Wilhelmina this morning gave birth to 
a daughter. A salute of fifty guns an­
nounced the event to the waiting popu­
lace. Great rejoicing extends over the 
kingdom and the people, who have been 
on the alert for an heir to the Honse ot 
Orange-Nassau, are wild with enthusi­
asm. The Hollanders would have prefer­
red a prince, but the perpetuation of the 
line of Wilhelmina’s family is reasonably 
assured and her subjects are happy.

Myriads of presents are at the palace 
for the new born princess. Special com­
missioners are present from Kaiser Wil­
helm to convey the assurance of Ger­
many’s wishes and aid in the launching 
of the princess upon her life of royalty. 
The Queen and the Princess are reported 
to be doing well, and it is said that Wel- 
helmina has fallen into a natural and 
restful sleep with no apparent complica­
tions to disturb the auspiciousness of the 
event.

Winnipeg, looking- for land for a targe 
colonization farm for a Scottish com­
pany who will establish in the west.

HADJIN MISSIONARIES 
ARE NOW IN NO DANGER

Arrival of Turkish Troops Relieves 
Siege of This City—Government 
Has Issued Instructions to Punish 
Leaders of Fanatical Moslems— 
Governor General’s Execution De­
manded.

Prof. Macdonald Met Instant 
Death in Chicago.

Chicago, April 30—Rev. Hugh Mari 
donald Scott, professor of church his­
tory at the Chicago Theological sem­
inary since 1881, met almost instant 
death at State and Van Buren streets 
when, in the blinding rain storm he 
Was caught and crushed between two 
Van Buren street cars. The theologian 
was 62 years old and was widely 
known in the Congregational church. 
He was about to board a Van Buren. 
street car for his home. He was 
standing in the narrow space between 
the two tracks, shielding himself with 
an umbrella and apparently failed to 
hear the warning gong of a second car 
approaching from the west. He was 
born in Guysborouigh, Nova Scotia. 
He graduated from Dalhouse college. 
Halifax, N.S., in 1870 and three years 
later took a degree in the University 
of Edinburgh, Scotland. Later he 
continued the study of ecclesiastical 
research in Germany.

WEST INDIES FEEL SORE.

Black Hand Fire in N. Y.
New York, N.Y., April 30.—Eight 

persons, five of them children, were 
burned to death, and fourteen others 
were injured, some of them, fatally, 
in an incendiary tire in a five-storey 
tenement house at 37 Spring street, 
occupied by twenty Italian families, 
early today. The blaze followed a de­
mand by a so-called Black Hand soc­
iety for payment of $1,000 blackmail»

Over the Canadian Sugar Preference 
Granted by Dominion.

Canadian Associated Press.
London, April 29.—Presiding at the 

annual general meeting of the West 
India committee, Wm. Campbell said 
it had been officially stated that the 
Canadian sugar preference was in­
tended to benefit the West Indies. 
The action of the Dominion govern­
ment, therefore, came as a surprise. 
It was regrettable, in view of pending 
negotiations for reciprocity. It was 
hardly to be wondered at if the West 
Indies felt sore, but he hoped it would 
not lead to the adoption of measures 
which would prejudice the negotia­
tions. He thought at the present 
time it would bs best not to ap­
proach the matter in a vindictive 
spirit.

E. J. CHAMBERLAIN SATISFIED

With Progress Made on G.T.P.—1,365 
Miles Completed by Autumn.

Ottawa, Ont., April 29.—E. J. Cham­
berlain, general manager of the G.T. 
P., arrived home today after a tour 
of inspection which began on March 
19 and extended to Prince Rupert, 
the Pacific coast terminus of .the line. 
Mr. Chamberlain is most optimistic 
over the w.ork of the approaching 
summer. “By arjtuttfn,” ihe said, 
“the G.T.P. will have 1,365 miles of 
completed road.”

Constantinople, April 30.—“With 
the arrivdl of the Turkish troops the 
disorders in and around the city have 
ceased; we are all safe- and well.” 
This message, signed “Lambert,'’ 
came today from Miss Rose Lambert, 
who, with four other American wo­
men missionaries, has been in Had- 
jin, Adana province, with thousands 
of refugees. Hadjin had withstood 
a siege by the fanatical Moslems for 
eight days, and the missionaries had 
been sending frantic appeals for help. 
The governor general, Gustafa Zinhi, 
is due to arrive at Adana today. He 
has been ordered to re-establish order 
and relieve the sufferers.

Adil Bey, premanent under-secre­
tary of state in the interior ministry, 
said that the government will make 
a searching investigation into the 
massacres and punish the ring­
leaders. Reports received by the in­
terior ministry indicate that qniet 
prevails everywhere now. The relief 
committee at Beirut, Syria, of which 
Consul General Ravndal is chairman, 
has sent out an appeal for $10,000. 
An enormous number of refugees 
have reached Latiki. The governor, 
who has been getting troops together, 
says he can protect the city. The 
Young Turks of Adana say they will 
demand the governor's execution.

JAMES MURDER MYSTERY

Nothing Brought Out at Inquest To 
Clear up Tragedy.

Winnipeg, Man., April 29.—The :n- 
quiry into the «death of Mrs. Lewis 
James has been adjourned until Tues­
day. Neighbors of the James named 
fc’.cney, deposed that they frequent- 
i\ saw the deceased working about, 
but they did not on the day of the 
tragedy, nor did they notice any 
smoke. There had been no tramps 
round It was impossible for any- 
cn- tv approach the James house un­
seen, except from the back. The 
J a me did not seem to have many 
visitors. Dr. Brown said tile deceased 
was dead at least three hours when 
he saw the corpse after six o’clock. 
He did not order the handcuffs re­
moved from the husband, hut, men­
tioning a fit as a possibility, the con­
stable removed them. The deceased 
had mentioned her as being a sub­
ject for examination in connection 
with an application for insurance.

A« forecasted in the Bulletin the 
city council and the C. P. R. officials 
at their third conference Thursday 
afternoon reached an agreement with 
reference to the entrance of the com­
pany’s railway line into Edmonton. 
This question has been.a vexed one 
since 1905 and has been considered 
from time to time during the years up 
till the present. It was not till yes­
terday, however, that a solution was 
reached, probably more easily than 
formerly because the C. P. R. now 
mean business and are desirous of ex­
tending their line to this city at the 
earliest, possible time.

A three-hour session was held Thurs­
day and then the conference broke 
up with all the points of contention 
satisfactorily arranged.

The Concessions Gained.
By the new agreement the city gains 

some concessions not provided for by 
the tentative agreement of 1907. In 
return for a right of way to the bridge 
on both sides of the'river along the 
property of the C. P. R. the city fore­
go the construction of an overhead 
bridge on Hardisty avenue though 
officials offered the city the choice of 
that thoroughfare will be open for 
crossing on the level. The company’s 
the street south of Jasper where no 
bridge would be placed in return for 
the right of way to fhe bridge, and 
Hardisty was at length decided upon 
as it is the one with the least travel.

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE 
AT Y.SLC.A. BUILDING

Oscar 6. Almgren, a Sweedish Home- 
•toader tram Lac 8te Anne, Tried 
t* End His Leila in Parlor of Y. 
M.C.A. this Morning—Was B*4 
liever in Telepathy.

THE WHITLA KIDNAPPING CASE.

In the parlor of the Y.M.C.A. build­
ing at- 8 o’clock Friday, Oscar 
B. Alingren, a Swede homesteader 
from near Lac Ste Anne, attempted 
to commit suicide by shooting him­
self. The bullet struck the . breast 
bone and was deflected doing little ap­
parent injury. The police were noti­
fied and Dr. Braithwaite summoned. 
The injured man was removed to the 
City Hospital wbejre he is reported to 
be -not in any danger of losing nis 
life.

Alingren has been in the city for 
the past three or four days and has 
been acting rather strangely which 
gives rise to the supposition that l e 
is demented. It appears that he is a 
firm believer in telepathic communi­
cation. He came to the city to join 
a lady friend, Miss A. Almquist, whom 
he claimed was induced by him by 
means of telepathy to come here to 
meet him. He was delayed in reach­
ing the city from his homestead near 
Lac Ste Anne, and when he arrived 
he could not find the lady. This 
made him despondent culminating in 
the attempt this morning to end bis 
life.

Believer in Telepathy.
Almgren is a Swede about 35 years 

of age who has lived rin America for 
a number of years. He is apparent­
ly well educated and speaks English 
fluently. He states that he learned 
English in his home in Sweden when 
a boy, from the son of an English 
clergyman. When he left Sweden his 
parents and six brothers and two 
sisters were living. He has not heard 
from home for nearly five years, how. 
ever. _ He resided for a number of 
years in the state of Iowa where he 
became acquainted with O'Connor, 
the railway contractor who had a sub­
contract on the G.T.P. grade west -,f 
Edmontonn last summer. A few 
moths ago Almgren wrote to O'Qonnor 
at Council Bluffs, Iowa, asking him 
for work on the grade here this sum 
mer.

According to the unfortunate man’s 
story the lady in the case, Miss <Alm- 
quist, was a servant at O’Connor's 
home. She heard Almgren’s name 
mentioned and it recalled to her a 
friend of her childhood who was none 
other than the principal actor in the 
attempted suicide this morning. A1 
mgren states that he then got into 
communication by means of telepathy 
with Miss Almquist. He held long 
conversations with her, ■ he avers, by 
this means and gradually their friend­
ship ripened into love. • He finally1 
persuaded her to come to Edmonton 
to meet him. He was unmarried and 
living a lonely life on a homestead.

Men Who Wrote the Threatening Letters 
Believed to be Captuoed.

Boston, April 29—Charged with at­
tempting to extort $ 10.0C0 from James 
Whitfa, of Sharon, Va., under the threat 
of kidnapping liis son, Willie, who was 
Stolen several weeks ago and only re­
turning to Mr. Whitla on liis payment 
of $10,000, two men were brought to 
police headquarters here today for an 
examination. They were arrested at the 
South End post office and gave their 
names as John Wright, and Ernest \t. 
Martin. The police claim that on April 
23, Wright and Martin wrote to Mr. 
Whitla demanding That he send them 
$10,000 under penalty of having Willie 
kidnapped. From the general tone of 
the letter, the police believed that a 
close watc^ at the south end post office 
might be profitable.

Two officei* were stationed there when 
Wright and Martin entered and they ar­
rested them. The police say that a 
search of Martin's pockets resulted in 
finding a red ink pad. similar to the nk 
used in the letter to Whitla.

The fate of the old tyrant is of less 
concern than the fate of Turkey under 
the new one. Abdul deserves little 
commiseration from the world what­
ever overtakes him, and is liable to 
get no more than Ids dues in this re­
gard.

THE CODE.
The Lethbridge Herald has been 

reading up the records and points a

When the fault was found with tb-j 
civil service in 1891, an impartial com­
mission was not appointed, but the 
Government named three of its mem­
bers, George £. Foster, John Haggarl 
and Edgar Dewditey, to find out if the 
civil service was competent or not. 
This inquiry discovered amongit other 
things that $9,017 had been misappro­
priated by clerks, but this money was 
never .refunded and the ministers of 
îjie departments where the wrongdoin 
was committed were not asked to --
rdfch. '

tient, however, was asked bÿ Mr. Fos 
(ter to resign his seat .because certain 
officials in his department had obtain 
ed money which did not rightly be­
long to them.

be allowed to drift again until another 
alaughter carnival is planned, worked 
up and carried out. If so, the de­
thronement of Abdul by a party of 
his own subjects will be anything but 
a matter for congratulation to the 
world.

The only hope of betterment, real 
and permanent, lies in the professed 
ideals of the Young Turks and their 
ability to carry these into force. The 
world will not be disposed to put over­
confidence in these ideals, however, 
until the Young Turks present the 
evidence that they are not Turks st 
all. The Moslem has been understood 
to be a man who believed in his re­
ligion, and whose religion taught him 
that to murder the infidel dogs is to 
attain heaven. It rests with the 
Young Turks to prove that men may 
i>e Mohammedans and yet be respect­
able rulers of Christian subjects. They

A CONSERVATION COMMISSION.
Hon. Sydney Fieber proposes the 

formation of a permanent commission 
to work for the conservation of the 
natural resources of tflie country. The 
members would not be remunerated 
for services beyond travelling expens­
es. The scheme has the attraction of 
being inexpensive, while the opportun­
ity for public service before such body 
would be great.

It is to be supposed the scope of 
the commissioners’ duty will be 
ample, that they will be required to 
consider the character, extent and 
location of every Canadian natural 
resource wherever found, and how 
each may best be made to contribute 
to the general yelfare, for the future 
Great as are our known resources, the 
as well as at present. The area and 
capabilities of our agricultural land, 
the extent and value ol-our forests, 
the extent of our mineral deposits, the 
resources of our fisheries, the possi­
bilities of power development from 
our water falls, would all be matters 
coming under the proper considera­
tion of such body.

Clearly the commission would have 
to be an investigating as well as a 
“conserving” body. Rather, it would 
have to investigate before recommend­
ing what and how to conserve. This 
presumably would be done somewhat 
after the fashion a Parliamentary 
committee Investigates similar ques­
tions at present. Witnesses having 
first hand knowledge of the subject 
under consideration are ««ailed before 
the committee to give evidence. The 
commission would have the additional 
advantage that its investigations could 
be conducted at whatever point seem­
ed best, and not in Ottawa only. Its 
ability to get information would there­
fore be far greater than a Parliament­
ary committee possesses.

The result of this process of inquiry 
must bo the accumulation of a vast 
amount of useful information regard­
ing the latent wealth o: the Dominion. 
Great ns are the known resources, 
tly: unmeasured resources of
Canada are believed to be far greater 
The future years must witness even 
greater activity in survey work and 
in prospecting of every kind than even 
the recent years have seen. Informa­
tion regarding the less known regions 
must therefore be forthcoming plen­
tifully if it is sought. In getting this 
information fresh every year from the 
men who have tramped our unknown 
or little known regions, and have 
studied their hidden riches the com­
mission would be “conserving” infor­
mation which otherwise will be largely 
lost so far as the public and Parlia­
ment are concerned.

The publication of this information 
would be of immense advantage to the 
public, and in the cultivation .of en­
lightened public opinion on the sub 
ject. At present what is known offici­
ally of our resources and what is 
learned of them year by year, is large­
ly scattered -through departmental re­
ports in fragments that no man has 
time or inclination to search out and 
gather together. The result is that 
the Canadian who Wants to make some 
kind of a comprehensive study of the 
latent wealth of his country is handi­
capped for want of convenient sources 
of information. If the commission 
only dug out the information now- 
existing from departmental blue-book=, 
Royal society reports and from reports 
of special committees appointed by the 
House of Commons or the Senate, 
they would provide the public with a 
mine of valuable information- in ac­
cessible form. But the body would be 
supposed -to concern themselves with 
the future rather than the past and 
to -the publication of new information 
as well as the compilation of that al 
ready in existence. To the summary 
of- wjyt is already known but not 
available they would add year by year 
authoritative information of a char­
acter that is now- lost because we have 
no machinery for collecting and pub­
lishing it.

Parliament should find the com­
mission invaluable as an advisory 
body. The legislature will have to 
concern itself more frequently with 
problems affecting the natural re­
sources of the Dominion as popula­
tion increases and development pro­
ceeds. The first requirement for in­
telligent action is information, reli­
able and as complete as possible 
touching these resources. With such 
knowledge Parliament will be equipped 
to institute and continue a sane and 
practicable policy of conservation, or 
perhaps of resource creation where 
this is considered necessary or wise.

Likely they will soothe 
infidel feeling with compensation paid 
the relatives .of foreign, victims—com­
pensation wrung from the miserable, 
survivors of the native Christians. 
Then the war-ships will steam • away 
and the Powers will restore Turkey to 
their confidence and the Sheik and 
the other noble bandits will lay the 
ropes for another propaganda of ex­
tinction five years or so hence. If 
Islam cared no more for its Children 
than Christendom seems to care for 
hers there would be fewer Moslems 
in the world.

Blue Quill’s band has been entirely 
broken up. He himself expresses a 
consuming desire to carry big Bear’s 
hair at his belt. The Wah-sat-now 
band are at their old ground.. Pakan 
and the Saddle Lakers, who had join­
ed him, , were reported solid for peace 
up to last accounts.

A rumor that Indians were crossing 
from the south to the north side, ap­
parently with the purpose of getting 
to the Stoney Plain reserve, on Mon­
day afternoon created some excite­
ment in town. Scouts were sent up 
who reported that they saw horses 
and thought there were men on the 
south side, but could see no signs 
of any one having crossed.

Service in the Methodist Church 
was interrupted rather suddenly ou 
Sunday evening on receipt of the 
news of the capture of Fort Pitt. The 
sermon by Rev. John McDougall, 
Which dealt with the present situa­
tion .was only half over when the 
congregation was dismissed with the 
Benediction.

Thomas Taylor, in charge of the 
Hudson Bay Company’s store at 
Battle River, which was plundered 
by the Indians, corroborates the story 
that the Indians were excited by the 
news that Edmonton had been or was 
to be sacked, and they thought they 
might as well get their work in there. 
At a councel, held on Thursday

In connection with the effective 
publicity campaign being carried out 
by the Edmonton board of trade the 
secretary, A. G. Harrison, ihas issued 
a large card containing descriptive 
matter of the capital of Alberta, as a 
manufacturing centre, a railway cen­
tre, a wholesale distributing centre, 
a packing centre, a mixed farming 
centre and the Gateway of the North. 
The matter contained therein places 
the unequalled merits of Edmonton in 
all these lines in the strongest pos­
sible light. The following are ex­
cerpts from the card :—

As a Manufacturing Centre.
Edmonton is even now recognized 

as a coming centre of manufacturing 
industries. There are lumber'-mills- 
(capacity 20.000,000 feet per annum), 
brick factories, packing plants, brew­
eries, sash and door factories, basket 
factories, aerated water factories, 
cigar factory, pickle and vinegar fac­
tory, box and tub factory, concrete 
block, pipe and tile factory, etc., etc. 
There are, however, excellent open­
ings for woollen mills, pickle factor­
ies, furniture, soap and match factor­
ies, paper and cereal mills. It will 
be readily seen by the foregoing that 
the factories for which there are open­
ings. will be here -before long and it 
will be a case of the"first here to 
secure the foundation of the business 
The city does not give bonuses to in­
duce factories to locate here as the 
prospects are far too good to make 
that necessary; we do, however, offer 
water, light and power at cost and a 
fixed rate of taxation for a number of 
years, also sites at a nominal cost 
or rental and in some cases free sites 
through private individuals.

Edmonton as a Railway Centre. 
The city of Edmonton will shortly 

be served .by no less than three trans­
continental railroads. It is at present 
served by the Canadian Northern, the 
Canadian Pacific, the Edmonton and 
Slave Lake and the Edmonton, Yukon 
and Pacific. The Grand Trunk will 
have the steel of their main line laid 
into the city early in July. The Can­
adian Pacific is making final arrange­
ments for the construction of their 
high level bridge across the Saskatche­
wan liver into the city. The provin­
cial government has recently guaran­
teed the bonds of bona-fide railway 
companies who will now build some 
750 miles of railway, all adjacent to 
Edmonton, and thus open up vast 
stretches of land at present undevelop­
ed which will be largely dependent 
upon this city for their supplies, 
etc.

Edmonton as the Packing Centre.
The city- oi Edmonton now justly 

claims to b? the leading packing 
centre of the* province, in fact, of the 
Middle West. During the year 1908 
there were 50,000 head of cattle, 'hogs. 
and sheep slaughtered in Edmonton 
and Strat-hcona ; of this amount 70 per­
cent. were hogs. $750,000 would be 
a conservative estimate to place on 
this product. During 1909 these fig­
ures will increase to at least double as 
the Swift packing plant was operating 
only during the last three months of 
1906 and in that time slaughtered 30,- 
000 head of stock. The balance of the 
50,000 was handled by the smaller 
plants. With regard to the Swift pack­
ing plant, a very complete examina­
tion of Western Canada was made 
before it was decided to build in Ed­
monton. Their buildings and ouip- 
ment. etc., cost- something like $1,- 
000,000. The capacity of the plant 
is 1,000 head oi cattle, 2,p00 hogs, 500 
sheep and 300 calves per week. They 
-have not been operating to their full 
capacity as the building is not quite 
complete. It is now being finished 
and will then be operated to its fullest 
capacity. The supply of hogs, cattle 
and sheep is drawn from the C. N. 
R. district as far east as Saskatoon, 
along the C. P. R. as far south as 
Cros.-tficfld and points on the We- 
taskiwin and Lacombe branches. 

Wholesale Distributing Centre. 
Immediately on the advent of the 

Canadian Northern railway, Edmon­
ton became a permanent distributing 
centre,. A general readjustment of 
freight rates from manufacturing cen­
tres in Eastern Canada and the Un­
ited States was made by the Canadian 
Northern railway, whereby Edmonton 
was placed on an equal footing with 
the other distributing centres of West­
ern Canada. In addition -to the in­
ward rates being substantially reduc­
ed the outgoing rates- from Edmonton 
were also lowered. The Canadian Pa­
cific railway has definitely announc­
ed it to be part of their policy to make 
Edmonton a wholesale and distribut­
ing centre. The arrival Of the Grand 
Trank Pacific in the course of the 
summer will place Edmonton, still fur­
ther to the front as a distributing cen­
tre. An examination of the maps of 
the province should carry conviction 
as to the present future possibilities of 
this city as a wholesale, jobbing,ware­
house and manufacturing centre.

The Gateway to the North.
The city of Edmonton is the recog­

nized gateway to the vast Peace River 
Country, which has been happily and 
truthfully termed “The Empire of the 
North.” The possibilities ot this won­
derful country are as yet little known 
—it is a gyeat stretch of agricultural 
and ranching lands and is known to 
be. immensely rich in minerals of el- 
most every" possible description. 
Wheat and garden truck has been suc­
cessfully raised at. from 400 to 500 
miles north of Edmonton. At pre­
sent the Peace River is a country for 
the pioneer rather than the settler who ! 
expects direct communication wit’\ 
the markets of the world. The Can­
adian Northern Railway are com­
pleting their line to Athabasca Land­
ing (100 miles north of Edmonton) 
this year, but it cannot be stated with 
any certainty how long it will be be­
fore railroads will really tap the 
Peace River country.

very soon. General Shefket said that 
Abdul Hamid’s removal from the 
capital was absolutely necessary in 
the interests of future peace in the 
empire.

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BISON PATRIARCH AT 
INFF PARKBA! IS DEAD

Old Sir Donald, the Last of the Wild 
Buffalo in Captivity, Was Kitted 
by Other Members of the Herd 
at Banff Recently—The Old Bull 
Was King ef the Herd at One 
Time.

Many thousands of1 visitors to Banff, 
the delightful resort in the middle of 
the Canadian National park,'" have 
seen, and admired the grand old buf­
falo bull, Sir Donald, which had been 
tlte ' leader and chief of his herd for 
upwards of thirty-eight years. But 
never again will'the grand head and 
massive proportions of this animal, 
the only really wild bison m captivty, 
be viewed in their natural " environ­
ment, for during the early hours of 
Tuesday morning, April 6, old Sir 
Donald came to his end. He was 
found lying dead out iti one of the 
paddocks, having apparently stumbled 
over some logs, probably owing to his 
being blind in one eye, and while; un­
able to rise he was surrounded by the 
reap of -the herd, and alas, for filial 
respect .among the bison, some of . the 
younger bulls, took the opportunity to 

"help him on to the happy hunting 
grounds by goring the huge beast 
with their short and sharp horns, -Hot 
content with this, the herd pawed 
and butted at the prostrate monarch 
till, except on the head and legs -there 
was no hair left. The cowboy in 
charge of the paddocks saw Sir Don­
ald walking about at 5 o'clock on 
Monday afternoon, and on looking for 
him next morning sew that he was 
down and apparently dead. He cov­
ered the carcass with tarpolins to keep 
it safe from the prowling wolves and 
coyotes; but the buuflalo herd re­
turned to the scene and indulged In 
a further dispbyr of indiginities to 
their" fallen chief.

For some time past the advisability 
of shooting Sir Donald bad been dis­
cussed, as Tie was obviously weaken­
ing -with advancing years, and about 
a month ago Howard Douglas, the 
commissioner of parks, with a local 
taxidermist, went to the paddocks 
to inspect him, but so lively was the 
"Old bull then that he charged vig­
orously at his visitors, who promptly 
took refuge outside, the fence. This 
"was thought to indicate plenty of re­
serve strength in Sir Donald, and he 
was allowed to wander away. So that 
when the news of his death was tele­
phoned to the superintendent's office 
it erased qnite a considerable sensa­
tion, and steps were at once taken 
with thé view of having the whole 
animal mounted to be placed in the 
National Park museum. A number 
of the park workmen with a few other 
.interested persons and the govern­
ment taxidermist, Ashley Hine, went 
to. the animal paddocks with a largo 
sleigh to transport the body to the 
Sign of the Goat Taxidermy store for 
.piirphseA of preparing and mounting 
it. On -their arrival however, they 
■had to wait till the keeper had driven 
the buffalo herd- far enough- away to 
make It safe to gb inside their en- 
elousnre. An inspection of the body 
showed that with the exception -f 
the "head and forelegs there-was noth­
ing left with hair on that could be set 
bp for exhibition. The remains were 
a mass of jellied flesh, hair and blood: 
This historic'animal' and the loss of 

‘him as musium epeciment is no small 
one. However, measures were at once 
begun to secure pictures of him as he 
lay in his last sleep, and while this 
was being done and during the sub­
sequent proceedings of giving tin* 
head and forelegs, several of the work­
men had some exciting Chases after 
the rest of the herd, as the animals 
kept -closing in in a compact half- 
t-ircleTrouha the group engaged on the 
dead bull. The horses attached to 
the sleigh got very alarmed, and theft 
(ttiVUnll prompt (action alone prej-, 
vented a runaway. Highland Mary, 
a small light-colored cow buffalo, a 
very early daughter of the dead bull, 
was the most aggressive, coming with 
in ten or fifteen feet of the workers, 
but as she was nearly as old as Sir 
Donald, she was treated with the re­
spect she deserved.

It was the ^ork of several hours to 
get the hide off, which was in some
places two inches thick. This __
finally accomplished and the remains 
were then loaded on the sleigh for 
transference to the town, most of the 
men taking a short cut over the fence 
for home. But here the herd took a 
hand again. As soon as the sleigh 
load drew near them they charged up 
to it en masse, jostling and crowding 
each other to get near the head' of 
their dead companion which adorned 
the back end of the sleigh. Three 
times the driver of the team fell over 
obstacles before he reached the gates, 
having to keep his eyes on his frantic 
horses, and on the -bellowing herd oe- 
hind him. His compankm proceeded 
to” open the great gate to let the sleîgji 
through, and for a few moments ;t 
looked as if the whole herd would es­
cape into the adjoining paddock. Very 
fortunately the two men were able to 
close the gate, after driving in the buf­
falo which got through and so pre­
vented what otherwise wonkt have 
been an awkward state of affairs. The 
bead of Sir Donald is now in the 
hands flf. the government taxidermist,

most equal size imported from Texas. 
The fight began early in the morning, 
the great, .beasts rdshing each other, 
head lowered and little red eyes glar­
ing, tearing up the turf with their 
hoofs, and with tails straight up in 
the air.- - With a crash like colliding 
engines they met over and over again. 
Several mounted men endeavored to 
seperate the infurat-ed animals, but 
were themselves charged and put to 
flight. Sir Donald at last lost his left 
horn in one of the shocks, at the same 
time getting a blow in the left eye 
which destroyed its sight. After be­
ing thrown on his back and pummel­
led while down by his victorious rfi- 
tagonist, he gave up the struggle and 
retired from the gaze of thé watching 
herd to begin his lonely wanderings, 
since that time he has seldom been 
seen wtth the rest, prefering to wander 
and wallow alone in some favorite 
sahd hole. He was a grand specimen- 
of the breed, measuring about forty 
inches from tip to rip of the horns, 
and about 15 1-2 inches between the 
eyesockets across the forehead. The 
remaining hem ie 18 1-2 inches long 
and its girth is 14 1-2 inches. He an­
swered best to the Indian’s descrip­
tion of the buffalo, being short an* 
very thick and deep in the body, with 
great bone and extremely massive 
head and front. And he was un­
doubtedly a really purebred bison.

WHY SHE IS A SUFFRAGETTE

Lady Constance Lytton Tells of Her 
Conversion.

London, April 28.—Lady Constance 
Lytton (granddaughter of the novelist 
and sister of the present peer) deliv­
ered an interesting address on “How 
I Became a Suffragist” at an "at- 
home” of the National Women’s Social 
and Political Union, held at Queen’s 
Hall.

Lady Constance confessed that until 
she became a suffragist she had miss­
ed her opportunities in life, and al­
though she had tried she had never 
succeeded in anything. (Laughter.) 
The whole social surroundings of her 
life had been repellant to her, even 
the publicity of the ballroom having 
a sort of terror for her. She has never 
cared for books, and never cared for 
the society of intellectual people. 
(Laughter.)

Lady Constance went on to say that 
she had perhaps been an especially 
difficult convert to the cause, because 
there were -one or two things she 
feared.

Her Taste for Prison.
Some three or four years ago she 

had as a great hobby the subject of 
criminals and prison. However, she 
now regarded it as obvions that une 
suffragists who had been in prison 
were not criminals in the ordinary 
sense of the word, and she realized 
that she could very easily satisfy her 
taste for prisons by joining the case 
(Laughter), She had been rather 
what was termed-e faddish on reforms, 
perhaps oit of rtyaM for the fact that 
she had led so many reform move­
ments which came to naught; but -n 
the beginning she- was fortdnate 
enough to meet the’ lenders of the 
suffragist movement, and she had 
found them to be particularly human 
and-sympathetic, and in the end she 
became a full-hearted convert. She 
was then struck by another trouble, 
for she felt that everyone connected 
with the movement was.of a rather 
peculiar disposition and capacity. 
Thdir ability aroused her admiration 
at every turn. Then came the ques­
tion as to what she could do.

Nobility of Action.
Shortly—aftej coming out of Hollo- 

way prison she received a great many 
letters, including one from a man n- 
dicatmg that he Had.thought that the 
fact of her belonging to the nobilitv 
would have been sufficient to bar her 
being put into prison. But, said Lady 
Constance, surely if there wag any­
thing in nobility, it must be nobility 
of action. She herself was no believ- 
er in any hereditary principle of hon­
or, as recognized by the State. Tt 
seemed to h* that these were things 
which could not be handed down by 
law and prestige. Everyone had to 
feel that if they had a parent or an­
cestor who had distinguished himself 
or served his country politically or in­
tellectually, or in any way, it was a 
thing to be proud of indeed. It was a 
thing which should, inspire them in 
every moment of their lives, and if 
was an incentive to follow in their 
footsteps. (Hear, hear.)

COAL STRIKE CAUSES 
A SERIOUS SHORTAGE

C.ft.R, Compelled to Reduce Its Staff 
as Result of Closing Down of Coal 
Carrying Trade—Many Idle Men 
in NOsori—Swift Current and 
Moose Jaw Have Greatly De­
pleted Supplie». ,

Nelson, B.C., April 28.—The imme­
diate effect of the coal stike in Nelson 
is the large number of O.P.R. em­
ployees, engineers, firemen, conduc­
tors and brakemen who are idle in 
tit is city. Not in'ten years ha Je 
there been so many -idle trainmen in 
Nelson, and what is true of this city 
is true of this Whole district, the 
working force oh the CP.E., accord­
ing to rohable information, hAving 
been reduced between 40 and 50 per 
cent, since the strike was declared, 
a9 a result of tire shutting down of 
the coal carrying trade. One of the 
worst features of the situation in this 
country is the shutting down on Mon­
day last of the British Columbia Cop­
per Company’s smelter and mines in 
the Boundary, because of the shortage 
of coke, due to the fact that the em­
ployees of the International Coal and 
Coke Company at Coleman are on 
strike.

Had No Alternative.
The British Columbia Copper Com­

pany depended entirely upon this 
company for Ks coke supply, having 
a contract for the entire output of 
the ovens, so that when its- thirty 
days’ reserve was exhausted it had 
no alternative but to close, its smelter 
and mines. The closing down of 
these properties means the throwing 
out of work of over 400 men besides 
meaning still further reduction in 
the C.P.R. train crews through the 
shutting down of freight traffic be­
tween the mines and the smelter. 
The throwing out of work of so many 
employees of the C.P.R. throughout 
this country and the shutting down 
of the British Columbia Copper Com-' 
pany’s properties, is a serious thing 
for the business interests not only of 
Nelson, but also of the whole of the 
Kootenay and Boundary districts. 
Another unpleasant feature of the 
situation is that the coal stocks 
throughout the country are beginning 
to run short. The big Granby smel­
ter at Grand Forks, of course secures 
its fuel supply from the Crow’s Nest 
Pass Coal Company) and so is not 
affected. The Consolidated Mining 
and Smelting Company’s smelter at 
Trail and their mines at Rossland, 
Phoenix, Sandon and Moyie are still 
operating without showing any effect 
of the strike, for the management had 
looked ahead and had a large reserve 
supply of fuel on hand when the 
struggle began, and claims to be in 
a position to secure additional sup­
plies as soon as required.

Other Industries Affected.
Other industries, however, as well as 

the general public, are beginning to 
feel the pinch. As a matter of fact, 
the Crow’s- Nest Coal Company ig 
mining enoagh coal to keep this- dis­
trict from want if its products were 
being marketed here. It is--net, how- 
■ever, except for the coke being sup­
plied to the Granby Company, practi­
cally all the output of the Crow’s 
Nest Pass Company mines is being 
sent across the border for use on the 
Great Northern Railway, which now 
controls the company, and for sale to 
the Montana smelters.

Not « pound of tills company’s coal 
has been delivered in Nelson for sale_ 
since the early part of last December, 
and what is true of Nelson is true of 
the other towns and cities of the in­
terior of British Columbia. If the 
strike continues for any length of 
time, there will undoubtedly be a 
coal famine in British Columbia un­
less some steps are taken either by 
the Dominion or provincial govern­
ment to prevent the export of coal by 
the Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Company.

Schools Closed at Lethbridge.
Lethbridge, April 28—The strike sit­

uation remains unchanged. Those 
who claim to k'Viow expect it will be 
settled inside a week. One authority 
stated today that it was a questioij oL 
the authority of President Lewis, ot 
the International, or President Sher­
man, of District No. 13. These are 
adjusting their differences and the 
trouble will probably end in a few 
days. Between 500 and 600 men are 
out here. The rules of the union say 
the men are not to draw strike pay 
until the strike is on 30 days. So far 
as can be learned no union funds have 
been used yet. Outside of the C. P- 
R. reserve there is no coal here what­
ever. The schools closed today be­
cause of the lack of coal. The local 
miners met last night and determined 
to stand by their officials. The dis­
trict board meets in Fernie on Thurs­
day. Numerous statements of discon­
tent among strikers are heard. The 
Lethbridge Daily Herald, and other 
papers have frequently published let­
ters from the miners expressing dis­
satisfaction with President Sherman’» 
actions.

No Coal at Swift Current.
Swift Current, Sask., April 28.— 

Not a pound of coal in town. The 
C.P.R. has only enough to last three 
weeks. They have been supplying 
Moose Jaw for two weeke. The situa­
tion is reaching a climax. It is be­
lieved the government should inter­
fere.

Moose Jaw Feels Effect.
Moose Jaw, April 28.—Moose Jaw is 

beginning to «feel the effects of the 
strike of the coal miners in,the Crow's 
Nest. Local dealers have disposed 
of practically all their stock and find 
it impossible to secure a fresh- sup­
ply. The people are being aeriously 
inconvenienced for lack of coal for 
both domestic and heating purposes. 
Steam ploughing outfits, ready for 
the fields, are being held up, entailing 
much financial loss. While the 
effects of such a strike is not so seri­
ous as in the winter, the position 
taken here is that it is serious 
enough to call for immediate govern­
ment intervention.

SHOBLD TRAIN OUR SEAMEN.

Impartant Resolution Introduced Into 
Senate.

Otta^|, April 28.—the Senate held 
the centre of the stage today with a 
debate on the note of Hon, G. W. Ross 
to the .effect that liberal provision 
should at once be made for the in­
struction of Canadian mariners in 
seamanship and navigation, with a 
view to the development of the ship­
ping interests of Canada and if need 
be the protection of Canada’s com­
merce in coast waters and on the high 
seas.

He was glad to see that both sides 
were agreed on the question of nava1 
defense during the recent discussion 
in the House of Commons, and it 
was gratifying to note that the British 
press* approved of the position taken 
by Canada. Canada at present was 
making only meagre provision for the 
education of heY 71,600 seanjen. 
Canada was , spending about seven 
millions a year on military services 
and he thought that a point had been 
reached where a halt should be cail-- 
ed and something done for the sea 
forces. As far as he -could see, not a 
thousand dollars a year was now be­
ing so spent. He thought the annual 
loss.of life at sea could be reduced if 
the men were better trained. An in­
stitution for the higher training of 
naval officers should be established 
in Canada.

Senator Power complimented Sena­
tor Ross on his speech, but thought 
that he should not press his motion 
but have it referred to a committee.

Senator Domville thought that if 
the six million peope of Canada were 
annually to give a dollar each, it 
would help. Great Britain was look­
ing to Canada.

After Senators Ferguson and Ellis 
had spoken, Sir Richard Cartwright 
pointed out that the resolution would 
involve a large expenditure of money 
and that it should receive serious con­
sideration. The government intend 
consulting with the Imperial authori­
ties and in the meantime he thought 
the resolution should not be pressed.

Senator Lougheed expressed the 
opinion that the resolution was too 
indefinite, and Senator Ross agreed to 
withdraw it.

Eleven years ago Mr. Conroy, made 
his first negotiations wiith the Indians 
el on g the MacKenzie river. Notice of the 
date of 'his arrival is the chief event in 
the Indian calendar. The notice is al­
ways sent the previous summer and dur­
ing the eleven years, Mr. Conroy says 
he has very seldom failed to reach each 
point as announced. He has about 
$26,600 in Canadian currency to gladden 
the Indian, 'wigwams this trip.

Leaves When River Opens.
Two men accompany Mr. Conroy to 

the north, one from Ottawa and one 
from Montreal. The outfit of the party 
is not very large so they trnst to pick 
up whatever extra assistance they want 
as they go along. The movement of the 
ice on t ho Athabasca is always the sig­
nal for departure. It «is not expected 
that there will be any navigation on the 
river before a week at least, conse­
quently Mr. Conroy will rempdn in the 
city until be hears favorable reports of 
the river breaking up, when he will set 
out at once for Athabasca Landing.

By Canoe and Overland.
Mr. Conroy will meet the Indians 

largely at points along the MacKenzie 
but several canoe trips and overland 
trips will have to be made. These are 
always of a more or less interesting na­
ture but the commissioner assured a Bul­
letin representative that it becomes verv 
monotonous at times. It will be late in 
the month of September before the party 
returns to Edmonton.

*Do you anticipate anything unusual 
on your trip this summer?" Mr. Conroy 
was asked.

(( Indians Not Starving.
"I have no reason to expect anything 

different,” was the rep.y, “The reports 
which have been published from time to 
time in Eastern papers that the Indians 
are dying of hunger, that they have be­
come mere skeletons and are lying hud­
dled together in their tepees are not to 
be credited.

Railway Line in Bolivia.

London, April 28.—The contract for 
the great railway to be made across 
the Andes from Arica in Chile to La 
Paz in Bolivia, attaining an elevation 
of upwards of 12,000 feet, and having 
a length of a little over 300 miles, has 
been given to the well-known firm • * 
contractors, Messrs. Sir John Jackson 
Limited.

It is understood that the actual 
monev voted for the scheme is £3, 
000.000.

Sir John Jackson said in an inter 
view : "The line will undoubtedly be 
the highest in the world. The first 
fifty to sixty miles will be across 
desert, and our first business will tie 
to provide a complete system of wa­
ter supply over that distance. The 
next fifty miles will be through the 
Andes.

‘‘The last two hundred miles will tic 
over the high tableland upon which 
La Paz, the •highest oity in the world 
is built. Beyond this are the higher 
ranges of the Andes.

Senator Dav­
is proposes to do away altogether with 
the railway committees of the Com­
mons and Senate and place the in­
corporation of railway companies on 
the same basis a# now obtains in the 
case of industrial companies seeking 
Federal charters.

Same as Industrial Companies.
His bill provides that any company 

seeking a railway charter may obtain 
one through the secretary of state’s 
department under the same procedure 
as now applies to Federally incorpor­
ated industrial companies, but the 
company applying must firs* satisfy 
the railway commission as to its bona 
tides and the need of the undertaking 
It is provided that the company, be­
fore getting a charter, must advertise 
for six weeks in the newspapers cov­
ering the district through which the 
proposed railway will run, must sub 
mit to the commission a detailed plan 
and an engineer’s report showing the 
route and the feasibility of the pro 
posed line and must raise at least 
sufficient cash capital to buy a right 
of way and pay the cost of all expro­
priation proceedings. If the railway 
commission after a careful examin­
ation is satisfied that the plans and 
bona Tides of the company, a certifi­
cate will be forwarded to the secretary 
of state’s department and fhen incor 
poration will be granted in the regular 
course.

Must Make a Deposit.
The bill also provides that’a de 

posit shall be made with the govern 
nient, sufficient to cover the cost of the 
right-of-way and all expropriation pro 
ceedings and if the road is not gone 
on with, within the specified time, 
five per cent of this deposit shall re- 
vert to the state as a fine upon the 
company. Another provision -is that 
all moneys received from the sale of 
stocks, bonds, etc., must go into the 
railway or else be considered as 
fine and go to the public treasury.

Senator Davis believes that mush of 
the proceedings which now take place 
before the parliamentary railway 
committees are farcical and the mem 
bers of the House put through char 
ters at the word and bidding of lob 
byists. The railway commissioners 
he asserts, are in a far better posi 
tion to judge of the real merits of the 
proposals of any company than ar_ 
the members of parliament who are 
necessarily inadequately informed 
to the actual facts underlying any ap­
plication for railway charters.

BRITAIN IS UNCONCERNED.

In the Deposition of Abdul Hamid 
As Sultan.

CAUGHT IN SAN FRANCISCO.

For two months He Had Been Dodg­
ing Police of U.S.

San Francisco, April 27.-—Brough­
ton Brandenburg, a New York news­
paper writer, has been arrested here 
on a warrant from New York charg­
ing grand larceny.

Brandenberg-1» accused of having 
sold to the New York Times a politi­
cal letter which he claimed had been 
dictated by Grover Cleveland just 
before the late ex-President’s death, 
and with having made up the docu­
ment secured when he was Mr. Cleve­
land’s stenographer, without^ permis-
eion. ,

He was arrested in New York ana 
released on $1,500 bail. On Febru- 
arv 1 the case was called for trial but 
Brandenberg could not be found and 
his bail was forfeited. Since then

London, April 23.—The deposition 
of Abdul Hamid as Sultan of Turkey, 
so far as he is personally concern­
ed, is unregretted in official circles in 
England. For years past English 
diplomats have been- fighting against 
the intrigues emanating from Yildiz 
Palace, and they never really knew 
whether the Sultan was their enemÿ 
or friend. What effect the deposi­
tion is likely to have on Turkey out­
side of the capital, however, is an­
other tiling.

Fears are freely expressed today 
that the new administration probab­
ly will have a more difficult task in 
over-coming the prejudice of the peo­
ple of the provinces than has been ex­
perienced in Constantinople. For 
this reason it was expected here the 
Young Turks would allow Abdul 
Hamid to remain on the throne, but 
shorn of power, as a concession to the 
religious feeling of the country and 
out of respect to the different parties.

But Great Britain is unconcerned. 
The only desire here is that Turkey 
have a stable, constitutional govern­
ment. The Dispatch Exchange Tele­
graph Company says the committee 
has seized all the former Sultan’s 
effects, including hie jewels and vast 
personal fortune.

centage this city has shown in the 
past four months.

Substantial gains are also noted "n 
the case of Vancouver and Victoria 
which surpass last'year’s figures for 
March by 64.50 per cent, and 9.78 per 
cent., respectively. Both of tiheeei 
cities have shown a steady advance 
since the first of the year, and it ;s 
reported that at no previous time 
has there been as great an amount -f 
work in immediate prospect.

A striking features of the month’s 
report is the strong upward trend 
«inch prevailed throughout Ontario. 
Every ritv submitting comparative 
figures has more than doubled the 
amount in building operations, es 
compared to the month of March f 
last year.

Fort William’s gam was 26.9 per 
cent. ; Toronto 10Ï per cent. ; Ottawa 
106 per cent.; London 175 per cent.;

SNOW STORM a BENEFIT.
Hon. W. T. Finlay, Minister of Agri 
culture, when seen by a Bulletin re­
presentative this morning anticipated 
no serious results from the snow flurry 
of Wednesday. He said that the snow 
fall was quite general all over th 
province and that when he passed 
through Calgary yesterday afternoonn 
there was six inches of snow on the 
ground.

“It is only a question of how long 
the snow will remain,” said the Minis­
ter. “If it all disappears in a day 
or two it will do the soil a world of 
good, but if the weather does not con­
siderably moderate and the snow re­
mains it will put the spring wheat 
very late.” «<

“The spring operations in the south­
ern part of the province have been 
delayed by the weather” continued 
Mr. Finlay, “but the coal strike 
also a serious proposition for the farm­
er. The great steam plows require 
great deal of coal and some of them 
■have had to close down on account of 
the coal famine. I think something 
should be done ot prevent a condition 
of tilings such as this.”

Mr. Finlay states that he has met 
a number of discouraged settlers who 
have not yet bedome accustomed to 
an April snow stOcm. He assured them 
that the fall of snow was an important 
factor in Alberta agriculture provided 
it can be caught eonfewhere hear the 
right time.

Working of Lemieux Act for the Past 
Two Years.

Ottawa, April 28.—A summary of the 
results oi the operation of the in­
dustrial disputes investigation act, or 
the Lemieux act, as it is more general 
ly called, during the first two years 
of its operation, up to the end of last 
month, shows that there were receiv 
ed in all during the period indicated 
55 applications, as a result of which 
49 boards were established. In the 
remaining cases the disputes were 
settled either during the formation ot 
the board or during the discussion 
arising out of the application, and 
in aAy case as a direct result of the 
influencé of that act.

Of the 49 disputes referred under 
the act, in each of which the sworn 
statement accompanying the applica­
tion declared that a strike or lockout 
would take place in the event of 
settlement not being reached, there 
were two cases only in which a strike 
or lockout resulted. The cases in 
question are those of the dispute be­
tween the Cumberland Railway A 
Coal -Co. and its employees at Spring- 
hill, N.S., which resulted in a strike 
of the <foal miners, commencing on 
August 1, 1907, and continuing until 
October 31, when the men returned 
to work on the terms originally recom 
mended by the board. 1,700 men be 
mg concerned ; and the dispute be­
tween the Canadian Pacific Railway 
Co. and its mechanical employees 
which also resulted in a strike, com­
mencing in this, case on August 4 
1908, and continuing until the end 
of September following, when the em 
ployees returned to work on the terms 
originally recommended ’by the board 
about 8,000 men being concerned. In 
each of the other 47 disputes referred 
under the act, the . investigation be­
fore the board, resulted either in a dir­
ect agreement between the parties 
in effecting such an improvement in 
the relations that no cessation ol work 
occurred.

Divisional Court on Motion to Quash 
Coroner’s KinradS Warrant.

Toronto, April 28—At the conclusion 
oi the argument in the Divisional 
court Chancellor Boyd and fellow-jus­
tices reserved devision as to whether 
the coroner’s warrant issued- for the 
arrest of Florence Kinrade was legal 

In the course of the argument Dep­
uty Attorney General Cartwright as­
serted to the court that the examina­
tion of a witness “went on until it 
was closed.” -Cliancellor Boyd asked 
Cartwright if he contended this to be 
so in the case of the Kinrade inquest- 
where Florence had been twice ex 
amined "at unseemly hours.”

The chancellor expressed the opin­
ion that the crown should disclose op 
wh*t matters it sought to re-examine 
this witness. -This may be done in 
affidavit form, although Mr. Cartwright 
was of the opinion that the informa­
tion should be imparted privately only 
to the court.

It may be days or even longer be­
fore the divisional court will render 
judgment on this case, as the - evid­
ence taken at the coroner’s inquest 
must be transcribed and sent to the 
court to consider, along with the other 
documents asked for.

Chancellor Boyd said he doubted 
whether a coroner’s warrant could be 
served outside the county in which 
it is issued. He thought the crown 
should disclose on what questions the 
crown proposes to re-examine the 
girl. “It does no harm to issue sum­
mons for an inquest and few people 
would resist it, but when they do you 
must of course show your authority 
said Justice Magee.

Case in Toronto Referred to Supreme 
Court for Interpretation.

Toronto, Ont., April 28.—For an in­
terpretation of two sections of the Do­
minion Railway Act, the Dominion 
Railway Commission will send a 
stated case to the Supreme Court to 
determine whether section 341 is in 
any way controlled or affected by 
section 77, and, if it is controlled, to 
what extent, and in what particulars.

In substance section 77 says that 
wherever a railway charges one per­
son lower rates for services than that 
given another person for similar ser­
vices, the burden of proving this is 
not unjust discrimination rests upon 
the company. Section 341 says a 
railway can issue mileage excursion 
or commutation tickets with the con­
sent of the Railway Board. -

The point is raised in the applica­
tion for an extension of the commut­
ation rates to certain places in the 
neighborhood of Toronto. The rail­
ways dispute the jurisdiction of the 
Board and contend there is no con­
trol and that they are perfectly free 
in the matter of commutation mileage 
or excursion tickets to discriminate in 
whatever way seems good to them.
