Fredericton Cathedral
Destroyed.

Fredericton, N.B., July 3.— In the
worst eleetrical storm that ever swept
this part of the Province, the Church
of England Cathedral of this city was
struck by lightning at midnight, and
totally .destroyed by the fire which
followed.

The loss is probably in the vicin-
ity of $140,000. The storm had par-
alyzed the fire alarm service and in
some way interfered with the watcr
service, so that when the firemen ar-
rived, little could be done to save
the Dbuilding. The tolling of the
great bell in the Catholic Church
aroused the citizens at midnight.

The. Cathedral was built in the late
Bishop Medley’s time, and cost about
thirty thousand pounds.

It was considered one of the finest
churches in Eastern Canada. Only
last year a new organ was installed
at cost of nearly $10,000. Bishop
Richardson is in Winnipeg.

ENQUIRY.

Finding “of Court ln Less- of Bruce.

Yésterday afternoon Acting Judge
Knight handed down the following
finding in the Marine Court of En-
quiry held to determine the cause of
the loss of the S. S. Bruce,

The S. S. Bruce, a screw steel ship
of 113&; Registered Gross tonnage, and
443 tons met, was built in Pointhouse,
Scotland, in 1897.
