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How French Avenge THERE WAS
London, Oct. 1.—During the strate­

gic retreat of the Alliés Southward, 
from the Belgian frontier, the French 
troops exacted from the Gerfnahs 
Moody revenge for th'e‘French-retréat 
at Sedan 44 years bètçre.

On this same battle fiel* Recording 
to the Pltris corf'espotofleftr of the 
Daily Mail, the Germans suffered ode 
of the worst defeats of the present in­
vasion. They were led into a trip 
which cost them thousands of meSi. 
He says:

The French could have held théir 
positions indefinitely, hut strategy re­
quired them to continue falling'back, 
with the remainder of the Allies, along 
the line. Here is the story of the sec­
ond battle of Sedan, as told, by the 
correspondent:

“The French General ordered his 
troops to fall back across the river 
and take up positions on the opposite 
heights. The bridges were rrifned, bnt 
were left standing in order to deceive 
the Germans into thinking, that the 
French were retreating'hastily.

“The ruse succeeded. The Germans 
advanced across the bridges in close 
formation. When several German re­
giments had crossed, the French blew 
up the bridges and the French artil­
lery started firing into hundreds of 
German columns which retteatiti 
hastily to the river, only to find the 
bridges gone.

“The French regiments then advan­
ced with quick firers and the merci­
less slaying continued until . dusk. 
Many Germans threw down their arms 
and attempted to swim the river arid 
large numbers were drowned. When 
nightfall came the French brought Up 
searchlights and continued the work 
of carnage.

“The artillery threw shells at the 
rate 8f a dozen rounds a minute into 
the German ranks and varied its tac­
tics by throwing incendiary shells in­
to the forest, where part of th§ Ger­
man forces had taken refuge. The 
burning woods lit up the whole front 
of fifteen miles.

“In the -morning an armistice of 
two hours was granted to allow the 
Germans to bury their dead. The 
French had suffered the loss of only 
a handful.”

w-here they have done some damage 
to shipping. Madras and Zanzibar 
have had a visit. At the later .place a 
small British cruiser was destroyed. 
They have however not been able to. 
interrupt the transport of troops 
either to France or to the East Coast 
of Africa, or of troops from New Zea­
land or Australia. The most formid­
able unit the British had in these 
waters at the commencement of the 
war was the battle cruiser Australia, 
which is able to dispose of all the 
four Germans should she come up to 
them either singly or together. Her 
tonnage is 18,800, and she carries 
eight 12-inch and sixteen four-inch 
guns, and has a speed of 28 knots. 
The British cruiser has in all proba­
bility been too busy convoying troops 
to go in search bf them.

A force of British .white troops, In­
dian troops and probably, black troops 
is being organized to seize German 
East Africa. As to German South 
West Africa, the South African Union 
troops under General Botha will look 
after it. German Togoland and the 
German Cameroons have already 
been seized. Last week we heard of 
a great haul of German shipping being 
made in the Camerons, and quite early 
in the campaign the wireless station of 
Togoland was seized. From these in­
dications it seems likely that before 
Christmas Germany will not have a 
colony left. Her wireless stations 
will have been taken and when the 
contingents from India and the Col­
onies have been safely convoyed, the 
German cruisers now at large will be 
hunted down. Already they appear 
to bavé been driven out of the North 
Atlantic and the North Pacific. So 
far we have heard of no German cru­
isers breaking through the blockade 
of the Heligofftnd Bight or of that of 
the mouth of the Baltic.

Turning to Europe, we find the 
Mediterranean a closed sea to our 
enemies. The Austrian fleet, after 
some losses, said to include one of her
finest battle ships, isMtled up in her
naval harbors, one 6f which is be­
ing reduced by bombardment On the
land Herzegovnia has been overrun 
by the Montengrins and the latter and 
the Servians have seizecLmuch of the 
territory of Bosnia, and are now ap­
proaching the capital, Ser^jevo. The 
Servians have also captured Semlin, 
an important town opposite Belgrade, 
on the left bank of the Drina. The

A General Survey,
During the lull in the flow of infor­

mation from the war theatre in 
France and Belgium, it may ntit be 
amiss to make a general survey of 
the war in its many theatres, scatter­
ed throughout the world. In the Pa­
cific German Samoa, German New 
Guinea, and the Cao^ine Islands 
have been seized. Siege is also be­
ing laid to the German capital and 
port at Kia Chou in China. These 
operations are being conducted by 
the Japanese with the assistance of 
British white and Indian troops. As 
the fortifications are strong, some­
what like those of the Russian forti­
fications at Port Arthur before the 
Russo-Japanese war, it was announc­
ed before operations began that they 
would be long and tedious and no 
news of a decisive character ■ was to 
be looked for until towards the end 
of November. Of course, the Germans 
are isolated and can bring no sup­
port to their garrison there, and 
there is every likelihood before Xmas 
comes that this German Province will 
be in possession of the Allies. At 
the time the war commenced the 
Pacific and the Indian Oceans were, 
however, the least guarded by British 
cruisers. The Germans had four 
cruisers there. Two were large and 
powerful, the Gneisenau and the 
Scharnhorst. The tonnage of each 
was 11,420 and they were armed with 
eight 8.2 inch and six 5.9 inch guns. 
These appear to be in the South Paci­
fic. Last week we heard of their

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The Gloucester’s Fight 
With the Giant Goeben.

On the morning following our de­
parture from Brindisi our fears of 
the German warships, which were 
said to be sinking all boats carrying 
passengers belonging to hostile na­
tions, had vanished, as no ships at all

had been sighted, writes an eye-wit­
ness of the fight between the Glouces­
ter and the two German cruisers Goe­
ben and Breslau.

Suddenly the news spread that 
some had come into view. I fixed my 
eyes on the horizon, and stared hard 
but could catch no sign of ships.

After some time, however, I began 
to distinguish two dirty yellow smud­
ges. These grew and grew until I 
was able to recognize them as steam­
ers. They were not ordinary steam­
ers, though; these were too long and 
narrow.

Then the whisper went round. 
“German cruisers.” “Who said so?” 
“The captain.”

The captain on his bridge is looking 
attentively at the newcomers, shading 
his eyes with his hand, preferring his 
own unaided, eyesight to any teles­
cope.

The tirât is the Goeben, says the 
captain presently, the second the 
Breslau. They are German boats, he 
explains, and he loo.ks so delighted 
that one might think he had made a 
pleasant discovery.

I ask him how he can recognize the 
boats.

“I’ve seen them before,” he an­
swers phlegmatically. “The Breslau 
isn't much of a cruiser, though her 
speed is good. But the Goeben is one 
of the best the Germans have got.”

“Will they attack us?” I asked.
, “I don’t know,” says the captain.

And suddenly the dull boom of a 
cannon shot shakes the air. Are we 
being attacked? But the smoke comes 
from the horizon, and not from either 
of the cruisers.

The murky little cloud vanishes 
gradually, ,and we see another ship— 
narrow and long li.ke the other two, 
but considerably smaller.

“An English cruiser,” says the 
captain.

Now we see clearly that the other 
two are getting away, and that this 
little fellow is racing after them.
Th«y are leaving us on one side, but

are nevertheless sufficiently near to
be distinguishable. "The Goucester,”
announces the captain.

The Goucester is pursuing the ene­
my, and with a rapid turn gets 
alongside.

Smoke and fire come from the Eng­
lish vessel, and then again the Glou­
cester is chasing the other two.

We had by then grasped the fact 
that we were witnessing a naval bat­
tle—a sight unique in its thrilling 
beauty and impressiveness. It is a 
picture which I shall Carry in my 
mind to.my dying day.

Even to the most ignorant it was 
obvious that the little cruiser Glou­
cester was anxious to get ahead of 
the German ships. At last the Glou­
cester caught up the Breslau, which 
was behind the Goeben. The Breslau 
turned immediately and opened fire.

The Gloucester turned broadside 
on, and the Breslau, after getting a 
good dose of firing, took to her heels, 
the Gloucester following and waltzing 
round, firing at the Breslau first from 
one side and then from another.

Then the enormous Goeben turned 
and made for the Gloucester. Having 
sent a few shets at the Goeben, the 
Gloucester began to make off, the 
Goeben following and shooting at ran­
dom. The Gloucester continued to 
send a few well-placed parting shots 
as she retreated.

The Gloucester then commenced to 
manoeuvre, approaching the German 
cruiser first from one point and then 
from another, and then suddenly en­
deavoring to get right away. But the 
Goeben was the faster of the two, 
and the distance between them dimin­
ished rapidly.

Unexpectedly the Gloucester stop­
ped' dead and turning round proceed­
ed to bombard the Goeben. The thun-

Out For Show.”
London, September 28.—The Daily 

Mail’s correspondent in France pays 
warm tribute to the excellent work 
done by the British guard regiments 
who generally have been supposed to 
be kept only “for show purposes.” He 
says they have done more fighting 
than any other of the units of the 
British expeditionary force.

In the recent crossing of the Aisne 
they achieved a glorious feat of arms,” 
continues the correspondent. “They 
were allowed to cross by a pontoon 
bridge without any opposition, but no 
sooner had our cavalry, headed by the 
Scots Greys, begun crossing than a 
rain of shrapnel burst upon them; 
those who were not killed outright 
were drowned.

'A stretch of open country a quar­
ter of a mile long lay immediately 
ahead of the guard, then a wood lead­
ing up to the heights somewhere 
along or behind which the death-deal­
ing German guns lay. The order was 
given to advance, but though the gal­
lant troops escaped the crowning mis­
fortune of falling upon barbed wire, 
they were received, as was to be fear­
ed, by a murderous machine gun fire. 
On approaching the cover the guards 
fixed bayonets and charged. They 
took six guns in five minutes, and to­
night they are in the British lines.

“The charge created a necessary di­
version, allowing our heavy artillery
in turn to enter the lists. Not until 
the pontoon bridge had twice more 
been destroyed, however, were the 
German big guns silenced. Thanks 
to the admirable reconnoitering work 
of two aviators the crossing of the 
Aisne was then concluded in compar­
ative immunity from shell fire.

“That night the guards got their just 
due of congratulation.”

Confident of Victory.
Nish, Servia, Sept. 29.—The Servian 

War Office issued the following to­
day: "The next few days will see 
the Austrians expelled from Servia. 
Their sole remritning foothold Is in 
the mountains southwest of Krupana, 
where our forces are winning in the 
fighting in the mountain passes.”

Find Krupps Had 
Plants in France.

Paris, Sept. 29.—The amazing ra­
pidity in mounting their heavy siege 
guns, which alone enabled the Ger­
mans to destroy the forts around 
Maubeuge, is now explained by re­
velations throwing a flood of light on 
the secret preparations made in 
France by the German General Staff. 
Without even attracting suspicion this 
work has been going on for years.

In the spring of 1910 an estate be­
longing to the Duc de Luynes, about 

thousand acres of land, comprising 
plateau in the forest of Lanieres, 

five miles from the fortifications of 
Maubeuge, was sold by auction in 
four lots. The most. important of 
these lots, containing a hill over­
looking the Maubeuge forts, was pur­
chased by a certain Gilbert Marty, of 
Brussels. Now the discovery has 
been made that Gilbert Marty was 
merely a man of straw, acting for 
Frederick Krupp.

Le Matin Told the Story.
A factory for the making of rail­

road engines was established on the 
land. Frederick Krupp, whose close 
personal relations with the Kaiser 
are well known, made on three oc­
casions personal visits of inspection 
to the locomotive factory. -- These 
facts, which were published by Le 
Matin on July 3, 1910, were at the 
time regarded as a bit of sensational 
journalism and were discredited.

It is now proved beyond, all doubt 
that in 1912 masonry platforms, nice­
ly levelled and crowned with cement, 
with balance adjusted recoil, buffers, 
revolving metal supports and a hun­
dred other technical details for lay­
ing heavy siege guns were prepared 
on this supposed engine factory. All 
these slow operations, involving, 
through the drying of the concrete 
masonry, a work of at least nine 
weeks to complete, were carried’ out 
and put in working order by special 
technical artisans sent from the 
Krupp establishment at Essen, in 
Germany.

Had Range of the Forts.
Moreover from these secret gun 

.positions the range and angle of fire 
from every ridge and defensive point 
about Maubeuge had been calculated 
in minute detail and accuracy. Also, 
long underground telephone wires 
had been laid from unsuspected 
points in Maubeuge to the gun posi­
tions on the hill outside, enabling 
spies in • the town during the bom­
bardment to telephone information 
about the effect of the shells:

It can readily be guessed from this 
that similar secret preparations have 
probably been made by German spies 
in other places.

Having spoken of Europe and of its 
cathedrals, we will now turn our at­
tention for a moment to the domes­
tic side of this war, and devote a 
chapter to its discussion. This is a 
phase of the question which, amid so 
many other topics, is somewhat lost 
sight of.

We speak of the ships and their 
armament, of the cities and their 
buildings, and of the armies and thei- 
millions. All these things are neces­
sary to war, and they represent the 
material and aggressive and defen­
sive sidq of it; or what may bo term­
ed its active side. But there are 
other aspects from which it may be 
viewed^

Those of us who have followed up 
the movements of this war and who 
have studied it from the various illus­
trations of our local papers, must 
have been very deeply impressed by 
the sight of the refugees of the dif­
ferent cities which have been beseig- 
eti. Men, women and children have 
had to leave their homes, and with 
their little belongings tied in a bun­
dle, they have been obliged to flee in 
any direction which might offer shelt­
er. These conditions have been the 
lot of all; and rich and poor, young 
and old, weak and strong have all 
fared alike. Out into the heat and 
dust, out into the ctorm and rain, out 
into the darkness of night, out into 
the wilderness of ruin, and out into 
the suspense of the morrow, and the 
uncetrainty of its results, they have 
fled. Bereft of all that the human 
heart holds dear, and stripped of the 
comforts of their homes, and fright- 
ntd as if birds of prey, they have been 
exposed to these distresses. Without 
shelter they huddle in groups, and 
daily endure the awful penalty of war.

We read of those who have been 
cut down on the field of battle by the 
fij ing bullets, or by the exploding 
shell, or by the deadly shrapnell ; we 
also read of those who from exhaus­
tion and weariness lie down to die : 
and we accord to-them all the plaudits 
of the hero. This they deserve, an 1 
this they will continue to get. From 
the four corners of thé Empire the 
praises of our soldier lads arc being 
shouted. From the million printing 
pi esses of the world their bravery is 
being published, and "fjcbm the hearts 
oV the nation's multitudes they are 
proclaimed its protectors. But under 
the domestic feature of the question 
there is also a heroism, and also a 
self-sacrifice and also endurance, and 
also death. This feature of the war 
may not attract the attention of the 
majority of the people in the distance, 
nor may it awaken that consideration 
which the more direct aspects of it

present; but it is none the less a part 
of the price, and none the less notable.

The purpose and result of civiliza­
tion have been to up-lift mankind, and 
to advance it to the best ideals of the 
times. This is what has beer, aimed 
at. For this the best men have coun­
selled; and all our seats of learning 
have taught with this object in view. 
But opposed to all these blessings, 
and contrary to all these expectations, 
has come this terrible seourgé of war, 
arid with its blight almost blotted out 
the progress of the age. Ths effects 
of this blight are evident on eve-y 
side. The shipping of the world has 
been checked, and many of the gates 
of the highways of traffic are closed 
to commerce. Our great ocean liners 
arc half dismantled, and from the 
tioating palaces of three months ago, 
they have been reduced to colliers 
and troop ships. Everything that 
stands for the comfort of life and for 
the domestic welfare of the people 
has been shadowed, and the homes of 
millions of innocent children and gen­
tle women jepordized ïnd destroyed. 
These homes may have been costly 
and grand, or they may have been 
humble and plain, but they were dear 
to the people, and they afforded that 
shelter, and offered that privacy, and 
enshrined that affection, which only 
home life can develop. These homes 
contained all that the people cherish­
ed. The mementoes of absent ones, 
the treasures of loved ones, and the 
reminders of the past. But in spite of 
all these associations the inmates had 
to flee, and like herds of buffalo flee­
ing before a prairie fire of the west, 
they have had to run. And yet they 
were all innocent. The little children 
hadn't done anything wrong, the sick 
ones hadn't broken any laws of the 
land, the aged ones hadn’t violated 
the rules of war. nor had the mothers 
and daughters been guilty of any 
breach of neutrality. The, aged and 
tender and innocent ones were the 
angels of the household, and while 
their bread-winners sought for the 
where-with-all to live, they kept the 
home, and by their love made it. 
worthy of the name. Now they are 
homeless. Like a great crowd of 
shipwrecked passengers on some lone 
shore, they wander about, and like 
them wonder, 'will relief soon come 
—or will it ever come. They have lost 
their all. War has ruined them. They 
are now refugees' and for long years 
to come they cannot expect to be any 
better. The war may not continue 
many months, but its results will be 
fell, for a generation, and the social 
and domestic life of the people of 
Europe must endure its aftermath.

The 1914 Moustache.
By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Siwash.”
Nothing, not even the general inter­

national ill-feeling and the wheat 
crop in Kansas, will distinguish the 
year 1914 so much as the return of the 
moustache to the American scenery.

Census officials estimate that the 
moustache has increased in numbers 
this year by over two hundred per 
cent. The winter was unfavourable 
and much reseeding and ploughing un­
der was done. But a favourable 
spring, with warm weather and a fall 
in thç. price of microscopes, produced 
marvelous results. The total visible 
supply of moustaches in this country 
is now above 5,000,000.

The new moustache can be readily 
told from the old standard gauge lip 
muffler. It is remarkable for its al­
most inconceivable tenuity. The 
amount of material and labour ex­
pended upon a moustache of thirty 
years ago would equip an entire so­
phomore class of to-day with mis­
placed eyebrows.

Economy .of goods and attention to 
detail is the watchword of to-day. 
Fourteen hairs on a side makes an 
excellent 11 guage moustache now­
adays. Some young men are more' 
lavish and grow a profuse affair as 
large as a small yellow caterpillar, 
but such extravagance is rare. If a 
young man were to let his moustache 
sprawl out beyond his nose on either 
side and curl at the ends he would be 
barred from the society of his kind 
for unwarranted ferocity of disposi­
tion.

The new moustache can be raised 
easily. The only tool necessary for 
cultivation is a pair of tweezers. By 
using these the proprietor of an up­
per lip which is to be landscaped can 
discourage an unbalanced enthusiasm
on the right side which has produced
twenty-one hairs and can bring th?
cup down to balance a more sterile
and barren left side which has only 
produced eleven liairs with reports of 
rust and firing in the dryer sections.

The new moustache may be smaller 
than the old. but it does not save the 
producer any time. The care, sup-* 
port and training of a few* pallid fila­
ments, their arrangement in a tastv 
design and the exertions necessary to 
attract the attention of a careless and

near-sighted world to tho same, has 
kept many a young man from en­
gaging in any other pursuits thto 
summer. For this reason we should 
all endeavour to be kind and not ask 
the proud occupant of a four-quart 
show hat wtha a French clown why 
he doesn’t wipe the soot off of his 
lip.

Sulphate of Ammonia is less solu­
ble than Nitrate of Soda, consequent­
ly it is a safer manure to use during 
a wet season.

The
naval historians will one day be de­
claring that this war, although fought 
on land, was decided at sea, or with
slightly more accuracy, in the ship­
yards in which England constructed 
such a fleet that the Germans did not 
dare to contest with it for the com­
mand of the sea.—Springfield Repub­
lics.
