advantage of a chat with

Mr. M. S. Sullivan, who

has just returned from

: England, and he told us
that the thing which struck him most
in the old home-land was the number
of soldiers in training. They were to
be seen everywhere. No matter where
he went there was crowds of men in
khaki. The reports of the efforts un-
der the Derby scheme show that
nearly three million men have offer-
ed themselves as soldiers, and that of
these, four of the forty-four classes
into which the attested men were di-
vided have been called to the colors
during the present week. These are
unmarried men from 19 to 22, the re-
maining eighteen classes of unmarried
men will be called to the colors at a
future day. ‘The new recruiting ef-
fort, and the Military Service Bill if
necessary, will be utilized to get in
the six hundred thousand of un-
married men of military age, before
the twenty-two classes of married men
of military age, who have attested,
are drawn upon. - There is thus in
sight id the homeland a large body of
men who are available for the colors
when called upon. The voluntary
response to -the call in the homeland,
since the war begun is marvellous
and must be in the neighborhood of
six million men out of a population
of 46 or 47 million. The Dominians
are all a long way behind, although
they have the advantage of large im-
migration of young men from home.
But even in the Dominions, the re-
sponse has far and away exceeded
the wildest expectations at the _time
war began.

[ as reinforcements of old units. All
| this has been done by voluhteering
‘)for the front. The advantage she
'has had in gaining this lead
[ is in the system of military
training which was instituted
{ in Australia by the Labor  Min-
wistry and after Lord Kitchener -had
approved of the scheme on his visit
there a few years ago. This is good
work for a Dominion with a population
of 5,000,000. New Zealand, with- a
| population of 1,000,000, some time ago
| had -already sent 30,000 men * to the
| front, and is making strides in sup-
| plementing this force largely. Can-
ada .comes after these Dominions in
her efforts. She too, has the advan-
tage of being able to enlist a
large numbBer of immigrants. Indeed,
twelve months ago we were inclined
to look askance at Canadian effort and
inclined to. point out that Canadian
success in enlisting did not come up
to the efforts of Newfoundland in
proportion to. population, and was
away behind as regards native born.
We have, however, to admit that Can-
ada has been giving Newfoundland a
lead in the number of enlistments for
months, and that the lead is becgm—
ing larger as the months go by. New-
foundland, of course, suffers from the
emigration of very many of her young
men, and this gives an advantage to
Canada as there are many hundreds
of Newfoundlanders who have enlist-
ed and are now serving in Canadian
battalions. It is up to the Govern-
ment to bestir themselves in this mat-
ter and take a leaf out of the book of
the Australian Government, which
although her people have done so
remarkably well, is still making great
efforts. The Australian Government
is appealing by the mail to every

very |

single man in Australia between the
ages of eighteen and forty-four. In
Newfoundland recruiting has now
reached a low ebb and the Govern-
ment is doing nothing.

M. C. L. L Debate.

An interesting debate was held at
the regular weekly session of the M.
C.L.I. last night. The subject was:
“Is it advisable that the principle of
the Initiative and Referendum - be
adopted locally in relation to legisla-
tion on all great questions of public
importance for which the Government
has no mandate from the people?”
The leaders were Mr. F. G. Bradley
for the affirmative, and Mr. J. S. Cur-
rie for the negative. Mr. Bradley was
supported by Messrs. W. H. Jones and
Walter Joyce, while the arguments of
Mr. Currie were sustained by Messrs.
Hearder and Bradbury. For the af-
firmative it was argued that the re-
ferendum was the best course to
adopt when a government was con-
fronted with a doubt as to popular
sentiment, as the issue could be put
squarely before the people. For the
negative, Mr. Currie said that the sys-
tem would make mere puppets of
legislators, and would tend to retard
all progressive legislation. Promin-
ent®authorities on the matter were
quoted. With regard to the question
as it applies to Newfoundland it was
argued that our geographical posi-
tion made unanimity of interests im-
possible, as in the casg¢ of fishing re-
gulations for Labrador, which would
be absolutely impracticable for Pla-
centia Bay. After the set speakers
had finished, Capt: Kean, Messrs.
White, Peters, Whiteway, and others
took part in the debate and made
some interesting contributions to the
discourse. Upon the vote being taken
the affirmative was sustained by a
small majority.

American Bakery

A fire, which might have resulted
disastrously but for the promptness
and systematic work of the Central
and Western Fire Companies, occur-
red at the Anglo-American Bakery,
Cuddihy Street, shortly before eight
o’clock last evening. The blaze was
evidently due to the igniting of the
partition between the furnace and gas
engine in the basement of the build-
ing by the flame from a gas jet and
the subsequent explosion of the gas
bag used to feed the engine. While
the employees were busy working up
the dough for the night’s work, one
of them noticed smoke issuing from
the basement through the floor into
the main building. An alarm was sent
in from box 32 and the Central and
Western firemen were~on the scene
promptly. In the meantime Mr. John
Young, the foreman of the bakery,
with great presence of mind, had shut
off the supply of gas from the main
pipe and so confined the area of the
flame.
two streams of water were directed
on the blaze which was soon under
control, much to the relief of the resi-
dents in the adjoining range of hous-
es. The all-out signal sounded at 8.23
less than half an Hour after the alarm
was sent in. Very little damage was
done except to the machinery, the
principal loss being the burning of
belting and the corroding of the en-
gine due to the streams of water di-
rected on the blaze, which was con-
fined to that section where the engine
"stood. The estimatéd value of the
bakery is $20.000,.and the insurance
carried on the machinery was $6,000.
The houses in the adjacent range are
valued at about $40,000 on which very
little insurance was carried. The
staff of the bakery are loud in their
praise of Supts. Dunn, of the Fire
Department and Grimes of the Con-
stabulary for the capable manmer in
which they directed the work of the
fire fighters, and thus saved the neigh-
borhood from what might have been
total destruction.

The shops pa-
tronized by the Royal Family are al-
ways ordered in the weeks preceding
Christmas to send a large selection
of noyelties to the Palace for inspec-
tion, where two or three large rooms
are set aside for their display. Each
articlt is plainly marked with the
price and name ~of the firm. The
Queen favors lace, particularly that
made in England and Ireland, as she
does Irish linen goods and ° Scottish
tweeds and friezes. The King’s usual
gifts are enamelled buttons, ‘cigar
and cigarette cases, tiepihs and hand-
some pencil-cases.

The police had to regulate the ranks,
subdue rivalries, and prevent en-
croachments. This year there was no
need for official interference. There
was only a straggling remnant of the
army that used to stand shoulder to
shoulder. The total number on both
sides of the thoroughfare did not ex-
ceed 30 at the busiest time of the af-
ternoon, and they were mostly wo-
men, whose trade cries were but a
feeble echo of the din of former days.
The men have joined other ranks,
and the majority of the women too,

1no doubt, have found more worthy

and more remunerative employment.
Although “the City” is not partial to
the disturbance of old-time customs,
few people will regret the disappear-
ance of what was never an’edifying
spectacle.

Kaiser, was received by the Pope,
his Holiness gave a reception also to
Cardinal Bourne, of Westminster,
while on the day immediat_ely follow-
ing Sir Henry Howard, who repre-
sents British diplomatic interests at
the Vatican, was given an audience.
In this regard, it is not to be forgot-
ten that Cardinal' Gasquet, the Eng-
lish Prince of the Church of most re-
cent creation, resides in Rome, pursu-
ing those historical studies which
already have won him enduring fame
in his native country, even the most
extreme Protestant with knowledge
of the period recognising the great
services he has rendered from origin-
al documents towards a full and fair
comprehension of the social and poli-
tical movements which led to and
culminated in the English phase of
the Reformation. The story is
apocryphal, but it continues to be told
with relish here, of the passage of
words between the German and the
English Cardinal on their meeting a
few weeks since in Rome. “We will
not talk of war,” said Cardinal Hart-
mann, ‘“we will not talk of peace,”’
rejoined Cardinal Gasquet. Here, in a
crystal, was the whole position, and
the Vatican now fully -comprehends
it.

THE SHORTAGE OF DOCTORS.

The shortage of doctors in the Lon-

don hospitals is leading to serious

difficulties. In one central hospital
where there are normally three house
surgeons and three house physicians
the work is now being done by three
doctors, who are badly overworked,
and in some hospitals senior students
are being employed on the staff. A
London inquest on December T7th
brought out the case of a surgeon
who had to act as anagsthetist and
surgeon at an operation.’ It is ex-
pected that in the new year matters
will become much worse. Students
who are now completing their course
are being urged by the military au-
thorities to join the army as soon as
they are through, and in the mean-
time to get preliminary training in
the Officers’ Training Corps. It is]
well known that the medical schools

are extremely disquieted by the pros-

pect of a still more severe drain upon
the diminishing supply of doctors. It
does not appear that in London, at
any rate, any large number of women
have been taken on the staff, al-
though there are special hospitals en=
tirely staffed by women doctors. A
suggestion that is being made that a
limited number of doctors now serv-
ing in the field should be allowed to
return ‘home is not at all likely to be
acted upon unless there is a change
in the policy of the army medical
authorities.

UNFINISHED NOVELS.

Among literary people there is the
liveliest interest to see what Lucas
Malet will do with the unfinished
story of her father, Charles Kingsley.
She has, it may be said, endeavored
to finish it as much as possible in the
style in which he left the first hail
The second half was only sketched
out in his MSS., and so she has really
had the whole of it to write. Those
who have seen the completed story
say it is practically impossible to tell
what Kingsley wrote and what “Lucas
Malet” has written. “The Tutor's
Story,” as the title is, will be an in-
teresting addition to the books. left by
famous writers, as, for instance,
Dickens’s “Edwin Drood” and Steven-
son’'s “St. Ives,” which Sir Arthur
Quiller Couch finished.

The “Atilla” Case.

The case of the two seamen Murphy
and Green, convicted of the larceny of
a quantity of provisions from the
bargt. -Attila, the property of Baine
Johnston & Co., was disposed of yes-
terday afternoon and in view , of ex-
tenuating circumstances put ‘forward
on their behalf, the defendants were
liberated on giving heavy bonds for
their future good behaviour and re-
turning the stolen articles of food,
which consisted of two barrels of flour
and 50 pounds of beans, or their
equivalent value. Mr. Gibbs, K.C,, and
Mr. Higgins, who acted fer Murphy
and Green, respectively, made a strong
plea for mitigation of punishment,
pointing out that both . defendants
were never before court before, had
previous good records as their thirty
years’ experience in seamanship
showed; also it was intimated that
the flour and beans had become dam-
aged on the last voyage of the Attila
as a result of the Brazilian clime, that
this food was refused by the crew and
that it was taken by Murphy, the
cook, who considered them his per-
quisites, Green sharing in the $4 the
two barrels of flour were sold for.
Mr. F. Mews, Counsel for Baine John-
ston & Co., stated in advance that his
clients did not press to have dire pun-
ishment inflicted on the accused, but
merely to put a stop to the practice
that was going on. He hoped that

-] His Honor’s judgment would meet the

exigencies of the case. Mr. F. J. Mor-
ris, who presided, animadverted very
strongly on the improper and illegal
custom prevailing amongst Nfld. sea-
men, particularly cooks, for many
vears, as to what they considered
their perquisites at the end of a voy-
age. This, he continued, was very
applicable to the sealing voyage and
he had personal knowledge of cases.
Any food left over after any voyage,
said His Honor, does not constitute
the cook’s perquisites, as it -is the
property of the cook’s raster and
should be protected. After reviewing
all the evidence surrounding the case,
Murphy was ordered to furnish two
bonds in $200 and $100 and costs or 6
months imprisonment, and Green was
ordered to give two bonds in $100 and
$50. The bonds were signed and the
prisoners released.

Some Roads, These!

Road 3,384 Miles Long for Motors Only

The longest made road in the world
is just now nearing completion. It is
3,284 miles in length, and extends
from New York to San Francisco.

Primarily, it is designed for motor

traffic, but other vehicles will not be
debarred from using it. TIts average
width is about sixty feet, and it pass-
es in a direct line through twelve
States and .more than 200 counties. It
has been christened Iincoln High-
way, after the martyred President who
freed the slaves.

The famous “Exiles Road,” which
runs across Siberia from Nishni-Nov-
gorod to Ke-akh-ta, a distance of
about 5,000 miles, is, of course, longer
than the above, but it is not, strictly
speaking, a. “made road,” having been
beaten originally into a trail by the
feet of the poor exiles in the -pre-
railroad days. It is now chiefly used
by horse-dealers from the steppes of
the far interior, and it is said that
there are always half 4 million horses
on the road, and that every dealer
knows every other dealer from one
end of it to the other.

The longest street in the world, tak-
ing the meaning of “street” as a
thoroughfare bordered with houses, is
Western .Avenue, Chicago, which is
twenty-two miles long. It’s nearest
rival is Halstead Street, also in Chic-
agé, which is two-thirds of a mile
shorter.

The Military Service Bill was pass-
ed through the Committee of the
House of Commons at 11 o’clock last
night amid lQud cheering. ‘Walter
Hume Long, President of the Local
Board Government, in a speech clos-
ing the discussion said he desired to
remove the impression that under this
Bill the Government was creating a
great monster in the form of a Mili-
tary machine which would grab' at
any man coming within its scope.
There was no intention that the War
Office should act with undue severity,
but on the contrary it is intended to
maintain- the present system, almost
identical, but giving it a statutory posi-
tion it had hitherto not occupied. Philip
Snowden, the Socialist member for
Blackburn, speaking as an opponent
of the Bill, paid a warm tribute to the
generous wgy the Bill had been pilot-
ed through ¥he House by Andrew Bon-
ar Law and Mr. Long. Mr. Bonar Law
then expressed grateful thanks of
himself and Mr. Long to all sections of
the House for the restraint shown in
Committee. John Dillon, the Nation-
alist, added that he had never seen a
Bill which might easily have led to a
passionate and heated debate conduct-
ed through the House with greater
skill or in a more concilliatory man-
ner. He thought that Premier As-
quith had never shown greater skill
than in leaving its conduct to Mr.

The tumult of arms and the noise of
artillery do not make the same im-
pression on all kinds of birds. Where-
as some do not seem at all exercised
nor affected, others are terrified and
take flight, so says a writer in L’Ami
des Animaux, Geneva, from which we
have translated the following:

In the north of France, in the midst
of the horrors of battles, blackbirds
stay in the bushes or hedges, practis-
ing the strictest neutrality. The lark
delights the combatants with his
morning song. A pair of swallows
made their nest in the heart of the
trenches, where, due to the humanity
of the soldiers, they were not allowed
to want for anything. The starling
and the gray bunting have no fear of
the war. On the contrary, the yellow
bunting, the titmouse, the chaffinch,
and the goldfinch, have almost en-
tirely disappeared. The partridges
and the buzzards fly with all the
strength of their wings to _escape
bombs and bullets.

England has become a place of re-
fuge, a sort of terrestrial paradise for
these fugitive birds. But there also
they may be reached at times by the
fiying projectiles.
