STRIKE OK MUNITION WORKERS.

LONDON, May 1.
In the Rhine provinces more than 

half the munition workers decided to 
strike to-day, wires the correspond­
ent at the Hague of the Exchange 
Telegraph Co. Essen, the home of 
the great Krupp works, is shut off 
from the rest of Germany and com­
pletely isolated from the world in or­
der to prevent the slightest informa- 
tion about the strikes at the Krupp 
works from leaking out' Strikes are 
general in small towns near the 
Dutch frontier.

A despatch from the Hague says 
travellers from Germany announce 
that strikes have been going on for 
the past ten days in Westphalia and 
Rhine Provinces, especially in the 
steel industry. Military authorities 
consequently have forbidden newspa­
pers to be sent out of the country.

THE QUESTION OF TONNAGE.

WASHINGTON, May 1.
The United States already has 

placed a considerable amount of ship 
tonnage at the disposal of the En­
tente, Lord Eustace Percy, ship ex­
pert with the British mission said to­
day. Lord Percy’s announcement was 
the first intimation that the shipping 
conferences have actually resulted in 
any agreement. It was taken as a 
forerunner of the very wide degree 
of co-operation which the present 
tonnage and future building powers 
of this country will be pooled with 
the Allies’ fleet. He stated the Brit­
ish mission was supplying the Ameri­
can Government with every detail of 
the shipping problem, including the 
total of allied tonnage, the total de­
struction by U-boats, the present rate 
of construction abroad and the stan­
dardizing and building plans. The 
American Shipping Board, he said, 
had shown the heartiest co-operation 
with the fullest understanding of the 
urgency of the situation. The ship­
ping issue, said Lord Percy, domin­
ates everything else, is very grave in­
deed. Both the present British con­
struction and the estimated American 
instruction cannot keep pace with 
the present rate of destruction. Both 
must he speeded up very appreciably 
if the seas are to be kept open. The 
war has resolved itself into a race 
between the efficiency of the British 
and American shipyards and the Ger­
man submarines. The balance factor 
in the world struggle is the tonnage 
the States can supply. Only in case 
that this is large can the present mili­
tary service and food supply be con­
tinued. This is a most vitally serious 
problem which-cannot be exaggera­
ted. The United States, Lord Percy 
went on, was one of the few countries 
that is absolutely self-sufficient in

Each of the allied nations has insti­
tuted a National Shipping Board, 
while over them all is the General 
Shipping Board in London which at­
tempts to harmonize the demands on 
shipping and direct it to the most 
efficient use. For months we have 
been cutting down the need for ships 
until practically every vessel is now 
an an important mission. The Brit­
ish Empire would be quite comfort­
able alone if it were not necessary to 
consider the need of its allies and 
neutrals.

r, WHY NOT MAKE IT PUBLIC?'

NEW YORK, May 1.
An Associated Press cable from 

London says: A vigorous attempt 
made in the Commons yesterday fail­
ed to persuade the Gojernment to 
adopt a policy of greater publicity 
with regard to submarine warfare. 
The only satisfaction critics of the 
Government were able to obtain was 
a promise that the matter would be 
discussed in secret session. Some of 
the members of the House raised the 
question of the accuracy of the ton­
nage sunk by Dr, Karl Helfferich, 
German Minister of the Interior, but 
no reply was.given to this. Whe^ in­
vited to give the figures of the ar­
rivals and departure from English 
ports of British vessels of over ^,600 
tons, Thomas J. MacNamara, Finan­
cial Secretary of the Admiralty, said 
he could only reply'that the present 
system of publishing weekly returns 
had been agreed upon between the 
Allied countries, the inference being 
that no modification ir. this system 
was contemplated. Sir Edward Car- 
sen declined to give any information 
concerning the sinking of German 
submarines. In the meantime agita­
tion by the press and public is grow­
ing in volume daily. Sir W. B. For- 
wood, a shipping authority, says ships 
now being launched in British yards 
a’re not exceeding one-fourth of the 
British vessels sunk. Demands are 
being made in various; quarters that 
the Government should even build' 
more tonnage in government yards 
than warships, taking the ground 
that especially with the aid of the 
American navy, the British navy is 
fully adequate to the requirements, 
while the replacing of sunken ton­
nage is a dire necessity. In connec­
tion with the submarine problem, 
loud demand is being made for 
younger blood at the Admiralty. This 
is being heightened by tl\e announce­
ment of Carlton W. Bellairs, in the 
House of Commons yesterday that he 
would make a motion calling on the 
cabinet to adopt for the navy the 
practice followed by the army of hav­
ing a separate staff for the conduct 
of the war, tree from administrative 
work, and the placing ' of the com­
mand of fleet squadrons, patrol areas 
and naval bases in the hands of se­
lected officers in the prime of life. It 
is understood that Premier Lloyd 
George is giving these questions his 
personal attention and It is not un­
likely some Interesting announce­
ments will be made when the Admir­
alty estimates come up for discus­
sion In the House of Commons. With­
in recent days several captains have 

j been

immediately retired, the object being 
to allow younger officers to come to 
the front.

ANOTHER PEACE OFFER.

THE HAGUE, May 1.
Tbh Imperial Chancellor Von Beth- 

mann-Hollweg will make a peace of­
fer in the German Reichstag on 
Thursday, the Berliner Tageblatt an­
nounced to-day. The world will be 
astonished by the moderation of the 
German peace terms, said General 
Anzeiger, of Dusseldorff, Germany, 
as quoted in a recent despatch from 
Berlin in. a statement given foreign 
correspondents at Berlin. For sever­
al weeks It has been intimated that 
Germany might soon make another 
peace offer. Recent information 
from Berlin showed that Chancellor 
Von Bethmann Hollweg expected soon 
to make an announcement with re­
gard to international questions, al­
though heretofore no announcements 
has, come from a responsible quarter 
that a peace offer actually would be 
made. For several months a contro­
versy has been in progress in Ger­
many, as to the aims of the war, the 
Socialists, vigorously opposed by the 
pan-Germans, urging a clear state­
ment of Germany’s peace terms on 
the basis of no annexations or in­
demnities. The announcement of the 
Chancellor’s expectation to make a 
peace offer on Thursday is given ad­
ded weight by the fact that it appears 
in the Tageblatt, one of the most 
widely circulated German newspa­
pers.

AIR FIGHTING.

WASHINGTON, May 1.
How the British and French are 

maintaining practical control of the 
air over the western battle front was 
graphically described here to-day by 
Major L. W. B. Rees, of the British 
flying corps, who himself once rout­
ed single handed a squadron of ten 
German raiders and is one of the few 
Englishmen to receive both the Vic- 
toria Cross and Military Cross. The 
British fly on three levels, he ex­
plained, with three kinds of machines. 
The lowest are artillery directors who 
circle above in big figure eights, 
about six thousand feet above enemy 
trenches, and flash 'back directions 
'to British gunners by wireless. Above 
them, at ten thousand feetr are heavy 
fighters with two men to a machine, 
and able to keep in the air for four 
hours, at a speed of 110 miles per 
hour. At a height of 15,000 feet are 
the single-man light fighters capable 
of 130 miles an hour, and of ascend­
ing the first thousand feet in ten 
minutes. The Germans, Major Rees 
said, have given up all attempts to 
guide their artillery by aeroplane, and 
seek only to smash in the allied re- 
connaisance over their line. Their 
machines are largely of one #class, 
therefore fast heavy fighters, gener­
ally biplanes, which continually seek 
to swoop down on British artillery 
observers and jsend them to the 
ground before British fighting pa­
trols can reach them. Recently, 
however, the Germans have developed 
light fighting machines whereby 
climbing to ten thousand feet seek to 
overtop the British light fighters and 
clear them out. They British losses 
have been running recently as high 
as thirty, to forty machines a day be­
cause of extraordinary chances taken 
over the enemy’s lines. According to 
the Major, as a rule they go in squad­
rons of six, divided into three pairs 
and prepared to swoop down in uni­
son on any German machine they may 
come upon.

exchange of prisoners.
MADRID, May 1.

King Alfonso is working hard to 
obtain consent of all warring govern­
ments to an exchange of prisoners of 
war captured in the early battles of 
the war. In an audience given re­
cently to Deputy Pratt Of Versailles, 
the King said, “It would be humane 
work to end the tortures which these 
good and true soldiers whose heroism 
and hardiness are incontestible have 
been undergoing for thirty-two 
months. I should be most happy if I 
could bring it about.’’

NORWEGIAN LOSSES.
LONDON, May 1.

A Christiania despatch to-day to 
the Daily Mail says 23 Norwegian 
ships, aggregating 36,060 tons, were 
sunk by submarines last week. This 
is a record for Norwegian losses. The 
correspondent says that an experi­
ment is about to be made with two

motor ships, the hulls of which are 
constructed of Ferro concrete, to test 
the fitness of such vessels for the 
North Sea trade. The boats will be 
one thousand tons and six thousand 
respectively. Ferro concrete lighters 
have been used sucessfnlly for some 
time in the Swedish coast tfafflc. The 
Norwegian boats can be built In four 
or live months and are cheaper than 
those of steel or wood.

TO RECEIVE MORE FOOD. >
. LONDON, May L

As a result of recent strikes among 
German workers in war industries, 
considerable concessions in food­
stuffs have been granted, according to 
a despatch to the Daily News from 
Rotterdam. The meal ration is to be 
raised by a half pound weekly while 
the potato ration has been increased 
to five pounds.

WON’T BE RESPONSIBLE.
LONDON, May 1.

The Daily Mail’s Hague corres­
pondent ascribes to the Koelnische 
Volke Zeitung the statement that the 
Socialist leadership announced that 
they are unable to take responsibility 
for the maintenance of peace and or­
der in Germany after May Day.

AMERICAN LINERS FOR ALLIES.
WASHINGTON, May 1.

The Hamburg-American liners Bola 
and Clara Menning, at New York, 
have been turned over by the Ameri­
can Government for the use of the 
Entente Allies, one ship to go to 
France and the other to Italy.

AMERICAN TROOPS LIKELY TO BE 
SENT TO FRANCE.

WASHINGTON, May 1.
President Wilson and his cabinet 

held u brief sesstym to-day. 
While the subject of sending Ameri­
can troops to France at an early date 
was not discussed formally, it became 
known definitely that the view among 
administration officials is, that a 
force should J>è sent as soon as pos­
sible.

VIVIAN! AND JOFFRE VISITS 
SENATE.

WASHINGTON, May 1.
Rene Viviani and Marshal Jotfre, 

heads of the French mission, were re­
ceived to-day on the floors of the Sen­
ate. The galleries were packed with 
parties of distinguished Visitors. Vi 
viani, who delivered a stirring address 
in French, was roundly applauded 
When he concluded the party started 
to leave the chamber. The Senate to 
a man, and scores of representatives 
who had come over from the House, 
and those in the galleries arose and 
cried “Joffre, Joffre."

Numbers of tracing bullets bearing 
long tails alight were sent up in or­
der to outline the fliers, but the ar- 
tillery did not fire at them and the 
German airmen, evidently disappoint­
ed over their unsuccessful search for 
the batteries, went off to bombard the 
open towns of Chalons and Epernay. 
When the French infantry attack be­
gan at 12.40 o’clock to-day the French 
line passed from just north of the 
Roman road near Prunay, through 
the Bois-de-la-Grille and along the 
crests of Carnillet and Mont Haut to 
Moronvilliers. In the wes| and cen­
tre the French advanced rapidly, but 
on the wooded mountain slope!" fight­
ing was harder and the Germans 
counter - attacked frequently with 
fresh troops. At one point they re­
gained the section they had lost only 
to be driven out of it again later on. 
The French staff at the close of the 
day recorded general gain amounted 
to something more than 500 to 1,000 
yards of this ground interlaced with 
powerfully organized trenches, brist­
ling with machine guns, strengthened 
here and there with blockhouses and 
redoubts. TlA» possession of this 
range of crests by the French men­
acing the German positions at No- 
gent-l’Abblesse and Berru, from 
which the bombardment of Rheims 
çathedral has been carried out. The 
German guns to-day relaxed their 
punishment of Rheims in order to de­
fend the German positions where 
the French attacked. A secret order 
found in a field battery addressed to 
tlie commander of the 33rd German 
Reserve Brigade, warns the German 
officers that the first line must be de­
fended at all costs, and if lost the 
fighting must continue until it is re­
won. Our principal line of combat, 
says the order, is the first line. This 
idea should be anchored in your 
heads to the exclusion of all others. 
The order is signed by von Schussler. 
This probably accounts for the d(-s- 
lerate nature of the G e-nan defence 
in the recent engagement. Indica­
tions show that the strength of the 
German forces totalled on the first 
of April 219 divisions, each compris­
ing a maximum of from ten to twelve 
thousand combatants. Of these di­
visions 143 faced the French and Brit­
ish and only 99 were in the actual 
line, the others being held as "strate­
gic reserves. The remaining 76 di­
visions were on the Russo-Roumanian 
and Macedonian fronts. Many strate­
gic reserve divisions were since 
thrown into the line, but owing to 
losses were later sent to the rear for 
reconstruction.

CARRANZA TAKES OATH OF OF- 
FICE.

MEXICO, May 1.
Carranza to-day took the oath of 

office as first Constitutional Presi­
dent of Mexico since the . assassina­
tion of Francisco ÿladero, on Feb. 23 
1918. Backed by a majority of near­
ly 100,000 votes given him by the 
Mexican people in the March election, 
he drove from the National Palace to 
the Chamber of Deputies and swore 
to uphold the new Constitutional Gov 
ernment

FRENCH GAIN.
Grand Headquarters, French Army, 

April 30.—The Germans were forced 
to engage in battle again to-day along 
a frofit extending between six and 7 
miles, eastward of Rheims. The 
Frenc hattack was delivered from a 
short distance southward of Betne to 
Moronvilliers. Notwithstanding the 
difficulties of the task confronting 
them the French at midday had won 
a tactical victory and captured con­
sidérable ground. The most obstinate 
fighting continued. The ground was 
strongly fortified, offering every ad­
vantage to the defenders. So serious 
was the French advance that at one 
period of the day the Germans were 
compelled to throw into the line an­
other of the few remaining divisions 
of their strategic reserves, but still 
could not stay the French progress. 
The correspondent of the Associated 
Press passed Sunday night on the 
battlefield observing the artillery pre- 
paratioh for the attack, which pre­
sented one of the weirdest of sights. 
Even the brightly starlit sky did not

A MONTH’S CAPTURES.
LONDON, May 1. , 

During the month of April, says the 
official report from the British Head­
quarters in France, to-night, we have 
taken in the course of our offensive 
operations 19,343 German prisoners, 
including 39$ officers. In the same 
period we also captured 257 guns and 
howitzers, including 98 heavy gun 
howitzers, 227 trench mortars and 
470 machine guns. In addition to 
these we captured many of the ene­
my’s guns, howitzers, trench mortars 
and machine guns which had been de­
stroyed by our artillery fire. Marked 
activity in the air continues. Yester­
day and during the night eight Ger­
man machines were brought dowrf’by 
our airplanes,- two of which fell in 
our lines. Nine others were driven 
down out of control. Another hostile 
machine was shot down. Nine of our 
are missing.

CRITICAL TIMES.
The messages nowadays 
make mixed reading. Al­
ternately good and bad, 
they tend to raise our 

hopes unduly and as unduly to de­
press them again. More and more 
the situation crystallises into a race 
between both sides and starvation, 
the first overtaken to be the first to 
fall. It is not the enemy alone that 
is on the track, and that the Allies 
are beginning to feel, the strain of the 
running is shown by the increasing 
dissatisfaction with matters at the 
Admiralty. It takes two forms, crit­
icism of the methods used in the fight 
with the submarines and criticism of 
the policy of the Government in pub­
lishing shipping losses as it does, 
particularly of the manner in which 
it tends to suppress information of 
their full extent. The former is hav­
ing its effect in the retirement of old­
er naval officers in favour of young 
and vigorous blood, and the latter 
would seem to be justified by the fail­
ure of the British public to realise the 
full seriousness of the situation and 
to act and economise accordingly.

It is a great consolation to observe 
the signs that the enemy is in much 
worse straits, and that, to use our 
metaphor again, he is labouring heav­
ily. Not alone the food scarcity, so 
much greater than that with the Al­
lies, but the labour and political dis­
turbances are rapidly producing a 
crisis. We need not believe the Ber­
lin official announcement that the 
anticipated difficulties with the la­
bourers of the Empire have been

smoothed over : there are too many 
evidences to the contrary. Large 
concessions have been made in the 
increase of food portions, a fact 
which both indicates the strength of 
the demands that procured it and 
will not tend toN make the general 
food situation better. If the great 
Krupp works are in truth in the grip 
of a strike, and if it be a fact that 
they have been isolated from the rest 
of Germany, things must be serious 
indeed. To all this must be added a 
military situation which daily be­
comes more critical under the alter­
nate blow's of the Allied armies and 
the steady drain upon the strategic' 
reserves.

1 The world is asked to believe that 
to-morrow, which will see another of­
fer of peace from Germany, will be 
an eventful day in history. Doubtless 
it will, but wise men will not expect 
too much. If Bethmann does make 
such an offer it will be something to 
note, /or the world has not forgotten 
the theatrical declamation of Gerr 
many, when her last overtures were 
rejected, that she would make no 
more. His terms, we may well be­
lieve, will not be quite so truculent, 
not quite so arrogant as then, but 
whatever they are there will be no 
acceptance. The chief interest that 
centres in the occasion is as to the 
manner in which the German people, 
not to talk of their allies, will re­
ceive the fiat rejection that is cer­
tain. It is possible, just possible, that 
the effect will be the same as before, 
and that we shall hear the same tor­
rent of abuse, the same righteous in­
dignation, the same determination to 
oppose to the bitter ei|d the foe who

! seeks to destroy the fatherland. But 
it will not last long. Bread will be 
no more plentiful for it, the holocaust 
at the front will continue, all the in­
tolerable conditions will become more 
intolerable. Who knows but that the 
speech of the Chancellor, which he 
will not make willingly, Will give the 
Allies the opportunity they wish to 
put the choice fairly before the Ger­
man people between their present 
rulers and peace, between surrender 
with atonement and utter ruin? In 
that way the end may come the soon-

That It 
Is Indispensable to his own party 
everyone knows, but that is a matter 
for which the country as a whole has 
never cared much and after four years 
of mlsgovernment now cares .nothing 
at all. The country has work to do 
and it is time a beginning was made.

FREEDOM OF LONDON CONFER 
RED ON EMPIRE REPRESENTA 
TIVES.

LONDON, To-day.
(Through Reuter’s Ottawa Agency), 

What may be described as an histori­
cal record in the annals of the city 
was celebrated to-day when the free­
dom of London was conferred on five

entire world. The announcement is 
made by a prominent Berlin paper 
that the German Imperial Chancellor 
on Thursday will make an offer for 
peace in an address to the Reichstag. 
What the offer of the Chancellor will 
embrace has not been even remotely 
made known. His decision again to 
address the Reichstag on the subject 
of peace is probably due to the oft- 
repeated demands made by the So­
cialists that Germany come into the 
open and set forth the terms which 
she should consider as a means for 
ending the warfare. May day passed 
in Germany with little news coming 
out to show the exact situation with 
regard to the unrest of the workmen, 
as a result of which it had been pre­
dicted that great strikes might re­
sult. A brief Berlin despatch said 
that efforts of the Radical Social­
ists to bring about a cessation of the 
work in the munition factories had 
failed and that no disturbances oc­
curred at Berlin. Unofficial advices, 
however, were to the , effect that 
strikes had been declared by munition 
workers in the Rhine Provinces and 
that at Essen some of the great Krupp 
works had been isolated from the 
world, so far as news is concerned, 
to prevent information regarding toe 
strikes at the Krupp works from ledP 
ing out. Petrograd has again been 
the scene of disorder, fomented by the 
opponents of the present Government, 
in which bombs ' were thrown and 
troops compelled to fire on the rioters. 
The disturbance toon place on Mom- 
day, but was apparently short lived, 
for a desptach from Perograd on 
Tuesday anounced that the Russian 
capital’s first May Day parade, in 
which a million persons" participated, 
passed without disorder from the re­
actionaries.

PETROGRAD, To-day.

The Russian capital to-day inau­
gurated its first great May Day fete 
without fears of opposition from any 
reactionary quarters. The weather 
•rças beautiful and a numberless pro­
cession passed along the streets

ly General Jan. Christian Smuts, Min­
ister of Defence, South Africa; Sir 
Edward Morris, of Newfoundland; Sir 
James Meston; the Maharaja of Bik- 
anir; and Sir Satyendra Praseano, 
Sinha of India, delegates to the Im­
perial Conference. Among the dis­
tinguished men assembled were the 
Right Hon. Walter Long, Colonial Sec­
retary; Right Hon. Austen Chamber- 
lain, Secretary of State for India; 
Lord Bryce and many Peers and mem­
bers of the Commons. A striking 
speech was made by General Smuts 
who said: “I will not-suppose that any 
poor merits of mine have justified the 
distinction of being enrolled among 
many of the greatest and most illus­
trious names in history, but I confess 
I am very proud and grateful, and the 
people of South Africa, especially the 
small Boer people to whom I am proud 
belong will also feel greatly pleased 
and honoured. A decade ago you simi­
larly honored my leader, General 
Botha, who ever since through storm 
and sunshine has led the people with 
a firm and kindly hand and under 
whose guidance the enmities and an­
tagonisms of the past are disappear­
ing and a new nation is slowly but 
surely being built. No one wil be more 
pleased with the honor you have done 
me than my friend and companion in 
arms whose heavy task for South Af­
rica prevented him from attending the 
Imperial War Conference. I know 
your best wishes accompany him in 
his great ' work of statesmanship." 
General Smuts then referred to the 
great historic traditions of the City of 
London in which he showed that it 
was a bulwark of Liberty and a refuge 
to which oppressed Liberty could flee 
and never in vain. The Maharaja of 
Bikanir in the course of his reply said 
"Those who say that India is held by 
the sword do' grave injustice both' to 
Great ) Britain and to India. British 
rule in India rests on firmer founda­
tions. It is based on the principles 
of Justice, equity and fair play." Sfr 
Edward Morris spoke Of Newfound­
land and the part she was playing in 
the war. He also emphasized that the 
part that the Dominions were taking 
in the war was due to their love of. 
liberty.

Hindenburg to engage the réserve 
which he has been assembling ^ for 
quite another purpose arid to waste 
them irreparably. The Germans ap­
parently had strategic reserves of 
forty divisions in the West. Thirty- 
three of these were sent to the front 
line and it is estimated that over half 
of these were withdrawn for recon 
stitution owing to their losses. The 
Germans, continue the correspondent, 
are momentarily • pouring out troops 
in the hope of a separate Russian 
peace. There is evidence which de 
monstrates that a German battalion, 
numbering 1,000 men in 1914, has now 
been reduced to 750 theoretically, al 
though practically a battalion often 
does not exceed five hundred comba 
tants. There is reason to believe 
that the enemy has altogether 219 
divisions, of which 143 are in the 
West. The number of prisoners taken 
by the French and English during 
April is equivalent to six" divisions 
in bayonet strength.

C. S. OFFERS ALLIES TROOPS FOR 
FRONT.

WASHINGTON, To-Day.
The United States stands ready to 

send an army to Europe when the 
Allies deem it wise to divert the ne 
cessary shipping from transporting 
food to transporting men. It became 
known definitely to-day that the Gov 
eminent has offered the Allies troops, 
but has suggested that the alarming 
wastage of world shipping may make 
it impracticable to send them at once 
In spite of the objections of the Gen­
eral Staff to putting any American 
forces on the firing line before a great 
War Army has been raised and train­
ed. the administration has determined 
that the small contingent earnestly 
desired by France for moral effect 
shall be sent as soon as possible. The 
general belief here is that the way 
will soon be found. Whether the 

,fqrce first to carry the Stars and 
Stripes into battle in France shall 
be made up of Regulars or National 
Guardsmen, or both, has not yet been 
worked out. The subject was not dis­
cussed at to-day’s Cabinet meeting, 
but Secretary of War Baker remain­
ed afterwards for conference with 
President Wjlson.

THE TACITM’S SUEVIYORS.
LONDON, To-Day.

Nine survivors, including Captain 
Harris, from the American oil tank 
steamer Vacuum, which was sunk by 
a German submarine, have been land­
ed. This makes 27 men saved from 
a total of 45 aboard the vessel.

IMPORTANT CHANGES AT THE 
ADMIRALTY.

Important’ re-organization of the 
staff and methods of the Admiralty 
will shortly be put into effect for the 
purpose of meeting the submarine 
menace, according to the Daily Mail 
The changes arc being planned by 
Lloyd George in collaboràtion with 
Sir Edward Carson and the War Cabi 
net. The Premier has lately been de­
voting much attention to the problem, 
and has directed important inquiries 
With, a view to the Introduction of 
new methods. An examination of the 
administrative machinery with which 
the Admiralty has been fighting sub­
marines in the past is . said by the 
Mail to have convinced the Premier 
that a re-organization is desirable. 
The paper specifies -two directions in 
which important changes are contem­
plated, namely, the Admiralty Inven­
tions Board,, of which Lord Fisher is 
Chairman, and the department in con­
trol of sea traffic. The Mail claims 
that the direction of sea traffic has
been inefficient owing to the failure I neck.

GERMANY’S APPALLING LOSSES 
IN THE WAR.

AMSTERDAM, To-Day.
One million, three hundred thous­

and Germans have perished in the 
war, according to a statement by 
Joseph Friedrick Naunann, formerly 
a Conservative member of the Reich­
stag. Herr Naunann, lecturing on the 
influence of the war on the popula­
tion, said in part, “Until now the war 
has caused us a loss of 1,300,000 dead. 
This together with a decrease in 
births, gives a reduction of 3,800,000.

Coal Carters Get 
Increased Wages.!

We learn from a prominent coal 
dealer that the reports appearing in 
some of the city papers to the effect 
that no coal was being delivered yes­
terday and on Monday is incorrect. 
The facts are that a certain number of 
coal carters in Mr. Lester’s employ re­
quested an increase in wages, inform­
ing their employer to that effect on 
Monday morning.
