You are slackers, Although it
is the plain duty of hundreds of you
to offer, I will not ask them to do it
or compel them. I know I will lose
votes if I do.” There you have it,
fishermen of Newfoundland. By his
attitude Mr. Cogker calls you cowards
as plainly as it is possible for anyone
to do so without directly using the
‘word.

But we will tell the fishermen, whom
Mr. Coaker is endeavouring to in~
fluenee, the truth of the whole matter.
The Recruiting Committee passed the
resolution in question.

BODY REMOVED TO CATHEDRAL.

The body eof the Right Reverend
Llewellyn Jones, Bishop of New-
foundland, was removed from his late
home, Bishop’s Court, to the Cathedral
at 5 o'clock yesterday afternoon.:The
hearse was followed by a number of
the clergy and laéty and on reaching
the Cathedral the casket was placed
in the centre of the chancel imme-
didtely in front of the altar. Hun-
dreds of devoted worshippers occu-
pied seats in the sacred edifice and all
through the night the clergy in turn
kept watch. The casket, which is of
black with heavy silver mountings
and of beautiful design, was construct-
ed by Undertaker A. Carnell.

M. C. L. L. Debate.

“Resolved that the influence of the
present day motion picture show in
this country is detrimental to charac-
ter,” was the subject of debate at the
M.C.L.L. club rooms last night. Mes-
srs. W. H. Peters, L. R. Penney and
H. Knight led for the affirmative,
whilst Méssrs I. C. Morris, F. Peters
and G. Grimes upheld the negative
side of the question. The affirmative
vigorously denounced some gquestion-
able pictures shown which, they con-
tended, were harmful to the moral
wolfare of the young. They did not
wish to see the motion picture show
obliterated but advocated a stritcer
censorship. The negative side ad-
vanced equally strong arguments,
pointing out that the motion picture
shows here were conducted by family
men of good character and who pos-
sessed the highest ideals of citizen-
ship. By their managemient they had
placed the movie theatres in St
Johngs on a higher level than it was
in Canada or the United States. It
was also shown that the entertain-
ments here afforded cheap amusement
and cheap education, Other speak-
ers were Messrs.- White, Wyatt,
Whiteway, Drover, Moore, Horwood,
Bdgecombe and Woods, The vote tak-
en at the close resulted in;a tie.

Sir—1 sald yesterday that it is

with the last official act of the late

Prime Minister, Sir Bdward Morris,

that we are mow concerned, as it

forms a serious menace to the coun-
try. We may express pity for the
people he has fooled, and “codded”
and betrayed, but in our -heart we
really think it served them right for
trusting him. And now that he has
flung to them the bone that he has
stripped bare, we will leave them to
snarl and fight amongst themselves.
It is the country that we, who have
a stake therein, must look affer. Un-
der an agreement made by Sir BEd-
ward Morris “behind the backs, and
entirely contrary to his definits, de-
liberate and oft-repeated pledge to
his party” we find ourselves to-day at
the mercy of men who are anarchists
in methods and principles. They are
bound together by oaths of loyalty to
one another, and to carry out the de-
cisions of their Councils, even so far
as representation in the Legislature
is concerned. Our parliamentary
system has already been degraded
and the sanctity and purity of the
Executive Council has been invaded,
for we learn of members of the House
of Assembly being moved by Union
Councils from one district to anoth-
er, like pawns on a chess board, and
a Trading Company, under the direc-
tion of its Boss, placing its employees
in control of important ministerial
offices, and by the number~of its re-
presentatives in the Executive Coun-
cil controlling the funds of the Col-
ony. There is a tendency on the part
of some people, I observe, to treat the
situation as a joke or a farce.: It is
a very serious joke. The system and
methods and principles that are at
work is part of the machinery of po-
liitical corruption in all countries
where corruption is found. It enables
corporate concerns to rob franchises,
secure transportation privileges and
throttle competitors in busidess. It
may cover with the cloak of patriot-
ism the most brutal selfishness.

You have told the public that an
alliance has lately been formed be-
tween the F. P, Union and the Reid-
Newfoundland Company for political
purposes. Does that account for the
criminal neglect of the Government
in respect to Railway matters? A
short while ago a young man acci-
dentally caused the death of a poor
woman and her child while motoring
in the Goulds Valley. The authori-
ties very properly and promptly had
him arrested. He was indicted for
manslaughter, and acquitted. But
months previous to that event seven
persons were burnt to death on the
Reid-Newfoundland Company’s Rail-
way. The Government instituted
some kind of an inquiry. A few of
the Company’s employees were ex-
amined, and so far as the public is
aware the matter ended there. Why
was a distinction drawn as between
the young man with the motor car
and the Reids with their railway? Dr.
Lloyd has been Minister of Justice
for some months, what has he done
in relation to that horrible and dis-
tressing occurrence? Perhaps His
Excellency the Governor will interest
himself in this matter now that it s
drawn to his attention. Th& people
want to know if that tragedy was the
result of culpable negligence, and
they are entitled to know. And the
friends of the eight dead victims of
the tragedy cry out for justice.

LONDON, Jan. 10.

(Via Reuter's Ottawa Agency).—
Lecturing to the Royal Colonial In-
stitute on the payment of the war debt
by the development of the Empire’s
resources, Mr. Wilson Fox, M. P,
argued that state financial participa-
tion in a limited number of branches
of industry will not imperil individual
enterprises. He referred to the elec-
trical industry, in which almost in-
definite expansion was -possible. Mr.
Wilson Fox also emphasized the prac-
tically unlimited supplies of the most
nutritious fish obtainable from Can-
ada and Newfoundland, and which
would be marketable cheaper than be-
fore.the war if improved transporta-
tion and cold storage is afforded. The
State might profit by fifty million
pounds sterling annually from them.
The Home Government might also-co-
operate with the Canadian Gevern-
ments of Alberta, Sasketchewan and
British Columbia and ensure ours and
the United States food supply by the
sale of improved farms, which would
in a quarter of a cenlury pay off the
Empire’s debt.

Since
the wintry weather set in, submarines
of the so-called cruiser type are now
doing most of the sinkings, while
the smaller submarines apparently
are confining their work largely to
mine laying. The reason for this
shifting of German technique is that
the small submarines are not good
surface craft in stormy seas, while
the cruiser type has proved wonder-
fully seaworthy, being actually. more
manageable than the modern torpedo
boat destroyer in heavy weather. It
is a remarkable fact that during the
entire course of the war only nine
British transports have been sunk,

Belgium have cost the Germans
seventeen Zeppelins, eight having
been accounted for in England, five in
France and four in Belgium. Acci-
dents by fire, wind and lightning have
destroyed at legst eight in Germany.

Zeppelins numbers according to ac-
curate calculation, started with the
“L-1" and ended with “L-57.” Num-
bers between 26 and 80 have not been
employed, leaving 63 to be accounted
for. “L~1" and “L-2" were destroyed
before the war. The first fell in the
North Sea and the second was acci-
dentally burned at Fuhlssbuttel.

In additional to her Zeppelins, Ger-
many has had in commission since
the beginning of the war, at least
thirteen airships of the “Schutts
Lanz,” “Gross’ and “Parseval” types.
Of these possibly seven remain in ser-
vice, two, however, as non-combatant
instruction ships.

Prisoners of War
Demand Peace.

Petrograd.—A committee of Austro-
German war prisoners, representing
all States except Prussia, passed a
resolution at a meeting in Petrograd
demanding the acceptance of Rus-
sian democratic peace terms by their
countries.

They threaten that if the Central
Powers refuse a democratic peace, to
take arms against their own counjries.
The resolution is being sent to Brest-
Litovsk, addressed to the delegates of
th Central Powers.

Summarized, the resolution reiter-
ates the Russian peace terms, em-
phasizing that self-definitions of peo-
ples extend to the component parts of
the Central Empires; second, if refus-
ed, prisoners in Russia announce that
they will declare war on, German and
Austrian Imperialists and join forces
with the Russian soldiers in ~the
trenches to force a democratic peace.

Third, it launches an appeal to sol-
diers of the German and Austrian ar-
mies to commit sabotage\> in the
trenches and surrender when an op-
portunity arrives.

Fourth, it appeals to workmen to
refuse to do war work, saying that
ammunition delivered now will be
used against their brother Austro-
Germans in the Russian army.

The movement was spontaneous
among prisoners affirmed by the re-
volution. The majority consists of
Czechs, Bohemians, Slovaks and Ser-
bians, who ‘have been working with
Russians en the railroads and in the
fields, so they have been under the
game revolutionary influence.

The movement is growing fast, and
it is estimated that the prisoners could
form an army, of several hundred
thousand.

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When Imprisonment for Debt Was
the Law of the Land—Torture for
its Victims—Poor Wretches Unable
to Pay the Trifle They Owed Were
Flung into Prison to Starve to
Death Unless Rescued by Charity or
Their Creditors.

In the early part of the last century
there was started an earnest effort to
entirely abolish or at least to regulate
the old colony law of imprisonment
for debt. The movers in this abolish-
ment felt that no class of the com-
munity deserved consideration more.

It had been the inhuman rule that
for the smallest debt possible to con-
tract, though it were but a cent in
value, the body of the debtor, whether
man or woman, would be seized by
the creditor and cast into jail.

Each year poor wretches had been
dragged to prison by thousands on
what were truly called “spite actions.”
Once behind the prison walls they
were consigned to a fate harder than
that which awaited worse criminals.

War Comment.

(Toronto Globe.)

In Flanders and in France, since the
collapse of the attacks upon Verdun—
which extended from February till
June, 1916—Germany has been fight«
ing on the defensive. There have been
a few local enemy attacks here and
there, but for the most part Hinden-
burg has carried out his declared pol«
icy of holding the British and French
armies of the west in check while the
weight of his offensive strength was
directed against Russia. He has lost
a good deal of-ground in France and
Flanders during the past eighteen
months, but German troops still hold
the coast of Flanders and the indus-
trial regions of northern France. If
the war plans of Berlin contemplate
the use of the troops released from
the eastern front on a renewal of the
German offensive along the western
front the ground lost by Hindenburg
may be found to be of the highest ime«
portance. The driving of German
troops from the heights of the Aisne
and from the ridges of Vimy, Mes-
sines, and Passchendaele has depriv-
ed the enemy of most of the positions
from which attacks upon the British
and French armies could be launche
ed with reasonable hope of success,
Over the greater part of the western
front the Allies now hold the high
ground, and the Germans must first
fight ther way uphill to the command-
ing positions from which they have
been driven before they can begin ane
other great western offensive. Even at
Verdun the ground gained at a fear-
ful sacrifice of life in the spring of
1916 is again firmly occupied by the
French.

That Hindenburg will attempt =
great offensive in. France, now that
Russia is disposed of, is expected, and
preparations have been made to meet
it. Britain and France propose to
hold tlte enemy until the TUnited
States can transport a sufficient num~
ber of men to France to permit of &
renewal of the Allied advance. It
will be late spring or early summer
before our American friends can put
half a million trained men into
the trenches, but thereafter their
available first line troops should ine
crease rapidly. The confidence of the
enemies of German militarism is base
ed on the active particiption of the
United States in land operations on a
large scale. The disappearance of
Russia would have been a great,
though not necessarily a fatal, blow
to the Allied cause had the United
States, with its vast population and
tremendous mechanical resources, not
taken up the gage of battle against
Prussian autocracy. There may be a
few months of anxious waiting on the
western front and a suspension of the
Allied offensive there until the United,
States is ready to exert its strength,
but the period of waiting can be faced
