NAVAL AIR OPERATIONS.

LONDON, Anug. 16.

British aviators working with ‘¢the
navy from August 8th to August 15th,
dropped sixty tons hombs on Germsn
docks and airdromes in Belgiom, sazs
a statement issued by the Admiralty
tg‘-night. Their activities also incluis
the bringing down of a German air-
chip, previously reported, and a di-
rect hit on a German destroyer, Six-
teen German airplanes wera brought
cdown during the period coverad by the
report. The statement follows: “Dur-
ing the period of Aug. 8th to 15th,
Royal Air Force contingents, working

LONDON, To-Day.

Measured by the number of ma-
chines engaged, the intensity of the
fighting and magnitude of the losses
inflicted on the enemy in the fighting
in the air during the past week was
the most formidable of the war. Some
of the most severe conflicts occurred
on August 8 in the sector between
Albert and the Amiens-Roye road,
Jyhere the German air forces were in-
creased considerably shortly after the
opening of the Allied offensive.

The air fighting resulted in the de-
struction of 48 enemy machinos while
17 others were driven down out of con-
trol; fifty British machines did aot
return. During the succeeding days
186 enemy airplanes were destroyed,
and -89 driven down out of control,
making a total of 339 German ma-
chines for the week, compared with
123 British airplanes missing. In the
same period British bombing squad-
rons continually attacked enemy aero-
droems, railway and other military

FOR DESTBOYIN({‘RATS ON SHIPS.

Dr. R. H. Creel, the N. 8. Public
Health Service, ha€ made a report on
the relative efficiericy of fumigants for
rodents on ships, as determined by
subsequent intensive trapping over a
period of one . year, Sulfur dioxide
was used on 62 vessels and hydrocy-
anic gas on 182 vessels. With a much
ghorter period of exposure, the latter
resulted in the destruction of 95 per
cent. of the rodents, and thé sulfur of |
only 77 per cent. Dr. Creel concludes
that “sulfur fumigation is not effective
for the destruction of rats on loaded
vessels or in superstructures.”

So generous have the people of Newfoundland ‘been in every
direction touching the War that it must seem almost unnecessary
for the Committee of the St. John Ambulance Association to
publish any reminder as to the needs of the Cot Fund. Indeed,
the way in which the Districts outside the Capital are at the
present time already remembering the requirements of the Fund

‘is gratifying to the Committee. Nevertheless it may be desirable

to array a few brief facts for general information.

It would seem from the report of the Committee which was
published in the Press on the*27th of June, 1918, that the activi-
ties of the Association and its helpers have been for the last
two years devoted to the establishment of what is now known as
the “COT FUND.”

The COT FUND was established' for the purpose of discharg-
ing Newfoundland’s Hability for the care of.our wounded ‘sol:
diers. Newfoundland did not, like other’Dominfons, establish
its own Hospital, but its Cot fund is recognised by the Military
Authorities in the United Kingdom: it endows beds in hospitals
already existing. . :

The voluntary effort of the people of Newfoundland has dis-
tinguished itself by establishing

600 beds (2 Newfoundland Wards) at: Etaples, -near the .

French front.
239 beds in various hospitals in England. i
32 beds in the Convalescent Hospital, Waterford Hall
1t will be seen from the report réferred to that the upkeep of

these beds now requires an expenditure af more than fifty thous-

and ' dollars '($50,000) annually.

The following extract from a letter from Lord Ranfurly may
be of general interest.

“I am gorry to say that the St. Jphn Ambulance Brigade
Hospital, Etaples, has been severely bdmbed  on ‘three consecu-
tive nights and the Government have ordered the evacuation of
the small part remaining whole. %

“I am glad to say the Newfoundland Ward ‘A’ is not dam-
aged, but ‘K’ is seriously damaged, though we may be able to
erect it partially on whatever new site we re-open.”

And he has since written to describé thé exira expense
thrown on them by the German attack on the Hospital.

Further, the recent fighting clearly makes more and more
of a demand upon hospital accommodation.

For a number of years there has been a growing demand for
a satisfactory electric lighting system for use in the outports.
There are dozens of so-called “farm lighting systems” on_the
market, Almost without exception they are unable to produce
a gteady flickerless current, without first charging storage bat-
tefles and then taking the lighting current from the batteries.
