GERMANY ACCEPTS. 
BERLIN, Germany, June 30. 

In her note to the Inter-Allied 
Council of Ambassadors on the re­
sumption of Allied military control 
of German Armament, Germany ac­
cepts- the Allied demand for General 
inspection on condition that it be fin­
al and is concluded by Sept. 30th next. 
The note declares the athletic and 
physical exercises of German youths 
are not connected with military pre­
parations. It asserts further that no 
experienced military authority in the 
world could hold the opinion that 
Germany was in a position to initiate 
an armed conflict in Europe, for the 
reason that her material strength in 
arms was less than that of the small 
states. Furthermore, it is declared, 
she is in a position of helplessness 
without parallel in the history of na­
tions. The German people are unable 
to understand how Germany can 
threaten Europe, the note adds, and 
why such fears are not rather crea­
ted the fact that the idea of general 
disarmament has not made notewor­
thy progress among other nations.

On June 9th, 1921, a repre­
sentative gathering of citizens, 
■convened by Mr. P. E. Outer- 
Ibridge, met in the Board of 
I Trade Rooms and discussed sug- 
I gestions in connection with the 
I erection of a Newfoundland War 
I Memorial, The whole gathering 
I was unanimously of the opinion 
I that the suggestion was a most 
worthy one, and a great tribute 
was paid to Messrs. R. G. Ren- 
dell and P. E. Outerbridge, the 
originators of the plan, by ap­
pointing them Chairman and 
Secretary respectively and au­
thorizing them to appoint the 
Executive Committee. To de­
cide was to act, and thanks to 
the energy and enthusiasm of 
these gentlemen and their Com­
mittee, and the hearty response 
from citizens generally, it was 
not long before the sum of $20,- 
000 was raised and the move­
ment to erect a Memorial in 
keeping with the part which 
Newfoundland toqjc in the war 
was successfully launched.

At the instigation of Lieut.- 
Colopel Nangle, C.F., the G.W.V. 
A. undertook to carry the plans 
to completion, and as a result of 
the President’s indomitable en­
ergy and enterprise, the exceed­
ingly beautiful Memorial which 
Field Marshal Earl Haig un­
veiled became an accomplished 
fact. To those who took the in­
itiative and to the Great War 
Veterans’ Association the whole 
community is under a great debt 
which it can never adequately re­
pay, but they had antple cause 
to feel gratified with their ac­
complishment and with the ap­
preciation of the public on the 
occasion of the unveiling, and 
with the remarkable success of 
the whole of their arrange­
ments.

Tuesday’s event is one which 
will ever be remembered by 
those who were present and will 
be retold to future generations 
with pride and reverence. Noth­
ing perhaps adds so much to the 
impressiveness of such an oc­
casion as an immense crowd of 
Intensely earnest people. The 
naval and military contingents, 
the former representative of the 
three great powers, gave to the 
ceremony a martial air, and at 
the same time showed a com­
mon accord and sentiment. Dig­
nity and solemnity were given 
to the proceedings by the pres­
ence of the high, Church officials, 
the Commander-in-Chief of the 
Imperial Forces, and the Repré­
sentâtes of His Majesty the 
King. A note of pathos was sup­
plied by aged parents or father­
less children, Wearing the dec­
orations of him to whom the 
Memorial had been erected.

The Monument which stood 
revealed as Field Marshal Earl 
Haig withdrew the covering was 
received with a silence far more 
expressive than words of the ad­
miration and wonder of the 
gazing thousands. The graceful 
female figure surmounting the 
group and holding in the one 
hand the Torch of Purity; and 
in the other the Sword of Free­
dom; toe splendid types of Sol­
dier and Sailor on the left and 
right ; the rugged beauty of the 
figures representing Forestry

THE MONUMENT.
The monument Itself Is one of 

which any city might well feel proud, 
and it fittingly commemorates the 
glorious sacrifice made by those New­
foundlanders who laid down their 
lives for King and Empire in the 
Great War. In design it is remarkably 
appropriate, and beauty and grandeur 
have been combined to make a tout 
ensemble which is most imposing. 
Broad semi-circular steps, facing to­
wards Water Street lead to the base 
of the Monument, which is surround­
ed by a low wall, on which are ranged 
at Integrals several lights with beau­
tifully ornamented globes of frosted 
glass. "Freedom,” represented as a 
woman, holding in her right hand a 
sword, her left hand holding aloft a 
torch, surmounts the great block of 
granite placed in the centre of the 
base. Below her, in the centre, are 
figures of bronze, representing the 
Forestry Corps and the Mercantile 
Marine, while on her left is a soldier, 
and on her right a sailor. All these 
figures are realistically moulded, 
and were cast from-.the models pre­
pared by Messrs. F. V. Blundstone and 
Gilbert Boyes, two prominent British 
Sculptors. To attempt to do full jus­
tice to the Monument in cold print is 
an utter impossibility. It rests now, 
an imperishable Memorial to our gal­
lant dead, and a shrine which gen­
erations of Newfoundlanders will ven­
erate as a vital reminder of the price 
which was paid by so many of their 
com patriots that the world might he 
made safe from the perils of militar­
ism. ’

I "five zones are appointed of vary­

ing height allowance. In the maxi­
mum zone (the Wail Street district) a 
building may rise two and one-half 

. times the width of the streeet before 
I it begins to slant backward: in the 

minimum (exclusively residential dis­
tricts) only once the width of the 
street There is also a provision that 
upon 25 per cent, of the area of a plot 
the building may be carried to an un­
limited height. A toWer structure 
can not profitably bq erected on a 
small plot, so this provision acts as 
a stimulus toward construction' on 
large plottage.

“Tile zoning law, if literally follow­
ed in the construction of a building 
above ..the prescribed height at the 
street-line, would mean, loosely 
speaking, that a pyramid be superim­
posed upon a cube.

The architects solved 
the problem by substituting a series 
of setbacks, or, let us say, a series of 
terraces that, as they step backward 
and upward, kept within the pyrami­
dal line established by the law."

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Codfish—There is a weakening In 
the Oporto market, but Under the 
circumstances it is not alarming- We 
have in mind the many cargoes that 
have been rushed into this market the 
past three- Weeks. There is no such 
downward change in ihe other mar­
kets where supplies are short The 
local prices still runs from $60 to 
$860 per qtl. for the different qual­
ities. The exports tills week were 
13,617 qtle., all from the outporta, 
except 8,302 qtle. bulk hi echr. K. D. 
Bailey from Nfld. Produce Co., St 
John’s, to Oporto. The rest as follows: 
3,732 qtl8. from Lake & Lake, For­
tune, to Oporto by schr. Russell lake; ■ 
3,248 qtls. from Bnrgeo & LaPolle 
Export Co.; Burgèo. to Oporto by 
schr. Maagen; 1,400 qtls. from P. 
Petite, English Hr., to Oporto by 
schr. Queen Mae, and 2,936 qtls. from 
various shippers of Grand Bank by 
schr. Myrtle Piercey, also to Oporto. 
The - consumption there this week 
went up to 6,286 qtls. for Nfld. fish.

Cod Liver OB—The fishing season 
in Norway is now drawing to a close, 
and we expect to give final statistics 
of production very soon. The average 
production in Norway is from 30,000 
to 60,000 barrels, but last year it 
went to 76,000 barrels, and this year 
they have made about 110,000 barrels. 
This over production has had a very 
depressing effect on prices, and 
means that we must work, at very 
low figures to do anything this year. 
The scientific reports have had a very 
stimulating effect; increasing the sale 
and finding new outlets where it was 
never used before. With the low pri­
ces now offering and an increased de­
mand in sight we are likely to see a 
good trade. We strongly recommend 
that something should be done by the 
Government to take advantage of the 
splendid reports received last year, 
and believe that If this matter was 
placed before the High Commissioner 
in London that he would quickly find 
an increased outlet for the New­
foundland oil. The very first thing to 
do is to remove that obnoxions Ex­
port Tax complained of so bitterly by 
the whole trade. It would be absurd 
to look for an increased outlet if 
buyers knew that the Newfoundland 
Government levy such taxes.

Common Cod Oil—A steady tone 
prevails amon sellers here, but buy­
ers in foreign markets state that val­
ues asked are altogether too high 
compared with the price of other fish 
oils. Supplies are very light here at 
present, but the outlook for a larger 
supply within a month is very good, 
as codfish have struck in early and 
the rejiort is that there is a very good 
yield of oil in the livers this year. 
Prices are nominal and we hesitate to 
give further particulars until we see 
something doing.

Lobsters—The Fisheries Depart­
ment issued 900 licenses this year, as 
compared with 1,200 last year. There 
is no doubt that lobsters are getting 
scarcer on our coast every year and 
many small packers are dropping out 
of the industry, finding it more profit­
able to attend to the cod fishery. The 
local catch to date is very short, part­
ly attributable to stormy weather. 
The same applies to P.E.I. and Nova 
Scotia, where the packers have been 
granted an extension of the open sea­
son. The few cases that have come to 
town from Placentia Bay have sold 
for $22 and $22.60.

Flour—The wheat report from N. 
W. Canada is much better this week, 
and indicates another good crop if no 
untoward conditions supervene be- 
ween now and harvest time. The 

Chicago quotations for July wheat 
fluctuated between 112 and 113 and 
their fractions this week, and "Sep­
tember*1 114 to 116, while Winnipeg 
"July" was 116 to 118 and "October" 
109 to 112. These are stiff figures as 
compared to the end of May, and are 
responsible for the Increase in flour 
prices. An easing off, however, is now 
again In evidence and prices are ex­
pected to remain steady for the next 
month or so. No. 1 grades are now 
$7.80 in the local market, an advance 
of 20 cents/ over last week; other 
qualities $7.40 to $7.76. The Imports 
for the week were 260 brls. and 660 
sacks by Sable I., 6,750 by S.S. Ceuta 
and 1,000 by the Canadian Sapper.

Molasses—The market is quite 
strong. Available stocks of "choice” 
molasses are small and holders re­
fuse to sell for less than 80 cents 
per Imperial gallon, in the local mar­
ket. It appears likely that In the 
near future we shall see “choice” up 
to 86 cents' in the St. John’s market. 
The schr. Novelty arrived this week 
from Barbadoee with 160 puncheons, 
160 tierces and 156 barreltw^Fancy 
is quoted at 90 cents still In thS><5l 
market. The imports to date to St. 
John’s are 6,277 puncheons as against 
4,800 last year.

Pork—Corn advanced another three 
cents per bushel this week and was 
yesterday 96 1-4 tor "July.” This, fr 
certain to affect the hog market and 
the future price of pork, as corn Is 
the principal hog food. So far there 
is no change reported In hog values, 
but it is expected soon as a matter 
of course. The imports this week 
were 798 bbls. As the pork market 
seems due for a rise the prudent 
business man is -likely to buy as 
largely as- lie can at present prices, 
vis., $24 tat back, $24.25 ham butt, 
$23 spare ribs and 24 toy S.C. clear

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regular plate and bacon pork, whole­
sale.

Beef—The Imports this week were 
1,630 bbls. Beef is getting scarce in 
the markets of the United States 
and as prlcqs.in $t, John’s now seem 
to be at bottom the preesnt is a good 
time' to buy as the market is expect­
ed to get stronger shortly. This 
wedk quotation are holding at favor­
able low levels for the purchaser In 
the local market, viz., $24.60 bos 
flank, $23 extra family, $22 bos pack­
et, $20 family special, $17.50 beef 
hams and $20 boneless flank.

Sugar—The market Is Somewhat 
firmer as shown by thé advance to 
"raws" the past three weeks. This 
is then a natural outcome after the re­
markable declines that have been 
going on the past four months. There 
Is now a good demand for “raws” and 
refiners have evidently come to the 
conclusion that to-day’s price is a 
safe one at which to buy, especially 
as the opinion Is gaining ground that 
•the market will strengthen during 
the summer which is the season of 
largest consumption. Anyway It is 
generally believed the declining move: 
ment is at an end. The Cuban crop 
is all completed for the year and is 
definitely known to be about 3,983,000 
tons. Whilst there is a large quan­
tity in the island to be shipped there 
is practically no more to be manu­
factured. The local quotation is still 
$7.60 per 100 lbs. for American white 
granulated. The imports fot this 
week were 1,690 cwt.

Tea—The tea market is active and 
is advancing, since cable advices 
came to from Calcutta to the effect 
that new crop teas is estimated to 
be four and a half million pounds 
short of that of a corresponding peri­
od last year. This made an immedi­
ate advance of 2 cents a pound on or­
dinary grades and 3 cents a pound 
for better - grades in the producing 
market Cables were also received 
from London this week by local deal­
ers saying that the market was strong 
and advancing for both Ceylon ssd 
India teas of the better grades. Local 
quotations, 62 to 80 cents for these 
grades. The Sable I. brought 28 
chests and the S.S. Rosalind. 2tî 
chests.

Hay and Oats—A very firm feeling 
is reported from Montreal and Char­
lottetown this week in the baled hay 
market. Dealers assert that véiy 
little of the 1923 crop-of good ship­
ping quality will be carried over to 
1924. Although the tone of the mar­
ket is firmer there is so far no change 
in . prices. The demand in the local 
market Is fair, having regard to the 
time of year. The wholesale price is 
$35 to $35.50 a ton according to lots. 
The oat market Is quiet and steady 
at $3.60 and $3.30 per sacks of 4 
bushels for the two grades. The infS 
ports this week were 48 bales of hay 
by the S.S. Rosalind from New York, 
and 843 bales by the Canadian Sapper 
from Montreal, and of oats 450 sacks 
by the same ship- and 604 sacks by 
the S.S. Ceuta,’ also from Montreal.

Raw Cotton—The old crop Is being 
fast reduced and the consumption by 
spinners is said to be largeer this 
season than ever. As regards the 
new crop there is no reliable news 
yet available In cotton circles, the 
only exports so far being to the ef­
fect that the weather throughout 
June was by no means favorable to a 
large yield; should this news be con­
firmed no doubt prices will stiffen 
to the course of the season.
