The Tariff.

As was expected, .the Finance
Minister has made some important
modifications in the {wnft, In his
budget speech Mr. Cartwright an-
nounced a delicit of three millions
and announced that the changes he
proposed to make in the tariff were
simply for the purpose of raising
additional revenue, and not with the
mtention of follow'ng out either a
free trade or proteciion policy.
When the changes were thade public,
deputatious representing almost
every industry in the country pro-
ceeded to Ottawa, to urge on the
Government such changes as would
tend to benelit the particular branch
in which they were interested. The
Government gave every one of these
a fair hearing, and after'caretul con-
sideration have made such conces-
sions as in their judgment they
deemed adwisable, Of course, where
somany interestsare involved,it could
not be expected that sll would be
satisfied, but the Government,
if they have erred in any respect,
have at least shown that they are not
indifferent to public opinion.

The alterations proposed are as
follows :—On tea the duty propos.
ed was six cents for green ‘tea and
four cents for black tea. The duties
will now be 3and 4 centsrespectively.
Shipping materials are to be partially
relieveg. The duty of 5 per cent,on
pig-iron will not be imposed, that ex-
tensively used material béing restor-
ed to the free list, Otherclasses of iron
that formerly paid 5 per cent., and
were raised to 7} per cent., are tore-
main at 5 per cent, Articles hither-
to paying 15 per cent duty, are fixed

~ at a uniform rate of 17} per cent.
duty, which will raise an additional
revenue, and thus make up for the
reduction on tea, coftee, &c. The
sugar duties are for the present to
remain untouched, the Government
promising to carefully inquire into
the wholo question in reference to
this matter during the recess. There
is also a re-adjustment on tha duties
on wines. The cheaper class will pay
30 cents per gallon; the medium
sorts 60 cents per gallon; and the
higher class, sparkling wines, 81 per
gallon.,

ground. On-reaching the Chambezi, or
Kambezi River, they d it about a
week’s journey from Lake Bemba, also
crossing a large feeder : but by Susi’s ad-
vice Livingstone, again turned north-
ward, and recrossed the Kambegi, or
Luapula, as he then called it, just before
it entered the lake.

He could not, however, keap close to
the north ehore of Lake Bema, owing to
the numeérous creeks and streams, which
were hidden in the forests of high grass
and rushes. After making a detour he
again struck the lake at the village,
where he got canoes across to an island
in the centre, called Matipa, - Here the
shores cn either hand were not visible,
and the Doctor was put to great straits
by the natives declining to let him use
tueir canoes to cross the opposite shore.
He therefore seized seven canoes by
force, and when the natives made a show
of resistance he fired his pistol over their
heads after which they ceased to obstruct
Lim. Crossing the lake diagonally, he
arrived in a long valley, and, the rains
having now set in fully, the caravan had
to wade rather than walk, constantly
crossing blind streams, and, in tact.
owing to the high rushes and grass,
hardly being able to distirguish at times
the land, or rather what was generally
dry land, from the lake.

Dr. Livingstone had been weak and
ailing since leaving Unyanyembe, and
when passing through the country of
Ukabende, at the southwest of the lake,
he told Majwara (the boy given ‘lim by
Stanley, who is now in my service), that
he felt unable to go on with his work,
but should try and cross the hills to Ka-
tanga (Kantanda ?) and thero vest, en-
deavouring to buy ivory, which] in all
this country is very cheap (three yards of
merikani buy a slave or a tusk), and re:
turning to Ujiji through Manyuema to
recruit and reorgsnize.

But as he approached the zorthera
part of Bisa (a very large country), arriv.
ing in the province of Ulala, he first had
t> take to riding a donkey, and then
suffer himself £ be carried on a kitanda
(native bedstead), which st first went
much against the grain. During this
time he never allowed the boy Majwara
to leave, and he then told that faithful
and honest fellow that. he should never
cross the high hills to Katanda. He
called for Susi, and asked how far it was
to the Luapula, and on his answering
“three days,” remarked *‘ he shouid
never sce his river again.”

On arriving at Ilala, the capital of the
district, where Kitambo,the Sultan,lived,
tue party were refused permission to stay,
and they carried Livingstone three hours’
march back towards Kabena, Here they
erccted for him a rude hut and fence,
and be would not allow any one to ap-
proach him for the remaining days of his
Jife except Majwara and Susi, except that
every morning they were all desired to
come to the door and say * Good morn-
ing I” .

During these few days he was in great
pain, and could keep nothing, even for’ a
moment, on his storanch. He lost his
cight so far as hardly to be able to dis-
tinguish when a light was kindled, and
gradually eank during the nighs of the 4th
of May, 1873. Only Majwara was present
when he died, and he is unable to say
when he ceased to breathe. Susi, hearing
that he was dead, told Jacob Wainwright
to make a note in the doctor's diary of
the things found by him. Wainwright
was not quite certain as to theday of the
month, and as Susi told him the Doctor
had last written the day before, and he
found this entry to be dated 27th April,
he wrote 28th April ; but, on comparing
his own diary on arrival at Unyanyembe,
he found it to be the 4th of May; and
this is confirmed by Majwara, who says,
Livingstone was unable to write for the
last four or five days of hislife. I fancy
the spot where Livingstone died is about
11.25 degrees south and 27 degrees east;
bt of course, the whole of this is subject
to correction, and, altkough I have spent
many hours in finding it out, the Doctor’s
diary may show it fo be very imperfect.

1 fear youn will find this a very uncon-
nected narration, but my apology must
be that the Consul-General is not well,
and the other assistant absent on duty,
and there is much work . for me to do.

Carolina as an Emigration
Field.

Not a fow of our well to do farmers in
Erin and Eramosa have during the last
two or three years sold out their farms,
wnd removed to North Uaroline, where
they were tempted to settle by cheap
land, & mild climate and other induce-
.ments. We had our own thonghts on
the subject while one after another of
our well-to-do yeomanry were leav-
ing their comfortable homesteads in
Canads for a supposed more congenial
field of operations in this State, and we
even hinted to more than one of them

-that the prospeotive advantages of a
home there would not make up for those
which they left behind them in Canada
with its long winter and all the other
drawbacks, It seems that our warning
has in the case of some of these emigrants
been realized, for we have before
us o letter from s gentleman
who left Canada last fall and bought a
farm in North Carolina, with the inten-
tion of making that State his ‘futare
home, Writing §o & friend about the
‘middle’of last month, he says :—

" w1 regrot to say. that our journey to
the South has not Emved satisfactory.
‘We -eonfided in the honor of the Com-
thission of Immigration for this State,
and found ourselves grossly imposed on.
1 tly forwarded a lettor, designed
‘to appear in the Globe, to warn Cana-
dians'against the allurements and snares
1aid' for them by imposing advertise-

“mentg in relation to this State. The
place with which we are now entangled
was said to be worth $2,000, and it turds
out to be worth less than $1,000. We
would have been home again ere now
bad we been able to got off with our
money refunded. I think it right to
warn people in Canada, through the
Mereuny to be slow in selling their
farms in consequence of charming pic-
tures of the South, and if they do de-
cide on coming, to specially warn them
against the North Carolina Land Com-
pany. Canadians who have deratel
comfortable homes, or are in a fair way
of getiing them, should stay in Canuda.
This State may justly offer inducements
to European emigrants, as large tracts
of land lie wild, and old and worn-out
farms—some of them tolerably good—
are open to purchasers, but Canada is 8o
far in advance of this conntry in general
enterprise that I see very much to induve
Canadi to rest tented with their
lot. A paper ealled The South, pictorially
illustrated, and published in New York,
together with other attractive publica-
tions, will be extensively cireulated in
Canada, and let me warn Canadians
through the Mercuny to be on -their
guard, and if they do decide to come
South to beware of land sharks, who
will take all their cash without any due
regard to fair value in return.

I bave travelled .considerably, but
never knew what was really meant by
exile till tbis winter. In some respects
it is a fair country, with many nice
people, but it is greatly behind Canada
at the present time.”

The North-West Committee.
MORE REVELATIONS,
Mr. Donald A. Smith was examined
before this Committee on Thursday. He
supported the statement of Archbishop

i'}'\c e made a tew days ago, implicating

he leader of the late Administration at
Ottawa in hiring Riel and Lepine to

* leave the country. He stated that as-

surances that were satisfactory to him
as a business man were given him by a
functionary in Manitoba on behalf of the
Government at Ottawa,that if he would
advance the money necessary to satisfy
Riel and Lepine to induce them to leave
the country, it would be made good to
him. He accordingly advanced three
out of four thousand dollars demanded
by the fugitives, in consideration of
which sum they were to remain away
until after the general election of 1872.
Mr. Smith received repeated assurances
from Sir Jom Macdonald that his ad-
vances would be repaid. It was made
to appear, too, that the chagrin of the
leaders of the then Government here was
very great when they found that Riel had
broken faith with them by returning to
the country in violation. of their agrce-
ment, Mr. D. A, Smith also stated that
the proclamation of amnesty was sent
to the North-West, but the mails fell
into the hands eof Riel, who proba-
bly finding his own name omitted,
owing to the murder of Scott, he
suppressed the document.

Sir John Macdonald was also examined.
He showed a proclamation, dated Deec.
6th, 1869, given to Archbishop Tache in
It was designed to

cover aots committed during the insurree-
tion, without limitations. Scott's death
had not cccurred when the Archbishop
left Ottawa on his misgion of mediation,
but no restrictions had been 1mposed on
him in anticipation of circumstances
other than those already known. " This
was distinetly affirmed. It was admit-
ted that further outragesiwereapprehend-
ed by some, but Sir John disclaimed
sharing in the fear himself. He denied
that any promise was given to the dele-
gates to grant or obtain any amnesty for

Scott’s murder,and produced letters from

Lord Iasgar, Sir Clinton Murdock, and

8ir Gecrge Cartier denying that any such

promise was ever given. Sif John de-
clared that the Canadian Ministers al-
ways denied the competency of their
Government to grant an asmnesty for
offences committed prior to the acqnisi-
tion of territory, and said they threw the
whole responsibility . upon the Imperial
Government. He admitted thdt Father
Richot pressed importunately for an am-
nesty on Wiel’s behall.
