“Edmonton, and the country north 
and west of the capital, will have a 
bigger development this year than any 
other section of the Dominion. The 
railroad construction has opened up 
miles of country hitherto regarded as 
being more or less inaccessible; settlers 
are pouring in at the rate of hundreds 
a week, and the rush to the north 
country, which has only just started, 
promises to break all records.”

Robert McDonald, of Edmonton, 
owner of the Yale Hotel there, and one 
of the best known hotelmen in Alberta, 
made the above statement yesterday. 
Mr. McDonald is In the city on a busi­
ness visit, and is registered at the King 
George Hotel.

"We will break all records in build­
ing construction in Edmonton this 
year,” said Mr. McDonald, “and I look 
for more development in our section of 
the province than in any other part of 
Canada. No one not fully In touch witti 
the situation can form an idea of the 
immigration rush that Is on, or the 
number of homesteaders who are pour­
ing into Edmonton every day to take 
up land north and west of the city. All 
the towns along the lines of the G. T. P. 
and the C. N. R. and along the Edmon­
ton, Dunvegan and B. C. country, will 
have a big development this year, and 
the whole country will make remark­
able progress. The change in even a 
few short weeks has been remarkable, 
and every day the Dominion Lands 
office at Edmonton is crowded to cap­
acity with people who have crossed the 
line and are desirous of taking up land 
in the district around Edmonton.”

Maharg was of opinion that 
that would be a very large un­
dertaking, and must of neces­
sity be dealt with by the city 
council.

Seward, Neb., May 14.—A tor­
nado which took a toll of ten 
lives, injuring thirty odd persons 
and destroyed more than a third 
of the town, occurred shortly be­
fore six o’clock this evening. 
Twenty-two residences, including 
several of the best, were destroy­
ed and more were paitly wrecked. 
The business portion of the place 
did not suffer greatly.

The tornado struck the western 
or residential section of Seward 
and swept everything in its path. 
Those killed were mostly caught 
in the wreck of their homes.

The tornado, after passing 
through Seward, veered to the 
northeast. Reports tonight say 
that the towns of Tomaro, Lush- 
ton, Grafton and McCool Junc­
tion were wiped out. Four per­
sons were reported killed at To­
maro, and several at McCooj 
Junction. Utica was in the path 
of the twister.

In the opinion of Aid. Crichton, 
Ramsay and Carson, the ward system 
in Calgary is working out all right and 
no change should be made at present 
in the system of aldermanic represen­
tation.

ifternoon, Aid. George Ross, the 
halrman, began

petition. As it was now,, it sometimes 
happened that strong men who would 
be elected in a general contest were 
defeated in one particular ward> while 
men of mediocre ability were elected 
with little or no opposition in another 
ward.

Aid. Carson wanted a plebiscite, but 
Aid. Frost assured him that this was 
a sign of weakness and lack of convi- 
cation.

RUSSIA LOST 60 MILLIONS 
BY THE BALKAN WAR

St. Petersburg, May 14—The budget

This 
question of the high cost of living 
and the idea of a public market to re­
duce the present high rates brought 
the mayor and aldermen from the city 
hall to meet with the women, as well 
as Mr. Woodbridge, secretary of the 
United Farmers of Alberta, and Mr. 
Saunders of the Farmers’ league of 
Strathmore, besides many market gar­
dening men, from all round the coun­
try.

That the women had touched a def­
inite need was agreed by all the 
speakers, and on behalf of the farmers, 
Mr. Woodbridge stated that the wom­
en had their hearty co-operation, and 
if the proposed market could be got, 
and the women would promise to pat­
ronize it as consumers, they, the farm­
ers, would agree to supply It and pat­
ronize its as producers. That track­
age facilities were absolutely neces­
sary, he thought, must be understood 
by all, and the closer to the line that 
such a market could be put, the bet­
ter for all concerned. The market, 
he felt sure, could be run on a five 
per cent or ten per cent basis, and 
must reduce the present cost of living.

Present Market Discussed.
On a question as to why, if the 

farmers needed a market so much, they 
had1 not patronized the present market 
Mr. Sanderson stated that It was in a 
bad place and that the drayage cost 
wee too great.

Sam Savage, of-Calgary, Says 
the Rigid Enforcement of 
Packing Regulations Against 
Fruit from U, S, Tends to 
Many Anomalies Which Are 
Useless to Consumer,

AMERICAN GRADES ARE 
HIGHER THAN CANADIAN

B, C, Fruit Growers, Though 
They Already Have Much 
Protection, Desire to See the 
Importation of Fruit Brought 
to an End

Of greater interest almost to the 
people of Alberta than all the thou­
sands who came here at the beginning 
of Jhe week was a party of 50 which 
arrived at Calgary early yesterday 
morning from the Old, Country. Bevry 
member of the party, which wtls not 
organized as auch in ejay ..direct way, 
was ~a tiom and tYja,ified farmer, arid 
every one brought with him a con­
siderable amount of capital. In point 
of fact, it was estimated that they 
brought with them capital to be in­
vested in farms here to the value of 
$300,000.

The party stopped off here for only 
a few hours, and arriving just before 
daybreak were gone before breakfast­
time. The majority went north and 
will settle on farms there, one man 
purposing to go as far north as Grand 
Prairie. Of the others, the majority 
intended to settle in the district be­
tween here and Edmonton. They will 
all be scattered far and wldet and 
they are mostly going into farms 
which are improved land.

This party wâs in no sense organ­
ized, and the men merely came out 
to Canada for two reasons. The one 
was the good things that they had 
heard of Canada, and the other the 
unsatisfactory nature of conditions at 
home. All were men of good ex­
perience in the work of farming, and 
the reports from the railway offices 
are that this was the most desirable 
batch of immigrants that has reached 
here this year.

80ARD OF RAILWAY

IN CALGARY MAY 26

Undue restraint ot trade through its 
natural channels is the way in which 
Sam Savage, the local fruit dealer, 
characterizes the move on the part ot 
the governmental authorities at Otta­
wa to enforce certain methods of 
packing fruit from the other side ot 
the line. Mr. Savage says that this 
scheme is hilt a reinforcement of the 
conditions which were stipulated in 
the amendments to the inspection and 
sales act of 1909.-

The aim of the people behind this 
move is to prevent the importation of 
fruit from the United States and thus 
give the British Columbia growers a 
practical monopoly of the market for 
their products. The British Columbia 
people are already well protected in 
this line. For instance in the case of 
apples they have the protective duty 
of 13 1-2 cents and in addition the 
preferential transportation rates make 
the preference about 25 cents a box.

Better Packing In States.
As to the matter Of packing, Mr. 

Savage says that the British Columbia 
people have much to learn. The grow­
ers to the eouth have a great advant­
age ln this matter and send out their 
products much better and more care­
fully marked than do the farmers on 
this side of the line. The grade in the

That the board of railway 
commissioners will sit in Calgary

NO DEMAND FOR MINISTERS IN COUNCIL, SAYS ROSS; '
(MEN WOULD LIKE SOME WOMEN ALDERMEN

The city charter at present disquali­
fies any person being in holy orders or 
the minister of any religious denomina­
tion, for the office of mayor or aider- 
men.

“I don’t think there is any very great 
demand for ministers in the council,” 
remarked Alderman William Ross, 
drily.

Alderman Frost ReformedI
Alderman Tregillus was strongly for 

the ministers. So was Alderman T. A. 
P. Frost. It Is known to old-timers in 
Calgary that Alderman “Tappy” went 
through seven strenuous Baptist pas­
torates in Ontario, where he built and 
opened seven new churches, and that 
he came to Calgary as pastor of the 
First Baptist church In 1906—hence his 
enthusiasm for the cloth! Alderman 
Tregillus and Alderiban Frost urged 
strongly that ministers were among 
the best citizens in the community, 
were leaders of thought, and most ex­
emplary citizens generally.

Alderman Crichton challenged their 
contention. He had found many minis­
ters to be narrow, bigoted and most im­
practical; many of them were unused 
to business and were not successful 
business men. He questioned their 
ability to handle the affairs of a muni­
cipal-ownership city such as this with 
with any degree of success Ministers, 
he said, were representative of and 
stood for certain distinct factions which 
had no place in municipal affairs; their

interests were sectarian; they were im­
bued with extreme religious prejudices 
which laymen generally laid aside.

Some Women, Too!
Alderman Garden wanted some min­

isters and a few women in the counciL
“There must be some deeper reason 

than all this for the presence of that 
disqualification clause in the present 
charter,” said Alderman William Ross. 
“What is it?”

None of the aldermen could tell.
L. T. English, secretary of the Al­

berta Federation of Labor, told them.
The Real Reason.

“Where a municipality is strongly ot 
one religion, as are some Mormon com­
munities and some Roman Catholic 
communities in this province, it is not 
wise to have civic bodies composed 

^of church heads, who might easily 
dominate the municipality for the un­
due advantage of the church. This dis­
qualification clause in the charter of a 
city such as Calgary is a good prece­
dent for smaller communities where a 
religious problem exists, and makes for 
the welfare of other communities where 
there is greater need of restriction of 
ministerial or priestly authority.”

Then the committee voted unani­
mously to leave that clause as it stands.

The clause also disqualifies any 
judge, sheriff, clerk or deputy clerk of 
the court, any salaried officer of the 
Dominion, territories or city, any 
license commissioner or inspector, any 
person holding a liquor license, any 
person accountable for the revenues of 
the city, any person having a claim 
against the city, any person presiding 
at elections as returning officer, poll 
clerk, etc., or any person having any 
interest in any city contract.

LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEE WOULD EXTEND FRANCHISE 1 
TO WOMEN TENANTS AND TO MEN PAYIN6 POLL TAX

Damage Statue of “Rupert of Debate”
London, May 14.—Another suffra­

gette outrage is reported from Pres­
ton, Lancashire, where a white marble 
statue of the fourteen th Earl of Derby, 
in Miiler Park, has been smirched with 
liquid tar.

The legislative committee will rec­
ommend to the city council an amend­
ment to the city charter making wo­
men eligible to any office In the gift 
of the electors, on the same (terms and 
conditions as men, and to exchange 
the tenant’s franchise to women, mar­
ried or single, on the same basis as 
men.

The suggestion was made by Aid. 
Garden and was strongly supported 
by Aid. George Ross, Aid. Tregillus 
and Aid. Crichton and Aid. Frost

Aid. Garden believes that the intelli­
gence with which the women of Cal­
gary have exercised the municipal 
franchise for tl*e past 10 or 15 years 
is sufficient to justify this extension 
of rights. Aid. Frost has known any 
number of women mayors in towns in 
the old country, w’here it is a common 
thing for women to stand for muni­
cipal elections.

The suggestion was opposed by one 
man—Aid. Ramsay. Usually mild and 
agreeable, Aid. Ramsay became very 
belligerent at the idea.

“Get women back in the kitchen 
where they belong,” he said crossly. 
“Women have no business running for 
office.”

"Oh, tut! tut!” said Aid. Frost 
soothing!)’.

A little later the suggestion was put

in the form of a motion to eliminate 
i the word “males” from section 2 of 
clause 4.

“Let the women stay home and 
j clean up their kitchens. They have 
I their hands full doing that,” said Aid. 
j Ramsay again.

“Whose kitchens are dirty? Why, 
| man, you don’t mean to vsay that wo- 
I men must have dirty kitchens on ac­
count of this!” exclaimed Aid. Crich­
ton pacifically.

“Yes I do. I say that the majority 
of the women who are running around 
to these meetings lately, have houses 
that aren't fit to live in. They should 
be home shovelling the filth out of 
their kitchens.”

The motion carried.
If the poll tax is to be continued,

pay it have an equal right to vote, 
with the man who pays a tax on a 
$400 assessment.

Aid. Garden suggested that the quali­
fication clause restricting the franchise 

j to owners of property to the value of

J franchise extended to all taxpayers or 
I owners or tenants of assessed property. 
There are not over 100 people on the 
role at present assessed at under $200.

Judge Stuart Orders Defend­
ants in Interesting Case, to 
Pay for Lumber Ordered and 
Received — Plaintiff Had 
Cancelled Order

LUMBER HELD UP FOR 
FREIGHT AND DUTY COSTS

No Payment Allowed for Lum 
ber Prepared but Not De­
livered as Order Was Can­
celled—Case Arose in Con­
nection With Station Building

The shortage of cars can hardly he 
,laced to the blame of a company en­
gaged dn the delivery of goods to an­
other. This was the effect of a judg­
ment given yesterday by Mr. Justice 
Stuart in the case of the Western 
Planing Mills against J. M. Eaton. 
The plaintiff sued for the sum of 
18,215 for material sold and for $1,917 
for material bargained for and not ac­
cepted. The defendant admitted lia­
bility to the extent of $1,582.

It appeared that defendant had a 
contract for building 20 stations for 
the C.P.R. last year. He ordered 
lumber from the company which is the 
plaintiff and operates in Washington. 
There was delay in the delivery of the 
lum,ber and the defendant had to wire 
to cancel the order and get the lumber 
elsewhere aa his men were losing time. 
Some of the lumber, too, was held for 
freight and duty charges by the rail­
way without any notice being given. 
The reason for the non-delivery of the 
lumber was a shortage of cars on the 
part of the railway. The judge said 
the plaintiff could not be held respon­
sible for that but the right to cancel 
the order as was done was apparently 
in order and nothing could be allowed 
for the lumber which though it had 
been prepared was not taken. Judg- 
ment was accordingly given for the 
plaintiffs with costs for the sum of 
$1,582. __________ ____________

TEACHERS ARE UNABLE TO SAVE

Salaries Are Tee Small to Pay for In­
surance, Government Shows

Washington, May 14.—'“Public school 
teachers of the United States do not 
receive enough salary to save money 
to carry adequate life Insurance or to 
proceed with further professional 
training.” says a report of the United 
States bureau of education issued to­
day. Most of the teachers of the 
country have, in effect, had their sal­
aries reduced since 1897, says the re­
port.

The high cost of living has cut Into 
their salaries just as definitely as If a 
School board had sliced them. A 
teaching position which paid $600 in 
3897 in purchasing power is paying 
an equivalent of $416 today if meas­
ured by 1897 prices.

New York, May 14.—The United 
States Steel Corporation as an indus­
trial benefactor, was the subject of 
today’s testimony of James Farrell, 
its president, in the hearings of the 
government suit to dissolve the corpor- 
aton under the Shenrman anti-trust 
law. It was Mr. Farrell's second day 
on the stand as a witness for the de­
fense.

He testified that the corporation 
manufactured cotton ties for the cot­
ton growers of the south because its 
competitors found the business unat­
tractive and had practically abandoned 
tit. The corporation, he said, always 
gave preference to government work 
and in a recent instance had neglect­
ed business to rush an order of steel 
pilings to New Orleans in order to 
-save the levees from the flood. It 
used its enormous stocks of ptig tin to 
prevent speculators from cornering 
these commodities and sold it to its 
competitors at cost when attempts to 
corner tit caused a scarcity.

Since its organization, he testified, 
the corporation had raised the wages 
of its employes 28 1-2 per cent., add­
ing $40,000,000 a year to it spayroll.

FOREIGN BORN SETTLERS

Since the Home Reunion association 
has widened the scope of its action to 
include all nationalities, requests for 
aid have been received from all races 
and clasees in Calgary. The committee 
in charge will meet tomorrow evening 
to consider applications from a num­
ber of cosmopolitan applications, these 
coming from Germans, Scandinavians, 
Austrians and Belgians.

Major Cuthbertx Edmonton, assistant

unfortunate enough to discover him 
another mounted police tragedy would 
have taken place.

Fears of Indians
Police Magistrate G. E.. Sanders, of 

Calgary, who was then, a mounted po­
lice inspector at Alhabasca Landing, 
in paying tribute, to the Indian sco-uts 
for their part in trailing Charcoal a^d 
other Indian murderers, throw's an in­
teresting light on the fears of the In­
dians who assisted the police, who 
were in fear lest the braves they pur­
sued, and Who regarder them as trai­
tors, wo-uld shoot them.

“As examples of the Indians’ fears,” 
says Magistrate Sanders 'in “The Ri­
ders. of the Plains,’” a comprehensive 
and highly interesting history of the 
mounted police, “I might say that Red 
Crow during the whole of the pursuit 
slept on the floor of his house; he 
was afraid to sleep in his bed, the po­
sition of which Charcoal knew, for 
fear of a pot shot through the win­
dow. Red Crow was also afraid the 
fugitive miight go to the High River 
school and kill his son. White Calf, 
another tracker, used to sleep in a loft 
and pull the ladder by which he as­
cended up a'fter him when he retired 
for the night.

“The Indians we temployed did ex­
cellent work, performing everything 
that Indian ingenuity could suggest. 
Their power of tracking and picking 
up signs was, in some instances, simp­
ly marvelous, and in this connection,
I would mention Green Grass, 
Many Tail Feathers Round His 
Neck and Calf Tail, who were re­
gularly employed scouts. All, I 
thing, who were connected with this 
pursuit, came away with a much high­
er idea of the Indian character than 
they had before.”

These are only a couple of the more 
conspicuous instances of the sacrifice 
of life by courageous members of the 
mounted police in performing their 
hazardous work of keeping law and 
order in the vast rural sweeps of the 
Canadian West. As was shown by the 
Bailey tragedy the element o fdanger 
in mounted police work as still great 
and it was only a year ago that “Hap­
py” Davis was killed near Bassano by 
Jim Ham, a drunk crazed Indian, now 
doing a life sentence, who fired from a | 
wagon in which he was escaping 
from Davis and shot the policeman 
dead. / \

In Earlier Days
In the earlier, days of the tfiorce 

mounted policen/en had to deal with 
Indian desperaddes who had no res­
pect for life, hcflding their own as 
lightly as that of their pursuers, 
Mi dmmim*w—PMhR * itiiil
from the American border, states were | 
a source of considerable trouble and 
danger to the fearless reyd coated :

tories and the Yukon. Many of these !

be noiser than they were dangerous, 
however, and soon learned to respect 
the mounted police. It did not take 
the mlong to realize that the riders of 
them long to realize that the riders of 
and it,-4s to the lasting credit of the 
mounted police that there was very 
little^Jawlessncss of a dangerous char­
acter in the wild pioneer days of the 
Yukon, when hundreds of gamblers, 
blacklegs and thugs drifted up from 
the border and coast states to a field 
of easy monsy and fat “pickings.”

One Idaho bandit who had been the 
terror of sheriffs’ posses ;n that state, 
went to Weyburn, Saskatchewan, a 
few years ago with the intention of 
terrorizing the community and clean­
ing up in true wild west style. A 
prominent man of the settlement was 
forced by this apparently desperate 
character to hold up his' hat while the 
gunman perforated it with bullets. 
The “bad man” took pot shots at per­
sons on hotel verandahs ân dotherwise 
made himself the terror of the town. 
He boasted that no Johnny Canuck 
could take him and said he would die 
in his boots rather than be captured' 
One day Constable Lett of Halbrite, 
the nearest police post, rode into 
town, got the drop on the ruff in, gave 
him a severe drubbing in a hand to 
hand tussle which followed, and led 
him away to the lockup handcuffed 
and subdued in a state of lamblike 
gentleness. The history of the force 
provides dozen of other instances of 
the grim busineslike methods of 
mounted policemen in dealing with 
revolver-'Yielding outlaws who at­
tempted to emulate their exploits of 
American frontier days, but to use 
a street phrase, failed to “get away 
with it.” In numerous cases also 
they forced more than one party of 
several of these lawbreakers to sub 
mit to arrest and' after a while the 
red coated horsemen became the terror 
of evil doers of the west to such an 
extent that today the force is univer­
sally recognized as the bravest and 
most efficient body of. mounted con­
stabulary in the world.

The splendid work of the mounted 
police in putting down the nefarious 
trafic of the whisky traders among 
the Indians, their bravery and skilful 
fighting in the Riel RebelVon, their 
clever captures in difficult cases and 
their general efficiency give • them a 
prominent and permanent place in 
the history of the Canadian West 
from its earliest frontier days to its 
present period of prosperous develop­
ment.

CLAIMS EXAGGERATION

William Downie, general superinten­
dent of tha Canadian Pacific railway 
at St. Johns, N.B., and well knowç in 
Masonic circles all over Canada, pass­
ed through Calgary last night on his 
way to Vancouver, where on May 17 
he will conduct the ceremonies which 
will commemorate the 25th anniver­
sary of the institution of Cascade 
lodge, Ancient Free and Accepted 
Masons.

A quarter of a century is a long 
time in this swiftly-moving western 
country and many changes take place, 
yet, strange to say, nearly every offi­
cer, including such names as Jr- W. 
Horne, Lacy R. Johnson, W. O. Miller, 
W. F. Salsbury, Stanley Henderson, D. 
B. tCharison, J. W. McFarland, C. Gar­
diner Johnson, who officiated at the 
opening of the lodge 25 years ago, are 
alive today and will -be on hand to take 
the same office on anniversary night

Old-timers will remember that the 
first masonic lodge in Vancouver was 
Mount Hermon, which was first’ con­
stituted under the Grand Lodge of 
Scotland at Moodyville, but moved 
over to Vancouver about -the time of 
the arrival of the Canadian Pacific 
railway. About this time it was 
thought that Vancouver was big 
enough for two lodges and Mr. Downie, 
as worshipful master, with J. W. 
Horne and Lacy R. Johnson as war­
dens, soon had a list of about 35 
names, who became charter members 
of Cascade lodge, which is today one 
of the largest and most successful 
lodges in the west.

It is generally conceded afmongst 
Free Masons that the success of Cas­
cade lodge is largely to be attributed 
to -the excellent principles laid down 
by the first worshipful master, which 
have been followed ever since. Wor­
shipful master after worshipful master 
has not ohly lived tip to the written 
laws and constitution, but has. striven 
to uphold those traditions and that 
unwritten law of loyalty and fair-play 
which was instilled into their heàrts 
by the first worshipful master.

should be.

Where 
the attendance was scores it is now 
hundreds and it is expected that while 
Mr. Downie will have no trouble in 
recognizing the old guard it will tax 
his strength pretty severely to give 
the grip to all the new ones who will 
be on hand to greet him.

cific, who, with Mr. G. T. Bell, assist 
ant passenger traffic manager, has just 
returned from a trip over the completed 
portions of the system from Lake Su­
perior to the coast.

As a matter of fact, Mr. Da’lrymple 
gave out some very Important infor­
mation to the effect tha-t Montreal, 
Winnipeg and Edmonton and interven­
ing points are to be hitched up by a 
passenger service on June 7, for on that 
date special July trains will leave To­
ronto for Sarnia, connecting with Port 
Arthur anvj Fort W.lliam by the .\T >rth­
em Navigation Company steamers and 
the G. T. P. daily passenger service will

be inaugurated to Winnipeg, this being 
the first announcement of the long ex­
pected opening of the railway from the 
head of Lake Superior to Edmonton. •

As for the eastern section, nearing 
completion by the transcontinental 
commissioners, Mr. Dalrymple states 
that they probably will be able to open 
this section some time in August. It 
is therefore settled that the lake pas­
senger service of the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific will be via Sarnia, while the 
freight route will be from Midland. An­
other important announcement made 
today is that a series of mountain ho­
tels are to be built in the Rockiee by 
the G. T. P., the most important -Toeing 
opposite Mount Robson.

Value of Interior Elevators.
Hon. Frank Oliver said the minister’s 

announcement must be regarded as an 
evidence of the government’s desire to 
assist in marketing the wheat of the 
west. How far that would be accom­
plished remained to be worked out by 
the experiment. While there were ad­
vantages in the scheme, he was of the i 
opinion that these would be quite aside 
from the expressed intent. They were 

: incidental advantages. Of the main ad­
vantage he was somewhat doubtful. 
The carrying of grain to the interior 
terminal elevator point and the storing 
and re-handling necessary there would 
involve expense. There would, of 
course, must be kept at the lowest 
point, but at that the producers would 
naturally object to it. Under favorable 
conditions for marketing, he did not 
think the interior terminal elevators 
would be much used, and when they 
were used there .would be the additional 
expense.

Mr. Oliver said he did not wish to be 
regarded as opposing the matter, for it 
showed a reasonable probability of be­
ing for the benefit of the people, but he 
would point out that the establishment 
of the interior terminal elevator was 
not a response to the demand that was 
made to the late government and the 
present government by the grain grow­
ers^ deputation to Ottawa.
. Nor whs it implementing the prom­
ise that the present head of the gov- 

[ Rnment had made. The demand of 
the grain growers was for government

Not Fulfilling Promises

Ul of the government’s achieve­

ment, then the government had not 
fulfilled its promises made regarding 
complete government ownership and 
operation of terminal elevators. It 
might be that the operations of the 
Richelieu and Ontario Navigation Co. 
in securing a monopoly of the lake 
traffic would drive the grain to seek 
other outlets, but, assuming that the 
company failed to acquire the con­
trol that it expected the great bulk 
of the grain would go via the head of 
the lakes and the aim of the govern­
ment would be to secure the greatest 
possible protection in the matter of 
grades and weights to the producer.

Mr. Oliver had no doubt that in 
years when there is a large -proportion 
of poor grade wheat interior termin­
als would at the cost of the producer 
come into use. In normal years, how­
ever, the bulk of the wheat would go 
straight through to the head of the 
lakes and the responsibility would be 
still upon the government to see that 
it was properly handled there.

Dr. Schaffner, of Souris: "Why
didn’t you do something yourself hen 
you were in power?”

Mr. Oliver: "We are not to be con­
demned because we did not do every­
thing while in office.”

Hon. Mr. Perley: "You will admit 
that we have done more since coming 
into power on this question than you 
did?”

What the Liberals Did
Mr. Oliver did not admit this. He 

pointed out that the late government 
had established the Grain act, had 
carried it on from year to year, and 
had improved it. Under this act al-1 
the protection which the producer en­
joyed was incorporated. In 1911 the 
late government had brought in an ac­
tion containing a provision for gov­
ernment control of terminals at the 
head of the lakes. The bill which was 
introduced in the senate was not 
merely an election promise. It had 
gone through the senate, but when it 
reached the house of commons, it had 
been killed by the obstruction of the 
honorable gentlemen opposite. The 
bill was killed in July, the present gov­
ernment came into office in October. 
They took up identically the same bill 
containing the very same provisions 
for government control. The bill Was 
discussed at great length but amend­
ments were Introduced by the govern- 
rtieftt Which compelled the opposition 
to move the six months' hoist. The 
bill was forced through to the senate 
where thdse amendments were struck 
out and the government fceeepted the 
position. To date, said Mr. Oliver, 
circumstantial evidence was decidedly 
against the government. Mr. Oliver 
concluded by stating that the respon­
sibility for the effect of handling the 
grain traffic rested Upon the govern­
ment

Should Move Slowly
J. A. M. Aikine, of Brandon, declar­

ed that the opposition might have had 
good intentions but they had never 
carried them to effect He declared 
that it wa*f necessary to move slowly 
in the matter of acquiring more con­
trol of the terminals at the head of 
the lakes. The change was largely 
an experimental one. Did Mr. Oliver, 
he asked, desire that the government 
should purchase and control all the 
elevators at the head of the lakes?

Mr. Oliver replied that it was im­
material whether they purchased them 
or not so long as they controlled them.

Mr. Aikins believed that, this would 
not relieve the people of the weet 
since the Grain Growers’ Grain com­
pany had leased an elevator from the 
C.P.R. there knd Was doing business. 
If the government found that the de­
mand for accommodation in the gov­
ernment elevator was sufficiently large 
it would not be slow to move further. 
Mr. Aikins emphasized the importance 
of the interior terminals in releasing 
cars, in fostering the milling industry 
and in leaving to the farmers the 
small grain and seeds for feeding pur­
poses.

Breaking of Promises
Mr. Knowles, Moose Jaw, said that1 

the member for Brandon had not been 
facing the facts. The. facts were that 
the honorable member for Brandon, 
the honorable member for Portage la 
Prairie and other western Conserva­
tives had come into power largely on 
account of a promise made that they 
would rwithout delay, if placed in 

power, institute government operation 
and control of terminal elevators. The 
question wae how had they carried 
out that pledge.

Mr. Perley: Is that promise in the 
bill now before the house?”

Mr. Knowles: No, my honorable 
friends don’t put their promises in 
their bills and that is the trouble. In 
fact, they went back on their promises 
as soon as they came into power. 
When the farmers come down here 
asking that the promises be put into 
effect, they actuallly laughed ait their 
deputations. Finally, realizing that 
their promises had been taken serious­
ly, and that the feeling was intense 
throughout the west, the minister of 
public works came to Regina and rais­
ed great acclaim when he turned to 
his audiences and stated that they had 
bought 37.2 acres of land at Port 
Arthur for the building of an eleva­
tor and intended taking grain through 
it in the fall of 1912. It was now stat­
ed, however, that no grain would go 
through until November of 1913. The 
government is simply whistling 
through a grave yard when they talk 
of what they have done in this mat­
ter. Mr. Knowles declared that one 
of those who had opposed the old bill 
was W. F. Staples, then member for 
MacDonald, who had now got his re­
ward by being appointed a member 
of the board of grain commissioners.

Dr. Neely, of Humboldt, thought that 
more information should have been 
given before such an important 
amendment was presented to the 
house. He noticed that the board of 
grain commissioners had been exercis­
ing a roving commission. The gov­
ernment was apparently going to ac­
cept certain recommendations made 
by the board to establish Interior 

terminals. He believed that experts 
should be appointed representing all

branches and that parliament should 
have some say in the matter.

Mr. Perley: Is my honorable friend 
opposed to this proposition £

Mr. Neeley: The question Te an ab­
solutely unfair one (laughter from Mr. 
Aikins). My honorable friend from 
Brandon may laugh. He had better 
laugh at his leader who finds himself 
in the humiliating position of having 
made promises before he had obtained 
information as to whether he could 
carry them out My honorable friend 
says that it is necessary to movev 
slowly. It would have been better if 
the prime minister had moved slow­
ly instead of having made a public 
pledge on every platform which he 
now finds himself unable ito carry 
out.

More Information Needed
Dr. Neeley was in favor of any ex­

penditure that would tend to improve 
the conditions surrounding the west­
ern grain trade and, if this interior 
storage plan would work to the ad­
vantage of the farmers, it should cer­
tainly be adopted, but, at the same 
time, he felt that the government 
should have submitted to the house 
the information on which its plan was 
based. Dr. Neeley went on to speak 
of the recent trips by the grain com­
missioners through the western prov­
inces and, while declaring that it was 
a good move to have the commission­
ers obtain the views of the farmers 
upon the grain question he urged that 
every care should be taken to see that 
undue hopes are not raised in any 
place as to the location there of any 
elevator. Dr. Neeley went on to say 
that, in a discussion of the Grain act, 
last year, considerable attention had 
been given to the question of the es­
tablishment of sample markets and in 
the act itself, Winnipeg, Fort William 
and Calgary had been mentioned as 
places at which such markets might 
■be established. Certain ministerial 
members, he said, had at that time 
strongly advocated the establishment 
of sample markets, and in his opinion, 
the mininster should now give the 
house full information as to any pro­
gress made in regard to these markets

The erection of a terminal eleva­
tor at the head of the lakes, Dr. 
Neeley continued, was no doubt a good 
thing but surely Hon. Mr. Perley was 
not serious in holding that the build­
ing of this elevator could be consid­
ered as a redemption of the prime 
minister’s pledge. Mr. Borden had 
pledged himself to early governmental 
acquisition of the terminal elevators 
and the construction of one such ele­
vator could not be regarded as by any 
means a complete fulfillment of that 
promise.

A Bad Appointment
Dr. Neeley then went on -to refer to 

recent changes in the personnel of 
the grain commission brought about 
by the resignation of Mr. Frank Gibbs, 
and the appointment of Mr. J. P. 
Jones in his stead.

Several days ago, Mr. Martin, of 
Regina, had questioned the ministry 
as to Mr. Jones’ appointment and as 
to whether or npt the new commis­
sioner was the same gentleman who 
had been manager of the Empire Ele­
vator company at Fort William when 
that company was fined two years 
ago for violating the grain act by 
mixing grain. The government’s an­
swer, Dh. Neeley held, had been mis­
leading in «that H stated that Mr. 
Jones had not been fined or prosecut­
ed for grain mixing. Two years ago 
•he said, the Port Arthur Elevator 
company had been fined $2,500 for 
offences the grain act and the Empire 
Elevator company, of which Mr. Jones 
was then manager, had been fined 
$3,000 for similar offences, among them 
the mixing of grain.

No doubt Mr. Jones knows a great 
deal about the grain trade. At the 
same time, Mr. Jones’ appointment to 
tbs gi*ain commission seemed to him 
to be a strange one, in view of the 
conviction against the company of 
which the new commissioner had been 
manager. Whether acting under in­
structions or not at the time of the of­
fences for which the Empire company 
had been convicted, Mr. Jones, in his 
capacity as manager was responsible 
for the courses followed by the com­
pany and, under the new law, would 
be personally liable. If the law of two 
years ago did not touch him person­
ally, the responsibility for infractions 
of the law which brought a fine of 
$3,000 lay at his door.

One object of the commission Is to 
protect the farmers against this very 
evil for which the Empire company 
hàd been fined, and it seemed to Dr. 
Neeley a strange thing that the gov­
ernment which is supposedly under­
taking to protect the farmers should 
have appointed Mr. Jones.

Resignation of Mr. Castle
The western farmers, Dr. Neeley 

went on, had also been disappointed 
at the recent retirement of C. C. 
Castle, the warehouse commissioner. 
Mr. Castle had resigned the position 
which he had held for some time but 
there were circumstances in connec­
tion with the matter which called for 
some explanation. Dr. Neeley then 
read from an interview given to the 
press by Mr. Castle at the time of his 
resignation. In this interviey Mr. 
Castle stated that when, sometime 

previously, he had considered resign­
ing, he had been urged by Chairman 
Magi 11 not to do so. The chairman 
Mr. Castle said, had spoken favorably 
of the services Mr. Cajitle had render­
ed in his official position and had as­
sured him that changes were likely in 
the personnel of the commission which 
would place the warehouse commis­
sioner in line for promotion. When 
Mr. Gibbs resigned his commissioner- 
ship and notice was given of the ap­
pointment of Mr. Jones, Mr. Castle 
then resigned. There were no heroics 
about Mr. Castle’s statement.

Mr. Rogers Explains
Hon. Robert Rogers pointed out that 

the reason for which Hon. Dr. Neeley 
had been asked had been placed on 
the table some time ago. The grain 
commission, In its report, had made a 
most complete statement. He would 
be glad to sent the members for Hum- 
bolt a copy so that he could apologize 
to hie constituents for his ignorance 
on the subject. This fully answered 
all the questions the honorable mem­
ber was asking.

He had little to say in regard to the 
resignation of Mr. Castle whom he had 
known for years and had always re­
garded as a very* competent man. 
Mr. Jones, the new grain commissioner, 
was a firstclass man for the position. 
He had long experience with terminal 
elevators. Such a man was required 
by the commission. While he was con­
nected with the elevator firm which 
was fined for mixing grain, he was, he 
understood, in no way responsible.

The member from Edmonton had re­
ferred to the fact that terminal ele­
vators would entail extra cost. It was

in view of the congested condition that 
the government had taken the action it 
had. If there was small extra cost en­
tailed the farmer had the advantage 
of being able to store his grain and 
to market his wheat more advantage­
ously.

In addition the farmers of Western 
Canada would be able to get clean­
ings to feed stock which would tend 
to encourage mixed farming. The le­
vators, in his mind, should be con­
structed at points where there was 
likely to be flour mills so that they 
could take advantage of the storage 
elevator and operate the -whole year 
round. The system, in his opinion, 
would be of untold advantage to Wes­
tern Canada.

In his opinion the government was 
fulfilling every promise which it had 
made on this question. Under the 
grain commission they would have ab­
solute control of the terminal elevators. 
The government was also going further 
and elevators would be erected at Van­
couver and Hudson’s Bay. Farmers 
could store grain at the internal ter­
minals and then ship by the most ad­
vantage us route. They were making 
a forward step, and it would be appre­
ciated by all classes.

W. E. Knowles, Moose Jaw, asked on 
what grounds Mr. Rogers had given a 
promise at the Regina banquet of last 
June that the government elevators 
would be ready for the season 1912.

Rogers Denied It All
Mr. Rogers replied that he made no 

definite statement and given no de­
finite promise. Difficulties had arisen 
over the foundation and there was con­
siderable delay.

Hon. George Perley said that the 
first site proved unsuitable. The foun­
dations were improper. They had to 
find another location and purchase 
another tract of land from the Can­
adian Northern. The contract had been 
let in uly.

Mr. Knowles said that the promise 
was made only because an election 
was coming off and that the govern­
ment was just fooling the farmers.

Liberal Supports It
Mr. Thompson, of Qu’Appelle, said 

that he asumed that the grain commis­
sion was favorable to the plan and he 
purposed voting for it In order that the 
government should have a fair oppor­
tunity of trying out the Scheme which 
might help the grain growers. There 
were cries Of "Hear, hear,” from the 
Conservative side. He had, himself, 
strong doubt as to the wisdom of the 
policy but he was pleased to give his 
support.

Mr. George H. Bradbury, of Selkirk, 
said that he was not surprised at the 
attitued of the Liberals. They had op­
posed doing anything when they were 
in power and apparently took the same 
attitude still. The farmers as well as 
the grain growers were in favor of 
this policy. The Liberals, when in 
power, had the same opportunity and 
turned down the plan. He was inclined 
to believe that the Liberals were try­
ing to play the political game rather 
than to asist the farmers.

Dr. Schaffer, of Souris, said that he 
had moved in the house the first re­
solution in favor of government opera­
tion of terminal elevators. He consid­
ered that 1$ was, the.h/st plan and he 
would always favor t$. It was up to 
the members on both sides to do their 
utmost to help the farmer to get the 
price for his grain. Eastern Canada 
should be ready to help any such 
scheme because the prosperity of 
Eastern Canada depended upon the 
development of the west. He believed 
the government wa ssincere and was 
making a fair and reasonable start 
on this scheme.

ally altering the status of the elector­
ate.. Aid. Frost was strongly against 
any extension of franchise on a poll 
tax basis, as It would mean the addi­
tion of a large illiterate and more or 
less transient vote. The matter was 
laid over until the question of poll tax 
comes up later;

"The poll tax,” said Aid. Crichton, 
"has never been properly collected. The 
city approaches the foremen on vari­
ous jobs and puts up a proposition: 
You collect $3 from each of your men 
and we will give you $1 for your 
trouble. The foreman keeps the money 
out of the men’s pay envelopes. Any 
clause extending the franchise or this 
qualification would be equivalent to 
offering every man a vote for $3. Wo­
men are not assessed for poll tax and 
would not be affected by this.”

Aid. Geo. Rosa expressed the opinion 
that corporations should not have votes 
as such, and that partners assessed in 
the partnership name should not be 
entitled to a vote on this basis.

"It is just giving some men two 
votes,” he argued. "Now, take our 
firm, for instance. Each of the four 
of us have votes in the wards In which 
we live, and we ea^h have another vote 
as partners-In the firm. The four of us 
have two votes each.”

"Keep it for next election, George," 
advised Aid. Frost, shrewdly.

Aid. George Ross stuck to h1« point, 
however, but the committee would not 
agree to recommend any such change 
in the charter.

Another clause providing that a man 
living in a house owned by his wife 
shall be assessed as a tenant whether 
he pays rent or not, and shall have a 
vote on the property, was commented 
on by Aid. Geo. Ross as a lop-sided 
privilege. If this were to remain tn 
force he thought a clause should be 
included giving a vote as tenant to 
every woman occupying property own­
ed by her husband, or being a joint 
tenant with her husband.

Aid. Garden, Aid. Crichton and Aid. 
Frost agreed heartily, and a motion re­
commending the enfranchisement of 
women on this basis ws” passed, with 
only Aid. Ramsay dissenting.

CLIFFORD SI FT ON THROWN 
AT OTTAWA HORSE SHOW
Ottawa, May 14.—Hon. Clifford Sif- 

ton, upon the Viceroy, one of his fa­
mous string of hunigrs and saddle 
horses, had a narrow W’c&pe from seri­
ous injury when he was thrown in 
taking the triple jump tonight.

Slfton picked himeelt up amid the 
plaudits of the large crowd in at­
tendance at the horse show and rode 
the horse out to the last jump, but 
was unplaced in the prize money.

HAS HIGH PRAISE FOR

City Planner Mawson Makes 
Tour of City School Grounds 
With Members of the Board 
and Officials — Commends 
Work of the Board

WILL BE C0NSLUTED ON 
LAYOUT OF PLAYGROUNDS

Opinion Expressed That the Hill 
of North Calgary Provides 
Great Material for the Work 
of City Planning—To Make 
Good Use of Natual Beauty

No time was lost in getting the 
town planning expert, T. H. Maw 
son, out to see Calgary and yes­
terday afternoon in company with 
the members of the sites and 
building committee of the school 
board and some of the officials 
he visited some 0 fthe schools 
of the city and saw the general lie 
of the district. Mr. Mawson ex­
pressed himself as well pleased 
with what he saw and made spec­
ial reference to the northern 
heights of Calgary which he 
thought could make the work of 
town planning worth the while 
for the general beauty of the 
natural appearance.

Mr. Mawson was invited by 
the members of theschool board 
to inspect the grounds round the 
various schools of the city, He 
declared, after seeing some of the 
grounds, that he was more than 
delighted with the provision made 
for playgrounds and remarked 
that if the city councils and parks 
and playgrounds commissions of 
Canada had shown as much fore­
sight as the representatives of 
the people of Calgary on the 
school board, the work of the 
city planers would have been 
made immeasurably easier.

Board Will Consult Him
The party inspected the interior 

of the new King George school 
and Mr. Mawson said he was de­
lighted with the whole plan. He 
will probably be called into con 
sultation with the board in con 
nection with the big project in 
planning proper surroundings 
for the schools. Calgary has an 
unusual opportunity for this mat­
ter as for practically every school 
there is a whole city block round 
the building.

While with the board Mr. Maw­
son said he was much pleased 
with Northern Heights and its 
natural layout. He also som- 
mented favorably on the signs of 
prosperity in that part of the city 
and the immense possibilities of 
the northern hill for city planning 
purposes. The members of the 
board who were present felt that 
e splendid beginning had been 
made and were grateful to Mr. 
Mawson and his assistant, Mr. 
Crossland, for going to the trouble 
of giving so much of their time 
in making the tour of the city 
schools.

States is also higher, as they have 
fancy and an extra fancy class which 
stands above the level of the number 
three or fancy class in Canada. It is 
therefore not right that fruit from the 
States should be graded according to 
the Canadian standard. The consumer 
on this side of the line knows the 
American standards of the fruit and 
buys it on these alone without refer­
ence to the Canadian classes. But the 
enforcement of clauses and conditions 
of the act are what bear more heavily 
on the importers of fruit than the act 
itself. Inspectors of fruit according 
to Mr. Savage apparently have their 
instruction to go strong against the 
fruit from the south and this they do 
at times with an unsparing hand. Mr. 
Savage quoted some cases in which he 
had whole car loads of lemons which 
bad taken some two months to get 
here being condemned because they 
naturally as one might have expected, 
had some bad ones in the number.

Anomalies in System
In the matter of packing Mr. Savage 

gave an instance which occurred this 
week. Berries In California are 
packed by the 14 ounces in boxes. In 
Canada the act calls for packages of 
two-fifths and four-fifths of a quart. 
The people in the States cannot well 
pack for both systems of calculation, 
and when their packages arrive from 
the south they are taken and stamped 
with the word “Short” by the inspector. 
The reason for this long and laborious! 
work is hard to seek and it really 
makes no difference to the consumer 
a® he buys the fruit not by the weight 
but by so much a box. Another 
anomaly in this system which ie being 
put into such rigid force is the fact 
that a box of nine pounds of apples 
which would be one pound over the 
weight according to the standard of 
eight pounds, is marked1 short ae being 
over the eight and under the 16.

Mr. Savage says that fruit dealers 
here have no grudge against the grow­
ers from the B. C. fields, but feel that 
there should be no restraint dn the im­
portation of fruit from whatever 
source, provided it is good and whole­
some.

The London Daily News, to hand by the. last

! to go there during the time of the late ]£ing 
King Carlos I., of blessed memory, she wpuld 
have found an identical state of affairs existing, in 
the Portuguese jails during that monaiph’s happy 
reign. The only difference, the famous English 
Socialist sarcastically remarks, would have been 
that the unwilling guests in those uninviting in­
stitutions. were men of democratic leanings, Lib­
erals, Republicans, Socialists, and the like. As 
most persons are aware, Mr. Cunninghame 
Graham is a traveller, and a traveller familiar 
With the Iberian Peninsula; on which account The 
Albertan begs leave to commend his words tp 
those hyper-sensitive individuals who are today 
Agitating their minds over current events in the 
land of Camoens and Vasco da Gama.

Every British heart, 
the pitiless Socialist goes on to say, bounds with 
indignation in its honest owner’s heart when 
abuse? are complained of in the little lands that 
possess no adequate army or navy. It is quite 
another thing, however, when men and women 
are tortured, rot, and die in thé prisons of great 
powers; large and powerful countries in which 
much British capital has been invested.

The name of Senor F. T. del Marmol is well 
known to London journalists, and to all readers of 
El Pais (Madrid), La Depeche (Toulouse), and 
Fray Mocho (Buenos Ayres). This newspaper­
man has himself been a political prisoner in the 
Castle of Montjuich—the Bastille of Spain—and 
has exposed its horrors in books and papers with­
out, as he says very truly, a single Ultramontane 
or dowager duchess lifting up a voice—unless it 
were to excuse the government "which authorised 
them. Reference is also made to William Archer’s 
book, “The Life, ant} Death of Francisco Ferrer,” 
and to the pathetic letter in which that martyr 
for free education—who was judicially murdered 
by ’the Spanish Clericals in 1909—refers to his, 
treatment in prison while he was yet on “trial.” 
There is no doubt that Senor del Marmol will 
be only too glad to- put the hyper-sensitive on the 
track of the revolting conditions too often existing 
in the political prisons of the monarchy of Spain ; 
and, for the benefit of those unacquainted with the 
Spanish tongue, it may be noted he is a master 
of English.

One word more. If the Portuguese Republic 
shuts up its antagonists in the jails left to it_as 
as a legacy by Carlos I. and Manuel IT., all that 
can be said by judicially minded men is that the 
incarcerated individuals are but reaping what they 
have sown. Now these Royalists and Ultramon- 
tapes, laid by the heels in prison, are having a 
taste pf the bitter bread they made their adversaries 
eat when they themselves were in power ; and 
in the seclusion of the Azores Islands—whither 
the republic, with remarkable clemency, is de­
porting them, instead of delivering them over to 
the executioner—they may meditate with profit 
upon the venerable Confucian precept, “Do not 
unto others that which thou wouldst not have 
others do unto thee.” ,To The Albertan’s mind, 
the astonishing thing is that the Portuguese Re­
public has not called in the aid of the hangman 
and the firing-squad to rid it of the factious.

The criticism of the government in the delay in 
the adjustment pf the discriminatory freight rates 
is not directed at the railway commission so much 
as at the government and at tfle Conservative 
majority in the House. The delay of the railway 
commission has been caused by the' slothfulness 
of the legal representative of the government. The 
government shows no disposition at all to hurry 
along this important measure.

The attitude of R. B. Bennett in the matter of 
freight rates is of interest to the farmers of Alberta. 
He plainly pointed out in the House that freight 
rates should not be reduced and that the dis­
crimination should continue to exist because the 
C.N.R. was a poorly built road and its mainten­
ance and working expenses were necessarily high. 
On the -other hand he argued that the G.T.P. was 
well built and therefore expensively built and con 
sequently its fixed charges were high, and it could 
not stand reduction of rates either. The C.P.R 
was the only railway of the three that could stand 
reduction in rates, and, mind you, he is not asso­
ciated with the C.P.R. either.

It is generally believed that Mr.' Bennett in 
this instance spoke for the government, so it is 
very easy to figure out the attitude of that ad 
ministration in the matter of .wiping out the dis 

‘crimination in railway freight rates which now 
prevails in Western Canada, contrary to the ex­
press terms and intent of the Railway Act.

mercially the Balkan war was not 
worth while even to the victors.

A Liberal worker has been commit­
ted to trial for election irregularities 
tn< the riding of Clearwater.

Sidewalk Sketches

DUST
Dust is an ornamental variety of 

pulverized mud which grows in great 
profusion on piapos, hard wood floors, 
and quartered oak sideboards. It is 
considered so much of an ornament 
by some people that it is never inter­
fered with except when it cornés time 
to celebrate the golden wedding anni­
versary.

OLD PROPOSALS RENEWED 
(By Constance Errol).

The city of Calgary has some 50 odd 
women’s clubs, the objects in # view 
being at once social and helpfuL Of 
these clubs two are prominent, the Wo­
men’s Canadian Club and the Ameri­
can Women’s Club, and they have on 
their Joint memberships some of the 
most intelligent and sane women in 
Calgary.

In the Canadian Club a proposal has 
been several time® made and rejected 
that foreign born (i.e., Americaii) wo­
men be admitted, the same proposal» 
and rejections taking place in the Am 
erican Club with regard to Canadian 
women. If the matter ended there little 
harm would result, but a spirit of ani­
mosity is apparent between members 
of these two clubs when they meet on 
common ground, as in the Local Coun­
cil of Women.

It may be urged that to allow other 
nationalities into either club would de­
feat their first object, but Americans 
and Canadians are close relations, and 
near neighbors, and better the defeat 
of such a little matter than constant 
quibbling in public to the discredit of 
each and to the loss of all public work.

Though it may not be so, the casual 
observer might be forgiven for think­
ing that various ideas put forward by 
certain women lately were not consid­
ered, because of the nationality of the 
promoters rather than because of any 
fault in the ideas. This is belittling— 
childish—absolutely at variance with 
the free-wide traditions of this grekt 
West. But it is wokse than that. It is 
in direct opposition to the code of 
making good citizens. If Canadians ex­
pect to teach French, Greek, Danish, 
Swedish, or even British immigrants to 
adopt western ideas and ideals they 
should set a better example than by 
denying their next door neighbors. It is 
the Canadians themselves who are suf­
fering and who will suffer, unless the 
present motion under consideration is 
passed and foreign-born women ad­
mitted as members of the Women’s 
Canad jm Club.

HOUSEWIVES DISCUSS 
LOCAL MARKETS WITH

CITY OFFICIALS
(Continued from Peg* One)

no ude es sometimes thing* could be 
got there and sometimes they could 
not and that price* were almost as 
high aa In stores.

Alderman Trpglllo*, speaking a* » 
consumer and producer, stated that to 
decrease the preeent high rate of liv­
ing was to help both consumer and 
producer, but they must work togeth­
er. The city, he said, depended on the 
country and the country on the city, 
their Interests being common, and 
neither the consumer nor the pro­
ducer wanted the middleman more 
than necessary. Mr. Tregillus was of 
the opinion that to auction the stuff 
on the market was Quite a good thing 
if carefully managed. That market 
should be watched and fed as required. 
In Texas last year, he said peaches 
were fetching 60 cents which were 
selling at 15, the profits going to the 
middleman, or eaten up to repay loss 
In transit- Owing to one combine and 
another, added Mr. Tregillus, farmers 
do not get 50 cents on the dollar. In 
meat, dealing they are up against com­
bines, In grain they are up against the 
elevator trust, and again when they 
come to buy they must face machin­
ery trusts, and flour combines. That 
they are In sympathy with thé wo­
men's movement Is obvious, concluded 
Mr. Tregillus, sinçe they and the Wo­
men are both suffering from the same 
cause.

In Defence of Present -Market.
In defence of the present market, 

Mr. Pannet, said that the women and 
the farmers were merely asking for 
something which he had been endeav­
oring to give them for some time. He, 
a producer, wholesaler and retailer 
had last year oome to town and find­
ing no market had tried to meet the 
need. That Mving was high In Cal­
gary he admitted but he urged that 
the best way to reduce it was to elim­
inate waste, and the best way to elim­
inate waste was to have the goods 
brought right In and sold off, instead 
of paying delivery from rail to market- 
stands at market, and re-dellvery to 
consumers. Mr. Pannet urged that 
boarding house keepers be considered 
as retailer», as they bought In large 
quantities. It was heartrending he 
said, to see as he had seen farmers 
come to day after day and find no 
customers. In the end they had to 
take their goods Into stores and after 
awhile they were forced to shut down 
In the market. Tet a public market 
was necessary he agreed, and if the 
women agitated long enough and hard 
enough, to the end they would get it, 
but first of all they must prove to the 
city council that they wanted the 
market, and also that they would pat­
ronize It when they got it. For a re­
tail market, concluded Mr. Pannet, the 
best place was that suggested some 
time ago by the mayor, on Eighth 
avenue, between Third and Fourth 
streets west.

The Auction Idea
In answer to a question as to whet­

her a fixed price wtitild not be better 
than a price by auction Mr. Saunder- 
eon stated that an auction market had 
beeen started in Strathmore and the 
men who send In cattle, farm produce, 
etc., went out quite content with the 
prices obtained, «especially as they 
often had had to be contented with no 
price at all before. It was to the pub­
lic Interest to support the market, he 
continued, as if they were not sup­
ported tljey would soon go out of 
business and the smaller supply would 
raise the prices again. In Strathmore, 
too. every third meeting of the farm­
ers’ association was open to ladies, 
and he_ hoped that soon there would 
be a ladles' committee here to meet 
them.

Farmer* Who Are Not Fermera
Mayor Sinnott declared against ths 

auction idea- Some articles, he eald, 
would be wanted to small quantities

and here the auction would not be 
feasible. The city market, he agreed, 
had been put In the wrong place, but 
even although the good* coming In 
had had to be delivered from the sta­
tion to the market. It was not .the 
farmers but the people who had fail­
ed to come, and Had kept It from be­
ing the succese which It had been In­
tended to be. Apart from that, how­
ever, Mr. Sinnott stated that the coun­
try here did not supply one-half of the 
produce needed for thl* country. We 
were getting stuff from Ontario, New 
Zealand end other countries, and 
Speaking for himself and the 
council, he said the city was not Jus 
titled In building any other market 
until it was proven that there was a 
need for It and thait it was wanted. 
If such a market as was proposed, 
should be built, however, he agreeed 
that it should bp on the street car
Une, somewhere about Fourth street 
west and Eighth avenue. What was 
wrong with Alberta generally, and 
why the farmers are falling Instead of 
getting on, Is, said the mayor, be­
cause so many farmers who are not 
farmers go In for the game.

Why not, therefore, start growing 
whs* the country needs? asked the 
mayor, instead of importing potatoes 
from British Columbia of Prince Ed­
ward Island, and butter from New 
Zealand, why not produce these things 
here? A lot of farmers did not know 
to be shipped to England otter at a 
lose. A lot of farmers did not know 
what was best for the country and for 
themselves, Mr. Sinnott thought the 
government should use some of Its 
surplus In teaching them from the 
government and Alberta generally 
would of necessity benefit with the 
farmers in an Improved condition. 
The pioneers had sized the country up 
at a glance arid in the old days had 
made Alberta the center of the ranch­
ing land, because this was the beet of 
all countries for raising live stock. 
Their followers had taken off the live 
stock and put on wheat, and wheat 
remained the bugbear of the province. 
If, concluded Mr. Sinnott, the people 
show they want a market and will 
patronize It, and if the fanners show 
that they wUl raise the right kind of 
stuff, then a market will be built, but 
not before.
Alberts Csn Preduoe for All Need*
In direct opposition to the mayor 

Mr. Wells stated that Alberta was able 
and ready to supply all demande of 
the province. Six years ago he said 
he had obtained 20 acres from the C. 
P.R. and that year had cleared 1400 
from one camp alone for vegetable*. 
These people were now getting their 
stuff from British Columbia because 
British Columbia had control of the 
railways. Mr. Wells was emphatical­
ly in favor of the auction system. No 
stated price was wanted, he declared, 
for a stated price had been the curse 
of Calgary for years. Instead of 
fluctuating price such as was found 
In all other places, the price of butter 
was the same this year, last year anad 
for ever, apparently. Why should 
market paying 25 cents per day run In 
opposition to a store paying hundreds 
per month for rent? Tet that was what 
was being done. Markets made a 
good price one day and a good one 
another, and that their look out. If 
the farmers liked It, why should the 
people object, especially when womeh 
wanted bargain days In this as in 
everything. The market price here, 
so called, always rose but never fell, 
because It was no market but an 
artificial price. A market was need­
ed, hut not necessarily a handsome 
building. A rough shed with good 
trackage was all that was needed; 
suitable place being on Victoria park, 
or Ninth avenue on the C.P.R. Mr. 
Wells stood up for Alberta goods and

said that they were just as good as 
British Columbia stuff, the only dif­
ference being that British Columbia 
stuff was earlier and people got Into 
ths habit of ordering It.

In answer to a question as to whe­
ther a News-Telegram editorial had 
been right In stating that there was a 
steady decrease In eupply from Al­
berta, Mr. Welle said the idea was 
ridiculous, the fault lying to the fact 
that stores were full of British Co­
lumbia stuff, and there was no place 
to put Alberta grown produce. Al­
berta was the finest place on earth for 
produce, eald Mr. Welle, and it should 
be the cheapest.

With regard to market gardening 
Mr. Wells suggested that gardnera be 
allowed to bring their wagons to Third 
and Fifth streets west, betweeen 
Seventh and Ninth avenues, where wo­
men could oome and purchase what 
they wanted. For the farmers he sug­
gested that the C.P.R. unload the old 
disused plant on the track.

Paroele Port Wanted 
Mr. Tregillue stated the* if the par­

cel# poet could be introduced Into Al­
berta as it was in vogue in the old 
country, and butter and eggs sent that 
way, railway and express people would 
be made to sit up, as a lot of the coat 
of living is really a payment made 
to these companies.

Discussion followed on prices in 
stores, in the present market, i\jd in 
the proposed market, a motion ubing 
made that the committee ask the city 
council to provide a market and also 
a temporary market to meet the de­
mands of this season’s produce. Mr. 
Fee, of the Vernon Fruit company, 
here stated that the C.P.R. were al­
ready considering such a market as 
the ladles were discussing, and had 
thought of a suitable trackage west of 
the Robin Hood mills. An amendment 
was put to the motion, which read that 
the city council petition the C.P.R. to 
consider the need of such a market, 
and of a temporary building for pres­
ent USA

Goods Come by Rail 
Mr. Wells stated at the conclusion 

of the meeting that as 90 per cent, of 
the produce cornea by rail provision 
should be made for it In such a 
market as proposed, oarloads could be 
auctioned off and smaller quantities 
retailed, but no goods kept over from 
day to day as to a store, the price of­
fered being accepted. A market sup­
erintendent should, he thought be 
over the whole place, and should deal 
also with the retail side.
Women Consider Own Peoketbeoks 
In answer to a question as to what 

the women really wanted and at whose 
expense, Mrs. Newhall stated that the 
women were merely trying to guard 
the outflow of their own pocketbooks, 
at no one's expense. The farmers she 
said, could look after their own side of 
the qqueation. We are asked, she 
added, to pay cash that our retailer 
may be able to pay cash, and so on 
to the producers, but if you work the 
problem down the other way, where 
do we benefit?
Dominion Stores Wish to Come Here

Mrs. Newhall spoke then of what 
had resulted from a little meeting of 
women speaking of prices, end added 
that our fame had spread, since last 
Sunday a telegraph from the Domin­
ion Co-operative stores In New West­
minster, stating that they wished to 
come to Calgary and asking the wo­
men to back them and to take shares. 
In return for which the stores would 
sell good» at 16 to IS per cent under 
preeent prices.

Mrs. Newhall said she had wired 
for fuller particulars, and bad receiv­
ed an answer stating that on arrange­
ment being made for a meeting, the 
store# Would send their Mr. Phillips 
to outline to Calgary people whet they 
proposed to do. Con tin oing Mrs.
Newhall eald that Calgary was a hard 
place for poor people and many wo- 

rltvi men had to help to earn a living who 
should be at home minding their 
babies. .

If living could be reduced these 
people as well as the others would 
materially benefit.

It was prouosed and seconded that 
the committee approach the council 
to ask the C.P.R. what they would do 
In the matter.

Consumer»’ League Formed 
On a proposal to form a Consumers’ 

league to deal with the queetion and 
not to wait for the delay which must 
ensue if the local council dealt with 
the matter, Mr. Woodbrldge, said he 
thought the league should be formed 
right away. Alberta could and would 
produce all that Was needed by the 
province, and the people wanted the 
market, therefore, steps would be 
taken at once, and as a Consumers' 
league Included everybody one should 
be formed at the close of the meeting.

This was agreed and the following 
officers elected: Mrs. Newhall, presi­
dent; Mrs. McGregor, secretary, with 
the economic committee. Many men 
and women rave their names as.mem­
ber» of the league, and much enthus­
iasm was shown regarding It. Those 
wishing to Join, or In need of fuller 
particulars please apply to the presi­
dent or secretary. A mass meeting 
will be called for some evening next 
weeek.

TRANSFEB SITE TO THE CITY OF CILGIRÏ

Negotiations Reach Final Stage Satisfactory to Authorities- of 
the City and a Bylaw Authorizing Transfer Will 

Probably Be Submitted

The Calgary General hospital has 
agreed to deliver to the city the title 
to a ^parcel of two acres of land, the 
northerly part of the present hospital

which roadway is to be kept ‘in repair 
a^t the joint expenses of both parties.

Moved by Mr. Cardell, seconded1 by 
Mr. Riley: That the president and 
secretary take steps tx> obtain die

site, and has al-so agreed to abide by ’'charge from the Credit Fonder of the
the decision of the ratepayers as to 
the method of election or appointment 
of the six city representatives on the 
proposed Joint hospital board.

These resolutions, submitted and 
carried at the last special meeting of 
the subscribers, will probably conclude 
the long drawn out negotiations be­
tween the city and General hospital, 
and will pave the way for a satisfac­
tory solution of the hospital problem 
along the lines outlined by. the Joint 
committee, of which Commissioner 
Samis was the convener.

At the last meeting of the joint 
committee, the city representatives 
were somewhat nonplussed by the at­
titude of Mr. Berkinshaw, who insin­
uated that the subscribers would never 
consent to the proposed amalgamation 
under one board, and that any trans­
fer of hospftal property from the pres­
ent holders would be illegal under the 
charter, and therefore impossible. In 
view of the fact that a permanent 
joint board could not be organized this 
year, the city’s representatives asked 
for, and Mr. E. H. Riley of the hos­
pital board suggested to give, a por­
tion of the hospital site outright to 
the city on which the city might erect 
the necessary additions to the hospital; 
to be held and controlled by the city 
until the joint board could be formed, 
the city to convey $20,000 to the hos­
pital to clear a mortgage.

This motion had not been adopted 
by the hospital subscribers when the 
city council met on Monday night, and 
the city council quietly and without 
much discussion laid over for further 
consideration a bill for $1,052 due for 
Indigent patients for the month of 
April, according to the agreement 
whereby the city promised to pay $1.25 
per u<»v for the care of indigent pa­
tients. The mayor based his objection 
on the fact that this grant should in­
clude the 25 cents paid by the govern­
ment on these patients. i

In the meantime the relations of the | 
two bodies were not very enthusiastic. 1 
But simultaneously with the council 
meeting the subscribers of the General 
hospital met In the Cadogan block and . 
adopted the following resolutions:

Moved by Mr: Turner, seconded by1 
Mr. A. Allan, that the president and 
honorary secretary-treasurer be auth­
orized that upon receiving payment "of 
$20,000 from the city of CVgary, to 
execute and deliver to the cL% of Cal­
gary a transfer of the northerly1 two 
acres, being a portion of villa lot 1. 
part of the northwest quarter, sec­
tion 14, township 24, range 1, west of 
the 5th meridian, which said norther­
ly two acres is marked red in plan 
hereto attached*, the saicfr two acres to, 
be used for hospital purposes only.

The building now situated on the 
property and at present used as a 
nurses’ home Is to remain the property 
of the Calgary General hospital with 
right of removal, also reserving a 
right of way thereto for all purposes 
to and from the nearest avenue or 
street, also reserving and accepting 
there out the roadway to the Calgary.
General hospital as at present con­
structed, which said roadway is to be 
used jointly by the city of Calgary and 
the Calgary General hospital, and

northerly two acres, of villa lot 1 and 
in lieu thereof to execute and deliver 
a mortgage to the Credit Fc-ncier of 
villa lot 3 collateral to the existing 
mortgage to the said company.

Moved by Mr. Allan, seconded by 
Mr. Lawson: That the subscribers to 
the Calgary General hospital agree 
with the recommendation of the city 
council that the six representatives 
from the city of Calgary on the pro­
posed board of control be left for de­
cision of the ratepayers at large by 
plebiscite to be submitted with bylaw 
for hospital extension.

As this practically concludes nego­
tiation® on a satisfactory basis, the 
bylaw for $1*50,000 for hospital exten­
sions, will probably be submitted 
very shortly arid the work started as 
soon as the money can be raised.

When the necessary validation has 
been passed by the legislature all hos­
pital properties now under the control 
of the city and the Calgary General* 
hospital will be merged under one 
board composed of six representatives 
of the city, two of the hospital sub­
scribers, four of the medical men, the 
mayor to be the chairman and to have 
an ordinary and a casting vote. At the 
end of three years, any change In the 
form of control, favored by the peo­
ple of Calgary, may be made, but until 
that time this board will administer 
the business of the amalgamated hos­
pitals. Until this board is formed 
Calgary will own and control the new 
hospital and the site on which it 
stands.

This is the basis of the agreement 
on -which the bylaw is being submitted 
to the people.

Dealings Superficial, Repre­
senting the Maneuvers of 

Trading Element Only
New York, May 14.—The strength 

gained by yesterday’s advance was ap­
parent today. There was no severe 
pressure on the market and trading 
was dull throughout the session, but 
the demand was so email that even the 
light offerings made were sufficient to 
press the list materially. The Harri- 
man shares, Reading, St. Paul, Penn­
sylvania, Lehigh, Smelting, Amalga­
mated and other leading stocks sold 
off a point or more. Canadian Pacific 
and the Wabash stocks and bonds 
were especially weak.

Speculative conditions were little 
changed and there seemed to be no 
more reason for the decline of today 
than for the advance of yesterday. 
The only inference which could be 
drawn safely was the dealings lately 
which were superficial, representing 
the day-to-day manouevers of the 
trading element rather than the play 
of forces which affect the market 
fundamentally.

Weakness of the Wabash securities 
was attributed to unloading by hold­
ers who did1 not wish to meet the 
heavy assessments which it is pro­
posed to levy under the re-organiz­
ation plan. Another group of new low 
records for the year was made includ­
ing Pennsylvania and St. Paul pfd.

Announcement over night of New 
York Central’s financial plan did not 
disturb the stock.

The fact that the road’s bankers de­
cided that present conditions warrant­
ed announcement of the plan and' the 
taking of the steps necessary to make 
it effective was regarded as indicative 
of the hopeful view on the part of 
those responsible for this huge pro­
ject.

In addition to $8,000,000 gold taken 
for Paris on the last movement, it was 
expected that the engageaient of $2,- 
000,000 more would be announced soon. 
That French banking interests are 
paying much more than the usual rate 
for the gold now being shipped from 
this country was intimated in high 
financial circles. Ordinarily the only 
extra inducement is “in transmit” but it 
is believed that in this instance the 
Paris borrowers are paying as much 
as 1-2 of 1 per cent, on the actual ar­
rival of the gold.

The cash demand for all grades of 
wheat was poor, and offerings heavy, 
with no export business being done, 
prices being a few cents off line, it was 
claimed.

grades Cash oats closed unchanged to 
3-8c lower.

There was an improved demand for 
cash flax, and prices advanced 3-^c.

tion of the university which the peo­
ple of the whole province were es­
tablishing became a subject of rather 
selfish contention between these cities. 
It would be folly now to attempt to 
apportion the selfishness. Its loca­
tion was a matter of attraction, or 
adornment, an element adding to the 
growth and wealth and the importance 
of the city which secured it. I do 
not say that the desire for a centre 
of culture and intellectual refinement 
was not to some extent also a mo­
tive. But it was forgotten that the 
360,000 would none of them have that 
centre at their doors And has not 
the humblest homesteader of the 360,- 
000, who is really creating wealth by 
the labor of his hands, as much a right 
to have the university on his door­
step for his children as the most suc­
cessful manipulator of real estate 
either in Edmonton or even in Cal- 
L ary ? One city secured the prize 
which both sought so eagerly. And 
thus we have the cause for whatever 
lack of unity in feeling and in action 
there may be. I do not say that 
there is any general hostility towards 
this university in the city of Calgary.
I do not believe there is. But hearts 
and thoughts and interests have been 
turned elsewhere, and a feeling of 
municipal ambition, just exactly as 
happened in an even more accentuated 
form in Edmonton also; has taken 
to some extent the place of active de­
votion to provincial interests. Of 
course, municipal ambition is praise­
worthy. But it may be indulged at 
the cost of the general interest. I 
repeat that there is no hostility to 
this university in the city of Calgary, 
but there is indifference. How often 
do we see it mentioned in the press 
as a great provincial enterprise? And 
it must be remembered that there is 
an adage: “That he that is not with 
us, is against us.’’ Where the univer­
sity depends, as this university must 
depend, upon the loyal support and 
co-operation of all the people of the 
province, it is not a light thing—I say, 
it is not a light or a negligible thing— 
that a great centre of life, and influ­
ence, and opinion, containing 75,000 
people, should be in the main indiffer­
ent and have its active interest turned 
elsewhere. That is the reason why 
the great educational question which 
is now quite rightly of such deep con­
cern to the people of Calgary should, 
if I may venture quite humbly to say 
so, be looked at by them from the point 
of view' of the other 425,000 people of 
the province. That is the reason why 
the appeal for unity of interest and 
of action is so essential at the present 
time. Of course, the 425,000 are get­
ting along all right, and with great 
success, as our present position shows, 
with the great and difficult enter­
prise—and how great and difficult it is 
I fear many do not realize—which 
they have undertaken. But we need 
the interest and co-operation of all,

in the hands of the people for social 
betterment and advancement and its 
work is being spread out more and 
more so far as is consistent with unity 
of purpose and policy throughout all 
the state, into every city and town 
and village in it. For myself I hope 
that with increasing strength and faci­
lities this university may do the same.
I think it ought to do the same; and 
a splendid beginning has already been 
made in the character of our exten­
sion work for which I am afraid the 
good people of my own city have very 
little knowledge. Now I am bound to 
sya that I do not feel fall confidence 1 
in the correctness of the view, that, J 
where you have a populous and im- 1 
portant city, not the topographical 
home of the university but, a citiy 
which has great industrial ana in­
tellectual interests centered in it, 1 ®ay 
I do not feel full confidence in the ! 
view that such a city should be treated f 
in the development o fthe work J^is I 
university merely as any other 7o,000 | 
people scattered some vastly
wider area in the province should be 
treated. I incline personally to the 
view that while still insisting on gen­
eral unity of scheme, of control, and a* 
policy and I may as well add also 
of name (for it is a provincial name) 
some special arrangement might pos-^ 
sibly be made by the people of the 
province as a whole whereby their 
university may itself meet the special 
needs of such a centre. I would ilke 
to add that as a citizen of Calgary for 
seventeen years m'y heart does long to 
see the people of my own city entertain 
a pride in, and take an active interest 
in the university which the people 01 
their province of which they are a part, 
have established. My appeal is from 
municipal patriotism to £roYlnCift 
patriotism. It is that all should get 
together on the higher, more generous 
plane of devotion to Provincial inter­
ests as a whole. And I do feel that 
on the one hand a surrender of merely 
municipal pride of name were made— 
this is not the University of Edmonton, 
though strangely enough I have heard 
it so called in the south. It is the 
University of Alberta—and if on the 
other hand some modification of sys- 
temwere made which yet would de­
stroy neither unity of policy or of ad­
ministration or of name and whicn 
would not involve either duplication 
of expense to the province—the capital 
expense would have of course to be met 
locally—we might perhaps evolve a 
plan which would meet every just re­
quirement and even aspiration of the 
southern city. I am not hinting now at 
an return to the antiquated plan of a 
non-teaching degree-conferring univer­
sity senate with affiliated teaching 
colleges which Manitoba is struggling 
to overcome, which she would now give 
her right hand to be rid of, the adop­
tion of which would turn back the 
wheels of progress for fifty years. That 
would be almost but perhaps not qurte 
as bad as the adoption of the heter­
ogenous system of a number of uni­
versities of local or denominational 
origin with weak and pecarious fin­
ancial support and with varying ana 
often defective standards which On­
tario has been striving to throw off 
and which the legislature of this prov­
ince, only a small proportion of whose 
members represented cities, has, I 
imagine, always in mind as a horrible 
example to be avoided. But at the

real union of spirit and reconciliation. 
Our scheme of primary and secondary 
education is subject to one central 
control and yet we have, very properly, 
much local autonomy and much pride 
in local achievement. The f iool sys­
tem is everywhere in the province. 
Could we no-t have the University in 
some real sense everywhere as well. 
If we could, then the pride and the 
interest in, and the active support of 
the people’s University of Alberta could 
be made to pervade all the people of 
the province, everywhere. Piles of 
brick and stone and nice lawns and 
fields for sport ought not to be thought 
of as the real university. These, of 
ccu.’se are necessary, and must have a 
local situs, and of course they will be 
a source of some purely civic pride, 
even though the appreciation is not 
always as deep as it might be, but the 
real university is the teachers and 
students. These are not necessarily 
quite so restricted in their physical 
position. , .

Now in what I have said I must, of 
course, be understood as making purely 
personal suggestions, and though I 
happen to be standing here as Chan­
cellor today, my words, of course, are 
in no way official. I expect to be 
criticised on both sides and from both 
points of view, but as long as the 
criticism is just I shall be content. 
Living as I do in Calgary and being 
in touch with opinion and feeling there 
in regard to university matters, I have 
had the thoughts, which I expressed, 
forced upon me in a way that no one 
living in Edmonton could perhaps fully 
understand. I leave them with you and 
with the public generally for what they 
are worth.

Progress of University
Dr Alexander, in the absence of 

President Tory, detailed the progress 
of the university from 45 students In 
1908 to 320 last year. Five hundred 
are expected next year There v ’» 
five in the faculty in 1908 and 26 last 
year. Last year the faculty of law 
was organized in Edmonton and Cal­
gary and the hoard have decided to 
establish the first three years In a 
five-year medicine course.

Lethbridge, May 14—The street car 
employees of Lethbribdge have decid­
ed to organize; in fact the temporary 
organization of the union has been ef­
fected. Mangus Sinclair, the official 
representative of the Amalgamated 

Association of Street and Electric Rail­
way Employees of America, has been 
in the city for some time working to 
this erid. Two meetings have been 
held during the past few7 days.

Although according to Organizer 
Magnus Sinclair, the wages paid here 
are lower than those paid in any city 
in Canada, other conditions are not 
too bad and there is not much danger 
of a street railway strike occurring on 
the Lethbridge system.

No dissatisfaction whatever was ex­
pressed at either of the two meetings 
at local conditions. The men, however, 
felt that they owed it as a duty to 
themselves to organize when the op­
portunity presented itself in order to 
participate in the death, disability or 
sickness benefits provided by the .or­
ganization.

A temporary president and secretary 
were elected to sit until the charter 
and books of the organization are re­
ceived when .permanent officers will 
be elected.

Wages of the West
Organizer Sinclair was asked how 

local conditions compared with condi­
tions in other cities in western Canada. 
The wages here range from 2.1 cents 
per hour to 32 cents according to the, 
length of time the men remain in the ; 
city’s em-nloy. In Regina, acco.'d:ng to ! 
Mr. Sinclair, the minimum is 28 cents i 
per hour and the maximum is 37 1-2 
cents. In Regina, however, the men 
are paid for 9 1-2 hours, which is i 
equivalent to $ maximum of 40 cents j 
per hour. In Saskatoon the wages are j 
approximately the game as in Regina. ( 
In Moose Jaw the street railway is, 
owned by a private company and the j 
w a ires rangp from -28 to 35 cents.

Edmonton pays the same wages j 
practically as Regina and Saskatoon.

The only system non-unionized in j 
Saskatchewan and Alberta is Calgary. • 
The wages paid there, however, ae j 
also higher than in Lethbridge. The ; 
minimum is 26 cents and the maximum j 
is 06 cents. <T*i Calgary, however, any ! 
man who will permit himself to ■ 
sworn in as a special police constable j 
receives two cents -nor hour more than 1 
he otherwise would.

Speaking of the proposal of the local i 
employees lu organize. Mayor "Hardie1 
yesterday stated that he had not com- : 
pared the wages paid in Lethbridge to < 
those paid e’-tewhere and did not care 
to express a.ry opinion until he knew 
more about the matter.
