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DEATH OF DR. W. F. TOLMIE.

At 4:30 o'clock yesterday afternoon, ab
Cloverdale Farm, William Fraser Tolmie,
F.M.O. G,, in thé 75th year of his age,

assed y to his rest, surrounded
gy his family and relatives. Up to a fow
weeks ago the deceased was in apparent
good health, and it is only within a very'
short time that he was confined to the house
by an attack of inflammation of the lungs.
The best medical skill was procured, but
from the first the physicians stated to his
family that he counld not recover, and his
death, though sudd was not pected.
The deceased played & very imiportant part
in the early history of this coast, and
especially of Puget Sound and Vancouver
Island. He was born at Inverness, Scot-
land, on February 3rd, 1812, and joined the
Hudson’s Bay ocompany’s service on the
12th of September, 1832. He started for
America in the same year, coming around
the Horn in a sailing vessel, calling at the
Sandwich Islands, and arriving atFort Van-
couver, on the Colambia river, then the
chief postof the company, in the spring of
1833, He remained here as clerk and
dootor for .the establishment until 1834,
wheh he joined the expedition under Mr.
Ogden, which coasted along the northwest

A BANK BURGLAR'S FUNER-
. AL, |
 NOTABLE CROOKS AND § 2 1
- HARPERS ATTEND
New Yorx, Nov. 30.—A speci
from Desroit, Mich., to the Worldp::;:l:
Tom Bigelow, one of the most noted
bartk robbers in the country, died last
week iff New Orleans, and yesterday
was buried from his home at Windsor,
Detroit’s Canadian suburb. No such
funeral has ever before been seen in
Canada. Several hundred peoplé were
in attendance. Long before the services
began crooks, gamblers, saloon-keepers,
prizefighters and sharpers came pour-
ing in from all quarters to Bigelow’s
palatial home. Bigelow bore a striking
resemblance to Rutherford B. Hayes,
and would have passed almost any-
where for a bank president. He was a
native of New York. His brother was
at one time a Oivil Judge of that city.
It was Bigelow’s boast that he had
never served a day’s sentence. He had
at one time, wlien under arrest, nearly
$100,000 in stolen securities, and spent
all of it, and $5,000 in cash besides, to
secure his release. In 1880 he started
a saloon in Detroit, but was driven to
Windsor by the police, and there, os-
tensiblyfas a respectable capitalist, made
large investwents in real estate, furn-
ished his home luxuriously and lived
in a style that eclipsed anything else
in town. Bigelow left a large sum in
cash, a house and lot and improved
property worth $120,000.

An Audaeious Swindler.

Pazris, Nov, 13.—The audacions
swindling operation of the'year is that
of which Frauncis Franck, the director
of the Monde Financier, is the hero.

An Immense Slide Passes Qver
them Without Deing any
Injary.

How the Romans Did.

To TaE Epiror:—Permit me to offer to
your columuas by way of variety » sketch
from the Roman historian, Tacitus, which
may be of interest to some of your readers
at this time, 'as showing how the old
Rompane deait with troublesome natives
who had troublesome notions about land.
he exawiple will be deemed all the more
sorthy of imitation, I trust,”in that the
incidents referred to took place under the
regime of the highly cultured-and other-
wise highly distinguished emperor, Nero.

It was at a time when the.Roman
genecals, having uothing particular in
hand to employ their troops about,
and being sensible thut wmischief is
always ripe for idle hands to do,
set them to dig a large canal, or Roman
railroad, for the purpose of establishing
navigable icati bet the
sea on the south and the ocean on the
weet. Things were. fairly quiet in Ger-
many at this time. It was a law of the"
Romans, and one which has been gener—
ally followed since their time by nations
who are powerful enough to carry it out,
that when their troops ocoupied a fresh
station, the whole geographical region
round about was supposed, ipso facto, to
become the property of the state. Con-
venient and proper as this legal fiction
evidently was, the natives did not seem to
see it; and finding a large tract of land
without inhabitants they moved on to it,
and began to build and plant and live upon
it. The Romans warned them off.
The natives sent delegates"to Rome,
not  doubting that the great and
noble emperor would grant them
redress. The account of their wvisit
is rather int’arslting. While waiting for
his imperial highness’ lei they were
taken around the city to see the sights.
Among other places, they visited the
theatre, and not being educated up to the
enjoymentiof the farce which was being
then performed, they employed them-
selves in looking around upon the andi-
ence, and asking questions as to the
order in which the various classes were
seated, the senators here, the knighta
there. Seeing among the former body
some persons in foreign dress, and en-
quiring who they were, they were told
tifat that distinction was accoraed
to envoys of nations distinguished
for their valor and for their friendship to
the Roman people. On this, the dele~
gates, exclaiming that the Germans wera
behind none in either of those qualities,
immediately moved down and took their

.seata in the front rank among the senators.

The Quirites applauded. Nero graciously
bestowed upon the delegates the freedom

of the city, but ordered the Friezies—

Before the iron horse startled the cai-
oos of the Fraser and Thompson river
with its shriek the stagés ran from Yale
to-Barkerville a distance of 371 miles—
this has now been reduced to 271 miles.
