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Bridge Case Heard By The
Chief Justice.

Mr. Cassidy Contends That the City gested—insurance

Did Not Assume the Charge
of Bridges. \

Tixe Chief Justice Refers Again to
the Advantage of a Compro-
mise Settlement.

A case of vital interest to the city and
citizens of Victoria was before Chief
Justice Davie all Thursday in the Su-
Jpreme court, upon motion by Mr.
Charles Wilson, Q.C. of Vancouver, for
judgment in the action of Gordon v. the
Corporation—the first of the damage
suits arising out of the Point Ellice
bridge disaster. All evidence had been
taken in the matter at the recent trial in
Vancouver when a series of questions
was left with the special jury, to which
they returned the following answers, in
the main affirmatory of the statement of
claim: ’

1. Q. What was the proximate, that is
tosa;, the immediate cause of the acci-
dent -

A. We find the accident was caused by
the bteaking of a hanger; this we consider
proved by the fact that one was broken, and
no other strain so great could have been
put upon it at the time of the accident as
that caused by the car passing over it; we
further think the niissing hanger strength-
ens this conclusiou.

2. Q. Was the corporation blameable for
such cause, and how ?

. Yes, because having been made
aware of the bad condition of the bridge
through the report of. the engineer and
otherwise, they attempted repairs, but the
work was not done sufficiently well to
strengthen the structure. In our oglmon
it was their duty to first ascertain the car-
rying capacity of the bridge before allowing
such heavy cars to pass over it.

3. Q. Was the accident due to any act
or negligence on the part of the railway
company, and, if so, describe such act or
negh%?nce?

A. No.

Q. After having answered the above
questions, please say whether in your belief
any of the substituted stirrups’ putin by
the Corporation broke, either at the welds
or otherwise, and how.

A. There is no evidence to show, but in
our opinion the missing stirrup hanger
must have broken at the welds, otherwise
it would have been found attached to the
tioor beam.

Counsel then proceeded
to discuss the findings in question, con-
tending that the answers of the jm'g to
the questions placed before them
amounted in reality to a direct finding
of . misfeasance. ‘As reasonable men,
those in charge of the corporation affairs
should have ascertained the carrying
capacity of thé-bridge—every answer of
the jury from A. to N. was pertinent to
this issue with the exeeption of ‘M.,
which had nothing to do with_the point
now under discussion. \ The jury
having determined that the bridge
at the time of its collapse was
insufficient to sustain ordinary traffic,

car which went through had been over-
loaded. The questions to the jury had
all been based on the statement of claim
and the answers in every case had been
afirmative. Counsel contended that
these 2nswers severally and collectively
constituted a distinct finding of mis-
feasance, entitling the plaintiff to judg-
ment. The jury had found that inas-
much as the corporation hadin January,
1891, assumed the care and mainten-
ance of Point Ellice bridge, the duty
resting upon the city wad precisely the
same as it would have been had the cor-
poration been the original builders—the
remedy for non-performance of that
duty being indictment for passive wrong-
doing. In this connection several auth-
orities were cited as to the duty of the
corporation, not as to the actionable
liability—Harold v. Simcoe, 16 U.C.C.P.,
p. 43;18 U.C.C.P., p. 1; Rex v. Bucks,
11, Rev. Reports, p. 347; Rex v. Kent,
16 Rev. Reports, p. 330; Reg. v. South-
ampton, 19 Q.B.D., p. 592; and also
Dillon on Corporations, p. 1.267, sec.
1,009. Interpreting the answers of the
jury.in the light of these, Mr. Wilson
held that the finding had been directly
one of misfeasdnce; he accordingly sub-
mitted that the plaintiff was entitled to
judgment, and moved that it be entered.

The Chief Justice—But assuming that
there has been misfeasance, is it clear
that the Corporation are liable?

Mr. Wilson—That appears to be an
undoubted proposition. It is the result
to be found in ‘all this class of cases.
They are liable to action if guilty of
active wrongdoing, though liable only to
indictment in the event of their wrong-
doing being passive.

The Chief Justice—It is true you will

Assuming, however, that the corpor-
ation had legally undertaken the charge
of the bridge, it was not liable to an
action either for misfeasance or nonfeas-
ance, there being no statutory obliga-
tion or civil liabilily created.”

POWELLS LAKE ORES,

A New Scene of Aectivity in Coast
Mining Described by the Lo-
cators in Seattle,

Lardeau Company Flosted in Lon-
don—From Nanaimo Lakes—
The Golden Cache,

John B. Denny, Capt. E. P. Miner and
Noble Wallingford only recently re-
turned to Seattle from a two months’
prospecting trip through the Coast dis-
trict of British Columbia, and they
were g0 well pleased with their discov-
eries that Mr. Wallingford has started
again for the same section. Mr. Denny
gave a running account of the trip to a
Post-Intelligencer representative, in
which he said :

*“ Active prospecting, generally in
boats, is going on for 400 miles up the
coast from Vancouver. We went up
the straits and prospected in the lake
regions, fifty miles into the in-
terior and 120 miles from Vancou-
ver We worked around Powell’s lake,
right in the Coast range, surrounded
by mountains 5,000 to 8,000 feet high.
It is about forty miles long and three or
four miles wide, with an islaud in the
maiddle fourteen miles long and three to
five miles wide. The climate is very
mild and there is no snow till you reach
an elevation of 4,000 feet. The principal

dikes and diorite.  The ledges are gen-
erally in contact between granite and
porphyry, mostly running southeast by
northwest, and are mineralized more or
less clear across with copper sulphides
associated with galena. We madeseveral
locations and expect to return very soon.

‘“The south ‘end of Powell’s lake
.comes within one mile of . Malaspina
straite and’ Powell river will afford water
transportation for half that distance,
while for the other half ore will have to
be trammed. The lake is deep and
navigable, and well sheltered from
storms. It'is only one of many similar
lakes in the coast range all the way up
to Alaska.

‘“ At Rivers Inlet, a little over 300
miles from Vancouver, a big strike has
been made by a man named Grant. He
has a number of ledges in a slate forma-
tion, carrying free gold and black sul-
phurets, and one specimen I saw would
run into thousands of dollars.

* In British Columbia they have what
we lagk—plenty of outside capital and
considerablelocal capital for the develop-
ment of their mines. A man who lo-
cates 5 claim can go to Vaucouver or
New Westminster atid gell it for a good
price.

(From the News-Advertiser; Vancouver.)
On behalf of the Esquimalt & Nanai-
mo railway, Mr. James Dunsmuir has
announced the terms on which the com-
pany will dispose of its lands to miners
and others. It will sell traets of fifty

of which half-is to be paid in eash. This
will include surface. rights and all min-
erals except coal and iron in cases where
theee exist in large bodies. «
- THese terms should be satisfactory to
all parties. They get rid of any question
of the ownership of the base metals and
of the royalty—ingignificant in itself and
too small to cut any figure in the opera-
tion of a mine where ore existed in such
quantities—even if of low grade—as to
make it.profitable to work it—which was
considered objectionable from a senti-
mental rather than a practical point of
view. The price now stated is the same
as that fixed by the land laws for the
surface rights of mineral claims located
lon crown lands, although the terms of
payment proposed by the railway com-
pany are easier than those demanded for
crown lands, which are required to be
paid for in cash.

We aré glad that the railway com-
pany has reached this decision, as by it
a matter whieh has for years been a
source of° controversy and irritatien is
settled. If the lands contain deposite of
gold and silver there is no obstaele in
the way of the prospeetor and mimer
locating claime and working the ores for
his own benefit without interferenee by
anyone. The conditions appeat to &8s to
be fair and reasonable, and aay further
complaints about these lands will find
little sympathy from those who under-
stand the whole question. The railway
company acquired the lands by a bargain
between it and the government. The
former has fulfilled its part of the con-
tract by building the railway. That the
line has not been of the benefit to the
country or to the City of Victoria, which

Operations at Alberni and Cliyo-
quot—London Companies Pro-
pose Building Smelters.

Very favorable reports are brought
down from the West Coast mines by J.
F. Bledsoe, M. E., who has just arrived
from Alberni. -It has been definitely
proved by the prospecting done thata
mineral belt extends fifty miles north
and fity miles south of the Alberni
Canal, and it is from fifteen to eighteen
miles wide. Two hundred locations have
been made on this belt in the past few
months. The iron capping, where broken
away, shows copper leads carrying the
precious metals. A number of strong
companies have gone in to develop
claims. A group of .six rich copper
claims down the canal twelve miles from
Alberni is being opened up. by the
British Columbia Gold Trusts Company,
who intend also to handle the valuable
fimber limits and to explore for coal.
Three shifts are working on these mines.
The Pemberton company are also work-
ing forces of men on their claims devel-
oping them steadily, and the British Co-
lumbia Agency is having exploration
and prospecting done.

The mineral deposits of Clayoquot
have turned out so well that a great deal
of American capital has been attracted
there, and the result, it is predicted,
will be a golden harvest for the men who
are putting their money into that dis-
trict in a systematic effort to develop
claims.

A DEAD INDUSTRY.
‘“Kurtz’s{Own >’ has for many years
been a standard brand of domestic
cigars, but the new tariff is about to
change all that, and the fragrant weed
of that ilk will ere long be but a memory,
dlbeit a very pleasant one. Yesterday
every vestige of leaf tobacco to the very
last scrap was shipped to the Vancouver
concern of the same nfime, but which,
although not generally understood, has
no connection with Kurtz & Co., of this
city, and an industry which was estab-
lished here in 1878 is now no more. In
conversation yesterday, Mr. H. F. W.
Behnsen gave the following explanation :
‘“ For years it has simply been nip and
tuck to make ends meet, and the new
imposition of duty on the raw leaf has
been the last straw on the camel’s back.
We have always manufactured a strictly
first-class article and all hand made, and
rather than undertake the work of sell-
ing an inferior article we have made up
our mind to haul downour shingle. The
history of cigar making in British Col-
umbia has been a very hard up-hill
fight all through, and for my part I
scarcely regret being forced out of the'
business..

‘“First we had the Chinese cheap
labor to contend against, and finally suc-
ceeded inbgetting ?he better of thﬁt com-
petition) by supplying only really
cigars. q‘But when the produect ofg:gg
Eastern cigar factories began to flood
this market it was a different affair. With
machinery and girls and boys the cigar-
makers of the East can do for 50c. what
it costs us about $20 to -do, and that.s
the packing of the cigars réady for sale.
‘‘ Some few years ago in an attempt to
head off some of these goods we proposed
to the Jocal cigarmakers union that
either girls, boys or machinery be em-
ployed to make the tobacco into bunches
ready for the'ekilled work of rolling and
placing in the wrapper, but no response
was ever received to this communication.
We have'always got along very harmoni-
ously with our men, and were paying
the same wages at the time we made up
our miud to discontinue business as we
had been ten years ago.

‘ When the new tariff was annaunced
I had a talk with our men on the situa-
tion and pointed out that on eyery bale
of tobacco we took out of the warehouse
we were losing money, and asked them
to consider the proposition of a slight
reduction in wages. This matter was
left to a committee, who also had a fur-
ther talk with me and were requested to
make up their minds one way or the
other withoutdelay. No answer was re-
ceived as the whole lot went on a picnie
for a week, and In the .meantime not
seeing any encouragement ahead I com-
pleted arrangements to sell out and quit
the business.”

Should this be the case
the ship is not likely to ka2 here for sev-
eral days yet; otherwise she will be due
to-day.

The steamship Yamaguchi Maru ar-
rived in Seattle from Japan on Wednes-
day, with 18,737 packages of general
merchandise. In mentioning,her ar-
rival the Seattle Post-Intelligencer says:

FIGHTING THE CAPIAS.

The legal fight on the capias issued
against Thomas O’Brien on Monday at
the instance of James 8. Macaulay open-
ed yesterday before the Chief Justice.
Mr. O’Brien, it was charged, had dis-
posed of six cases of rye in the Yukon
country, and had not accounted to Mr.
Macaulay. Mr. Gordon Hunter, acting
for Mr. O’Brien, moved yesterday before
the Chief Justice that the capias be set
aside on several grounds. The principal
grounds were that the affidavit did not
disclose any caunse of action against the
defendant and that the canse of action, if
any, arouse wholly in the Yukon eountry
of the Northwest Territoriés where both
plaintif and defendant resided,
and that therefore the proceedings were
an abuse of the proecess of the court.
Thedefendant had deposited the amount
of the claim, $1,323.80, with the sheriff,
and the application was also to have that
amount refunded. The defendant also
filed an affidavit denying any indebted-
ness to the plaintiff.

Mr. Robert Cassidy, for Mr. Macaulay,
opposed the motion, contending that the
proceedings were correct and that as
there were no courts in ‘the Yukon
country or means of recovering debts,
the plaintiff would lose his remedy if
the defendant were discharged.
