Ottawa, May 7,—Justice Kang oâ tbe^ 
Supreme Court of Canada died at mid­
night, aged 61.

Hon. George Edwin King, is well 
known in Victoria, as British Commis­
sioner during the sittings of the Behring 
Sea Commission in this city. He #as 
bom in .St. John, N^B., in 1839, and 
called to the bar in 1865. Entering poli­
tics as a Liberal-Unionist he 
turned to the New Brunswig^ Assembly 
in 1867 and in 1878 he resigned. He 
J^tered the Wetmore administration in 
1S69 and in 1870 was Attorney-General 
of the province, and in 1872 became 
premier. He was appointed puisne judge 
of the Supreme Court of New Brunswick 
in 1880, and in 1892 was elevated to the 
bench of the Supreme Court of Canada. 
In 1896 he was chosen H. M. Com­
missioner for the Behring Sea arbitra­
tion, and his calm dignified and trained 
judicial mind gained for him the ad­
miration and respect of all who came in 
contact with him. He was an LL.D. of 
the University of New Brunswick, and 
D.C.L. of Mount Allison.

Among the acts passed during his ad­
ministration in New Brunswick was the- 
Controverted Election Act of 1869. the 
first act passed in any British colony for 
the trial of election petitions by judges; 
the Free Schools Act, 1871; the Aboli­
tion of Imprisonment for Debt, the Gen­
eral Assessment Act and the Municipal 
Act of 1877; and upon him fell largely 
the work of defending the New Bruns­
wick School Act in the legislature and 
against the agressive action taken in the- 
parliament of Canada.

Deasy’s resignation be accepted to take 
effect on the 31st of May, instant, and 
that applications be invited for the posi­
tion, to be received not later than Mon­
day, the 27th instant, at 1 p. m.

We cannot refrain from expressing our 
regret that Mr. Deasy has felt it in­
cumbent upon him to take this step. • 
Deasy the services of an honest, sober, 
capable man, an excellent disciplinarian, 
and to whose ability and watchful caie 
we are firmly convinced the city has to 
a great extent been indebted for its im­
munity from disastrous fires during the 
last fourteen years.

Aid. «Stewart moved and Aid. Wil- 
liams seconded the adoption of the report.

Southampton, May 6.—-Shamrock H 
proved herself far superior to Shamrock 
I to-day in any breeze, except one full 
astern. There was a fresh, squally north­
east wind.

The challenger- set a club topsail and 
the Shamrock 1 set a much larger club 
topsail. They had the wind dead aft 
down the water. hTe challenger went 
out under mainsail and topsail only. 
The Shamrock 1 set a jib. At the start 
the challenger ran out ahead, but the 
Shamrock 1, catching a better breeze, 
soon began to overhaul her. The chal­
lenger set a jib and staysail, but, though 
the breeze here was light and the water- 
smooth, Shamrock I held close astern, 
losing nothing from Netley to Calsho. 
There they hauled into the wind and 
reached along In a fresher breeze, the 

- challenger leading by half a minute, 
passing the Spit light.

After clearing the Spit light, they 
reached off for a few minutes and the 
challenger drew away from the other 
fast and steadily. The boats bore away 
from Cowes, to take sailmaker Ratzy 
on board. Both were then ranged in a 
line off the Squadron castle and the Erin 
gave signal to go.

The challenger was well placed to 
windward, but apparently she desired to 
give the Shamrock I the advantage of 
the start, for the new boat was reached 
off across the stern of the other boat, and 
took up a position half a mile away on 
her lee quarter, with the intention, it 
seemed, of trying whether she could 
make up this on the stretch out to Lym- 
ington. Both sailed far enough off the 
wind to keep their sails full, and the 
challenger footed much faster than 
Shamrock I. In the course of half an 
hour she had drawn ahead and was 
wide under the lee bow of the challenger, 
she then threw around and just 
failed to cross ahead of Shamrock I. 
Passing close astern of the old chal­
lenger, the Shamrock II was luffed up 
and pointing wonderfully high and sail­
ing fast for a few minutes, was able to 
pass the old boat wide to weather and 
bear away across her bows, a fact which 

ample proof that she was not 
pushed to her full strength. Previously 
the Erin had gone ahead and stopped, 
forming a mark for the boats to round. 
The challenger might easily have been 
first, but she bore away and waited for 
the Shamrock I to round the mark, fol­
lowing two minutes later. All the way 
down the Shamrocks had a good ten 
knot breeze and a strong tide, with little 
sea. Under these conditions Shamrock 
I was no match for the new challenger. 
Jib and topsail were set as the boats ran 
back to Cowes. All the way back they 
had a strong tide, a stern wind, which 
fell lighter. The booms were well set 
and the wind well astern. Going free 
in this manner the new yacht was quite 
unable to catch Shamrock I, and for five 
miles there was no change in their posi­
tions. A big reaching jib was tried on 
the challenger, hut even then Shamrock 
I held her distance, and at the finish the 
gap between them was the same as when 
they started.

UNSEEMLY QUARREL.

Americans Squabbling Over the Flag 
Presented to Hospital Ship 

Maine.

London, May 6.—A dispute has arisen 
as to the ownership of the flag which 
Queen Victoria presented to the hos­
pital ship Maine. Mrs. George Corn­
wallis asserts that it belongs to her, and 
Mr. Bernard Baker, owner of the ves­
sel, declares that it is his property. The 
flag is now in Lady Randolph Churchill’s 
(Mrs.-' George Cornwallis West) posses­
sion. It seems that while the Maine 
was still in service as a hospital ship, 
Mr. Baker gave orders that the flag 
should be surrendered to no one without 
an order from himself. The officer in 
charge of the ship a few days later sent 
it to Lady Randolph at her request. He 
was dismissed for disobedience and Mr. 
Baker requested Lady Randolph to re­
turn the flag to him, which she, in spite 
of more importunate requests and de­
mands, has failed to do. Lady Randolph 
claims the flag is her own, ibut has in­
timated her willingness to send it to the 
United States government to be placed 
as a relic in some national museum.

BY-LAWS INTRODUCED.
The council dealt with several new 

by-laws. First was the by-law provid­
ing for the yearly civic estimates, which 
was read a first and second time. The 
following by-laws were also advanced to 
the same stage:

A by-law to provide for the reclama­
tion in James Bay, Victoria harbor, 
known as the Mud Flats, and for the 
laying out of the land so reclaimed and 
the construction of roads or causeways 
over and across the same.

A by-law to close barbers’ establish­
ments on Sundays in the city of Victoria.

A by-law relating to widening of Men- 
zies street and the expropriation of the 
necessary land as a work of local im­
provement.

A by-law to enable the corporation 
of the city of Victoria to borrow *30,0Q0 
to be applied to school purposes was also 
prepared and placed in the hands of the 
aldermen, but was not given the first 
and second readings as the others were, 
because the formal notice of motion ne­
cessary to make the reading regular had 
net been given.

It was, however arranged to hold a 
special meeting on Thursday evening, 
when the whole five by-laws will be con­
sidered in committee and advanced as 
far as possible.

Before the council adjourned Aid. 
Yates suggested that the council should 
approach the attorney general or the gov­
ernment and ask them to require all am­
endments proposed to be offered to the 
Municipal Clauses Act, to be handed in 
by a certain date, early enough to allow 
copies of them to be sent to all munici­
palities in the province so that sugges­
tions could be submitted, by all and every 
municipality they would then know what 
changes were being proposed. Other al­
dermen agreed with Aid. Yates’ idea, but 
no motion passed.

There was some informal discussion of 
the proposed visit to Seattle of the aider- 
men to inspect the dredging plant, and it 
has been practically decided to make 
the trip on Friday morning next, to 
turn on Sunday morning, “in time for 
church,” as one of the board put it. The 
council then adjourned.

Resolution Against the Canners’ Memor­
ial—Other Opinions Favorable.

Vancouver, May 6.—(Special)—The 
British Columbia Grand Lodge of United 
Fishermen has passed a resolution con­
demning the canners’ memorial asking 
the provincial government to assume the 
control of the fisheries, and asking the 
federal government to veto the bill now 
before the local house if it passes. A 
resolution was also passed protesting 
against the reduction of the license fee.

Several salmon canners spoken to this 
morning regarding the action of the gov­
ernment in taking possession of the ad­
ministration of the industry, stated that 
the report that many canners and all 
the fishermen were opposed to the gov­
ernment’s action was incorrect, that the 
canners approved of the proposition to 
a man, and all the fishermmen, whose 
expression of opinion they had heard, 
said that it was bette’r for the province 
to have control of the fisheries than the 
Dominiap, as the money secured by the 
sale of licenses, etc., would then be used 
in the province.

MINERS’ MEETING. once.
Extension Workers Draw Up a Petition 

to Present to Mr. Dunsmuir.

Nanaimo, May 4.—(Special.)—The Ex­
tension miners mass meeting at Lady­
smith today was orderly. It was attended 
by about 500 people. The president bf 
the Miners’ Union, Mr. Pat Malone, was 
in the chair and during the Course of 
the meeting several speeches were made 
by miners, highly praising Mr. Duns­
muir for his just and friendly attitude 
toward the men.

One miner, an American, was loudly 
applauded when he said if the truth 
were spoken about James Dunsmuir he 
was the best friend of the miners in this 
island and nobody could say he ever 
acted other than squarely with his men.

The forenoon meeting appointed a 
committee to draft a new agreement for 
the petition to Mr. Dunsmuir. This was 
submitted to the afternoon meeting with 
the following result:

The miners will ask Mr. Dunsmuir’s 
consent to:

1. Eighty cents a ton of 2,352 pounds, 
the miners agreeing to dig one foot of 
dirt free for every 3*4 feet of the coal 
dirt; beyond that to be paid $2 a foot 
per lineal yard on a width of 27 feet. 
Anything over the latter figure to be 
paid proportionately.

2. Each miner to be allowed one 
helper.

3. That no tendency on narrow work 
be allowed.

4. That present prices for narrow work 
regain as they are.

5. That any miner taken from the 
face and put on the company’s work 
be paid $3 a day.

6. That one ton of coal per month at 
one dollar be allowed every house-holder 
working below ground.

7. That in éase of grievances or com­
plaints the committee to have the right 
at reasonable time to call upon the man­
agement ancUdiseuss such matters.

8. That the wages_ of the company’s 
men remain as at present, except rope 
riders, who are asking 25 cents advance 
on wage of $2.50. to receive 4 per cent, 
advance, making $2.60 a day.

The same committee who drew up the 
foregoing agreement was chosen to wait 
on Mr. Dunsmuir with the same.

The two miners check weighmen were 
then chosen. They are Frank Rich­
ardson, Alexander and Henry Shepard, 
Extension, at $3.50 a day, to be paid 
by the miners. No fewer than 18 dif­
ferent nationalities were represented at 
the meeting.

I then considered, 
and still consider that I am responsible to 
you for my actions, and did not feel that It 
was a question for the board as a whole 
to deal with. When It was pointed out 
to me that a wrong construction might be 
placed on my resignation, at that particular 
time, I withdrew It, unconditionally. At 
the investigation I made no protest of the 
course taken, desiring that my every of­
ficial act, since I took charge of the de­
partment. should be probed to the very 
bottom. The Investigation opened with call­
ing the complainant, Mr. McDowell, and. 
without proceeding with one side of the 
case. I was called, and Mr. McDougall fol­
lowed. Then the side of the complainant 
was opened again, and the witnesses called 
to refute our evidence. Aid. Yates, the le­
gal gentleman on the board, knew that this 
procedure is not according to law or jus­
tice: still no protest followed. When I 
asked witnesses questions, they were told 
that it was not necessary for them to do 
as I desired. The complainants 
Aid Yates, and it become necessary for 
the mayor to prevent one of them from in­
terfering with the Inquiry.

one that had been a call man, a driver and 
an engineer, was asked to acçept the posi­
tion. He was willing. I recommended him. 
and at the fame time kept the call assistant 
in one of the positions he filled, at the 
salary he received while occupying two 
places. No injustice was done. The depart­
ment was bettered. The call officers looked 
upon this as a step in the direction of a 
full-paid department. Some of the perma­
nent men did not desire to have another 
head over them. If this was not a step in 
the Interests of the safety of the city. In 
the matter of economy, iln filling a long 
felt want. I would like to know what It 
was? The matter, dragging along, resulted 
as I knew it would. The men that signed, 
and the men that did not sign the petition, 
are not as they should be. Bickerings and 
petty quarrels resulted. I do «not desire to 
heather than the head of the department.

Vancouver, May 6.—R. Marpole, super­
intendent of the C. P. R., gave import­
ance evidence before the Oriental com­
mission today.

principle. A flat-bar keel is rivetted on 
the skin plating and through rivetted on 
to the inner vertical keel, which is neces­
sarily deeper below the engine spaces to 
insure rigidity.

This description is. not a bit overdrawn. 
It is just a mere statement of facts, be­
ing what was shown last night when 
Thompson same home hobbling along the 
uneven boarded sidewalk of his alley- 
way on a stick, for he suffers from 
wounds received in the wars. The small 
pension he receives from the Imperial 
authorities is not sufficient to provide 
him in anything but food, and that in 
such a quantity that frugality must be 
exercised to eke out his existence.

He is desirous of getting into the Old 
Men’s Home, and his case is now being 
represented to the proper authorities. If 
his pension stands in the way, he says, 
he is willing to give that up. In the 
meantime he huddles frflm the cold in his 
little hovel, and tells stories of “how we 
captured the guns at Cawnpore in the 
moonlight,” and of the cutting and 
slashing in the hand to hand encounters 
of the days of the Mutiny. Story after 
story heécan tell, and being Irish, even 
Kipling’s Mulvaney can scarce tell these 
tales of that horrible war better than 
the old pensioner who makes his home 
in such an uncouth shack.

ducts. We hear much about developing 
foreign markets for Canadian goods, but 
here in this province is a field that only 
needs the operation of an enlightened 
policy to become of the greatest value to 
domestic producers.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier made several state­
ments which must not be lost sight of. 
He said that the government proposes 
to revise the distribution of the Chinese 
head tax before July 1, but he held out 
no promise that this tax will be in­
creased. He seemed disposed to defer 
this matter for consideration until after 
the Chinese Commission has reported. 
In regard to the Japanese, his language 
admits of no misconstruction. He said:

“We cannot afford, for the sake of Im­
perial policy, to treat the Japanese as 
we have treated the Chinese. There­
fore whatever may bp the feelings of the 
people of British Columbia with regard 
to Japanese immigration, though it is 
not much more popular among them 
than Chinese immigration, still I would 
ask them for the sake of the Imperial 
considerations which I have mentioned, 
to bear with the fact, and not attempt 
to force on the government of Canada 
the same ideas with respect to the Jap- 
anese which prevail there with respect to 
the Chinese.”

Sir Wilfrid’s observations about Brit-' 
ish Columbia railways are of interest. 
He said:

TUB LOAN BILL.
The debate on the second reading of 

the Loan Bill has been interesting and 
thorough. It is of the utmost impor­
tance that a measure of such con­
sequence as this bill should be con­
sidered in all its bearings, and 
it was a pleasing thing to note 
a departure from the ordinary 
practice of the house in the discussion 
of measures of second reading. Ordin­
arily members are content to say very 
little on such occasions, but this time 
the speeches have been exhaustive, as 
they ought to be. The debate took a 
very' wide range, wide differences of 
opinion being manifested on almost ev­
ery phase of the question. Matters of 
law, finance and railway management 
were all touched upon, and some mem­
bers actually dragged into the debate 
that poor old New Westminster plat­
form about government ownership of 
railways.

Without going over the several points 
involved in the measure, it is sufficient 
to say that the bill, as it is proposed to 
be amended, is one which the govern­
ment in its judgment thinks best calcu­
lated to mfeet the needs of the province 
at the present time, and a majority of 
the house sustains that view. It will 
not toe seriously contended by any one 
that the government is not desirous of 
passing a workable measure. To bold 
otherwise would be to deny the ministers 
the possession of rudimentary common 
sense. There is a disposition both in

want of confidence in the legislature yes­
terday disposes of all question of govern­
ment ownership of railways for the pres­
ent, and we fancy it will be a long time 
before such a proposal finds any greater 
acceptance in the house and the country 
than it does today. The cry for gov­
ernment ownership is a specious one, but 
the people are not deceived by it. They 
know perfectly well that under existing 
conditions it is out of the question for 
any provincial government in Canada to 
go into railway building on its own ac­
count. Especially is it out of the ques­
tion for a province in which there must 
be so many miles of railway constructed 
within a few years to contemplate any­
thing of the kind. It is true that Mr. 
Curtis only referred to the Coast-Koote­
nay line, but this is by no means the only 
railway that the province needs, and 
there is not the least sense in any one 
pretending that it is even the most im­
portant. Many people talk about rail­
way construction in this province as 
though the only line worth thinking 
about was this one. We admit the value 
of such a railway. It will open up a vast 
and valuable region. But there are 
other parts' of the province which are 
at least equally deserving of railway 
development, and where the results to 
be accomplished will mean at least as 
much as the most sanguine expect from 
the direct road to Kootenay. Hence it 
would be absurd to commit thé province 
to the large expenditure necessitated by 
such a railway, if built by the govern­
ment, for to do so would be to postpone 
further development for years to come. 
The Colonist took this view during the 
last election campaign, and it sees no rea­
son to alter it in the slightest particular. 
If the attitude of the Dominion govern­
ment as to railways in this province is 
correctly stated in a despatch to last 
night’s Times, the outlook for any con­
struction during the coming summer is 
not bright, but there will be no indefinite 
postponement of provincial development, 
as there wdlild have been if the house 
had decided upon the construction of the 
Coast-Kootenay line as a public work.

We congratulate Col. Prior upon his 
speech in parliament on the motion to 
go into supply made on April 30. It was 
an able presentation of the claims of 
British Columbia upon the Dominion, 
and although it necessarily contains 
much that has been said before and in 
other ways, it is without doubt the 
ablest presentation of the case for the 
province that has been made in 
speech. As soon as space permits, we 
shall reproduce the Colonel’s remarks, 
for they afford a very handy compendium 
of this very important subject, which 
many readers may wish to preserve for 
future reference.

We are particularly pleased with the 
speech because it takes ground above the 
level of party politics. During the last 
campaign the Colonist advocated the 
•election of Messrs. Prior and Egrle 
chiefly as a protest against the treat­
ment accorded British Columbia by the 
Dominion, and there is not the least 
•doubt that this position greatly contribut­
ed to the election of those gentlemen. 
Under these circumstances, it is highly 
.gratifying to find Col. Prior taking a 
suitable occasion to demand that justice 
shall be done the province.

The speech is valuable because of the 
admission, which it elicited from Sir Wil­
frid Laurier. The Premier said:

“The main complaint which my honor­
able friend makes is one which is very 
much to the credit of his own province. 
It is that the people of British Colum­
bia contribute largely to the revenue of 
the country. That we are all aware of, 
and that we are all proud of, and if 
there is one portion of our population 
which ought to be proud of it more than 
another, it is the people of British Co­
lumbia themselves. It must be admit­
ted that, man for man, the people of 
British Columbia contribute more to our 
revenue than the people of any other 
part of Canada, and it is very much to 
their credit. It shows that they 
enterprising people, and a wealthy peo­
ple, and that they are not the long-suffer­
ing people that the gentleman from Vic­
toria would make them out to be.”

The closing phrase was only a little 
pleasantry, as was shown by Col. Prior’s 
reply and Sir Wilfrid’s rejoiner. The 
-serious part of the Premier’s remarks is 
the admission of the large share of tax­
ation paid by this province. Such an 
admission is a grèat gain. CoL Prior 
will not claim to be entitled to the full 
credit for securing it. Other British 
Columbia members and Senators have 
spoken of it before, and it was the 
strongest argument which Mr. Dunsmuir 
brought to bear upon the federal govern­
ment during his recent visit to Ottawa. 
•But Col. Prior has been able to 
the first public recognition of this fact 
from the Premier of the Dominion, and 
we are sure that for so doing he will 
have the gratitude of ail the people of 
the province. This recognition is a dis­
tinct gain for the province and paves the 
way for a successful pursuit of 
claims.

“My hon. friend has alluded to another 
subject as to which I must say, speak­
ing for myself individually, and not pre­
suming to speak as the head of the gov­
ernment, that I feel a good deal of sym­
pathy with him, that is to say, the ques­
tion of railway subsidies.

A SALVAGE QUESTION.

The action of Messrs. Moran, of Se­
attle, in attempting to salve the wreck­
ed Willamette with a crew of aliens 
brought from Seattle is attracting a 
good deal of attention. Some rather 
startling statements are current as to 
the action of the Seattle firm in the pre­
mises, especially in the matter of valu­
ation of the wrecking plant brought 
here. These are so serious that we do 
not care to mention them specifically. 
The matter is in1 the hands of the cus­
tom authorities and will be dealt with 
by them. In regard to the alien labor­
ers 'brought into the province under con­
tract, it seems on the face of the facts 
as if a violation of the law had been 
committed, but pending such proceedings 
as the proper authorities may take in 
that branch of the case, it is (better not 
to discuss it. .

When the matter was first spoken of 
in, the newspapers, it was made to ap­
pear that the Messrs. Moran claimed 
that they had a legal right to bring 
men and material into the waters where 
the wrecked ship lies, under the interna­
tional arrangement applicable to con­
tiguous waters. This is really the im­
portant question involved. The under­
valuation of the wrecking plant, even if 
it is as great as the Post-Intelligencer’s 
correspondent says, that is that the 
plant was valued for the payment of 
duties at only one-eighth of its actual 
value, is simply an incident. The impor­
tation of a" number of aliens is likewise 
of itself not a very serious thing. The 
real point in issue is whether or not the 
Morans, or any other foreign concern, 
have a right to come into British Colum­
bia waters and with a foreign force of 
men set about salving a ship. If they 
have, then it is only reasonable tha.t 
Canadians should have the same right 
in corresponding- waters under the jui> 
isdiction of the United States.

From Seattle to Skagway is over a 
thousand miles ,and more than half the 
distance is through Canadian waters. 
From Victoria to Skagway is less than 
a thousand miles and about one third 
of the distance is through waters under 
the control of the United States. One 
side of the Strait of Juan de Fuca is îà 
Canada the other is in the United Sta­
tes. Commerce through all these waters 
is steadily increasing, and is absolutely 
certain to assume great magnitude in 
the very near future. It therefore be­
comes a matter of very great importance 
to determine and define very positively 
what the rights of the people of the two 
countries are in regard to wrecks in 
these waters. If it weie proposed to es­
tablish absolute reciprocity in wrecking 
and permit salvage crews from either 
side of the line to work on the other 
side without hindrance in any way, we 
do not know that the people of British 
Colombia would seriously object, al­
though we would be surrendering a 
greater extent of water than the others.

I am not prepared to express any opin­
ion with regard to the Wellington and 
Cape Scott road, which is an island rail­
way. That is a project which has some 
merit in it as it has been developed to 
me; but it does not seem to me to be of 
the same immediate necessity as the 
other roads to which I have alluded.

After referring to the Stikine-Tes­
lin project, he spoke in regard to the 
fisheries, saying that there is not the 
same necessity for hatcheries in Brit­
ish Columbia as in the State of Wash­
ington, because there are no indications 
of a falling off in the supply of salmon 
in the Fraser. This does not agree with 
the views expressed by the Canners’ As­
sociation, and they ought to be better 
judges than the Minister. Sir Louis 
said that a hatchery is being built at 
Sicnmous, and one will be built on the 
Skeena, and also, if necessary, at Rivers 
Inlet, and he promised that the govern­
ment would not deal niggardly with the 
industry. He also' promised 
protection to the fisheries in Hecate 
Strait. He dealt with the subject of 
trap nets at some length, and we shall 
take an early occasion to reproduce his 
remarks on this point in full.

MR. OLIVER'S RESOLUTION.
as thatIf such a motion as that which Mr.

The Loan Bill 
poses that a special session of the house 
shall be held to pass upon any contracts 
made tor a railway from the Coast to 
Kootenay under it. Mr. Oliver’s motion 
is to declare the contrary, namely, that 
the contracts shall be submitted to the 
legislature at the present session. It is 
true that Mr. Oliver recited a number 
of things in the preamble to his 
lution, but these do not in the least af­
fect the resolution itself. Everything 
that Mr. Oliver sought to declare affirma- 
lively by his resolution can be declared 
in the same way by inserting such a pro 
vision in the Loau Bill. Therefore the 
Speaker was right in ruling out the re­
solution.

As to the substantive proposition it­
self, it is clearly impossible under exist­
ing conditions to give effect to Mr. 
Oliver’s resolution. The session is very 
near its close, and railway contracts are 
not to be made on such short notice as 
Mr. Oliver’s motion contemplates. There 
may be no company ready to enter in­
to such a contract at the present time. 
The Loan Bill had not yet been read a 
second time, and it would have 
been absurd to hold at that 
stage tlfat the government should 
bring down at this session any 
contract that might be made under It. 
We do not care,’ for the purpose of the 
argument, what amendments may be 
made on the Loan Bill or in what shape 
it may be when it receives the assent of 
the Lieutenant-Governor.

was to compete with the C.P.R. Mr. 
Speaker, the government, as sensible 
men, must have* come to. the conclusion, 
—and I believe a large majority of this 
house and the people of this country 
have come to the conclusion,—that it 
would be a sheer waste of money to at­
tempt anything of the latter kind, and 
we have come down to the point of en­
deavoring to find out whether we can 
place such conditions upon the Canadian 
Pacific railway as will force that cof- 
poration to do justice to the people of 
this province, and give them lower rates 
in this province, more especially with re­
gard to this particular railway, the Coast 
to Kootenay. We would make arrange­
ments with that company binding them, 
say for six months or some other term. 
Now. a proposition has been consistently 
put before this house which I have al­
ways supported, and which I believe has 
convinced the people of this house, with 
the exception of the member for Vic­
toria, who I do not believe will be con­
vinced on this question. It is impos­
sible to control rates unless the actual 
cost is put against the railway, so that 
the railway will not require the outlay 
and thus keep up rates. If we make a 
bargain with this competitive road

“When I inspected the documents in 
Macdonnell’s office on October 12, 1899,
I discovered a receipt on yellow paper, 
which I saw a few moments ago in the 
hands of some gentlemen at the table.
I inspected all Macdonnell’s documents 
and he inspected mine. I looked through 
the vouchers and saw ode signed by John 
Cox. for $240. This was an item, in 
the bill of costs of $300. On April 12 
last I gave notice to inspect the docu­
ments again, and went to expressly in­
spect that paper signed by John Cox for 
$240. I have a eopy.”

Mr. Mills continuing, “Mr. Cox con­
sulted me professionally. I may say 1 
never saw Cox before in my life. I 
would not act until I had seen the re­
ceipt again and let Macdonnell know I 
was acting for Cox.”

A number of letters that passed be­
tween Macdonnell and Cox were then 
introduced in evidence, the former city 
carpenter asking about moneys for giv­
ing evidence in the cases and the letters 
in reply thereto. A number of letters 
ranging over some time were submitted.

Mr. Duff asked why that of April 29 
was not given, too, and after some few 
minutes Mr. Mills found it and submit­
ted it also. In this letter, a reply from 
Macdonnell to Cox, it was stated by the 
writer: “I fear that Mills or some other 
pettifogger, has been advising you to 
attempt blackmail.”

Cross-examined by Mr. Duff, Mr. Mills 
said he had first thought of taking crim­
inal proceedings in April. He could not 
say whether this was his first idea of 
taking criminal proceedings. He had 
told him he would proceed against him 
for Mrs. Lang as he believed Macdon­
nell had defrauded her of the interest. 
The case had been compromised on Oc­
tober 13. He thought Macdonnell had 
been guilty of champerty, but was rath­
er doubtful if there was a criminal law 
re champerty.

After some dickering between exam­
iner and witness, in which Mr. 
cautioned Mr. Mills to remember that he 
•was on his oath, witness said that he 
had been talking about a settlement with 
Mr. Lawson and said he thought that 
champerty was a criminal offence. He 
had inspected all the documents at Mac- 
donnell’s office, together with an opinion 
by Mr. Bodwell on champerty.

Mr. Mills continuing, said that on Oc­
tober 12 he had imitated the signature 
of Cox on the receipt to show Cox.

Mr. Duff—“When did you learn to 
imitate signatures?

Still giving evidence on the documents 
seen at Mr. Macdonnell’s office, Mr. 
Mills went on to tell of an attempt to 
sell a document which was lost and 
which had a bearing on the case. He 
said Mr. Moresby came to him and said 
some proposition had been made by a 
Native Son through him (Moresby) to 
sell a document to him (Moresby), the 
money being wanted at election time, 
and he (Moresby) had knocked the pro­
poser in the face for insulting him. Mr. 
Macdonnell says that document was lost. 
It was likely that it had been stolen 
from his office and was being hawked 
around for sale.

Mr. Mills then left the stand, but re­
turning, he said he wanted to disclaim 
all malice and ill-feeling in this action 
before the court.

John Cox, formerly city carpenter, was 
then called, and said he had given evi­
dence in the case of Lang v. Victoria 
and Patterson v. Victoria. He received 
from Mr. Macdonnell $14 witness fees 
in the Patterson case and $50 when he 
returned from Klondike. In the Lang 
case he received $14 in Vancouver and 
$2 in Victoria. He was never paid the 
$300 for remaining in the province since 
the Patterson trial, as stated in the bill 
of costs. He consulted Mr. Mills in 
March, having been advised to do so by 
Mr. Fullerton, of Spring Ridge.' There 
was no truth in the statement that the 
charge was brought as blackmail by Mr. 
Mills. Mr. Mills had told him about 
seeing a paper for $240 with his name 
signed to it, which paper he had never 
seen, for he had never signed a receipt in 
pencil. He had signed a receipt under 

ithese conditions. Mr. Macdonnell came 
to his house in November or December, 
1889, and being given pen and ink com­
menced to write a bill, charging Mrs. 
Lang with $240 for detaining witness 
for four months. He took away the re­
ceipt when witness signed it, with the 
intention, witness thought, of getting the 
$240, which he was to collect from Mrs. 
Lang, but he did not give it to witness.

Mr. Mills, addressing the witness, 
said: “Did I tell you if these proceed­
ings were once taken they could not be 
compounded?” Witness replied “Yes.”

Mr. Mills—“Who induced me to take 
these proceedings?”

Witness—“I did.”
Cross-examined by Mr. Duff, Cox said 

that he had received $50 from Jackson 
and in January, 1898, $100 from Fuller­
ton. Just before Mrs. Patterson’s trial 
he had received $40 frotn Macdonnell. 
and in August, 1899, $50 from Macdon­
nell. He had received $14 as witness 
fees in the Lang case.

Mr. Duff—“You received about $118 
from Macdonnell over ami above $150 
paid you by Fullerton and Mackson?”

Witness replied that he received $68 
from Macdonnell. For bringing Halli- 
day from Sooke he was paid $40. The 
money paid by Jackson was for the com­
bine and not by Macdonnell. He receiv­
ed no other money to his knowledge.

Mr. Duff then showed witness a let­
ter for the purpose of identifying the 
handwriting, and witness said he could 
not read it without his glasses, and an 
adjournment was then taken until 8 
o’clock Monday, when witness was asked 
by the court to have his glasses.

PAYMENT OF TEACHERS.Summary.of Estimates As Sub­
mitted to Council For

(a) In your opinion, would two stan­
dards of wages, a higher for men and a 
lower for women, be in the best interests 
of education?

and in reply would say:
I think the principle of “two standards 

of wages, a higher for men and a lower 
for women,” would not be in the best 
interests of education, for the reason 
that it would to a large extent blight the 
ambition of the female teacher and 
place her in a humiliating position by the 
knowledge that her work, though per­
haps equal to that of the men laboring 
with her, is considered of less value, and 
under such circumstances it would be 
unreasonable to expect the best results. 
1 would be sorry to see it applied to the 
teachers or any body of workers. I 
think that where men and women labor 
in the same field, and are required to 
perform equal duties, fhat undoubtedly 
they should receive equal remuneration. 
All workers should be paid in proportion 
to their ability to perform the work set 
for them.

the sitting of the Presbyterian synod in 
Vancouver returned home last night. In 
its report of the proceedings the Van­
couver World says:

The synod took up the question of ap­
pointing a Sunday school secretary who 
shall have charge of organizing and vis­
iting the Sunday scnools under the su­
pervision of the Presbyteries. On a 
vote of 24 to 11 it was resolved to sug­
gest to the general assembly the appoint­
ment of such an official.

The foreign mission report was pre­
sented by Dr. Campbell of Victoria. The 
work of the various Indian schools was 
reviewed in an interesting way and it 
was shown that laudable success was 
attending tbe efforts o£the workers. Re 
ference was made to the work amongst 
the Chinese, and though the progress 
was not rapid there were some encourag­
ing features. It was agreed to suggest 
to the assembly’s foreign mission com­
mittee that if the committee had not yet 
secured a successor to the Rev. A. B. 
Winchester as superintendent of Chinese 
work, it appoint C. A. Coleman, of Van­
couver, to the position.

Mr. Swartout, the teacher of the In 
dian school at Barclay Sound, and Mr. 
Coleman, of the Chinese schools in Van­
couver, were asked to address the synod, 
and spoke interestingly on their work. 
The synod expressed by a cordial votç 
its confidence in these brethern.

Rev. W. B. Cummings presented the 
report on young people’s societies, which 
showed some slight falling off in mem­
bership, but gave evidences that much 
vitality exists in the organization. The 
action of the societies in supporting mis­
sionaries at home and abroad was highly 
commended.

Rev. Dr. Herdman, of Calgary, pre­
sented tile report on augmentation. P 
byteries were urged to exercise close 
supervision over augmentation changes 
with a view to have them become self- 
supporting. It was agreed at this point 
that the synod fix time and place of next 
meeting and it was decided to meet in 
St. Andrew’s church, Nanaimo, on the 
first Wednesday in May, 1902, at 8 p.m.

Rev. A. D. Menzies, of Kaslo, made 
an excellent address on Young People’s 
Societies, showing the importance of the 
reality of the inner life and saying that 
this was a land of young people and 
that they must be developed into the 
highest manhood and womanhood if the 
land was to prosper in the best sense.

The Rev. G. A. Wilson presented, on 
behalf of Mr. Forbes, of Fort Saskat­
chewan, who was not able to be pres­
ent, the report on Church Life and 
Work. The dangers that threaten the 
home life of the people were spoken of 
and the value of good honpe training 
was emphasized. As a rule the reports 
from congregations indicate that attend­
ance at church, Sunday school and the 
societies was increasing. There had 
been considerable growth in church mem­
bership in all the presbyteries ; ; contribu­
tions had increased all over the synod. 
The missionary spirit is growing through­
out all the congregations. The returns 
indicate on the whole that Sabbath de­
secration is all too prevalent in the dif­
ferent parts of the synod and that there 
is much cause for a new movement in 
favor of better Sabbath observance. As 
to temperance, the reports indicated 
much activity against the liquor traf-

The civic estimates for the year, 
which were brought down at Monday 
night’s meeting of the council make in­
teresting perusal, chiefly from the point 
of view of what is not going to be done. 
That is easier to tell than what is going 
to be done from the regular revenue of 
the city this year.

p. m. yesterday S. Perry Mills, K.C., 
Who appeared for the prosecution, made 
an address and submitted documents 
galore. Included in these was the cor­
respondence between Mrs. Lang and 
Macdonnell regarding agreements be­
tween Macdonnell and his client, Mrs. 
Lang, as to the costs Macdonnell was 
to have in her suit against the city. This 
correspondence and these agreements 
went to show that a certain enm, which 
the claimants were to pay Macdonnell, 
together with ten per cent, of what he 
might succeed in obtaining from the city, 
was to be his total remuneration. The 
witness then submitted other letters and 
two bills of costs from Macdonnell to 
Mrs. Lang, which showed that he had 
charged her somewhat over $3,000 in 
all. Mrs. Lang had been awarded by the 
courts $20,000 damages and $650 costs 
against the city. Then reading from his 
correspondence, witness went on to des­
cribe the negotiations which he and Rev. 
Mr. Winchester had conducted with Mac- 
Donnell in the endeavor to secure a re­
duction of the bill.

Mr. Duff endeavored to get a positive 
statement from the witness as to the 
identity of these bills of costs, which 
witness said bad come from Macdonnell 
and that he khd taken them out of the 
letter. Mrs. Lang had banded him the 
envelope and he had taken them and 
the letter out, but he was positive that 
they were the bills, and he recognized 
Macdonnell’s handwriting, and he also 
announced that he had effected a settle­
ment of them for $5,000. This point 
regarding the identity of the bills was 
one oh which there was considerable 
fencing between the counsel, the pass­
ages-at-arms 'between them being re­
markable for more warmth than that 
which usually marks such proceedings

In the evening Mrs. Lang was called 
and her evidence taken before Mr. Mills 
went on to complete his statement. She 
was asked about documents in the case, 
which Mr. Mills bad seen in Macdon­
nell’s office in Vancouver by permission, 
and copied when, after a hotly worded 
objection to what Mr. "Duff considered a 
leading question asked the witness by 
Mr. Mills. Mr. Duff spoke to Mr. Lâw- 
son, wfeo sat with him in court. Mr. 
Mills stopped immediately and address­
ing the court said, “Your honors, he 
(Mr. Duff) says that I shall be a lawyer 
for about two weeks longer only, and 
then be struck off the rolls.” Mr. Mills 
asked that he, Mr. Duff, be asked to apo­
logize and Mr. Duff rising, said he was 
willing to apologize for anything he said 
to the court for which their honors wish­
ed him to apologize, but. he refused to 
apologize to Mr. Mills.

Mr. Mills then continued his examina­
tion of Mrs. Lang. He read a letter from 
Macdonnell to Mrs. Lang, enclosing the 
bill of costs and was asking regarding 
this when Mr. Duff objected, classing 
Mr. Mills’ action in asking questions in 
a manner to lead witness as a “flagrant 
violation of the rules of evidence,” that 
Mr. Mills, as a lawyer, knew.

Cross-examined by Mr. Duff, Mrs. 
Lang said that she nad gone to Mr. 
Mille’ office on receiving the letter from 
Macdonnell enclosing the bill of costs. 
She had given the letter to Mr. Mills, 
and he took the bill of coats out of the 
envelope,hut would not say a ^ord about 
them until Rev. Mr. Winchester arrived. 
Witness identified the release read by 
Mr. Mills, which she said was signed 
in Vancouver. .

An arrangement was made by which 
Miacdonnell took $7,500 and witness was 
paid $12,500.

Regarding the “combine,” witness said 
she would not have joined it had she 
not known it would be a great help. She 
did not contribute to the combine, be­
cause Macdonnell said they had plenty in 
the treasury.. Macdonnell, witness said, 
was not to be paid until the whole thing 
was settled. He was to get ten per cent. 
She would not have joined the combine 
had it not been for that ten per cent. 
She never intended to pay fifty per cent. 
That was why she brought action, be­
cause Macdonnell overcharged her.

Mr. Duff—You settled that action.
Witness replied that She had, taking 

Macdonnell’s word as a gentleman, but 
found out a£terwards there was a mis­
take. He said there was a mere sum 
of two or three hundred dollars interest 
coming to her, whereas she found out 
soon afterwards that there was a great 
deal more due her.

Continuing, witness said that there 
was nothing to complain of in the settle­
ment, but Macdonnell knew at the time 
it was made that there was more inter­
est coming.

There was some further dispute be­
tween counsel, Mr. Duff saying Mr. Mills 
was asking leading questions.

The examination of Mrs. Lang was' 
then concluded, she being bound over 
to appear again if called in the sum of 
$250. . '

Mr. Milk then took the dock again.

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On motion of Rev. Mr. McBeth, it was 

unanimously agreed to present, on be­
half of the Presbyterian church, a loy­
al address to the Duke and Duchess of 
Cornwall and York on the occasion of 
their visit to this province.

The Rev. W. L. Clay of Victoria, 
presented tile report on Finance ana 
statistics. The report showed progre 
of a most encouraging kind in every line 
of church work. Church sittings had 
increased 740; families 262; communi­
cants 150. For ordinary congregation­
al purposes there is an increase of $5,- 
000, and for missionary purposes, $4,500. 
The total revenue of the church showed 
an increase of $15,000.

The application of the Victoria pres­
bytery on behalf of the Rev. E. G. Tay­
lor of Alberni, that he may have the 
full status of a minister, will be sent 
forward to the assembly.

The report on Manitoba College was 
presented by the Rev. R. G. McBeth, 
and seconded by the Rev. Dr. Wright. 
Emphasis was laid upon the importance 
of the college and the great work it had 
done, and was doing for the whole work 
of the church und for the upbuilding of 
the country. Owing to the appointment 
of an extra professor and other causes 
the financial situation of the college 
was not as good as desired and it was 
hoped that the synod would do its share 
towards averting a threatened deficit. 
The professional staff needed to be in­
creased as the professors were overwork­
ed in the two departments of arts and 
theology. The college was in a flourish­
ing condition otherwise, and had a larger 
number of students than ever before. 
The following recommendations' became 
the finding of the synod:

That the synod having heard the re­
port of the Manitoba College and the 
statements made in connection therewith 
puts on record its profound sense of the 
importance of the college as the agency 
for building up the cause and kingdom, 
of Jesus Christ, both at home and 
abroad. It desires further to record its 
satisfaction that the college has secured 
such a valuable addition to the staff, 
and such an added force to the religious 
life of the country, as Dr. Patrick, the 
new principal, has proved himself to 
be; and it expresses the hope that the 
present excellent staff may be long 
spared to continue their good work, and 
that such conditions as are necessary be 
made from time to time.

The synod further expresses the hope 
that the present staff, which is mani­
festly overwrought, receive those fur­
ther additions as soon as the ways and 
means are found.

The synod gathers from the report 
that owing to Increased expenditures and 
other causes the college needs consider
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be averted.
In view of these things the synod earn­

estly and urgently brings the claims of 
the college before all ministers, office­
bearers and congregations within the 
bounds with a view to their taking im­
mediate action to the ends indicated.

The synod also expresses the hope that 
many of the wealthier members and ad­
herents may feel themselves called upon 
to give private subscriptions to the or­
dinary revenue and the scholarship fund 
of the college.

When the overture on Sabbath ob­
servance came up it was agreed unani­
mously that the principle of the overture 
be adopted and that a special commit­
tee be appointed upon legislation to take 
such steps as may be advisable at the 
proper time. The committee to 
sist of Revs. W. L. Clay, A. Logan, W. 
B. Canning and R. B. MaoBetb, min­
isters, and Dr. McKechnie and Mr. 
Thornton Fell, élders.

An overture from the Presbytery of 
Westminster, asking the assembly to ap-

of foreign missions, was agreed to and 
transmitted to the assembly.

When the Century Fund came up for 
discussion it was agreed to ask Rev. 
Dr. Wright to visit as many points in 
the synod as possible in the interests 
of that fund. Dr. Wright is the regu­
larly appointed agent of the general as­
sembly.

The modern system, adopted early in 
the United States, was quickly taken up 
in certain' sections of Canada. -Today it 
has spread all over the country, until at 
present we are the greatest exporters in 
the world in one line of dairy products, 
namely cheese, and are rapidly forging 
ahead in other lines.

Mr. Curtis went on to express his 
views on the borrowing of money at 
some length, arguing that the Australian 
colonies secured better terms than Bri­
tish Columbia. He favored borrowing 
money in ^iew York or Montreal instead 
of in the local market or in London.

There were three points in the bffl with 
which he took issue. There was nothing 
to indicate the government’s desire to 
secure the immediate construction of the 
Coast-Kootenay road. There should 
have been a provision that the construc­
tion should be begun in July or August 
of this year. All the action of the gov­
ernment led to the belief that they were 
seeking to delay the building of the road.
Such a policy might please the C. P. R., 
but it did not please the people.

His second reason for opposing the 
bill yeas that there was no hint in it of 
securing competition. Why did not the 
government say boldly that they did not 
want competition and favored the C. P.
R? He quoted from the Toronto Globe 
on the policy of the O. P. R. with re­
gard to its western freight rates.

The true solution of the problem was gov­
ernment ownership. He Instanced the suc­
cess of that policy In other countries. The 
people of the country wanted the govern­
ment railways or, competition in railways, 
and for the first time we saw a conflict be­
tween the business men of the province 
and capital. When there was such a uni­
versal demand for a competing line of rail­
way the government should surely give 
heed to It. He intended to place the mem­
bers of the house on record on the question, 
he would therefore move:

Mr. Speaker ruled the motion out of order. 
Oliver said he did not think the Ot­

,not mentioned In the report of the delegates 
viz: from Port Steele to Golden and from 
Midway to Vernon. He found in the bill 
that the railways had to be commenced in 
July. 1902. and there was nothing as to 
when they should be completed. That 
would not suit the people, they wanted the 
railways at once. He did not agree with the 
conditions provided by the bill. The Do- 
minion made working cfc urges a first charge 
and he did not think the province would 
be allowed to do differently. He believed 
the conditions were deceptive and not pro­
posed In good faith. He believed firmly In 
government ownership as the only solution 
of the difficulty. Even If the railway did 
not pay the people would still have the 
benefit of the road. The V.. V. & E. might 
sell out to the C. P. R. and no action of 
the provincial legislature coni,I prevent 
that sale going through. He was not au­
thorized by his constituents to onvose the 
bill. He had considered tbe bill carefui'y, 
and If the government would consent to 
submit the contracts to the legislature for 
confirmation he would vote for (lie bill, 
reserving the right to criticize any nt its 
provisions.

Mr. Hunter read the report of a lotcut 
speech by Sir Wilfrid i-aurier In whi« ii he 
said the Island railway was a matter of 
secondary Importance. That was a pretty 
statement for the premier of the Dominion 
to make on the floor of r>arlia«acnt. in Mr. 
Hunter’s opinion the Coast-Kootenay lire 
was the most useless road that cur id be 
proposed. Mr. Curtis bad not made any 
serious opposition to tHe provisions of the 
bill, but he had objected because the V.,
V. & B. was not specially mentioned—the 
road of which he was the persistent advo­cate.

Mr. Curtis denied the accusation.

The land should never be plqwed so deep 
ns to turn up from the bottom and bring 
to the top that cold crude, hungry sub­
soil. ns it takes years -before it can be 
made fertile and productive of profitable 
results. To keep the land fertile it must 
be fed. and to make fertile land profit­
able it must be thoroughly cultivated, 
and the field bed should be made as fine 
as possible. Alter sowing the field should 
not be left in a rolled state, but should 
be gone over with the harrow, as it has 
been demonstrated that a rolled bed does 
not retain the moisture nearly as well 
as the harrowed bed. Again, a roiled 
hod has been found to strip much easier 
by the winds than a harrowed bed. The 
bed should be roiled after seeding, but 
before it is through with it should be 
gone over with a light harrow. In plow­
ing, the rows should not be thrown up 
on edge; furrows should be laid close so 
as to prevent the soil drying out. Light 
plowing is giving the best results in the 
East, and on the coast, where irriga­
tion is not necessary, but in the dry belt 
where crops are grown by irrigation, the 
conditions might be somewhat different, 
at the same time nothing has yet appeal­
ed to his reason to warrant a belief that 
there would be any difference, on the 
contrary, there was a far greater guaran­
tee of a crop where irrigation is resorted 
to. than where the raising of crops de­
pended on the rainfall.

The right to pur­
chase the railway provided for in the bill 
was part of the conservative railway pol­
icy which, as had been stated, was fram­
ed with the object of adopting govern­
ment ownership as soon as the conditions 
permitted. Failing government 
ship the only alternative was to bonus a 
responsible company and guard the in­
terests of the public by every possible 
means.

A great outcry for competition had 
been raised and a strong agitation had 
been created by the promoters and ag­
ents of the V. V. & E. He had no fault 
to find with that. The men at the head 
of the V. V. & E. were business men, 
many of them friends of his, and they 
had a right to promote their schgme 
by every legitimate means, but they were 
working in the interests of the Great 
Northern and their own and not in the 
interests of British Columbia or its peo­
ple. Their promised competition was a 
bugaboo raised to deceive the people and 
he was surprised that members of the 
house had been deceived by it or had al­
lowed themselves to be influenced by the 
cut and dried resolutions of organized 
meetings called in the interests of the 
Great Northern. A great deal of abuse 
had been heaped upon the C. P. R. by 
these gentlemen and their followers and 
a feeling antagonistic to that company 
had been skillfully fostered and spread 
abroad, but he ventured to say, with all 
its faults, the C. P. R. was « better com­
pany to deal with than a foreign com­
pany. whose interests lay beyond the 
jurisdiction of the province or of the Do­
minion and whose guarantee was not to 
be compared with that which the C. P.
R. could furnish. For himself he was 
proud to call himself a Canadian and he 
believed in. favoring our own great na­
tional highway instead of adding to the 
wealth of a foreign monoply. (Applause)
,'Mr. McPhillips pointed out that the 
Manitoba government bad bought out 
the Northern Pacific lines in Manitoba 
and leased them to the Canadian North, 
ern which was owned by Mackenzie and 
Mann the promoters of the V. V. &. E. 
Manitoba had not hesitated to enlist a 
competition1 to the C. P. R.

Hon. Mr. McBride said he 
was aware that the Cana­
dian Northern was contemplat­
ing the construction of a line paralell- 
mg the C. P. R. across the continent, 
through the mountains by the Yellow 
Head pass and terminating at a point 
on the Northern Coast of British Colum­
bia. It had been hinted that the Can- 
adian Northern had in mind the building» 
of a southern line as .well which might 
come into competition with the C P R 
in Southern British Columbia but no in­
timation had reached the government 
that the V. V. & E. was intended as a 
link in such a line. He would do every­
thing in his power to assist the Canad- 
lan Northern in carrying out its scheme 
which he hoped to see brought to suc­
cessful competition.

way. The objection that I take to proposed 
amendments to the bill is In regard to the 
proposed reduction of the Interests which 
the province will receive for the money 
advanced. X maintain that if the province 
contributes to the coat of the road, they 
should receive their proportion of the 
earnings of the road. The money advanced 
by the province is practically a loan In per- 
petuity. The company could retain the 
princlpalso long as they paid the Interest, 
and he did not think any man could be 
found who would refuse a similar offer 
He quoted the cost of the Kaslo and Slocaii 
and the bonded Indebtedness and asked 
what became of the difference. The Nelson

Hon. Mr. McBride answered that it 
was certainly his opinion as a lawyer that 
a government aided road, built wholly 
within the province, could be brought 
wholly under control of the government 
so far as rates were concerned. Unless 
the government could get that control 
they would not grant the subsidy. (Ap­
plause.)

Mr. Green said it must be most pleas­
ing to the people of Kootenay to see that 
the Coast-Kootenay railway formed the 
chief subject of discussion when as a 
matter of fact it was not a Coast to 
Kootenay but a Coast to Boundary rail­
way. The Kootenay would have the 
privilege-of paying for it. If the Boun­
dary had an extension of the Boundary 
and Rock Creek it would have all the 
communication necessary. He felt that 
the government would do the best they 
could to secure a fair contract in the in­
terests of the people. He was glad the 
government had left themselves free to 
make a contract for the railway with 
either the V. V. & E. or the O. P. R. 
They have shown their aggressiveness 
in providing that the rights of 
the people would not be over­
looked, but they should have adhered to 
the bill in its original form. They had 
seen fit to recede from their first position 
and he would oppose the bill in commit- 
tee in an endeavor to have it restored to 
its original terms.

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ÎVancouver. I have looked for a clause 
to show that the government does- not 
want the railway built, and I must say 
that I have found none. Excepting for 
the trifling objections which I have sug­
gested, I can read in this bill of the 
government’s the broad principles which 
I went forward to the country with in 
my platform. How could I be found 
fault with, then, in supporting a bill of 
this kind. I think those people who will 
have nothing to do with the Canadian 
Pacific railway, are taking an impracti­
cable view of the situation. I have not 
any doubt that many peaple hold this 
view honestly enough, but I am satisfied 
that the more they consider the argu­
ments I put forward here, and which are 
on the surface of the situation, the more 
readily they will perceive that if it is 
absolutely necessary to get lower rates 
for this province, we must not make a 
rcontract with people who are perfectly 
irresponsible, but rather we must make 
the contract with those people who 
perfectly responsible. In short, it is a 
matter of business with corporations all 
through, and if we made this house in­
to a company of 38 members of a joint 
stock concern, we would act practically 
as they act I have watched the re­
ports of meetings, and I fail to see any 
possible consideration to justify me in 
voting against this bill I may be mis­
taken, but I am supporting this bill be­
cause it is a bill founded upon the prin­
ciples laid down, as I have already stat­
ed, in clause 17, in the late platform of 
which I was the head, and that being so,
I could not reconcile my conscience 
(laughter) to block the kind of legislation 
which I have been standing up for these 
many years. The moment the act is used 
in any way to prevent a boni fide 
tract, then I shall have no hesitation in 
voting against the government if they 
fail to do the work, and it will then be 
time to say—“you are pretending.”
