THE CITY OF LAGER.

Going out to find a' stationery store to

(God agnostics) were in ignorance of, He
argued the evolution of God ag the mani-
festation of heaven ; the revelation of the
invisible,
This theory of evolution is a favorite one;
and what is meant by it? It is meant to
account for things that exist. They run
us from the very highest apex of man down,
down, down to the finest conceivable point
of existent matter. This protoplasm, and
evolution teaches that this very tiny cell
throws off another and another and keeps
widening until man is thrown off, In
going back to these molecules, we find the
agnostic God, but at this point not even
Huxley or Darwin can go any further.
Whence came this very emall piece of
matter? How did it come into being. If
aman can account for a grain of sand com-
ing into existence, he can account for a
mountain, The agnostic has nowhere to
stand if you run him far enough back.
He is np wiser than the CLisamen who
believes the earth rests on the back of an
elephant, and the elephant rests on a turtle,
and the turtle fiads a hold by clinging to
the elephant.

In starting with the world’s creation, we
have first llfn‘ce, then - matter, then law,
then organization, and finally development,
Force is the primary idea, where is that
force created that produced this protoplasm.

Will there bea thirdin the next election

The probability is that there will.

IE the liberal party is determined to fol:,
Jow the Globe and Sir Richard Cartwright
in the tariff issue, and to use the same argu-
ments that brought disaster to that party
in the last eléction, they will find that
the reformers who voted against them then
will vote against them again, and they will
find that the young men of the country wiil
refuse to come under their banner. Cir-
cumstanced as Canada is free trade is im-
possible ; the only issue is one of degree,
or as it might be put, the re=adjustmept of
the tariff. But the Globe and Sir Richard
Cartgright, the journal that supported the
act, and the man who raised a fifteen per
cent. tariff to seventeeL and a-half, are al-
ways shouting free trade as expounded in
England, a system that was adopted by
Engl:nd; not through any humanitarian
jdea, bug through pure selfishness. And
the Globe is prepared to again tell the
youug men  of Canada that Canadians
should not make a tariff to suit themselves,
that to do so would be disloyal.

After all the tariff is not such a great
jssue. And as a matter of fact it was
settled at last election. Much greater
issues are coming qrp, and they must be
met. To fight in these, men want other
weapous than the rusty arguments of former
days. There is the coming issue of Can-
adian nationality; of Canada’s right to make
her own treaties ; of the development of the
Northwest in the interest of settlers, not
speculators and land companies ; of oppos-
ition to railway monopolies that threaten
to grind the farmer down to the lowest
margin of subsistence ; of the simplification
of our system of government and a reduc-
tion in the cost of legislation ; of the aboli-
tion of exemptions and class privileges ; of
the extension of the franchise ; of the pre-
servation of provincipal rights; and many
other issues in the settlemeut of which a
new, a young and vigorous party could
take a decided stand. And the attitude of
the new party in the matter of the tariff
will be something as follows ; that Canada
should provide diversity of employment for
her people ; that there is noreason why we
should not be a manufacturing as well as
an agricultural country ; that it is béth
possible and at the same desirable to foster
pative industries by a moderate gystem of
protection ; that Canadians in framing their
tariff will have regard to the peculiar cir-
cumstances of Canada; not be controlled by
the mere precept of anotner country dif-
ferently circumstanced ; and that commer-
cial independence is precedent of political
independence. _

Such a party is the coming party, and
by next election it will make itself telt.

FROM 1858 TO 1882. §

A correspondent, whose letter we | viat
in another column, asks us what gr uuds
we have for calling Sir Richard Cartwright
a free trader, and quotes the various tariff
figures in force from 1859 to the present
time. Let us here corrxct a prevailing
error. Almost everybody, who in either
speaking or writing has to refer to the first
protective tariff ever passed in Canada,
gives the year 1859 as the date and Mr.
Inspector-GeaeraI Galt (now Sir Alexander)
as the minister who framed it. Thisis
wrong ; the 20 and 25 per cent tariff of
old Canada was introduced by Mr. Inspec-
tor-General Cayley, and ws passed in
1858, the provincial parli meut then sitting
in "Woronto. The year following, 1859,
Mr. Galt had succeeded to Mr. Cayley’s
plaee and made some alterations, leaving
the tariff rather more complete and system-
atic than before, but with its essential prin-
ciple unchanged. The real author of the
national policy of 1858 was, however, the
Hon. Isaac Buchanan of Hamiltor, whose
services to the cause of protection have not,
we regret to say, been recognized either
by the present government, who came into
power on the strength of protection, or yet
by the manufacturers who have profited by
the change which Mr. Buchanan ‘did so
much to bring about. Mr. Buchanan it
was who started the protectionist move-
ment in Canada, and kept it alive during
many years, in times when shouters for
protection were scarcer than they are at
present ; when, in facl, the idea of the
thing was ridicaled by men who now hold
seats in parliament and other lucrative or
influential positions on the strength of it.

The pith and point of our correspondent’s
letter moay be compressed into this ques-
tion : what need of the great advance of
tariff rates in 1879, seeing that in former
years old Canada - prospered under the
lower general tariff figure of 20 per cent,
aye, and the Dowinion too, even after the
figure had been reduced to 15 per cent.

" The reasons why we shall now endeavor to
make plain. In 1854 the reciprocity
~ treaty with the United States was
negotiated,  and thence forward our
farmers had the full benefit of the open
American market. Agriculture rapidly ad-
vanced, and the farmers prospered as they
had never done before that time, but still
there was something wanting. We had
then no manufactures to speak of, and the
proceeds of our Jarge sales of timber and
fam produce were drained away to pay
for imported goods. With the crisis of 1857
came wreck aud ruin to thousands, and‘all
this, be it observed, while we had a free and
profitable market, in the States as well as
Britaio, | for our surplus produce of both
forest uki farm, The shallow and too-

tariff for the reason that to him the credit

prospers everybody prospers with him then
received a most ' signal refutation, Under
Mr. Buchannau’s tariff of 1838, with the
amendments of 1859, & wonderful change
ensued. [We call it Mr Butharnan’s
of it rightly belongs ; it was his agitatioa of
the question out of doors which forced it
upon the government aund legisiature of the
day, or which, tosay the very least; created
the public opinion which made it practicable
for the government to push, the measure
through.] Soon there followed the great
event of the American civil war, which be-
gan in 1861, and speedily gave Cunada far
more protection than the tariff could ac-
count for. Owing to the immense war ex-
penditure, the inflation of the currency and
the large diversion of men, money~'and
energy into the war and away from produc-
tive employment, the United States became
the best country to sell in and the worst
country to buy in on the face of the globe.
Except in a few specialties, American com-
petition with Canada wholly disappeared ;
and bus for the very high figures of the
Morill tariff we might have sold millions
worth of oar manufactures even in the
manufacturing states. Nor did this state
of things cease with the war, it continued
for years after the war bad closed. The
final surrender surrender under the apple
tree at Appomatox happened in April,
1865, but what doctors might call
the commercial sequelae of the war
lasted for long after.  Reciprocity
came to anend in \farch, 1866, but the
American market, .v... with duties to pay,
was still such a profitable one to sell in that
we scarcely felt the change. The same
year our tariff was reduced to 15 per cent
a change which, though felt by some of
those branches of manufacture in which our
competition was with England chiefly, was
not felt at all by those in which we were
competing with the States. From 1861 to
1872-78—eleven years at least, we had on

our statute book a protection of first 20 and
afterwards 15 per cent. But the American
war created for us a protection of from 50
to 100 per cent more, in all lines in which
our competition was with our neighbsrs
south of the lakes. Fifty per cent now
would fall far short of giving our manufac-
tures as much actual protection, against
American competition, as they had when|
there was only fifleen' per cent on the

statute book. Further, Great Britain was

then in full enjoyment of remunerative

foreign markets, there were great wars on

the continent of Europe, and even British

competition bore far easier upon us then it

does to-day. - The truth is that the Ameri-

can war aud its consequences masked for a

time the operation of our reduced tariff of

1866 ; or rather, prevented it from operat-

ing so as to make itself felt. But the

change came atjlast. OQsérihe border there
were signs of a break in the long-continued
high prices early in 1873, and in Septem-

ber of that year came « Jay Cooke’s crash.”

Most of us remember what followed.- Our
neighbors rapidly got down toa ‘‘hard-pan”
basis, prices touched ** rock}bottom,” and
from being a nation of eager buyers at high
prices our neighbors became a nation of
eager seller at low prices. The situation
was not tierely changed, but reversed, and
the insufliviency of our fifteen or seventeen

and a-half per cent tariff to sustain our
manufacturers against competitors who
were protected to the extent of ftifty per
cent and more was demonstrated with a
vengeance. The times having changed we

had to change with_ them, or do worse.

Enough for the present on a subject con-
cerning which much misapprehension and
forgetfulness of important historical facts
appears to.prevail. The essential difference
between Sir Richard’s policy and Sir Lec-
pard’s we shall take an other opportunity of
showing. ;

SUNDAY LAWS.

It will be remembered that some two
years ago the then management of the
Royal opera house gave & sacred Sunday
concert, for which they were summoned
before the magistrate and fined. And it
will also be remembered that the law has
been put in operation against Sunday shav-
ing barbers. Now the question occurs to
us, whether the managers of a_church have
any rights not granted to ordinary citizens,
or whether a Sunday concert, such as took
place last night av St. Michael's cathedral,
isillegal. Ifit is we fail to see why the church
should not be proceeded against, as an ad-
mission fee was charged, either actually or
under cover of ‘‘a silver collection,” and
the fact that the money was for religious
purposes, does not excuse the contraven-
tion of the lawhof the land. In fact the
churches are ordinarily supposed to assist
the government of the country in maintain-
ing law and order. We do not here say
it is that wrong to hold sacred concerts on
Sunday, at which an admission fee is
charged. What we want to know is why a
distinction should be drawn between a prb-
lic hall and a church ?

8 SIR RICHARD CARTWRIGHT A
FREE-TRADER ?

To Tae WorLp: In this morning’s
Word you say that the liberal party through
its leaders ¢ has committed the fatal blun-
der of accepting free trade as part and par-
gel of politica liberalism ;” you also” say
that Sir Richard Cartwright must be thrown
overboard ¢ because he is on this question
the leader of the liberal party.”

Now, without raising the question whe-
ther free trade is or is not a “ fatal blun-
der,” 1 would like to know upon what evi-
dence you charge Sir Richard Cartwright
and the leaders of the liberal party with ac-
cepting free trade.

We bad under the old Union, from 1859
to 1866, a 20 per cent tariff. The liberal
rarty held office for about two years of
that time, but the tariff was not touched.
The period 1859-66 1 may add was the pe-
riod of great deficits, following the cow-
mercial crisis of 1857. y

We had from 1866 to 1874 a 15 per cent
tariff, and for seven out of the eight years
the tory party were in power. This is
spoken of as the golden age of Canadian
prosperity ; it is certain at any rate that
the volume of our import and export trade
has never been 8o great, either bLefore or

since.
_ In 1874 Sir Richard Cartwright increased

the tariff to 17} per cent. In the first year
under this tariff our imports fell off by
$8,000,000, in _the gecond yegr by

neazy . 0
- pearly $33 000,000, in the third year by

$31,000,000, in the fourth year by more
than $36,000,000. and in the fifth year by
$47,000,000.

In those five years, and under the opera-
tion of Sir Richard Cartwright’s increased
tariff of 17} per cent, there was 8 decrease
in the value of goods supplied us by outside
countries amounting to 8155,000,000. Is
this what I understand you to mean as the
ruinous effect of a free trade policy ¥ Anp
increase of the tariff duties by 24 per ceut ;
and a dcrease of imported goods running
far up into the millions !

T ought to say that for three months ot
the fifth year Sir Leonard Tilley’s 20 per
cent tariff was in operation, and to add
that in the following year imports touched
bottom, being $56,000,000 less than in
1874, This was for the financial year 1880.
But in. 1881 the value of our imported
goods went up with a $20,000,000 b und.
Is this what I understand you to mean by
the happy effects of a protective tariff, and
why you believe Sir Righard Cartwright to
be on the wrong side of what is a very
great question for Canada?

Finally, how' do you explain the flourish-
ing condition of Canada’s trade under a 15
per cent, tariff ? how do you make it appear
that a finance minister who increases the
tariff from 15 to to 17} per cent. is a free
trader ¢ and how the minister who makes it
20 per cent. isa protectionist ?
