Demnands of the Telegraphic Brotherhood

Yesterday morning the local leaders of the
Telegraphic brotberhood received s message
from the executive committee at New York
stating that all other means had failed and
it would be necassary to strike, The mes-
sage was communicated to the aperators in
the office and sixty members of the bro-
therhood left in & body at noon
There were only six operators remaining,
four of whom were ladies, The messengers
and check boys also struck unanimously.

At 11 o'clock last night there were 23
operators at work censisting of all of the
ofcials who had at one time been operators,
Mr. Toye, Mr. Essson and Mr. Dwight
turned in and worked,

The local brauch of the brotherhood has
issved s mavifesto, s summary of which
is given :

The bills of grievances are as follows.
American commercisl interests:

Section 1. Believing that man’s physical
and mental welfare requires that at least one
ddy in seven be accorded him for rest and
recreation, we ask for the total abolition of
Sandsy work as s compulsory duty, unless
compensated as extra service,

Ssction 2. That eight hours shall consti-
tute a regular day’s work, and seven hours
s regular night’s work, and that both sexes
shslr receive equal pay for equal work.

jfon 3 'That s universal increace of
tifteen per cent on all salaries paid shall be
petitioned now for.

Cunadian commercial interests :

The memorial of the Canadian commercial

ph employees is identical with that
presented by the American employees, with
thee exception of section 1, which ssks for
fixed compensation for Sunday work of forty
cents hour; secison 3, that salaries now

id shall be incressed according to the fol-
owing scheduie: Employees now receiving
$65 per month snd upward 10 per cent in-
crecse; employees receiviog from $45 to $65
per month 15 per cent increase; employees
receiving $35 to $45 per month 20 per cent
inerease, and that the lowest salary E.id

MoNTREAL, July 19.—The sbsorbiig
$pic bere to-day was the telegriph ¢ per-
ators’ strike, which catne sooner than was
expected. Commercial men, brokers, snd
in fact people in all departments of tiade
sre embarrassed by the sudden stoppsge,
and are already protesting against the con-
duct of those who have without proper
warniog or notice abandoned their employ-
ment. Legal authorities say thac the oper-
ators are subject to the same penaltics
under the law as all other employees who

Jeave their work without giving due notice,
The telegraph compauny cannoi discharge an
operator under two wecks’ notice, and the
same is required from the latter before he
can Jegitimately wathdraw, The chief
officials of the Great Northwestern Tele
graph company here hope to toon remedy
the existing state of things, There were
only tbree operators left in the morning
when the strike occarred, but since
then more than treble that number have
been engaged. Every effort to augment the
stofl forthwith is being made and ssnguine
expectations of success are entertained.
The operators on the railways are still at
work, and there are no apprehensions of
trouble with them. Mr, Andrew. Allan,
president of the Montreal Telegraph com.
pany, while admitting the injury the strike
will do to trade yet said he felt the com-
pany would overcome it as successfully
as the Allan firm bad beaten the
great organization of ship laborers, A pum-
be, of the local stock brokors left for New
York to-day so as to watch the market there
for their clients until communication is re-
stored, .The interest of the whole com-
munity was centred in this trouble to-day
to the exclusion of everything else. In fact
it paralyzed news as well as business,

New YORK, July 19,—The telegraphers
struck at noon throughout the country,
about two-thirds of the operatives leaving.
New men were put on rapidly, The strike
had been discounted at the stock exchange,
and did not affect prices.

A report of the death of General Grant
was occasioned by the fact that it was the
signal sgreed upon by the stiikers to com-
municate the order to strike. The opera-
tors have held a meeting and sent a state-
ment to the press eetting forth their griev-
ances,

This afternoon there were about 175
operators employed in the Western Union
building. As fast as operators applied for
positions they were put to work,  All the
members of the executive committee of the
brotherhcod, with the exception of John
Campbell, left for their homes. He remains
to answer communications sent to the
brotherhood, Campbell said this afternoon
that iustructions were sent out by the execu-
tive to operatorsall over the country and
Caoada that unless a countermanding order
was given meanwhile there should bea gen-
eral suspension of business at noon to-day.
At 8 30 a last appeal was made to Gen,
Eckhert in hopes that at the last moment
he might accede to the demands «f the em-
ployees, As no reply was received it was
decided to let matters take their course.
The instructions were not counter-
manded and at noon the operators
of two_ hundred cities of the
United States and Canada struck,
The operatos rbelonging to the Western
Ubpion, Mutval Upion, American Rapid,
Baltimore and Ohio, (Great Northweste:n ot
Canada acd the Canada Mutual joined in
the strike, also the linemen of the telegraph,
telephone and electric light companies, The
brotherhood numbers 7000 men and 1000
women. Campbell stated that the strikers
were plentifully supplied with funds, and it
was also an assembly of the knights of labor
and application was made several days ago
to the central committee of that organ-
izatton for the aid wkich it promised them,
Communications had also been received from
several of 1he largest labor unions in the
country, including the amalgamated order
of iron and steel workers, Pennsylvanis,
offering substantial assistancs in case it was
needed, Campbell thought many of the
operators would succeed in getting situa-
tions, In regard to the prospect of -the
different compinies securing new hands he
stated the only resource would be in em-
ployiog a few third.rate operators from the
country. No good men were left who were out
of employment, It would be inspossible to
employ students and those who were not
thoroughly acguainted with the work 1o do
it satisfactorily, especially in the matter of
press despatches, where great care and accue
racyarercquired. The English operators were
in sympathy with the movement and in.
formed the brotherhood that none of them
were about to come to this country,

At 8 meeting of striking operators this
afternoon a resolution was passcd to abstain
from the use of intoxicants during the
strike,

Reports reccived by officials of the com-
pany from the superintendents of the vari-
ous points west show everythiog is working
well, New operators are contiuually coming
in. At St. Joseph, Mo,, the full force has
returncd to work. At San Francisco out of
28 operators 16 joined the strike, All the
vacancies were filled to-night.

The general tu.ucss of the Western
Union company is in a satisfuctory condi-
tion this evening.

CHICAGO, 111, July 19.—The situation is
not materially changed, Ninety men are
at work. Supt, Clowry is coufident the
company has carried 1ts poict. Advices
indicate tbat all the main distributivg
points will be abie to bandle business
without delay.

MUFFERING IN IRBLAND,

The Terrible Condition of Things Re-
vealed by a visit te Donegal.
Alice M. Hark, writing to the London

Chronicle, says; As I bave only just returned
from visiting, with my husbsod, Gweedore
and other distressed districts of Doneral, I
shou'd be glad if you would sllow me to say
a few words ss to the actual condition of the
peasants in that part of Trelsnd, Last yesr
the potato crop was lost throughout the
whole of Donegal, and to 4dd to this dises-
ter, following as it did on four successive

bad barvests, s terrible storm swept over
Donegsl on Oct. 1, uoroofing and levelling
the cottages snd swéeping away the whole
of the oats sni hay. The people tbus
found themselves

the winter with no store
their families and stock, and no seed pota-
toes for the follomnwmg. Enormous
exertions bave been e by Dr. Lo“}
the bishop of Raphoe, and his clergy to tin
funds wherewith to feed the people and to
buy seed potatoes, and in these efforts

have been aided by the society of frien
and by Mrs, Power Lalor, Owing to their
exertions a great extent of Donegal has been
resown with potatoes, snd up to the present
time tennant farmers and their families
have been kept from sctual starvation by
selling their stock, sud lz receiving gifts of
Indisp meal. The funds in the hands of
the clergy are, however, neatly exhsusted
and how to keep off the famine sill
the - mewly sown potato orop has been
gathered - is filling their minds with
the gravest anxiety, ‘‘For three lun,’
said the bishop to us last week, “I have’
been fighting the tamine, and now it seems
that at the moment of victory ss if it
would prevail,” In Gweedore, to which
Capt. Hill has sent his bailiff to collect
rents, the tenants are reduced to the lowest
ebb of poverty. In an estate, every inch
of whick is either bog, rock, or sand, some
portion of the land has been breught into a
state of caltivation by the untiring labor. of
the peasants. The ‘‘farms” i strips, often
not more than eight or ten feet wide, run
from the bog to the shore, and are being
year by year encroached upou by the ses
sand; others lying more inrnd have been
reclaimed from the bog years of
toil. Everything — building  draining,
ditching—has been done by the ten-
ants unbelped To stimulate industry the
rents on the property have been raised from
£400 to nearly £1200 a year, and to teach
the grim lesson of poverty, 12,000 acres of
mountain commonage grazing, which be-
longed to the tenants from time immemo-
rial, were some years ago taken from them
without compensation, and thus s people
who once owned flocks and herds, and were
proud of their hospitality to strangers,have
been reduced to a state of penury most piti-
able to behold. While Oapt. Hill is press-
ing for rents, hundreds of bis wretched
tenantry are being kept from sctual starva-
tion by  doles of a pennyworth of meal a
day, and all the children on the
property are being fed by the gift
of two biscuits per diem, Poverty and
misery such as are now to be seen in
Gweedore are enough to make the most
stony-hearted weep, In one single-roomed
cottage we entered a reversed tubsad a

THE DAPHNE DISASTER.

The launch of a steamer is such a familiar
and frequent event on the Clyde that there
was general astonishment when the news
came that on one such occasion there the
veseel had keeled over, cansing the Joss of a
hundred livés or more, The London Times
says: *The launching of ships is e0 we
understood on the Clyde, and has hitherto
been 80 singularly free from accidente, that
a#l Boon as the Daphne moved the spectalors
began‘to cheer, and these pleasant-demon
stistions incressed when the vessel, crowd-
od from stenftd stern with workmen aud
others, cleared the ways and entered the
water, The cheering was, however, speed-
ily checked, for the Duphne had only gone
a few yards from the ends of the ways when
she suddenly heeled over on the port side,
and in an amazingly ehort time filled with
water and sank. ~ The tide being full and
the vessel one of small size, nothing re-
mained visible above water except the top
of the port side, . ' . The cause
of the accident cannot, of course, be stated
with accuracy at present, but it would seem
as if the chains by which the velocity of
the ship was checked on the ways had not
acted equally op both sides. On the port
side, the anchor fixed in the ground was
dragged for a distance of about sixty yards,
while on the starboard side the anchor was
not moved more than six. or seven yaids.
There had apparently been an undue strain
ontheportside, and that, possibly increased
by the current in the river, is believed to
have caused the ship to cant over, At pre-
senty at any rate, no other cause can be as-
signed for the catastrophe.

ARTHUR AND BLAINE.

Although our republican neighbors have
decidedly “sat upon” third term proposals,
they appear to have no very serious oheje-
tions to the honoring with a second term of
any president who succeeds in making him-
self fairly popular.

When
Arthur came into the white house it
was expected by some that the ‘‘stalwarts”
to. which section of the party he belonged,
wounldireverse all this, but he did not. He
appears rather to have devoted himself to
the task of drawing the two sections to-
gether, while keeping friendly with both;
ard without doubt he must succeed in this
if he is to have any chance at all for a sec-
ond term. Recently the New York Times
made a certain limited canvass of public
opiuion, which showed Blaine to be a good
deal ahead of all other supposed candidates
for the republican nomination, with Arthur
coming next but at a distance, The New
York Tribune, which unquestionably
speaks for-Blaine, thus remarks on the cir-
cumstance ;

As for Mr,
Blaine, there has be:n no time since 18756 when he
was not eagily the most popular American in public
life. The attacks upon him have only increased
the public regard, till even his enemies discover and
prociaim the fact. If he chose he could be a strong-
er prcsiduutin\ candidate cow than he was in 1876
or in 1887, But it is known that he has peremptor-
ily refused to be congidered a candidate, or to let
his frieids work for him. He has now been out of
public life for nearly hulf 8 presidestial administra-

tion. He says he has no desire to return, and has
sund new and congenial work in which he is en-

At the time of President Arthur’s acces-
gion “the Tribune was bitterly opposed to
him, but evidently some things have Lap-
pened since then, Now it is really Blaine
who says, in the above paragraph, that he
is not a candidate himself, but that Arthur
may bea very gool one. Notwithstanding
his saying that he has no desire to return
to public life, he might possibly be willing
o take another turn in the department of
atmio, who knows?

France, Germany and the United States—
the three batiors coming next to Great
Britain in commercial importance—are far-
ther'lrom free trade to-day than they were
then, Mr, Cobden, in  his snti-corn law
speeches, used to present the prospect of
free tra lo adopted by the world as a prin-
cipal inducement  for England to
lead the way. At the Cobden club
dioner recently Mr. Chamber'ain was
so indiscreet as to remark that he wae
not aware that the great apostle of free
trade had ever fixed a date for the fulfilment
of his prophecy of the early acceptance of
his doctrines by the nations of the world.
A correspoudent of the St. James’ Gazette
promptly reminds bim of the pointed sen-
tence in one of Mr, Cobden’s speecher, de-
livered in January, 1846 ; ** I believe that
if you abolish the corn laws honestly, and
adopt free trade in its simplioity, there will
not be a tariff in Earope that will not be
changed in less than five years to follow
your example,” And a New York contem-
porary says that numerous other passages
of similar import might have been cited.
Indeed, few candid and well-intormed
Eoglishmen of the present day are disposed
to question the statement that free trade
could rot have been introduccd if Mr. Cob-
den had o succeeded in convincing the
country that his principles would be speedily
accepted by the United States aud the prin-
cipil Europ2in nations, That Coblen’s mis-
talken poophecy was the main persuasion to
lead B uish public opinion astray iu this mat-
ter is clear enough; but it is by no means
clear how Great Britain is to,get oat of the
false position in which she now finds herself.
Had she reduced duties in favor only of
nations who did the same by her, she would
have retained in her own hands the power
of enforcing at any time a measurable ex-
tent of fair play. Bu‘ the power having
been thrown away, all plans for reasserting
it appear to be beset with eaormous diffi-
culties, How history might have been
changed, had this or the other event not
happened, is a question that can never be
positively settled; the least tha' can be
done is to strike a balanca of opinion. We
peen have little Aifficulty, however, in
adopting the conclusion, that i/ the British
public had known, thirty-five or forty years
ago, the hold which protection was to obtain
on the most advanced foreign nations at the
present time, free trade would then have
been rejected, or at all events postponed to
a more convenient season,

live peaceably together in the Botanical
gardens under bis care, which fact he
thinks settles the charge that the sparrow
drives off all other birds,

The Invasion of Volunteers info Patnev.
From the London News, July 4.

Putney has already been awakened from

its customary qoist by a sudden invasion of
volunteers. It canvot be said to have been
quive unprepared for their coming, seeing
that some scores of ieants have whitened the
heath for mearly a werk past, and etrong
fatigne parties have long been at work there
making ready tor the great rifls meeting that
promises to be in every way a brilliant su:-
¢33, Sowe 80 marines, under Mr. Hoey's
direction, began about the second week in
June their labor of setting up targets, in-
closing the common. and erecsing woodea
structures so substantial-looking that their
annual resppearance is s mystery to the un-
witiated. The refreshment pavilion is more
than ever a thing of besuty. Its frame-
work has this' yesr been picked out and
sencilled over with various ornamea-
tations, while the front is adormed
with  gilded stanchions, bearing
gaily-colored bannerets of metal that give
to the whole quite a festive aspect. This
building and the sisfl offizss occupy pre-
cisely the position they  did
last year, and it is difisalt to believe that
they have not stood there insact ever since,
These things were all finished, a tramway
laid d) v, telegraph wires set up by a staff
of royat engineers, and tents pitched in
many of the Jines by the first of June, The
camp, however, remained comparatively un-
tesantel up to last evening, when some 230
of the London Scottish marched in to take
np quariers on ground that has been theirs
by right of occupstion since the very first
rifls meeting at Wimbledon, In previous
years is was their custom to go under canvas
for a week before the prizs shootiag com-
wenced, but some objection having been
recently raised by the common con-
servators, their preliminary training is
now restricted to four days, Very
properly they do their own tent-pitching.
A baggage wagon containing all necessary
equipments preceded the detachment.
and everything was in readiness for forming
a camp directly the men arrived. With s
strict regard to military regulations they
were told off to their allotted positions, and
at a bugle sound the work of pitching
camp commenced, With very few excep
tions the tents were got up very smartly
and in a manner that left little room for
fault.finding. Their labors were lightene’
by martial music from the regimenta piper,
who proudly strode up and down the pleasant
glades of Glen Albyn, and perhaps caught,
as he played, some inspiration from the
presence of purple heath, tall bracken, silver
birch dnd thistles, Whatever we may think
of the pipes under ordinary conditions, they
certainly sound pleasantly appropriate
enough in a place like thir, though for &
time they may silencs the notes of black-
bird, thrush snd nightingale, Several of the
Csnadian team, under command of Lieut.-
Col, Otter, Queen’s Own rifles, also cawe
into camp last might. Capt. Westen, Sixty-
sixth Fusileers, acting as adjatant, was in
charge of the arrangements, Most of the
officers will not join until to-day, when they
hope to commence practice at Wormwood
Scrubs, Camp accommodation was offered
to the American team, but they have pre-
ferred to go inte private lodgings rather than
hazard their ceances of success by exposure
to an uncertain climate under canvas, They
took np their quarters at Putney yuurdtg.
There has been a grest improvement in the
working of targets since last yesr, The old
system of raising and lowering by s wind-
lass was found very slow, and there was an
unnecessary weight of material. On Major
Humphrey's suggestion, Mr, Hoey devis:d
an ingenious method, by which some forty
pounds of this weight could be taken off,
the targets moved with much greafer
ease, and the labor of markers con-
siderably lightened, On experiment it has
been found that with only half the labor
this new system enables those in the butts
to signal a shot with greatly increased
rapidity, svd the advantage of this must be
obvious to all who know the value of every
minute in the case of a gigantic meeting
like Wimbledon, It is of all the more im-
portance now that entries have greatly in-
creased and some new competitions have
been added, Wor the Queen’s prize there
will be quite 150 more competitors than
last year, and for St. George’s about 130
more, For several other importsnt priz:s
there is a proportionate increase in the
number of entries. the
Snider rifls is still to be used in
many - competitions, it is  being
gradually superseded by the Martini-
Henry, to which weapon the Olympic and
other series of prizes will now be open.
What was formerly the Snider Wimbledon
cup is also henceforth to be known as the
Martini-Henry Wimbledon cup. The Mul-
lens’ prize has been considerabl)y augmented
in value, as have also the Grand Aggregate
and Nursery, A second standing yprize, to
be called the Bodine (in compliment to
our American visitors), bas been instituted,
to be shot for at 200 yards, and the prin-
cipal other competitions new since last
year are the Molineux, to be shot for with
military breech-loaders at 500 yards, and
one coufined to teams of yeomanry cavalry
firing with the regimental carbines,

PHRASE-MAKING,

The Art of Forming Intelligent Combina-
tions of ientences.
From the London Globe,

Napoleon once described literary men as
¢‘phrase-makers,” and this was, no. doubt,
the severest thing he could say of them at
short notice, Yet phrase making kept
under proper regulation, is nothing of
which anyone need be sshamed, It is re-
spectable by sheer force of antiquity, The
art' must have been known to that half-
mythological figure, ‘‘pre-historic’ man,”
and such persons as Homer, Dante, Shaks-
peare, and Goethe have since practiced it in
a manner that ¢leaves nothing to be de-
gired.” Even in its epigrammatic form
phrase-making scarcely merits the obloquy
heaped upon it by the “Little Corporal.”
It has added many a wise apothegm from
the Greek past to the stock of our pro-
verbial philosophy. It creates mottoes for
us, and inscribes election cries on the
banners of our parties. The words uttered
by a statesman returning from sn ar-
duous foreign mission go down in his-
tory associsted with a grest Earopesn
peace; another statesman announces that
gociety still bas forces in reserve with which
to combat the aggressions of rebellious
crime, and the phrase at once enters the
political vocabulary, to be drawn thence

for both criticism and approval, Phrases
invented for specisl occasions often enough
come to be applied in new senses, Kvery
determined man ‘‘in possession” coosiders
himself entitled to borrow the expression of
Maurshal MacMahon, for j'y suis j'y reste

snits admirably emergencies of ejection l
where the fixity of tenure can ba best as. |
serted by a maximom of resistance and s
minimom of words.

This, at any rate, will
he the grammarian’s view of the matter,
But the rounding off procees often leads to
insccuracies and exaggerations shat are
apt to escspe the eye of the pedagogue
intent on mere grammatical rfection.
A oritic who insisted on absolute truth.
falness of statement would find a sad amount
of dry rot to the phraseological structure of
langu His first impulse, no doubt,
woald'ﬁto set at liberty the omniscient
school boy, now kept & prisoner in various
educationsl establishments under the pre-
text of tuition ; yet second thoughts might
lead him to refrain ifrom troubling the,
world with any unnecessary proot of its own
unfathomable igaorance.  Hardly less in-
teresting as & gieoo of phrase-making ma-
chinery than the ompiscient school boy is
the * acknowledged fact,” never so loudly
asserted as when called into question, and
often uot a fact at all.
