Balfour Secures a Credit of £55,831—Se
Far 40,000 Persons Have; Been Re:
lieved,*7397 Employed on Relief Works
and £21,159 Paid in Wages—General
Foreign News.

Loxpox, March 12.—In the House of Com-
mons this evening in committee of supply.
Mr. Balfour, Chief Secretary for Ireland,
asked a credit of £55,831 for the relief of
distress in Ireland. He explained that the
Government had adopted every possible
means to expedite relief works, which othexs
wise could not have been begun before April
or May. He spoke highly of the assist-
ance farmers, priests and landlords
had renderad, which had saved the Gov-
ernment much expense, Altogether 800
men wera employed on these works, and
about 40,000 persons had been relieved. He
had carefully enquired into the condition of
every district, availing himself of every in-
formation, official and unofficial, and many
private sources. He never allowed a stint
of actual starvation' to ‘be 24 hours in
hl:d iEo-ssslon 'uh?:‘i“ imbrgelﬂng an im-
m te special enquiry, an n every case|
of abeolute destitution reported he had
found complete, and in many cases fraudu-
lent, misrepresentation. There had been no
case of starvation on the mainland, but there
had been a great risk of starvation on the
islands, and therefore special steam-
ers had been chartered to inves-
tigate the condition of the inhabitants
and to convey meal and other supplies to
them. He dwelt upon the difficulty of ob-
taining an adequate supervision of relief
works in order to ensure that all deserving
and no undeserving persons should be em-

The assassins were surprised at their work by
the stoppage of the train and jumped out,
dropping some bank notes and gold, which
were afterwards found covered with blood.

VAST MINERAL RESODRCES.

MINERALOGISTS DISCUSS HO w
THEY MAY BE DEVELOPED,

Mr, W. Hamilton Merritt Reads a Paper
on the Subject — What Secretary
Blue, Mr. Conmee, M.L.A., and Others
Had to Say—A Mining Convention to
Be Held in Toronto. :

The regular meeting of the Gool;:glcal and
Mining Section of the Canadian Institute was
held last night, Mr. W. Hamilton Merritt
in the chair.

Thbe chairman read an exhaustive paper on
the subject: “Notes on Mining ion in

atario.” One of the most important short-
comings in the mineral policy of the Govern-
n}ent. was the fact that we hnvot :to . ister
of mines or separate departmen mining to
deal with the questions of mining laws and
their observance, mineral development aund
the grave problems in  connection
with the treatment and the smelt-
ing of our ores. in a Gov-
ernment there is no one who has for his
sole work the consideration of the weighty

uestions bound up in the above mentioned

 departments of mining and metallurgy, there

must not only be the inevitable
which other work , but it is imp
that the same iutelligent skill can be given

partment as by a department or sub-depart- |
ment whose sole care and interest is with
minerals,  The mining interests
reached that stage when we are fully war-
ranted in asking the Government that th:aiy
should show the mining community co nsid-
eration in establishing a department to treat
with its affairs. British Columbia and
Nova Bzotia have de ments of mines,
The resources of Ontario are as varied as an
province in the Dominion, but ¢! must lie
dormant until a vigorous policy adopted
which will enable us to smelt our own iron.
The yield to the province, which was now
about $5,000,000 a year, would rapidly in-

crease in the future.

Under the Mining Act all mining lands,
the treatment of the same and the duties of
the i tor, came under the administration
of the Commissioner of Crown Lands, while
the regulations providing for the best meth-
ods of working the mines are under the con-
trol of the Mi of iculture, What
conpection there may between foot
and mouth disease in cattle and the treat-
ment of refractory gold ore, or between the
latest and most successful variety of carrots
and improved systems of mining and safety
to human life is really beyond my power of
comprehension. [Laughter.] I think it is
high time that the mining community raised
its voice in protest against this incongruous
state of affairs. However able a man the
Minister of Agriculture may be there are
limits of possibilities: The mining and
metallurgical interests are worthy of a
foundation. Therefore would it not ‘be best
to start with the corner-stone of a respon-
sible minister? :

He traced the various mining acts and
regulations, and held that they had not been
conducive to the developmént of our mining
industries. Work on all mineral locations
should be made necessary, and every appli-
cant should bring a mineral sample to the
Government office which he desires to get
them to work. Prospector, not speculator,

[Hear,
hear.] “I think Mr. Blue  says we
have got mining sufficiently established
to warrant the verniment spending the
few thousand dollars that would be neces-
sary, It was not after wehad become the
greatest mining industry in the world that
we should create a mining department.
We have one of the greatest mining
countries in the world and we wanted
a minister to assist in developing
it.” Tnere Was no cowparison be-
between the fishery and the mining indus-
tries of the province, and Mr. Blue had gone
a long distance out of his way to torm
such a comparison. [Hear, hear.] It was

Justice should not be checked by
imaginary lines, and these lines should never
be so imaginary and hard to find as in the
punishment of dishonesty and conviction of
erime.
